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Packet by Iowa State (Matt Cvijanovich, Sean Kinney, Scott Moser, Warren Miller).

Tossup: Tarquinius Priscus was the subject of the first one recorded by Livy, while Valerius was the first to be given one by the Republic.  The best sources for them are Plutarch’s Life of Aemileus Paulus and Joephus’s account of Titus’s.  The subject wore the gold embroidered toga picta and would be followed by a slave reminding him he was merely a mortal.  The criteria for one included the killing of 5,000 enemies in a public war which expanded Roman territory.  The subject’s soldiers followed him often ridiculing him while his conquered foes were led before him in humiliation.  FTP identify this procession awarded to victorious Roman generals.

Answer: Triumph or Triumphus.

Tossup: Near its eastern shore are the Belcher islands and to the north lie Mansel, Coats, and Southhampton

Islands.  Rivers that feed into it include the Albany, Rupert, Thlewiaza, Moose, and Great Whale as well as the more notable Nelson and Churchill.  A smaller inlet of it, James Bay, lies to the south and it is separated from the Atlantic by its namesake straight while Foxe Channel separate it from the Arctic.  It became part of the Northwest Territories in 1870 after a monopoly was taken away from a fur-trading company.  FTP identify this large Bay of Canada named for the captain of the Half-Moon.


Answer: Hudson Bay (also accept Hudson’s Bay its old designation).
Tossup: The earliest incarnation of this theory, which is often attributed to Aristotle, came to be discredited in the 17th century, under criticism by men such as Thomas Browne, whose Pseudodoxia Epidemica argued against it, and Francesco Redi, who proved that maggots were not spontaneously generated by putrefaction. This term has recently come to refer to the process by which simple chemicals develop into replicating polymers, which establish hypercycles, and eventually become protobionts, such as the mitochondria. FTP, identify this theory concerning the inorganic origin of life, which is partially corroborated by the Miller-Urey experiment.
Answer:
Abiogenesis (Prompt on spontaneous generation before it is mentioned.)
Tossup: In his first scene he describes himself and his companions as “the moon’s men” whose fortune “doth ebb and flow like the sea.”  Later in a soliloquy he compares himself to the sun who will evaporate “these contagious clouds” when “he please again to be himself.”  At the end of the climactic battle he praises his brother, John of Lancaster, although he himself, admittedly “a truant from chivalry,” had saved his father from Douglas.  He also gives two epitaphs: one to his slain enemy, Hotspur and the other to his thought-to-be-dead friend Falstaff.  FTP identify this royal son of Bolingbroke in a Shakespeare play.


Answer: Prince Hal or Prince Harry or Prince Henry.

(Note to Editor:  I’m not sure how strict you want to be on answers.  Technically Henry V would be incorrect since in this play he is not yet king.  However, it’s the same guy.  I’m indifferent, so it’s your call).

Bonus:  In Book III of the Aeneid Aeneas relates that she gave a Phrygian scarf and gold embroidered robes to Ascanius.  One of her sons founded Pergamum naming it after himself while another, Molossus, was the founder of a royal dynasty in Epirus.  She is saved by Peleus from the machinations of Hermione and Menelaus as the title character of a Euripidean drama.  Her final husband is Helenus although she had become the concubine of Neoptolemus after the Trojan War.  During that conflict her father, Eetion, and seven brothers were all killed by Achilles and after it her son Astyanax was thrown from the walls of Troy.  FTP name this wife of Hector.


Answer: Andromache.

Tossup: American philosopher Josiah Royce developed a “pragmatic” or “voluntaristic” variety of this philosophical theory which appealed to a collection of persons infusing the world with purpose. Fichte opposed it to dogmatism and created a version of it based upon the transcendental ego.   It is brought forth in Kant’s philosophy by the “Copernican Revolution” while Plato’s theory of the Forms is an ancient example of it. Hegel created an “Absolute” version of it while it is stated as “esse est percipi” or “to be is to be perceived” in its most famous formulation, by George Berkeley.  FTP identify this philosophical theory, opposed to materialism, which contends that the external world is dependent on the mind.


Answer: Idealism.
Tossup: Among these substances is Dimercaprol which binds to arsenic to treat soldiers exposed to Lewisite, an arsenic containing mustard gas.  Also in this class are Porphrins such as heme in which the central iron atom is bonded in four places to a molecule of porphyrine leaving two available bonds, which bond to oxygen in transport. EDTA is perhaps the best known and is found in many detergents, where it bonds with the calcium and magnesium ions in hard water. FTP, identify these compounds these ligands which form multiple bond with free metal ions, named for the Greek word for claw.


Answer:
chelating agents.
Tossup: Near the end of this story we learn that the protagonist has become a carpenter and has gotten married.  In Part 4, which is often set off from the rest of the work, the protagonist’s cousin recites part of Keats’ “Ode on a Grecian Urn” to him in an effort to convince him not to refuse his inheritance on account of his slave-owning ancestors.  The first part of the story concerns the protagonist’s instruction at the hands of Sam Fathers into the ways of the wilderness, represented by the title figure, who is eventually killed by Tennie’s Jim and the hound Lion. FTP identify this story, the longest in Faulkner’s Go Down Moses, which features Ike McCaslin and the titular Old Ben.


Answer: The Bear.

Tossup: Among the consequences of this bill were the crippling of the Welsh tin plate industry and election defeat for the chair of the House Ways and Means Committee who sponsored it.  It received support from Western and Southern Democrats in exchange for Republican support of the Sherman Silver Purchase Act.  The first act of its kind to provide for reciprocity provisions, it was modified by the Wilson-Gorman Act of 1894.   It set the average ad valorem tariff rate at 50%, the highest it had ever been.  FTP identify this 1890 Tariff named for an Ohioan who would be elected president in 1896.

Answer: McKinley Tariff Act of 1890.
Tossup: This subject of a biography by Theodoric of Echternach and Gottfried of Disibodenberg wrote two treatises about medicine entitled Physica and Causae et Curae.  Receiving much of her education from the anchoress Jutta, her later works include The Book of Life’s Merits and The Book of Divine Works. Anima and Diabolus are two of the primary characters in Ordo Virtutem her musical morality play. Her most important work, containing her visions, was dedicated to her secretary Volmar and entitled Scivias. SFTP identify this 12th century mystic and composer known as “The Sybil of the Rhine.”

Answer: Hildegard von Bingen.

Tossup: Mark Jones wrote a meta-critical 1995 “Case Study in Literary Knowledge” about this set of poems concluding that their grouping is an editorial construct.  They were written during a winter the poet spent in Germany with his sister.  In the first the speaker, on his way to his lover’s house, wonders would happen if she “should be dead.”  In the second the title character is “A Maid whom there were none to praise” while the fourth is the only one which doesn’t include the title character’s name and is entitled “A slumber did my spirit seal.”  FTP identify this series of poems about a young woman written by William Wordsworth.


Answer: The Lucy Poems.

Tossup: Discovered in 1957, this effect has been used to verify gravitational redshift.  Contrary to previous expectations, this effect showed that resonant absorption increases at low temperatures.  This effect only occurs in solids where the recoil energy is smaller than the phonon energy of the solid.  For ten points, name this effect where gamma rays are emitted and absorbed in a resonant and recoil-free manner, which won its namesake the Nobel Prize in Physics in 1961.

Answer: Mossbauer Effect.
Tossup: The middle years of the twentieth century in this country were characterized by unstable military rule – there were 12 presidents from 1931-1940 – as well as the on-and-off control of Velasco Ibarra who held the presidency on five separate occasions.  Its early years saw conflict between its conservative first president Juan Jose Flores and his liberal opponent Vicente Villafuerte.  In the 1860s and 1870s it was under a near Catholic theocracy created by Garcia Morenos.  It became part of Gran Columbia shortly after it was liberated at the battle of Pichincha by Sucre.  FTP identify this South American nation with capital at Quito.

Answer: Republic of Ecuador.

Tossup: The final tragedy of this novel is foreshadowed by a number of events, including the death of Princess Chantrapa, whose fragile beauty is intended to evoke images of the protagonist. The affair between Iinuma and Miné is also reminiscent of the end, as Iinuma’s love eventually causes him to be expelled from the household. When the protagonist discovers that his childhood love has become betrothed to Prince Toin, he conspires with her maid, Tadeshina, to meet with her one last time. When she becomes pregnant, Satoko joins Gesshu Temple. Kiyoaki follows her, but is not allowed to see her and eventually dies. FTP, identify this novel, the first book in the Sea of Fertility by Mishima Yukio.


Answer:
Spring Snow
Tossup: He supported Khrushchev during his rise to power and later against the “anti-party faction” in 1957 although he was ousted from his seat on the Presidium that same year.  His first great success came in the Battle of Khalkin-Gol in which he defeated a Japanese army encroaching on Mongolia.  His only serious defeat came in the bloody Operation Mars which occurred at the same time as his successful operation Uranus, the Soviet counterattack at Stalingrad.  He would go on to organize victories at Kursk and in Operation Bagration. FTP name this Soviet Marshal credited with the capture of Berlin.


Answer: Marshal Georgi Konstantinovich Zhukov.

Tossup: Important members of this organization’s General Council included Peter Fox and Johann George Eccarius.  It held its last conference in Philadelphia in 1876 after having moved its headquarters to New York a few years earlier.  English Positivist Edward Spencer Beesly chaired the meeting at which it was founded, held in St. Martin’s Hall, London in 1864.  It encompassed a number of different ideologies such as French Blanguists and English Chartists but was dealt a serious blow at the 1872 Hague Congress in which its primary leader affected a split with the anarchists by expelling Mikhail Bakunin.  FTP identify this organization founded to facilitate unity between workers of different nations, led by Karl Marx.


Answer: The First International or International Workingmen’s Association.

Tossup: This title names two paintings, one now housed in the Museo del Prado in Madrid and the other in the National Gallery, London.  The first is a triptych in which title object in the middle panel symbolizes humanity’s greed while the left panel depicts Eden and the right Hell.  The second was based on sketches the artist had done earlier of his family’s property in East  Bergholt, Suffolk.  On the left is a copse of trees and a cottage while in the mid-left a dog watches the main action, two men driving a horse-drawn cart through a mill-pond.  FTP identify these works by Hieronymus Bosch and John Constable.

Answer: The Haywain.

Tossup: The first version was introduced on November 20, 2000 under the code name Willamette, which included the SSE2 instruction set.  The next revision, code named Northwood added another 256 KB of L2 cache.  Most recently, the version code named Prescott was introduced and now includes 1 MB of L2 cache and the SSE3 instruction set.  For ten points, name this processor family, the most recent 32-bit processor produced by Intel.

Answer: Pentium 4 (do not prompt on Pentium).
Tossup: Translators of this work include Alexander Heidel who rendered all the dirty passages into Latin and American novelist John Gardner.  The characters include Siduri “whose drinks refresh the soul” and Ninsun the title character’s mother, who interprets many of this dreams.  Often known by its first lines “He who saw everything,” in the latter part of the work the hero encounters talking scorpions who allow him to ascend Mt Mashu and a snake who steals the plant of eternal life which Utnapishtam had told him of.  Earlier the hero slew Humbaba and the Bull of Heaven with his friend Enkidu.  FTP identify this Babylonian poem about a king of Uruk.


Answer: Epic of Gilgamesh (accept “He who saw everything” before it is mentioned).
Tossup: The Patristic and Protestant “Idea” of this figure were the subject of two essays by Cardinal Newman.  He is the title character of mystery plays in the Chester Cycle and from Tegernsee monastery. In the French Jour du Judgement his parents are given as Angingnars and a woman of the Babylonian tribe of Dan.  Frederick II was a popular Medieval candidate for him and Hus and Wyclife associated him with the Pope.  Although he is only definitively mentioned in the letters of John, many associate him with “the man of sin” in Paul’s 2nd Thessalonians or the beast “with seven heads and ten horns” of Revelation.  FTP identify this figure from Christian mythology, a false messiah who will precede the Second Coming.

Answer: The Antichrist.

Tossup: One of his later novels In Desert and Sand was partially based on his visit to Africa in the 1890s while his trip to America in the 1870s inspired his short story The Lighthouse Keeper.  His other works include the peasant novel Children of the Soil and his first, In Vain, which depicts student life.  With Fire and Sword, The Deluge, and Fire in the Steppes comprise his seventeenth century trilogy and were among the main reasons for the recognition of “his outstanding merits as an epic writer” in the citation for his 1905 Nobel.  His best known work concerns the love of Lygia and Vinicius set in the time of Nero’s persecution of the Christians.  FTP identify this Polish author of Quo Vadis?

Answer: Henryck Sienkiewicz.

Tossup: During his early career as a member of the House of Representatives he sponsored a bill which would compel southern states to allow blacks to vote known as the “Force Bill.”  A onetime lecturer in history at Harvard he wrote biographies of Daniel Webster and George Washington.  A staunch ally of Theodore Roosevelt he would eventually come to lead the conservative wing of the Republican party.  As a member, and later, head of the Senate Committee on Foreign Relations he attacked Wilson’s conduct of WWI and criticized his notion of “peace without victory.” FTP identify this Massachusetts senator who opposed ratification of the Versailles Treaty and U.S. entrance in the League of Nations.


Answer: Henry Cabot Lodge.

Tossup: His first commission was the design of the interior of the Grand Neptune restaurant followed soon by the design for the Pavilion of Electricity for the Universal Exposition. He would later visit Victor Horta’s Hotel Tassel and draw his inspiration from it, as well as the ideas espoused by Viollet-Le-Duc.. Following this visit, he began work on Castel Beranger, which features an asymmetric wrought iron gate. His most famous work is characterized by slender, florally inspired ironwork and delicate panes of glass. FTP, identify this French Art Nouveau architect who is best known for designing the entrances to the Paris Metro.

Answer:
Hector Guimard.
Tossup: This problem is similar to finding a Hamiltonian path on an n-dimensional hypercube. Interestingly, the number of items moved after the kth step is the same as the element that needs to be added or deleted in the kth summand of the Ryser formula. The optimal solution for a setup of three rods entails a number of moves which must always be a Mersenne prime. The four-rod variety is sometimes referred to as Reve’s puzzle. FTP, identify this puzzle in which a stack of disks is transferred from one post to another.


Answer:
Towers of Hanoi.

Tossup: This law was not widely accepted until Cannizzaro based a system of atomic weights around it in 1858.  When combined with its creator’s new definition of a molecule, it helped to reconcile Dalton's atomic hypothesis with Gay-Lussac's law of combining volumes.  Useful in determining the weight ratios of gases, it eliminates the need to actually weigh the gases.  For ten points, name this law that states that equal volumes of different gases at constant temperature and pressure contain equal numbers of molecules.

               Answer: Avogadro’s Law or Avogadro’s Hypothesis.
Tossup: Strongly opposed to mercantilism, the principles of this economic school of thought where first set out by Richard Cantillon in an essay in 1756.  They believed that all commercial and industrial workers were sterile as their income derived from the surplus of the agricultural sector.  They also had a strong belief in laissez faire policy and felt that the true wealth of a nation was defined by its agricultural surplus.  For ten points, name this school of thought led by Francois Quesnay.

Answer: Physiocrats.

Tossup: In 1978 a chair for the philology of this language, which can be divided into North, West and Stater dialect regions, was established at the University of Keel.  It allows complex consonant clusters at the beginning of words, the largest difference from its similar neighbors German and Dutch. While it was once spoken along most of the North Sea coast, its largest dialect group, the western one, only has about 400,000 speakers, who mainly live in the northern provinces of the Netherlands  FTP, name this language, the closest living language to English, called frysk by its speakers.


Answer: Frisian or Fries (accept Frysk before said). 
Bonus: Identify these important translators from clues FTPE.

A. He wrote the tragedy Bussy D’Ambois and finished Marlowe’s Hero and Leander but is best known for his translations of the Iliad and the Odyssey memorialized in a Keats’ sonnet.


Answer: George Chapman.

B. The man wrote the Secret History of the Mongols and Other Pieces, but is best known for translations of Oriental works notably a six-volume rendition of The Tale of Genji and the 1918 collection One Hundred and Seventy Chinese Poems.


Answer: Arthur Waley.

C. The author of the recently published autobiographical novel about a week in Naples, A Tent in This World, this professor at Bard College is best known for translations of Italo Calvino, Giorgio Bassani and Umberto Eco.


Answer: William Weaver.

For ten points each, name these things related to an astronomical phenomenon.

A: At 2.423 times the parent body’s radius lies this limit, within which orbiting satellites are torn apart by tidal forces.

Answer: Roche Limit.
B:  Eventually, this closest moon to Mars will fall within the Roche limit, causing its eventual destruction.

Answer: Phobos.
C:  This innermost moon of Jupiter was discovered in 1979 by Voyager I and actually lies within Jupiter’s ring system, which it may form a part of one day, as it lies well within the Roche limit already.

Answer: Metis.

Bonus: Identify the following related to an important caliph FTPE.

A. The successor of Abu Bekr and 2nd caliph this man’s reign from 633-44 saw a great expansion of Muslim power especially under the powerful general Khalid.


Answer: Omar or Umar ibn al-Khattab.

B. Omar defeated and all but destroyed this Persian dynasty which, in its glory days under Ardarsir I and Shapur I, defeated the Parthians and vied for power in the East with the Romans.


Answer: Sassanids or Sassanians.

C. The Byzantine Emperor who had earlier beaten back encroachments by the Avars and Sassanids did not command in person against the Muslims and his generals were defeated at Yarmuk in 636 resulting in the loss of Egypt and the Levant.


Answer: Heraclius.

Bonus: Identify the philosophical constructs from clues FTPE.

A. This object, first mentioned in one of Plutarch’s lives, became a fixture in the debate over identity.  Every year the Athenians replaced some parts of it in order to conserve it and the question was at what point is it no longer the same object.


Answer: Ship of Theseus.

B. Introduced in Putnam’s “The Meaning of Meaning,” this locale had a liquid that was very near water but had a chemical composition of XYZ instead of H2O.  Putnam argued from this that the meaning of words is not dependent on speaker’s psychological states and since then this place has become a popular alternate universe for philosophers.


Answer: Twin Earth.

C. This man, apocryphally ascribed to a 14th century Frenchman by Spinoza and others, starves to death between two equidistant bales of hay.


Answer: Buridan’s Ass.

Bonus: Identify the G.B. Shaw play from characters FTPE.

A. Richard Dudgeon, Anthony Anderson, General John Burgoyne.


Answer: The Devil’s Disciple.

B. The Serpent, Cain, Lilith, Mrs. Lutestring, The Brother’s Barnabas, The Elderly Gentleman.


Answer: Back to Methuselah.

C. Keegan, Larry Doyle, Nora Reilly, Thomas Broadbent.


Answer: John Bull’s Other Island.

Bonus: Identify the following about writers who focus on colonialism FTPE.

A. This Nobel Laureate wrote a few commentaries on colonial history such as The Loss of Eldorado, about his homeland, Trinidad, as well as novels with colonial themes such as Half a Life and A Bend in the River.


Answer: V.S. Naipul.

B. The 1961 tract by Frantz Fanon takes a Marxist approach to colonial relations setting forth a psychology of colonial peoples as well as putting forth violence as a means to overthrow colonizing powers.


Answer: The Wretched of the Earth or Les Damnes de la terre.

C. This Tunisian Jews novels include The Pillar of Salt and Strangers but he is best known for his The Colonizer and the Colonized in which he argued that colonialism is “one variety of fascism.”

Answer: Albert Memmi.

Bonus: Answer stuff relating to control over the sanctuary of Apollo at Delphi.

A. This series of wars was waged for control over Delphi.  They began in the years 595, 448, 356, and 340.


Answer: Sacred Wars.

B. This federation of 12 city states including Athens and Sparta jointly controlled the sanctuary and presided over the Pythian games.  Reputedly it was founded in the 12th century by its legendary namesake but it gained influence only in the 6th century.


Answer: Great Amphictyonic League or Delphic Amphictyonic League.

C. This powerful figure used intervention in the 3rd and 4th Sacred Wars to gain influence in Greek politics and was the subject of famous invectives by the orator Demosthenes.

Answer: Philip II or Philip of Macedon or Philip II of Macedon.

Bonus: Name these laws of chemistry FTPE.

A:  This law explains why the cleavage faces of crystals appear to reflect X-ray beams at certain angles of incidence.

Answer: Bragg’s Law.
B: The specific heat capacity of a crystal is equal to three times the gas constant divided by the molar mass according to this law.

Answer: Dulong-Petit Law.
C:  The ratio of the thermal conductivity of any pure metal to its electrical conductivity is approximately constant for any given temperature.

Answer: Wiedemann-Franz law.
Bonus: Identify the following concerning The Battle of Moytura the Northern, an episode in Celtic Mythology FTSNOP.

A (5/5). The battle took place between these two races, one a race of Gods once led by The Dagda, and the other a race of giants led by Balor.


Answer: Tuatha de Danaan and Fomors (or Formorians) (respectively).

B. (10) This sun God and “master-of-all-trades” led the Tuatha de Danaan and turned the tide of the battle by wounding his grandfather, the Fomor Balor.  He was also the father of Cuchulain.

Answer: Lugh Lamhfada or Lugus or Llew.
C. (10) This goddess of war, often associated with Babd, Macha, and Nemain, encouraged the Tuatha de Danaan with her terrible war cry and proclaimed their victory from the hilltops.


Answer: Morrigu or Morrigan.

Bonus: Identify these leaders of the Philippines from clues FTPE.
A. This man led an uprising against Spain in the 1890s and after the Spanish-American War led a guerilla war for independence from U.S. occupation but was captured in 1901.


Answer: Emilio Aguinaldo.

B. After defeating Sergio Osmena this man became the first president of an independent Philippines in 1946.  He was succeeded by his VP Elpidio Quirino upon his sudden death in 1948.


Answer: Manuel Rosas.

C. This man became president in 1966 and his rule soon became dictatorial.  He was ousted from power in 1986 by Corazon Aquino.


Answer: Ferdinand Marcos.

Bonus: Identify these works of art based on Shakespeare from clues FTPE.

A. This American did a portrait of Ellen Terry as Lady Macbeth but is better known for a slightly more risqué 1884 portrait.


Answer: John Singer Sargent.

B. One of the founders of the Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood, he did a famous portrayal of Ophelia drowning using Elizabeth Siddal as his model.  Other works include The Boyhood of Raleigh and St. Isumbras at the Ford.


Answer: John Everett Millais.

C. This Victorian was greatly influenced by the Pre-Raphaelites and did a number of Ophelia’s, including an 1894 version in which he sits on log by the river just before her drowning, but he is probably most famous for 1888’s Lady of Shalott.


Answer: John William Waterhouse.

Bonus: Identify the following about key moments in 20th century American Education FTPE.

A. This 1944 Law had clauses regarding hospitalization and home-buying but most importantly it legislated that veterans would be given money to go college and allow them their choice of educational institution.


Answer: G.I. Bill of Rights or Serviceman’s Readjustment Act of 1944.

B. In this 1962 case the Supreme Court struck down a mandate of the Regents of New York enacting a universal prayer with Justice Black’s decision stating “The State of New York has adopted a practice wholly inconsistent with the Establishment Clause.”

Answer: Engel v. Vitale.

C. Named for a Johns Hopkins professor this 1966 study called for by the Civil Rights Act of 1964 found, among other things, that poor black students did better in integrated classrooms thus paving the way for integration by busing students.


Answer: Coleman Report or Equality of Educational Opportunity.

Bonus: Identify these settings from American Literature from clues FTPE.

A. Based on Sauk Centre, this is the setting for Sinclair Lewis’s Main Street.


Answer: Gopher Prairie.

B. This small shipping village is the center of Sarah Orne Jewett’s Country of the Pointed Firs.

Answer: Dunnet Landing, Maine.

C. This once predominantly black hilltop section of Medallion, Ohio is the primary setting in Toni Morrison’s Sula.


Answer: The Bottom.

Bonus: Name these South American Rivers, for ten points each.

A:  This tributary of the Orinoco passes over Angel Falls in Venezuela.

Answer: Carrao River.
B:  The first European to traverse this river, which empties into the Rio de la Plata, was Sebastian Cabot in 1526.

Answer: Parana River.
C:  This river which is connected to the Orinoco by the Casiquiare canal empties into the Amazon at Manaus.

Answer: Rio Negro.

Bonus: Name these bacteria from description FTPE.
A. Along with Lactobacillus Bulgaricus, this bacterium is most often used for yogurt production.

Listeria.
Bonus: Identify the following about Pierre Trudeau’s primeministership from clues FTPE.

Answer: Front de Liberation du Quebec. (you may want to accept the English  equivalent which I imagine would be the Liberation Front of Quebec.)

C. In 1979 this man interrupted Trudeau’s rule as prime minister briefly leading the Progressive Conservatives in a minority government.


Answer: Joe Clark.

Bonus: Identify the following from The Barbary Wars FTPE.
A. One of the most daring acts of the Barbary Wars was the burning of this captured ship in Tripoli harbor carried out by a party led by Stephen Decatur.


Answer: Philadelphia.

B. Another famous act leading to the lines “to the shores of Tripoli” in the Marine Corps Hymn was the capture of the harbor fortress of Derna carried out by Arab mercenaries and American marines led by this lieutenant.


Answer: Presley N. O’Bannon.

C. From 1803-04 the squadron blockading Tripoli was commanded by this man.  His junior officers such as Decatur, William Bainbridge and Isaac Hull, who would go on to play major roles in the War of 1812, became known as his “boys.”


Answer: Edward Preble.

Bonus: Identify these Benjamin Britten works from clues FTPE.

A. This opera set in The Borough concerns a sadistic fisherman acquitted of killing one assistant who later bullies another, named John, who falls to his death.


Answer: Peter Grimes.

B. Commissioned for the Boston Symphony Orchestra this 1949 work, Opus 44, contains sections like “The Morning Star,” “The Merry Cuckoo” and “Out on the lawn, I lie in Bed” the last based on an Auden poem.


Answer: Spring Symphony.

C. This work, Opus 10, is a tribute to Britten’s teacher and includes such discordant sections as a Viennese Waltz, an Adagio, a Funeral March, and a Bourree.


Answer: Variations on a Theme of Frank Bridge.

Bonus: Answer these questions related to particle physics, for ten points each.

A:  This particle, discovered independently in November of 1976 by two teams, is a charm-anticharm meson.

Answer: J or Psi or J/Psi.
B:  The MINOS experiment run by Fermilab attempts to detect an oscillation from one type to another of these chargeless leptons, which recent evidence indicates may have mass.

Answer: neutrino.
C:  Discovered in 1983 at CERN, this uncharged particle helps mediate the weak force.

Answer: Z particle.
Bonus: Identify these works of literature about escape from the world from clues FTPE.

A. Euelpides and Peistetairos leave Athens because of incessant legal squabbles and come up with a plan to starve the gods of offerings with the help of the titular characters.

Answer: The Birds or Ornithes.

B. The narrator of this Alejo Carpentier novel is a composer in New York who travels down the Orinoco river in search of primitive musical instruments and winds up in an idyllic Neolithic village which he leaves to get paper to finish his symphony.


Answer: The Lost Steps or Los pasos perdidos.

C. Lionel Wallace relates to the narrator of this H.G. Wells short story how he visits a utopian world through the titular object.  At various time later in his life he gets the opportunity to revisit the world but always declines only to regret it later.


Answer: The Door in the Wall.

Bonus: Identify stuff related to abstract expressionism FTPE.

A. This is defined as the enthalpy minus the temperature multiplied by the entropy, and is named for a prominent American physical chemist.

Gibbs free energy.
B. This rule also bears the name of Gibbs, and states that the number of degrees of freedom in a system is equal to the smallest number of intensive variables needed to describe the system.


Answer:
Gibbs phase rule.
C. Gibbs shares the credit for this equation. At constant temperature and pressure, it states that the sum of the number of moles times the derivative of the chemical potential for each component is equal to zero.


Answer:
Gibbs-Duhem equation.

Bonus: Stuff related to the work of Aleksandr Pushkin FTSNOP.

A (5). This poetic novel concerns the titular character, a Russian aristocrat who has become bored with his life and who moves to the country to rediscover himself.


Answer:
Eugene Onegin or Yevgeny Onegin.
B (10). While in the country, Eugene Onegin meets this woman who falls in love with him. He rejects her.


Answer:
Tatyana Lavin.

C (15). Despite having rejected Tatyana’s love, Onegin is invited to her naming-day celebration. There, he dances with Olga Lavin and provokes this man, his best friend. They duel, and Onegin kills him.

Lensky.

Bonus: Identify these yama from Jainism FTPE.

A. This yama forbids harming other living beings.


Answer:
Ahimsa.
B. This yama entails honesty, but only so long as telling the truth would not cause anyone harm.

Answer:
Satya.
C. This yama is all about controlling one’s desires, and taking only what is necessary.


Answer:
Aparigraha.

Bonus: Identify these things related to pi FTPE.

A. Pi cannot be expressed as a root of a polynomial equation with rational coefficients, so mathematicians describe it as this

Answer:
transcendental.
B. The decimal expansion of pi may or may not contain all finite numerical sequences within it. If so, it would possess this property, along with others like Champernowne's Number.

Answer:
normal.
C. The decimal representation of pi contains within it a string of six consecutive nines starting at the 762nd decimal place. It is named for a prominent American physicist.

Answer:
Feynman point.

Bonus: Name these famous hominid specimens, which aren’t Lucy, FTPE

A. Discovered by Raymond Dart in South Africa in 1924, this Australopithecine specimen was a skull of an two year old, and lead to some of the early criticism of the Piltdow Man skull.


Answer: Taung Baby or Tuang Child.
B. This specimen was 12 years old when he died 1.6 million  years ago.  Studies of this specimen show that adult members of his species, Homo erectus, were around six feet tall, lean, and muscular.


Answer: Lake Turkana Boy. 
C. The discovery of a skull in Chad implies that the common ancestor of humans and chimpanzees lived much earlier than previously thought.  Give the nickname of the specimen, with scientific name Sahelanthropus tchadensis (Sa-el-anthro-pus Chad-ensis), which means “hope of life” in the local Goran language.


Answer: Toumai (Two-may).
