TU

Hist:

The son of the first Earl of Salisbury, he received his noble title though marriage to Lady Anne de Beauchamp in 1449, which brought him large estates and considerable influence throughout England.  Joining his father and the Duke of York in a power struggle against Henry VI’s chief minister the Duke of Somerset in 1453, he would distinguish himself when war broke out two years later, striking a decisive victory for the Yorkists at St.Albans in the first and bloodiest battle of the War of the Roses.  FTP, identify this man through whose manipulations Edward IV achieved the throne in 1461 and the deposed Henry VI regained it in 1470, and who thus earned the moniker, “King-Maker.”


Richard Neville, Earl of Warwick (accept either Neville or Warwick)
Among its provisions was the expansion of the president’s power to raise or lower tariff rates by as much as 50 percent on items recommended by the Tariff Commission, a review body created during the Wilson administration.  In addition it introduced the “American selling price” as a means to increase the protective nature of the tariff without raising rates further and provoking retaliatory action overseas.  Predictably, however, this second provision failed, resulting only in European nations being unable to pay off their war debts, which in turn hurt the American economy.  FTP, identify this tariff act of 1922, that replaced 1909’s Payne-Aldrich Tariff as the nation’s highest ever at that point.


Fordney-McCumber Tariff Act.

Working in the finance ministries of his two immediate predecessors, lesser known reforms instituted when this man actually came to power include divorce and abortion law reform, and the reduction of the voting age to 18.   More famous is his staunch support of European integration, and as premier he played a crucial role in creating the European Council and the Monetary Union, securing for France a position of leadership. Ironically, though, a poor economy brought about his downfall in 1981—the socialists prevailing in the election.  FTP, identify this man who defeated Francois Mitterand to become the French Premier in 1974, only to lose to Mitterand seven years later.

Valery Giscard D’Estaing
The two MI5 agents who intercepted it, Vernon Kell and Sir Basil Thompson, were both immediately convinced of its authenticity, though the recent research of Gill Bennet has proven it the result of a vast conspiracy led by future MI6 head Stewart Menzies.   Though at the time it was decided to be kept a secret, inevitably it was leaked to the Times and the Daily Mail, where its content played upon popular anti-Bolshevism to arguably change what would have been a relatively even contest into a 263-seat rout for the Conservatives. FTP, identify this document, allegedly written by the leader of the Communist International, that brought down Ramsay MacDonald’s 1924 Labour Government. 

The Zinoviev Letter
An Athenian colony on the Strymon River in Thrace, its defense for the first ten years of the war was assigned to the general Eucles.  In 424 BC when the Spartan commander Brasidas besieged the city, Eucles sent for the help of the Athenian fleet stationed at Thasos, but the help that arrived under the leadership of Thucydides was furiously inept and resulted in the city’s fall.  Two years later after Thucydides had been replaced and exiled, the deaths of both Brasidas and the new Athenian commander Creon in a second siege resulted in the Peace of Nicias.   FTP, identify this site of a major turning point in the Peloponnesian War.


Amphipolis

The second ruler of this dynasty attained the throne as a result of the Gate of Xuanwu incident, in which he ambushed and killed his two brothers and forced his father to yield him the throne.  Despite experiencing a century of cultural achievement thereafter, rebellions soon began to weaken the state: the rebellion of An and Shi saw the army sack the capital Shanghai, and in Huang Chao’s rebellion in the late 9th century all of China became engulfed in civil war.  FTP, identify this Chinese dynasty ousted in 907AD.


Tang

This operation formally began on the 13th of September with heavy naval bombardment.  Six destroyers led off that morning, steaming up the channel on the flooding tide to avoid any waiting mines. For the next two days carrier planes bombed and rocketed Wolmi-Do Island, whose artillery batteries threatened the first part of what would be a three-pronged assault at “Green Beach.”  Once the 1st, 5th, and 7th Marine divisions had negotiated the treacherous beachheads, however, they quickly prevailed in the land battle. FTP, identify this amphibious assault of the 15th and 16th of December 1950 that resulted 12 days later in the liberation of Seoul.

Inchon

Science

In order to have finite limits on these objects from the categorical point of view, nilpotents must be allowed in the sheaf of rings.  Grothendieck generalized them to obtain his theory of Schemes, but lost some of their content in the process.  They are reduced schemes of finite type over a field K.  Some of the kinds of these objects are the Abelian, the Albanese, the Chow, and the Brauer-Severi.  FTP, name these sets of zeroes of non-empty sets of polynomial equations, the basic object of study in Algebraic Geometry.

Answer: algebraic varieties
Astronomers have proposed that object is possibly a member of the Oort Cloud, although in theory, the cloud’s innermost boundary is charted to be well beyond the farthest point in its orbit.  It is also proposed to be a member of the Kuiper Belt that had somehow been dislodged and sent off on a more distant orbit.  Its composition is currently unknown, possibly a mix of rock and ice, and it is more red than any other body in the solar system except Mars.  For ten points, name this recently discovered object, the most distant to orbit the sun, named after the Inuit godess who created the sea creatures of the Arctic.

Sedna or VB12
If the impurity used in this device is an element whose atoms have five outer electrons such as arsenic, only four of the element’s electrons fit into the bonding structure.   The fifth does not fit and can move relatively freely, somewhat like the electrons in a conductor.  For ten points, name this device in which a certain kind of doping agent is added to silicon or germanium, creating a semiconductor in which negative charges carry the electric current.

n-type semiconductor (prompt on early buzz of semiconductor)

Viruses and prions pose a problem to them, because those agents do not grow in a lab dish, but only in a living cell.  They include the stipulation that the microorganism must always be found in individuals with the disease, that the microorganism can be taken from the host and grown in pure culture, that a sample of the culture produces the disease when injected into a new, healthy host, and that the newly infected host yields a new, pure culture of microorganisms identical to those obtained in the second step.  These are, for ten points, what set of rules laid down by their namesake German physician to establish that a particular microorganism causes a particular disease.

Koch’s Postulates

LIT:

This work later served Alexandre Dumas as the basis of his long novel Diane de Montsoreau.   It was such a success that its author was able to follow it with a sequel titled The Revenge of the title character.  Its namesake protagonist combined a military and administrative career with dueling and a habit of seducing noblemen’s wives, until  the 18th of August 1579 when a jealous husband, the Count de Montsoreau, had him killed.  For ten points, name this play about the stormy career of a French soldier of fortune, a work by George Chapman.

Bussy d’Ambois

Following Father Sebastian Rodrigues as he travels from Portugal, to Goa, to Macao, and finally to Tomogi, this novel deals with the attempts of two Jesuit priests to Evangelize in Japan in the early 17th century. The Lord of Chikugo, Inoue tortures Christians by tying them to Stakes in the, lowering them into a pit of excrement, and outright crucifying them in order to get them to apostatize and trample on the fumie, an image of Jesus attached to a plank. FTP, name this novel, written in 1969 by Shusaku Endo about the apparent absence of God’s compassion in Japan. 
Silence

This Booker Prize-winning novel begins with the funeral of Molly Lane, the wife of a Conrad Black-type, and picks up the lives of three of its attendees, three of her former lovers: the meticulous composer Clive Linley, Vernon Halliday, editor of the Guardian-esque Judge newspaper, and Tory Foreign Secretary Julian Garmony.  In the weeks following the funeral the three men, as well as the widower, will try, and woefully fail to avoid catastrophe, as a sex scandal involving Garmony seems liable to explode and bring down the government.  The sword actually falls when Linley and Halliday travel to the novel’s title city in, FTP, what 1998 work by Ian McEwan?

AMSTERDAM 

It begins with an evocation of a generic landscape that overwhelms the speaker’s ability to grasp what she is beholding, and then presents a litany of details that catch her attention as she makes her way home, a tiny green hummingbird, and “some inexplicable old stonework” among them.  Its second half elaborates on what it is like to witness the Brazilian countryside and concludes in a moment of “sudden golden silence” in which the speaker asks whether it was better to have traveled or to “have stayed at home / wherever that may be.”  FTP, identify this poem, the titular work of a 1956 volume by Elizabeth Bishop.

QUESTIONS OF TRAVEL
One of the most radical poems in the history of European literature, it first appeared in the May 1897 issue of the journal Cosmopolis but was not published on its own until 1914.  It inspired the “calligrames” of Apollinaire, was frequently alluded to by Picasso in his synthetic cubist phase, prompted Vallejo to write Trilce and was illustrated by Ellsworth Kelly in a rare 1992 edition.  FTP, identify this eleven-page long experiment in typeface and Symbolist aesthetics, one of the seminal works of Stephane Mallarmé.

UN COUP DE DÈS jamais n’abolira le hasard or A THROW OF THE DICE Will Never Abolish Chance 
A New England sea captain happens upon a ship in distress off the coast of Chile.  On board the ship, the San Dominick, are chalked the ominous Spanish words, “Seguid vuestro jefe.”  The Spanish captain of the vessel, who is accompanied by an extremely devoted black servant named Babo, tells Amasa Delano, the New England captain, that the San Dominick has narrowly avoided shipwreck and suffered through terrible plagues.  It eventually becomes clear that Babo is in fact controlling the titular Spanish captain’s actions in an attempt to gain control of Delano’s ship.  FTP, name this story about a revolt on board a slave ship and its aftermath by Herman Melville.

Answer: Benito Cereno
RMP:

The depth of the philosophy of Fourier, the modern nature of the Paris Commune, the birth of photography, the importance of the railroads of Haussmann and of his streetlamps, prostitutes, drugs, more “flâneurs” than you can shake a stick at, and, as usual, immense helpings of Marx and Baudelaire are just some of the elements that comprise this massive inquiry.  FTP, name this most ambitious of Walter Benjamin’s works, ostensibly a study of a new architectural and social space that first appeared in Paris in the nineteenth century, which was left unfinished at his death in 1940.

THE ARCADES PROJECT (PASAGENWERK)

In 1967, Paul Celan paid a visit to a small cottage in the Black Forest, it was an intensely disappointing visit, for the great poet and Holocaust survivor was hoping to engage one of the men who had helped define his outlook on life.  The poem he wrote after the visit, named “Todtnauberg” after that famous home, is a mysterious sentence that can be read as an accusation of the towering intellectual whom he had gone to meet, a man who had emerged as a rising star in the German academic firmament while still holding an assistant professorship at Marburg in the early twenties.  FTP, name this philosopher, who gave an infamous address upon becoming rector of the University of Freiburg that aligned him with the Nazi government.

Martin HEIDEGGER
Both storm god and sun god, he was represented as wearing the sun as a crown, holding thunderbolts in his hands and producing rain with the tears he wept when he saw the plight of the creatures he had created.  Displeased with the first world he had created, he destroyed it, rebuilt it and then descended among his new creations in the form of a beggar, teaching the basics of civilization and working miracles.  FTP, name this god, said to have risen from the waters of Lake Titicaca at the dawn of time, a key figure in Aymara and Inca mythology.

VIRACOCHA
Its earliest adherents were called “those who always weep,” owing to their continual contemplation of doomsday.  Over time the focus changed to tawakkul, or absolute trust in God, and to divine love.  Another of its central concerns is tawhid, the idea that God and creation are merely two aspects of the same unified reality.  It is called tasawuf in Arabic, but its Western name is derived from the Arabic word for wool.  After 900 A.D. it came to be associated particularly with the figure of the prophet Mohammed, its adherents ascribing to him saintly qualities as well as prophetic.  FTP, name this sect of Islamic mysticism, whose clerics are known as “shaykhs.”

Answer: Sufism
Art/Music

Born to a Baltimore radio repairman in 1937, he received his first taste of classical music when his father brought home a series of records that sold poorly at the shop, Beethoven quartets, Shostakovich symphonies and Schubert sonatas among them.  After earning a degree in mathematics and philosophy from the University of Chicago at age 19, he moved to the Julliard School in New York where he abandoned the 12-tone music he had been experimenting with and turned to music of Aaron Copland among others.  FTP, name this composer, the author of an opera version of The Fall of the House of Usher, and, most recently, the score for the Oscar-winning documentary, The Fog of War.

Philip GLASS
The protagonist of this film is a detective in the business of investigating spousal cheating.  When Evelyn Mulwray comes to him about her husband, the protagonist is drawn into a much deeper scandal involving the diversion of Los Angeles’ water to an nearby undeveloped rural area.  The figure behind this scheme, Noah Cross, is played by John Huston.  Though already rich, Cross is willing to go to any length to get his way, eventually having his own daughter killed.  FTP, name this film written by Robert Towne, directed by Roman Polanski, and starring Jack Nicholson.

Answer: Chinatown
Geography

It is one of the northernmost parts of the Great Rift Valley.  At the northern tip is the city of Elat, created to serve as a port on it.  The only sheltered harbor along its length is the city of Dahab, and it is flanked by hills which rise to up to two thousand feet.  Though never more than 17 miles wide, it is more than 100 miles long, emptying through the Strait of Tiran into the Red Sea.  FTP—name this body of water, which borders Israel, Jordan, Egypt, and Saudi Arabia.

Answer: Gulf of Aqaba
Social Science

Born in England, he studied and taught at the London School of Economics, where he published a seminal 1937 paper on the transaction costs of firms.  He emigrated to America in 1951 to teach at the University of Buffalo. In 1960 he published “The Problem of Social Cost,” a paper for which, among other things, he was awarded the 1991 Nobel Prize.  In it he introduced his namesake theorem, which states that if two parties are free to negotiate, any allocation of property rights between them will lead to an efficient outcome.  For 10 points, name this economist.

Answer: Ronald Coase
Born in 1822, he received early medical training and even studied at hospitals in Birmingham and London, but he soon rejected medicine as a career.  As a young man he led an expedition in Southwestern Africa that unsuccessfully sought an alternative route to Lake Ngami.  As a result he was elected to the Royal Geographical Society at the young age of 31.  Like his cousin Charles Darwin, he was a polymath, writing hundreds of papers on diverse subjects.  However, he is remembered today chiefly for his work in one area.  FTP, name this man, who coined the term eugenics and laid much of the foundation for the budding field.

Answer: Francis Galton

a) Spain’s king in 1975 who, despite being Franco’s handpicked successor, was the main force behind political reform and the transition to democracy.  In 1976 he dismissed Prime Minister Arias Navarro for proceeding with reforms too slowly.

Peyer’s Patches

Although especially important in newborn babies, this organ responsible for T-cell maturation, located between the sternum and the heart, seems not to be as important in adults.

Thymus

This activated center located with the follicle of a lymph node is the primary resting place for B-cells and the site of their stimulation by antigens, as well as the location to which helper T cells are stimulated to generate memory cells.

Germinal Center

Answer the following about regulatory proteins of the cell cycle for ten points each.

This protein, the loss of which can lead to its namesake cancer in the eye, binds and inhibits E2F, preventing entrance into S phase.

Retinoblastoma protein or Rb
This complex of CDK1 and cyclin b, first identified in frog eggs, is the active kinase allowing entrance into mitosis.

MPF or Maturation Promoting Factor
This protein, which acts as a transcription factor, is activated by ATM in response to DNA damage and acts via p21 to inhibit S-phase progression or to trigger apoptosis.

p53
Answer the following about Maxwell’s equations for ten points each.

Maxwell’s second law states that magnetic flux through a closed surface is 0, suggesting that there is no magnetic charge because these objects do not exist.

Magnetic monopole
This is Maxwell’s third equation, which states that the electromotive force produced by a magnetic field equals minus one times the change in magnetic flux through a wire over time times the number of loops of the wire.

Faraday’s law of induction

Maxwell’s fourth equation corrected Ampere’s law by adding this term, equivalent to saying that a changing electric field will produce a magnetic field.


Displacement current

Organisms in this nutritional category, which includes purple bacteria, get their energy from light and their carbon from CO2.

Photoautotrophs
