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This novel coincidentally features a dietitian named Miss Atkins, who works at an orphanage and gets caught screwing a doctor by the protagonist, who, only a child then, is trying to eat some toothpaste.  As punishment the protagonist is sent to live with the religious and abusive Simon McEachern, whom he later bludgeons to death with a chair.  The protagonist then wanders around, struggling to find his racial identity, before arriving in Jefferson and having a love affair with the daughter of abolitionists, Joanna Burden, that ends with her murder.  FTP, name this William Faulkner novel about the exploits of Joe Christmas.
ANSWER: Light in August
A late stanza in this poem likens the Sicilean shepherd Daphnis’ ascension to heaven to the fate of the deceased subject.  The author reminisces about an elm tree that “looks on Ilsley Downs,” and remembers how he and the title character used go into the fields and write pastoral poetry.  Drawing from Vergil’s seventh Ecologue, it casts the poem’s subject as the title character and the author himself as Corydon, and makes reference to the earlier poem, “The Scholar-Gipsy”.  FTP, name this elegy dedicated to the memory of Arthur Hugh Clough, written by Matthew Arnold.
ANSWER: “Thyrsis: A Monody, to Commemorate the Author's Friend, Arthur Hugh Clough”
The flashback that opens the novel follows a clash that begins with the murder of a village messenger and ends when Captain Winterbottom comes and destroys all the guns.  The title character, who is charged with overseeing such rituals as the Feast of the Pumpkin Leaves and the New Yam Festival, wants to get on the good side of the white men, sending his son to the missionary John Goodcountry, who tells Oduche to kill the sacred python of Umuaro, the Igbo village where the novel is set.  FTP, name this novel about Ezulu, the titular priest of Ulu, a work by Chinua Achebe.
ANSWER: Arrow of God
His early works consisted of several poetry collections, such as 1882’s New Song, and several years later he wrote about the poet Andrea Sperelli in his first novel, The Child of Pleasure.  Other novels include The Victim and The Triumph of Death; his theater works include The Dream of an Autumn Sunset and The Daughter of Iorio, and he depicted himself as Stellio Afrena in The Flame of Life, a fictional account of his love affair with Elenora Duse.  Honored by Mussolini after his 1938 death, he was the inspiration for the first name adopted by Mistral.  FTP, name this Italian author of the play La Gioconda.
ANSWER: Gabriele D'Annunzio
He was nicknamed “Lord Cupid” for his womanizing, and “Lord Pumice Stone” for his abrasive style of diplomacy. As foreign secretary, he organized and chaired the London Conference of 1830 whose outcome was an independent and neutral Belgium, but he was generally a proponent of “gunboat diplomacy” such as in the Don Pacifico Affair of 1850. Replacing Russell as Prime Minister, his nearly ten years in office are known as the “reign of moderate liberalism” during which Britain stayed neutral in the US Civil War and participated in the Crimean War. FTP, identify this Liberal nicknamed Pam, who served in office until 1865, the favorite Prime Minister of Barney Gumble.  

Answer: Henry John Temple, 3rd Viscount Palmerston (accept either)

Canonized by the Russian Orthodox Church in 1547, his feast days are November 23rd and August 30th. Born Yaroslavich, he was son of Grand Prince Yaroslav II of Vladimir. After his father’s death, the Mongols put his younger brother Andrei on the throne, but after Andrei began to conspire against the Golden Horde, Sartak Khan helped him to overthrow Andrei, and he ruled as Grand Prince until his death. In 1942, Stalin declared him a national hero and gave his name to the highest order of medals awarded to Red Army officers in World War II. This was appropriate as he had repelled a “German” invasion exactly seven hundred years earlier at icy Lake Peipus. FTP, what ruler gained his famous nickname in a 1240 victory against the Swedes at the river Neva?

Answer: St. Alexander Nevsky
When Harry Truman laid a wreath at this location in 1947, newspapers declared that the president’s tribute had almost single-handedly wiped out a century of Mexican resentment toward the United States. A hundred years earlier, Winfield Scott had ordered the storming of this fortified hill defended by approximately 5,000 Mexicans including a group of cadets later memorialized as “The Child Heroes”. Fierce hand-to-hand combat erupted, and both sides suffered heavy casualties, including the wounding of Robert E. Lee and P.G.T. Beauregard, before the Mexicans finally withdrew. FTP, what September 12, 1847 battle was the last of the Mexican-American War, and was followed two days later by the taking of Mexico City. 

Answer: Chapultepec
Nicknamed the “queen of the east”, this ancient city was founded by Seulucus Nicator near the slopes of Mount Sipylus on the eastern banks of the Orontes River, and it became the capital of Syria under the Seleucids. It remained an important regional capital for the Romans, but declined after it was sacked by the Persians in 538 AD. Both Peter and Paul are supposed to have preached to the Jewish community in this city, and a cave outside it is believed to be the world’s first church. Captured by the Crusaders in 1098, it was completely destroyed when it fell to the Muslims in 1268. FTP, identify this main Christian city in Northern Syria, and the source of the holy hand grenade. 

Answer: Antioch

He expounded on the dual nature of laws in postindustrial democracies in Between Facts and Norms, and attacked historical revisionists who tried to trivialize the role of Nazism in German history in The New Conservativism. Several of them have had the suffix “-natha,” or “lord,” appended to their name as an additional sign of respect.  Because they are believed to be so alike due to their shared perfection, they are all identified by colored emblems based on symbols that were associated with their entry into the world.  Their name is derived from their metaphorical role of making a path for others to follow while fording across the river of life’s endless cycle of rebirths; and the nineteenth, Malli, was believed to be a woman according to the Svetambaras.  FTP, name this Jainist term for a person who has become immortal through enlightenment, twenty four of whom have existed.

This symphony opens with a chromatically-themed Adagio in D minor, though a quick switch to a Presto in 6/8 time brings the first movement into the symphony’s main key of D major.  Sequentially the ninth of its composer’s 12 London Symphonies, the piece is remembered for the opening of its second movement, an Andante where staccato from the bassoons and pizzicato from the strings provide a rhythmic pulse that underscores the main theme. Sometimes made out of porcelain, animal bone, ivory, coral, agate, and jade, aristocrats often used silver ones since it was thought that silver would change color if it came into contact with poison. They later spread to Korea, Japan, and some parts of Southeast Asia, and are most often carved out of bamboo. FTP, what are these Asian eating utensils that replace forks and knives.

(10) This 17th Century painter, pupil of Franz Hals, and member of the Haarlem guild is best known for her dramatic lighting and her portraits of tavern patrons.

(10) This Leyster painting depicts a man in a black robe and feathered cap smiling at the viewer and holding out a silver tankard.  It shares its name with a Hals painting of a drunk in a yellow-brown outfit.
ANSWER: The Jolly Toper (accept “Merry Drinker”)
(10) Leyster was the wife of this Dutch painter, whose works include The Denying of Peter, The Duet, and The Allegory of Vanity.
ANSWER: Jan Miense Molenaer
Answer some random questions about perception in psychology.

(10) This effect illustrates how words interfere with the process of perception.  For example, when a person tries to identify aloud the color of red text spelling the word “blue,” there will be a noticeable delay.
ANSWER: Stroop Effect
(10) Max Wertheimer famously observed this occurrence from a train.  When a person sees two identical images flashing alternately, he will perceive them as one image moving back and forth.
ANSWER: phi phenomenon
(10) He lent his name to a famous illusion involving a trapezoidal room and a special viewpoint from which people appeared to shrink or grow as they moved from one corner to another.
ANSWER: Adelbert Ames
