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Toss-Up Questions

1. It includes an anecdote about the twins Date (dah-tay) and Dabitur which is told by Martin Luther.  In a pair of works about the roses in June, it contrasts “one way of love” with “another way of love.”  It includes the questions “Who fished the murex up?  What porridge had John Keats?” at the end of “Popularity,” while another speaker in it feels “chilly and grown old” after asking, in regard to the people of Venice, “What of soul was left, I wonder, when the kissing had to stop?”  The death of Christ is the subject of both “An Epistle Containing the Strange Medical Experience of Karshish” and “Cleon,” while other poems in it are devoted to Master Hugues of Saxe-Gotha and King Saul.  Its titular figures also include Bishop Bloughram and Andrea del Sarto, while it most famously includes “Childe Roland to the Dark Tower Came.”  FTP, name this collection of 51 poems published in 1855 by Robert Browning, which features two types of people.


Answer: Men and Women
2. He covered his face in blood to avoid being recognized by his opponent’s army after suffering a major defeat in the Valley of the Maidens.  At that battle on the Idistaviso plain, his wife Thusnelda was captured.  Seven years earlier, he had won a major victory in the aftermath of which a number of prisoners were nailed to trees while still alive.  As a youth, this son of Segimer served as an auxiliary in the army he would later oppose.  His great victory was achieved near Detmold, and led to the suicide of a former governor of Syria who had married the grand-niece of Augustus.  FTP, name this chief of the Cherusci, who in 9 AD defeated three Roman legions led by Varus in the Teutoberg Forest.


Answer: Arminius or Hermann
3. This concept was popularized in the 19th century in books like The Non-religion of the Future by Jean-Marie Guyau, who argued that it would become the morality of mankind. It caught on in America after playing a key role in 1933’s The Human Problems of an Industrial Civilization by Elton Mayo.  In a continuation of the book that most famously employs this concept, Maurice Halbwachs rejected it.  Leo Srole developed a “scale” to measure it, but he was influenced by the pessimistic version introduced by Robert Merton.  In an 1893 book, it was hypothesized as an abnormal form of the division of labor, but four years later it appeared in conjugal and economic forms as a cause of suicide.  FTP, give this sociological concept, which means an absence of norms and which was employed by Emile Durkheim.


Answer: anomie
4. He updated Schopenhauer’s The World as Will and Representation by arguing that the artist must create new forms of cognition to subvert the tyranny of the object world in his The World as Non-Objectivity, which followed up his earlier book God Is Not Cast Down.  His early paintings, such as Peasant Woman With Buckets, were produced while he was associated with such groups as “Jack of Diamonds” and “Donkey’s Tail,” but after appearing in the Tramway V exhibition of 1915 he lost interest in non-geometrical representations.  During the 1920s he worked on “arkhitektona” and models of Utopian cities, which were exhibited at Chagall’s school in Vitebsk.  His own movement reached its culmination in the White on White series of paintings.  FTP, name this Russian artist of Black Square who founded Suprematism.


Answer: Kazimir Malevich
5. Naked women sit on horseback in the stables and “press their firm nipples” against any young foreigners who approach in Hypatia.  Because it it completely filled with dirt, Argia is different from all others.  Berenice is alternately just and unjust, and is noted for its sober but tasty cuisine, which includes a superb rice and celery soup.  The moerchants of seven nations gather at every solstice and equinox at Euphemia.  The first to be discussed contains sixty silver domes, and is named Diomira.  Accounts of them were delivered with greater success after a traveller mastered the Tartar language, and while Lalage is the one of the Emperor’s dreams, his atlas also includes maps of Butua, Icaria, Oceana, and New Harmony.  These are all discussed in a 1972 book in which a Venetian explorer tells Kublai Khan of his journeys.  FTP, name this work in which Marco Polo describes a number of the titular places, a work by Italo Calvino.


Answer: Invisible Cities or Le Città invisibili
6. In nanochemistry, these organic compounds are commonly used to cap self-assembling gold and silver monolayers to provide rigidity and stability, and they are especially useful in this function on hanging mercury drop electrodes.  More acidic and less polar than the oxygen-containing counterparts from which they are named, oxidation of their functional group enables cross-linking in proteins, where they are found on cysteine residues.  They can be synthesized through addition to alcohols of polymer supported hydrosulfide, which creates a mercapto-group.  FTP, what is this functional group characterized by an –SH group?


Answer: thiols (accept mercaptans before “mercury” is mentioned; accept sulfhydryls until “hydrosulfide”)

7. They may have included Traiano Boccalini and Tommaso Campanella, according to a chapter on “Italian Liberals” in a book about them.  They are described in The Labyrinth of the World by Comenius, while the Theatrum Chemicum Britannicm indicates that Elias Ashmole wanted to be one.  Johann Theodore De Bry published many of their best known works, including the book of emblems Atalanta fugiens and the History of the Macrocosm and the Microcosm written by Robert Fludd.  Their notion of an “Invisible College” seems to have inspired the Royal Society, while their manifestos, like the Fama Fraternitatis, describe a pilgrimage to the Holy Land made by one C. R.  An “enlightenment” associated with them is described by Frances Yates, who depended heavily on the Chemical Wedding of Johann Andreae.  FTP, name this mystical society whose symbol was a red rose on a cross.


Answer: the Rosicrucians

8. It starts at the King of Clubs, where two characters disagree about whether Shep said to be there at 7:30 or 8:30.  One character gets several phone calls from Riley Diefenbach, who wants some serial numbers to be sent to him.  Another character expresses his need for what he calls “ung-went” after he is bitten on the hand by a woman.  That woman then gets tangled in a shower curtain and falls down a staircase.  One of the characters gets a surprise call late at night from Mike Yanagita after he sees her on TV.  Another character claims that he just wants to be “in compliance,” but his attempt to bribe a traffic cop leads to three murders.  Norm and his pregnant wife Margy are the sanest characters in the film, which features a kidnapper who is fed into a wood-chipper.  FTP, name this film which stars Steve Buscemi, William H. Macy and Frances MacDormand, a Coen Brothers movie about murders in Minnesota.


Answer: Fargo
9. Early explorers of this island include J. E. Lavoie and Joseph-Elzéar Bernier, who spent a winter at Pond Inlet.  One of the first maps of it was made in 1884 by Franz Boas, who stayed at Kekertuk.  South of the Hantzch River lies the Plain of Koukdjuak, while it includes a notable bird sanctuary at Cape Dorset.  In the north, the Borden and Brodeur peninsulas are separated by Admiralty Inlet, which may be the world’s largest fjord.  It is separated from the Melville Peninsula by the Foxe Basin, while it is separated from an island to the east by the Davis Strait.  It is home to Auyuittuq National Park, its nation’s first park north of the Arctic Circle, and Iqaluit, the capital of Nunavut.  FTP, name this fifth-largest island in the world, which is also the largest island in Canada.


Answer: Baffin Island

10. The conclusion to this work mocks Bayle and Polybius for imagining that there could be nations that wouldn’t need religion, because the maxims of philosophers are useless to make people be virtuous.  It begins with an “explanation of the picture placed as frontispiece,” in which we learn that the “lady with the winged temples” on top of a globe represents metaphysics, while the “luminous triangle with the seeing eye” is of course God.  Its conclusion describes an “eternal natural commonwealth” which was “ordained by divine providence,” and follows the fifth book, which considers the “latest barbaric history” and the connection between “feudal law” and “ancient Roman law.”  The fourth book claims that ancient jurisprudence was “a severe kind of poetry,” while poetic wisdom is the subject of Books 2 and 3, the latter of which deals with the “discovery of the true Homer.”  First published in 1725, it proposes a cyclical theory of history.  FTP, name this major work of Giambattista Vico.


Answer: The New Science or La scienza nuova
11. The close distribution of its solutions is known as Lehmer’s Phenomenon.  It constrains the function f of z in the plane of an open disk with radius less than 1/4 according to the Voronin Universality Theorem.  The eigenvalues of a suitable Hermitian operator are given by its nonimaginary solutions at one half plus i times E sub-n according to the Berry Conjecture.  For the right half plane, it is given by the Dirichlet eta function, and it may be extended by the reflection functional equation to the entire complex plane, though it contains a singularity for the case s equals 1.  FTP, name this special function defined as the natural analytic extension of the sum over every positive integer n of 1 over n to the s, whose non-trivial zeros may have real part equal to one half.


Answer: Riemann zeta function

12. One of them written to the author’s wife claims that his love for her is greater than the Clarian poet’s love for Lyde or Bittis’s for Coan.  Another reminds Perilla that she is getting old, and encourages her to keep writing poems.  Yet another notes that the name of the place where they were written derives from the murder of Absyrtus there by his sister.  In Book Five, the author notes that hordes of Sarmatae and Getae live in a certain town and regrets missing his wife’s birthday.  While they were written, the author wrote a similar set of poems which were each addressed to a named person, and also wrote a long poem in the form of a curse, the Ibis.  The first book of them was finished in 9 AD and sent to Rome from a town on the Black Sea.  FTP, name this book of poems which laments the author’s exile at Tomis, a work by Ovid.


Answer: the Tristia or Sorrows or Sorrows of an Exile
13. His mother wrote several novels, including The Nereid and Antethusia.  He served as president of one of the nation’s first electrified city railways, the Knoxville Street Railway Company, but after it collapsed he relocated to New York City.  While working there, he became dissatisfied with the ferries on the Hudson River and established a campaign to build his namesake “tunnels” under it.  His ambitions were dashed later in life when the public learned that he had done legal work for Edward Doheny, after which he deadlocked with Al Smith and lost a Presidential nomination to John W. Davis.  Twelve years earlier, this man had taken charge of the 1912 Democratic convention for his future father-in-law, who rewarded his service by giving him a cabinet post.  FTP, name this man who implemented the New Freedom program as Secretary of the Treasury under Woodrow Wilson.


Answer: William McAdoo  
14. The oldest known one of these was found carved in rock in the great passage mound of Knowth, Ireland.  The one created by Eustachio Divini appeared in a book by Otto von Guericke, while Tobias Mayer’s was the first to employ mezzotint.  The one created by Thomas Gwyn Elger is still used today, while the first important one to use exact micrometric measurements was produced by Wilhelm Beer and Johann Mädler.  One of the most important early ones was created by Francisco Grimaldi, though many of the names found in it were coined by fellow Jesuit Giovanni Riccioli, who was fond of using weather-related terms.  The first of them was made by a beer merchant named Johannes Hevelius, who based his results on data gathered on the roof of his house.  A new one is being created using X-rays by the D-Cixs instrument aboard SMART-1, which is the first European mission to the place in question.  FTP, identify these images of a celestial body, the first of which was the Selenographia.


Answer: maps of the moon (accept equivalents)

15. According to Charles Burney, its first use in an opera came in Johann Christian Bach’s Orione.  Two pioneering concertoes for it were written by F. X. Pokorny, while an early set of six concertoes for it was written by J. M. Molter.  Max Reger wrote three sonatas for this instrument and piano, a combination also employed in Schumann’s Opus 73, a set of three “fantasy pieces.”  Heinrich Baermann inspired Carl Maria von Weber to write two concertoes for it, while Hermstedt was the original soloist in the four concertoes for it by Louis Spohr.  One of its early virtuosi was Anton Stadler, for whom the “Kegelstatt Trio” was composed by Mozart.  More recent performers include Gervase de Payer, for whom Thea Musgrave wrote a concerto, and a man for whom Copland’s concerto and Bartok’s Contrasts were written.  FTP, name this musical instrument, whose noted performers include Woody Herman, Artie Shaw, and Benny Goodman.


Answer: the clarinet
16. One character in this work remembers when her son walked around the block singing the Marseillaise at the age of eighteen months.  That character also remembers singing a song about a wild cat in “Argentine” who jumped on a sewing machine and received forty-nine stitches.  At the beginning of the final act, one character descends a staircase and wakes his son, who is asleep on the sofa, to tell him that his mother is thinking of leaving them.  In the end, an alcoholic writer drives his car into a pond so that his ex-wife will be free to marry John Tucker, a death which parallels the suicide of the author’s husband Reeves.  According to this work’s “Personal Preface,” it was inspired by the death of the author’s mother and written with the encouragement of Tennessee Williams.  FTP, name this play which premiered in 1957, a work about the Lovejoy family by Carson McCullers whose title designates an incalculable mathematical value.


Answer: The Square Root of Wonderful
17. Aplasia of this organ may occur in Digeorge syndrome, while tumors originating in this organ often occur in patients with myasthenia gravis.  Capillaries in this organ have a barrier which is impervious to macromolecules, and it is the only other organ other than the brain, testes, and placenta to have one. A pyramidal organ with two fused lobes, it is derived most of the time from the third pharyngeal pouch and is often the site of ectopic parathyroid tissue.  Located above the heart, deep to the sternum, and in front of the trachea, FTP name this ductless gland in which T cells migrating from the bone marrow mature, which notably atrophies after puberty and which makes a yummy treat as “sweetbread.”


Answer: thymus
18. In Zoroastrianism, it is known as the “fravarane” and a principle one is found in chapter 12 of the Yasna.  In Shi’ite Islam, some of them were created by Allamah al-Hilli and Ibn Babawayhi, while such schools of Sunni Islam as the Ash’ari have different ones.  The Hanafi one specifies the excellence of Abu Bakr and explains that the Qur’an was not created, and like all Islamic ones is called the “Shahadah.”  The most important Eastern Orthodox one is attributed to Dositheos, and was issued in 1672 by the Synod of Jerusalem.  One of the earliest was probably written by Vincent of Lérins rather than the man to whom it is attributed, and is also known as the Quicunque Vult.  Another early one first appeared in the 8th century, and probably wasn’t written by the twelve men to whom it is attributed.  FTP, give the term for a confession of faith that summarizes a religion’s beliefs, examples of which include the Athanasian, Apostles’, and Nicene. 


Answer: creeds (accept confessions of faith before it is mentioned)

19. Its second commander was Henry A. Burgevine, but he was dismissed for failing to pay his troops and replaced by the British officer J. Y. Holland.  It was founded by a man who was known as “the Devil Soldier” by his opponents, and who was killed at Tzeki, a town outside Ningpo.  It was assisted by the Lay-Osborne fleet, seven steamers which constituted its country’s first modern navy.  It was disbanded at Kunshan after its most successful commander relieved Chansu and captured Soochow, the headquarters of Chung Wang.  Its most notable triumph under its first commander, the American adventurer Frederick Townsend Ward, came at Sung-chiang.  FTP, name this army most famously commanded by Charles Gordon, which helped to suppress the Taiping Rebellion and which wasn’t quite as successful as its name would indicate.



Answer: the Ever-Victorious Army
20. He wrote a ghost story which is told by a “moth-eaten aristocrat” named Galaktion, “The White Eagle,” while he wrote about a police officer who is instructed to find out what people are going to think in “The March Hare.”  Private Postnikov deserts his post to save a man from drowning in “The Sentry,” while a saying about a steel flea made by the English inspired his “The Left-Handed Craftsman.”  The title character of one of his tales is controlled by a priest whose death he brought about.  That story originated in his trip to the monastery islands of Korela and Konevetz on Lake Ladoga, while he locked himself into the punishment rooms of the University of Kiev in order to write his best-known work, which appeared in the magazine Epoch in 1865.  FTP, name this author of “The Enchanted Wanderer,” who wrote about a merchant’s wife named Katerina Izmaylova in his Lady Macbeth of the Mtsensk District.


Answer: Nikolai Leskov

21. Dowling developed the EPIC model to study these objects. Polvani has shown that at least one of them is a pulsating Kida vortex with a Rossby deformation radius at least two thirds as large as its diameter, and they are large enough to initiate orographic condensation around their edges. Believed to be analogous to the Jovian “brown barge” phenomenon, shearing of their highest sections produces their long trails of cirrus clouds and contributes to methane thinning in their atmosphere. One of them famously disappeared in 1994, though another formed at the same latitude in the northern hemisphere. FTP, name these infrequent earth-sized storms discovered by Voyager 2 in the atmosphere of Neptune. 


Answer: Great Dark Spots

22. This buyer of “posh” newspapers claims that he did not come down from, but left, his university, which was made of white porcelain, not red brick.  This lover of Vaughn Williams calls his flat mate’s latent homosexuality “a strawberry mark” and graphically imagines his “bitch” mother-in-law being devoured by worms.  At the end of the work in which he appears, he plays Bears and Squirrels with his wife, having earlier been abandoned by her.  He takes Helena as a lover, and likes to hang out reading the papers with his friend Cliff while women iron his clothes.  FTP, name this jazz trumpeter and husband to Alison, an “angry young man” who is the protagonist of John Osborne’s Look Back in Anger.


Answer:  Jimmy Porter (accept either)
23. Its late period saw the rise of the Gutians, and the invasion of the Amurrus hastened its decline.  Its fourth ruler took the title “king of the four quarters of the earth,” and modestly had himself called a god.  That king’s two predecessors, Manushtusu and Rimush, were both murdered, as was Naram-Sin.  The last of its five major rulers was Shar-kalli-sharri, while the first started out as a cupbearer at the court of King Ur-Zababa of Kish.  This empire reached its greatest extent after seizing the kingdom of Magan, and its people spoke a Semitic language whose Babylonian dialect replaced Sumerian as the common tongue, paralleling the defeat of Luggalzaggisi of Uruk that gave rise to the establishment of this state.  FTP, name this empire spanning all of southern Mesopotamia which was founded by Sargon the Great.


Answer:  the Akkadian Empire

1. Answer these questions about Hungarian history, FTPE:

A.  This son of John Hunyadi was only 15 when he was elected king of Hungary in 1458.  With his army, the Black Troop, he conquered Moravia and Silesia and was proclaimed king of Bohemia in 1470.


Answer: Mathias Corvinus

B.  At this battle fought in August, 1526, the Hungarian army of Louis II was smashed by the Turks.


Answer: Mohács
C.  After Louis II was killed at Mohács, civil war broke out between supporters of Ferdinand of Hapsburg and this man, who turned to the Turks for aid.  He divided the kingdom with Ferdinand by the Peace of Nagyvarad.


Answer: John Zápolya
2. The speaker is horrified by the “awful hanging breasts” she sees in the February, 1918 issue of National Geographic.  FTPE:

A.  Name this poem, in which those awful breasts are observed in Worcester, Massachusetts.


Answer: “In the Waiting Room”

B.  The speaker of this poem remembers dyeing a baby goat bright red so that his mother wouldn’t recognize him.  He also remembers the 52 small volcanoes he could climb on his island, one of which was “Mount Despair.”


Answer: “Crusoe in England”

C.  “In the Waiting Room” and “Crusoe in England” both appear in Geography III, a collection by this American poet.


Answer: Elizabeth Bishop

3. Answer these questions about cilia FTPE.

A. In eukaryotes, microtubules inside cilia are organized into nine doublets surrounding two central microtubules. The arranged structure is known by this name.

Answer: axoneme [ax-oh-NEEM]

B. The axoneme is anchored to the cell by this structure that derives from centrioles.


Answer: basal body

C. While this protein serves as a motor in other microtubule mediated functions like in the neural axon, in the axoneme, this protein serves to attach each of the doublets to each other.


Answer: dynein [DY-neen]

4. He painted Saint Andrew as an emaciated old man holding his cross in a painting completed around 1632, while one of his happier compositions is 1652’s Boy with a Club Foot.  FTPE:

A.  Name this artist, who was nicknamed “Il Spagnoletto.”


Answer: José di Ribera

C.  It has been argued that this 1630 Ribera work is actually a depiction of Democritus.  It shows a man from antiquity holding a book in his left hand and a compass in his right hand.


Answer: Archimedes
5. He showed the influence of Herbert Spencer and Gustav Schmoller in his first sociological work, On Social Differentiation.  FTP each:

A.  Name this German thinker, who developed a “positive relativism” in such works as 1917’s Main Questions of Sociology and The Philosophy of Fashion.


Answer: Georg Simmel
B.  Simmel is best known for his 1900 book on the “philosophy” of this medium of exchange.  He argued that it undermines social ties by reducing relationships to instrumental calculation.  


Answer: money
C.  Simmel wrote his dissertation on the “essence of matter” in this philosopher’s thought, and later wrote a book on this man and Goethe which discussed them and the history of the modern worldview.


Answer: Immanuel Kant

6. Answer the following about a physical parameter from circuitry, FTPE:

A. Usually represented as a complex number whose real and imaginary parts correspond to resistance and reactance, it peaks during transmission when its output and input types are equal for two connected circuits.


Answer: impedance or Z

B. These polar plots are commonly used to match impedances for a load location to unit circles by representing them as complex reflection coefficients via the equation gamma equals z plus 1 over z minus 1. 


Answer: Smith chart

C.  These equations give the mutual impedance between an arbitrary number of approximately infinitely long proximal conductors as a function of the earth’s resistivity, the frequency, the number of phases and conductors, and the conductor counter.


Answer: Carson’s equation(s)

7. Name these battles of the Napoleonic Wars, FTPE:

A.  This battle of February 8, 1807 resulted in a draw after von Lestocq’s Prussians arrived to save Bennigsen’s bacon.


Answer: Eylau
B.  The Jena campaign climaxed at this engagement of November 6, 1806, in which Bernadotte and Soult captured the namesake city and forced Blucher’s surrender.


Answer: Lübeck
C.  Davout trounced a Prussian army almost three times larger than his own in this battle, which took place on the same day as Jena.


Answer: Auerstadt

8. Name these Buddhist deities, FTPE:

A.  This god of lightning was the father of the Lust, Thirst, and Delight goddesses.  When all three of them failed to distract the Buddha, this god threw some mountains at him.


Answer: Mara
B.  This wife of Panchika was the goddess of smallpox, and ate a child a day.  After the Buddha hid her son Pingala from her, she changed her low-down ways and became a protector of children known as Nanda.


Answer: Hariti
C.  The Buddhist counterpart of the Hindu Kuvera, his god of wealth is depicted walking on a man who is vomiting jewels for all. He holds a lemon and a mongoose, naturally.

9. Answer the following about reaction kinetics in chemistry, FTPE.

A. This is a reaction rate law in which the rate of reaction is independent of reactant concentration.  Reactions with this rate law are quite rare, except as intermediate steps in more complex reactions.


Answer: zero order rate law

B. This central equation of kinetics shows that the rate constant k is dependent on the activation energy and the temperature, as well as by an namesake term dependent on the reaction geometry.


Answer: Arrhenius equation

C. The Arrhenius equation is generally only accurate for reactions of gases.  For condensed and mixed phase reactions, this equation that makes use of the enthalpies and entropies of activation gives much better results.


Answer: Eyring equation or model

B.  Adam Busch played the diabolically dorky Warren on this TV series.  While working on it he started to date Amber Benson, whose character of Tara was killed by Warren.


Answer: Buffy the Vampire Slayer
C.  Both Adam Busch and future Buffy co-star Michelle Trachtenburg appeared on this Nickelodeon game show, which also featured the immortal Lori Beth Danberg.  Hosted by Summer Sanders, it featured four celebrity panelists who would try to deduce the secret held by Billy the Answer Head.


Answer: Figure It Out

Answer: Luis Vaz de Camoes (kah-moe-ez) or Luis Vaz de Camoens
C.  The term “lusiads” refers to the sons of Lusus, the mythical first settler of Portugal who was a companion of this Roman god.  This god appears in the poem as the chief opponent of the Portuguese, and impersonates an old man in Book 1 to incite the people of Mozambique against Da Gama.


Answer: Bacchus
13. The composer became annoyed with his collaborator Salvatore Vigano when he realized that the latter was more interested in flaunting the dancing abilities of his wife, Mademoiselle Cassentini, than in telling the story.  FTPE:

A.  Name this ballet which first appeared in 1801, in which two of the title figures come alive and meet Apollo.


Answer: The Creatures of Prometheus or Die Geschöpfe von Prometheus
B.  This work based on a play by Kotzebue is its composer’s Opus 113, and features a famous “Turkish March.”


Answer: The Ruins of Athens or Die Ruinen von Athen
C.  This German composed both The Creatures of Prometheus and The Ruins of Athens.


Answer: Ludwig von Beethoven
14.  The title character goes to Switzerland after his friend Olivier is killed during a riot, and he himself eventually dies of pneumonia.  FTPE:

A.  Identify this novel, whose first volume appeared in 1904.


Answer: Jean-Christophe
B.  This man’s novels include Colas Breugnon and The Enchanted Soul, though he’s best known for the roman-fleuve about a composer mentioned in the first part of this question.


Answer: Romain Rolland
C.  Jean-Christophe appeared in this man’s Cahiers de la quinzaine.   Works by this Catholic socialist include Eve and Our Youth, and Geoffrey Hill wrote a long poem about the “mystery of the charity” of this man.


Answer: Charles Péguy
15. Answer these questions about the modern history of Iran, FTPE:

A.  This dynasty was founded in 1795 when a eunuch defeated the Zand and moved the capital to Teheran.  Its last ruler was Ahmad Mirza, who came to the throne in 1911.


Answer: the Qajar dynasty

B.  In 1906, Mozaffar o-Din was compelled to establish this elected parliament.  It was shut down in 1908 by the Persian Cossacks of Mozaffar’s successor Mohammad, but it came back and is one of the two components of the modern Iranian legislature.


Answer: the Majles or Majlis or Majles-e-Shora-ye Eslami
C.  The Qajar dynasty ended when this man deposed Ahmad Mirza and founded his own dynasty.


Answer: Reza Khan or Reza Shah Pahlavi (prompt on either last name)

16. Name these 20th-century Jewish philosophers, FTP each.

A. This Lithuanian-born thinker began his career as a Husserl scholar, like his friend Derrida, but went on to perfect his own mode of obscure philosophizing in works like Ethics and Infinity and God, Death and Time.


Answer: Emmanuel Lévinas
B.  The first professing Jew to be elected to a fellowship at Oxford, this student of Hugo Munsterburg is best known for the metaphysical views expressed in his Gifford lectures on Space, Time, and Deity.


Answer: Samuel Alexander
C.  This associate of Martin Buber discussed the three relations of creation, revelation, and salvation in his 1921 book The Star of Redemption.


Answer: Franz Rosenzweig
17. Subtitled “Eupheus’ Golden Legacy Found after his Death at Selexidra,” it was written during its author’s trip to the Canary Islands.  FTP each:

A.  Name this prose romance first published in 1590, which features the usurper Torismond and an amorous wrestler named Rosader.


Answer: Rosalynde
B.  This author of A Fig for Momus and Phillis is best known for Rosalynde.


Answer: Thomas Lodge
C.  Rosalynde was the basis for this Shakespeare play, which also features an amorous wrestler and a Duke who usurps a throne.


Answer: As You Like It
18. Answer these questions about the winner of the 1969 Spingarn Award, FTPE:

A.  Unless you’ve memorized your list of Spingarn winners, you probably need to be told that Clarence Mitchell won that award.  He started his public service career in 1937, when he was hired by the St. Paul office of this group which tried to help blacks adjust to life in cities.


Answer: the National Urban League
B.  In 1941, this man hired Mitchell away from the Urban League to work at the Office of Production Management.  25 years later, this author of The Negro Ghetto was appointed to a cabinet position.


Answer: Robert Weaver
C. Mitchell was the driving force behind this important piece of legislation, as he persuaded Attorney General Herbert Brownell to support it.  It created a new division of the Justice Department.


Answer: the Civil Rights Act of 1957 (prompt on Civil Rights Act)

19. Identify these classic concurrency problems FTPE:

A. This problem involves five people sitting around a table, each needing two forks to eat. The problem is to synchronize the taking of forks so that everyone doesn’t end up holding a fork and waiting for another person to put theirs down.


Answer: Dining philosophers problem (accept close equivalents to dining)

B. This problem involves inter-process communication.  In it, customers try to acquire a certain service.  They get the proprietor out of a chair, or if there are no chairs available, the customers leave.


Answer: Sleeping barber problem

C. Originally proposed by Courtois, this problem is used to model shared access to a database structure where the threads must prevent access if a thread is updating the shared structure.


Answer: readers and writers (accept close equivalent, writers and readers, etc.)  

20. Berkner Island lies between it and the Filchner Ice Shelf to the west.  FTPE:

A.  Name this ice shelf, which is the second largest shelf of floating ice in the world and which is named for the wife of an American explorer.


Answer: the Ronne Ice Shelf

B.  The only body of floating ice larger than the Ronne Ice Shelf is this other ice shelf, which was discovered in 1841 by a British explorer.


Answer: the Ross Ice Shelf

C.  This smaller ice shelf on the east coast of the Antarctic Peninsula was discovered by its namesake naval officer in 1893, and was formed by southwesterly winds blowing over the desolate Weddell Sea.


Answer: the Larsen Ice Shelf

21. Answer the following questions about a concept from Hinduism, FTPE:

A. Literally an expression of the indescribability of the brahman, this phrase was advanced by Yajanavalkya, who states that the negation of thoughts about it will lead to a realization of the truth.  It is also used to dispel thoughts that impede the goal of meditation, and is Sanskrit for “neither this, nor this.”

Answer: neti neti (grudgingly accept Anatta)

B. The doctrine of neti neti was advanced as part of these 108 holy texts revered by the Shankara school of Vedanta, the traditional ending texts of the Vedas.


Answer: The Upanishads
C. The doctrine of neti neti is taught in the Khila Kanda, the third and final section of this oldest and most revered text of the Upanishads.  It belongs to the Shatapatha Brahmana.


Answer: The Brhadaranyaka Upanishad (Accept: Great Forest Texts)
