1. It was published by Samuel Goodrich only after a secret agreement with Horatio Bridge.  Taking its name from Shakespeare's King John, this collection “vexed the dull eare of a drowsie man” and, as its author had hoped, “opened an intercourse with the world.”  It was reviewed by Poe, who noted its best components as: “The Hollow of the Three Hills;” “Wakefield;” and “Fancy's Show-Box.”  Poe also admired “Mr. Higginbotham's Catastrophe,” claiming that he would like to hear every installment “a hundred times!”  FTP, name this 1837 collection of short stories by Nathaniel Hawthorne. 

Answer: Twice Told Tales

2. Its conclusion lists the oppression of Armenians and the massacre of Jews in Kishenef as examples that support its issuance.  Another example was the British, German, and Italian blockade of Venezuelan ports just two years earlier, which prompted its inclusion in a December address to Congress.  Stating that United States was justified in using, “international police power” to put an end to chronic wrongdoing in the Western Hemisphere, FTP, identify this 1904 addition to the Monroe Doctrine, named for the president who issued it. 

Answer: Roosevelt Corollary

3. An important method of maintaining population inversion in this device is called Q-switching, which involves the modification of the resonance characteristics of its cavity.  The most common type of the dye variety is the Rhodamine 6G in methanol, while the gaseous type consists of krypton-ion and argon-ion varieties.  In 1960, Theodore Maiman invented the solid-state type, which utilized the process of pump flashing a ruby in order to produce a uniform red beam of radiation.  FTP, identify this device that is created via light amplification through stimulated emission of radiation.

Answer: laser
4. Over eighty quotations from this book appear in the New Testament, including three of Jesus's replies to Satan during his temptation.  Some scholars dispute its traditional authorship, believing it to have been written in the 8th century BC, during the reign of King Josiah of Judah, in order to call the Jewish people back to observance of the laws.  Unique in its format as a series of warmhearted speeches, it is notable for recounting Moses’ farewell address.  FTP, identify this final book of the Pentatuech, which takes its name from the Greek for “second law.” 

Answer:  Deuteronomy

5. The second canto of its final part is an account of the republicans prior to the Restoration and includes an admirable portrait of Anthony Ashley Cooper.  In Part II the title character subjects himself to a whipping by proxy and then consults the false astrologer, Sidrophel.  So pleasing to Charles II that its author was given a 300-pound stipend, this work by the pseudonymous A. Burlesque was written in octosyllabic couplets.  The title character takes his name from the lover of Elissa in the Fairie Queen, and with his squire Ralpho goes on a series of adventures that begins with an attack on some bear-baiters.  FTP, name this 17th-century satire by Samuel Butler.  

Answer: Hudibras

6. This son of Yaroslav II successfully turned back the “Christianizing” efforts urged by Pope Gregory the Ninth.  A few years later, at Lake Chud, he won the famous “massacre on ice,” in which he utterly destroyed a German army.   When his brother Andrew was appointed to succeed their father, this man conspired with Sartu Khan of the Golden Horde, had his brother deposed, and became grand prince of Vladimir.  Also elected prince of Novgorod, FTP, identify this Russian who took his name from his 1240 victory over the Swedes at the Neva River.

Answer: Alexander Nevsky 
7. It contains such public member functions as preorder, inorder, and postorder traversals, which call its own recursive utility functions to perform the appropriate operations on the internal representation.  This nonlinear, two dimensional data structure picks a root value and orders subsequent values either to a right branch or left branch depending on that value’s relation to the root.  FTP, identify this ordering mechanism from computer science with an arboreal name.

Answer: binary tree
8. Although the specific details of its inspiration remain unknown, this four-movement piece was originally five-movements with the additional one being a second minuet before its Slow Rondo, but the artist eliminated it, and it is now lost.  Written as a 20-minute singular piece in Sonata-allegro form, it is designated by number 525 in the Köchel catalog.  Written in 1787 while the composer was working on Don Giovanni, it inspired a musical by Stephen Sondheim.  FTP, give the common name of this piece, Mozart's Serenade in G, No 13.  

Answer: Eine Kleine Nachtmusik or A Little Night Music 

9. Because of a trial in which this god defended himself so well that he was completely buried in a heap of stones, the first cairns were born to help travelers.  He was the one who liberated Io from Argus and the god who saved Odysseus and his men from being turned into pigs by Circe.  He only stole once – some of Apollo’s cattle - when he was just born, but he would become god of thieves and merchants.  Atlas was his grandfather, as his mother was one of the Pleiades, the nymph Maia, who had been impregnated by Zeus.  FTP, name this owner of a golden hat with wings and a pair of winged sandals, the herald of the gods.

Answer: Hermes (only accept Mercury before Io is mentioned)
10. Written in Attic Greek by a priest of the Temple of Delphi, it is dedicated to Sosius Senecio.  The author later expressed his satisfaction with its format in his work Moralia.  First translated into English in 1579 by Sir Thomas North, it tells of the savage Macedonian measures taken after the death of Hephaestion and characterizes Theseus as a “raper of women.”  More famous is the tale of how Alexander subdued Bucephalus.  Written in and around 100 AD, at present 44 of its 50 portraits are extant.  FTP, identify this biographical classic by Plutarch.  

Answer: Parallel Lives
11. The author of Principles and Maxims of the Art of War, like many of the Confederates he was a West Point graduate and a veteran of the Mexican War.  After the war he returned to his native Louisiana where he directed the state lottery for several years.  During the final stages of the war, he had defended the southern approaches to Richmond and conducted the defense of Charleston.  However, he’s better known for his command during the First Battle of Bull Run and two other maneuvers.  FTP, name this man who organized the Confederate retreat at Shiloh and led the forces that fired upon Fort Sumter. 

Answer: Pierre Gustave Toutant Beauregard
12. This organ can be inflicted with Ivemark syndrome, which is characterized by the presence of Howell-Jolly bodies, and it is also subject to storage diseases such as Niemann-Pick and Gaucher.  Embryologically it derives from islands of mesenchymal tissue in the left side of the dorsal mesogastrium that coalesce.  Its inner surface is indented by a linear hilum and is characterized by a maze of spongelike spaces called sinusoids.  Also of note are the germinal centers that produce lymphocytes and the white and red pulp.  Known as the site of red blood cell destruction, FTP, name this purplish organ that sits to the left of the stomach and below the diaphragm.


Answer: spleen
13. In the background a woman in a black dress is in profile, and next to her is Goulue who adjusts her hair.  Walking past them are the very tall Dr. Gabriel Tapie' de Celeyran and his cousin, the artist himself.  The foreground is dominated by three men, two in tophats, and two women gathered around a table. One of those women has her back to the viewer and a bun of bright red hair.  Foremost, cut off by the right picture edge, is a woman with her face illuminated by a greenish light.  FTP, name this 1892 painting of a popular Parisian nightspot by Henri de Toulouse-Lautrec

Answer: At the Moulin Rouge
14. Beginning with the sensual base of man’s attitude towards existence, its author suggests that reality is attributable to intellectual conceptions, which elude man as he attempts to fix them.  The perception of the isolation of self-consciousness from the world reveals a no longer isolated consciousness in the form of a spirit.  From the communal spirit comes the sense of conscience that yields religion.  Religion approaches the stage of absolute knowledge, then the Absolute Spirit, or der geist.  FTP, name this seminal work of G.W.F. Hegel.  

Answer: Phenomenology of Mind or Phenomenology of Spirit or Phanomenologie des Geistes
15. It was written during a tour of prisons the author made in Scandinavia, Britain, and the U.S.  The author lets us know that the only real events were the bus boycott and the erection of Shanty Town; and the only real characters were Professor Hoernle and Ernest Oppenheimer.  It opens with the protagonist responding to a letter about his sister Gertrude and a decision to search for his son Absalom.  He learns that Absalom was involved in the murder of Arthur Jarvis, whose father James is befriended by Reverend Stephen Kumalo, the protagonist.  FTP, name this masterful portrayal of post-World War II South Africa, the best-known novel of Alan Paton.


Answer: Cry, the Beloved Country
16. He entered the Seven Weeks’ War on the side of Austria but, on his defeat, signed an alliance with Prussia.  As king he invited the exiled Richard Wagner to continue his musical work in Munich, during which time Wagner completed his Ring Cycle.  His uncle Prince Luitpold took power when a panel of physicians recommended his removal, and this man known as the “Mad King” drowned himself soon after.  FTP, name this King of Bavaria famous for his many castles like Neuschwanstein, the grandson of Ludwig I and cousin of Ludwig III.

Answer: Ludwig II or Louis II
17. At Heidelberg he studied under Leopold Gmelin, who recognized this man’s ability and advised him to make chemistry his career.  He then went to study under Jons Jakob Berzelius and would later translate Berzelius’ work into German.  Along with Justus Liebig he took up the study of benzaldehyde, and from this work came the theory of radicals, the first attempt to understand the structure of organic compounds.  He also became the first to prepare metallic aluminum, but his greatest work came from a compound synthesized from ammonium cyanate.  FTP, name this scientist who, in 1828, synthesized urea.

Answer:
Friedrich Wohler
18. It is characterized by five major capes: Gata, Arnauti, Kormakiti, and Andreas.  Below Cape Andreas lies the Karpas Peninsula and south of that is Famagusta Bay, along which lies the major city of Famagusta.  The Kyrenia Range lies along the northern part of this republic, while the Trodos Mountains lie in the center.  Since 1974, its northern third has been set off by a UN cease-fire line.  With its capital at Nicosia, FTP, name this third largest island in the Mediterranean, a subject of divisiveness between Greece and Turkey.


Answer: Cyprus
19. The master of revels, Philostrate, organizes the wedding ceremony and the dramatic entertainment at the center of this play.  Egeus comes closest to the role of villain when he insists his daughter must marry someone other than the man she loves.  The roles of Wall, Lion, Moonshine are played by some Athenian tradesmen and by the end of the play Hermia is reconciled with Lysander and Demetrius loves Helena.  It ends with the nuptials of Theseus and Hippolyta, which are graced by the performance of Pyramus and Thisbe.  All ends well despite the machinations of Oberon, Titania, and Puck, FTP, in what Shakespearean play?

Answer: A Midsummer Night’s Dream
20. Its power was quickly consolidated by organizing troops into the Army of the Green Standard to maintain peace.  Its founders, members of the Jurchen tribe, formed a solid military state and soon set up an unofficial capital at Mukden.  This dynasty took one of its names from the second ruler, Abahai, who used the local word for “pure,” but its true power had been established by Abahai’s father, Nurhachi.  Ending in 1911 when emperor Henry Pu-Yi abdicated , FTP, name this successor to the Ming Dynasty, thus the last imperial dynasty of China.  

Answer: Ch’ing Dynasty or Manchu Dynasty or Qing Dynasty
21. It was originally introduced to express the rate of change in time of the condition of a dynamic physical system – one regarded as a set of moving particles.  If the Einstein summation has been used, then it can be defined as q, the generalized coordinate, times p, generalized momentum, minus the Lagrangian.  Representing the sum of all kinetic and potential energies of the aforementioned dynamic system, FTP, identify this function named for the Irish mathematician who discovered it. 

Answer: Hamiltonian function

22. The “Rubenists” faction of the Parisian Royal Academy of Painting and Sculpture scored its final triumph with this 1717 work’s admission.  So revolutionary was the work, the academy created a new category, “elegant fates,” for it.  Featuring baby angels throughout the mountainous landscape, the work portrays the voyage of young couples to the island of love to pay homage to Venus, who is drawn on the far right.  FTP, name this masterpiece by Jean Antoine Watteau.  

Answer: Pilgrimage to Cythera or Embarkment to Cythera or Embarkation to Cythera
23. When the narrator goes into the city for the first time in this novel, he attends a party with Catherine and the McKees.  Later, he recalls such ridiculous people as the Cheadles, the O.R.P. Schraders, and the Stonewall Jackson Abrams, all of whom he met that summer.  The apathy of people is revealed when the pianist Klipspringer calls for a missing pair of shoes, ignoring the funeral at its end.   Throughout the novel the eyes of Dr. T. J. Eckleburg stare out over the ash heaps at everyone.  Myrtle’s death is attributed to the title character, who is killed by Myrtle’s husband George.  FTP, name this novel narrated by Nick Carraway, the most famous work of F. Scott Fitzgerald.

Answer: The Great Gatsby
24. Recently postulated to have a salt-water ocean underneath its crusty surface, the Hubble Space Telescope has found ozone around this body.  Its largest crater is called Galileo Regio and is surrounded by parallel grooves and ridges called sulci.  Though it is associated with another man, it was actually discovered by Simon Marius.  Larger than both Mercury and Pluto, it is theorized to have been pulled into a slightly elliptical orbit by the neighboring moon Callisto.  FTP, name this moon of Jupiter, the largest in the solar system.

Answer: Ganymede
