2002 ACF Regionals: Packet by Chicago (Subash Maddipoti)

1. Portia is a servant in the house of the protagonist, who prizes her dead friend’s radio at the end of this novel.  Another character works at a flying jenny show and eats at the New York Café.  One narrative is that of Willie, the criminal son of Dr. Copeland, the only black doctor in town.  The climax of this novel occurs when news of the Greek’s death, prompts the mute Mr. Singer to kill himself.  This suicide upsets the lives of Biff Brannon, Jake Blount, and Mick Kelley in, FTP, what novel by Carson McCullers?


Answer: The Heart is a Lonely Hunter
2. His prestige was enhanced by his founding of Caparra and appointment as military governor of Bimini, twenty years after serving as a page in the royal court of Aragon.  His time as a captain under Nicolas de Ovando earned him the governorship of eastern Hispaniola, but could not save him from an arrow wound that led to his death in Cuba.  Earlier he had served, from 1508 to 1513 as governor of Puerto Rico.  FTP, name this Spanish explorer, who discovered Florida in the midst of his search for a fountain of youth.


Answer: Juan Ponce de Leon
3. The Langhan’s cells present in the outermost of its five layers * still have a somewhat unknown function.  Those five layers include the lucidum, spinosum, granulosum, corneum, and the basalis, which is the deepest layer.  As older cells reach the outermost layer, they die and transform into squames, or scales of keratin.  FTP, name this region also home to the melanocytes as the outermost layer of the skin.


Answer: epidermis (prompt on buzz of “skin” before *, otherwise do not accept)

4. Of note are the grisailles on the top left and right showing the story of Cain and Abel.  Much of the work was finished under the behest of Jodicus Vyd, whose portrait is barely evident on the lower right.  A radical depiction is the soft, sensuous, and almost pregnant belly of Eve on the top right, but perhaps most famous is the Adoration of the Lamb panel at the bottom center.  FTP, name this work completed around 1432 by Hubert and Jan van Eyck.


Answer: the Ghent Altarpiece
5. It opens at noon, when the sun was accustomed to awaken both lap dogs and lovers.  The heroine makes her toilet with her maid Betty after she is awakened from a dream by her dog, Shock. Following a cruise on the Thames, we are treated to a game of ombre, and the warnings of the Sylphs.  Later, the gnome Umbriel visits the cave of Spleen before the title object ascends to heaven and becomes a star.  FTP, name this poem about Lord Petre’s theft of that title object from Belinda, a work by Alexander Pope.


Answer: The Rape of the Lock

6. On the losing side, the only good account was given by the Highlanders under Major Archibald MacArthur.  The winner’s center was decisively anchored by 80 cavalrymen of the 3rd Dragoons led by William Washington, who was just one of the subcommanders occupying an excellent defensive position south of the Broad River.  This ground proved disastrous to an overconfident Banastre Tarleton, whose forces fell to those of Dan Morgan’s.  FTP, name this early 1781 battle, the turning point in the southern theater of the Revolutionary War.


Answer: Battle of Cowpens
7. It holds only when the molecular attraction between different components is equal to the attraction of any one component in its pure state.  Dealing primarily with changes in colligative properties, it allows for the calculation of molecular weights of dissolved substances and leads to the definition of a solution as ideal.  FTP, identify this law that relates the vapor pressure and mole fraction of a solution, a law named for its French discoverer.


Answer: Raoult’s law

8. His last major accomplishment was a filming trip with his field assistant, Julia Averkieva, when he was 70 years old.  With Ella Delora he coauthored Dakota Grammar a far cry from his first publication, Growth of Children.  His most famous work was done amongst the Kwakiutl Indians and during his excursions to Baffin Island.  These resulted in works like The Mind of the Primitive Man and the respect of students like Edward Sapir and Ruth Benedict.  FTP, name this founder of American anthropology.


Answer: Franz Boas
9. There are ten “principal” ones including the Kena, Prashna, and Isha as designated by the 8th-century mystic, Shankara.  Etymologically their name suggests “sitting down near” perhaps referring to the “forest academies,” out of whose teachings they arose.  Perhaps their most famous portion is the story “What the Thunder Said,” which is cited in The Wasteland.  FTP, name these ancient religious texts, the so-called commentaries on the Hindu Vedas.


Answer: Upanishads
10. The central character, a resident of the San Bernadino Arms, falls in with such characters as Harry, a purveyor of homemade silver polish, and Miguel, a Mexican breeder of fighting cocks.  There’s also Abe Kusich, a dwarf horse player, and Earle Stroop, an unsuccessful cowboy actor.  This novel famously ends with a riot at the Persian Palace during which Homer Simpson likely dies and the protagonist Tod Hackett, barely escapes.  FTP, name this short novel by Nathaniel West.


Answer: The Day of the Locust
11. This house, founded by Edmund of Langley, had its first claimant to the throne with a figure descended from Lionel, Duke of Clarence, through the female side – a claim criticized by Chief Justice John Fortescue.  The middle of its three kings ruled for two and a half months, while the first king had consolidated power after victory at Towton.  Its dynastic period ended with defeat at Bosworth Field and the death of Richard III.  FTP, name this royal house succeeded by the Tudors and which famously warred with the Lancastrians.


Answer: House of York
12. The Cushman group at Purdue has shown that changes in this value determine drive flow in swelling systems not pressure gradients and external fields.  Represented by a capital A, change in it can be defined as the work, in a reversible process, under constant volume and constant temperature.  FTP, name this quantity equal to internal energy minus the product of temperature and entropy, a state function named for a German physicist.


Answer: Helmholz free energy
13. His first professional experience came with a stint in the USBL when he teamed with Hot Rod Williams and Spud Webb on the Rhode Island Gulls.  This came after a year at the University of Bridgeport, a decade before he retired in 1995 as a member of the Miami Heat.  His NBA career included stops at Golden State and Philadelphia and his rookie year with the Bullets, where he set the single season blocks record.  FTP, name this man, often the butt of Charles Barkley’s jokes, a native of Sudan who measured seven feet seven inches.


Answer: Manute Bol
14. Following the suggestion of the composer’s friend Axel Carpelan, this work was given its present name.  Originally concocted as the sixth part of the musical melodrama, Music for Press Ceremony, it would be performed until the title of Impromptu for almost twenty years.  Based on a text by Zachria Topelius, this symphonic poem was composed in response to a Russian censorship rule of 1899.  FTP, name this patriotic work, the most famous of Jean Sibelius. 


Answer: Finlandia 

15. Much of the action takes place on Midsummer Eve, a night on which the title character refuses to flee to Como, Italy.  The only secondary character of importance in this play is the cook Christine, who desperately tries to hold onto her fiancé.  The play ends with news of the count’s return and the implication that the title character will commit suicide with a razor.  This razor is supplied by the valet, Jean, with whom she had a taboo affair.  FTP, name this play about the flawed titular aristocratic female, a work by August Strindberg.


Answer: Miss Julie  

16. The first of them saw the first of the so-called Unequal Treaties.  The second was joined by the French, who used the excuse of the murder of one of their missionaries.  The first was officially concluded with the Treaty of Bogue, and the second was known as the “Arrow” War because it began with the storming of the H.M.S Arrow.  That second one ended with the treaties of Tientsin, which were more decisive than the original treaty of Nanking.  FTP, name these mid-19th century trading wars fought between European nations and China.


Answer: Opium Wars

17. They were first declared in an attempt to verify that regular stoichiometric rules apply during the namesake reaction.  One states that the charge, Q, required to deposit or liberate a mass, m, is proportional to the charge, z, of the involved ion and inversely proportional to the relative ionic mass.  The other states that the amount of chemical change during the namesake process is proportional to the charge passed.  FTP, identify these two laws of electrolysis, named for a British physicist.


Answer: Faraday’s laws of electrolysis (just Faraday is enough after “electrolysis” is mentioned)

18. In the fifth and final chapter of this essay the author presents a list of those things commonly classified as just or unjust.  This is one part of the author’s dismissal of the moral claims of previous thinkers, particularly Kant.  Instead, he implies the existence of a specific standard that serves as the foundation of morality.  We learn that such a standard determines the foundation of justice and morality solely by “actions that are right in proportion as they tend to promote happiness.”  FTP, identify this 1861 essay whose title names the philosophy of its author, John Stuart Mill.


Answer: “Utilitarianism”

19. In her desperate times the heroine of this novel is taken in by Bob Jakin and is only offered sympathy by her cousin and her Aunt Glegg.  Following the second stroke of the heroine’s father, who was forced to work for his enemy, Wakem, a two-year period passes in St. Ogg’s before this novel brings Stephen Guest and Lucy Deane onto center stage.  The action climaxes with a massive flood that eventually results in the drowning deaths of Tom and Maggie Tulliver in the titular river.  FTP, name this novel by George Eliot.


Answer: The Mill on the Floss
20. Justice Samuel Miller rendered the majority decision against the plaintiffs arguing that states still retained legal jurisdiction over citizens and that federal protection of civil rights did not extend to the property rights of businessmen. Thus the 14th amendment could not be used as a defense against the Louisiana state legislature’s granting of a monopoly in, FTP, what 1873 decision precipitated by and named for the site where butchers plied their trade.

Answer: _Slaughterhouse_ cases
21. Their traditional religion centered on local forces of nature, like Shakazi and Umuzu, who were commonly invoked for hope for bountiful prey.  The most important ritual in their religion was the sacrifice of a bear, despite its sacred value.  Today there are believed to be only 24,000 left, though most don’t bear the typical round-eyed, short-statured, brunette hair color, and increased body and facial hair as compared to their Mongoloid neighbors.  FTP, name these peoples who live primarily on Sakhalin, the Kurils, and Hokkaido. 


Answer: Ainu (this is geography as far as I’m concerned)   

The most damning testimony came from James Dursi, who implicated Paul Meadlo and one other man.  An attempted cover up was unmasked by Ron Ridenhour and fully revealed by journalist Seymour Hersh, who had photos taken by Ronald Haeberle at his disposal.  Though several men were tried, only William Calley was convicted.  FTP, name this incident that occurred in the namesake village in Quang Ngai in March 1968 and saw the massacre of hundreds of Vietnamese civilians.


Answer: My Lai

This mythological figure apparently has a name meaning “she who destroys the light” according to Bulfinch, who also revealed her alternate name of Kore.  From her time as a child collecting flowers with the Oceanids on the plains of Enna she would disappear until her location was revealed by Helios.  Eventually she would return but not before a pomegranate determined her fate for 1/3 of the year.  FTP, name this figure once kidnapped by Hades, the Greek goddess of the underworld and daughter of Zeus and Demeter.


Answer: Persephone

Despite Circuit Court judge James Platt’s dismissal of this case, it reached the high court three years later.  Though the litigant had initially named the locales of Bethel and Norwalk in the suit, another town would come to the forefront after the AFL was dropped as a defendant.  Once it was ruled that the Sherman Act had been violated, a powerful national union was rebuked.  FTP, name this decision which vindicated D.E. Loewe in his action against the namesake union in Connecticut and which was reached in 1908. 


Answer: Danbury Hatters’ Case or Loewe v. Lawlor

C. For pure boredom in writing but valuable subject matter try Roll, Jordan, Roll: The World the Slaves Made by this ardent socialist.


Answer: Eugene D. Genovese

9. Identify these female rap artists, FTP each:
