1. The first one discovered has 28% of its light concentrated in its emission lines around hot, gaseous iron. 3. The original performance of this work was followed by a performance of the same author’s Acte sans Paroles, with which it is sometimes published. Its characters are four in number, and all have four-letter names. As it opens, a description of the room in which all the action occurs reveals it to be shaped like the inside of a human skull with Hamm sitting in its center, covered with a sheet; nonsensical prattle and intimations of death are ubiquitous in the remainder. For ten points name the play whose remaining cast consists of Clov, Nagg, and Nell; a work by Samuel Beckett first perfumed on April 3, 1957.

Answer:  Endgame (accept Fin de Parite)

4. Non-American versions of their debut album feature a cover photo of a nude woman's hip with a hand in a black leather glove resting on it, which was decided to be too explicit for American audiences. Led by the son of a modeling agency kingpin, they originally formed while attending a New York City prep school. Massive amounts of hype soon followed and intensified once their debut EP was released in the United Kingdom in January 2001. By summer, their planned side stage appearance at a major UK festival was moved to the main stage due to overwhelming demand. For ten points name the band fronted by Julian Casablancas whose debut album, Is This It? features the single “Last Nite”.

Answer:  The Strokes
5. This musical piece was the inspiration for Hugo Alfvén’s Uppsala Rhapsody. Its introduction begins with strings playing in C, and goes on to introduce two songs, one using violins and bassoons and the other primarily trumpets.  The recapitulation hammers to a loud close, setting up the Coda and the third, and best-known of the student-songs in the piece, “Gaudeamus Igitur.” FTP, what 1880 Brahms work was composed for his reception of an honorary doctorate from the University of Breslau?


Answer: _Academic Festival Overture_

6. Their suppression helped to elevate Ts’ao Ts’ao to supreme leadership in the North Its leader declared that the time of the “blue heaven” was over and took advantage of a widespread pestilence to spread his messianic version of Taoism. Under Chang Chueh the rebels massacred the eunuchs and threatened the stability of the Han dynasty. FTP identify this movement which embraced the “earth element” symbolized by the colored head dresses sported by its adherents.

Answer: _Yellow Turban_ rebellion

7. In short works such as "Parliament Hill" and "Morning Song" she celebrated her status as a parent, other poems like "Blackberrying" render an esoteric view of her natural surroundings. But the struggle for control evidenced in volumes such as _Crossing the Water_ and _Winter Trees_ also color her most famous lines included in a 1965 collection named after her horse. She writes, "Out of the ash/ I rise with my red hair/ And I eat men like Hair," in the persona of "Lady Lazarus," and discusses torturing her father in "Daddy." FTP identify this poet who killed herself by sticking her head in an oven and whose well known works include _The Colossus_ and the aforementioned _Ariel_.

Answer: Sylvia _Plath_
8. This has the advantage that it can successfully explain why helium gas is not diatomic and why liquid oxygen is paramagnetic unlike the hybridization valence bond model. Its fundamental process is the creation of a Schrödinger wavefunction for an electron bound to a molecule: spatial distribution of the square of that wavefunction is then this theory’s namesake construct. For ten points, name the bonding model whose namesake diagrams allow elucidation of the spin-pairing of electrons bound in a molecule and the existence of bonding and anti-bonding orbitals.

Answer:  molecular orbital theory (accept MO theory)

9. This name refers to a Vedic god analogous to the Persian Haoma whose presence was considered necessary for any sacrifice to take place due to his mastery over a certain plant. His presence at a ritual was invoked by pouring the juice of this plant onto the ground. For ten points, name either the deity sometimes convoked as the healer of disease or the plant whose ubiquity in the Vedas probably stems from its hallucinogenic properties.

Answer:  Soma

10. He used transparent materials liberally for the “Crystal Church” in Garden Grove, CA, and for his neo-gothic design for the Pittsburgh Plate Glass Company. His own home, designed as his senior thesis while at Harvard, is located in New Caanan, Connecticut.   Including such practical innovations as a free-standing breakfast bar, and sporting a famous sprayed-concrete visitor’s center, it is commonly known as “the Glass House.”  A frequent collaborator with John Burgee and co-founder of the “International School” of architecture, FTP, who designed the AT&T tower in New York and worked with Mies van der Rohe to create the Seagram’s Tower?


Answer: Philip C. _Johnson_

11. His affair with Karen Horney deeply affected him, and collaboration with her caused him to develop some of his most important theoretical subjects, including religion in The Dogma of Christ and psychiatry in the Crisis of Psychoanalysis. The Sane Society argues that man had become estranged from himself, while May Man Prevail was a collaboration with Suzuki and Martin, and his own life provides the basis for Beyond the Chains of Illusion. For 10 points, name this author of Man for Himself, The Art of Loving, and Escape from Freedom.

Answer:  Erich Fromm
12. The son of a customs official and lumber merchant, he rose to power by riding the wave of popular discontent caused by the Treaty of Sevres, which gave Greek soldiers control over cities like Dumlupinar, Sakarya, and Izmir – all of which were won back by armies under his command, gains cemented by the 1923 Conference of Lausanne.  A participant in the Gallipoli campaign, his political reforms included an overhaul of the legal codes, the introduction of Western-style surnames, and the removal a constitutional provision naming Islam as state religion.  FTP, name this 20th century Turkish statesman.


Answer: Mustafa _Kemal_ Ataturk

13. The novel opens with an epigram from Byron: “Why did he love her?  Curious fool, be still! / Is human love the fruit of human will?”  The novel ends in New Orleans, with the title character waiting for a boat leaving for Europe, where she will meet her brother in Calais.  The novel begin “Just about six months before my departure for Spain, I first met the Chevalier des Grieux,” and had been turned into an opera by Hans Werner Henze, Jules Massenet, and Puccini.  FTP, name the heroine and you’ve named this novel by Abbe Prevost.


Answer: _Manon Lescaut_

14. Suppose that f is a piecewise smooth function. Then, for f, this converges to the arithmetic mean of the left hand and right hand limits of f at points where f is discontinuous. It can be understood by considering a 2n-dimensional functionspace with the set of the sines and cosines of the products of the integers between 0 and n and x as it basis; each of its namesake coefficients is then the dot product of one of the basis functions with a function f(x) and becomes an integral over the functionspace as n approaches infinity. First introduced in its namesake French mathematician’s 1822 treatise The Theory of Heat, FTP, name the type of infinite trigonometric series that is invaluable in the study of partial differential equations.

Answer:  Fourier series

15. This mountainous region in Baden-Württemberg is the source of both the Neckar and Danube rivers. It occupies an area of roughly 6000 square kilometers and extends toward the northeast for about 150 kilometers from Säckingen to Durlach. For ten points, name the German geographical region that has an abrupt drop-off before the Rhine plain but has a more gentle eastward slope toward the Neckar valley and is known as der Schwarzwald to locals.

Answer:  Black Forest (accept Schwarzwald early)

16. The original edition of this work ends with the poem “Nachgesang” which follows the imagery of its introduction, saying “A wicked archer I’ve become. —The ends / Of my bow kiss; / Only the strongest bends his bow like this.” That preface states that the Europe of its author’s day had been made into a tense bow by the historically persistent fight against “Platonism for “the people,”” i.e. Christianity, but more famously begins “Supposing truth is a woman—what then?” For ten points name the collection of 296 aphorisms by Friedrich Nietzsche in which he attempts to use the bow of Europe to accomplish “the most distant goal” of having the world live in the titular state of being.

Answer:  Beyond Good and Evil (accept Jenseits von Gut und Böse)

17. Foe is a rewrite of Robinson Crusoe, while the collection Dusklands contains “The Vietnam Project,” and focuses on the recurring theme of war. Colonel Joll stirs up fears of a native “threat,” thus disrupting the equanimity of a town previously ruled peacefully by the Magistrate in his allegorical Waiting for the Barbarians. Another recent novel features former professor David Lurie and his daughter Lucy being attacked by three black men.  The racial problems of his homeland are a recurring theme in the fiction of, FTP, what South African author of Disgrace and The Life and Times of Michael K?


Answer: J.M. _Coetzee_ (accept before “novel”: _Disgrace_)

18. According to their original orders, set forth in the middle of the 12th century by Albert of Vercelli, they lived in caves and did not see outsiders, have sex, or even talk with their fellow monastics!  Founded by the hermit St. Berthold, it became a mendicant order of friars after reaching Europe.  Famous European members of the order have included St. Simon Stock, who began the “calced” offshoot (those that wore shoes – that is, the traveling mendicants) and reformist discalced (“shoeless”) version, whose members included St. Theresa of Avila and St. Juan de la Cruz.  FTP, what group is named for the mountain in Jerusalem where they began?

19. The combined force of the Act of Seclusion and the Perpetual Edict threatened to hold back the advancement of this man, whose tutelage under Johan de Witt stressed skills of negotiation. He was thrust into national leadership after the invasion of the mainland by Louis XIV and after winning the battle of Narden he succeeded in making peace. But it was his actions during the Glen Coe massacre, such as his victory at the Battle of the Boyne in 1690, that would later solidify his claim to the English throne. The Bradford variety is used in colorimetric assays to quantify total protein concentration, while Benedict’s and Fehling’s are used to oxidize glucose. FTP, organic magnesium halides dissolved in dry ethyl ether compose the Grignard version of what common chemical reactants?


Answer: _reagents_

21. At a dinner party the protagonist is insulted by the professor and offends the wife after criticizing a

painting of Goethe. He has left his own wife Erica and eventually ends up at the Black Eagle tavern, where

he is talked into asking the beautiful Maria to dance. He later eschews a threesome with her and Pablo, 

after realizing that he really loves another woman who has asked him to kill her. This all happens before his entrance into the hall of mirrors where he sees Hermine and his multiple selves while hanging out with Mozart. FTP identify this 1927 work that derives its name from the active and dynamic incarnation of wannabe lupine Harry Haller, a novel by Herman Hesse.

Answer: _Steppenwolf_

The protagonist discovers the title character as he floats alongside his ship in the Gulf of Siam. Having killed a mutinous sailor on the coal ship Sephora, Leggatt was hoping to drown at sea, but he bears a striking resemblance to the captain who takes him in and harbors him below decks until he is compelled to flee due to the suspicions of the ship’s nosy first mate. For ten points, name the Joseph Conrad novel in which Leggatt both divulges the contents of his soul to and takes a clandestine part in the life of the captain of an unnamed ship.

Answer:  The Secret Sharer
After its namesake won a 1819 prize from the French Academy of Sciences, Siméon-Denis Poisson noticed that the theories in prize-wining paper clearly implied the existence of this, calling it “a strange result.” Poisson, a supporter of the Newtonian model of light, believed that the impossibility of the existence of this would demonstrate that the wave theory of light could not successfully explain diffraction; he was hoisted with his own petard, however, when the prize committee arranged an experiment that clearly demonstrated this to exist. For ten points, name this central maximum that arises in the diffraction of light about an object with a circular image, named for a French military engineer.

Answer:  Fresnel Bright Spot
The use of stacks to implement this was inaugurated by Edsger Dijkstra in his development of a complier for ALGOL 60 and is used in now almost all compiled languages. Though such efficient algorithms as BinarySearch and quicksort are usually written to use this, its use on most Von Neumann machines makes an algorithm’s runtime and memory usage greater than those of an analogous algorithm utilizing only iteration. For ten points, name the feature that an algorithm that calls itself is said to utilize.
