1. It is accompanied by an author's note that highlights the subject's fetus like appearance, a resemblance echoed in the poem itself by the line "From my mother's sleep," and later juxtaposed with the cruel, life-threatening, reality of the situation-- "Six miles from earth" and surrounded by "black flak and nightmare fighters." First published in the 1945 collection _Little Friend, Little Friend_, whose title refers to a term of endearment used by bombardiers for friendly planes, FTP what Randall Jarell poem ends with a dead pilot being washed out of the plane with a hose.

Answer: _The Death of the Ball Turret Gunner_

2. Though it was renewed numerous times, not until 1226 did it again become a powerful factor. The first consisted of 16 cities and scored a notable victory at the Battle of Legano. Founded in 1167 it was backed by Alexander III who saw in it an ally against Emperor Frederick I. Eventually they secured the Peace of Constance which allowed cities like Milan, Mantua, and Padua liberty and jurisdiction. FTP identify this group of Italian cities formed to resist the power of the Holy Roman Emperor.

Answer: _Lombard League_

3. The older name for this class of organic compounds came from their ability to react with mercury. Unlike They are acidic, unlike alcohols, and react with alkalis and certain metals to form salt-like compounds. A characteristic property is their strong disagreeable smell, as seen in the odor of garlic or the scent of skunks.  FTP, identify these compounds, formerly called mercaptans, similar to alcohols but containing a sulfur atom in place of the oxygen atom.

Answer: _thiol_s or _thioalcohol_s (accept mercaptan before it is mentioned)

4. Indian Notebooks records his efforts at helping the Seneca fight off the encroaching Ogden Land Company earning this social scientist the nickname “one bridging the gap.” By comparing the organizational structures of Native American to those of the Greeks and Romans he helped to connect cultures in an evolutionary schema. This process was explained in his 1877 work subtitled Researches in the Lines of Human Progress from Savagery through Barbarism to Civilization, he also stressed the importance of terms ile “consanguinity” and “kinship.” FTP identify this early ethnologist best known for Ancient Society.

Answer: Lewis Henry _Morgan_

5. As it begins the mother dotes on her only son, but it ends with three women lamenting the destructive power of an instrument as small as a knife. After stealing away with her cousin, and former lover, Leonardo Felix, a change of heart occurs. But, by this point a posse has been rounded up, and the beggarwoman, who is really Death in disguise, has disclosed the location of the new bride and the other man, thus leading to a fatal duel. FTP identify this 1933 work about nuptials gone awry, a play by Garcia Lorca.

Answer: _Blood Wedding_
6. It ends with a discussion of learnedness and education as ritualistic and an example of “archaism and waste.” Women are discussed in the section on dress, where the author notes that vestigial “predatory barbarism” dictates that functional clothes are not fashionable. Indeed, the title group believes in luck and tries to emulate in a “pecuniary fashion.” The author cites the division of labor for precipitating the rising distinction between industrial and non-industrial employments a fact that allows certain members of society to conspicuously consume. These ideas, FTP, are put forth in what 1899 work, subtitled an Economic Study of Institutions, written by Thorstein Veblen.

Answer: _Theory of the Leisure Class_

7. His “Family of Man” exhibit was based on the motif of human solidarity derived from his brother-in-law Carl Sandburg’s biography of Lincoln. During his stint as head of the U.S. Army’s air force photographic division he shifted his artistic credo and began to pursue “maximum realism”, at the same time he became chief artist for Vogue and Vanity Fair and his images of a veiled Gloria Swanson and a smiling Charlie Chaplin became iconic. But what man, FTP, is best remembered for his early, misty pictures produced during his time as a Photo-secessionist and associate of Stieglitz at 291. 

Answer: Edward _Steichen_

8. His failure was exacerbated by the arrests of Peter Toyas and Mingo Harth, though neither of these men was as influential as Gullah Jack in helping to plan an event that would take place on Bastille Day. Originally known as Telemaque, recent scholarship disputes his Virgin Islands birth, but the fact that he bought his own freedom after winning the Charleston lottery is still supported. FTP identify this carpenter whose reading of inflammatory abolitionist statements at the African Methodist Episcopal may have galvanized as many as 9000 blacks to rebel in 1822. 

Answer: Denmark _Vesey_

9. Robert Hanbury Brown is known for developing the intensity type of this instrument. The Fabry-Perot type uses a pair of parallel half-silvered glass plates, one of which is adjustable, while an acoustic version can be used to measure the velocity and absorption of sound waves in a gas or liquid. Identify this device that splits electromagnetic radiation into two parts, used in radio astronomy and which was, FTP, essential to the Michelson-Morley experiment.

Answer: _interferometer_

10. A drunk Jacky reveals that she was once a mistress, meanwhile her husband is having a secret affair 

with a woman he met early on in the novel when she mistakenly took his umbrella. Their illegitimate 

child becomes an heir after Charles is sent to prison and Henry becomes an invalid. After Leonard is 

bludgeoned to death by a saber, Margaret moves Helen into the house, thus fulfilling the last request made by Ruth Wilcox before she died. FTP identify this novel which weaves together the lives of the Bast, Schlegel, and Wilcox families, a novel by E.M. Forster.

Asnwer: _Howard's End_

11. Her perfumes include Chaos and Cashmere Mist, and stores bear her name as far away as Nagasaki. After working as a model and then an intern for Liz Clairborne, she was eventually hired as associate designer by Anne Klein, and along with Louis Dell’Olio took over when Klein passed away. She broke away and started her signature collection in 1984, but it was her youth-oriented line that focused on a decidedly New York look that catapulted her to the top. FTP identify this fashion designer who changed her original last name Faske, but kept her first name of Donna.

Answer: Donna _Karan_
12. A popular subject for writers, this historical figure stars in a novel written by Gary Hart under the pseudonym John Blackthorn, while one year after this man’s death childhood friend Ricardo Rojo wrote a glowing account of his life. His own _Motorcycle Diaries_ were recently published, but he remains most well known for his part in overthrowing the Guatemalan regime of Jacobo Arbenz, as well as guerilla activities in the Congo before disappearing in Bolivia in 1967. FTP identify this Argentinian who became Cuban minister of industry after playing a pivotal role in Castro’s revolution.

Answer: Ernesto “Che” _Guevara_ de la Serna

13. Pott’s disease softens this anatomical part and features migrating abscesses that move up and down the structure. It begins below the foramen magnum and features a primary curve modified by three more, while its consistent parts each feature a centrum with a y-shaped arch.  Its sections at the top named atlas and axis form the cervical region, while the caudal region ends with the coccyx. FTP identify this structure which evolved from the primitive notochord and protects the Central Nervous System.  

Answer: _vertebral_ column or _spinal_ column

14. In a biography added to a 1640 edition of his works, Izaak Walton calls this writer another "Picus Mirandola." His own prose includes a satirical atack on the Jesuits, _Ignatius his Conclave_, a defense of "self-homicide,"  _Biathanatos_, and the _Devotions Upon Emergent Occasions_. He also penned such lines as "Go and Catch a Falling Star," and it is for poems such as "The Sun Rising," "The Canonization", and "The Flea"  for which he's best known. FTP identify this metaphysical poet of the Holy Sonnets and "A Valediction Forbidding Mourning."

Answer: John _Donne_

15. This country’s waters are one of the habitats for the coelacanth, Fomboni is a chief town on the smallest of the islands that make up this nation, while Mount Karthala on the largest island is the nation’s highest point. Because of the disputed the status of Mayotte, the main islands only include Mwali, Nzwani, and Ngazidja. FTP identify this nation found at the northern end of the Mozambique channel about 180 miles from the Eastern coast of Africa with its capital at Moroni.

Answer: _Comoros_

16. Tacitus describes an older female aspect of this God worshipped by the Danes. His consort’s name, however, remains the same throughout the tales and he/she lives at Thrymheim for nine nights before returning to his own abode commonly called Noatun. This God meets his betrothed after Thiazi dies and Skadi picks him out of a lineup for possessing the most beautiful feet. Originally a Vanir, he and his son Frey are given as hostages to the Aesir and he was often prayed to before heading out on fishing expeditions. FTP identify this Norse God of the Winds and the Sea.

Answer: _Njord_

17. This system arose out of the need for a distributed database to replace the hosts.txt (hosts dot text) file maintained at Stanford until the early 1980s. Root servers at the top level can answer queries, while at the lower end, multiple zones are usually delegated for clarity. Resource records are stored as text files beginning with a Start of Authority section, and a typical machine connected to the internet will have a few nameservers listed for resolving addresses. FTP, identify this service, often implemented on UNIX by BIND (pronounced "bind"), which allows clients to map a hostname to an ip (pronounced "I P") address.

Answer: _Domain Name System_ or _Domain Name Service_ or _DNS_

18. After Anne turned on Conde (kon-day) and he was defeated, the second one came to an end. The first had ended with the Peace of Rueil and both featured rampant pamphleteering against policies instituting intendants and the compulsory raising of revenue for the war against Spain. The one of the Parlements is usually seen as a reaction against Richelieu, while the latter, named the Prince’s, sought to curb Mazarin’s power. FTP identify this series of disturbances which took its name from the sling of a children’s game and rocked France from 1648-1653.

Answer: the _Fronde_

19. The last of their schools survived until 1875 in the town of Memmingen. Their strict code of conduct was known as the Tabulatur, and they performed works configured in a structural pattern known as the bar form. Though founded by an aristocrat called Frauenlob, their ranks were primarily composed of tradesmen and the middle-class. Their high point emerged after Hans Folz called for an expansion of subject matter which led to more secular hymns sung by such men as Sixtus Beckmesser and Hans Sachs. FTP identify this 11th to 16th century group of German musicians immortalized by Wagner in an opera that places them in Nurnberg.

Answer: _meistersinger(s) _ (note do not accept minnesingers, these were courtly predecessors)

20. According to the Bhagavadgita the means to this end are divided into three paths, though all of them contain the designation “marga.” The first is the path of duties, the second- knowledge, and the third- devotion. All of them, however, are concerned with breaking the cycle of samsara and escaping the bandha of transmigration in order to release the individual soul. FTP identify this term which designates a Jain or Hindu’s highest spiritual purpose in life. 

Answer: _moksha_

21. The weirdest part of this novel may be the violation of Angele by a character known only as "the Other." As it ends a young poet from the East, Presley, visits Shelgrim to determine what could have motivated the heartless business practices that drove farmers like Broderson, Osterman, and Annixter out of business. All of the action takes place in and around Magnus Derrick's Rancho de los Muertos where wheat growing land is surrounded and metaphorically suffocated by Behrman's railroad tracks.FTP identify this 1901 work subtitled "A Story of California," a story with a tentacled title written by Frank Norris.

Answer: _The Octopus_
