1. Tribonian compiled his legislation into the Codex Constitutionum, later known as the Body of Civil Law. Later legislation under his name included the Novellae, the first enactments in his empire to be published in Greek, not Latin. Early in his reign the Blues and Greens revolted against his rule and convinced Hypatius to take the imperial seat at the hippodrome; on his wife Theodora’s advice he sent to put down the rebellion Belisarius, who later reconquered much of the Roman Empire for him. FTP, name this greatest Byzantine emperor.

ANSWER: Justinian I

2. The top of this structure is rendered as a deep overhanging cornice faced in an ornamented terra cotta skin; while the middle section consists of red brick pilasters with decorated terra cotta spandrels to match the skin above. But it is the suppressed all steel transom taken from the facade of Richardson's Marshall Field Store built two years earlier that gives this 10 story building, set on a two-foot-high string course of Missouri granite, its vertical emphasis. FTP identify this famed 1890 skyscraper built in St. Louis and designed by Louis Sullivan.

3. Wild plants on islands off the Pacific coast of Canada demonstrate this phenomenon because the range of seed size is much smaller than the range of the same wild plants on the Canadian mainland. 4. As the novel comes to an end, William Bradshaw and his wife are late-- one of their patients who'd been obsessed with reading Shakepeare and had visitations from his dead comrade, Evans, had jumped out of a window. Meanwhile, Millicent Bruton had taken the protagonist's husband to lunch, while Miss Kilman was corrupting her daughter Elizabeth. Her own childhood friend shows up at the end of the day having changed her name from Seton to Rosseter, as does her former flame Peter Walsh. All of this happens on the same day in, FTP, what 1925 novel named after a London socialite, a work by Virginia Woolf.

Answer: _Mrs. Dalloway_

5. He wrote about the imagination in Art and Experience, and although he was a philosopher by trade his argument for the importance of “the reflex arc” precipitated behaviorist psychology. Rejecting the idea of an absolute mind he argued that nature encountered in ordinary experience the ultimate reality. This instrumentalist view of knowledge, as he called it can be seen in works like Studies in Logical Theory, and even his later work on schooling like The Child and Curriculum and The School and Society. FTP, name this man often classed with the pragmatists who first suggested education was a process of acculturation.

ANSWER: John Dewey 

6. The Battle of Feyiase saw the founding of this empire, as Osei Tutu defeated the Denkyira. Aggressively expansionistic, it came to dominate many of the surrounding Akan chiefdoms, gaining enough wealth so that its leader could sit on the Golden Stool. The British fought four wars against it before incorporating it into the Gold Coast Colony. In the 20th century a political movement arose stressing identity with it, centering on Kumasi, its capital. FTP, name this empire whose homeland now lies in central Ghana. 

ANSWER: Ashanti or Asante

7.His paintings in ink have been the subject of over thirty international exhibitions.  He also illustrates the covers of his own books, for which he is more famous.  The publication of Signal Alarm, Bus Stop, and Wild Man all brought the displeasure of his government to bear on him.  After the 1986 publication of The Other Shore was banned he went on a walking tour in which he followed the Yangtze from the source to the sea.  FTP- Who is this recent Nobel prize winner that left China to settle in Paris in 1987, author of Fugitives, One Man’s Bible, and Soul Mountain?

A: _Gao _ Xingjian
8. . It is a one movement piece for two violins, two violas, and two cellos written in 1899.  It was inspired by a poem written by the German poet Richard Dehmel and takes its style from the “love music” of Wagner and Richard Strauss.  Later it was arranged for full string orchestra and became the music for the ballet, Pillar of Fire.  FTP- what is this work which describes the happiness of two lovers who overcome personal tragedy to change a black winter night into something of great beauty, an early chamber work of Arnold Schoenberg?

Answer: Transfigured Night or Verklärte Nacht
9. Furu Mountain, Moto Mountain, and Nidan Rock, at 351 ft., 358 ft., and 379 ft. respectively are some of the highest features of this island.  Kangoku Rock and Kama Rock in the Pacific lie to the west of this three mile wide and six -mile long land mass.  Its northernmost point is Katano Point and the southernmost point, Tobiishi Point, is quite near to the highest point on this place whose name literally means “sulfur island.”  FTP- name this island on which the 545 foot Mt. Suribachi lies.

A:  Iwo Jima
10. In 1969 he travelled to India resulting in the film _Calcutta _. Handpicked to shoot Cousteau’s _The Silent World _, he parlayed this experience into his first feature _Frantic _. _A Very Private Affair_ starred Brigitte Bardot, while _Atlantic City_ starred Burt Lancaster, but his most controversial films focus on intensely private and erotic situations and include _Pretty Baby_ and _Damage_. FTP identify this French director who married Candace Bergen and is best known for _My Dinner with Andre_ and _Au Revoir Les Enfants_.

Answer: Louis _Malle _
11. Some sources say he stole Autolycos’s daughter in revenge for the theft of his cattle, and thus became Odysseus’s real father. King of Corinth, in exchange for a magical spring he revealed to Asopus that Zeus had stolen his daughter Aegina, drawing Zeus’ ire and a visit from Hades, whom he tied up, preventing his death temporarily. He was then given a task to keep him busy and prevent further trickery. FTP, name this man condemned to eternally roll a rock up a hill.

ANSWER: Sisyphus
12.His second volume Industry and Trade discussed business organizations, and he would later argue the idea of time analysis as a way to reconcile cost of production with marginal utility. Other works include Money, Credit, and Commerce, and an 1890 magnum opus that introduced concepts like elasticity of demand, consumer's surplus, quasi-rent, and the representative firm. FTP identify this pioneering British thinker and author of Principles of Economics.
Answer: Alfred _Marshall_

13. The inspiration for the organization occurred while its founder was eating pizza with her brothers Sam, Charlie, and David Michael.  Founded in Stoneybrook, Connecticut in 1986, its original membership of four increased to nine over the years with the additions of Jessi Ramsay, Abby Stevenson, Logan Bruno, Dawn Schafer, and Mallory Pike.  For 10 points – identify this entrepreneurial association of pre-teenage girls, the subject of a series of books by Ann M. Martin.

Answer: The Babysitter’s Club
14. He managed the family plantation on Andros Island, before returning to become mayor of his hometown. He served in various government posts at the national level including postmaster general and minister of health, and he would later serve loyally as lord president of the council under his most foremost critic. But it is for a second version of the Godesberg proposal, which he agreed to sign, along with Edouard Daladier, on September 30th 1938 that he is best known. FTP identify this Englishman who spoke of “peace in our time,” the prime minister who signed the ineffective Munich Pact.

Answer: _N_eville _Chamberlain_ 

15. It was developed from a product initially designed by Tim Paterson. A major flaw is that it was not written in reentrant code, and thus does not support multitasking, and the earliest versions did not implement a hierarchical directory structure. Version 1.1 allowed double-sided floppy disks, while version 4.0 supported hard disks greater than 32 megabytes. Identify this command-based operating system, a Microsoft product which, FTP, dominated the Intel 8086 (eighty eighty-six) processor family for more than a decade.

16. Lines of his that remain familiar today include “O revenge, how sweet thou art!” and “Fortune, that favors fools.” He supported King James’ Demonology with the witch-filled The Masque of Queens, possibly one reason he was a favorite of the early Stuart court. He insisted on classical rules, demanding a separation between tragedies, of which his included Catiline and Sejanus, and comedies, which included Epicene, or the Silent Woman, and Every Man in His Humor. FTP, name this playwright of The Alchemist

17. Synthetic versions of these compounds, such as 2,4,5-trichlorophenoxy acetic acid, were the active ingredient in Agent Orange. In nature, they stimulate the growth of adventitious roots, play a role in the abscission of leaves and fruits, and are the compounds which allow the plant to exhibit gravitropism and phototropism. TU: Diseases caused by defects in these include hyperoxaluria, Refsum's disease, and Zellweger syndrome. Although involved in bile acid synthesis, amino acid metabolism and cholesterol synthesis, the most important function of these organelles may be the beta-oxidation of long chain fatty acids. Separated from the rest of the country by mountains including the Serra da Mantiquiera, this city has the world’s largest soccer stadium, Maracana. Squatter settlements, known as favelas, cover the slopes of those mountains, often encroaching on wealthy areas such as Gavea and Ipanema. Its most famous landmark lies atop Corcovado Mountain, and its most famous mountain, lying on a peninsula in Guanabara Bay, is the Sugar Loaf. FTP, name this city overlooked by a statue of Christ the Redeemer, the second-largest city in Brazil. 

ANSWER: Rio de Janeiro
