1. He was rediscovered in the next century after Percy included two of his works in Reliques. Though he wrote various nature poems including The Grasshopper he remains best known for lines like “See! Rosy is her bower/Her floor is all this flower” and “Amarantha sweet and fair/Ah, braid no more that shining hair!” In his two most works he apologizes for chasing “the first foe in the field” as “a new mistress,” and in another, declares that “the birds that wanton in the air/Know no such liberty” because “Stone walls do not a prison make,/Nor iron bars a cage.” FTP, name this poet of “To Lucasta, Going to the Wars” and “To Althea From Prison.”

Answer: Richard Lovelace
2. Used to manufacture medical gloves and to trap pollutants in smokestacks, a zymogram can be used to examine the results of enzyme separation by this process, which won a Nobel Prize for its discoverer, Arne Tiselius. Via polyacrylamide gel, one can use it for rapid gene sequencing. FTP, name this process by which electrodes immersed in fluid attract charged particles suspended in the fluid.

Answer: electrophoresis
3. Bordered by Paphlagonia, West Armenia, Cappadocia, the Anti-Taurus Mountains, and the Black Sea, its power began under a king known as Ctistes. A generation after its greatest height, Julius Caesar defeated Pharnaces II at Zela, but it was Pharnaces’s father who brought most of Asia Minor and the Crimea under its control and fought three namesake wars with Rome. FTP, name this kingdom, eventually subjugated by Pompey’s victory and the death of Mithridates VI.


Answer: Pontus
4. The twelfth issued the bull Romanum Decet Pontificem against nepotism. The fourth condemned Frederick II at the First Council of Lyons. The second reigned in opposition to the antipope Anacletus II. The ninth annulled the Galician Articles of Louis XIV, which held that the king could appoint bishops. FTP, give the common name of these popes, the third of which convened the Fourth Lateran Council, called the Fourth Crusade, and placed King John’s England under interdict.


Answer: Innocent
5. The subject of the poem “Lifting Belly,” she published a namesake cookbook which mixed anecdotes with recipes for such dishes as Artichokes Stravinsky, Gigot de la Clinique, and hashish brownies. She went on to write a collection of letters called Staying on Alone and a second memoir describing Paris called What Is Remembered, but she remains best known for being featured in a 1933 memoir not written by her, but by an expatriate companion. FTP, name this secretary of Gertrude Stein, fictionalized as the narrator of a misleadingly titled “autobiography.”

Answer: Alice B. Toklas
6. Pentland, one of these geographic features was the site of the largest porbeagle shark ever caught. Lorne separates Mull Island from the mainland. Tay runs by Dundee and Moray by Inverness. Solway is part of the Irish Sea. FTP, identify these geographical figures, named for a Scottish word for an inlet, the most common of which runs by Edinburgh and is known as Forth.


Answer: Firths

7. As it opens, the king orders a group of praying women to disperse. The title characters dip their hands in the blood of a bull, and a champion defender is chosen to meet each attacker at a gate; all defenders are successful, but the king is killed while fighting his brother. FTP, name this Aeschylus play in which Eteocles organizes a defense against Hippomedon, Capaneus, Tydeus, Parthenopaeus, Adrastus, Amphiaraüs, and Polynices. 


Answer: “Seven Against Thebes”

8. During the Civil War he was made commander of the Western Department, but was removed after ordering emancipation of the slaves in Missouri. He was then given command of the Mountain Division but resigned when subordinated to John Pope. His marriage to Jessie Benton, daughter of the influential Senator, began his route to prominence. This happened when Thomas Hart sponsored him in 1842 to survey the Oregon Trail up the Platte River to South Pass. FTP identify this man who served as the first presidential candidate of the Republican Party in 1856, also known as the Pathfinder.

Asnwer: John Charles Fremont
9. Its several prefaces include the “Incomplete Guide to Symbols and Metaphors” which notes that “no symbolism is meant by the use of Journey’s ‘Any Way You Want It.’” Opening in Lake Forest, Illinois and moving to Berkeley, the main plot is a nonfiction chronicle of a recent college graduate working on the startup magazine Might while raising a nine-year-old brother after the death of both parents from cancer. FTP, name this 2000 work by Dave Eggers.


Answer: A Heartbreaking Work of Staggering Genius
10. In the early 1990s, chemists at Yale discovered that five members of this group can be trapped at the center of a buckminsterfullerene molecule. When in a liquid state and pressurized, they are useful as solvents in infrared spectroscopy. They are also used to fill spark chambers. Their name is not wholly accurate, as the hexafluoroplatinate of one was created in 1962. FTP, give the common name for elements of group O such as krypton, argon, and helium.


Answer: noble gases [or inert gases; accept group O elements before it is mentioned]

11. She worked on three or more paintings at once, painting a series of backgrounds, then filling in details in the “sky-down” method. Early in her career, she copied postcards and prints and displayed the results at a drugstore. Her work achieved popularity in unusual forms, such as the use of “Home for Thanksgiving” on dinnerware. FTP, name this major example of “naïve painting,” an American whose nickname reflects the fact that she started her career at age seventy-seven.


Answer: Anna Mary Robinson “Grandma” Moses
12. Its second section declared that any company charged with violating it had the burden of proving innocence. In light of the Danbury Hatters’ Case, it exempted unions from its provisions and other restraint of trade laws, and it formalized the rights of strike, picket, and boycott. It prohibited regionalized below-cost sales and interlocking directorates and preceded the Robinson-Patman Act in prohibiting anticompetitive price discrimination. FTP, name this industrial law of 1914.

Answer: Clayton Antitrust Act

13. This man devoted much of his time working out the probability of various Biblical miracles, and calculated the chances of a man rising from the dead were 1 in 10^12. He wrote the 1832 work _On the Economy of Machinery and Manufacturers_, and earlier assisted John Herschel with astronomical calculations, which he thought could be better done by machines. FTP, name this English mathematician whose difference engine and analytical engine are the precursors of digital computers.

Answer: Charles _Babbage_

14. Forty-seven different men worked on its preparation according to fifteen rules. It was created as a result of John Reynolds’s motion at the Hampton Court Conference. First prepared from 1604 from 1611, it was followed by many revisions, including a still-used edition supervised by Samuel Wilberforce. FTP, name this common English translation of the Bible.


Answer: the King James Bible [prompt on Authorized Bible]

15. As this novel, the second in a trilogy which also includes _The Turmoil_ and _The Midlander_, closes, George is injured in a car accident. This is ironic because the man who rivals him for his mother's affection had earlier returned to build an automobile factory. Eventually Lucy does reconnect with George, thus fulfilling a promise begun by their parents, but interrupted when Isabel married the established Wilbur Minafer. FTP identify this 1918 featuring Eugene Morgan's attempts at reconciling with the titular family, a work by Booth Tarkington.

Answer: _The Magnificent Ambersons_
16. The self proclaimed “foot master”, he has a girlfriend who’s a vegetarian and that he doesn’t eat pork because pigs are filthy animals.  He is unwilling to tolerate abuse, claiming that “every time my fingers touch brain, I’m Superfly TNT, I’m the Guns of the Navarrone”.  After experiencing divine intervention, he gives a thousand dollars to Pumpkin and goes off to “wander the Earth.” Earlier, he proves resourceful by remembering his friend Jimmy’s garage and making a liberal translation of Ezekiel 25:17. FTP, name this hitman played by Samuel L. Jackson in Pulp Fiction. 


Answer: Jules Winfield

17. Political pressured led to a six-year investigation of its findings by the American Statistical Institute. Resulting from a zoology professor’s frustration at the lack of available data, each participant was asked about three hundred questions on their own experiences, leading to conclusions such as the “ten percent” figure for homosexuals in the United States. FTP, name this influential 1948 collection of data on sexuality.


Answer: the Kinsey Report [or Sexual Behavior in the Human Male]

18. The bones which support them are called cleithra, and the space between one and the rest of the head is called an isthmus. Mollusks have equivalent organs called ctenidia, and in more advanced creatures, they are covered by an operculum. Composed of thin capillary-bearing filaments, their chambers also contain “rakers” which direct solid particles into the esophagus. FTP, name this organs which take oxygen from the water, possessed by many aquatic animals.


Answer: gills

19. He wrote the Apology of Palamedes and Encomium on Helen and believed in three basic tenets: nothing exists, nothing which did exist could be known, and nothing which could be known could be communicated. Along with his own work, his name entitles a Platonic dialogue set at the house of Callicles, to which Socrates and Chaerephon go to debate with him and his student Polus. FTP, name this title character of a dialogue about the moral and artistic value of rhetoric.


Answer: Gorgias the Nihilist of Leontini

20. He collaborated with Jean Cocteau to create The Ox on the Roof and The Newlyweds of the Eiffel Tower. A frequent user of polytonality, his operas include La Mére Coupable and Christophe Colombe, but he is more associated will ballets such as La Mort d’un tyran. FTP, name this member of Les Six who composed Suite provençale and La création du monde.


Answer: Darius Milhaud
21. The sister’s author Mrs Hodson stipulated that the fundamental mix-up in this play actually occurred in his youth. A subplot involves the main character’s companion, Hastings, wooing Miss Neville. The two central characters arrive at the 3 Jolly Pigeons after dark, giving one explanation for the subtitle of the work. Once at the inn Tony Lumpkin tells them they are in the wrong place and sends them to the Hardcastle residence, hilarity ensues until Charles Marlow returns to set his son straight. FTP identify this 1773 play by Oliver Goldsmith.

Answer: She Stoops to Conquer

Events in this novel include a visit to Bald Hills to arrange a marriage between Marya and Anatol, which is dashed after an apparent tryst with Madam Bourienne. Nikolai arrives at Olmutz to receive a letter from Boris, Schmidt’s death in battle leads to an appearance at the court of Vienna, and Dolgorukhov’s rejection of truce terms precipitates the final scene. FTP, name this novel which opens at a party at the house of Anna attended by Pierre, Prince Vasily, and Prince Andrei, written by Leo Tolstoy.

Answer: War and Peace [or Voyna i mir]

When it involves shelter, it is called inquilinism. In forests, one kind involves fungi which ascend trees in order to release spores from a higher vantage point. While it is most common among ocean invertebrates, such as between the oyster crab and bivalves, it also occurs on land; for example, between ants and aphids. FTP, name this type of symbiosis, usually involving food, in which one organism benefits and the other either is unaffected or also benefits.


Answer: commensalism [prompt on symbiosis before it is mentioned]

It stated: “the sole purpose of a constitution” is “to impose limitations and checks upon the majority. An unchecked majority, is a despotism…” It argued that a tariff for revenue is the only tariff authorized by the Constitution, and a protective tariff is unconstitutional. Presented to the legislature of the namesake state in 1828, it articulated the case for nullification. FTP, name this pamphlet by John Calhoun which opposed the Tariff of Abominations.
