Toss-Up Questions

1. The narrator of this poem sees "enormous bogs fermenting" and, tangled in weeds, a rotting Leviathan. At the work's end, a small puddle in a city street signifies a return to sober personal experience. The influence of James Fenimore Cooper's novels and the romances of Chateaubriand can be seen in the first stanza's image of  "men, captured by Indians... stripped and nailed for target practice to gaudy totem poles." It's originality so impressed Paul Verlaine that he entreated the author to move to Paris. FTP, a release from the world of conventions through intoxication is the subject of what poem about a tipsy vessel by Arthur Rimbaud?


Answer: the Drunken Boat  (or Le  Bateau Ivre )

2. His final work was rejected three times before manuscript was accepted, it contained essays like “Transcendent Speculation on the Apparent Premeditation in Personal Fate,” “Essay on Ghost Seeing and its Related Aspects,” and “Aphorisms on Practical Wisdom.” Garnering much more attention than previous books like On the Fourfold Root and The Two Main Problems of Ethics, the two volume Parerga and Paralipomena brought recognition to this man who helped Goethe pen his “theory of colors.” His thought reduced all Kantian cognitive forms to time, space and mechanical causality, and considered things-in-themselves quite knowable. Unfortunately his lectures at the University were poorly attended, as people preferred those of his rival Hegel.  FTP, name this man whose pessimistic ideas were strongly influenced by the Upanishads and Buddhism, the author of 1819’s The World As Will and Idea.


Answer:  Arthur Schopenhauer 
3. Using Eugene Goldstein’s research on anode rays, J.J. Thomson designed an early version of this tool that he named the “parabola spectrograph.”  In his instrument, a fluorescent screen or photographic plate detected the parabolic paths of ions deflected by electric and magnetic fields.  Modern versions of this instrument graph the relative number of deflected ions, creating a series of distinct peaks.  For 10 points—identify this versatile scientific tool used to determine relative atomic masses.

Answer: Mass Spectrometer (accept Mass Spectrograph)

4. This "khalifat rasul Allah's" first task was to counter the various Ridda that constituted the "Wars of Apostasy". Often called "siddiq", or truthful, this wealthy merchant was compassionate, purchasing the freedom of slaves like Bilal the black who became the well-known "Muazzin" at the Prophet's Mosque. Sunni historians claim that he often led the congregation in the public prayers at Medina  and led a 632  hajj, but Shiite traditions are less impressed. The Ansar and Meccans unwillingly accepted this man, imposed in a coup d'etat, as sole successor of the Prophet. FTP, name this dad of Aisha and father-in-law of Mohammed, the first caliph.

5. Featuring the dirge “Fear no more the heat of the sun," Tennyson purportedly died with a copy of it on the coverlet of his bed, while Shaw wrote a treatment of its fifth act as “refinished.” Its main sources are A Mirror for Magistrates, Holinshed, and Boccaccio for the love story. When a servant is ordered to commit murder at Milford Haven, Pisanio instead advises the victim to disguise herself as a page. In Wales, the fugitive meets her brothers, who were stolen twenty years before, at the home of Belarius. After Cloten is decapitated, Fidele takes a sleeping potion and joins the Roman army invading Britain as a result of the monarch’s failure to pay tribute .FTP, name this Shakespeare play about Posthumus’ love for Imogen, the daughter of the titular King of Britain.  


Answer: Cymbeline 
6. Two thirds of the spoken text in this work were contributed by Christopher Knowles, an autistic 14 year old who worked with stage director Robert Wilson. Three recurring visual images occur during the performance—a trial/bed setting, a spaceship, and trains—all of which are meant to conjure up the title figure as the composer’s trademark repetitive measures are piled on top of one another for maximum effect. Featuring a roaming simulacrum of the title figure, complete with moustache and wild hair, as violinist who wanders in and out of scenes, what is this 1974 opera, FTP, whose performers sport short sleeved white shirts and a pipe just like the man who discovered the theory of relativity, a work by Philip Glass.


Answer: Einstein on the Beach

7. A major constituent of granite pegmatites and the most common gangue mineral in hydrothermal and metal-bearing veins, it is easily recognizable from its characteristic hexagonal shape, usually terminated in positive or negative rhombehedrons.  The beta form of this tectosilicate forms at high temperatures, and all forms have formula SiO2.  FTP, name this common mineral, the definition of 7 on Mohs hardness scale, and having varieties amethyst, milky, and rose.  

Answer: quartz
8. His last film was a near-documentary shot in the South Seas without professional actors. A husband finds his salvation in the sanctuary of marriage in his sole American hit, whose seminal tracking shot on a tram, as a man and wife enter a city, remains a subject of study for student filmmakers. His first hits included The Blue Boy and The Head of Janus, but flops like The City Girl resulted in his 5-picture Fox contract's termination in 1929. Primarily known for his collaborations with Emil Jannings in films like The Expulsion and The Last Laugh, FTP, the recent flick "Shadow of the Vampire" was a tribute to what cinematic pioneer, the director of Tabu, Sunirise and Nosferatu.


Answer:  F. W.  Murnau or Friedrich Wilhelm Plumpe
9. This battle was preceded by a diplomatic incident involving a British fishing fleet off of Dogger Bank. One fleet had steamed around Africa and touched port in Indochina, only to be pounced upon when trailing hospital ships were spotted. The Suvarov, the Oslyabya, the Alexander III, and the Borodino were lost after Togo was able to to "cross the T" twice, and the opposing Admiral, Rozhdestvenski, received a shell fragment in his skull. in, FTP, what battle fought in waters near Korea in May of 1905---the decisive sea battle of the Russo-Japanese war.

 
Answer:  Tsushima Straits
10. As a baby, this hero was left to die on a mountainside but was adopted by a she-bear.  After growing up in the wild, a group of hunters took this hero to live with them. As a youth this hero fought off Hylaeus and Pholus, two vicious centaurs. Later, at the hunt of the Calydonian boar, this daughter of Iasus shot the arrow that was the first to wound the boar, earning her the hide of the boar and the grudge of many inferior men. Eventually Aphrodite helped Hippomenes win her and she bore a son Parthenopaeus, For 10 points—who is this great female warrior who, according to some accounts, sailed with the Argonauts?

Answer: Atalanta
11.  This man’s father in law was the man to whom the tea that provoked the Boston Tea Party was consigned. His Head of a Man was one of the first portraits of a black man produced by an American and contrasts with his usual subjects, the privileged and wealthy, many of whom would travel to London to be painted. Early canvases like The Return of Neptune foreshadowed his interest in the dramatic events he later chose to portray. But it was his Boy with a Squirrel that caught the eye of Benjamin West and helped make his name. Famous sitters for him included Samuel Adams and Paul Revere, but he is best known for painting historical scenes. FTP name this painter of The Death of Chatham and Watson and the Shark. 


Answer: John Singleton Copley

12. As a young man he wrote a commentary on Plotinus, while his dialogues and prose were collected in the volume Operette Morali. He wrote a poem about infinity that begins "I have always loved this solitary hill" in his late years, when he lived on the slopes of Vesuvius. His frustrated passion for his cousin Gertrude Cassi produced the elegy 'The First Love". Serious damage to his eyes and spine probably influenced his conclusion that joy is the momentary subsidence of pain and that death brings happiness. FTP identify this poet of despair, 19th-century Italy's greatest lyric voice, most famous as the author of the Versi and the Canti.

13. The first is always on the inward side of the secondary, and the second is on the outward side of the secondary.  A third such position remains hidden behind the Sun at all times, and the idea of a hidden "Planet-X" there has been a staple of science fiction. Four and five, the so-called Trojan points, lie along the orbit of the secondary around the primary. FTP, name these positions where the gravitational pull of the two large masses precisely equals the centripetal force required to rotate with them,  five points in the vicinity of two massive bodies--like the Earth and the Moon---where each others' respective gravities balance.

Answer: Lagrange points

14. His remains are buried in a Church constructed on the remains of the Coricancha,  which had housed the mummies of his ancestors.  Flores Galindo, a social historian active in the 1970s and 1980s, promoted the memory of this Vilcabamban  as a call to restore "Andean utopianism". A cruel Viceroy, Francisco de Toledo invaded his stronghold in 1572, slaughtering the natives with firearms. This nephew of Atahualpa fled, but slowed by his pregnant wife, was arrested, marched into Cuzco "held by a chain of gold round his neck", and beheaded. FTP, the guerrillas who seized hostages at a Japanese ambassador's residence in 1996, and a legendary rapper, took the name of what last Incan ruler?


Answer: Tupac Amaro or Thupa Amaru
15. Early works by this coiner of the term "organismic valuing,” like the essay "This Is Me" and the book Psychotherapy and Personality Change, described key experiences with patients. The originator of the “Q technique,” in the book Encounter Groups he suggested that environments that met the core conditions of congruence and empathetic understanding could help individuals connect with others. This native of Oak Park, Illinois who was briefly the pastor of a Vermont church, insisted upon working with the "whole person" to promote "human flourishing."  FTP, name this pioneer of 'client-centered' therapy and author of A Way of Being and On Becoming a Person.

16. Publishing tales such as “Ferdinand Eboli” and “A Tale of Passion” in the annual gift-giving book The Keepsake kept the creditors at bay long enough to allow for work on the dramas Proserpine and Midas. Primarily remembered for six novels, travel narratives including History of a Six Week’s Tour and Rambles in Germany and Italy also sold well. Her main characters include Elizabeth Brady in Falkner, Lord Lodore who settles in Illinois with his daughter Ethel, and Lionel Verney, who is The Last Man on earth. But it is an 1818 work that begins with the letters of Robert Walton that is acknowledged as her masterpiece. FTP identify this author of the gothic romances Valperga and Frankenstein.


Answer: Mary Wollstonecraft Shelley
17. Its natives, of Malay-Polynesian descent, once called it Pakan, but these "Hakka" are dominated by the 15% of the population from the mainland. Its modern history goes back to the day when Jan van Linschoten exclaimed "what a beautiful island!" Now, its relations with the US are maintained through TECRO. In 2000, it underwent a peaceful transfer of power to the Democratic Progressive Party. The Pescadores islands aren't part of its province of Fujian, but  Quemoy and Matsu are. FTP, name this island nation "temporarily occupied on behalf of the Allied forces" after World War two, which lost its UN seat to China in 1971, and whose capital is Taipei.

18. Martin Luther King refers to him in the introduction of Why We Can’t Wait as a specific example of a man whose contribution to history has been overlooked by standard histories. He may have been using the name Michael Johnson for some time and it is unclear whether his father was an Indian executed for treason during King Philip’s Wart or a runaway from William Brown’s farm. Records do agree that he was a sailor, originally hailing from Framingham who was on the Common to voice his opposition to the Townshend Acts when a stick was thrown and the shooting began. He thus died on March 5, 1770.  For 10 points, identify this main rabble-rouser of the Boston Massacre who is commonly considered the first casualty of the American Revolutionary War.


Answer: Crispus Attucks
19. It was discovered that the ground state of a material is unstable with respect to these groups in 1956. Quite resistant to vibrations within the lattice, they move about relatively unaffected by thermal vibrations below the critical temperature.  Since it takes a non-zero amount of energy to break them, and imperfections in superconducting solids, which would normally lead to resistance, are incapable of breaking them, no dissipation and no resistance exist.  FTP, name these units formed by superconducting or superfluid state electrons in which two electrons act as a single unit.

Answer: Cooper pairs

20. A mother tells her little girl not to ride her bicycle around the corner or she'll fall--it is written in a book called "The Twenty-Six Malignant Gates", which is also the title of this novel's second chapter.  The first chapter opens with an old woman remembering a very expensive swan she bought years ago. Waverly was a chess champion, but she quit when she and Lindo fought. Lindo's arranged marriage is one of the topics discussed at, FTP, what titular group of four women who gamble, eat rich dinners, and play mah jong , in a novel by Amy Tan?


Answer:  The Joy-Luck Club
21. Medieval scholar Michael Jones claims that this man was the illegitimate son of a French archer. He became grossly fat in Burgundy as the unhappy guest of Louis de Bruges, drinking and whoring incessantly while he collected an army. After a secret marriage to  Elizabeth Woodville , this victor at Barnet had to deal with his angry patron Richard Neville, who rebelled and defeated him in at Edgcote. FTP, Warwick the Kingmaker was a key figure in the reign of what English monarch, whose cause was victorious at Towton and Tewksbury, and whose tumultuous reign was interrupted in 1470?


Answer: King Edward IV
22. In a youthful poem to his beloved, he wrote that he would "fling his glove in the world's face", and then "stride through the wreckage a creator!" He concluded that the whole movement of the War "was and is based on the slave question" in his essay "The North American Civil War", and was employed by Horace Greeley as a European correspondent. After completing his thesis on Post-Aristotelian Hellenic Atomism in 1841, he wrote The Poverty of Philosophy, a critique of the anarchist philosopher Proudhon. FTP, name this author of the Theses on Feuerbach, the 800-pages of outline called the "Grundrisse," a co-author of the Communist Manifesto.


Answer: Karl Marx
23. This 1874 novel, originally published serially in the Corn Hill Magazine, was its author’s first commercial success.  The main action of the novel takes place in the area surrounding Norcombe Hill and the village of Weatherbury in Wessex.  In a tragedy that clears the path for a happy ending, Farmer Boldwood shoots Sergeant Troy and is subsequently jailed.  For 10 points—name the Thomas Hardy novel revolving around the relationship between the steadfast farmer Gabriel Oak and the independent Bathsheba Everdene whose title reflects Hardy’s theme of avoiding an urban lifestyle.

Answer: Far From the Madding Crowd

1. Identify the following having to do with African rebellions FTPE.

A. (10) After independence from Belgium, this province broke away from the national government under the leadership of Moise Tshombe, leading to one of the United Nations’ first major peacekeeping operations.

B. (10) After a series of bloody coups in the mid-1960’s, and violence against many ethnic Ibos, Colonel Emeka Ojkwu declared independence. By 1970 the rebels were defeated, and Nigeria renamed this republic’s namesake Bight.
