Toss-Up Questions

1. After the poet enters the title structure, Eolus blows a trumpet and summons forth personages from classical and biblical lore. These characters are joined by bearers of false tidings but, then, after the appearance of “A Man of Gret Autorite,” who many scholars presume to be Boethius, Book Three abruptly cuts off. The poem begins after an invocation to the God of Sleep and a vision of Dido and Aeneas in a Temple of Glass. But it is the Second Book of this octosyllabic work, where the poet rides an eagle, that, FTP, directly addresses the goddess of Celebrity or Rumour, whose abode titles this unfinished poem by Geoffrey Chaucer.

Answer: The House of Fame
2. He once declared that his “pictures were dramas”, and, with Adolph Gottlieb, wrote a contradictory letter to critic Edward Jewell who had said he didn't understand this artist's Syrian Bull. He showed his surrealist influence and the influence of Northwest Indian art in Slow Swirl by the Edge of the Sea but soon abandoned this style. Although he hated being called a colorist, he became famous as one of the main artists in the color field school. FTP, name this Russian-born American artist who often painted rectangles and horizontal lines of color as in Red on Maroon, and Green White.


Answer: Mark Rothko
3. The British tutor Reginald Johnston heavily influenced this man who renamed his first wife, Wan Jung, Elizabeth. He died in 1967, eight years after Mao Zedong granted him amnesty and released him from Shenyang prison. In 1945, he was captured by the Russians and testified at the Tokyo war trials that he had merely been a tool of the Japanese while he was leader of Manchukuo between 1934 and 1945. His various names included K’ang Te and Hsuan T’ung, and he grew up in the Forbidden City of Beijing. Crowned at the age of two, for ten points, name this last emperor of China.

Answer: Henry Pu Yi or Aisin Gioro or Hsuan T’ung

4. At the end of his life this mythological figure set sail in a copper boat on a voyage without end. A patient man, he spent thirty years in his mother’s womb before he decided to be born. Some of his exploits include inventing the harp using the bones of a pike and the hair of a woman, and defeating the rival singer Joukahainen in a song contest. But this son of Luonnotar is most famous for protecting his friend Ilmarinen’s greatest creation from Louhi, the ruler of Pohjola. FTP identify this great bard, the defender of the Sampo and chief hero of the Kalevala.


Answer: Vainamoinen

5. This man’s name is applied to the effect in which the differences in the sensitivity of the eye between day and night conditions can be attributed.  He is also known for having coined the term “protoplasm”, though its meaning has since changed.  His name also graces a particular model of cell genesis.  For ten points, name this Czech physiologist whose eponymous fibers relay cardiac impulses to the ventricular cells, causing the ventricles to contract.

Answer: Johannes Purkinje
6. Nonfiction works include A Defense of Circe and The Never Ending Wrong, about the Sacco-Vanzetti trial. This author’s collected short stories won a Pulitzer Prize and a National Book Award in the same year and included such acclaimed works as “Holiday,” ”The Downward Path to Wisdom,” and “Maria Concepcion.” The latter was written during her time in Mexico. Her last volume stories The Leaning Tower continued the themes established in Flowering Judas, Her alter-ego Miranda, a young journalist, gets married in Old Mortality and confronts the war in Pale Horse, Pale Rider. FTP identify this author of an allegorical 1962 work Ship of Fools.

Answer: Katherine Ann Porter
7.  This kingdom began as the Aja people moved north from Allada and settled among the Fon, eventually conquering them.  From their capital of Agbone, their first king Wegbala established a centralized state.  Under King Agaja, it conquered Allada and started a profitable slave trade with the Europeans, obtaining rifles to continue their wars of expansion.  However, they were unable to conquer Oyo, and the kingdom was finally captured by France in 1894.  For ten points, name this West African kingdom is located in and once gave its name to present day Benin.

Answer: Dahomey
8. A mass extinction at the end of the Ordovician period is suggested to have been caused by one of these.  In 2000, NASA launched the High Energy Transient Explorer 2 to detect them as their signals reach earth so ground observers can better study them.  About a million times more numerous than supernovae, they are thought to be the result of a collapse of super-massive stars or collision between compact objects like a black hole and a neutron star.  For ten points, name these astronomical phenomena that release a large amount of its namesake radiation.

Answer: Gamma Ray Bursts or Gamma Ray Bursters
9. Her pawn, the Count of Wardes, throws obstacles in the way of the heroes until he is finally run through three times in Calais. Her plot to assassinate the Duke of Buckingham almost succeeds, but she is caught and imprisoned. Cruel and charming, even Aramis is attracted to her, until at last she is forced to reveal the brand on her shoulder, the infamous fleur des lys. For 10 points, identify this villainess of Dumas’ Three Musketeers.

Answer: Lady de Winter
10. A Yahrzeit candle is lit on the second night and many people celebrate this holiday by staying up all night and reading the Torah and Talmud to atone for a biblical instance of sleeping in.  In addition, people eat dairy foods and the Book of Ruth is read.  Falling on the 6th of Sivan, for ten points, name this Jewish “Day of the First Fruits” and festival of the weeks that celebrates the harvest and commemorates Moses being given the Ten Commandments on Mount Sinai.

Answer: Shavuot [sometimes pronounced sha-VOO-ohs]

11. The Schrodinger equation gives the quantum number for this value, which confirmed the Bohr theory that it is quantized, where it equals the principle quantum number times Planck's constant divided by 2 times pi.  More popularly, this value is conserved, which leads to Kepler's Law stating that a line from the sun to a planet sweeps out equal areas in equal times.  FTP, name this concept which, in a rigid object, is defined as the product of the moment of inertia and angular velocity.  


Answer: angular momentum
12. This event began when its leader prevented potential surveyors and William McDougall, the appointed Lieutenant Governor, from entering Rupert’s Land. The execution of Thomas Scott and continued agitation, however, culminated in an encounter at Fort Garry between Colonel Garnet Wolseley and the rebels. On December 8, 1869, a provisional government was declared and appeared to be successful, but the aforementioned situation enraged the English-speaking Canadians and hampered the efforts of the Metis in negotiating a favorable settlement.  For ten points, name this Canadian rebellion led by Louis Riel that momentarily stopped Manitoba from joining the Confederation.

Answer: Red River Rebellion (accept an early buzz of Riel’s rebellion)

13. He was imprisoned late in his life in Whitehall as a member of the Committee of 100. After a visit to Russia he published his critical Theory and Practice of Bolshevism, while works like Education and the Social Order sprang from his experience at the Beacon Hill school. After publishing his first book, German Social Democracy, this philosopher began a long career whose output includes The ABC of Relativity, Religion and Science, and Human Knowledge: Its Scope and Limits. But he is best known for formulating the theories “of types” and “of descriptions” in early works like The Problems of Philosophy and Introduction to Mathematical Philosophy. FTP identify this man whose marriage problems may overshadow his co-authorship of Principia Mathematica with Whitehead.


Answer: Bertrand Russell

14. The protagonist remembers his week-long gambling session with Herr Lent and his meeting of Tristan Tzara in a Paris bar, before realizing that he “he would never write about any of them… the rich were dull and repetitious.” Thus when Compton arrives in the two-seat plane it seems that the main character’s decision to photograph a herd of waterbuck, and the scratch he suffered as a result, will not spell his doom. The story ends with Helen yelling for Molo to come to the bedside and the discovery that the writer, Harry, has met the same fate as the leopard in the preface of, FTP, what Hemingway short story named for precipitation on a Tanzanian mountain.

Answer: The Snows of Kilimanjaro

15. It contains sections like “From Egalitarianism to Kleptocracy,” “Yali’s People,” and “Blueprints and Borrowed Letters.” In this work the author suggests that the history of Polynesia serves as a microcosm for the overall phenomenon of conquest and expansion of nations.  Along with the domestication of livestock, this book emphasizes food production as the major factor in the sustenance and development of civilizations.  For ten points, name this 1997 work that explains how the Europeans were able to conquer the New World due to the titular entities, a work by Jared Diamond.

Answer: Guns, Germs and Steel: The Fate of Human Societies

16. Minor characters include Kupava, Bobyl, and King Berendei and the libretto was written by the composer himself.  Orchestral sections include the “Dance of the Birds,” “Procession,” and the “Dance of the Tumblers.”  The title character aims for the love of the shepherd Lel in the first act, but ends up falling in love with Mizgir by the end of the opera.  However, the sun god Yarilo arrives and the evanescent title character melts away in FTP what work by Rimsky-Korsakoff.  


Answer: The Snow Maiden or Snegurochka

17. A year after he passed away in San Antonio, The Road to Freedom featured an essay by Emma Goldman that criticized this man for his positions on the MacNamara Case and the Russian Revolution. Only John McBride, and then only for one year, interrupted his leadership of the organization with which he is most associated. After participating in the meetings of the Economic and Sociological Club and the International Workingmen’s Association, this man began to organize his fellow cigarmakers into a powerful Union, this led him to organize the FOTLU and eventually led to what man, the author of Labor and Europe in America, FTP, being elected president of American Federation of Labor.


Answer: Samuel Gompers
18. Along with the chordates and two minor phyla, this phylum’s members are deuterostomes. Their nervous systems consists of central nerve rings, while its vascular system consists of a madreporite through which fluid enters, the stone canal, the ring canal, and the radial canals. Other salient features include ampullae which, upon contracting, extend out another feature, the tube feet.  FTP, name this phylum whose members are radially symmetric and whose members include sand dollars, sea urchins, and starfish.

Answer: echinodermata or echinoderms
19. After a struggle between France and Great Britain ended in English control in 1814, they eventually earned independence in 1976.  The Mahe area in the northeast section is primarily granitic and rocky, while the other islands in this group are elevated coral reefs.  The current leading party is the People's Progressive Front and including the Atolls of Cosmoledo and Farquhar, FTP, name this island nation northeast of Madagascar with a capital at Victoria.  


Answer: Seychelles
20. Late in his career works for the stage like The Red Vial, which became Jezebel’s Daughter, and The Black Robe were novelized at a fast pace. The Law and the Lady and The New Magdalen were ridiculed for their social commentary and turning from the narrative vision he had established with the stories “The Last Stage Coachman” and “A Terribly Strange Bed” in the periodical Household Words. Beginning with the historical Antonina this prolific author retained a tight grip on the public who couldn’t get enough of suspense novels like No Name, The Haunted Motel, and Armadale. FTP name this Victorian master of detective fiction most famous for Basil and The Moonstone. 

Answer: William “Wilkie” Collins
21. It called for a President-General; a General and Particular Treasurer to handle the government’s finances; and a Grand Council whose members were elected every three years.  The Grand Council would meet in Philadelphia and its creator outlined the number of Council members for 12 of the 13 colonies.  Some of the impetus for this plan can be seen in the author’s cartoon “Join or Die.”  For ten points, name this plan espoused by Benjamin Franklin that he presented at the namesake Congress in 1753.

Answer: Albany Plan [accept Franklin’s Plan of Union before Franklin]

22. In 1968 he denounced the Soviet invasion of Czechoslovakia in his poem “Russian Tanks in Prague.” His novel Wild Berries dealt with the Stalinist collectivization of agriculture and the elimination of the kulaks, land-owning peasants. Other works by this man include A Wave of the Hand, Almost at the End, A Precocious Autobiography, and The Third Snow. But it was Dmitri Shostakovich set his most famous poem to music in his Thirteenth Symphony. FTP, name this Russian author of Zima Junction and Babi Yar.

Answer: Yvgeny Yevtuschenko
23. This sculptor’s younger namesake was a famed architect who designed the Tholos and Theatre at Epidauros.  His eponymous canon, which emphasized chiastic balance, became a standard for sculptors.  Roman coins show and Pausanias described his gold and ivory Hera in a temple at Argos.  For ten points, name this head of the Argive school and sculptor of athletes, best known for Diadumenus, Amazon and Spear-Bearer.

Answer: Polykleitos the Elder (or Polyclitus)

2. Identify each of the following characters from Vanity Fair based on a short description, 10 points each.
A.(10 points) One of the two protagonists, she is at all times lovely and well-mannered. Though her father's business fails, she winds up almost as well-off as she began.

Answer: Amelia Sedley
B.(10 points) The other protagonist, she is ambitious and power-hungry, and constantly schemes to rise above her low birth. However, after the failure of her marriage her plots are finally defeated, and she gains little.

Answer: Rebecca or Becky Sharp
C.(10 points) The heir apparent to a wealthy dowager, this dragoon is married to Becky Sharp, but squanders his fortune before he even inherits it.

Answer: Rawdon Crawley [either is acceptable]

3. Name these acts of the Gilded Age for ten points each.

A.(10 points) Co-sponsored by a Missouri Congressman known as “Silver Dick,” this 1878 act required the U.S. Treasury to purchase between $2 and $4 million worth of silver bullion each month to make into silver dollars.

Answer: Bland-Allison Act

B.(10 points) This 1890 act repealed the Bland-Allison act.  Sponsored by an Ohio Congressman, the brother of a Civil War general, this act required the U.S. to purchase twice as much silver as outlined in the Bland-Allison Act.

Answer: Sherman Silver Purchase Act

C.(10 points) One of its namesakes, a West Virginia Congressman, was active in the 1893 repeal of the Sherman Silver Purchase Act.  This tariff was passed over Grover Cleveland’s veto in 1894, but its income tax provision was ruled unconstitutional.

Answer: Wilson-Gorman Tariff Act

4. Identify these things related to linguistics, FTPE.  

A. Originally a chemical engineer, this man primarily studied the language of the Hopi Indians.  He posited that “language is shaped by culture and reflects the individual actions of people daily.”


Answer: Benjamin Whorf
B.A teacher of Whorf, he gave his name to a law with Whorf stating that the content of a language is directly related to the content of a culture and the structure of a language is directly related to the structure of a culture.  He wrote Language, Culture, and Personality.  


Answer: Edward Sapir
C.This German-American anthropologist heavily influenced Sapir, his works include Race, Language, and Culture and he famously studied with the Kwakiutl Indians of Vancouver.  


Answer: Franz Boas
5. Name these Mexican leaders of the 20th century for ten points each.

A.(10 points) This president elected in 1994 was the last president in a 70-year uninterrupted string of politicians from the PRI.  Vicente Fox replaced him when his term expired in 2000.

Answer: Ernesto Zedillo Ponce de Leon

B.(10 points) This man led the Constitutionalist Army during the Mexican Revolution to overthrow the government of Victoriano Huerta.  The Mexican constitution was drafted under his rule from 1915 to 1920.

Answer: Venustiano Carranza
C.(10 points) This military commander helped Carranza repel the forces of Zapata and Pancho Villa in the north.  He was president from 1920 and 1924 and was elected in 1928 but was assassinated before taking office.

Answer: Alvaro Obregon

7. Answer these questions about a Belgian painter FTPE:

A. This Expressionist painter, famous for his mask and skeleton motifs, also turned to etching in such works as The Cathedral and Death Pursuing a Flock of Mortals.


Answer: James Ensor
B.  By far Ensor's most famous work is this 1888 painting; the titular character is often viewed as an image of Ensor himself and it is now on display at the J. Paul Ghetty Museum in Malibu, California.  


Answer: Christ's Entry into Brussels or The Entry of Christ into Brussels
C. This 1888 etching shows Ensor as a reclining skeleton with a spider at the left of the painting, implying his state at the titular time.  


Answer: My Portrait in 1960
8. Identify these Greek plays from clues FTPE.  

A. This play by Euripides features the title character appearing as Lydian, the Stranger, Pentheus as the king of Thebes and Agaue his mother who is also a maenad.  


Answer: The Bacchae
B. This Aristophanes play features Praxagora and her husband Blepyrus and the titular characters as the Chorus who dress up like men.  


Answer: Ecclesiazusae or The Assemblywomen
C. This Euripides play features the title heroine volunteering to die for her husband Admetus, although Hercules steps in and rescues her from death.  


Answer: Alcestis
9. Identify the following about a four-month span in 1805 for ten points each.

A. This almost month-long battle began in September 1805.  The French defeated 70000 Austrians under Karl Mack von Lieberich using clever maneuvering.

Answer: Battle of Ulm
B. This December 2, 1805 battle featured Napoleon’s 73000 troops facing a joint Russian and Austrian force of 90000 commanded by Generals Kutozov of Russia and von Weyrother of Austria.  Napoleon used unusual flanking maneuvers for a major victory.

Answer: Battle of Austerlitz or Battle of the Three Emperors
C. Russia and Austria signed this treaty on December 26, 1805.  France maneuvered to gain Austrian holdings in Italy and Bavaria and the treatries of Campo Formio and Luneville were reaffirmed.

Answer: Treaty of Pressburg
10. Answer the following about a composer and his work FTPE:

A.A tour with the flamboyant violinist Eduard Remenyi inspired this native of Hamburg to write his Hungarian Dances. Other works include 1891’s Clarinet Quintet, Variations on a Theme of Haydn, and the Tragic Overture.

Answer: Johannes Brahms

B.Brahms composed this 1881 work, which includes the drinking songs “The Sovereign” and “What comes there from on high,” in honor of the doctorate granted to him by the University of Breslau.

Answer: Academic Festival Overture

C.This work which premiered in 1868 was the first large scale orchestral piece that garnered Brahms critical acclaim. It was written for the death of his mother and its seven movements are a setting of Biblical verses emphasizing consolation.

Answer: A German Requiem

11. Name these electromagnetic things for ten points each.

1. (10 points) This law states an induced current flows in a direction that opposes the change in magnetic flux responsible for the induced current.

Answer: Lenz’s law

2. (10 points) This law states that the total electric flux out of a closed surface is equal to the charge enclosed divided by the permittivity.

Answer: Gauss’ law

3. (10 points) Usually denoted by X, this is a form of opposition that an alternating current might face due to capacitance or inductance.

Answer: reactance
12. Identify the following ballads written between 1200 and 1500 AD, from plot summaries, FTPE:

A. This ballad by an unknown author chronicled the adventures of the title bandit, at the end of which he bleeds to death at the hands of a treacherous nun, as Maid Marian pines.

Answer: Ballad of Robin Hood
B.This ballad by an unknown author chronicles the destruction of the title character's ship and the drowning of Margaret the Maid of Norway.

Answer: Ballad of Sir Patrick Spens
C. This ballad, written in 1453 by Villon, celebrates the beauty of tragic heroines, and ends its verses "Ou sont les neiges d'antan." Dante Gabriel Rossetti's translation is most widely read in English.

Answer: The Ballad of (the) Dead Ladies or The Ballad of the Ladies of Yore or La Ballade Des Dames Du Temps Jadis
13. Answer these things about a Pre-Socratic philosopher, FTPE.    

A.  This Pre-Socratic philosopher was a disciple and successor to Thales.  He introduced the gnomon and the concept of cosmic justice and although none of his works survive today, we know of him and his works from Aristotle and Theophrastus.


Answer: Anaximander of Miletus

B.  This is the name that Anaximander gave to the arche, or first principle, of which he believed that all substances in the world were made.  Literally, it means the “Indeterminate” or “Limitless”.  


Answer: apeiron
C. Herodotus recounts the story of this man, tyrant of Miletus, carrying a map based on Anaximander's work in cartography around with him while looking for allies against Darius I of Persia.  


Answer: Aristagoras of Miletus

14 Identify the following social or philosophical works of Oscar Wilde from a description, 10 points each.
A. In this poem, the only work written after Wilde's release, he uses the allegory of a man condemned for murdering his love to indict British society, concluding, "Each man kills the thing he loves/ Yet each man does not die."

Answer: The Ballad of Reading Gaol
C. In this famous letter, written in prison, Wilde attacks the feeble character of his homme fatal, Lord Alfred Douglas. Its Latin name means "from the depths."

Answer: De Profundis
D. In this essay, Wilde asserts his famous thesis that since life imitates art, rather than the reverse, the greatest deceiver is thus the greatest artist.

Answer: The Decay of Lying


15. Identify these people from Welsh mythology, 5-10-15.  

A. First, for five, identify this “Mistress of the Singing Birds,” “Maid of Annwn,” and “Great Queen” who appeared to her future husband as a beautiful woman wearing gold and riding on a white horse.  


Answer: Rhiannon
B. Next, for ten, give Rhiannon’s first husband, lord of Dyfed, whose fastest horsemen could not catch her on her white horse.  With him she bore the son Pryderi who mysteriously vanished.  


Answer: Pwyll
C. Last, for fifteen, name this scholar and magician, son of Llyr and brother of Bran and Branwen who became Rhiannon’s second husband after Pwyll’s death.  


Answer: Manawydan
16. Name the theorem, 30-20-10.

1. (30 points) A similarly named theorem states the volumes of n n-dimensional solids can always be simultaneously bisected by a (n-1)-dimensional hyperplane.

2. (20 points) In graphing theory, the Lovasz number of a graph G is always either equal to both the clique number and chromatic number, or lies inbetween them.

3. (10 points) In calculus, if f(x) lesser than or equal to g(x) and g(x) is lesser than or equal to h(x), and if r equals the limit of f(x) and the limit of h(x) as x approaches a, then r equals the limit of g(x) as x approaches a.

Answer: Adirondack Mountains

18. Name the Chinese Dynasty

A.This was the third Chinese dynasty and followed the Shang dynasty. The Shujing describes this dynasty's version of its history and the rulers of this dynasty created the idea of the Mandate of Heaven or Tianming.

Answer: Zhou or Chou dynasty

B.This dynasty, the first to unify China, ended the Warring States period and gave China its name. Shi Huandi was it most famous emperor.

Answer: Qin or Ch’in dynasty

C.This dynasty of China started when the Manchus under Nurhaci overthrew the Ming in 1644. They were overthrown in 1911 by followers of Sun Yat-sen
