Tossup: This language used short vertical lines to separate words and did not distinguish between voiced, voiceless, and aspirated stops.  It was syllabic and had no signs for lone consonants making closed syllables cumbersome to write.  It also employed logograms which may explain why it was initially believed to be a pictographic language by Arthur Evans. It was deciphered in 1953 by John Chadwick and Michael Ventris. FTP identify this language found on clay Tablets in many Mycenaean cities, the earliest known form of written Greek.

Answer: Linear B.  (at no point prompt on Linear A).

Tossup: Two examples of this class of compounds are cadaverine and putrescine, which are known for their terrible odors.  Members of this class, including codeine, caffeine, and several neurotransmitters, react with acids to form acid salts since they are weak bases.  They are classified as primary, secondary or tertiary depending on how many alkyl or aromatic groups are attached to the central nitrogen atom.  Created from substituting carbon-nitrogen bonds for one or more of the carbon-nitrogen bonds on a molecule of ammonia, FTP, name these compounds with general formula R3N.

Answer: Amines.
Tossup: His early reign was dominated by the regency of his mother Agnes and then the two clerics Anno of Cologne and Adalbert of Breman.  Although late in life he was imprisoned and forced to abdicate by his son, earlier he had crushed attempts made by the anti-kings Herman of Salm and Rudolf of Swabia defeating and killing the latter at Molsen in 1080.   He is best known for a string of events in which he was the main target of the Lenten Synod and the Dictatus Papae and which saw him prostrate himself to the pope at Canossa in 1077.   FTP identify this Holy Roman Emperor who opposed Gregory VII in the Investiture Controversy.

Answer: Henry IV or Heinrich IV.
Tossup: Thomas Nagel is said to have proposed an “empathetic” version of this philosophical position.  J.S. Mill tried to refute it with The Argument from Analogy, while Descartes, whose hyperbolic skepticism brought it to the fore, only escaped it with an appeal to God’s benevolence.  Intricately tied to the Problem of Other Minds, Wittgenstein argued that it is an incoherent view because it requires language.  This in turn makes necessary the intersubjective sphere which it rejects.  FTP identify this philosophical view which in the weak sense privileges the first person and in the strong sense argues “I am the only mind that exists.”


Answer: Solipsism.

Tossup: Among his lesser known fiction is the children’s book Little Tricker the Squirrel Meets Big Double the Bear and a satiric play based on the Wizard of Oz called “Twister.”  His second novel, about the Stampers, an Oregon logging family, was entitled Sometimes a Great Notion.  In “The Further Inquiry” he describes a bus trip made with Neal Cassidy and his Merry Pranksters which was also described in Tom Wolfe’s The Electric Kool-Aid Acid Test.  His best known work features characters like Chief Bromden, Randle McMurphy and Nurse Ratched.  FTP, identify the author of One Flew Over the Cuckoo’s Nest.


Answer: Ken Kesey.

Tossup: One of his exploits was the slaying of the demon Vala for stealing his cattle.  In the Ramayana a story relates how he was defeated by Meghnad, the son of Ravana and taken captive to the latter’s palace before he was ransomed by Brahma.  The son of Dyaus Pita and Prthivi, among his possessions are the thunderbolt Vajra and the elephant steed Airavata.  In his most famous exploit he brought water back to the earth by slaying the dragon demon Vritra.  FTP identify this Hindu God, the head of the Vedic pantheon.


Answer: Indra.

Tossup: It was premiered at the opening of the Cathedral of Christ the Savior in 1882.  Often performed at American Independence Day programs it is technically known as Opus 49: Overture in E-flat major.  The piece starts with a quiet hymn before the horns enter, eventually playing bits of La Marseillaise, though a diminuendo is followed by the sound of cannons, noises of a raging battle, and eventually, God Save The Tsar, resplendent with pealing bells and fireworks.  FTP, name this Russian patriotic piece, the best known work of Tchaikovsky, honoring the defeat of Napoleon’s Russian campaign.

Answer: 1812 Overture.
Tossup: In the first stanza the poet may be suggesting that the power of poetry has shattered with his comparison of a “tangled bine-stems” to a broken lyre.  He also provides a picture of a dreary winter day in which “all mankind that haunted nigh/ Has sought their household fires.” The second stanza compares the desolate landscape to the corpse of “The Century.” In the third the title figure, described as “frail, gaunt, and small,” makes his appearance giving the poet, in the fourth stanza, the feeling that there was “Some blessed Hope, whereof he knew/ and I was unaware.”  FTP identify this Thomas Hardy poem about a bird.

Answer: The Darkling Thrush.

Tossup: It is a flu-like illness that is caused by four similar, but antigenically distinct viruses, is transmitted by the Aedes mosquito, and lasts anywhere from three days to a week. Symptoms include an abrupt high fever, severe headache, rash, pain behind the eyes, and muscle and joint pains. Though generally non-fatal, the hemorrhagic variety kills up to 20% of those infected, hitting infants particularly hard. FTP, identify this illness which is endemic to the tropics and sometimes known as break-bone fever.


Answer:
Dengue fever

Tossup:  At one point in this play a Megarian trades the hero a few young girls dressed up as pigs while the hero trades a Boeotian the informer Nicharchus.  Although not The Frogs, Euripides is made fun of as the hero asks him for the pathetic rags his protagonist Telephus wore so he can wear them while making his plea to the irate titular demesmen.  It ends with the war-hawk Lamachus returning home wounded while the hero enjoys himself at a drinking party.  FTP name this Aristophanes play in which an individual peace treaty is made by Dikaeopolis.


Answer: The Acharnians.

Tossup: He is described as having “an insatiable desire for knowledge” and was occasionally seen digging in the abandoned house of Nicolas Flamel looking for the philosopher’s stone.  The “two occupations of his life were “science [and] the education of his younger brother,” Jehan of the Mill.  His downfall begins when he stabs Phoebus de Chateaupers and ends when an orphan he rescued hurls him to his death.  The latter occurs after he leads to the gallows the woman with whom he is infatuated with yet who refuses to requite his love, the gypsy La Esmeralda. FTP identify this benefactor of Quasimodo and Archdeacon of Notre Dame in a Hugo novel.

Answer: Dom Claude Frollo.

Tossup: This region of 85,506 square miles contains the largest glaciers outside the polar region, the Baltoro and Siachen.  The Jhelum and Chenab rivers flow through here, as well as the Indus, which they eventually empty into.  Containing the Pir Panjal range as well as the strip of the Karakoram range that contains K2, it is split between three countries. For ten points, name this region disputed nearly continuously since its partition between Pakistan and India.

Answer: Kashmir.

Tossup:  As x approaches infinity, this function of x approaches e-to-the-x-power over two.  It ranges up to infinity but never takes a value lower than one.  It describes the shape of a hanging cable—the caternary—and it repeats itself every 2-pi-i radians in complex space.  FTP, name this hyperbolic function, defined as one-half times (e to the x) plus (e to the minus x).

Answer: Hyperbolic cosine or cosh.
Tossup: It was necessitated by the successful strategy of German advisor Hans Van Seeckt during the Fifth “Annihilation” Campaign as well as the growing ire towards the Land Investigation Movement.  Midway through it Otto Braun was replaced as commander.  Famous engagements occurred at the Luding Bridge, Xiang River, and Loushan Pass.  It began when about 80,000 people left Jiangxi in 1934 and ended when less than 20,000 reached Shaanxi Province in 1935.  FTP identify this military movement in which the Chinese Communists under Mao Zedong fled the Kuomintang.

Answer: The Long March or the Changzheng.

Tossup: He was the architect of the Pact of Espino Negro which ended the civil war between Diaz and Moncada in Guatemala and soon after was appointed governor-general of the Philippines, a post he held until 1929.  He authored “The Decision to use the Atomic Bomb,” the first written defense of that action.  Much earlier he had headed the U.S. delegations to the Geneva Disarmament Conference and the London Naval Conference and, in opposition to the Japanese invasion of Manchuria, put forth his namesake doctrine.  FTP identify this secretary of state for Hoover and secretary of war for FDR and Truman.


Answer: Henry Lewis Stimson.

Tossup: This name provides an alternate name for the Lokono people of Guyana.  Often associated with the Saladoid culture, the “Island” version of this group is also more accurately called the Taino.  Perhaps their greatest cacique was Hatuey who, despite their reputation as being exceedingly friendly, led them in revolt against the Spanish.  They probably originated in the Orinoco Basin and inhabited all the Antilles until they were driven further north by the cannibalistic Caribs.  FTP name this tribe of Native Americans who greeted Columbus upon his arrival.


Answer: Arawaks.

Tossup: This play begins with a discussion of carnal embrace, and segues to talk about Fermat’s last theorem, setting much of the mood for the rest of the play. The mathematical work of Thomasina, a young student in the early 19th century, is discovered by Valentine, a scientist in the present day, who is at the former home of Thomasina, along with Bernard, a scholar who is pursuing a theory that Lord Byron is a murderer. FTP, identify this Tom Stoppard play, which shares its name with a romance by Philip Sydney and a region in Greece.


Answer:
Arcadia.

Tossup: Nicholas de Peiresc discovered the true nature of this object in 1610. The Trapezium star cluster is forming here from the clouds of gas and dust. Located nearly 1600 light-years away, it is the brightest diffuse nebula in the sky that is visible to the naked eye.  For ten points, name this nebula, Messier 42, that helps to make up the “sword” of its constellation.

Answer: Orion Nebula OR Great Nebula in Orion.

Tossup: On a 1947 trip to New York he worked with Stanley William Hayter on a series of engravings.  In 1968 he finished he finished two large ceramic murals for the UNESCO buildings in Paris.  Originally involved with the Dadaists, from 1924-27 he completed 100 canvases in the “dream paintings” series which included The Birth of the World.  He usually tried to work within a style of automatism which explains some of the stick figure characters in his works.  FTP identify this artist of The Lovers and The Carnival of Harlequin, a famous Spanish Surrealist.


Answer: Joan Miro.
Tossup:  In young adulthood, a conflict between intimacy and isolation is crucial.  Those who develop loving relationships can share with others, while those who do not usually retreat.  In middle adulthood, a conflict between generativity and stagnation is the defining crisis.  Earlier in life, one experiences crises such as industry vs. inferiority, initiative vs. guilt, and trust vs. mistrust, which have all become key ideas in developmental psychology.  FTP, name the founder or his developmental theory, which posits that humans have eight stages of development, each with an associated crisis and task.

Answer: Erik Erikson’s stages of psychosocial development (accept either).
Tossup: After his exile to Earth, he slayed the eight-headed dragon Orochi. In its tail, he found a sword, known as Kusanagi no Tsurugi, or Grasscutter, which would later be presented to the Emperor by his sister. He began crying and howling almost immediately after springing from his father, Izanagi, and his temper would later frighten his sister, causing her to hide in a cave. FTP, identify this Japanese deity, who is the brother of Amaterasu and the god of storms and the sea.


Answer:
Susanowo or Susanoto.

Tossup: Originally approved in 1991, this installation is scheduled to come online in 2007.  Designed to collide proton beams at 14 TeV (Tera Electron-Volts) and lead nuclei beams at 1150 TeV, it will conduct investigations into supersymmetry, the matter-antimatter imbalance, and the Higgs boson. For ten points, name this particle accelerator which will share the same tunnel as the Large Electron Positron collider at CERN.


Answer: Large Hadron Collider.

Tossup: Its most famous victim may have been William Prynne who, in 1637, was branded on both of his cheeks for seditious libel. In 1487 it was officially licensed by Parliament and was used most effectively by Cardinal Wolsey to enforce the agenda of Henry VIII.  John Pym criticized its increasing use for royal revenue as fines it charged were given to the crown.  Other contemporaries attacked it for supporting Archbishop Laud and it was finally dissolved by the Long Parliament in 1641.  FTP identify this closed court built around privy councilors whose name is now associated with unjust judicial measures.


Answer: Star Chamber.

Tossup:  A sixteen-year old orphan in the 60s named Toru, a Thai princess in the WWII era named Ying Chan, and a nationalist fanatic in the 1930s named Isao are all reincarnations of Kiyoaki Matsugae a young nouveau riche who falls in love with Ayakura Satoko.  The character of Skigekuni Honda provides stability through the series whose middle novels are Runaway Horses and The Temple of Dawn.  The last book, The Decay of the Angel, was delivered to its publisher on the same day that its author committed suppuku.  FTP identify this tetralogy beginning with Spring Snow, the masterwork of Mishima Yukio.

Answer: Sea of Fertility or Hojo no umi (accept The Decay of the Angel before “Thai” and Kiyoaki Matsugae before he is mentioned).
Tossup: Its existence was first confirmed by neutron diffraction experiments conducted by Clifford Shull on a sample of manganese oxide. In a sample exhibiting this characteristic, the magnetic moments align in a regular pattern with neighboring moments pointing in opposite directions, resulting in a net magnetization of zero. At certain temperatures, these materials become disordered and begin to exhibit paramagnetic properties, a point which is known as the Néel point, and which is similar to the Curie point. FTP, identify this type of magnetism which is the opposite of ferromagnetism.


Answer:
antiferromagnetism.

Bonus: Identify the Roman authors who wrote pieces on oratory FTPE.

A. This man wrote the dialogue De Oratore as well as the Brutus which is often subtitled “A History of Famous Orators.” 


Answer: Marcus Tullius Cicero.

B. Among the shorter works of this man was “A Dialogue on Oratory” which included as characters his own teachers Aper and Secundus.  Other works include the Agricola and the Germania.


Answer: Publius Cornelius Tacitus.

C. This Spaniard and teacher of Pliny the Younger describes, at great length, the training of the ideal orator in the Institutio Orataria.


Answer: Marcus Fabius Quintilianus.

Bonus: FTPE, tell, to the nearest degree, where you’d find the freezing point of water on the following scales.

(A) Kelvin


Answer: 273.
(B) Rankine


Answer: 492.
(C) Réaumur


Answer: 0.
(Rankine degrees are the same size as Fahrenheit degrees, but with its zero at absolute zero.  The Réaumur scale freezes water at 0 degrees and boils it at 80 degrees.)

Bonus: Answer these questions about the start of the Peloponnesian War FTPE.

A. After Corinth interfered with its colony, Epidamnus, this island polis of the Ionian Sea became an ally of Athens.  The Athenians then aided them in a naval battle with Corinth virtually assuring a large scale war.

Answer: Corcyra (prompt on Corfu).

B. Often the war proper is said to have begun with a failed Theban surprise attack against this Boeotian city better known for a namesake 479 BCE battle.


Answer: Plataea.

C. The first ten years of the war, from 431-421, are often named for this Spartan king who was criticized for slowness during his first invasion of Athenian territory.


Answer: Archidamus.

Bonus: Identify the poem from lines FTPE.

B. In this essay Montaigne puts forth an early version of cultural relativism arguing for the dignity of Native Americans.  Among his arguments was that although some Indians eat their dead this is nothing compared to the atrocities some Europeans inflict on each other.


Answer: On the Cannibals.

C. The longest essay in Montaigne’s collection was an apology for this 15th century Spanish rationalist theologian which allowed Montaigne to put forth his most developed argument for skepticism.


Answer: Raimond Sebond.

Bonus: Answer questions about a famous class of objects in mythology FTPE.

A. Often capable of reviving the dead this was a popular item in Celtic myth.  Among those who possessed one were Cerridwen, the Dagda, and Mider and it is thought that many legends surround the quest for the Holy Grail originally after one of these.


Answer: Cauldron.

B. This Lord of Dyfed and husband of Rhiannon was one of the most famous possessors of a cauldron.  He was later associated with the underworld, Annwn, as he had exchanged places with its ruler, Arawn for a year.

C. The Celts weren’t the only ones who had fun with cauldrons.  This native of Colchia used one to revive Aeson and tricked the daughters of Pelias into killing him but then left before regenerating him.

B. This logician and philosopher of language is known for his study of “ontic” commitments and his disagreement with Kant’s distinction between analytic and synthetic.  His works include Philosophy of Logic and Word and Object.


Answer: Willard Van Orman Quine.

C. This philosopher and mathematician, known for his dabbling in many subfields, devised the causal theory of reference independent of Kripke but is best known for his Twin Earth thought experiment put forth in “The Meaning of Meaning.”


Answer: Hilary Putnam.

A. The most popular project to date, this project run by UC Berkeley analyzes signals from the Arecibo radio telescope for signs of extraterrestrial intelligence.

Answer: James II (or James VII of Scotland) and Mary of Modena.

B. An unsuccessful revolt of Jacobites begun in 1715 was aimed at replacing this first ruler of the Hanoverian dynasty with the Old Pretender.


Answer: George I.

C. This man, nicknamed “Bobbing John” for his waffling on political matters, was the incompetent leader of the 1715 revolt.  He fled to France after losing at Sheriffmuir.


Answer: John Erskine, 6th (or 11th) Earl of Mar.

Bonus: Answer questions about a presidential election FTSNOP.

A. The major issue in this presidential election was tariffs: the Democrats favored raising them while the Republicans were opposed to them.  It was also one of only four elections in which the person winning the plurality of the vote did not become president.


Answer: Election of 1888.

B. Name either of the two smaller parties who received over 1% of the vote in the election of 1888.  One ran Clinton B. Fisk and the other Alson J. Steeter.


Answer: Prohibition or Union Labor (respectively).

C. Now, name the two “swing” states historians identify as the most important for Benjamin Harrison’s electoral victory.  One was the home state of Harrison while the other was the home state of his opponent. 


Answer: Indiana and New York.

Bonus: Answer the following about Emile Durkheim’s theories on suicide, FTPE.

(A) This situation, which occurs when people are not well-integrated into society, leads to a lack of collective feeling which can lead to depression and suicide.


Answer: Egoism (accept word forms for all parts).
(B) Perhaps the opposite case, when an individual’s group ties are so strong that his individualism is wiped away, people can commit suicide because it is their duty.  Name this situation.


Answer: Altruism.
(C) This condition, a sort of social de-regulation or a breakdown of society’s norms, was of particular interest to Durkheim.


Answer: Anomie.
Bonus: Name the nations still ruled by monarchies from clues for ten points each.

A. With a capital of Beri Sangwar Begawan, it lies entirely on the island of Borneo and has extensive offshore natural gas and petroleum deposits.

Answer: Brunei.
B. One of the two doubly landlocked nations in the world, this European state between Switzerland and Austria has a capital of Vaduz.

Answer: Liechtenstein.
C. With a capital of Mbabane, this nation was granted independence from the United Kingdom in 1968. 

Answer: Swaziland.

Bonus: Name these types of effects for ten points each.

A. This effect states that when a photon interacts with an electron, the photon and electron will be ejected in opposite directions and the photon will end up with a longer wavelength and lower energy as a result of the interaction.

Answer: Compton scattering OR Compton effect.
B. This effect can be observed in transparent solids, liquids, and gases and states that light traveling through these substances can be scattered by particles smaller than the wavelength of light.

Answer: Rayleigh scattering.
C. In contrast to Rayleigh scattering, this effect explains the scattering of light by particles larger than the wavelength of light, which gives mist and fog their white color.

Answer: Mie scattering.
