Important settings in this novel include a prison ship known as “the Hulks” and Satis House, while the gallery of comic minor characters features the histrionic Wopsle, the eccentric clerk Wemmick, and the pompous imposter Pumblechook. The protagonist sees the woman he loves mistreated by his enemy, Bentley Drummle, who dies an early death. After learning loyalty and humility while in London living on an allowance of Able Magwitch, he marries Miss Havisham’s ward, Estella. FTP, what is this novel about Philip Pirrip by Charles Dickens?


Answer: Great Expectations
Fearing that the opposing army would retreat, the English commander issued a challenge to the invaders, who agreed to wait until September 9 to begin this battle. Despite being outnumbered 30,000 to 20,000, the English were victorious due to the success of their archers against the invader’s right flank and the superiority of the English bills against the Scottish spears. A victory for the Earl of Surrey over James IV of Scotland, FTP, what was this 1513 battle that secured the Scottish border for a generation?


Answer: Flodden Field

In the essay “On Truth and Lies in a Non-moral Sense”, this philosopher argued that there were no ideas, only interpretations. His analysis of man’s need for metaphysics can be found in the essays “David Strauss, the Confessor and the Writer” and “Schopenhauer as Educator”, part of his Untimely Meditations. He is better known for works like The Antichrist, The Genealogy of Morals, and The Gay Science, the latter of which contains his proclamation that “God is dead”. FTP, who is this German philosopher, the author of Thus Spake Zarathustra?

               Answer: Friedrich Nietzsche
In women who have just given birth, this hormone accumulates in the cerebrospinal fluid and is believed to aid development of maternal instincts. The presence of leucine in the three amino acid tail attacked to its 6 amino acid ring differentiates it from antidiuretic hormone. Both are synthesized in the hypothalamus and transported to the anterior pituitary for secretion into the blood. Achieving its purposes by causing contraction of smooth muscle, FTP, what is this hormone responsible for milk secretion and uterine contraction during childbirth?


Answer: oxytocin
Of great importance in this author’s life was her close relationship with her sister Cassandra. Her first literary effort came at age 15 with a burlesque of Samuel Richardson entitled Love and Friendship. The second edition of J.E. Leigh’s Memoir about her saw the first publication of The Watsons and Lady Susan, but she is better known for novels like Persuasion and Mansfield Park. FTP, who was this novelist responsible for Northanger Abbey and Pride and Prejudice?


Answer: Jane Austen
It was voted on and defeated for a final time after Congress passed the English Bill, requiring a referendum on the document as a whole and promising over 5,000,000 acres of land if ratified. Its drafters did not allow a vote on the entire document, and only offered a choice between two versions, each unacceptable to the drafters’ opponents. After new elections brought Free Soilers to power in the legislature, it was voted on and rejected, but nevertheless Buchanan recommended statehood be granted under its terms. FTP, what was this 1857 pro-slavery proposal for the constitution of Kansas?


Answer: Lecompton Constitution

Heracles expelled the Dryopes from this man’s kingdom while he entertained Heracles during his flight from Eurystheus. He became alarmed by a series of portents, including the transformation of his brother Daedalion into a falcon and the killing of his oxen by a wolf sent in punishment for his hospitality to Peleus after the murder of Phocus. He traveled to the oracle of Clarus for advice against the wishes of his wife, who correctly feared he would drown. FTP, who was this man turned into a bird with his wife Alcyone?


Answer: Ceyx
Several major classes of this type of compound are oxidized by the Collins reagent and the Jones oxidation. Their three major types are differentiated by the Lucas Test, while with carboxylate ions they are produced by the Cannizzaro reaction. When reacted with acids they give esters. Existing in primary, secondary, and tertiary varieties, FTP, what are these organic compounds containing the –OH group?


Answer: alcohols
The majority decision in this case relied upon the implied right to “freedom of contract” in the 14th Amendment established by Allgeyer v. Louisiana, combined with an appeal to the cleanliness and sanitation required by the industry in question. It overturned Holden v. Hardy despite Holmes’ dissent, in which he defended the “reasonable man” test and objected that the 14th Amendment was being used to institute social Darwinism. Overturned by Muller v. Oregon, FTP, what was this 1905 case that declared invalid a law setting limits for the working hours of bakers in New York?


Answer: Lochner v. New York
During this dynasty, the emperor controlled the government directly, ruling with the aid of a specially appointed Nei-ko, or Grand Secretariat. Its second ruler, Jianwen, died in a mysterious palace fire during the revolt of his uncle Yongle, who ordered the construction of the Temple of Heaven and the Forbidden City and oversaw the seven voyages of Zheng He. It was founded by an orphan and Buddhist novice who took the ruling name Hong Wu after ousting the Yuan dynasty. FTP, what was this Chinese dynasty that ruled until the Qing took power in 1644?


Answer: Ming Dynasty

The man at the center of this novella was the inheritor of the Divine Face cattle ranch known for his love of horses, falconry, church pomp and firearms. The milk vendor Clotilde Armenta frantically tried to prevent the event the narrator is investigating 21 years later. After Bayardo San Roman discovered that his new wife Angela Vicario had been deflowered, her brothers Pedro and Pablo reluctantly kill Santiago Nasar. FTP, what is this novella by Gabriel Garcia Marquez?


Answer: Chronicle of a Death Fortold (Cronica de una muerte anunciada)

Among his secular works were four large panels on the theme of justice for the courtroom of Brussels that were destroyed in 1695. Other notable works include the Braque Triptych and St. Luke Painting the Virgin. His was renowned for his masterful handling of emotion, as seen in his celebrated Deposition, whose dramatic power and plain gold background are similar to an earlier work by his teacher, the Master of Flemalle. FTP, who was this artist, the leading Netherlandish painter of the mid-15th century?


Answer: Rogier van der Weyden (or Rogelet de la Pature)

The shortest part of a larger structure, it is about 9 to 11 inches long. It sees the conversion of trypsinogen to trypsin via the enterokinase that is believed to be produced by its Brunner glands. In its descending section, acid-neutralizing bicarbonate and pancreatic juices are introduced through the duct of Wirsing. FTP, what is this horseshoe-shaped structure, the first part of the small intestine? 
               Answer: duodenum 

A notable passage of this novel is an account of a bird that flies down the chimney and becomes trapped in the hall of the main family’s house. At the end, the title figure almost attacks her step-mother Fay with a breadboard that symbolically represents the insensitivity and vulgarity of Fay and her crude Texas family, who have made a mockery of the funeral of the protagonist’s father, Judge McKelva, who dies after an eye operation. Detailing the return to Mount Salus, Mississippi, by Laurel Hand, FTP, what is this Pulitzer Prize winning novel by Eudora Welty?


Answer: The Optimist’s Daughter
As Vice-President of the State Committee for Defense during WWII he intensified Soviet armament production, and after Stalin’s death briefly shared power with Khrushchev, Molotov, and Malenkov, but was soon accused of conspiracy and shot after a mock trial. In 1931, he became political head of the Transcaucasian republics, the culmination of a series of leadership positions he held in his native Georgia, including head of the Georgian branch of the Cheka. FTP, who was this Soviet secret police chief who oversaw Stalin’s political purges?


Answer: Lavrenty Pavlovich Beria
During this holiday, pious practitioners are supposed to be visited by seven ancient worthies known as the ushpizin. On the seventh day, known as the Hoshana Rabba, four species of plants are ritualistically carried around the synagogue. The eighth day is the Shemini Atzeret festival, which follows a period of thanksgiving commemorating the time the Israelites wandered in the wilderness after the Exodus. FTP, what is this Jewish festival known as the Feast of the Tabernacles?


Answer: Sukkoth (prompt on Feast of Tabernacles or Booths)

This president suffered a major defeat when Georgia forced him to accept the controversial treaty of Indian Springs. After getting his start in politics as envoy to the Netherlands and Prussia, he served in the Senate from Massachusetts, but resigned in 1808 for having supported the Embargo Act. Late in life he returned to the Senate, where his opposition to the “gag rule” gave him the nickname “Old Man Eloquent”, while earlier he had negotiated an 1819 treaty setting the U.S. border with Spain with Onis. FTP, who was this president who defeated Andrew Jackson via the “corrupt bargain” of 1824?


Answer: John Qunicy Adams
One version is a suite in four sections, including parts named “Prelude”, “The Spinner”, and the oft-omitted  “Siciliana”. Written by Gabriel Faure, it is also the subject of a suite by Sibelius and a symphonic poem by Schoenberg. The most famous version is an opera notable for its almost word-for-word setting of the original text and subordinate use of impressionistic music sung by characters like Arkel and Golaud, as composed by Claude Debussy. FTP, what are these musical works based on a play by Maurice Maeterlinck?


Answer: Pelleas and Melisande
Substances exhibiting it can be analyzed by polishing the surface with an appropriate colloidal suspension, producing Bitter patterns. These patterns provide evidence for the “domain” theory explaining this property, as does the Barkhausen effect, which holds that it increases in a series of minute jumps as the applied magnetic field is increased. Occurring below the Curie point, FTP, what is this property seen in elements like cobalt, nickel, and iron, in which substances are magnetized by weak magnetic fields?


Answer: ferromagnetism
The author closes by stating one should fear “a gross conforming stupidity” after explaining that he sees his nation “as an eagle mewing her mighty youth” and as “rousing herself like a strong man after sleep, shaking her invincible locks.” The last of the three main arguments claims that what he is opposing will ultimately prove ineffective, while the first complains that the government is using the methods of the Papacy they detest. Holding that diversity of opinion is necessary for the growth of virtue and knowledge, FTP, what is this discourse attacking restriction of the press by John Milton?


Answer: Areopagitica
The rate of emissions involved is inversely proportional to the fourth power of the mass of the particles, but does not depend on temperature, with relatively cool objects often responsible for substantial emissions. The emissions appear in a characteristically continuous spectrum extending over a wide range of wavelengths, and is inversely proportional to the radius of curvature of the orbit involved, with examples of sources include supernova remnants, radio galaxies, and quasars. FTP, what is this type of radiation often emitted from the eponymous accelerators?


Answer: synchrotron radiation (or magnetobremsstrahlung)

To the northwest of this island is the Soya Strait. Its rugged interior features a string of volcanic peaks, the highest reaching over 7,500 feet at Asahi-dake. Home to the country’s second longest river, the Ishikari, in the south the Tsugaru Strait separates it from the rest of the country, while in the northeast, the Nemuro Strait divides it from Kunashiri, the southernmost of the Kuril Islands. Its administrative capital is at Sapporo, and it is the ancestral home of the Ainu. FTP, what is this northernmost of Japan’s four major islands?


Answer: Hokkaido (or North Sea Province)

One of his lesser-known writings was a history of the transferral of the relics of Marcellinus and Peter from Rome to Germany. Educated at the monastery of Fulda, he displayed his architectural skill in the construction of the royal palace at Aachen. He used Suetonius’ “Life of Augustus” as the model for his best-known work, based on his 23 years of service to its subject and describing all aspects of his appearance and activities. FTP, who was this historian, the author of the Life of Charlemagne?


Answer: Einhard (or Eginhard)

Its second and concluding section features some of the composer’s greatest choruses, including “And With the Blast of Thy Nostrils” and “The People Shall Hear and Be Afraid”. The bass duet “The Lord Is a Man of War” opens the second section, subtitled “Song of Moses”. In the first part, six sections of innovative program writing use rhythm, harmony, sonority, and orchestration to realistically describe the plagues inflicted on the title kingdom. FTP, what is this Handel oratorio about the captivity of the Hebrews?


Answer: Israel in Egypt
His involvement in the French resistance during WWII contributed to his development into a lyric poet, seen in late works like Speaking Alone and The Inner Face. His best mature work might be The Approximate Man, but he is better known for the early text The First Heavenly Adventure of Mr. Antipyrine, the first work of a movement he defended with his seven manifestos of 1924. A character in Tom Stoppard’s play Travesties, FTP, who was this Romanian-born founder of the Dada movement?


Answer: Tristan Tzara (or Samuel Rosenfeld)
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Name the following about the first Prince of Wales, FTPE.

1. This king lost the battle of Bannockburn, and then saw his wife Isabella of France and her lover Roger Mortimer overthrow his court favorites, the Despensers, and imprison him in Kenilworth Castle.


Answer: Edward II
2. As a child, Edward II was betrothed to this infant queen of Scotland, the daughter of King Erik II, who died at sea in 1290.


Answer: Margaret or the Maid of Norway
3. Edward II was forced by the barons to accept the Ordinances of 1311, which restricted the royal prerogative and demanded the banishment of this court favorite, who was captured and executed the next year.


Answaer: Piers Gaveston

1. Opening with the “Prelude in the Theater”, this two-part Goethe poem tells of an elderly scholar who sells his soul in exchange for knowledge and power.


Answer: Faust
2. Faust falls in love with this young maiden after seeing her in a mirror, but she is eventually hanged after the madness caused by his efforts to win her.


Answer: Gretchen or Margaret
3. After Gretchen finds that she is pregnant, this man, her brother, attacks Faust and Mephistopheles, and is killed by them.


Answer: Valentine

1. An Sn2 reaction between an alkoxide ion and a primary alkyl halide or tosylate, producing an ether.
