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LITERATURE

The son of a pharmacist and would-be poet, he had his scholarship to Owens College revoked when he was caught stealing money from the college cloakroom to reform a young prostitute.  He later married her, and begun an adult life of misery and poverty, as well as a marriage of intellectual inequality, themes that often surface in his writings.  The least read of all important Victorian novelists, works such as Born in Exile and The Whirlpool depict a society too dark for many readers to handle.  For ten points, identify the author of Charles Dickens: A Critical Study, New Grub Street and The Private Pages of Henry Rosecraft.

ANSWER:  George Gissing
Events occurring on his birthday, February 15, include a trip to the library, having a seizure in an alley

after boarding the wrong train, and being dismissed from his position in favor of his rival N., the

narrator.  His first wife Liza remarried the Freudian Dr. Wind, while his first love Mira died at

Buchenwald. Friends at Waindell College include former student Betty Bliss, the anthropologist T.W. Thomas, whom he confuses for the ornithologist Thomas Wynn, Jack Cockerell, who can do an incredible impression of his idiosyncratic Russian accent, all of whom were at his "house-heating" party.  For ten points, name this befuddled Russian professor, the title character of a novel by Vladimir Nabokov.

ANSWER: Timofey Pnin

This post-imperialist work, released in 1988, details the life review of a 1950s English butler, James Stevens, serving an American, Mr. Farraday.  Stevens concerns himself with the true meaning of dignity and the purpose and place of bantering.  In 1993, the butler’s wistful longing for his past days at Darlington Hall with Miss Kenton was adapted to the silver screen.  For ten points, name the novel which won the 1989 Booker Prize, the third novel published by Kazuo Ishiguro.  

ANSWER: The Remains of the Day
He spent his thirty-ninth birthday, and the few before it, sitting alone in front of the fire at the

Winehouse.  In his twenties he lived with Bianca on Kedar Street and he later had an engrossing sexual

encounter with a woman on a barge, which he boasted about to the chagrin of his older self, who thanks god he's not like that anymore, and at the end of the play he notes his best years are gone but that he wouldn't want them back.  He enjoys the word "spool", and, although he says they're fatal to a man with his

condition, bananas, but he's more famous for his lifelong hobby of recording his thoughts and feelings.

For ten points, name this man, whose "last tape" was the subject of a play by Samuel Beckett.

ANSWER: Krapp

Born in Khorason in 935 C.E., he devoted virtually all of his adult life to the writing of his most famous work.  He was promised a dinar for every word of poetry he penned by Sultan Mahmud of Ghaznavid, but was ultimately paid in dirhans, which were significantly less valuable.  His greatest work is considered one of a very small number of completely original national epics, borrowing nothing from mythologies of neighboring countries.  For ten points, identify the author of the national epic of Iran, the Shahnama.

ANSWER: Ferdowski Tousi

In this bonus, you will name Kurt Vonnegut novels for points, with a twist.  You can choose now whether you'd like to identify three easy books for five points each, or three more difficult books for ten each.  Choose now!

EASY:

[5] Vonnegut's most famous work, this book concerns Billy Pilgrim, who has come unstuck from time, and draws from Vonnegut's own experience as a prisoner of war during the firebombing of Dresden .

ANSWER: Slaugterhouse Five, or The Children’s Crusade: A Duty-Dance With Death [NOTE: “The Children’s Crusade et cetera” is a subtitle, not an alternate ANSWER]

[5] "Granfalloon", "wampeter", and "foma" are three terms from Bokononism, the fictional religion in this book, also about ice-nine and named for a children's string game.

ANSWER: Cat's Cradle
[5] This 1973 work is about the build-up to and aftermath of Dwayne Hoover meeting Kilgore Trout, and features crude illustrations drawn by Vonnegut himself.  It was nothing to do with Wheaties.

ANSWER: Breakfast of Champions, or Goodbye, Blue Monday [NOTE: Again, not an alternate ANSWER.]

HARD:

[10] This 1985 novel, about a set of people who end up shipwrecked in the title locale and, over the course of a million years, evolve into a seal-like species, is narrated by Leon Trout, who puts an asterisk in front of the name of every character who's about to die.

ANSWER: Galápagos
[10] Dr. Wilbur Daffodil-11 Swain in this book is a 7-foot-tall neanderthaloid who was elected President on the platform of giving everyone a new middle name in order to create large extended families.  

ANSWER: Slapstick or Lonesome No More [NOTE: Still a subtitle]

[10] This dark work is about Howard W. Campbell's time as an American agent working as a propagandist for the Germans during World War II, and deals with the implication that he may have done more to help the Nazis than the Allies.

ANSWER: Mother Night
Given lines, identify the author and poem, five points each.

[5,5] “Was it a vision, or a waking dream? / Fled is that music: Do I wake or sleep?”

ANSWER:  John Keats , Ode to a nightingale
[5,5] “And I will come again, my Luve / Tho’ It were ten thousand mile.”

ANSWER: Robert Burns, A Red, Red, Rose
[5,5] “Where are the songs of Spring? Ay, where are they? / Think not of them, thou hast thy music, too.”

ANSWER: John Keats, To Autumn

Identify these works of George Bernard Shaw, ten points each.

[10] This series of five plays takes place in intervals from 4004 BC to AD 31920.  Its title includes the name of the longest-lived biblical character.

ANSWER: Back to Methuselah
[10] This 1929 play is subtitled “A Political Extravaganza” and follows the fictional King Magnus and his mistress Orinthia as they match wits with a Prime Minister who seeks to transform the nation into a constitutional monarchy.

ANSWER: The Apple Cart
[10] The plays Caesar and Cleopatra, Captain Brassbound’s Conversion, and The Devil’s Disciple were originally published together in this 1901 collection.

ANSWER: Three Plays for Puritans
Answer some questions about an author and her work, ten points each.

[10] The winner of the 1986 O. Henry award for her short story “Kindred Spirits,” she is more famous for a 1982 novel that won the Pulitzer Prize and the American Book Award.

ANSWER: Alice Walker
[10] As editor of Ms. Magazine in the mid-1970s, Walker published an article that sparked a renewal of interest in this author’s work.  Her most famous novel traces the journey of Janie, portrayed by Halle Berry in a 2005 TV film.

ANSWER: Zora Neale Hurston
[10] In “The Color Purple,” this character helps liberate Celie from her husband’s abuse.  A nightclub singer and mistress of Celie’s husband, on screen she was played by Margaret Avery.

ANSWER: “Shug” Avery

Name the Molière characters from descriptions for ten points each:

[10] Although her father expects her to marry Thomas Diaforious, a doctor, she wants to marry Cleante.  Her father finally approves after he fakes his death.

ANSWER: Angelique
[10] Though he feigns virtue, this man eventually comes into possession of Orgon's house and blackmails

the family into leaving, and only the intervention of the benevolent monarch keeps his plot from succeeding.

ANSWER: Tartuffe
[10] This man argues in favor of self-censorship and polite lies, becoming so tactful as to appear boring. 

While he tries to keep Alceste from ruining his standing in society, he's also able to win Éliante's

affections from him.

ANSWER: Philinte

Name these Philip Roth novels that aren't Portnoy's Complaint for ten points each:

[10] Released in 1971, this satiric work follows the exploits of President Trick E. Dixon, ending with him in Hell challenging Satan for the position of Devil.

ANSWER: Our Gang
[10] In this reworking of Kafka's "Metamorphosis", David Kepesh awakes one morning to find himself transformed into the title object.

ANSWER: The Breast
[10] This 1981 work tracks a clear Roth substitute following the publishing of the ribald comic novel Carnovsky.  It was published with three related works in a similarly-titled collection in 1985.

ANSWER: Zuckerman Unbound
HISTORY:

A native of New York City, he moved with his family to New Carlisle, Indiana in 1836; five years later he was appointed deputy auditor of Saint Joseph County.  In 1855, he was elected to the House of Representatives, becoming its Speaker in 1863.  His career in the executive branch ended when he was not re-nominated to his post in 1872 because of his involvement in the Credit Mobilier scandal.  For ten points, identify the seventeen Vice President of the United States, who served under Ulysses S. Grant.

ANSWER: Schuyler Colfax
This queen was rumored to have suffered domestic violence at the hands of her husband, and some speculate this led her to never remarry (at least openly after his death).  Though converting to Orthodoxy as a stipulation of her marriage, this German Princess embraced the faith and used it to try and further the claims of her grandson as emperor of a reconstituted Byzantine Empire, but this came to naught.  For ten points, Name this Tsarina, famous for expanding Russian powers along the Black Sea, and infamous in some circles for a supposedly lustful personal life.

ANSWER: Catherine the Great

Though English troops fought on both sides, it was parliament forces attacking the Spanish flank nearest the ocean that would help to decide the battle.  The victorious commander Turenne (pronounced Turin) won this key victory over the Prince de Conde, who was then in the employ of Spain.  The victory helped to cement parliamentary power in England, but was also the main cause of the Treaty of Pyrenees which shattered Spanish Power in Europe and helped lead to the ascendance of France under Louis XIV.  For ten points, name this 1658 battle fought on the English Channel.  

ANSWER: The Battle of the Dunes 

Born in Albany, he graduated from Harvard with a degree in philosophy and served as editor of the Harvard Advocate, but family pressured pushed him into becoming a lawyer.  In 1909 he was appointed to the US District Court, and in 1924 to the Second Circuit Court of Appeals.  While at the latter, he became known economical approach to the law as well as his strong support for free speech.  For ten points, who is this legendary judge, whose famous judicial opinions and eloquent writing style lead to him being called the "tenth member of the Supreme Court"?

ANSWER: (Billings) Learned Hand

The most recent one was issued in 1702 to establish what would become the University of Wroclaw.  Their special status arose from their presentation to neighboring countries as de facto treaties without the other countries being granted equal status as they originally represented the Byzantine Empire’s status as divinely chosen.  The most famous one was issued in 1356 by Emperor Charles IV; it outlined the constitutional structure of the Holy Roman Empire.  For ten points, identify the term for a special kind of ornament representing a sea, attached to a decree by European monarchs during the Middle Ages.

ANSWER:  Golden Bull (prompt on bull)

The name’s the same: The first event of this name occurred for one year during the Eighty Years’ War; it ended a “golden century” of its city, as the population fell from over 100,000 to under 40,000.  After it, the city joined the Union of Utrecht.  The second event was precipitated when King Albert I withdrew to a series of forts to defend the city.  The Germans’ “pincer movement” made escape impossible, and the Belgians ceded the city to the Germans, who occupied it until 1918.  For ten points, identify the shared name of these engagements, the latter of which gave the German occupation of one of Belgium’s largest cities.

ANSWER: Siege of Antwerp
There are eleven sitting Senators who have run for president.  Three of them, Joe Biden, John Kerry, and John McCain, are said to be considering running again in 2008.  Of the other eight, four are Democrats and four are Republicans.

[5/5/5] For five points each, name any three of the four Democrats.  They ran in 1976, 1980, 1992, and 2004.

ANSWER: Robert Carlyle Byrd (prompt on Cornelius Calvin Sale Jr.); Thomas Richard Harkin; Ted Kennedy OR Edward Moore Kennedy; Joseph Isadore Lieberman
[5/5/5] Now name any three of the four Republicans, again for five points each.  Two ran in 1996 and three ran in 2000 (one ran twice).

ANSWER: (Andrew) Lamar Alexander; Elizabeth Hanford Dole OR Liddy Dole; Orrin Grant Hatch; Richard Green "Dick" Lugar
Answer some questions about Belgium and World War I for ten points each.

[10] Belgium’s neutrality was violated in 1914 when Germany invaded it as part of this man’s “plan.”

ANSWER: Alfred Graf von Schlieffen

[10] This museum in Ypres dedicated to the fallen soldiers of the war shares its name with a poem by John McCrae that immortalized the battlefield’s poppies.

ANSWER: In Flanders Fields
[10] Identify the yearly gathering of Flemish nationalists to remember the dead in Ypres.

ANSWER: Yser Pilgrimage

Identify the following Presidential firsts, for ten points each:

[10] He was both the first President to give an interview to a woman and the first to wear long pants instead of knee britches.

ANSWER: John Quincy Adams

[10] He was the target of the first known attempted Presidential assassination.  Despite the beliefs of some of his supporters, there is no evidence that the attacker was acting as part of a Whig Party conspiracy.

ANSWER: Andrew Jackson
[10] This man is believed to be the first to have his voice recorded.  He’s also the last to have worn a beard in office.

ANSWER: Benjamin Harrison VI

Identify these Scottish Kings given the dates they ruled for fifteen points each, and for ten points if you need an additional clue.

[15] 1005-1034

[10] Gaining the throne after Kenneth III’s death, he defeated King Canute at the battle of Carhan in 1018.  He had no son, but his older daughter married the Abbot of Dunkeld and their eldest boy, Duncan, became King upon his death.

ANSWER: Malcolm II of Scotland (OR Mael Colum mac Cinaeda)

[15] 1040-1057

[10] He was killed by Malcolm Canmore in 1057 after a period of prosperity and stability.  His life provides a loose basis for a Shakespearean title character.

ANSWER: MacBeth (OR Mac Bethad mac Findlaich
Name the following rulers of the Gupta dynasty for ten points each:

[10] With the help of his marriage to Kumaradevi, by 320 this man, the first to be referred to as

"Maharajadhiraja" had control of territories stretching from the Ganges river to modern-day

Allahabad.

ANSWER: Chandragupta I

[10] Sometimes described as the "Napoleon of India", this Gupta defeated Achyuta, the ruler of Ahichchhatra and Nagasena, before beginning a southern campaign along the Bay of Bengal.  He notably issued eight different gold coins of himself.

ANSWER: Samudragupta
[10] Considered the last of the great rulers, he was able to repulse attacks from the Pushyamitras and the

Hephthalites, but the costs of the wars were great.  He was succeeded after his 467 death by Narasimhagupta Baladitya.

ANSWER: Skandagupta
Name the following battles of the Crimean War for ten points each:

[10] Though the Russians needed only to hold their ground and maintain control of the road to Sevastopol

to win this first land battle of the war, but the French and British forces were able to disorient them

enouch to achieve victory.  It also included the British Lord Raglan sneaking past the Russian line to observe the fighting from high atop Telegraph Hill.

ANSWER: Battle of Alma
[10] This inconclusive battle in October, 1854, the first attempt by the Russians to break the Siege of

Sevastopol, is most remembered today for the disastrous Charge of the Light Brigade.

ANSWER: Battle of Balaclava
[10] John Pettyjohns and Henry Percy were among the twelve soldiers award the Victoria Cross for their

action in this battle, a Russian loss which served to divert strength from the Siege of Sevastopol.

ANSWER: Battle of Inkerman
SCIENCE

In 1989, an outbreak of eosinophilia-myalgia syndrome was traced to an improperly prepared batch of this, leading for the US to ban its sale for over a decade.  It has been suggested as a cause for schizophrenia, as when it is improperly metabolized its waste product in the brain is toxic and can cause hallucination.  A precursor for serotonin, melatonin, and niacin, its functional group is indole, and its chemical formula is C11H12N2O2.  Despite popular belief, chicken and ground beef contain the same amount of this as turkey.  For ten points, name this amino acid, commonly cited as the reason that people are drowsy after Thanksgiving dinner.

ANSWER: tryptophan
French army doctor Charles Louis Alphonse Laveran was awarded the Nobel Prize for Physiology or Medicine in 1907 for discovering its cause, and Britain's Sir Ronald Ross received a Nobel Prize in 1902 for describing the complex life cycle of the parasite that causes this infectious disease. Common symptoms of infection include fever, shivering, joint pain, vomiting, anemia, and convulsions. Gin and tonic became a popular drink, at least in part, because of its role in the prevention of this. One of the first modern formulations of the active ingredient in gin and tonic was (and still is) sold as Chloroquinine. Most infection today occurs in sub-Saharan Africa. For ten points name this parasitic disease that is spread to humans from mosquitoes.

ANSWER: Malaria (respondent providing ‘plasmodium’ have given the genus of parasite responsible for causing Malaria, not the disease itself).

Born in Como, he became a physics professor at the Royal School in 1774, and while studying gases he

discovered methane and experimented with igniting gases with an electric spark.  With Johannes Wilcke,

he developed a single-plate capacitor that produces a static electric charge called an electrophorus.  In

1800, a dispute with Luigi Galvani lead to him experimenting with cardboard soaked in brine

separating stacked discs of zinc and silver, creating the first modern electric battery.  For ten points, name this Italian scientist, the namesake of the SI unit for potential difference.

ANSWER: Alessandro Volta

These small, rabbit-like mammals are typically found in rocky areas, called talus, within alpine regions of the western U.S. and southwestern Canada but are gradually being pushed to higher elevations by human development and are running out of places to live.  These shy creatures communicate by whistling to each other.  They cut, sun-dry, and later store vegetation for winter use in 'hay piles.'  They are often called 'ecosystem engineers' because of their extensive haying activities.  For ten points, name these creatures which are very sensitive to high temperatures and are considered to be one of the best early warning systems for detecting global warming in the western United States.

ANSWER: American Pika
Composed of 3 cylinders, each cylinder is covered by a tough membrane called Buck's fascia.  A final layer covers this area and is called Colles fascia, or the superficial layer. This is actually continuous with the abdominal wall and makes this whole supporting structure of it very tough, allowing it to take quite a bit of force and trauma.  For ten points, name this body part, which serves as the main reproductive organ for males.

ANSWER: Penis
Scientists have found that this has an almost insatiable appetite for arsenic. Dr. Lena Q. Ma of the University of Florida found that when planted on sites contaminated with copper arsenate the fronds from the fern had accumulated as much as five grams of arsenic for each kilogram of the fern's foliage.  The fern has numerous other desirable characteristics that make it ideal for phytoremediation of arsenic contaminated soil and water. They are versatile and hardy, have a large biomass, fast growing, easy to reproduce and are perennial plants. For ten points, name this fern whose above ground biomass can be harvested season after season until an arsenic contaminated site is cleaned up.

ANSWER: Chinese Brake fern OR Pteris vittata
Name these comets, none of which are Halley's, for ten points each.

[10] This comet is the only observed comet that has collided with a planet.  After crashing into Jupiter in July of 1994, its fell into 20 or so fragments.

ANSWER: Shoemaker-Levy 9

[10] This comet orbits the sun every 5.45 years.  It was discovered in 1948 and is the target of the Rosetta mission.

ANSWER: Wirtanen
[10] This comet orbits the sun once every 5.1 years.  First witnessed in July of 1902, it orbits between the orbits of Jupiter and Earth and was passed by the Giotto spacecraft.

ANSWER: Grigg-Skjellerup
Nobel Prizes are given in Physiology and Medicine for some of the greatest advances in the field. Given the year and the official reason for the awarding of the prize, provide at least one of the individuals awarded the prize that year.

[10] 1905; "for discovering the cause of tuberculosis"

ANSWER: Robert Koch
[10] 1945; "for the discovery of penicillin and its properties in the cure of infectious diseases"

ANSWER: Sir Alexander Fleming, Ernst Boris Chain, Sir Howard Walter Florey
[10] 1953; "for the discovery of the citric acid cycle in cellular respiration" and separately "for discovery and research on coenzyme A"

ANSWER: Hans Adolf Krebs and Fritz Albert Lipmann
It has the highest melting point of any metal.  For ten points each,

[10] Name this element, whose name comes from the Swedish for "heavy stone".

ANSWER: Tungsten
[10] Along with scheelite, this mineral, With formula (Fe,Mn)WO4, is among the most important sources of tungsten ore.

ANSWER: wolframite
[10] Tungsten was first hypothesized to exist in 1779 by this man, due to his study of wolframite.

ANSWER: Peter Woulfe
They come in helical, leaf, and spiral varieties,among others.  For ten points each,

[10] Name these devices which store potential energy by straining the bonds between the atoms of an elastic material.

ANSWER: spring
[10] This man's law of elasticity states that if a spring is stretched by some distance x, the restoring

force will be equal to x times a constant k.

ANSWER: Robert Hooke
[10] In 1932, this man invented the zero-length spring, which has a physical length equal to its

stretched length.

ANSWER: Lucien LaCoste
Units of measure have varied throughout time and place.  For ten points each, given the name of a unit, tell me what quantity it measures.

[10] Erg

ANSWER: Energy/Work

[10] Hogshead

ANSWER: Volume
[10] Rood

ANSWER: Area
Religion

It begins with a discussion of how God hated Esau but loved Jacob, and ends with a narrative of the impending Armageddon.  It is written mostly as a warning to the Israelites in post-exilic Jerusalem, and contains several passages on judgment and unfaithfulness.  Many scholars consider it to be made up of six oracles in which Yahweh disputes actions by several groups within the Israelites, and the book is often quoted in the New Testament.  For ten points, identify the final book in the Old Testament canon.

ANSWER: Book of Malachi (OR Malachias)

Identify these books sent by God, belief in which comprises a basic tenet of the Islamic faith, for ten points each.

[10] Sent to Muhammad through the angel Jibril, it is the holy book of Islam.

ANSWER: Qur’an OR Quran OR Koran OR Alcoran 

[10] Allah sent this holy book to Moses, although it was superceded by the Qur’an.  Today, most Muslims believe it has been corrupted by the Jews.

ANSWER: Tawrat OR Taurat OR Taurah (prompt on Torah)

[10] Some Muslims believe this book, outlining the revelations of Allah through Jesus, is a historical account of Jesus’ life; however, most believe that it has been corrupted to make Jesus appear as a direct descendant of God.

ANSWER: Injil (prompt on gospel)

Mythology

Her name translates to English as “beautiful neck.”  Her father, Tadg mac Nuadat, drove away her many suitors because he had forseen that her marriage would cause the loss of his home on the hill of Almu.  She was kidnapped by one suitor, however he was killed in the Battle of Cnucha shortly after impregnating her.  She placed her son, who was originally named Deimne in the care of the forest warrior Liath Luachra, and saw him only one the rest of her life, six years later.  For ten points, identify this mother of Fionn mac Cumhail.

ANSWER: Muirne or Muireann Munchiem

Answer the following about a Greek myth for ten points each:

[10] This man, the king of Argos, was told by an oracle that he would be killed by his daughter's

child, so he locked her in a bronze chamber underground.

ANSWER: Acrisius
[10] This is Acrisius's daughter, the father of Perseus, who was locked underground.

ANSWER: Danaë
[10] Zeus was undeterred by Acrisius, appearing to Danaë in this form to impregnate her.

ANSWER: a shower of gold
Philosophy

Although there is no reference to it until after Thomas Aquinas, this three-word phrase is commonly

attributed to Aristotle, and it inspired the name of a superhero created by Steve Ditko.  Although in logic

it is simply a fundamental axiom, in philosophy it is used as a shorthand to express the idea of an

objective reality, that existence is identity and consciousness is identification, a usage first

explained in a radio broadcast by John Galt in "Atlas Shrugged".  A favorite of Ayn Rand, for ten points, give this common statement of the law of identities.

ANSWER: "A is A" OR "A equals A" (accept "law of identites" until Steve Ditko)
Identify the following nonfiction works of Albert Camus for ten points each:

[10] This 1951 work examines several countercultural figures and movements from western thought and art and argues that the rejection of religion leads to utopian political philosophies such as communism.

ANSWER: The Rebel OR The Man In Revolt OR L'Homme révolté
[10] This extended essay uses the title concept as a metaphor for life, though notes that brief moments of

happiness make suicide unjustifiable.

ANSWER: The Myth of Sisyphus OR Le Mythe de Sisyphe

[10] This 1937 collection of essays was Camus' first published work.  It includes "Irony", which asserts

our fundamental aloneness in life, and "Death in the Soul", which contrasts morgue-like central and eastern

Europe with more colorful Mediterranean culture.

A: Betwixt and Between OR The Wrong Side and the Right

Side OR L'envers et l'endroit
Fine Arts

A 1914 visit to Tunisia inspired him to become a painter, as he was impressed with the quality of light and vibrant colors of the country.  The husband of Bavarian pianist Lily Stumpf, his works often allude to poetry and music, sometimes even including musical notation.  Once a teacher at the Bauhaus, his work was denounced by the Nazi Party as “degenerate” art while he was at the Dusseldorf Academy.  A museum opened in his hometown of Bern in June 2005, housing such works as Pastorale and Embrace.  For ten points, identify this painter of Ad Parnassum and Angelus Novus.

ANSWER: Paul Klee
A 2006 film directed by Kenneth Branagh will be based on it, and the original film adaptation of this work appeared as a made-for-TV movie directed by Ingmar Bergman.  A major part of Act II concerns two warriors undergoing a trial of silence under the temptation of women that causes Pamina to believe that the prince no longer loves her.  In Act I, three of the queen’s attendants give that prince the titular tool lwhich can change men’s hearts, and later the opera’s most famous aria is performed when Pamina is given a dagger by the Queen of the Night.  For ten points, identify this Mozart opera about the travails of Tamino and Papageno.
