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The protagonist in this novel asks who the greatest Italian painter is, and when an answer of Leonardo da Vinci is given, the protagonist responds "That is incorrect. The answer is Giotto, he is my favorite." That statement seems to contradict the protagonist's belief that "education is a leading out of what is already there in the pupil's soul." Mr. Lowther is a music teacher at the Marcia Blaine School for Girls in Edinburgh, and Mr. Lloyd is the art teacher, who paints portraits of Rose that resemble the title character. Set in the 1930s, Jenny, Monica, Eunice and Mary are all apart of the creme de la creme, and have a special relationship with the title character, who is fired for spreading her fascist political views after being ratted out by Sandy. FTP, name this novel by Muriel Spark.

ANSWER: The Prime of Miss Jean Brodie

This literary character has the same profession as his son, and his daughter, Ofelia, is banished from his home by his wife. His mother, Dona Blanca, forces his wife to take harp lessons and to eat eggplant. Lorenzo encourages this man to court his daughter, and Jeremiah de Saint-Amour is his only worthy competitor at chess. After he has a four-month affair with Barbara Lynch, his wife stays at the ranch of Hildebranda Sanchez. Suffering a fatal fall from a mango tree when he tries to recapture an escaped beloved parrot, his death leads to Fermina Daza and Florentino Ariza finally being able to make love. FTP, name this doctor, found in the Gabriel Garcia Marquez novel, Love in the Time of Cholera.

ANSWER: Juvenal and/or Urbino 

Eugène Ysaÿe and Paolo Gallico gave this work its Carnegie Hall premiere. Its second movement contains a theme and five variations, and its third movement begins with a crashing A Major chord in the piano followed by an exuberant 6/8 tarantella in rondo form. A performance of this piece by Yuli Lyasota led to the writing of a short story by Leo Tolstoy in which a man kills his wife after hearing her passionately perform this piece with a male friend. Its first movement begins with a slow chordal introduction and ends with an anguished coda, but is highlighted by a furious A Minor presto section. Originally dedicated to George Bridgetower, its current namesake never performed it and considered this 1802 work unplayable. FTP, name this most famous Beethoven violin sonata, dedicated to a French violinist with a German-sounding name. 

ANSWER: Kreutzer Sonata or Violin Sonata No. 9 or Opus 47

He sculpted metals heads of Alexander the Great and Darius that were sent to King Matthias Corvinus of Hungary. He designed a fountain for the courtyard of the Villa at Careggi that depicted a curly-haired child holding an aquatic animal in Putto with Dolphin. He painted the Archangel Raphael holding a small box that contains a remedy for blindness in Tobias and the Angel, and depicted the title figure in David as a haughtily bragging youth wearing a leathern doublet. This creator of Madonna with the Saints John the Baptist and Donatus gave up painting after being overwhelmed by the angel his pupil, Leonardo da Vinci, drew on his Baptism of Christ. FTP, name this 15th century Florentine sculptor of the bronze works Equestrian Monument of Colleoni and Christ and St. Thomas.

ANSWER: Andrea del Verrocchio

Old people are not welcomed, since they are not covered by insurance. It includes a deep fryer that can flash-fry a buffalo in forty seconds, street signs on the walls, and an alligator with sunglasses. Its demise is caused by a young patron who complains that her ice-cold soft drink causes pain in her mouth, and by a promise made by its owner that he would smile when he services a customer, or else the meal is free. Menu items include southwestern pizza fingers, guilt-free steakfish filets, hobo chicken chili, and million dollar birthday fries, ordered by Rod,  Sherri, and Terri, among others. Its namesake wanted to expand his customer base by turning his tavern, usually occupied by Carl, Lenny, Barney, and Homer, into a more family-friendly location. FTP, name this restaurant, briefly owned by Moe Szyslak.

ANSWER: Uncle Moe's Family Feedbag

His breakthrough novel followed a hunter named Thomas Glahn, who falls in love with Edvarda. FTPE, 

[10] Name this Nobel Prize winner, the author of Pan, along with Growth of the Soil, a Nazi sympathizer who supported Quisling's National Socialist government.

ANSWER: Knut Hamsun

[10] In this early Knut Hamsun work, the protagonist has a sexual encounter with a young woman named Ylajali, spends a night in prison, and leaves Norway on a ship, all while suffering from the titular condition.

ANSWER: Hunger (or Sult)

[10] Concerned that American whites were being forced to cohabit with blacks, Hamsun wrote this book in March of 1889, warning that America might turn into a "mulatto stud farm", a problem that could only be prevented by returning the "black half-apes" back to Africa.

ANSWER: On the Cultural Life of Modern America (or Fra det moderne Amerikas Aandsliv)

Characters include Harmond Wilks, who puts his money into the Bedford Hills Redevelopment, and Roosevelt Hicks, who believes poverty-stricken children can become like Tiger Woods. FTPE, 

[10] Name this recently debuted play about the "failure of the black middle class", set in the 1990s in a Pittsburgh redevelopment office.

ANSWER: Radio Golf

[10] Radio Golf was the last play in this man's ten play cycle, which includes Gem of the Ocean, The Piano Lesson, and Fences. 

ANSWER: August Wilson

[10] This reoccurring character was played by Phylicia Rashad in Gem of the Ocean, and in Radio Golf, her home is the last one marked for demolition. 

ANSWER: Aunt Ester

FTPE, name these 20th century French artists.

[10] While on display in the Pompidou Centre, this man's readymade, Fountain, was attacked with a hammer by a 77-year-old thug. Other works by this Dadaist include Bicycle Wheel and L.H.O.O.Q.

ANSWER: Marcel Duchamp

[10] The French art movement Orphism was headed by this husband of Sonia Terk, whose works include Champs de Mars: The Red Tower and Saint-Séverin No. 3.

ANSWER: Robert Delaunay

[10] During this artist's "mechanical" period, he painted subjects with metallic limbs in Le Grand Déjeuner and depicted construction workers in The City.

ANSWER: Fernand Léger

Based on historical incidents described in the Annals of Tacitus, this work was set in Rome during the first century, and ends with the title event. FTPE,

[10] Name this opera seria with libretto by Giovanni Francesco Busenello, which begins with a prologue in which Virtue and Fortune yield to Love as the most important goddess.

ANSWER: The Coronation of Poppea (or L'incoronazione di Poppea)

[10] In The Coronation of Poppea, this mezzo-soprano sings "Disprezzata Regina" after finding out about her husband's affair with Poppea. In act two, she tries to get Ottone to kill Poppea, but instead, she gets sent off on a ship.

ANSWER: Ottavia

[10] This Italian composer, considered one of the founders of opera, composed at least eighteen operas, but only The Coronation of Poppea, The Return of Ulysses to His Country, and Orfeo survive in full.

ANSWER: Claudio Monteverdi
