LITERATURE:

One of the last completed but the chronological first of his plays involves a 267 year-old woman named Aunt Esther who takes the tormented Citizen Barlow to an underwater City of Bones made from the skeletons of slaves killed in the Middle Passage, a character who is referred to in two of his other plays while her residence, 1839, would appear as the home of a holdout for a development plan in the final play both of the cycle and of the author. Those plays are Gem of the Ocean and Radio Golf, the latter set in the aftermath of the disastrous attempt at urban renewal of Pittsburgh’s Hill District which provides the backdrop for Two Trains Running, Jitney, and King Hedley II, the latter of which chronicling the exploits of a putative descendant of a mad chicken-seller from Seven Guitars, which involves a musician from Chicago as does Ma Rainey’s Black Bottom. For 10 points, this is a synopsis of plays by what author, along with The Piano Lesson, Joe Turner’s Come and Gone, and Fences?

ANSWER: August Wilson

Some of the stories in  it are humorous, especially one involving a fox chase and a complicated series of love affairs amongst two slaves and two Caucasian people that is ultimately settled by a card game and results in a marriage of the slave couple and the eventual birth of Lucas, who is the subject of another story in the collection as well as of Intruder in the Dust, which also features Gavin Stevens who is likewise introduced in this work. The card game also results in the marriage of Theophilus and Sophonisba and to the eventual birth of Isaac, who eventually renounces his inheritance in one of the stories and late in life is forced to send away a girl who has unknowingly committed incest, parallelling a similar incest committed her great-great grandfather Old Carothers, as Isaace had found out in the longest story of the collection. Centering on the ins and outs of the McCaslin and Beauchamp families, this is, for 10 points, what work by William Faulkner named for an old spiritual and featuring the story “The Bear”.
ANSWER: Go Down, Moses
Among the authors with whom he got a long was John Gay, with whom he wrote his only play Three Hours After Marriage, though he was more famous for his many hatreds, such as that of the notorious poetaster Edmund Curll which started when the latter published three of his anonymous pieces without authorization in Court Poems  and ended when this man attempted to poison Curll by slipping ground glass into his drink at a tavern, later publishing accounts that Curll had died. He attacked Ambrose Phillips for the more favorable reviews obtained by the latter for the Pastorals  Phillips had  published in Tonson’s Miscellany which overshadowed this man’s own Pastorals in the same collection, and when former friend Joseph Addison lampooned his translations of Homer he attacked him in the character of “Atticus” first in 1723 and later more fully in 1735’s “Epistle to Doctor Arbuthnot”. For 10 points name this poet and critic, who also lampooned the inferior verses of Colley Cibber in th Dunciad.

ANSWER: Alexander Pope
He is, by his own admission, a beast, the attempts at having “tried (him) with their books” resulting in his only being able to learn the meaning of “amo” in Latin, and he continually uses the somewhat lowbrow expression “Zooks”, yet he is nevertheless cheerful and easygoing, charming the men who try to arrest him for being out late at night and suggesting one of them, the one “elbowing on his comrade in the door/ With the pike and lantern”, would be perfect “for the slave that holds/ John Baptist’s head a-dangle by the hair/ With one hand” and wishing he had some charcoal to sketch him immediately. He learned his ability really to see others as a beggar during his childhood, by “Watching folk’s faces to know who will fling/ The bit of half-stripped grape-bunch he desires, / And who will curse or kick him for his pains”, and after being persuaded as a boy “To quit this very miserable world” in exchange for bread, he uses his talent as a painter, though his realism was condemened by many of the monks and that, along with his fondness for pretty girls which was the very reason he was out so late, led him to quit the monastery and paint for Cosimo di Medici. Containing a reference to “Hulking Tom” whi in real life was considered to have been his student, this is a brief synopsis of what dramatic monologue about the Florentine painter of Adoration in a Wood, The Madonna Enthroned, written by Robert Browning?

ANSWER: “Fra Lippo Lippi”

Despite André Breton’s condemnation of his work in the medium this man always considered himself primarily a poet, of whose work collections include Aladdin’s Lamp, The Cape of Good Hope which was inspired by aviation and by the poet’s friendship with pilot Roland Geros, and the long pience “The Angel Heurtebise”, a poetic conflict with an angel brought on after a return to religion following the death of his young lover Raymond Radiguet and which introduced a character that would appear again in one of this man’s more famous works. Also a novelist whose works include Thomas the Imposter, he was also a playwright whose works for the stage include the silly The Typewriter, another piece inspired by the widowed Empress Elisabeth of Austria entitled the Double-Headed Eagle, as well as his retelling of the Oedipus myth in The Infernal Machine. For 10 points name this author, who reused the angel Heurtebise in his Orpheus and later turned it into one part of a triogy of films he wrote and directed along with The Testament of Orpheus and Blood of a Poet.

ANSWER: Jean Cocteau
It is a play about an idealistic young woman whose beliefs are shaken when on the one hand she finds that the charitable organzation for which she works is funded by a sizeable donation from Lord Saxmundham, or “Bodger the Whiskey Man”, while her death-merchant father runs an almost utopian arms factory. 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this nominal character from a play by George Bernard Shaw.

ANSWER: Major Barbara
2. [10 points] Name Barbara’s father, a model employer whose conscience about manufacturing weapons is cleaned by his belief that even deadlier than arms is poverty.

ANSWER: Sir Andrew Undershaft (accept either name)

3. [10 points] Barbara’s mother is this woman, who has had a falling out with Andrew Undershaft because of his rule that his fortune must go to a foundling and not to his own family. Her name is taken from the Faerie Queene, in which a like-named character is the personification of chastity.

ANSWER: Lady Britomart

Captain Jack Absolute is the wealthy heir of a baronetcy who would like to marry a young woman who is dead set only on marrying someone poor, so to win her he disguises himself as the impoverished Ensign Beverley and gains her love. In the meantime he attracts the ire of several of his friends who are also after the girl. Hilarity ensues. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] This is a sketch of what play, one of the most popular of Richard Brindsley Sheridan?

ANSWER: The Rivals
2. [10 points] Both Absolute, “Beverley”, andAbsolute’s friend Bob Acres all vie for the attention of this girl, the neice of Mrs. Malaprop.

ANSWER: Lydia Languish (accept either name)

3. [10 points] Another who believes himself a potential suitor is this fiery Irish stereotype, who believes that love letters to him hich were actually written by Mrs. Malaprop were from Lydia.

ANSWER: Sir Lucius O’Trigger (accept either name)

A psychiatrist in Switzerland meets Nicole Warren, a young woman from a wealthy family who has been suffering from schizophrenia die to an incestusous encounter with her father. He falls in love with and continues to be her analyst but quits his full-time practice, leading to a simultaneous decay in his powers and in his love for the woman, and they eventually divorce. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Such is a brief sketch of what novel by F. Scott Fitzgerald?

ANSWER: Tender is the Night
2. [10 points] Name the ostensible hero of Tender is the Night.

ANSWER: Dick Diver (accept either name)

3. [10 points] Aiding in the gradual breakup of the Divers is Dick’s increasing infatuation with this woman, a pretty American movie actress who is attracted to the apparently carefree lifestyle without understanding its complexity.

ANSWER: Rosemary Hoyt (accept either name)

In 2003 a bilingual collection of poems was published from the Spanish originals of this woman, whose collections include Tree Fall, Desolation, and Tenderness. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this poet born Lucila Godoy Alcayaga who took part of her pseudonym from the French winner of the Nobel Prize in Literature in 1904 and herself the winner of the Nobel Prize in 1945.

ANSWER: Gabriela Mistral
2. [10 points] Perhaps the most famous work of Gabriela Mistral’s is this gathering of three pieces, inspired by the suicide of her lover Romeo Ureta.

ANSWER: Sonnets of Death (Sonetos de la Muerte)

3. [10 points] The 2003 collection was translated by this woman, who has published a few translations from Spanish but is better known for such science fiction novels as Left Hand of Darkness and The Dispossesed.

ANSWER: Ursula LeGuin

Many of his early works were inspired by his labor service in the German Army on the Russian front, including the tales later collected in The Casualty and in Stranger, Go Tell the Spartans as well as his first novel The Train was on Time. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this author, whose later works include Group Portrait with Lady and Billiard and Half-Past Nine.

ANSWER: Heinrich Böll 

2. [10 points] Arguably Böll’s most famous work, it deals with the performance artist Hans Schnier and his steady downward decline following his desertion by his Catholic lover Marieafter he refuses to marry her and promise to raise any future children Catholic.

ANSWER: The Clown (Ansichten eines Clowns)
3. [10 points] In this novel the nominal heroine is a housekeeper whose one-night stand with an accused bankrobber leads a reporter to ruin her, to twist her words when she attempts to explain herself, and finally to get himself shot by her.

ANSWER: The Lost Honor of Katerina Blum (Die verlorene Ehre der Katharina Blum)

HISTORY: 
Shortly after the events which would first propel him to fame this man got into a conflict with the Lakota No Water over No Water’s wife Black Buffalo Woman which led to No Water shooting him in the face, yet despite the mild disfigurement left by the scar he continued to abide by the vision he had had after the death of Conquering Bear to eschew war paint. This had followed his participation along with Red Cloud in opposing the Powder River Road which led to such battles as the so-called Fetterman Massacre and the Wagon Box fight near Fot Kearney, and despite the literal and figurative loss of face following the No Water incident he became prominent again at the battle of Rosebud Creek, the first of many battles with George Crook. Later defeated by Crook at Slim Buttes and Crazy Woman Creek and finally captured by Nelson Miles after the battle of Wolf Mountain, for 10mpoints name this Sioux leader who supposedly died while resisting arrest in 1877, the yar after he joined forces with Chief Gall and Sitting Bull to defeat George Armstrong Custer at the Little Big Horn.

ANSWER: Crazy Horse (or Tasunka witko)
The damage done by this law was exacerbated by its passage not six months before the first distribution of surplus under the Deposit Act was to come due, and an attempt to stop the hemorrhaging caused by this law was made by a Senator William Rives of Virginia, whose amendment to it enabled the House Resolution to pass through Congress before its pocket-veto by the outgoing president enabled it to continue as law until May of the following year. It had been defended in that presidents final annual message as having “produced many salutary consequences”, and it had certainly accomplished a diminishment of land speculation which had become rife after the Indian Removal Act, but in the process it caused an enormous drain on resources from Eastern banks, practically crippled the more western “Pet Banks”, and led to a shattering of confidence in the banking institutions in general that heralded a major depression that followed in the year after its passage. Designed to end the devaluation of bank scrip by demanding that only gold and silver be paid for public land over 325 acres following August 15, 1836 and for all public lands of any size following December 15, for 10 points name this measure which was one of many to ruin the American economy that was orderd by Andrew Jackson.

ANSWER: Specie Circular

He had a singular talent for overlooking suffering, as seen in the fact that early in his career he gave standing orders not to give provisions to badly wounded soldiers who were sent home and later directing his surgeons to let men die if wounded so badly that they could not serve again if they were healed. This maltreatment of his army might be explained because his father had been cruel and abusive to him but had so loved his army that he was known as the “Soldier King”, and this might also be why he was willing to let that army take fearful casualties, suffering over twenty percent losses at victories like Mollwitz and Liegnitz, and persisting even when beaten at defeats like Kolin and Kunersdorf where he lost half of the troops under his command. For 10 points name this man, whose rule of Prussia from 1740 to 1786 would also see much less costly victories at Rossbach and Leuthen during the Seven Years War.

ANSWER: Frederick II (Frederick the Great; accept reasonable equivalents)

He was loathed by the clergy for his willingness let the see of Canterbury remain vacant after the death of Lanfranc while spending its money and appointing priests, and this coupled with his marked hatred for the later appointee Anselm of Bec perhaps led such church-educated chroniclers as Orderic Vitalis to magnify his reputation for atrocities such as the brutality with which he crushed the rebellion launched by the Earl of Northumberland. While successful in such expeditions as the crushing of Malcolm III at Alnwick and defeating rebels under Bishop Odo at Rochester, his taxation of both his Norman and English subjects also allegedly earned him disfavor among both, such that even the accident by which he died on a hunt in the New Forest was said to have been planned by William Tyrel. For 10 points name this king of England whose soubriquet was probably due more to his sanguinary complexion than to his hair which was reportedly blond, the second Norman king of England and yongest son of William the Conqueror.

ANSWER: William II Rufus (accept either “Second” or “Rufus”)

Her abrupt disappearance from history has led some to suggest that she fell from favor from her most famous husband and was replaced by Kiye, though others hold that she predeceased her husband and that it was forbidden to mention her after that in spite of some evidence suggesting that the famous letter to Suppuliumas by a queen begging for a husband after the death of her own to prevent marriage to a commoner might have been composed by her and not her daughter Ankhasunamun. Believed by some to be the daughter of General and future pharoah Ay and the neice of the neice of Tiye, wife of Amenhotep III, according to others she is to be identified as Tudakipya of the Mitanni who certainly was another of Amenhotep III’s wives and thus a logical choice for the Pharoah’s son, whom this woman definitely married. A participant along with that husband, the future Akhenaton, in the so-called Amarna revoution, for 10 points name this queen famous for the many portraits of her based on one executed by Djhutmose showing here in her characteresitic elongated headdress.

ANSWER: Nefertitit

A former secretary of Abraham Lincoln, this man was able to parley his personal friendship with William McKinley into public service as ambassador to Great Britain from 1897 to 1898, presumably making contacts that would ease his ability to nullify the Clayton-Bulwer treaty with a new pact with England during his later tenure as Secretary of State. For 10 points each:
1. [10 points] Name this man, who negotiated famous treaties concerning Panama with Lord Pauncefote, with Phillipe Bunau-Varilla, and with Tomas Herran.

ANSWER: John Hay

2. [10 points] John Hay is credited with an enduring bon mot in that it was in a letter to McKinley that he came up with this three-word phrase to describe the Spanish American conflict.

ANSWER: splendid little war
3. [10 points] Hay was also instrumental in negotiating this treaty in 1898 which ended the aforementioned splendid little war.
ANSWER: Treaty of Paris

In the midst of the second World War a largely unsuccessful politician and quarry owner was invited to return to Washington to complete a speech he had only begun when he was interrupted, arrested, and imprisoned for trampling the grass on the capitol lawn. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this man, who twice led his namesake “Army” to the capitol to call for Federal aid to the poor and victims of economic depression.

ANSWER: Jacob Coxey
2. [10 points] While Coxey would attempt to repeat this stunt twenty years later, his first and most famous leadership of his Army took place in this year in response to a specific economic crisis which sprung from the Sherman Silver Purchase Act and the McKinley Tariff.

ANSWER: 1894
3. [10 points] Coxey hailed from this Ohio village formerly named Kendal and renamed after the court preacher to Louis IV, of which he served as mayor from 1931 to 1933.

ANSWER: Massillon

Indirectly caused by the appeal to help from the Mamertines to both parties, it soon eveolved into a major power struggle between two ancient states over trade routes that was mostly fought at sea, with the winning side developing the corvus or “raven”, a bridge between ships so its infantry could fight on the water. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this war, fought between 264 to 241 BCE and finally decided for Rome by the battle of Aegates Island which saw the defeat of Hanno the Great.

ANSWER: First Punic War (prompt on “Punic War” – singular – but not “Punic Wars” plural, should any punk-ass bitch try it)

2. [10 points] A major setback for Rome came at this 249 battle, when Publius Claudius Pulcher lost patience with the sacred chickens, threw them overboard, and then attacked Adherbal with Sicily to his back, losing half his fleet.

ANSWER: Drepanum

3. [10 points] Among the martyrs of the First Punic War was this commander who defeated Hamilcar Barca at Adus but was captured by treachery in 255. Sent to Rome to negotiate peace, he instead urged the Senate to fight on, and was subsequently brutally tortured until he died.

ANSWER: Marcus Atilius Regulus

After defeating the Golden Horde in 1395, this man went on to conquer a kingdom which included much of Central Asia, Iran, and parts of India, even managing to wrest Smyrna from the Knights of Rhodes before his death in 1405. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this conqueror, whose distinctive nickname was due to a wound to the ankle during an early battle.

ANSWER: Timur the Lame (accept reasonable equivalents)

2. [10 points] Identify Timur’s capital which he restored after several Mongol sacks had almost destroyed it in the thirteenth century, still the third largest ciy in Uzbekistan.

ANSWER: Samarkand

3. [10 points] One of Timur’s most notable victories came in 1402 at this battle, after which the captured Sultan Bajazet I was for a time forced to serve as his footstool.

ANSWER: Ankara

Originally trained as a doctor in Hawaii, after several attempted coups this man was exiled from China but returned in 1912 to take part in the overthrow of the Manchus, and after several more adventures in revolutionary politics he ultimately took over his native country and ruled there until his death in 1925. For the stated number of points:

1. [5 points] Name this Chines leader.

ANSWER: Sun Yat-Sen

2. [5 points] Name the ruling party Sun founded to whose leadership Chiang Kai Shek succeeded after him.

ANSWER: Kaomintang

3. [10 points] In 1923 Sun gave a speech in which he expounded on his ideas for running China, advocating min-tsu or “self determination”, min-ch'üan or “people’s government”, and min sheng or a form of socialism, a philosophy collectively known by this name.

ANSWER: “Three Principles of the People” (or San Min Chu-i  or San Min Zhuyi)
4. [10 points] Though often cited as the leader of the Chinese Revolution, the event which started the Revolution actually occurred while Sun was in Denver. Name this event of October 10, 1911 which took the form of a military uprising among military officers who were suspects in an accidental bomb explosion.

ANSWER: Wuchang uprising (prompt on “Xinhai Revolution”)

SCIENCE:

It evolved from an initial discovery eventually superceded by Quantum Chromodynamics which used the Euler beta function to explain hadron spin, as well as a later version which used Polyakov action to observe properties almost exactly like the graviton, though the latter was weakened by its inability to account for fermions and its prediction of tachyons. This theory does include fermions thanks to its incorporation of the theoretical correspondence between fermions and bosons whose name in turn forms part of the name of this theory, and by employing the Calabi-Tau manifold to curl up extra dimensions as well as a tree diagram to cancel anomolies due to the Green-Schwartz mechanism, it can result in explanations for the fundamental forces based on the vibrations of the units basic to it. For 10 points name this theory from physics which modifies earlier theories to include symmetry between fermions and bosons in discussion of vibrating Planck-length objects of which the universe is made.

ANSWER: superstring

Contributions made to the study of these have included an “effect” which describes how anomilies in their cyanide spectra which appear at certain times were caused by shifts in the apparent wavelengths of their Fraunhofer lines due to their own variable radial velocity as well as the “bands” they exhibit caused by tricarbon radicals which were both named by the Belgian  physicisl Pol Swings. Freidrich Bessel once speculated on their composition based on the evaporating material which altered their appearance and movement, but an increasingly popular explanation of what they are was supplied in 1950 by Fred Whipple, who suggested by means of the “dirty snowball” model that they were mostly ice containing very little rock and dust, while others to theorise on them include a Dutch astronomer who postulate that they originate in an which orbits the sun at a distance of about a light year, a “cloud” which has since been named for that astronomer, Jan Henrik Oort. For 10 points name these objects of the solar system whose famous representatives have included Encke, Shoemaker-Levy 9, and one named for Edmund Halley.

ANSWER: comets

A graduate of Annapolis in 1873, this man continued to keep in contact with the Navy throughout his life, returning to Annapolis to teach chemistry and especially optics from 1875 to 1879, designing range finders and ear protectors for the new guns of its Great White Fleet, and finally as a full-time officer at the start of World War I, where he used his scientific talents to work on gunnery sights and submarine detectors for the duration. It was while still a midshipman that he encountered Simon Newcombe, who was also using Foucault’s mirrors to test for the speed of light, and he would later collaborate with Francis Pease to become the first men to measure the diameter of a star other than the sun, conducting such a measurement on Betelguese in 1920, but he is perhaps best remembered for work with another partner in 1887 which was actually  failure, in that its attempts to measure the expected motion of the earth relative to a light conducting substance proved to have a null result. For 10 points name this man, who overcame the strenuous objections of Philip Lenard to become the first Jewish winner of the Nobel Prize for Physics in 1907 for essentially disproving the existence of aether by means of an experiment conducted using his interferometer alongside Edward Morley.

ANSWER: Albert Abraham Michelson
The ability of these compounds to act as hydrogen-bond acceptors but not donors makes them far more volatile than their parent constituents and thus useful in laboratory analysis, since unknown compounds that are turned into these can be more reading examined through chromatography and mass spectrometry. Notabl for their strong scents which has led to their extensive use as artificial fragrances, some of these can be made to undergo the Fries or Chan rearragement while in the presence of bases they may undergo saponification, and a process for producing these from a corboxylic acid is named for the winner of the 1902 Nobel chemistry Laureate, Emil Fischer. For 10 points name these organic compounds formed when an organic group takes the place of an hydrogen atom in an  oxygen acid.

ANSWER: ester

Anecdotal evidence suggests that this drug has no appreciable effect on the onset of Alzheimer’s but does seem to help with head rush and may be implicated in a lower occurrence of Parkinson’s disease. A racemic mixture of two enantiomers, it accomplishes its main purpose by means of Cyclooxygenase which inhibits prostaglandins, and while rare side effects include light sensitivity and a possible increased risk of heart attack, its ease on the stomach had led to its becoming one of the main over-the-counter analgaesics. For 10 points name this drug, a non-steroidal anti-inflamatory which is the main component of Advil and Nuprin.

ANSWER: ibuprofen (acceppt 2-(p-isobutylphenyl) propionic acid, like anyone will ever say that)
Though a well-known base, this chemical can sometimes act as a weak acid, dissociating into an amide as in the presence of solid lithium nitride when it will form lithium amide, and it is also a ligand, while its uses include the formation with chlorine of the disinfectant chloramine. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this compound, whose formula is NH3.

ANSWER: Ammonia
2. [10 points] Long used as a refrigerant for major industrial processes whose employment had recently diminished due its toxicity. However, interest in it is resuming due to the fact that chemicals like Freon, which is one of these compounds, are supposed to have deleterious effects of the ozone layer. Name these chemicals, essentially combinations of halogens and parrafins.

ANSWER: haloalkanes

3. [10 points] Ammonia is a constituent for this reagent which in a clean reaction forms a “silver mirror” and is used in tests for aldehydes.

ANSWER: Tollens’
The enormous amounts of energies they possess led to the naming of the so-called “Oh-my-god” particle discovered in their emission. Consisting mostly of hydrogen and nuclei, in 1911 it was conclusively proven that they do not come from the earth, hence their name. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this type of radiation.

ANSWER: cosmic rays
2. [10 points] For his 1911 hot-air balloon elecroscope experiments which proved the extraterrestrial origins of cosmic rays , this man won the Nobel Prize in physics in 1936.

ANSWER: Victor Hess

3. [10 points] Cosmic ray air showers attracted the interest and led to research on them by this man in 1938. He is better known for an effect first described by Lise Meitner but independently derived and published by himself which described how electrons being ejected from the core level of an atom will be filled by the dropping down of an electron of a higher level  that results in energy that will often result in the ejection of another electron.

ANSWER: Pierre Victor Auger

Considered somewhat difficult by his contemporaries for his ruthless correction of their errors, he was nevertheless responsible for describing and naming a number of structures on the human body, including the canal through which the facial nerve passes after leaving the auditory nerve and the tubes connecting the ovary to the uterus bearing his name. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Identify this anatomist.

ANSWER: Gabriele Fallopio (or “Fallopius”)

2. [10 points] Fallopius also was the first person to describe and name this section of the Organ of Conti consisting of three fluid filled chambers excited by the stapes which transmits sound to its fenestra ovalis. Name this organ, named for its resemblance to a snail.

ANSWER: Cochlea

3. [10 points] Fallopio vigorously disputed with Realdus Columbus primacy for the “discovery” of this female sexual organ at its most visible at the joining of the labia minora, though it has sense been proven it was well known in form and function back in antiquity.

ANSWER: clitoris
An internet controversy has been generated by the so-called Afshar experiment, which claims to have disproven this quantum principle whose formulator was so pleased by his discovery that when knighted he used the yin-yang symbol on his crest to illustrate it. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this principle which builds upon de Brogle’s theory of wave-particle duality to sugest that a quantum mechanical system consisting of a boson or fermion can either behave as a particle or as wave, but never simultaneously as both.

ANSWER: complementarity

2. [10 points] Name the developer of the complementarity principle, a Danish physicist and 1922 Nobel Laureate famous for his dscription of the structure of the atom.

ANSWER: Niels Bohr
3. [10 points] Bohr took great pains to distinguish Complementarity from the principle adopted by his student and friend involving knowing definitely the position or momentum of a particle but never both at the same time.

ANSWER: uncertainty principle

Notable developments during this epoch include the emergence of the first bears, dogs, and especially horses. Lasting from about 23 until five million years ago, it was preceded by the Oligocene and followed by the Pliocene. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this epoch of the Cenozoic era. lasting from approximately 23 to 5 million years ago.

ANSWER: miocene
2. [10 points] The Miocene begins this larger division of the Cenozoic which includes the Pliocene, Pleistocene, and by some reckonings the Holocene, a “new birth” period as distinguished from the “Old Birth” division it follows.

ANSWER: neogene

3. [10 points] The Miocene saw the first appearance of these felines notable for a prominent facial feature.

ANSWER: sabre-toothed tigers
RELIGION, MYTHOLOGY, PHILOSOPHY:
Like almost all of the other men appointed with him to care for the poor and the widows of the community, this man was apparently a Hellenised Jew whose name, Greek for “crown”, is probably a translation of the Aramaic “Kelil”, yet he does not seem to have been a proselyte, since only Nicholas of Antioch was specifically designated as such in the book which introduces him. Moreover, he displays a decent mastery of Biblical history in his trial before the Elders, where he had been brought to answer a charge by the Libertines, Cyrenians, Alexandrians and others of claiming that their synagogue and the laws of Moses were to be destroyed, and infuriated them by a harangue on their blindness to the mercies of God before sealing his fate by claiming eh could see in a vision the Son of Man standing by the side of God, after which he was hauled off to be executed but not before asking that God not charge his killers with the crime. For 10 points name this Deacon of Jerusalem whom a crowd of people led on, according to Acts 7:57-59, by Saul of Tarsus stoned to death, one of the first martyrs for Christianity.

ANSWER: Stephen

She was inordinately fond of jewels such that he daughter was named Hnoss, or “treasure”, and when saddened such as on the disappearance of her husband she cried tears of gold. She had a number of modes of conveyance, including a cloak which allowed her to transform into a bird that she once lent to a fellow deity in search of a missing weapon, a chariot drawn by large cats which she used to search for the aforementioned missing spouse Odr, and a battle-boar named Hilidisvini who was a counterpart to her brother’s Gullinbursti. Owner of the necklace Brisingamen, for 10 points name this daughter of Njord and Norse goddess of fertility, beauty, and sex.

ANSWER: Freya

Diogenes Laertius reports that this man’s perception was so keen that he could describe the appearance of a goat based on the milk it produced and that he once noted the exact night a girl he saw everyday had lost her virginity just by looking at her, and likewise reports the equally apocryphal story that man blinded himself with burning grass, though it is certain that he did assert that that vision could not always be trusted, since he stated that all men saw were “eidola” or dreams. Having learned cosmology from Chaldeans he met in the entourage of Xerxes who stopped in his hometown of Abdera as a guest of this man’s father, he depleted his own portion of the family fortune in his travels but supposedly raised 100 talents by publishing his Mega Diakosmos or Great World System, the first of 73 works of his listed by Thrasylus of which none survive, but of which fragments show that in addition to his most famous theories he was devoted to “enthumie” or “good-naturedness”, leading to his nickname of “the Laughing Philosopher”. For 10 points name this philosopher whose works Plato is said to have actively advocated burning because of his suggestion of void space and their statement that the world came into being from “uncuttable” particles flung together out of necessity, tenets learned from his master Leucippus who like him was one of the main proponents of Atomism.

Answer: Democritus

A foreign warrior in the service of King David, while away on maneuver David seduces his wife and conceives a child with her, and when David cannot get him to sleep with his wife contrary to Israelite law which forbids sex during campaigns and thus confuse paternity, David orders him to be brought to the front lines and then deserted so the enemy will kill him. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this unfortunate, a victim of the beauty of his spouse and her habit of bathing nude on his rooftop, where she caught David’s eye.

ANSWER: Uriah the Hittite

2. [10 points] Name the lovely wife of Uriah the Hittite who later became the mother by David of Solomon.

ANSWER: Bathsheba
3. [10 points] Uriah was exposed on the front lines by this general following the express orders of David; he would later suppress the revolt of Absolom and killed the latter, but came to a bad end under Solomon.

ANSWER: Joab

His legs were destroyed when he stupidly boasted of sleeping with Aphrodite while drunk, leading Zeus to hurl a thunderbolt at him for his arrogance which Aphrodite partially deflected. For 10 points each: 
1. [10 points] Name this princeling, whose disability meant that he would have to be carried out of the wreck of Troy by his son Aeneas.

ANSWER: Anchises

2. [10 points] Aphrodite had her encounter with Anchises on this sacred Phrygian mountain, where later Paris would judge which goddess was the fairest.

ANSWER: Mount Ida

3. [10 points] In younger days Anchises had been sent on a deputation to Telamon son of Aecus to reclaim Hesione, sister of this king of Troy who had been taken during Heracles’s destruction of the city.

ANSWER: Priam

He had a habit for writing his philosophical works under pseudonyms, such as “Constantine Constantius” chosen for Repition, “Virgilius Haufnienses” chosen for The Concept of Dread, and “Inter et Inter” for discourse The Crisis and the Crisis in the Life of an Actress. For 10 points each: 

1. [10 points] Name this philosopher, who chose three seperare pseudonyms of “Johannes”, “Judge Willem”, and “A.”all under the equally pseudonymous “Victor Eremita”for one of his main works, Either/Or.
ANSWER: Søren Kierkegaard
2. [10 points] “Johannes de Silentio” discusses the “teleological suspension of the ethical” in reference to Abraham’s willingess to kill Isaac in this Kierkegaard work.

ANSWER: Fear and Trembling (Frygt og Bæven)
3. [10 points] “Anti-Climacus” describes how despair caused by unconsciousness of self, weakness or unwillingness to be one’s self, and defiance or the willingness to be a false self produces the nominal malady of this Kierkegaard work

ANSWER: Sickness Unto Death (Sygdommen til Døden)
FINE ARTS:
Among a number of assistants of Peter Behrens who would later become famous, in 1911 this man was already writing of the beauty and majesty of American silos and dams, indicative of the appreciation he had for practical as well as artistic architecture which foreshadowed his later teaching methods. His unwillingness to hide the materials of construction with a façade is evident in his first major building, the Fagus factory of Alfeld, and can be seen in the role he played as consultant on the Pan-Am building, and while later works like the Graduate Center he built for the school to which he came to teach in 1941 was less brilliant, his own house in Lincoln, Massachusetts is hailed as a masterpiece. For 10 points name this architect, whose theories were best expounded at the school he founded in Weimer and whose new building he designed when it moved to Dessau, the Bauhaus.
ANSWER: Walter Gropius

At the height of his career this man wrote The State of Music shortly before his fourteen-year stint as critic for the New York Herald Tribune, having by this time become recognised for initial pieces like the piano song “Susie Asado” and the vocal work Capital Capitals composed with his most famous collaborator was well as independent pieces like film scores for Pare Lorenz’s The Plow that Broke the Plains and The River. Later in life he collaborated with Jack Larson for the opera Lord Byron, having also earned a Pulitzer Prize in composition for his work on the Robert Flaherty film The Louisiana Story, the first film score so honored, but he is much better known for two operas with librettos supplied by an American expatriate poet. For 10 points name this composer, best known for the operas Four Saints in Three Acts and The Mother of Us All.
ANSWER: Virgil Thomson

Though ultimately his artistic fame lays less for his easel paintings than for his work in another medium, canvas paintings by this man include Jesus Preaching on the Mount, The Massacre of the Innocents, and Christ Leaving the Praetorium, a painting 20 feet by 30 feet in size designed for viewing from 60 feet away. His other paintings include Jacob Wrestlng with the Angel, Andromeda, and The Enigma or Riddle of the Sphinx, all alike sharing in the same sort of muted colors that provide at atmosphere of melancholy which is a hallmark of his best known works, which began with a series entitled London: A Pilgrimage but soon included illustrations of Poe, Tennyson, Coleridge, and others. For 10 points name this French painter, woodcutter, and lithographer best known for his illustrations of Milton’s Paradise Lost, Dante’s Divine Comedy, and the Bible.

ANSWER: Gustave Doré

Following several visits to Italy this man displayed how thoroughly he had internalised the techniques of Palladio by such works as the Lindsay House, Queen’s House in Greenwhich and, later, in works like his partial rebuild of the Wilton House. For 10 points each:
1. [10 points] Name this architect whose fame was sufficient to lead to his appointment to design the arcaded layout of Covent Garden.

ANSWER: Inigo Jones
2. [10 points] Perhaps Inigo Jones’s most famous structure is this addition to a royal palace in London whose double-story, arched façade masked the fact that within it was basically one large room where, presumably, meals were served.

ANSWER: Banqueting House at Whitehall
3. [10 points] Next to the Banqueting House at Whitehall, Jones is most famous for this small church in Covent Garden whose simplicity is the result of the Earl of Bedford’s decree that it be simple, little more than a barn, to which Jones replied that it would be the finest barn in England. It is notable for its Tuscan style East Entrance, though that entrance is not the one used today.
ANSWER: St. Paul’s Church (accept “St. Paul’s” but do not accept “St’ Paul’s Cathedral”)

Played mostly in ¾ time over a softly played snare drum, its instrumentation includes violins plucked pizzicato-style and basically consists of basically one melody and one countermelody repeated as it spreads from the woodwinds to the whole orchestra. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this piece, perhaps the most famous of Maurice Ravel.

ANSWER: Bolero
2. [10 points] Before deciding to write it himself, Bolero was originally supposed to have been reorchestrated excerpts of the Iberia of this Spanish composer also known for Suite Espagnola.
ANSWER: Isaac Albéniz

3. [10 points] Perhaps the most famous popular-culture use of Bolero was in the film 10!, where it was orchestrated by this man, who had similarly adapted Joplin’s Entertainer for The Sting as well as provided his own music for The Way We Were.
ANSWER: Marvin Hamlisch

For a church in Valetta this man painted The Beheading of Saint John The Baptist, having briefly taken up exile in Malta after having to flee Rome for killing a man over a disputed tennis score in 1606. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this artist, born Michelangelo Merisi, wose works include the Seven Acts of Mercy, Judith Beheading Holofernes, and Head of Medusa.

ANSWER: Caravaggio
2. [10 points] Perhaps Caravaggio’s most famous painting, this scene recounting the religious experience of a tax collector then known as Levi hangs in the Contarelli Chapel of the San Luigi dei Francesi, Rome.

ANSWER: The Calling of Saint Matthew
3. [10 points] Almost as famous as The Calling of Saint Matthew is this work taken from the Gospels of Luke and Mark, wherein a vision of the risen Crist appears to two believers.

ANSWER: Supper at Emmaus
MORE OF SCIENCE, HISTORY, OR LITERATURE:

It is virtually indistinguishable from a far more common illness caused by the same bacterium and just as easily treated by penicillin or erythromycin, and while the principle difference between the two illnesses may lead to such unpleasant ancillary effects in this disease such as desquamation or the peeling of scaly skin, this disease is not significantly more dangerous than the more common variant. Its first description in a modern medical text is considered, along with his description of gout and his namesake chorea, to be one of the main medical contributions of Thomas Sydenham, its symptoms include the sore throat, pain, and swelling that accompanies many other streptococcal infections as well as pallor around the mouth and a characteristic skin inflammation, it is to be distinguished from the autoimmune disease which accompanies it and is in fact far more deadly, leading former extreme measures of those who had it of buring their clothes and personal effects. For 10 points name this illness, distinct from ordinaly strep throat by the red rash that strikes the skin and gives this illness its name.

ANSWER: scarlet fever

The work on the whole is filled with portents and dreams, including Claudius Pulcher’s consultation of a long-quited Delphic Oracle in Book V, of the son of one of the main character’s consultation of a necromancer in Book VI, and most fanously of the ghostly divine apparition in Book I which is ignored in its quest to stop an army from going past a boundary. Something of an anti-epic with no real hero, it can be seen as a piece of anti-Caesarian propaganda despite the lengthy priase of Nero in its pro-oimion which fitting since its author would later be forced to commit suicide due to his supposed involvement in the Pisonian conspiracy, but the principal object of antipathy is to Civil War itself, and indeed its original title was Bellum Civile which reflects that is was originally designed to sing of the entire Civil War fought by Caesar beyond the specific battle by which the piece is usually known. For 10 points name this epic which treats the events of 49 to 48 BCE beyond simply Pompey’s greatest defeat, the best known work of the poet Lucan.
ANSWER: Pharsalia
The son of one Olorus, this man was a relative of Miltiades whose lineage and wealth made him a natural for the election to strategos in 424 BCE, though his engagements in that office led to a twenty-year exile during which time he turned to writing. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this Athenian whose time off led to the beginning of his History of the Pelopponesian Wars.
ANSWER: Thucydides

2. [10 points] Thucydides was exiled for not taking strenuous enough action to prevent the capture of this city near the Nine Ways by the Spartans under Brasidas.

ANSWER: Amphipolis

3. [10 points] A later attack on Amphipolis cost the life of this demogogue and general, who claimed credit for Sphakteria over the more rightful recipient Demosthenes. He and Demosthenes both would later be pilloried by Aristophanes in the Knights.

ANSWER: Cleon

A young woman from the village of Grand-Pré in Acadia is about to marry the son of the village blacksmith before the Seven Years War separates them, and she spends years searching for him unsuccessfully until she retires to Philadelphia as a nun, where an old man she meets on her deathbed proves to be her missing love, a shock which kills her. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] This a brief synopsis of the life of nominal character from a poem by Henry Wadsworth Longfellow?

ANSWER: “Evangeline” (Evangeline Bellefontaine)

2. [10 points] Name the lover sought so long by Evangeline in the poem.

ANSWER: Gabriel Lajenunesse (accept either name)

3. [10 pointds] Longfellow drew a great deal of inspiration for Evangeline’s wanderings in the Michigan territory from the enthnographic studies of this man, whose works include Indian Tribes of the United States  and A Narrative Journal of Travels...from Detroit through the Great Chain of American Lakes to the Sources of the Mississippi River and which also inspired Longfellow’s “Hiawatha”.

ANSWER: Henry Rye Schoolcraft
MY CHOICE:

According to legend she was given in marriage to the man who could yoke a wild boar and a lion to his chariot and drive them around the race-course, which her future husband was able to do with the help of two gods he had befriended. It was apparently in between her betrothal and marriage that she refused to join her sisters Evadne and Amphinome dismember and boil her father Pelias despite being told by Medea that it would restore his youth, refusing to shed his blood even in such a cause and demonstrating the same sort of piety that she would later display towards her husband. For 10 points name this woman, who later would be returned to the Upper Air either by Persephone or Heracles when she took Artemis’s bargain that if she voluntarily died for her husband Admetus he would be allowed to live.

ANSWER: Alcestis

Loosely based on Gogol’s The Overcoat, it features a proud doorman at a fancy hotel played by Emil Jannings who eventually becomes too old for his job and is fired, demoted to bathroom attendant, but enjoys an unexpected windfall of an inheritance, a happy ending tacked on over the protest of the directors. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this 1924 film, widely considered one of the best ever made.

ANSWER: The Last Laugh or Der Letzte Mann
2. [10 points] Name the director of The Last Laugh, perhaps most famous for Nosferatu.

ANSWER: F.W. Murnau
3. [10 points] The Last Laugh was one of the first films filmed on a set incorporating a camera, in part the invention of this cinemetographer who also worked on Metropolis and, later Dracula; he would later be tapped to direct Universal’s The Mummy.

ANSWER: Karl Freund

GEOGRAPHY/SOCIAL SCIENCE:
Since the 1950s efforts have been directed around this body of water to prevent a disaster such as that which happened to the Aral Sea and reverse a Soviet policy which had called for a drastic reduction in its volume, perimeter, and depth in the effort to convert reclaimed land into farmland, reversal efforts which have called for diversion of water into it from the Arpa river. The site of ancient settlement at least as far back as the ancient Urartu, from a descendant of whose name for it the modern name has derived and supplanted the former name of Geghaman Sea, it is fed by numerous river and drained by the Hrazdan, whose bed was deepened for the Soviet project, and though it loses far more water to evaporation at present it is about 525 square miles in size and 282 feet in maximum depth, and at a height of about 6000 feat it is one of the largest high-altitude lakes in the world. For 10 points name this lake, the largest in Armenia.

ANSWER: Lake Sevan

An earlier scientific fraud initially led the scientific community to ignore the first evidence for these, and, later, the embarassment over that fraud led a promiment scholar in the field to dismiss that evidence as indicative of nothing more than an ancient gorilla which had been killed by an eagle. That evidence was first found in in a lime quarry near Kimberley and put on the desk of its manager where it was noticed by a naturalist who observed to his surprise that the foramen magnum indicated walking upright, andlater bits of evidence gathered at Sterkfontein shows that other members of the species had a 430–450 cubic centimeters. Considered perhaps the ancestor of the Pan genus as well as an ancestor of the Homo and a descendant of the earlier afarensis species, for 10 points name this hominid at one point called Plesianthropus transvaalensis by Robert Bloom but always referred to by its current name by Raymon Dart, who was the first to identify them in the form of the Taung child.

ANSWER: Australopithecus Africanus (prompt on “Australopithecus” before “afarensis”)

In addition to the main island this nation is composed of the dependencies of the Rodrigues and Agalega islands and the St. Brandon Rocks, and it was once the only inhabitant of the Dodo. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this island nation, one of the Mascarene islands named by its original Dutch colonists for a prince of Nassau who became a great general of the Eighty Years War.

ANSWER: Mauritius

2. [10 points] Name the capital of Mauritius, also its largest city.

ANSWER: Port Louis

3. [10 points] Included with Mauritius and its territory Rodrigues in the Mascarene Islands is this island, a departement of France, whose name comes from a dramatic coming together of the Merseilles revolutionaries and the Home Guard of Paris in August of 1792.

ANSWER: Réunion

The press coverage of this man’s affair with a student and divorce of his wife, who happened to be the sister of future interior secetary Harold Ickes, led to this man’s leaving Johns Hopkins for advertising, but not before he claimed he could turn 12 infants into anything he wanted and conducted at least one experiment to prove it. For 10 points each:

1. [10 points] Name this psychologist, famous for instilling a fear of white rats into an infant.

ANSWER: John Watson

2. [10 points] Watson is known as a main theorist of this school of psychology perhaps best known as being the domain of B.F. Skinner.

ANSWER: behaviorism

3. [10 points] Give the name by which the infant of Watson’s white rat experiment was known.

ANSWER: “Little Albert”
