Tossups 

1. He earned a doctorate at the Sorbonne, before moving to San Francisco at the behest of Kenneth Rexroth. While there, he met many of the people with whom he is most associated, namely Gary Snyder, whom he termed “the Thoreau of the Beat Generation”, and Jack Kerouac, who included him in his novel The Subterraneans. In 1998 he was named the Poet Laureate of San Francisco. FTP, who is this poet and publisher probably most famous for publishing Allen Ginsburg’s Howl! as head of City Lights Bookstore in 1956?
          ANSWER: Lawrence Ferlinghetti 
2. It may become enlarged as a result of a number of diseases and disorders, including hereditary spherocytosis, bacterial endocarditis, Banti’s disease, and malaria. Approximately 10% of people have ancillary ones which form near the hilum of the primary, where blood vessels enter and leave the organ. FTP, what is this ductless organ, which is not necessary for life, prompting it to be removed often, and which is often associated with anger?
          ANSWER: Spleen 
3. It was first performed by the Boston Pops Orchestra in May 1947, with a televised performance by the NBC Symphony Orchestra following in September. Its four movements, parodies of more traditional titles, are Perpetual Emotion, Spiritual?, Scherzophrenia, and Conclusion!. FTP, name this symphony by the prolific composer Don Gillis, which resulted when his attempts to write his sixth symphony produced a very light-hearted work. 
          ANSWER: Symphony No. 5½ or A Symphony for Fun 
4. It is located far to the north and only the souls of warriors who die in battle, of people struck by lightning, and of women who die in childbirth do not go there. In one famous myth, Quetzalcoatl is said to have journeyed here in order to fetch bones for restoring human beings to life, and his request was only granted after he paraded before this realm’s king while blowing on a conch shell. FTP, name this ninth and lowest realm of the underworld from Aztec mythology.
          ANSWER: Mictlan 
5. His story was known to Arrian, who mentions it in his Anabasis of Alexander VIII, and a Greek translation of his story, entitled Periplus, is still extant. That translation is said to have been made from the version he inscribed on a tablet and dedicated in the temple of Ba’al Hammon. His journey ended after he rounded Cape Palmas and the “hairy women” he reports have been interpreted by some as being gorillas. FTP, name this Carthaginian, who is believed to have sailed along the west coast of Africa past Sierra Leone around 570 BCE. 
          ANSWER: Hanno the Navigator (prompt on Hanno) 
6. Jumpei, an entomologist, is doing some research in a desert. As he prepares to leave, the local villagers convince him to stay and he is lodged in a widow’s house that he descends into via a rope ladder. The next morning, however, he learns that the ladder has been taken and that he must now live in that house and help the widow with her task. FTP, name this 1962 novel by Kobo Abe in which Jumpei and the widow must prevent the house from being destroyed by the sand, while also finding water for the village. 
          ANSWER: Woman in the Dunes or Sunna no onna 
 7. Only two events have ever been recorded, though samples taken by Dr. Robert Heckey suggest that they may have occurred cyclically in Lake Kivu on the border between Rwanda and the Democratic Republic of the Congo. The first recorded event was in 1984 at Lake Monoun and it was caused by a large concentration of dissolved CO2 present in the lower depths of the lake. FTP, what is this type of cataclysmic event which occurred two years later at Lake Nyos killing 1800 people through asphyxia?
          ANSWER: Limnic Eruption 
8. In April, Bartolomé Mitre attempted an invasion, but his forces were checked for 2 years by the strategically located fortress of Humaitá. The Battle of Tuiuti, fought on the outskirts of Humaitá was the largest land battle in the history of South America. Eventually, the Brazilian navy was able to force its way up the Paraguay River and bombard Asunción, forcing Francisco López to flee to the north, where he died in 1870. FTP, this describes the end of what war which broke out after Brazil supported the Colorado Party over the López-supported Blanco Party in the Uruguayan Civil War?
          ANSWER: War of the Triple Alliance 
9. Much of its scenic geography is the result of glaciation, which produced Mt. Hope, Pinnacle Hill, and Cobb’s Hill, as well as the Genesee River Valley. Hemlock Lake and all of its watershed are owned by the city, which uses it as its primary source for fresh water. This city and its suburbs are home to 7 colleges and universities, including Eastman School of Music and Monroe Community College, named for the county in which it is located. FTP, name this city located in western New York, home to the world’s highest energy laser, OMEGA, at the Laboratory for Laser Energetics.
          ANSWER: Rochester, New York 
10. Amalia is disgraced when she rejects Sortini. Her sister, Olga, helps the main character and teaches him many of the villagers’ customs. Their brother, Barnabas, is a messenger and, although he is sensitive and somewhat immature, he helps the main character in trying to secure the appointments he seeks. Klamm is an official with whom the main character tries to secure a meeting and for much of the work Frieda is the main character’s fiancée. FTP, all of these and K. are characters in what novel by Franz Kafka?
          ANSWER: The Castle or Das Schloß 
11. It is used along with ammonium chloride as a flux when welding iron and steel, because it lowers the melting point of the iron oxide, allowing it to run off. It is also used in the production of fiberglass and is found naturally in the southwestern United States, the Atacama Desert, and Tibet. A soft, white, many-sided crystal which easily dissolves in water, FTP, this is what substance with the chemical formula Na2B4O7 used in making detergents and water softeners as well as in slime?
          ANSWER: Borax or Sodium Borate or Sodium Tetraborate 
12. His first term in the Senate followed Lot Morrill, whom he was chosen to replace. Before that, he had served as his state’s Republican Party chairman, personally organizing the campaigns for that party for over 20 years, and as a US Representative, including 6 years as Speaker. He sought the 1876 and 1880 Presidential nominations, but lost the first to Hayes and the second after his supporters joined John Sherman’s in backing James Garfield. FTP, who is this man, a politician from Maine, who was eventually selected as the Republican candidate in 1884, but lost to Grover Cleveland?
          ANSWER: James Gillespie Blaine 
13. Originally intended to last for a mere 6 months, much-needed renovation work began in March 2004. Faded sheets of aluminum from the outer hull are being replaced with stainless steel and pieces of that aluminum are being sold to the public to pay for the restoration. Three of its structures are unsupported and thus have been closed to the public for safety concerns, but the top provides a panoramic view of Brussels, while the other five contain objects from the 1950s. FTP, name this building which represents a unit cell of an iron crystal magnified 165 billion times. 

          ANSWER: Atomium 
14. It has been suggested that the high Muslim population in Bosnia is a result of this group converting to Islam en masse rather than submitting to Catholic or Orthodox suzerainty. The Catholic Church claimed that the Albigensenes had their “pope” amongst this group, which was often identified with the Syrian Massaliani and the Greek Euchites. They combined Manichean and Paulician teachings as well as being subject to the dualism of Gnosticism. FTP, name this heretical sect which was formed in Bulgaria during the reign of Peter I. 
          ANSWER: Bogomils or Bogomilism 
15. He introduced the scientific world to the gall wasp and wrote five books on the subject throughout his lifetime. He also wrote a standard textbook, Introduction to Biology, which unified the then-separate fields of botany and zoology and promoted study of evolution. Despite this, he is far more famous for his work in another field, which he received funding for through a grant from the Rockefeller Foundation beginning in 1938. FTP, name this man, the founder of Indiana University’s Institute for Research in Sex, Gender and Reproduction, which is now named for him. 
          ANSWER: Alfred Kinsey 
16. French was his first language, but he was a lifelong enemy of France and he was probably most at home in Burgundy, where he had been raised. His mother, Joanna the Mad, was the queen of Castile, but he acted as regent during much of her reign until her death in 1555, when he assumed the throne formally. He is often said to be the first King of Spain, but his son was the first to use that title. FTP, name this monarch, king of Spain from 1516 to 1556 and Holy Roman Emperor from 1519 to 1556. 
          ANSWER: Charles I of Spain or Charles V (accept variants of Charles) 
17. It, along with 3 other plays, took the award at the Dionysia in 472 BCE, and it was the 2nd play in a trilogy, which featured Phineas and Glaukus Potnieus. The play opens with the chorus and Atossa awaiting news of a battle, followed by a messenger providing a detailed description. The ghost of her husband appears to Atossa to explain that the defeat is a result of a bridge of ships used to cross the Hellespont. FTP, so goes what play by Aeschylus, which tells the tale of the Battle of Salamis and sees its tragic hero, Xerxes, return to Susa without recognizing his hubris? 
          ANSWER: The Persians or Persai 
18. The only species in the genus Heterocephalus, they are superbly adapted for their underground lifestyle, having the ability to move backwards and forwards at approximately the same speed. They are a eusocial species, living in groups between 20 and 300 members and having only one female who can reproduce, highly unique among mammals. Their skin lacks the neurotransmitter Substance P, preventing them from feeling pain and they are also unique because they are the only cold-blooded mammals. FTP, name this species whose most famous member is Rufus from Kim Possible. 
          ANSWER: Naked Mole Rat 
19. He has two brothers, Egil and Slagfidur, and the three of them were married to three Valkyries, but the Valkyries abandon them. According to another myth, he was married to Hervor, the swan maiden, who also leaves him. In both versions, he is left with a ring, of which he makes 700 duplicates. He was imprisoned by Nidud, but killed his sons, seduced his daughter, and fashioned wings with which he escaped. FTP, who is this Norse and Saxon smithy god, who forged the sword Balmung and the armor in which Beowulf slays Grendel?

          ANSWER: Weyland or Watlende or Völundr 
20. Some have suggested that its title is actually an anagram, meaning “Begone! I hold the secrets of God”, and interpret the painting accordingly, suggesting that it displays the site of Jesus’ grave. The first version shows a sexuality in the female that is not present in the later work, while the shepherds move from confusion to pensiveness upon finding a tomb. FTP, this describes what Nicolas Poussin painting, the name of which is an anagram of I! Tego arcane dei! and comes from the inscription found on that tomb?
          ANSWER: Et in Arcadia Ego 
21. One of the leading theories explaining their formation states that they are current or former binary star systems which are merging, creating a larger star, which burns hotter and more brightly than stars of similar age. One argument in favor of this theory cites that they are more numerous in denser regions, such as globular cluster cores. If this theory is not correct, then these stars contradict much of what is understood about stellar evolution. FTP, what is this class of stars found in open or globular clusters, which are hotter and bluer than neighboring cluster stars with the same luminosity?
          ANSWER: Blue Straggler 
22. Elesin, the title character, kills himself in the end, but instead of his suicide providing cosmic balance, as it was initially supposed to, he will suffer a degraded existence in the afterlife. His son, Olunde, who has returned from Europe, where he studied medicine, performs the ritual sacrifice instead, and it is his death which drives Elesin to commit suicide at the end. All of this occurs after Mr. Pilkington, the local British magistrate prevents Elesin from carrying out his ritual duty in, FTP, what play by Nobel laureate, Wole Solyinka?
          ANSWER: Death and the King’s Horseman 
23. Its principal axiom may have originated in Wilhelm von Humboldt’s essay, “Über das vergleichende Sprachstudium”. A more scientific approach to this concept can be traced to Franz Boas, whose work with Native American languages broadened his views, which he passed on to one of his pupils. Evidence for it may be found in the language of the Pirahã people, who have difficulty counting beyond three and whose language lacks any numeric terms, except one, two, and many. FTP, name this hypothesis, posited by two linguists, which has been argued for in fictional works such as 1984. 
          ANSWER: Sapir-Whorf Hypothesis 
24. Their English name comes from the Chinese name for one of the five tribes of the Yuezhi, who were forced west by the Xiongnu, or Huns. They first moved into Greco-Bactria, displacing the Hellenistic kingdom there, and they quickly adopted the Hellenized customs of that region, including a corrupted Greek script. After the death of Vasudeva I, the empire was divided and the Sassanids invaded Bactria and the Gupta Empire took the Gangetic plain, and this empire fell soon after. FTP, name this empire, which shares part of its name with a mountain range in Afghanistan and Pakistan. 
          ANSWER: Kushan Empire 
25. It appears to have first been discovered by Ibn Sahl in the 10th Century, who used it to work out the shapes of anaclastic lenses. Thomas Harriot rediscovered it in the 16th Century, though he did not publish the work, and it was discovered once again in the 17th Century, though the discoverer is debated, leading it to be called “la loi de Descartes” in France. FTP, what is this simple formula used to calculate the refraction of light when traveling between two media with different refractive indexes and named for a Dutch mathematician?

          ANSWER: Snell’s Law 

26. His favorite work is Consolatio Philosophiae. He was once nearly arrested outside of a D.H. Holmes’ department store while waiting for his mother to purchase some items from the bakery. He considers his trip to Baton Rouge three years ago to be the most traumatic experience in his life. He graduated from Tulane with a Master’s in Medieval Studies and he is deeply devoted to that time period, preferring it to the decadent culture and century in which he finds himself living. FTP, name this man, the main character of John Kennedy O’Toole’s A Confederacy of Dunces. 
          ANSWER: Ignatius J. Reilly (accept either)

1. Identify the following languages from a brief description of some of their dialects FTSNOP.
A. 15) There are two principal dialects, Tosk and Gheg, which are southern and northern variants respectively, separated by the Shkumbini River. 
          ANSWER: Albanian or Shqip 
B. 10) Tsakonian is a dialect which is now generally agreed to have descended from Doric, while Dhimotiki and Katharevousa are both derived from Koine. 
          ANSWER: Greek or Hellenika 
C. 5) Some of the many dialects of this language include Pitmanic, Geordie, Tyke, and Scouse, but there are also constructed dialects, such as E-Prime and Globish. 
          ANSWER: English 
2. Identify the following kingdoms, which were all part of the Anglo-Saxon heptarchy in England during the early Middle Ages, from a brief description F10PE.
A. Creoda is the first known king of this realm, the name of which comes from the Old English word for “boundary folk”. It is believed to have been named for its location between the Welsh and the Anglo-Saxons. 
          ANSWER: Mercia or Mierce 
B. It was originally formed by the union of Bernecia, the lands north of the River Tees, and Deira, corresponding to modern Yorkshire, under Æthelfrith. Under Oswald, it conquered Mercia, marking its greatest period, but it was reduced to the lands between the Tees and Tweed by the invasions of the Scots and Vikings. 
          ANSWER: Northumbria 

C. It was the first of the Anglo-Saxon kingdoms to be established in England and, under Æthelbert, it reached its zenith and was the first to accept Christianity. Its name is related to a Celtic tribe which lived there before the arrival of Germanic tribes, but little else is known until the arrival of Augustine in 597. 
          ANSWER: Kent 
3. Identify the following works of art which may or may not be related FTSNOP. 

A. 5) Among the inaccuracies in this painting are the small size of the primary craft, the phantom light sources, and the stance of the title character, which would be impossibly difficult to maintain during stormy conditions. Most famously, however, is the flag, which did not exist until 1777 and therefore could not have been at the title event. 
          ANSWER: Washington Crossing the Delaware 
B. 10) The title of this work was given by art dealer Fritz Gurlitt and the artist, Arnold Böcklin never explained the work. Several versions were made, but they all feature a white-clad figure and an oarsman in a small boat which is carrying another object, possibly a casket, across a dark expanse of water toward the title locale. 
          ANSWER: Isle of the Dead or Toteninsel 
C. 5) Originally part of a triptych which has been cut into many pieces, this Hieronymous Bosch painting is rife with symbols, such as the owl which represents heresy, the large roasted bird represents gluttony, and the nude people swimming outside of the title object represent lust. 
          ANSWER: Ship of Fools 
D. 10) The title character is portrayed as an adolescent boy and he is carrying a large banner depicting Salvador Dali’s wife Gala as The Blessed Virgin or possibly St. Helena. Dali painted himself in the background as a monk with a cross and the bumpy, pock-marked sphere in the front is a representation of the moon and other “new worlds”.
          ANSWER: The Discovery of America by Christopher Columbus 
4. Space, as it seems, is constantly amazing us, but we do manage to predict even weirder things. F10PE, identify the following hypothetical astronomical bodies from a brief description.
A. George Chapline suggested in April 2005 that these are the explanation behind black holes, the entropy of which is thought to be prohibited by quantum mechanics. They are said to be surrounded by a bubble of super-dense matter, similar to Bose-Einstein Condensate. 
          ANSWER: Gravastar or Dark Energy Star 
B. They have been postulated as means of transport in spacetime and possibly to other universes. They seem to be prohibited by the 2nd Law of Thermodynamics, because they are essentially the time reversal of a black hole, spewing out matter, rather than absorbing it. 
          ANSWER: White Hole 
C. This is a hypothetical type of black hole which some scientists believe could explain the dark matter problem, GRBs, the cosmological domain wall problem, and the cosmological monopole problem. They are said to have been created by density fluctuations present at shortly after the Big Bang. 
          ANSWER: Primordial Black Holes 
5. As one would expect, many of the world’s mythologies have featured some world beyond that in which we find ourselves now, and more often than not, the soul was accompanied to that other plane by a psychopomp. F10PE, identify these psychopomps from a brief description.
A. Though appearing in the Vedas and other religious works, this Persian deity became the most important of the gods created by Ahura Mazda in Zoroastrianism, taking the role of a god of air and light and protector of good and truth. As such, he was responsible for protecting souls while accompanying them to paradise. 
          ANSWER: Mithra or Mitra 
B. In the Vedas, he is portrayed as one of the twin sons of Surya, the first humans on Earth, and it was by virtue of his being the first to die that he became the ruler of the underworld. He is depicted as being among the wisest of the devas and he is also the lord of justice, occasionally being called Dharma. 
          ANSWER: Yama 
C. Perhaps the most famous psychopomp, this Egyptian deity has the head of a jackal because that animal was particularly associated with death and is said to have weighed a dead person’s heart against the weight of a feather to determine whether he or she had been good or wicked. 
          ANSWER: Anubis or Apnu or Wip or Yinepu 
6. Though far more controversial today, especially among Bosniaks, Ivo Andrić is one of the most famous Yugoslav writers and still an important cultural artifact. F10PE, identify the following Andrić works from a brief description. 
A. Andrić’s most famous work in the English-speaking world, this novel traces the history of the small town of Višegrad from the 16th Century to the beginning of World War I, tying all of the individual human experiences, the folklore, and the anecdotes of the different groups which live there through the enduring image of the title object. 

          ANSWER: The Bridge on the Drina or Na Drini ćuprija 
B. The second novel in Andrić’s so-called “Bosnian Trilogy”, this work relates the last three decades of the life of Raika Radaković, which coincide with the first three decades of the 20th Century. Following the last request of her father, an impoverished merchant, Raika seeks her whole life to never part with her small fortune, and dies unloved and unlovable.

          ANSWER: The Woman from Sarajevo or Gospođica 
C. Set in the Bosnian town of Travnik, this work details the period from 1807-1814 when Ottoman viziers and French and Austrian consuls vied for control of Bosnia, while the local citizenry, comprised of Catholic Croats, Orthodox Serbs, Muslim Bosniaks, Jews, and Gypsies unite only in their contempt for these outsiders. 

          ANSWER: The Bosnian Chronicles or Travinčka hronika 
7. 30-20-10, identify the country from clues.
A. 30) The Lhopu, an ethnic group concentrated in the southwestern part of the country, are thought by many to be the aboriginal inhabitants of this country, as the Ngalop, the largest ethnic group, share cultural, physical, and linguistic traits with this country’s neighbor to the north. 

B. 20) Recognized by the UN as sovereign the year before, in 1972 King Jigme Singye Wangchuck introduced his concept of the Gross National Happiness to measure this country’s standard of living in a way more in keeping with its Buddhist culture. 
C. 10) Despite this, the country is faced with many problems, including groups of exiled Nepalese citizens, Assamese separatists staging attacks from within this country’s borders, and the creation of a new communist party, which seeks to overthrow the monarchy based out of Thimphu. 
          ANSWER: Bhutan or Druk Yul or Druk Tsendhen 
8. We all know that scientists continue to drop the ball on discovering the graviton, but did you know that they’ve also forgotten to discover many other hypothetical particles? Identify the following hypothetical particles from a brief description F10PE. 
A. They have no charge and a very small mass, ranging from 10-6 to 10-2 eV/c2. Currently being sought by the CAST experiment, they were proposed by the Peccei-Quinn Theory to resolve the strong-CP problem in quantum chromodynamics. 
          ANSWER: Axion 
B. This is a hypothetical particle which emerges as an excitation of the metric tensor and whose properties, as shown by the Kaluza-Klein Theory, are indistinguishable from the photon. It theories with extended supersymmetry, it is seen as a superpartner of the graviton. 
          ANSWER: Graviphoton 
C. This is the general name for any particle which, as predicted in Grand Unified Theory and some superstring theories, has net magnetic charge. While searching for them, Blas Cabrera recorded an event on February 14, 1982, which had the perfect signature for these particles, but which has not been reproduced since. 
          ANSWER: Magnetic Monopole 
9. Identify the following ancient Greek sculptors F15PE. 

A. Hermes in his work Hermes with the Infant Dionysius is considered a mark of his great genius, though the child is not realistic. His two most notable works are Apollo Sauroktonos, which depicts Apollo leaning against a tree and killing a lizard with an arrow, and Aphrodite of Knidos, which is one of the first statues of an entirely nude female. 
          ANSWER: Praxiteles 
B. Considered by the Greeks to be the greatest sculptor, most of his fame relies solely on two giant statues in ivory and gold, the statue of Zeus for his temple at Olympia and the statue of Athena for the Parthenon in Athens. 
          ANSWER: Pheidias or Phidias 
10. Identify what each of the following chemists won a Noble prize for F15PE, or F10PE if you need a description of their subject. 
A. 15) Alan J. Heeger, Alan G. MacDiarmid, and Hideki Shirakawa in 2000

     10) Almost all of them are organic and, because they have extended delocalized bonds, they have a band structure which is similar to silicon. Almost all known varieties are semiconductors, but a few so-called zero gap band varieties might behave like conductors. 

          ANSWER: “for their discovery and development of Conductive Polymers” 
B. 15) Robert Curl, Sir Harold Kroto, and Richard Smalley in 1996

    10) There is currently research regarding them that suggests they may pose health problems for living organisms, though they were originally thought to be inert. They may present breakthroughs in the fields of heat resistance, superconductivity, and nanotechnology, and they are one of the four naturally occurring forms of carbon. 
          ANSWER: “for their discovery of Fullerenes”  
11. Identify each of the following operas which were first performed in the 21st Century from a brief description F10PE. 
A. Consisting of 10 scenes in one act, it opens with the title character aged and blind from looking too long at the Sun. He begins to recall many of the events of his life, including the death of his daughter Maria Celeste, and it closes with an opera inside an opera, as the title character watches a work by his father. 
          ANSWER: Galileo Galilei 
B. The cast of characters in this opera, composed by Rachel Portman to a libretto by Nicolas Wright, include the Fox, the Water, the Snake, and the Rose, as well as a chorus of Stars. The title character meets a number of other characters as well, including the Businessman, the Lamplighter, and the Pilot, before he must eventually return to Asteroid B-612. 
          ANSWER: The Little Prince – A Magical Opera  
C. This opera is the first by composer Richard Danielpour and it was the first libretto for author Toni Morrison. Based in large part on her novel Beloved, this opera features a cast of nearly 100, separate choruses representing the slaves and slave-owners, a hanging on stage, and black powder pistols. 
          ANSWER: Margaret Garner 
12. Identify the following plays by Eugene O’Neill from characters F10PE, or F5PE if you need a brief synopsis.

A. 10) Capt. Adam Brant, Hazel Niles, Lavinia and Christine Mannon

     5) Brant is Christine’s lover and the illegitimate brother of her husband, Ezra. He also seduces Lavinia, who, with her brother Orin, plots Brant’s murder, after they learn that he and their mother murdered Ezra. In the end, Lavinia and Orin assume the same roles as their parents and Orin commits suicide, while Lavinia entombs herself in the family estate. 

          ANSWER: Mourning Becomes Electra 

B. 10) Paddy, Mildred’s Aunt, Mildred Douglas, and Yank

     5) Yank is the lead stoker aboard an ocean liner on which Mildred and her aunt are traveling to Europe. Upon meeting Yank, she calls him a filthy beast and faints, sending Yank into a fury. He then learns that he does not belong, as he is thrown out of the I.W.W. for fear that he is a spy. He visits the zoo where he releases the title creature, which kills him. 

          ANSWER: The Hairy Ape 
C. 10) Hugo Kalmar, Larry Slade, Theodore “Hickey” Hickman, and Harry Hope

     5) Parritt arrives at the bar and asks for Larry’s help after his comrades were arrested for a bombing on the Coast. Hickey prods Larry to help, but Parritt later reveals that he sold his friends out for money. Hickey, after encouraging everyone to forget their pipe dreams confesses to the murder of his wife and is arrested, while Parritt commits suicide. 

          ANSWER: The Iceman Cometh 
13. Identify the following about the beginning of the Peloponnesian War FTSNOP.
A. 5,15) Name the two city-states, between which a conflict arose precipitating the war. The navy of one was second in Greece only to that of Athens, while the other was so minor that Thucydides describes its location in his The History of the Peloponnesian War. 

          ANSWER: Corcyra and Epidamnus (accept in either order)
B. 5) This city-state sided with Epidamnus, but Athens, wishing to prevent it from capturing the other’s fleet, aided Corcyra. Athens prevented the army of this city from landing at Corcyra during the Battle of Sybota and they appealed to the Spartans and the Peloponnesian League for help. 
          ANSWER: Corinth 
C. 10) The Spartans were initially wary of joining Corinth, because of a treaty signed in 447, which promised peace for 30 years, but saw the danger of Athens’ growing power when it issued a series of economic sanctions on this Corinthian ally located between Corinth and Athens. 
          ANSWER: Megara 
14. F5PE and a bonus 5 for all correct, identify the isthmus which connects the following land masses. 
A. This is, in all actuality, a former isthmus, which, before the cutting of a namesake canal, connected the Peloponnesos to Attica in Greece.
          ANSWER: Isthmus of Corinth  
B. Representing the shortest distance between the Gulf of Mexico and the Pacific Ocean, this isthmus connects Central America and the Yucatan Peninsula with the rest of Mexico. 
          ANSWER: Isthmus of Tehuantepec 
C. Consisting of low-lying land dominated by Tantramar Marshes, this isthmus unites mainland Nova Scotia with the rest of North America. 
          ANSWER: Isthmus of Chignecto 
D. Split between Thailand and Myanmar and separating the Andaman Sea and the Gulf of Thailand, this is the narrow bridge which connects the Malay Peninsula with rest of Asia. 
          ANSWER: Isthmus of Kra 
E. With the Tatar name Orqapi, this is the isthmus which connects the Crimean Peninsula with the Ukrainian mainland. 
          ANSWER: Isthmus of Perekop 
15. Identify the following Judaic denominations from a brief description F10PE.
A. Taking their name from the Hebrew word for “readers”, this denomination is characterized for its reliance on strict, literal interpretations of the Tanakh as the only source for required religious practice. The leaders of this denomination in Israel are primarily of Egyptian Jewish descent and most of those residing in America live near Daly City, California. 
          ANSWER: Karaite Judaism or Karaism 
B. Often called Ultra-Orthodox by outsiders, this group, whose name comes from the Hebrew word for “one who trembles”, often maintains styles of dress from the 18th and 19th centuries, and they discourage watching television, reading secular newspapers, using the internet, or studying at secular universities. 
          ANSWER: Haredi Judaism or Haredim or Haredism 
C. Founded in the 18th Century by Israel ben Eliezer as a response to the perceived “academic” nature of Jewish customs, this group, whose name comes from the Hebrew words for “loving kindness”, seeks to reemphasize spirituality and joy. Almost immediately, a schism developed and members of this group dubbed their opponents the mitnagdim. 
          ANSWER: Hasidic Judaism or Hasidim or Hasidism 
16. Identify the following about the phylum Cnidaria F10PE.
A. For a long time, this term was used to classify Cnidaria, but its usage has ceased more recently because ctenophores or comb jellies, which constitute their own small phylum. 
          ANSWER: Coelenterata or Coelentera 
B. For many years, this class, which includes the obelia and the infamous Portuguese man-of-war, was considered to be the most primitive of the cnidarians. 
          ANSWER: Hydrozoa or Hydrozoans 
C. Evidence now suggests that this class, which includes of the sea fans, coral, and sea anemones, and which is the only class to lack the medusa phase, was actually the first to diverge.
          ANSWER: Anthozoa or Anthozoans 
17. Though the US has long been one of the world’s leading economic powers, there have been a number of financial crises which have had long-reaching consequences for American finance. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, identify the following financial crises from a brief description. 
A. The compromise tariff which resulted from the Nullification Crisis decreased national revenue, prompting Treasury Secretary Levi Woodbury to issue the Specie Circular, requiring specie be used for all federal land purchases. In the end, this caused more than half of the nation’s 800 banks to fail or partially fail, and prevented Martin Van Buren’s reelection. 
          ANSWER: Panic of 1837 
B. Factors contributing to this panic including the British pulling investment from American banks, Russia’s return to the international grain market, depressing prices, and the sinking of the S.S. Central America with 30,000 pounds of gold on route from San Francisco to eastern mints. 
          ANSWER: Panic of 1857 
C. Proponents of monetarism suggest that this crisis was the result of credit tightening at the hands of the directors of the Second Bank of the United States, who were skeptical of the lending practices of the “wildcat banks” in the West. The Austrian School, however, suggests that it stemmed from the strain in specie reserves caused by the War of 1812. 
          ANSWER: Panic of 1819 

D. Serious, though short-lived thanks to the quick response of J.P. Morgan and Treasury Secretary George Cortelyou, this panic resulted from F. Augustus Heinze’s speculating tactics, which saw many competing banks battle against his Knickerbocker Trust. The final straw occurred after his brothers failed to corner United Copper. 
          ANSWER: Panic of 1907 
18. Anti-Heroes have provided many of the best characters in 20th Century literature. F10PE, identify the following anti-heroes from a brief description, or F5PE, if you need the work in which you would find them.
A 10) He abhors sex as a result of spying on his parents when he was younger, but is nonetheless obsessed with losing his virginity like any other teenage boy. He eventually marries Rose in order to keep her from going to the police, but abuses her, in large part because of he cannot relate to her and because he is sexually in adequate. 

    5) Brighton Rock by Graham Greene 
          ANSWER: Pinkie Brown (accept either) 
B. 10) A scholar of French poetry, he has been attracted to pubescent girls since the death of his first love, Annabel, and marries a woman just to be closer to her daughter, Dolores Haze. Eventually, Dolores runs off with Clare Quilty, a pedophile, and this character searches for her, eventually killing Clare. 
     5) Lolita by Vladimir Nabakov 
          ANSWER: Humbert Humbert 
C. 10) He enjoys speaking in Romany and Nadsat, an invented slang based on Russian and English, and is a big fan of classical music, specifically “lovely, lovely Ludwig van” Beethoven. Eventually arrested for murder, he is forced to undergo the Ludovico Treatment while in prison and becomes painfully nauseous at the thought of violence. 
     5) A Clockwork Orange by Anthony Burgess 
          ANSWER: Alexander or Alex DeLarge 
19. Identify the following Chinese poets from the Tang Dynasty from a brief description, F10PE.
A. He wished to serve his country as a capable civil servant, but has been immortalized as the Poet-Historian or Poet-Sage. He is noted for mastering all of the forms of Chinese poetry, either by making outstanding contributions or contributing outstanding examples, and his works range from direct and colloquial to allusive and consciously literary. 
          ANSWER: Dù Fŭ or Dù Shàolíng or Dù Gōngbù 
B. As an official under the Tang, he avoided aiding the rebels during the An Lushan revolt by pretending to be deaf and he influenced what later became the Southern school of landscape painting. He is often called the Poet Buddha and is best known for quatrains depicting quiet scenes of water and mist and lacking human presence. 
          ANSWER: Wang Wei 
C. Called the Poet Immortal, he is said to have died when trying to embrace the moon’s reflection in a river. Ezra Pound made English translations of his poems and Gustav Mahler set some to music in Das Lied von der Erde. Among his most famous works are Changgan Xing, or A River Merchant’s Wife, and Yuè Xià Dú Zhoú, or Drinking Alone Under the Moon. 
          ANSWER: Lĭ Bó or Li Bai 
20. Much to the US’s discredit, it has supported many rightist dictatorships in the name of fighting communism. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, identify the following dictators who secured American backing.
A. He was one of the leading ministers, thanks to CIA backing, in a right-wing Laotian government. Working from his competing capital of Savannakhet, in December, 1960, he overthrew the neutralist government headed by Kong Le and Quinim Pholsena. In 1962, he was forced into another neutralist government, after CIA aid was cutoff. 

          ANSWER: Phoumi Nosavan 
B. He was a friend of Pat Robertson while serving in the government of Joseph Kasavubu, and was supported by the CIA in a coup which overthrew Kasavubu. Because of his role in the Cold War, such as supporting UNITA in Angola, he was propped up by the US until Zaire’s overwhelming economic problems forced him to create a coalition government in 1990.
          ANSWER: Joseph-Désiré Mobutu or Mobutu Sese Seko Nkuku wa za Banga
C. He was educated in Philadelphia and served with the National Guard created by the US Marines, commanding that group after US withdrawal in 1933. After organizing the assassination of Augusto Sandino, he led a coup which overthrew the democratically elected government, and founded a dictatorship which ruled Nicaragua for 42 years. 

          ANSWER: Anastasio Samoza García (do not accept Anastasio Samoza Debayle)
D. He came to power with the help of the CIA and Operation PBSUCCESS, after being recommended by Anastasio Samoza. He took office in 1954 and immediately began purges of the Guatemalan government and trade unions and reversal of the reforms made under Jacobo Arbenz Guzmán. 
          ANSWER: Carlos Castillo Armas 
21. Four elements, Erbium, Terbium, Ytterbium, and Yttrium, have been named for the village of Ytterby, Sweden. F10PE, identify to which of those element each of the following statements apply. 
A. It was discovered in 1843 by Carl Gustaf Mosander and it is used in alloys in electronics, while its oxide is used in green phosphors in fluorescent lamps and color TV screens. 

          ANSWER: Terbium 
B. It was used as the secret element in a superconductor produced at the University of Houston which operated at above 90K. 
          ANSWER: Yttrium 

C. It is most often commercially extracted from monazite sand and it is used to strengthen stainless steel and occasionally in dentistry. 
          ANSWER: Ytterbium 

22. We learn about the story of the Deluge and Utnapishtim in the Epic of Gilgamesh. F10PE, identify the following about his story.
A. This god of water, intelligence, and creation is said to have told Utnapishtim about Enlil’s plan to flood the world and destroy humanity. Consequently, Utnapishtim built a giant boat, saving his family and one of every species of animal. 
          ANSWER: Ea or Enki 

B. After his boat came to rest on the mountain of Nisir, Utnapishtim released three birds so that he would know when it was safe to disembark. The dove and swallow both returned to the ship, but this bird did not return. 
          ANSWER: Raven 

C. Sumerian myth also tells us that Utnapishtim and his family were granted immortality and taken to this paradise, the site of the Sumerian creation story, to live out the rest of their days. Archaeological evidence suggests the site for this mythological island may be Bahrain. 

          ANSWER: Dilmun or Telmon 
23. Like many other issues falling under the 1st Amendment, the Supreme Court has found itself dealing with pornography on several occasions. F10PE, identify these Supreme Court decisions which involve pornography.
A. Rubin Gottesman was arrested for trafficking in child pornography and challenged the Protection of Children Against Sexual Exploitation Act on the grounds that the word “knowingly” did not grammatically extend to the next clause. Voting 7 to 2, with Scalia and Thomas dissenting, the court found that if a constitutional reading exists, it must be used. 
          ANSWER: United States v. X-Citement Video 
B. A Cleveland Heights’ theater owner was fined for showing the French film Les Amants, which the state had deemed obscene. Upon appeal, the Supreme Court disagreed, but without a majority opinion. The most famous result of this case was Potter Stewart’s declaration that “[he] know[s] it when [he] see[s] it” with regard to hardcore pornography. 
          ANSWER: Jacobellis v. Ohio 
C. 7 years before Jacobellis, the court defined one approach to obscenity in these two cases, which held that obscenity was not protected and that this term referred to anything whose “dominant theme taken as a whole appeals to the prurient interest” to the “average person, applying contemporary community standards”. Name either. 
          ANSWER: Roth v. United States or Alberts v. California 
24. Identify the French playwright of each of the following plays F10PE, or F5PE if you need an easier set of plays.
A. 10) Les Engagements du hazard; Camma; Stilico 
     5) Le Faint Astrologue; Timocrate; Ariane 
          ANSWER: Thomas Corneille 
B. 10) l’Illusion comique; l’Imitation de Jésus-Christ; Médée 
     5) le Menteur; Cinna; Le Cid 
          ANSWER: Pierre Corneille 
C. 10) Alexandre le grand; Esther; Andromaque 
     5) Britannicus; Bérénice; Phèdre 
          ANSWER: Jean Racine 
25. Identify the following primary types of lava flow F10PE.

A. It is characterized by a rough and rubbly surface composed of broken blocks of lava called clinker. As the lava flows, pieces of clinker at the tip fall down in front of the lava and are covered, depositing clinker on both the top and the bottom of the lava flow.

          ANSWER: Áá  

B. This type of lava flow has a smooth surface and is characterized by “toes” of molten lava breaking through a cooler, hardened surface. Often, the flowing lava results in odd shapes and textures known as lava sculpture.

          ANSWER: Pāhoehoe 

C. Typically formed when lava exudes from underwater volcanic vents or when a lava flow enters the water, this type of flow is characterized by several large blobs which are connected. Because the lava cools upon touching the water, it hardens, forming a thin crust, which then cracks and produces other blobs of lava, which continue the cycle.

          ANSWER: Pillow Lava 
26. Identify the following African countries from the situation in which they gained their independence F10PE.

A. In 1947, 4 British territories in West Africa, Gold Coast, Ashanti protectorate, Fante protectorate, and British Togoland were all joined to form a single colony. In 1951 the Convention People’s Party, led by Dr. Kwame Nkrumah, took power over the colonial government and led the nation to independence in 1956. 

          ANSWER: Ghana 

B. A 1952 UN resolution united it with Ethiopia, an unpopular move in this territory formerly known as Italian Somaliland. In 1962, a long war of independence began which did not end until a UN brokered armistice in 1991 led to a 1993 referendum which saw this country secede from Ethiopia.

          ANSWER: Eritrea 

C. Three groups formed to oust the Portuguese, the FNLA, UNITA, and MPLA. The first was backed by South Africa, the second by China, and the third by Cuba. The MPLA eventually gained the upper hand and declared independence in 1975, on the same day that the Portuguese fled the capital city. A long civil war has followed this independence. 

          ANSWER: Angola
