Literature
In the longest episode, he has a vision of his father Virag, and imagines Bella, the madame of a brothel, turning into a man and himself becoming a debased whore.  Earlier in the novel, he examines statues of goddesses at the local museum, where the novel’s other protagonist is arguing to A.E. Russell that Shakespeare most resembles King, rather than Prince, Hamlet.  Wanting the second protagonist to become the son that Rudy’s death left him without, he eventually takes the younger man to his home on Eccles Street, where earlier Blazes Boylan had slept with his wife, the narrator of the final episode, Molly.  For 10 points, name this protagonist of James Joyce’s Ulysses.

ANSWER: Leopold Bloom

The title noun is described as “lost of old, play and lose and have done with losing” towards the curtain by the central character, whose final words are “You…remain.”  That character is first described as being “in a dressing-gown, a stiff toque on his head, a large blood-stained handkerchief over his face, a whistle hanging from his neck.”  The play takes place inside one house, as an abstract apocalypse has destroyed everything outside it.  The protagonist’s father and mother, Nagg and Nell, live in two bins next to him, unable to get out, and all three are tended to by a servant who cannot sit, named Clov.  For 10 points, name this play about the blind Hamm, by Samuel Beckett.

ANSWER: Endgame (or Fin de partie)
The family name is the same.  One wrote about  Kenji, who guides foreigners around Japan’s sex tourism scene, in his most recent novel to be translated, while the other’s most recent novel to be translated is about a man who lost his mental faculties on a mushroom-picking trip and a teenager with an alter-ego named Crow.  The latter also wrote a tetrology about an unnamed narrator and his alter-ego Rat, which included Pinball 1973, while the former authored the book upon which the movie Audition was based, as well as winning the Akutagawa prize for a novel about the hedonism of teens around a military base.  For 10 points, name these authors of Almost Transparent Blue and The Wind-Up Bird Chronicle, Riyu and Haruki.

ANSWER: Murakami  

A brief controversy surfaced earlier this decade over this work, towards the end of which many die after a suicide that brings down two towering columns. The protagonist bemoans his fate to his father Manoa and others, including his wife and betrayer. Eventually he decides he has the power to influence his life and when he is exhibited at festivities to Dagon that he destroys the building and kills many of his enemies along with himself. FTP, what is this John Milton poem?

ANSWER: Samson Agonistes

He recounted the final days of Anton Chekhov in semi-biographical style, ending with the boy who goes to fetch his doctor, in one of his last stories, “Errand.”  In a more famous story, one character uses the example of an elderly couple in the hospital after an automobile accident to examine the title concept, as everyone slowly gets drunk in the kitchen.  Drunkeness is important to many of his stories, such as one where a blind friend of the narrator’s husband gets drunk with him and together they draw the title structure.  For 10 points, name this American minimalist short story writer of “What We Talk About When We Talk About Love” and “Cathedral.”
ANSWER: Raymond Carver
The selling of souls to the Devil, ruins of old castles, the Wandering Jew, gypsies, and the Spanish Inquisition all appear in this early work of romanticism. Ambrosio seduces Matilda and rapes Antonia, who has an affair with Lorenzo whose sister is buried alive by nuns. For ten points, what is this lurid Gothic novel by Matthew Lewis, with some similarities to the later libelous tract, The Awful Disclosures of Maria Monk?

ANSWER: The Monk
Speaking of Milton, answer the following questions about a novel that begins with two men falling into the English Channel from an exploding airplane.  For 10 points each:
A. [10] The novel is the story of the fantastic adventures of two Indians in England, one of whom is mentally unhinged and has dreams that got the book’s author into enormous trouble.

History

This war had theatres of operations and ancillary conflicts stretching across the globe:  the Russian capture of Helsinki, the English capture of Louisbourg, the French capture of Madras, and Bonnie Prince Charlie’s rebellion in Scotland.   However, the main focus of the war was in Europe.  For France, Marshal de Saxe took Belgium, while Marshal de Broglie aided their Bavarian allies with slightly less success.  Despite this, the French gained little from the peace treaty—but their Prussian allies gained tremendously, annexing Silesia and cementing their status as a Great Power.  FTP, name this 18th century war concluded by the Treaty of Aix-la-Chappelle.

ANSWER:
War of Austrian Succession
His largest victory came at the Battles of the Liman, in which he crushed the Turkish fleet, sinking fifteen of their ships at a cost of only one of his own.  Despite this impressive victory, he was soon quietly forced to retire due to the efforts of other admirals.  The resentment against him may have come from his meteoric rise in rank—promoted directly from Captain to a Rear Admiral in the Russian Navy—and eighteen years before that, he was simply a merchant captain with a bad reputation for flogging sailors.  His big break came due to his connection with Richard Henry Lee, who secured him a commission on the Alfred.  FTP, name this Scottish-born captain best known for his service in the American Navy on the Bonhomme Richard.

ANSWER:
John Paul Jones
After working as a professor of economics, he entered politics as Finance Minister in 1928, and became Prime Minister in 1932. His opposition to democracy, decolonization, and socialism have led him to be labeled fascist, but he advocated neutrality in World War II, outlawed more explicit fascists, and did not use the death penalty. He supported Ian Smith’s Rhodesia after its Unconditional Declaration of Independence from the United Kingdom through Mozambique, at the same time his country’s colonial possessions were seeing independence movements following the seizure of Goa. For ten points, who was this man, Prime Minister of Portugal from 1932 to 1968?

ANSWER: Antonio de Oliveira Salazar
He was played by Marlon Brando in 1979’s Roots: The Next Generations in which he is interviewed by Alex Haley for Playboy. He first became interested in the political ideology with which he is most associated while in the US Navy in the 1950s. His 1965 campaign for the governorship of Virginia was unsuccessful. His opposition to racial integration is most notable for his coining the phrase “white power,” the title of one of his books. In 1969 he was shot and killed by a follower whom he had accused of Bolshevik sympathies. For ten points, who was the founder of the American Nazi Party?

ANSWER: George Lincoln Rockwell
This man claimed descent from, among others, Muhammad’s cousin ‘Ali.  This genealogical propaganda went hand-in-hand with his monumental building campaigns—the Castilian ambassador to his court, Ruy de Clavijo, was mightily impressed by such structures as the Shrine of Ahmad Yasavi and the Bibi Khanum Mosque.  The construction of the latter required the use of nearly a hundred elephants, recently captured in his 1398 sack of Delhi.  FTP, name this Central Asian conqueror memorialized in two plays by Christopher Marlowe.


ANSWER: 
Timur
(accept Tamerlane or any reasonable variant)

Under the pseudonym Frank Talk, he wrote a series of articles entitled “I Write What I Like” between 1969 and 1972.  In the earliest, he criticized the ineffectiveness of the integrated NUSAS in his role as president of the new SASO, and argued in others that racial solidarity, development, and pride were necessary before integration, an idea he called “Black Consciousness.”  In the final article in this series, before he was “banned” and prevented from publishing or publicly speaking, he concluded by saying “down with Bantustans!” For 10 points, name this South African activist who died of a “hunger strike” in prison in 1977, the subject of Denzel Washington’s portrayal in Cry Freedom.
ANSWER: Steven Bantu Biko

Science

A version of this was described (and patented) in 1838, but it was only first used commercially seventy years later after added technology made it commercially feasible.  It takes place in two steps; the first uses a platinum-rhodium catalyst, while the second dissolves the resultant product in water, creating a dilute solution of the desired product.  The process greatly aided Germany in World War I, allowing them to produce chemicals needed for the war effort rather than importing Chilean saltpeter—in conjunction with the Haber process used to create the required ammonia reagent.  FTP, name this chemical process used in the synthesis of nitric acid. 

ANSWER:
Ostwald Process

Its consequences include the existence of linear functionals that separate points and the existence of linear functionals that separate subspaces and their complements. It has real and complex forms that state that a linear functional on a subspace that is dominated by a sublinear function has a linear extension to the whole space also dominated by this sublinear function. FTP, name this fundamental theorem in functional analysis, credited to two mathematicians, one of whom lends his name to complete normed spaces.

ANSWER: The Hahn-Banach (Separation) Theorem
In 1911, Einstein published a paper showing that relativity needed to be invoked in order to solve this problem.  Nevertheless, the phenomenon can be mostly explained classically, by an analog to simple harmonic motion.  Incident electromagnetic radiation acts to vibrate the molecules with an amplitude varying inversely with the fourth power of the wavelength, emitting electromagnetic radiation of its own—a process known as Rayleigh scattering.  The specific color seen can be explained by cone cells’ relative insensitivity to violet light.  FTP, identify this question which has long puzzled five-year-olds everywhere.
ANSWER: 
Why is the sky blue? (accept logical equivalents.  Prompt on Rayleigh scattering before “Rayleigh scattering”)

One promising new technique is involves passing the target molecule through nanopores and measuring the change in current. However, a picoliter-scale approach to the problem, using the standard technique massively in parallel, offers the same advantages in speed and coverage. The standard technique involves amplification with PCR and then chain termination with radioactively labeled or fluorescently dyed dideoxy bases. FTP, name this problem in biology of determining the primary sequence of a certain peptide.

A prolific author of both academic articles and software, he has earned many honors including the first ACM Grace Murray Hopper Award in 1971. Name this professor emeritus at Stanford University who, for ten points, created the TeX (tech) typesetting system.

Fine Arts

Born in Nagoya, Japan, in 1898, he spent his youth adulthood working in his father's factory before an extended stay in Europe, where he befriended Albert Einstein, found his wife Waltraud, and studied violin with Karl Klinger. Returning to Japan just before the Second World War, he formed a string quartet and took positions at the Imperial School of Music and the Kunitachi Music School. After the displacement caused by the war, he began teaching violin to orphans and developing a philosophy of education inspired by how after hearing a recording of Schubert's Ave Maria, he taught himself by ear. Name this creator of a method for learning music just as one acquired language which, for ten points, bears his name.


ANSWER: Shin'ichi Suzuki
A dolphin bearing the subject’s son sits by one sculpted by Cleomenes , a replica of which found its way into the Medici collection.  Another, no longer extant, though replicated by the Kaufman Head and the Colonna version, was commissioned from Praxiteles in dressed and undressed versions by the people of Knidos, the latter of which became famous being the first depiction of the subject as proudly nude.  The most famous, located in Section 12 of the Aile Sully, is letting her robe fall, though we don’t know what her arms were supposed to be doing.  For 10 points, name this mythological sculptural subject, best-known of which is from the island of Milos.
ANSWER: Venus (or Aphrodite)

And entirely black-and-white rug sits in the center of this painting, while a 19th-century portrait hangs on the wall next to a blown-up poster of a cover of Romance magazine.  In the back, behind the window, is a marquee for the movie The Jazz Singer.  In this miniature painting, one nearly-naked woman sits on the couch on the right with a lampshade on her head, while the other stands in the far left background overly miniaturized, vacuuming the stairs.  A huge phallic lollilop is held by the central figure, a cut-out of Charles Atlas.  For 10 points, name this piece of pop art with a long, advertising-influenced title, by Richard Hamilton.

For 10 points each, name these High Medieval cathedrals.

A. [10] Built in the mid-13th century, this cathedral’s 404-foot spire is the highest in Britain.  A favorite subject of John Constable, it is only one of two British cathedrals to lack bells.

B. [10] Perhaps the most famous High Gothic cathedral, this French church built on the site of cathedrals that had burned down in 1020 and 1134 used four rib vaults instead of six, reaching nave heights of 121 feet.

C. [10] At 200,000 cubic meters of volume at a nave height twenty feet higher than Chartres, this Picardy cathedral is the largest in France.  Notably, its floor pattern extensively uses the swastika.

Religion/Mythology/Philosophy

Its founder was revered for his skill at painting for centuries after his death, even among those who branded him a heretic.  After the death of its founder, it spread quickly; within twenty years, Diocletian had condemned their organizers and leaders “to the fire.”  The religion took greatest hold, however, in Central Asia, in Soghdiana and most notably under the Uighurs, who had it as their state religion.  St. Augustine was originally a practitioner of this religion before converting to Christianity, and it is believed that it did have a significant effect on his theology. Recent thought experiments involving this idea include variations on the “brain in a vat” idea, that a brain can never know whether it is in a head or whether a mad scientist is controlling it from a vat.  It first appears in the end of Rene Descartes’ first Metaphysical Meditation as the epitome of Descartes’ system of doubt. The entire universe might be an illusion it creates, but it cannot change the fact that Descartes perceives what he perceives and that he thinks. For ten points, what is the term for this hypothesis whereby everything in the universe is the product of a malevolent being?
ANSWER: malin genie (accept evil demon or similar answers)

His enemy once tried to have sex with him in the dominant position, but he diverted the semen into a river and then masturbated onto his enemy’s lettuce, thus making it seem later that, due to the presence of semen, he had taken the dominant sexual role over his enemy.  His “four sons” Hapi, Imset, Duamutef, and Qebehsenuf represent the four canopic jars, and he was occasionally conflated with the war god Anhur, since they both were called “The Savior.” He has other connections to Jesus, as he was often identified as the resurrected form of and the son of the lord of the dead, Osiris.  For 10 points, name this Egyptian opponent of Set, wife of Isis, and god of the sky, identified with the falcon.
