1. They may cease to exist in a Markowitz model, although rational actors can introduce them in more complicated scenarios. When they are injected into the Slutsky Equation, the result is a uniquely negative semidefinite symmetry. Alfred Marshall devoted approximately ten lines of his Principles of Economics to them originally, and Uriel Spingel argued that public transportation was one. They clearly differ from the Veblen type, which factor in conspicuous consumption, and two Harvard economists have made the case for rice and noodles being ones in parts of China. FTP, name these theoretical inferior goods most famously exemplified by potatoes during the Irish potato famine.  

ANSWER: Giffen good (prompt inferior goods)
2. Much of this battle was fought for control of a brick house, and in its aftermath John Coffin’s cavalry was unable to pursue the retreating attackers. Isaac Allen’s New Jersey volunteers and John Cruger’s battalion of DeLancey’s Brigade faded in the initial attack. When the attackers paused to loot the camp, they were picked off by Henry Sheridan’s New York volunteers and routed by a battalion led by John Marjoribanks. Following the loss of Fort Ninety-Six, Alexander Stewart had stopped his army to gather provisions, at which point they were attacked on September 8th, 1781, by a force under Nathanael Greene.  Technically a loss for Continental forces, FTP name this battle of the American Revolution which took place outside of Charleston, South Carolina.

ANSWER: Battle of Eutaw Springs

(READER NOTE: the ch in Usnach is guttural, as in Bach, not as in church)

3. She lived for a time in Alba with her companions, whose chanting caused every beast and cow within earshot to give two-thirds more milk.  A man sent to protect her and her three companions was forced by an oath to attend several ale feasts, and a man sent to spy on her lost an eye to a thrown fidchell piece.  The sight of a raven sipping blood in the snow prefigured her affair with a son of Usnach [OOS-nach].  Fergus took up service with Ailill [AL-il] and Medb [MAYV] after Eogan treacherously killed her lover Noisiu [NOY-shu].  FTP, name this character in the Ulster cycle whose incredible beauty brought many sorrows.
ANSWER: Deirdre or Derdriu of the Sorrows
4. Together with Copeland, this man gives his name to a normal number obtained by concatenating the primes, while the Diophantine equation “sum from j equals one to m minus one of j to the n equals m to the n” is named for him and Moser. He named and derived a lower bound for the happy end problem, and with Selberg he demonstrated a number-theoretic proof of the prime number theorem. In 1958, he linked graph theory with Ramsey theory and combinatorics. He referred to beautiful theorems as coming “straight from the Book.” FTP, identify this prolific Hungarian-born mathematician, whose namesake number gives the collaborative “distance” from another mathematician to him.

ANSWER: Paul (or Pal) Erdös
5. In one of this man’s poems, Abram refuses to “Offer the Ram of Pride,” instead slaying “his son, / And half the seed of Europe, one by one.”  Another of his poems opens with the line, “I, too, saw God through mud,” and a third poem pairs hall and Hell in his characteristic double consonance or pararhyme.  In addition to “The Parable of the Old Man and the Young,” “Apologia Pro Poemate Meo” and “Strange Meeting,” he wrote a poem which states of the title characters, “Only the stuttering rifles’ rapid rattle / Can patter out their hasty orisons.”  FTP, name this man whose poems were collected and published posthumously by Sassoon, including “Anthem for Doomed Youth” and “Dulce Et Decorum Est.”

ANSWER: Wilfred Owen
6. This campaign was initially proposed at the Council of Ferentino and then renewed at San Germano. The army set sail in the midst of a malaria epidemic, and the Langrave of Thuringia fell ill soon after departure from Brindisi. It resulted in the signing of a flimsy ten year truce with Melek el-Kamel in return for aid against al-Nasir, after the marriage of the main participant to Yolande, the daughter of John of Brienne. This chain of events was quickly repudiated by Pope Gregory IX, a long time enemy of this campaign’s leader who declared himself regent King of Jerusalem. FTP, name this crusade officially begun in 1228 CE after many years of delay by Frederick II. 

ANSWER: Sixth Crusade

7. A stretch of bars in 7/4 (“seven four”) time in this work’s Finale was its composer’s first use of metrical irregularity, and the composer noted his delight with its natural-harmonic string glissando in Expositions and Developments. The Sinfonietta on Russian Themes by the teacher of its composer informs the oboe melody in this work’s Khorovod section, representing a round dance of thirteen princesses.  A solo bassoon represents the title creature luring a castle full of monsters to sleep in the Berceuse, after forcing them to exhaust themselves in the Infernal Dance of King Kastchei.  FTP, name this Stravinsky ballet in which the magical title creature gives Ivan one of its feathers.

ANSWER: The Firebird or L’Oiseau de Feu or Zhar-ptitsa
8. This thinker discusses artistic portraits, Stendhal, and a “Psychology of the Interesting Man” in his On Love: Aspects of a Single Theme, and he authored the collection The Mission of the University.  A book by David Muga reconsiders this man’s hypothesis holding that “experimental science has progressed thanks in large part to the work of men astoundingly mediocre.” That formulation was put forth in a book with chapters entitled “The Primitive and the Technical,” “The Height of the Times,” and “The Barbarism of Specialization.” The author of The Dehumanization of Art, FTP, name this 20th century philosopher who wrote Invertebrate Spain and The Revolt of the Masses.  

ANSWER: José Ortega y Gasset

9. The partial linear polarization of the cosmic microwave background radiation is the result of this physical process. In deriving this non-relativistic process, the magnetic component of the Lorentz force is neglected, and the relevant particles are modeled as being in a damped harmonic oscillator. Its total cross section is independent of the frequency of radiation and scales as the square of the particle’s Compton radius. For ten points, identify this scattering of electromagnetic radiation from a charged particle, named after the discoverer of the electron. 

ANSWER: Thomson scattering

10. His last work was completed by his pupil Alessandro Allori.  In his youth, he was forced to Certosa by an outbreak of the plague in his hometown.  He was used as the figure of a child in his teacher Pontormo's Joseph in Egypt.  He worked for the Duke of Urbino for a time, and painted a portrait of Andrea Doria as Neptune.  He decorated the chapel of Eleanora of Toledo, the wife of his patron Cosimo di Medici.  One of the premier portraitists among the Mannerists, for 10 points, name this Florentine, best known for Venus, Cupid, Folly, and Time.

ANSWER: Agnolo Bronzino or Agnolo di Cosimo

11. Cities in the central region of this country include Vanch and Jirgatol, and its northwest contains the Zarafshon River. Its capital sits at the foot of the Hissar Mountains and contains the suburb Varzab, once a major recreational center. The highest point is Ismail Samani Peak and its extreme northern peninsula contains the city of Khujand and begins to stretch into the Fergana Valley. Most of the mountainous Pamirs range is contained in this country, whose capital was for a time renamed Stalinabad. FTP, name this smallest country in central Asia, north of Afghanistan and east of Uzbekistan, with its capital at Dushanbe. 

ANSWER: Tajikistan
12. The final chapter of the work in which he appears sees his return from the inauguration of a new gallery at the Metropolitan Museum of Art and an amazingly clear telephone call from his son. He resents Julius Beaufort, whose daughter Fanny later marries his son Dallas. His best friend Ned Winsett and Theodore Roosevelt, convince him to go into politics, and he never keeps his promise to visit the niece of Medora Manson. Unable in the end to visit Ellen Olenska after discovering that his love for her was known to his wife May Welland, for ten points, identify this protagonist of Edith Wharton’s The Age of Innocence.

ANSWER: Newland Archer (accept either)

13. One concurring justice in this case draws on Rochin v. United States and his previous dissent in Adamson v. California, while the majority opinion often cites the cases of Boyd v. United States and Weeks v. United States as historical precedents on the central constitutional issue. Dissenters included Justices Whittaker and Frankfurter who joined with Harlan in lambasting the court for forgetting its sense of judicial restraint in overruling Wolf v. Colorado.  The wake of this decision produced a doctrine known as the “fruit of the poisonous tree.” FTP, name this 1961 Supreme Court decision in which seizure of lascivious material in a Cleveland woman’s apartment was deemed unconstitutional. 

ANSWER: Mapp v. Ohio

14. Haptoglobin-related protein in a certain HDL is thought to account for the natural resistance of humans to a pathogen similar to the one responsible for this disease.  New therapies may be inspired by a recent proteomic analysis of the flagellum of the responsible agent, a kinetoplastid parasite.  The pathogen promotes its own growth by triggering secretion of interferon-gamma and produces multiple waves of fever by generating clones covered by different variable surface glycoproteins.  After breaking down the host’s defenses, the parasites cross the blood-brain barrier, producing slurred speech and mobility issues.  FTP, name this disease caused by trypanosomes and carried by the tsetse fly associated with odd slumber habits.

ANSWER: African Sleeping Sickness (accept trypanosomiasis before mention of trypanosome)

15. Pierre de Castelnau was killed by Raymond VI of Tolouse after ordering one of these, and in 1961, Michael Gonzi issued one to all supporters of the Malta Labor Party. One of these was experienced in Venice in 1606 due to the refusal to hand over a convicted murder and was protested by Paolo Sarpi. An automatic one is issued for such offenses as celebrating Mass or hearing confession while a deacon or layperson, and those still in force by virtue of the Constitution Apostolica Sedis are considered censures.  Most famously used against England during reign of King John by Innocent III, this is, for 10 points, what Catholic punishment which bans the sacraments and public worship in the area of effect?

ANSWER: interdict
16. One character in this story sends out two thousand bogus double-eagle coins stamped with the likeness of his opponent three days before a election.  At one point in this story a crowd breaks into a tune from The Mikado with altered lyrics, concluding with the line “But the Symbols are here, you bet!” supplied by Jack Halliday.  These Symbols are 18 of the 19 heads of the best families in town, the sole exception being Edward Richards.  They are publicly humiliated as part of an intricate plan for revenge hatched by the title character.  FTP name this story set in a town that changes its motto to “Lead Us Into Temptation” after suffering the title humiliation in a Mark Twain story.

ANSWER: “The Man That Corrupted Hadleyburg”

17. This legislation was enacted partly on the recommendations of the McClellan commission, and its section 504 was invalidated in U.S. v. Brown as a bill of attainder. Its section 211 was added by the Employee Retirement Income Security Act in 1974.  People covered by this legislation included those covered by the Railway Labor Act and the Wagner Act. The portions of this legislation requiring free election of officials were authored by then-Senator John F. Kennedy, and its section 602 provided for a $10,000 fine for extortionary picketing. Prompted in part by corruption investigations of the Teamsters and the Laundry Workers’ Union, FTP, identify this doubly-eponymous 1959 labor bill which banned Communists from holding union offices.

ANSWER: Landrum-Griffin Act or Labor-Management Reporting and Disclosure Act
18. One of the title character’s sons declares that he wants to become a Viking.  That child shares his name with the title character’s father-in-law, who is nicknamed “Badger.”  Mrs. Busk fires the title character’s daughter from her teaching job, and the ship-owner Vik fires Captain Horster near the end of this play.  The title character’s father-in-law, who owns a tannery in Molledal, buys shares in the central business, which was created in part by the title character’s brother Peter, the mayor.  The discovery of infusoria in the water leads the title character to call for the closing of the public baths in, FTP, this Ibsen play in which Dr. Thomas Stockmann earns the title designation by opposing the townsfolk.

ANSWER: An Enemy of the People or En folkefiende
19. This student of Jean-Leon Gerome at the Ecole des Beaux Arts was one of the subjects of Mumford’s The Brown Decades. His students included Henry Ossawa Tanner and Thomas Anschutz, and he painted Mending the Net and Arcadia after learning of Muybridge's work. He painted a portrait of his friend Walt Whitman, rumored to be Whitman's favorite, and painted himself in a small boat behind the title figure in Max Schmitt in a Single Scull. A man lectures to the students of Jefferson Medical College in, FTP, this American realist's monumental painting of a surgery in progress, The Gross Clinic.
ANSWER: Thomas Cowperthwaite Eakins
20. The thickness of Titan’s atmosphere was measured from Titan’s X-ray shadow during a rare transit of Titan in front of this object.  The strong linear polarization of its white glow confirmed Shklovskii’s prediction that its nonthermal emission is dominated by synchrotron radiation.  Proper motion analysis of its knotty filaments shows that its expansion has accelerated in the past 950 years.  The central object is spinning down from a rotation rate of 30 cycles per second as it transfers rotational energy to the surrounding gas via magnetic dipole radiation.  Located in Taurus, FTP name this remnant of the 1054 supernova which is powered by a central pulsar and inspired Messier to begin his catalog.

ANSWER: Crab Nebula or NGC 1952 (accept M1 before “Messier,” accept Crab pulsar before “central pulsar,” prompt on Taurus A or Taurus X-1)

21. One of his later works featured a haberdasher recounting ancient Japanese stories, that were, in actuality, criticisms of English policy.  That work, The History and Adventures of an Atom, appeared three years after his travelogue, Travels Through France and Italy, and Laurence Sterne parodied him as “Smelfungus” in his own travel literature.  He also translated Don Quixote into English and wrote A Complete History of England and its continuation, sales of which he boosted by placing fliers for it in church pews.  Additionally, he wrote the play The Regicide and the poem “The Tears of Scotland,” but is best known for his novels.  For 10 points, name this ship’s surgeon and author of such picaresque novels and The Life and Adventures of Sir Launcelot Greaves and The Expedition of Humphrey Clinker.

ANSWER: Tobias George Smollett
1. Name these failed English plots, FTPE.

[10] This 1415 conspiracy tried to replace Henry V just before Agincourt with Edmund Mortimer, the Earl of March. A handful of men supposedly tried to assassinate the king at the namesake port town. 

ANSWER: Southampton Plot

[10] The Duke of Monmouth was forced into exile and Lord William Russell and Algernon Sidney were convicted as the principals in this Whig plot which tried to sack the king on his return from Newmarket. 

ANSWER: Rye House Plot

[10] Continued in the Ridolfi Plot, this 1586 plot saw the namesake page of Mary Queen of Scots urged by John Ballard to kill Elizabeth I. 

AMSWER: Babington Plot
2. In The Acharnians, Dicaeopolis asks this character for the rags of Telephus.  FTPE:

[10] Name this man who also appears in Thesmophoriazusae, where the women put him on trial.

ANSWER: Euripides

[10] This Euripides comedy is the only complete satyr play.  Odysseus and his crew find Silenus and a bunch of satyrs held captive by the title creature, a monstrous son of Poseidon.

ANSWER: The Cyclops

[10] In this fragmentary satyr play by Sophocles, the chorus behaves like a pack of hunting dogs while seeking the thief of Apollo’s cattle.  Hermes startles them with the sound of his new invention, the lyre.

ANSWER: Ichneutae or The Tracking Satyrs
3. Stuff related to glycolosis FTPE.

[10] Glycolysis produces two of these molecules, which can be converted to acetyl CoA and used as input for the Krebs cycle.

ANSWER: pyruvate or pyruvic acid
[10] This enzyme catalyzes the cleavage of FBP into two trioses in the fourth reaction of glycolysis.  It has two classes that differ in their mechanism of enolate stabilization; class I forms a Schiff base with the substrate, while class II does not.

ANSWER: aldolase
[10] The pentose phosphate and Entner-Doudoroff pathways are alternatives to this pathway, commonly considered to be synonymous with glycolysis.  It is named for its elucidators.

ANSWER: Embden-Meyerhof-Parnas Pathway

4. Name some assorted American political scientists, FTPE.

[10] This man's recent books include a discussion of the consequences of biotechnology, Our Posthuman Future, but this man is better known for conjecturing that liberal democracy had won the day in The End of History and the Last Man.

Answer: Frances Fukuyama
[10] The Choice is a recent book by this former Carter official who discussed a plan for dealing with the post-Soviet world in 1997s The Grand Chessboard.

ANSWER: Zbigniew Brzezinski

[10] This man “Long Telegram” discussing containment was partly published in 1947 as “The Sources of Soviet Conduct” under the pseudonym “X” in Foreign Affairs. 

ANSWER: George Kennan
5. After forming in 1958, one member of this union left in 1961, while the other retained the name until 1971.  FTPE:

[10] Name this short-lived state formed from the union of Egypt and Syria.

ANSWER: United Arab Republic or Al-Jumhuriyah al-’Arabiyah al-Muttahidah
[10] Under the leadership of Imam Ahmad ibn Yahya, this kingdom joined the UAR to form the similarly short-lived United Arab States.

ANSWER: North Yemen or Mutawakkilit Kingdom of Yemen (prompt on Yemen)

[10] In response to the UAR’s formation, King Hussein of Jordan formed a military alliance with this Hashemite monarch, the last king of Iraq, who was assassinated six months later in a coup.

ANSWER: Faisal II of Iraq or Faisal ibn Ghazi ibn Faisal Al Hashim
6. His early work under the stage designer Leon Bakst included such paintings as The Dead Man, and My Fiancee with Black Gloves. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this Russian-born painter, better known for a scene which depicts, among other things, a man and a cow face to face, as well as a man with a sickle and a woman walking upside-down.

ANSWER: Marc Chagall
[10] Chagall created some stained glass windows for this cathedral, built on the site of Clovis’ baptism. This edifice is equally well-known for its central portal, with characteristic S-curve statuary.

ANSWER: Notre Dame de Reims 

[10] The rise of Nazism in Germany prompted the creation of this Chagall work, which features the burning of a synagogue on the right while the titular event involving a Christ wearing a Jewish prayer shawl transpires in the center.

ANSWER: White Crucifixion
7. Name some terms from Islam, FTPE. 

[10] This is the term for the companions of Muhammad while he was hanging out on Earth.

ANSWER: sahaba
[10] This term, which now applies to Buddhists and Hindus in some areas, refers to free, non-Muslim citizens of a state under Muslim law. It originally applied only to “People of the Book.”

ANSWER: dhimmi
[10] This Pillar of Islam is the customary almsgiving, similar to Christian tithing.

ANSWER: zakat
8. Identify these Secretaries of the Treasury FTPE.

[10] He is probably best known for having the unenviable task of dealing with the Panic of 1837 during his seven years as Secretary, and for drafting the Specie Circular.

ANSWER: Levi Woodbury
[10] This man was appointed director of the US Railroad Administration during World War I, and ran twice for the Democratic nomination after serving as Wilson’s Secretary of the Treasury, losing to James Cox and John Davis.

ANSWER: William Gibbs McAdoo
[10] He was Secretary of War before being Monroe’s Secretary of the Treasury and received some of the Democratic delegates in the 1824 election despite suffering a stroke the previous year.

ANSWER: William Crawford

9. Name some works of Kierkegaard, FTPE.

[10] This sequel to Either/Or opens with a banquet modeled on the Symposium and features the diary of one Frater Taciturnus, who authors the final or religious one of the title entities.

ANSWER: Stages on Life’s Way or Stadier paa Livets Vei

[10] In this work written as Anti-Climacus, Kierkegaard talks about adopting the manner of a physician in confronting the malady of despair.

ANSWER: The Sickness Unto Death or Sygdommen til Doden

[10] This work, published the same day as Fear and Trembling, sees Constantin Constantius observe an unnamed young man who is ethically compelled to break off his engagement, perhaps like Kierkegaard did with Regine Olsen.

ANSWER: Repetition or Gjentagelsen
10. A Kornblum-DeLaMare fragmentation will separate a peroxide into its corresponding alcohol and this functional group. FTPE:

[10] Name this basic organic group that can also be created by the strong oxidation of secondary alcohols.

ANSWER: ketones 
[10] If you want to make an aryl ketone, you can go with a boring old Friedel-Crafts acylation or use this acid-catalyzed rearrangement, which will separate an aryl ester into a phenol and a ketone attached to another part of the ring.   

ANSWER: Fries Rearrangement
 [10] This simple reaction will turn a nitro group, or NO2, into a carbonyl group and thus can create ketones out of nitroalkanes. 

ANSWER: Nef Reaction
11. His poem “The Passage” is addressed to Idoto, a river goddess worshipped by his grandfather.  FTPE:

[10] Name this Nigerian poet who placed “The Passage” at the beginning of his collection Heavensgate.

ANSWER: Christopher Okigbo

[10] Okigbo turned to the Yoruba oriki form for inspiration in his centenary poem for this poet, who wrote “‘Love has pitched his mansion in / the place of excrement’” in “Crazy Jane Talks with the Bishop.”

ANSWER: William Butler Yeats

[10] Yeats wrote the preface to a 1913 edition of this Bengali poet’s collection Gitanjali, which helped earn him his Nobel.

ANSWER: Rabindranath Tagore

12. Answer the following on some choral works FTPE.

[10] This work, written in Church Slavonic, has some nice organ parts and is one of the best by Leoš Janáček.

ANSWER: Glagolitic Mass
[10] This composer scored young David as a countertenor and wrote vocal parts in Hebrew for his Chichester Psalms, which incorporates some material abandoned from his musical West Side Story.

ANSWER: Leonard Bernstein
[10] This Berlioz work, commissioned to commemorate the 1830 Revolution, calls for, among other things, four antiphonal brass choirs, sixteen tympani, and a really big choir.

ANSWER: Requiem or Grande messe des morts

13. His brother Kumbhakarna was tricked into wishing for eternal sleep and died after eating a bunch of monkeys, and his brother Vibhishana betrayed him.  FTPE:

[10] Name this personage who stole the flying chariot Pushpaka from his half-brother Kubera.

ANSWER: Ravana

[10] This man disfigured Ravana’s ugly sister Surpanakha after she attacked his sister-in-law Sita.  He was sometimes said to be an avatar of Sesha, and accompanied Vishnu’s seventh avatar into exile.

ANSWER: Lakshmana

[10] Ravana’s son Meghanada gained a new sobriquet after capturing this storm-god.  This god freed the cloud cattle from the bondage of the demon-dragon Vritra with the help of his mighty thunderbolt, Vajra.

ANSWER: Indra
14. Works of Sigmund Freud, FTPE.

[10] Freud quibbles with the commandment “Love thy neighbor as thyself” in this 1930 work which discusses the struggle between individual and society, grounded in violent outbursts like, say, war.

ANSWER: Civilization and Its Discontents or Das Unbehagen in der Kultur
[10] This 1927 work rips religion as a collective neurosis and argues that being foolish enough to “suppose that what science cannot give us” can be gotten through religion is the essence of the title mirage.

ANSWER: The Future of an Illusion or Die Zunkuft einer Illusion

[10] As its title implies, this 1920 essay proposes the death instinct later called Thanatos in addition to the title human drive.

ANSWER: Beyond the Pleasure Principle or Jenseits des Lustprinzips
15. Also known as the Revenue Act, it reduced the rates set by the earlier McKinley Tariff and was itself superceded by the Dingley Tariff. For ten points each:
[10] Identify this 1894 piece of legislation.
ANSWER: Wilson-Gorman Tariff

[10] The Wilson-Gorman tariff gave rise to this 1895 case, which invalidated portions of the tariff because they represented a direct income tax.

ANSWER: Pollock v. Farmers’ Loan and Trust Company
[10] This man, who became Chief Justice following the death of Morrison Waite, delivered the opinion of the court in the Pollock case, and also wrote the majority opinion in U.S. v. E.C. Knight.
ANSWER: Melville Weston Fuller
16. They are always fermions and are divided into baryons and mesons. For ten points each:
[10] Identify these elementary particles, which unlike leptons have internal structure and may consist of either two or three quarks.
ANSWER: hadrons
[10] This theory of the strong interaction described the behavior of gluons in hadrons. Its name comes from an additional quantum number postulated in order to satisfy the Pauli exclusion principle.
ANSWER: Quantum Chromodynamics
[10] Together with quark confinement, this central feature of QCD demonstrates that at shorter distances, quark interactions will be weak; its development landed Politzer, Wilczek, and Gross the 2004 Physics Nobel.
ANSWER: asymptotic freedom
17. Identify the following non-Leatherstocking works of James Fenimore Cooper FTPE.

[10] In this early Cooper novel, the title character, Harvey Birch, works for George Washington in Westchester Country during the Revolutionary War.

ANSWER: The Spy: A Tale of the Neutral Ground

[10] The title character of this Cooper novel is the pirate captain of the Dolphin, who is pursued by Captain Bignall of the Dart.
ANSWER: The Red Rover: A Tale

[10] Mr. Gray, modeled on John Paul Jones, marries Alice Dunscombe at the end of this “tale of the sea.”
ANSWER: The Pilot: A Tale of the Sea

18. They abolished the old tax system and established a new system in which fifty houses were considered a township and rice-growing lands were divided up into tan and cho.  FTPE:

[10] Name these reforms established early in the reign of Emperor Kotoku following the overthrow of the Soga clan.

ANSWER: Taika Reforms or Taika No Kaishin or Great Reformation of the Taika Era

[10] The reforms of 646 CE were the work of Crown Prince Nakatano Oe and Nakatomi Kamatari, the founder of this family.  It controlled the throne for much of the Heian period through regents.

ANSWER: Fujiwara

[10] Much of the Taika reforms was inspired by reports of the government established by this Chinese dynasty, which overthrew the Sui dynasty in 618 CE.

ANSWER: Tang

19. Name some Canadian islands, FTPE.

[10] This island belonging to Nunavut is by far the largest island in James Bay.

ANSWER: Akimiski Island

[10] This island directly to the west of Ellsmere is notable for a fossil forest which indicates that the region was once a swamp, and is named after a Norwegian consul.

ANSWER: Axel Heiberg Island

[10] This fifth-largest Canadian island is home to lots of musk-oxen in Aulavik National Park. Named for a British naturalist, it borders the Beaufort Sea and is the westernmost of Canada’s large northern islands. 

ANSWER: Banks Island

20. Identify the following big features of Mars, FTPE.

[10] Running roughly from Noctis Labyrinthus to Chryse Planitia, this huge system of crevices is truly the grandest of all canyons in the Solar System.

ANSWER: Valles Marineris or Mariner Valleys or Valley of the Mariners

[10] This volcanic area at the western end of Valles Marineris includes a 10 kilometer high lava bulge topped by Arsia Mons, Pavonis Mons, Ascreus Mons, and Olympus Mons.

ANSWER: Tharsis Bulge

[10] This Southern Hemisphere impact crater, the largest on the planet, was produced during the late heavy bombardment phase.  It was the site of the 1971 crash landing of the Soviet spacecraft Mars 2.

ANSWER: Hellas Planitia or Impact Basin

21. Answer the following on German-language operas FTPE.

[10] A woman wanders for a while then finds her dead lover in this composer’s opera for solo soprano and orchestra, Erwartung.  He left unfinished the opera Moses und Aron.
ANSWER: Arnold Franz Walter Schoenberg
[10] In this Wagner opera, Senta, daughter of Daland, sacrifices herself to save the title character from an eternal curse.

ANSWER: Der fliegende Holländer or The Flying Dutchman

[10] Following the departure of the four comedians, Zerbinetta addresses the title character in the aria “Grossmächtige Prinzessin, wer verstunde nicht” in this Richard Strauss opera.

ANSWER: Ariadne auf Naxos or Ariadne on Naxos
