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Packet by Chicago A (Susan Ferrari, Andrew Yaphe, Peter Austin)

1. This agreement was mediated by Lord Paget, who was acting as a foreign ambassador. Venice acquired most of Dalmatia and, in addition, took control of the Morea, though it was forced to give it back 20 years later by the Treaty of Passarowitz. The losers were additionally forced to cede Transylvania, Slavonia, and Hungary, leading one historian to pair it with the Peace of Ryswick signed two years earlier, referring to those treaties as the “pacts that shook the world.” Resulting in huge territorial gains for Austria, FTP, name this 1699 treaty often cited as the beginning of decline for the Ottoman Empire, named for a Serbian village. 

ANSWER: Treaty of Karlowitz 

2. One character in this work tries to discuss a pamphlet from Paul Alexevitch refuting a point made by another character 7 years ago.  At the end of this work, a man nicknamed “Waffles” plays guitar while one character delivers a Utopian vision of the future ending with the sentence “We shall find peace” repeated three times.  The character who gives that speech is in love with a doctor obsessed with restoring the forests, but Astrov only has eyes for Helen, the young wife of retired professor Alexander Serebryakov.  FTP, name this play set on a country estate worked by Sonya and her title relative, a work by Chekhov.

ANSWER: Uncle Vanya
3. This man's parents were peasants of the tribe of Dan at Zorah, and he was compared to Zimri on account of his lust. He was said to be lame in both feet, and his first marriage ended in disaster when he accused all thirty of his groomsmen of "plowing [his] heifer". After another failed attempt at marriage in Timnah, he destroyed the vineyards of his enemies by setting loose flaming foxes. Though he authored a riddle about a beehive in a lion's carcass, he's better known for feats like killing a thousand men with an ass's jawbone. FTP, name this judge of Israel who was captured by the Philistines after having his hair cut by Delilah.

ANSWER:  Samson
4. His family name and given name were Ying Zheng, and it is rumored that his real father was Lü Buwei since his mother had been Lü’s concubine before marrying his father Zichu.  Born in Handan in the State of Zhao where his father was a hostage, he survived an assassination attempt by Jing Ke.  From his capital at Xianyang (pron. approx.: Hsyienyang), he conquered the state of Qi, as well as the area corresponding to modern Guangdong province in the south.  Assisted by his Chancellor Li Si (pron. approx.: Lee Suh), he implemented a Legalist program, eliminating feudalism and dividing his domain into commanderies ruled by centrally-appointed governors.  Buried in a tomb near Xi’an (pron. approx.: Hsyee-an) with an army of life-size terracotta warriors, FTP, name this first emperor of a unified China.

ANSWER: Qin Shihuangdi (Pron. approx.: Tchin Shuh-hwongdee)

5. The murine gene nm23 is a prototype for suppressors of this process.  Krukenberg's disease is an example of this phenomenon, and it may be studied with microcell-mediated chromosomal transfer.  Stromelysin and other matrix metalloproteases promote this process by destroying collagen and other components of the extracellular matrix, allowing cells to proceed through steps like intravasation and extravasation that permit their travel through the bloodstream.  FTP, identify this process by which cancerous cells migrate from a primary tumor to other sites in the body.

ANSWER: metastasis
6. In the second act of this opera, one character sings a tune from Grétry’s Richard the Lion-Hearted after a masque featuring Daphnis, Chloe, and Plutus is presented at a masked ball.  After that Faithful Shepherdess intermezzo, the main character hides in a bedroom, revealing himself after the occupant sings a French song from her youth, “Je crains de lui parler la nuit.”  The main character then sings the pleading refrain “Yesli, kogda-nibud znali,” but the Countess is unmoved.  Prince Yeletski has his revenge when the main character fails to get the ace he expects in, FTP, this 1890 opera about a gambler named Herman, based on a story by Pushkin and composed by Tchaikovsky.

ANSWER: The Queen of Spades or Pique Dame or Pikovaya Dama
7. Producer of the Ram tank based on the American M3 tank, during World War II, its commanders included Andrew McNaughten and Henry Crerar, while its most notable commander during World War I was Arthur Currie.  During that war, its forces were regarded as an elite force and left alone by the Germans after the Battle of Vimy Ridge, and ships in its navy included the Athabaskan, Nootka, Micmac, and Haida, which is preserved at Hamilton. Its 3rd Infantry Division was the primary landing force at Juno Beach during Normandy landings, and in 1945, it possessed the world’s third-largest navy.  FTP, name this Commonwealth country.

ANSWER: Canada (Accept Canadian Army before mention of navy, accept Montreal Locomotive Works before “commanders”)

8. His first work concerned a doctor who discovers that his niece was impregnated not by her husband, Red, but by Robert, her brother. Shortly before being committed to an insane asylum, he penned a work about Mr. Bellmont, who has the embarrassing tic of trying to lick his own ear, which he developed after being ruined by his son, the most famous soccer referee in Peru. The unfaithfulness of this man's wife, a stripper, seems to have caused his irrational hatred of Argentines. This character's creator based him on Raul Salmon, a Bolivian coworker. FTP name this coworker of Mario Varguitas whose given name was Pedro Camacho, and who appears in the title of a Vargas Llosa novel along with Aunt Julia.

ANSWER:  the Scriptwriter (accept early Pedro Camacho [either name])

9. He was identified with the crocodile god Khenty-Khety, fought the crocodile Maga, and regained his severed hands after the fish-trap was invented by the crocodile god Sobek.  He won a battle when his semen cried out in victory from his opponent’s belly.  One of his sons was androgynous and was associated with dying of a broken heart, while his son Ihy was known as the "bull of confusion.”  Four of his sons, known as the Amerti, protected the canopic jars.  His left eye was associated with the moon, and it was injured during his battle with his father's killer, Set.  FTP, name this falcon-headed Egyptian god, the son of Osiris and Isis.

ANSWER:  Horus
10. It can be derived by treating Jacobians as fractions and reducing them by one fewer variable, and in symplectic geometry it can be written by saying that the d-form of the structure has zero Lie derivative. Its quantum analogue is given by either the Lindblad or the Ehrenfest equations, and its generalization to collisional systems yield the Boltzmann equation. It also shares its name with a theorem from complex analysis which states that every bounded entire function must be constant. For ten points, identify this theorem of classical mechanics, which states that the volume of phase space does not change for a system with a time-independent Hamiltonian.

Answer: Liouville's theorem
11. In 1970, this man published a paper which postulated that incorrigiblity was the mark of the mental. This philosopher's fourth volume of papers, Philosophy as Cultural Politics, has just been released, while his other late works include Essays on Heidegger and Others: Philosophical Papers and Truth and Progress: Philosophical Papers. He argues against conventional conceptions of perception, truth, and reality and asserts that most philosophical problems are actually semantic pseudo-problems in Philosophy and the Mirror of Nature. In other works he responds to the radical leftism of poststructuralist thinkers like Foucault with an impassioned defense of pragmatic liberalism. FTP name this philosopher who authored Philosophy and Social Hope and Achieving Our Country.
ANSWER: Richard Rorty
12. This adjective appears in the title of a song about a “man in the moon” who “taps at the window”; that song by Yo la Tengo refers to a “sarong” of this hue.  Another song mentioning this adjective in its title begins “unsealed on a porch a letter sat” and ends with the repeated line “I don’t want to stay.”  A less cryptic song of this name was the second single off a 2000 album, and features the singer’s claim that he “drew a line for you” and repeated requests to “look at the stars” and “how they shine for you.”  FTP, name this adjective which describes a “ledbetter” in a Pearl Jam song and which names a sappy hit by Coldplay.

ANSWER: “Yellow” (accept Yellow Sarong before “Sarong” is mentioned)

13. Ficarro developed a "methyl-" version of this reaction for tagging peptides, and Schlater and Ziemnik's microwave catalysis was developed to accelerate the rate of this reaction. The use of KSF or a Dean-Stark apparatus may speed this reaction by eliminating water, driving the final step towards the products. In its final step, an oxonium atom loses water to produce the namesake product. Benzocain is a notable product of this reaction, in which a carboxylic acid and an alcohol are refluxed in the presence of an acid catalyst. FTP, name this esterification reaction named for a German chemist.

ANSWER:  Fischer Esterification

14. He wrote about a place in which “Fat caterpillars drift around / And Paradisal grubs are found” in a poem which imagines what Heaven must seem like to fish.  “And Henry, a stockbroker, doing well” is the last line of a poem he wrote about a married couple, “Sonnet Reversed,” though he is better known for a sequence of more conventional sonnets, the first of which concludes that “the worst friend and enemy is but Death.”  Those five sonnets appeared in New Numbers in 1915 and include one that claims that a corner of a foreign field is forever England.  FTP, name this British poet who died before 1914 and Other Poems, which includes “The Soldier,” could be published.

ANSWER: Rupert Brooke
15. A battleship named for this state was the only completed sister of the World War I battleship Baden. Most of the Lech River lies within it, and was the historic border between it and Swabia. The Main River rises within this state, and the Inn River flows into its parent in it.  Its flag is a checkered light-blue and white flag, and cities within it include Inglostadt, Fürth, Passau and Regensburg. The modern state includes Ansbach, the Upper Palatinate and much of Franconia, including the city of Würzburg. Larger cities include Augsburg and Nürnberg, and this strongly Catholic state has been controlled by the Christian Democrat party since 1946. FTP, name this southern German lander with capital at Munich.

ANSWER: Bavaria (Accept Bayern)

16. This man discusses the rise of the special interest group and political privilege in the essay “The Clash of Group Interests,” and includes a chapter on the “evolution of fiduciary media” in his first book which comes with an introduction by Lionel Robbins. That book, The Theory of Money and Credit, was first published in 1912 but later appended collectively with other works like Planned Chaos. He defined the titular idea as “purposeful behavior” in discussing the self-evident axioms of praxeology in his magnum opus Human Action. Also well-known for The Anti-Capitalist Mentality and his study Socialism, FTP, name this mentor of Friedrich von Hayek, an Austrian School laissez-faire economist. 

ANSWER: Ludwig Elder von Mises

17. The titular event of this work is performed by Loren Passerine, as the protagonist learns from Genghis Cohen.  The protagonist reads the Peregrinations of Diocletian Blobb, a text shown her by Emory Bortz, which may or may not be one of the final clues to a mystery.  Earlier, she fails to use the Nefastis Machine properly, meets Mike Fallopian at the Scope, and attends a performance of Richard Wharfinger’s The Courier’s Tragedy, at which she first hears the word “Tristero.”  At the start of it all, she learns that she has been made an executor of the will of her late boyfriend, Pierce Inverarity.  FTP, name this novel about Oedipa Mass, a work of Thomas Pynchon.

ANSWER: The Crying of Lot 49
18. The Kyte-Doolittle scale is useful in predicting one kind of them, while the Davydov-Scott model examines the propagations of solitons along one type of them.  The antifreeze family contains the cold-resistant beta variety, while fumarase C and lipoxygenase contain the pi variety.  Turns of 120 degrees and i-i+3 ("i to i plus three") bonding define the more common 310 (“3 10”) variety.  The most common variety can form coiled coils, leucine zippers, and other protein structures.  FTP, name this structure, whose alpha variety is a basic structural component of proteins. 

ANSWER: helices (accept "alpha helices" up until "cold-resistant")

19. The title figure holds an accordion in her lap while rainbows descend from the stormy sky in the background in this artist's The Blind Girl. He created a depiction of the last days of Atahualpa, Pizarro Seizing the Inca of Peru. He depicted a British soldier handing the titular notification to the wife of a wounded Scotsman in The Order of Release, while the title character sits with another child listening to the story of a sailor in 1870's The Boyhood of Raleigh. The creator of a controversially realistic depiction of the Holy Family, Christ in the House of His Parents, FTP, identify this pre-Raphaelite painter who depicted a deceased Shakespearean character in his Ophelia.
Answer: John Everett Millais
20. It was under the operational command of the 559th Transportation group, and it became more important after the naval interdiction efforts of Operation Market Time began to tell.  It was the target of Operations Steel Tiger and Barrell Roll, as well as the Popeye project, which aimed to reduce its effectiveness by extending the monsoon season through cloud-seeding.  From 1968 to 1970 Operation Igloo White, run out of Nakhon Phanom in Thailan, bombed it round-the-clock by B-52’s.  Throughout its operation, both sides ignored theoretical Laotian neutrality, and it was instrumental in preparations for the Tet Offensive.  Known in Vietnamese as the Truong Son Strategic Supply Route, FTP name this corridor that funneled supplies from North Vietnam to the Viet Cong in the south.

ANSWER: Ho Chi Minh Trail (Accept Truong Son Strategic Supply Route before it is mentioned)

21. The friendship between Polly O'Keefe and Max Horne forms the basis of Madeleine L'Engle's novel about one of these that is like a lotus. Tien Pao is adopted by a bomber squadron in a novel about the one "of sixty fathers" by Meindert de Jong, while a novel about the Malavoglia family by Giovanni Verga is known in English as the one "by the medlar tree."  A relationship with Elizabeth Siddal inspired Dante Rosetti's collection about the one "of life,” and a "green" one is erected by Don Anselmo in a novel by Vargas Llosa.  For ten points, identify this kind of structure, which has seven gables in a Hawthorne novel and is the location of mirth in a work by Edith Wharton.

ANSWER: house
1. It relates the pH of a buffer solution to its acidity, and it was used by one of its developers to study metabolic acidosis. FTPE:

[10] Name this basic chemical equation.

ANSWER:  Henderson-Hasselbalch equation

[10] The Henderson-Hasselbach equation can sometimes be used to calculate the pH of this class of acids, but only if the consecutive pKa values differ by more than 2.    

ANSWER:  polyprotic acids

[10] Henderson studied under this Czech biochemist, whose most lasting legacy to science was his discovery of a namesake series of salts that affect secondary and tertiary protein structure. 

ANSWER:  Franz Hofmeister (of Hofmeister series renown)

2. Answer the following about unions in Polish history, FTPE.

[10] In 1386, this Grand Duke of Lithuania converted to Christianity and married Queen Jadwiga of Poland by the Union of Krewo. He thus founded and ruled his namesake dynasty that lasted until 1572.

ANSWER: Jagiello or Jogaila or Wladyslaw II Jagiello
[10] Poland and Lithuania, though ruled by the same man, were not officially one state until this 1569 union, named for the largest city in eastern Poland.

ANSWER: Union of Lublin
[10] The Union of Kedainiai was a pact signed during the Deluge in 1655, witnessed by this Russian Tsar who succeeded Michael Romanov in 1645 and ruled until 1676.

ANSWER: Tsar Alexei Mikhailovich (Alexis I of Russia)

3. Answer these questions about a medieval poem, FTP each:

[10] This poem of more than 30,000 lines centers on an unhappy lover who learns about the seven sins against love from Genius, a priest of Venus.  It was written between 1386 and 1390.

ANSWER: Confessio Amantis
[10] This English poet of Vox Clamantis wrote Confessio Amantis.

ANSWER: John Gower
[10] The story of Apollonius in Confessio Amantis provided a source for this Shakespearean romance, in which the title character spends a lot of time looking for his lost daughter Marina.

ANSWER: Pericles, Prince of Tyre
4. Name some works of Nietzsche, FTPE.
[10] In this autobiography, Nietzsche includes chapters on why he is so wise, why he is so clever, and why he writes such good books.
ANSWER: Ecce Homo
[10] “Why we look like Epicureans” is one of the 383 sections of this aphoristic work which first formulates the idea of eternal recurrence and that “God is Dead,” and begins with a prelude in German rhymes. 
ANSWER: The Gay Science
[10] The first rudiments of the idea of will to power are contained in this more personal 1881 book of aphorisms, subtitled as Nietzsche's "reflections on moral prejudices."
ANSWER: Daybreak or The Dawn
5. Name these late 19th century French painters, FTP each:

[10] He expressed his anarchist tendencies in his painting In the Time of Harmony, but is better known for works like The Railway Junction at Bois-Colombes, executed in a Pointillist style. 
ANSWER: Paul Signac
[10] This diminutive artist produced a number of posters for Parisian hotspots, but is best known for 1892’s At the Moulin Rouge.

ANSWER: Henri de Toulouse-Lautrec
[10]  This native of Aix-en-Province was fond of painting Mont Sainte-Victoire (mawn sahn veek-twoir), and also produced some famous scenes of card players and bathers.

ANSWER: Paul Cézanne
6. Name these Roman emperors who had unusual relationships with horses, FTPE.

[10] This Julio-Claudian donned the breastplate of Alexander and strung a bunch of ships together, then rode across the Gulf of Baiae on his horse Incitatus.  He may have planned to make Incitatus a senator.

ANSWER: Caligula
[10] The Historia Augusta claims that this man could knock a horse’s teeth out with a punch or break its legs with a kick, and that he ate 40 pounds of meat in one day.  This first barbarian emperor seized the throne from Severus Alexander.

ANSWER: Maximinus Thrax or Thracian Maximinus

[10] According to Lactantius, this emperor served as a mounting-stool for horses after his capture in battle by the Sassanid Shapur I.  He was skinned and stuffed to make a war-trophy after having molten gold poured down his throat.

ANSWER: Valerian
7. Identify the following about the Baltic Sea, FTPE.

[10] The Baltic bifurcates into the Gulf of Finland and this gulf, which splits the length of Sweden and Finland.

ANSWER: Gulf of Bothnia
[10] The entrance to the Gulf of Bothnia is clearly marked by these historically significant islands which sit at its mouth; actually they are a province of Finland with their chief center at Mariehamn.

ANSWER: Aland Islands (or Ahvenanmaa)

[10] The largest island in the Baltic Sea is this Swedish one near Faro and Karlso, with its capital at Visby.

ANSWER: Gotland
8. This man's nonfiction work includes an account of the poor of London's East End, The People of the Abyss. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this writer, perhaps better known for his dystopian novel, The Iron Heel.

ANSWER: Jack London or John Griffin Chaney
[10] The nameless narrator of this Jack London short story attempts to carry out the titular action, but dies after attempting to run to the camp, against the advise of an old man from Sulphur Creek.

ANSWER: To Build a Fire
[10] The titular writer of this London work loves Ruth Morse, and is in turn loved by Lizzie Connolly; after becoming successful, he adopts a Nietszchean ethic and rejects Ruth.

ANSWER: Martin Eden
9. This man’s frustration with what he called the “daylight effect” once led him to shout, “Damn the Sun!  How much longer will it torment us?”  FTPE:

[10] Name this Italian inventor whose understandable hostility towards the Sun stemmed from the difficulty of transmitting radio waves around the curvature of the Earth.

ANSWER: Guglielmo Marconi

[10] Marconi’s “daylight effect” is explained by the variation in the height of this layer, sometimes known as the E region, whose existence was hypothesized by its namesakes and later confirmed by Appleton.

ANSWER: Kennelly-Heaviside layer

[10] The primary variation in the height of the Kennelly-Heaviside is due to this phenomenon, successfully modeled by Eugene Parker.

ANSWER: solar wind

10. Name the following Ottoman Sultans, FTPE.

[10] Sultan from 1359 to 1389, he moved the capital to Edirne in Europe, defeated the Serbs at Kosovo, and established both the sultanate and the Janissaries.  

ANSWER: Murad I
[10] Son of Mehmed II and father of Selim the Grim, he finished the conquest of Greece and suppressed a major rebellion in Anatolia.

ANSWER: Bayezid II
[10] Son of Selim the Grim, he defeated the Hungarians at Mohacs in 1526 and brought the Barbary States in North Africa into the Empire as autonomous provinces.

ANSWER: Suleiman I (accept Suleiman the Magnificent or Suleiman the Law-giver)

11. Name these related movies, FTPE.

[10] Hal Holbrook is Deep Throat in this 1976 movie starring Robert Redford and Dustin Hoffman, based on a book by Woodward and Bernstein two years earlier.

ANSWER: All The President’s Men
[10] Philip Baker Hall is Richard Nixon in this 1984 Robert Altman movie, a tortured monologue of the disillusioned and recently-resigned president in a room with some whiskey and a loaded gun.

ANSWER: Secret Honor
[10] Russian relations are facilitated by marijuana-laced brownies baked by Nixon’s teenage dog walkers, played by Michelle Williams and Kirsten Dunst, in this 1999 alternative history.

ANSWER: Dick

12. Name some things about the Silurian period FTPE:

[10] Though several minor seas existed during the Silurian, most of Earth's water was in this massive ocean that covered most of the northern hemisphere.

ANSWER:  Panthalassa
[10] These index fossils are useful for establishing biozones in Silurian and Ordovician rocks. Colonies of these extinct marine animals are known as rhabdosomes.

ANSWER:  graptolites
[10] The Silurian saw the first emergence of land animals in the form of this subphylum of Arthropoda, whose members include centipedes and millipedes.

ANSWER:  myriapoda
13. Name these French poets of the 19th century, for 10 points each:

[10] His epic poetry includes The Legend of the Centuries and The End of Satan, and his novels include Hans of Iceland and Toilers of the Sea.

ANSWER: Victor Hugo
[10] This author of Jocelyn and The Fall of an Angel might be better-known today for his politics, as he was a leader of the government following the revolution of 1848.

ANSWER: Alphonse Marie Louis de Lamartine
[10] This symbolist stopped writing poetry before he reached the ripe old age of 20, but after having written The Drunken Boat.

ANSWER: Arthur Rimbaud
14. Answer stuff about Spain in the early 20th century, FTPE.

[10] This caudillo and generalissimo put a stranglehold on the Falangists and Carlists in his rise to power over the Republicans becoming dictator in 1939.

ANSWER: Francisco Franco
[10] Before that, this Marquis of Estella was appointed prime minister by Alfonso XIII in 1923, declared martial law, and ran a corporate economy setting up his Patriotic Union party. 

ANSWER: Miguel Primo de Rivera 

[10] Both Franco and the General Berenguer, Primo de Rivera’s successor, were noted veterans of this war fought between 1919 and 1926, an offensive in the Spanish Sahara against some tribes of Morocco under Abd el-Krim.

ANSWER: Rif War (or War of Melilla)

15. Youth in mythology, FTPE:

[10] The kisses of this Celtic god of youth and beauty turned into singing birds, and he married Caer Ibormeith, the swan-girl of Connacht.   

ANSWER:  Angus mac Og 

[10] This daughter of Zeus and Hera was the cupbearer to the gods until she was replaced by Ganymede.  This goddess of youth became the final wife of Hercules.

ANSWER:  Hebe
[10] The golden apples of this goddess kept the Aesir youthful, so her kidnapping by Thjazi was a disaster.  

ANSWER:  Idunna

16. Identify these composers of electronic music, for ten points each.

[10] His Ionisation was composed for percussion, piano, and two sirens, while his 1958 Poeme electronique was written for the Philips Pavilion at the 1958 Brussels World Fair and was intended to be distributed by 425 speakers. He immigrated from France to the States in 1915.

Answer: Edgar Varese
[10] A student of Oliver Messiaen, he composed such works as The Hammer Without a Master, and Structures, and his electronic output includes Anthemes, and ...explosant/fixe.

Answer: Pierre Boulez
[10] This man's 1953's Electronic Study was the first musical piece composed from sine wave sounds. He extended serialism in Kreutzspiel and other compositions include Klavierstuck XI and Kontrapunkte.

Answer: Karlheinz Stockhausen

17. His poetry was published in The Poor and the Land, while other genre works include Montezuma's Daughter and Eric Brighteyes. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this author, better known as the creator of Alan Quartermain in King Solomon's Mines.

Answer: Henry Rider Haggard
[10] Haggard is also known for this novel, which concerns the titular queen of the Amahagger tribe, Ayesha, who perishes in a pillar of fire.

Answer: She
[10] Haggard also wrote this early non-fiction work, in which he defended Theophilus Shepstone's policies and which was titled after this Zulu chieftain and his "white neighbors."

Answer: Cetywayo or Cetshwayo or Ceteswayo
18. While at Yale, he came to the conclusion that the second coming of Christ occurred in the year 70 AD.  FTPE:

[10] Name this American reformer, who in the 1830s developed a movement known as “Bible Communism.”

ANSWER: John Humphrey Noyes
[10] After being arrested for adultery, Noyes skipped bail and moved to New York State, where in 1848 he established this Utopian community.

ANSWER: Oneida
[10] Noyes summarized his views on such subjects as moral perfectionism and sexual promiscuity in this 1847 book.

ANSWER: The Berean
19. Identify these Pauline epistles, for ten points each.

[10] The thirteenth chapter of this epistle contains a famous section on love. Its other topics include marriage, celibacy, and the behavior of women.

ANSWER:  1st Epistle to the Corinthians (prompt on partial answer)

[10] This epistle was written after Judaizers made some converts in the namesake church. Along with the epistle to the Romans, it confirmed that Christians did not need to observe Mosaic law.

ANSWER:  Epistle to the Galatians
[10] Titus, First and second Timothy, and sometimes Philemon are included in this group of Paul's epistles that are addressed to individuals rather than churches.

20. Men who wrote about women in Japanese literature FTPE:

[10] Women in this author's works include the blind koto player Shunkin and the manipulative art student Mitsuko, who appears in Quicksand. He also created Taeko, Yukiko, Sachiko, and Tsuruko, who are the Makioka sisters.

ANSWER:  Junichiro Tanizaki
[10] In his "The House of the Sleeping Beauties", the elderly Eguchi remembers the women in his life; this author also wrote about the geisha Komako in Snow Country.

ANSWER:  Yasunari Kawabata
[10] This master of haikai poetry became a lay monk after his wife's untimely death; surprisingly, he went on to write erotic stories like Five Women Who Loved Love and The Life of an Amorous Woman.
