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Packet by Harvard University B (Dennis Sun, Alice Tzeng, Yi Sun, Ana Enriquez)

1. One character in this work uses a live snake as a whip to goad a reluctant ghost into reanimating a corpse.  One man has a nightmare in which the ghost of his former wife Julia foretells his death; his body is later cremated using burning brands stolen from another man’s pyre by Cordus.  An army is single-handedly held off for a time by the heroic Scaeva near Dyrrachium, setting the stage for the fateful battle.  This poem breaks off shortly after Pothinus dies leading an assault against the palace of Cleopatra.  Another passage echoes Vergil’s description of Priam’s dead body in its treatment of the headless corpse of Pompey.  FTP name this epic poem centering on Pompey’s conflict with Caesar, written by Lucan.

ANSWER: Pharsalia or Bellum Civile or The Civil War
2. This relation is extended by Randall-Wilkins theory and the substitution of Marcus theory into it will produce DeVault-type control coefficients. It can be used as an electronic model to predict failure mechanisms including void formation and metal migration, and is very similar to the Eyring Equation which also applies to mixed phase and condensed situations. The namesake pre-exponential factor assumes the constancy of the collision frequency and the steric factor. Its basic formulation states that the rate is equal to a constant times the exponential of negative E sub a over RT. FTP, name this equation of chemical kinetics including a term for activation energy, named for a noted Swedish chemist.


Answer: Arrhenius Equation
3. A definitive study on this engagement was authored by Hugh Cole, who devotes a section to discussing the Losheim Gap. It also stresses the importance of the oft-overlooked Operation Bodenplatte carried out on a holiday and alternately known as Operation Hermann. The clash saw the murder of the Wereth 11, a group of waylaid black soldiers, and courageous stands at St. Vith and Bastogne, which turned the fight and made up for failure to garner intelligence through ULTRA. Anthony McAuliffe became famous for his reply of “Nuts” and Patton for his diary statement that it was “lovely weather for killing Germans.” FTP, name this final German offensive of World War II also known as the Battle of the Ardennes. 
ANSWER: Battle of the Bulge (or Battle of the Ardennes before mentioned)

4. At the beginning of this work, the title character shows a reporter a picture of his wife and daughters, and later comments to his wife that unless another character becomes interested in paint, he'll never get the chance to be interested in Irene. The minister David Sewell advises the title character on his daughters' romantic difficulties in this novel, which ends with the marriage of Penelope and Tom Corey. The destruction of the Back Bay house and its burning from an unextinguished fireplace add to the title character's financial problems. Ending with the ruin of the title character by a railroad after he refuses to sell some property to Englishmen, for ten points, identify this novel about an entrepreneur, written by William Dean Howells. 

ANSWER: The Rise of Silas Lapham
5. A dissent by Justice Swayne denied the authority of the court to "interpolate a limitation," while the majority opinion claimed that a piece of legislation passed five years earlier had only "one pervading purpose." Former Justice John Campbell argued for a broad interpretation of the amendment on which this case hinged, and a central distinction was between state and federal citizenship. Justice Field acknowledged the validity of the legislation but dissented from the majority opinion by Samuel Miller, since incorporation of the Crescent City Company was not necessary to achieve the purpose. Holding that the Fourteenth Amendment was limited to protecting blacks, FTP, identify this group of cases brought by a butchers' association. 
ANSWER: Slaughterhouse Cases (accept The Butcher’s Benevolent Association of New Orleans v. The Crescent City Live-Stock Landing and Slaughterhouse Company)

6. This player has spent short stints with the Arizona Diamondbacks, who drafted him as their third expansion pick, and with the Pittsburgh Pirates, who traded him away with Anastacio Martinez and Brandon Lyon in return for Freddy Sanchez. Initially drafted by the Red Sox, he spent four mediocre seasons with the Royals after being acquired in 1998. Both of his career home runs have come off of Steve Trachsel, the last of which being the most memorable en route to a 5-0 victory in the playoffs. Just recently given a 4-year deal by the Milwaukee Brewers, FTP, name this pitcher who won MVP honors this year after starting game 7 in the NLCS for the St. Louis Cardinals, and is fittingly nicknamed “Soup.”

ANSWER: Jeff Suppan
7. Some therapies for prostate cancer utilize this effect to grow ice on the prostate gland, thereby freezing the tumor. The entropy change with respect to pressure resulting from this effect is given by minus the volume over the temperature. This effect is used in one of the stages of the Linde cycle, and in order for cooling to occur, the gas undergoing it must be below the inversion temperature. For an ideal gas, its namesake coefficient, which is given by the derivative of temperature with respect to pressure at constant enthalpy, is zero. For ten points, identify this doubly-eponymous isenthalpic process, in which the throttling of a gas results in a temperature change.

ANSWER: Joule-Thomson or Joule-Kelvin effect
8. This writer classified clay and gravel plains and granite wastes as immoderate soils in his classic “In Praise of Limestone.”  In one poem he states of the title character, “The day of his death was a dark cold day,” and proclaims, “Let the Irish vessel lie / emptied of its poetry.”  He repudiated another poem in part because he found the line “We must love one another or die” over-obvious.  In addition to “In Memory of W. B. Yeats” and “September 1, 1939” he wrote a poem in which he notes that the “expensive delicate ship…Had somewhere to get to and sailed calmly on” even after seeing “Something amazing, a boy falling out of the sky.”  FTP name this poet who considered Brueghel’s Icarus in his “Musée des Beaux Arts.”

ANSWER: Wystan Hugh Auden

9. One of its namesake texts is the samgraha sastra by Asanga, and represents the Yogachara school of this teaching. Its only definitive sutra of Chinese-origin is the Platform Sutra, and some of its early texts may be traced to the Kushan empire monk Lokaksema. Containing the Sutra of Perfect Wisdom, it emphasizes the central role of karuna in the path to wisdom and formulates a doctrine of the “Three Bodies.” Its teaching of universal endowment with Buddha nature and transmission of excess merit explains why it disfavors those who manage to escape samsara, and prefers bodhisattvas instead. FTP, name this branch of Buddhism with a name literally meaning “The Greater Ox-Cart,” often opposed to Theravada. 
ANSWER: Mahayana Buddhism
10. At the International Monetary Conference, this man helped block James G. Blaine’s bimetallism plan, and Blaine’s work in the Pan-American Conference spurred this man to write the essay “Our America.”  He published his own translation of Helen Hunt Jackson’s Ramona and singled out “Ismaelillo” (eess-may-eh-LEE-oh) as his best literary effort.  He published the Montecristi Manifesto scant weeks before his 1895 death at the Battle of Dos Ríos.  The lyrics for “Guantanamera” came from the collection Versos Sencillos (sen-SEE-yos) written by, FTP, this poet and journalist known as the “apostle of Cuban independence.”

ANSWER: José Julián Martí Pérez

11. John Ruskin derided its creator for painting "the foulest things he could see by rushlight." Seymour Slive of Harvard has definitively debunked the popularly believed poor reception of this painting, one of whose titular subjects had a watercolor copy of it made for his personal album, as well as an oil copy by Gerrit Lundens. A small girl, the mascot of the titular group, stands in the left middle next to a man in red, while the two title figures, one all in yellow and one in a red sash, lead the titular group, who hoist their pikes in the air. For ten points, identify this painting which depicts the company of Captain Franz Banning Cocq, the most famous work of Rembrandt van Rijn.

ANSWER: The Night Watch or The Company of Frans Banning Cocq and Willem van Ruytenburch
12. One clash in this conflict was the Battle of the Bridge of Dee, which saw the Viscount Aboyne, the son of the Marquis of Huntly, driven back and defeated. A more substantial clash saw the Viscount Conway retreat after defeat of Henry Wilmot’s cavalry at the Battle of Newburn. After that, the Treaty of Ripon was negotiated and provided for payment, one year after this conflict had been temporarily ended by the Peace of Berwick, negotiated by men including Alexander Henderson and the earl of Rothes, John Leslie. The Treaty of London was finally signed in 1641and provided the Covenanters with significant reparations. FTP, give the name for these wars fought against Charles I by the Scots from 1639-40, named for a certain religious office.


Answer: Bishops’ Wars (accept First Bishops War until after Newburn) 

13. After the title character of this novel wins two thousand louis by betting on a horse named for her, Xavier de Vandeuvres discovers that he has lost everything through a crooked bet and sets fire to the stables, killing himself and the horses. The title character is first spotted by Fauchery while playing the part of "The Blonde Venus," and Philippe Hugon is imprisoned for stealing army funds for her. Among the title character's lovers are Muffat and the actor Fontan, who beats her, as well as Georges Hugon, who stabs himself with scissors in her bedroom. Ending with the title character's death from smallpox on the eve of the Franco-Prussian War, for ten points, identify this 1880 novel from the Rougon Macquart series, written by Emile Zola.

ANSWER: Nana
14. Korselt's criterion can be used the check for them, and they form the only candidates for solutions to Lehmer’s Totient problem. In order to be one of these, a number n must divide the denominator of n-1th Bernoulli number, and their general definition requires that n is one if and only if the n-th power-raising function from the ring Z-sub-n to itself is the identity. Alford, Granville, and Pomerance proved in 1994 that there exist infinitely many of these numbers, beginning with 561, 1105, and 1729.  Squarefree and having at least three prime factors, these numbers satisfy the congruence of Fermat’s Little Theorem for all choices of base.  For ten points, identify these numbers that are often also called absolute pseudoprimes.

ANSWER: Carmichael numbers
15. One of this author’s stories is set during the Festival of Summer in a city whose grandeur rests entirely on the privations of a feeble-minded child kept locked up in a tiny room; the child’s plight occasionally leads an inhabitant of the title city to leave for the mountains.  In addition to “The Ones Who Walk Away from Omelas,” she wrote a novel set on the planet Urras and its moon Anarres.  A daughter of the dragon Kalessin is the title character of another of her novels, which continues the storyline of an early trilogy focusing on the wizard Sparrowhawk in such novels as The Farthest Shore and The Tombs of Atuan.  FTP, name this author of Tehanu, The Dispossessed, and The Earthsea Trilogy.

ANSWER: Ursula Kroeber Le Guin (note, in case anyone cares: Tehanu is the daughter of Kalessin, and The Dispossessed is set on Urras and Anarres; the rest should be fairly clear)
16. This theory has been extended by the construction of Biger and Hull. The risk-neutral measure of it can be given by the Carmeron-Martin-Girsanov theorem, and its most well-known variants are the Cox-Ross-Rubinstein method and the Garman-Kohlhagen measure, which extends it to foreign values. The market’s expectation creates the volatility smile problem in this method, which assumes geometrical Brownian motion and an absence of arbitrage and delta-hedging.  Introduced in the Journal of Political Economy in 1973, it results in a partial differential equation and won Robert C. Merton a Nobel for work in 1997. FTP, name this economic formula, the most popular way of pricing options, named for two economists.

ANSWER: Black-Scholes theory/formula/model/method

17. The god Atar was created to defeat one of these.  Another one residing under Wawel Hill in Krakow was tricked with a fake lamb stuffed with sulfur, and died after drinking half the Vistula River.  In Norway and Sweden they were referred to as orm or ormr.  An ever-watchful one guarded a special tree tended by some daughters of Atlas, and one of these creatures almost killed Wiglaf, who refused to abandon Beowulf.  In addition to Azhi Dahaka and Ladon, another of these creatures was named Fafnir.  FTP, name this type of creature whose name forms part of the title of Uther.

ANSWER: dragons
18. One character in this work exclaims, “Australia must be pretty, with all the dear little kangaroos flying about,” then condemns Australia as vulgar, with “horrid kangaroos crawling about,” on hearing that James wants to live there with Agatha.  In the third act, one man says of men, “We are all of us in the gutter, but some of us are looking at the stars.”  Soon afterwards, the remarks of Dumby and Cecil Graham lead that man to define a cynic as “A man who knows the price of everything, and the value of nothing.”  FTP name this Oscar Wilde play in which Mrs. Erlynne saves the reputation of her daughter, the title character, by revealing herself in Lord Darlington’s rooms to claim the title item.

ANSWER: Lady Windermere’s Fan
19. These compounds affect gene transcription by diffusing across the plasma membrane and causing receptor zinc-finger transcription factors to migrate into the nucleus.  They all have a cyclopentanophenanthrene nucleus, and in fungal cell membranes, some of these terpenoids act as precursors to vitamin D.  They are used to boost livestock production, maintain blood volume, and treat inflammatory and degenerative diseases such as asthma, arthritis, and AIDS wasting.  The hormones cortisol and progesterone are examples of, FTP, this class of compounds that all share the fused four carbon-ring structure of cholesterol, best known for their illegal bodybuilding effects.

ANSWER: steroids
20. The first theme of this D minor piece modulates to C major and reappears three times in full, beginning a fourth repetition as the music fades away.  That theme is set to the words “Meine Ruh is hin, mein Herz ist schwer.”  The climax is a high G harmonized by a C# diminished chord in the piano as the title character sings of the kiss of her beloved.  At that moment, the cyclic accompaniment figure in the piano pauses, and then builds momentum to a steady whirring after beginning from individual rotations of the title object.  FTP, name this Schubert lied [LEED] based on a scene from Goethe in which Faust’s love is working in her room at the title object.

ANSWER: Gretchen am Spinnrade (accept Gretchen at the Spinning Wheel and close equivalents)

21. It supplanted an earlier effort by Matthew Parker, and drew heavily on previous work by John Rogers and Theodore Beza. Its origin lay in one of the points of the Millenary petition, which itself resulted in the Hampton Court conference, where its creation was authorized. William Wiston attempted a revision of this work in the context of reviving Arianism, while Samuel Wilberforce attempted a modernization and Rastafarians maintain that it is a corruption. Prefacing this work are the Epistle Dedicatory and The Translators to the Reader, and by royal order, there were to be "no marginal notes at all...but only for the explanation of the Hebrew or Greek words." FTP, name this popular translation of the Bible named for an English monarch.
ANSWER: The King James Version or The Authorized Version
1. As a Congressman, he helped draft the Underwood tariff, the first tax measure enacted after the 16th Amendment. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this longest-serving Secretary of State, who received the Nobel Peace Prize in 1945.

Answer: Cordell Hull
[10] Hull was a proponent of this policy towards Latin America, which culminated in the renunciation of interference rights at the Montevideo Conference and the abrogation of the Platt Amendment.

Answer: "good neighbor" policy

[10] Although Roosevelt described Hull as "the father of the United Nations," it was this man who succeeded him as Secretary of State who led the U.S. delegation to the San Francisco Conference, where the U.N. Charter was drafted.

Answer: Edward Reilly Stettinius
2. Name these structures of world religions, FTPE.

[10] This is the term for the gates, originally made of wood and stone, which stand near the entrance to Shinto shrines.

ANSWER: torii
[10] This is the pulpit in a mosque which the khatib will ascend for instance in connection with the khutba or Friday sermon. He’ll traditionally stop on the lower step, in deference to the Prophet, who is meant to occupy the top.

ANSWER: minbar
[10] This massive Buddhist monument in Java consists of rising square platforms topped by a dome and containing several massive stupas with Buddhas. 

ANSWER: Borobodur
3. This phenomenon is often modeled using a slowly-rolling scalar field.  FTPE:

[10] Name this hypothesis that the universe expanded exponentially for a very short period after the Big Bang, introduced in part to explain the horizon and monopole problems.

ANSWER: inflation
[10] The cosmic inflation hypothesis was introduced by this MIT physics professor.

ANSWER: Alan Guth
[10] Inflation solves the horizon and monopole problems as well as this problem, which notes that the early density parameter must have been extraordinarily close to 1 in order to explain the observed curvature.

ANSWER: flatness problem
4. Its manifesto was published in Le Figaro in 1886 and attacked Realism, Naturalistic novels, and Parnassian poetry. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this artistic and literary movement influenced by the poetry of Baudelaire, which in art was represented, among others, by Pierre Puvis de Chavannes.

Answer: Symbolism or Symbolist movement

[10] This student of Jean-Leon Gerome was a leading figure in Symbolist painting and his works include The Cyclops, a series of lithographs entitled The Dream dedicated to Poe, and a series called Homage to Goya.

Answer: Odilon Redon
[10] Gustave Moreau's first important symbolist work was a depiction of a woman holding this man's head while shepherds play pipes in the background and two turtles crawl in the lower right.

Answer: Orpheus 
5. Stuff about the Franco-Prussian War, FTPE.

[10] The first major battle of the Franco-Prussian War fought in 1870 after clashes at Spichiren and Wissembourg, an outnumbered French force under the Marshal MacMahon was eventually forced to retreat from Alsace.

ANSWER: Battle of Worth (or Worth or Reichshoffen or Froeschwiller)

[10] Of course, said war had been instigated by this document describing a meeting of Wilhelm I and Count Benedetti.

ANSWER: Ems Dispatch (or Ems Telegram)

[10] This treaty signed in 1871 ended the war between France and Germany, ceded large parts of Alsace and Lorraine, and mandated an indemnity. 

ANSWER: Treaty of Frankfurt 
6. Answer the following on plays featuring blues singers, FTPE.

[10] The trumpet player Levee stabs pianist Toledo at the end of a frustrating recording session in this August Wilson play featuring “The Mother of the Blues” singing the suggestive title song.

ANSWER: Ma Rainey’s Black Bottom
[10] One of this man’s plays is set in the white hospital that supposedly rejected the dying title character.  In addition to The Death of Bessie Smith, he wrote Zoo Story and Who’s Afraid of Virginia Woolf.
ANSWER: Edward Albee
[10] Some of the characters in this August Wilson play return in his later King Hedley II.  It opens at the funeral of blues musician Floyd “Schoolboy” Barton.
ANSWER: Seven Guitars
7. Benzene can never just sit there on its own; people just have to add stuff to it. Name these compounds you get, FTPE.
[10] Known in its nitrated form, this clear liquid named by Berzelius for the tropical tree from which it was extracted is the addition of a methyl group to benzene.
ANSWER: toluene
[10] This crystalline white solid used to protect garments from the ravages of larvae consists of a pair of two fused benzene rings.
ANSWER: naphthalene
[10] These compounds used as disinfectants happen when you stick an alcohol group and a methyl group on different sites of a benzene ring, whether it be in para, meta, or ortho positions.

ANSWER: cresols
8. It was based on Hugo’s Angelo and its libretto was penned by Arrigo Boito. FTPE:

[10] Name this 1883 opera in which the title character kills herself after promising to give herself to the spy Barnaba if he helps her love Enzo escape.

ANSWER: La Gioconda or The Ballad Singer
[10] Puccini and Mascagni studied with this composer, who taught counterpoint at the Milan Conservatory for a time.  He composed La Gioconda.

ANSWER: Amilcare Ponchielli
[10] This ballet sequence from La Gioconda was featured in Disney’s Fantasia, complete with dancing hippos, ostriches, alligators, and elephants wearing tutus. 

ANSWER: “Dance of the Hours”

9. She started off her rise to power as a junior concubine of Taizong.  FTPE:
[10] Name this woman who later ruled in her own name as the sole ruler of the Zhou dynasty and only female emperor of China.
ANSWER: Empress Wu Zetian or Zhao or Hao
[10] The reign of this grandson of Empress Wu deteriorated after his notorious love affair with the Lady Yang, who was executed during the retreat of the imperial forces from Chang’an.

ANSWER: Xuanzong or Li Longji
[10] The retreat from Chang’an was prompted by the arrival of forces led by this obese general of Sogdian-Turkish extraction.
ANSWER: An Lushan
10. Name these Keats poems, FTPE:

[10] This poem includes a dream of “pale Kings, and Princes too” whose “starved lips in the gloam / With horrid warning gapéd wide,” as described by a “Knight at arms, / Alone and palely loitering.”

ANSWER: “La Belle Dame Sans Merci”

[10] In this, his first Shakespearean sonnet, Keats states that “When I feel…That I shall never look upon thee more…then on the shore / Of the wide world I stand alone, and think.”

ANSWER: “When I have fears that I may cease to be”

[10] After staying up all night reading with a former teacher, Keats wrote in this poem that he felt “like stout Cortez when with eagle eyes / He stared at the Pacific.”

ANSWER: “On First Looking into Chapman’s Homer”

11. Given a description of their work, name these architects who worked on St. Peter’s Basilica in Rome, FTPE:

[10] The plaza to the east of the church features an elliptical colonnade designed by this architect and sculptor also known for his Ecstasy of Saint Teresa.

ANSWER: Gian Lorenzo Bernini
[10] The original plan for St. Peter's was formulated by this architect, who designed the rectort of St. Ambrogio and the church of Santa Maria delle Grazie. He is more famous for a small temple erected on the putative site of St. Peter's crucifixion.

ANSWER: Donato Bramante
[10] The paraboloid shape of the dome was a modification of Michelangelo’s original design by this architect, also known for the Chiesa del Gesù.

ANSWER: Giacomo della Porta 
12. RNA interference was the basis of the 2006 Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine. Name these important players in the history of RNAi, FTPE:
[10] Andrew Fire and Craig Mello shared the prize for their research on RNAi in this nematode.  The 2002 Nobel in Physiology or Medicine focused on studies of apoptosis in this roundworm.

ANSWER: Caenorhabditis elegans
[10] This ribonuclease cleaves double-stranded RNA, converting it into small interfering RNA strands about 21 nucleotides long.
ANSWER: Dicer
[10] One of the most studied portions of this multi-protein complex is the argonaute protein, which directs the cleavage of target mRNA strands. Its site-specific RNAse activity leads to the phenomenon known as "gene silencing".
ANSWER: RISC (or RNA-induced silencing complex)

13. Answer stuff about a certain concept, FTPE.

[10] Jean-Jacques Rousseau composed a 1754 discourse on the origin of this among men and inquired in the title as to whether it was authorized by natural law.

ANSWER: Inequality
[10] Inequality Reexamined is a work by this economist, who argues against ultra-rational utilitarianism in works like the 1970 treatise Collective Choice and Social Welfare.

ANSWER: Amartya Sen
[10] Libertarianism Without Inequality is a recent book by this annoying political philosopher who has the nerve to call himself a Lockean, except that he’s “the egalitarian version.”

ANSWER: Michael Otsuka    
14. His painting of the entombment of Christ is alternately known as The Dead Christ, and he also painted St. James Led to Martyrdom. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this Renaissance artist.

ANSWER: Andrea Mantegna
[10] Mantegna executed this di sotto in su work for the namesake room in the ducal palace in Mantua.

ANSWER: Camera degli Sposi or Bridal Chamber or Wedding Chamber
[10] Hampton Court Palace in England now contains the remnants of this Mantegna painting, originally spanning nine canvases, which depicts elephants and captives walking in the title procession.

ANSWER: Triumph of Caesar
15. It concerned a socialist who had published a "Left Wing Manifesto" and upheld that man's conviction, despite having far-reaching consequences for freedom of speech. For ten points each:
[10] Identify this 1925 case which incorporated the 14th Amendment against the states.

ANSWER: Gitlow v. New York

[10] The decision in Gitlow partially reversed the holding in this 1833 case, in which the Court had held that the states were not bound to respect the Fifth Amednment.

ANSWER: Barron v. Baltimore 

[10] Oliver Wendell Holmes dissented in Gitlow, arguing that the "clear and present danger" test did not apply in this case, just as it did not apply in this other famous Holmes dissent of 1919, which concerned a man who had been arrested for violating the Espionage Act of 1917.
ANSWER: Abrams v. United States 
16. Name these creator-gods of ancient Egypt, FTPE:
[10] Before becoming associated with the son of Osiris or the chief god of Thebes, this god presided over the sun cult of Heliopolis and was often depicted with the head of a hawk and a solar disk over his head.
ANSWER: Ra
[10] According to a scroll discovered by Pharaoh Shabaka, this god originated the opening of the mouth ceremony. Inhabitants of Memphis believed him to be the father of Nefertum and husband of Sekhmet.

ANSWER: Ptah
[10] Along with Anuket and Satis, this god was regarded as a guardian of the Nile’s source.  He was often shown as a ram-headed man at a potter's wheel.

ANSWER: Chnum or Khnum
17. Answer the following on winners of the Caldecott award, FTPE: 
[10] This 1942 winner by Robert McCloskey tells the story of a couple looking for “a place to live.” It is the official children’s book of Massachusetts. 
ANSWER: Make Way for Ducklings 
[10] In this 1964 winner, Max dons a wolf suit and leads a rumpus in the forest after being declared king.

ANSWER: Where The Wild Things Are
[10] This author and illustrator has won twice, in 1982 for Jumanji and in 1986 for The Polar Express.
ANSWER: Chris van Allsburg
18. Name these related psychologists FTPE.

[10] Beyond the Chains of Illusion is an autobiographical work of this guy who wrote “Man may be defined as the animal that can say I” in The Sane Society.
ANSWER: Erich Fromm

19. It begins with the summoning of a hero of a previous novel by Mazarin after the titular time period since that previous novel's end has passed. For ten poins each:

[10] Identify this sequel written together with Auguste Maquet.

Answer: Twenty Years After or Vingt Ans Apres
[10] Mordaunt, the son of this woman executed at the end of The Three Musketeers, returns in Twenty Years After as an emissary for Oliver Cromwell, determined to avenge his mother's death.

Answer: Milady deWinter (accept either name)

[10] The action of Twenty Years After takes place against the backdrop of this revolt against high taxes imposed by Mazarin.

Answer: the Fronde
20. Answer these questions about order theory, FTPE:

[10] These are sets equipped with a reflexive, antisymmetric, and transitive order relation that does not necessarily need to apply to all pairs of elements in the set.

ANSWER: poset or partially ordered set
[10] Posets are most often depicted using this type of diagram, a transitive reduction of the graph showing all order relations.

ANSWER: Hasse diagram
[10] For a poset, this number represents the size of the smallest realizer of the poset. In the context of linear algebra, it can be given by the smallest number of linearly independent vectors that span a vector space.

ANSWER: dimension
