Packet by Princeton A (Dan Benediktson, Jordan Boyd-Graber, and Mason Liang) and UIUC B (Greg Baboukis and probably others)
1. Anfinsen’s thermodynamic hypothesis uses the minimum of this quantity to predict protein structures, and in the Henon-Heiles equation, this quantity is given by “one half r-squared plus one-third r-cubed times sine of 3-theta.” The Jeans length gives the scale at which one form of this quantity will result in the stability of a gas cloud. For a dipole in an electric field, it is the negative dot product of the moment and the electric field.  The derivative of this quantity with respect to a position gives the force field, and for a spring, it is given by one-half times the spring constant times the displacement squared. For ten points, identify this quantity, the energy a system has by virtue of its configuration.

ANSWER: potential energy

2. Its original inhabitants retained only the kingdom of Amathus after six Arcadian colonies were founded here. It may have been the Hittite trading center of Alashiya and was later claimed as a conquest by Thutmose III and Sargon II. In the later Middle Ages it served as a sugar plantation and a refuge for the deposed kings of Jerusalem, who ruled the island as the house of Lusignan and squabbled with the Genoese and Venetians. Captured by the Ottomans in the sixteenth century, in 1878 it became a British naval base. FTP, name this ancient source of copper, an island in the Eastern Mediterranean still disputed between Greeks and Turks. 

ANSWER: Cyprus

3. In one of this man’s works, a barber who had offered to set up a shelter for the homeless breaks the hand of a water-seller and competes for a woman who disguises herself as her own cousin in order deal with Shu Fu and Yang Sun.  In a work based on the thirteenth century work Hui Lan Ji, the judge Azdak rules that Grusha or Natalla will get custody of Michael based on which of them can pull the child out of the titular diagram.  Another work sees the deaths of Katrin, Eilif and Swiss Cheese, who are survived by the other title character, Anna Fierling.  FTP name this German playwright of The Good Woman of Setzuan, The Caucasian Chalk Circle, and Mother Courage and Her Children.

ANSWER: Bertholdt Brecht
4. One of this artist’s works originally featured an angel, which was removed at the request of Clare Boothe Luce, who commissioned the painting depicting Hampshire House and the suicide of Dorothy Hale.  Images of Alexander the Great, Martin Luther, Ghandi, Napoleon, Hitler, and Marx are to the left of the embryo of Moses, in one of this artist’s paintings. Andre Breton got her a showing at the Julian Levy Gallery, and her other works include a depiction of herself sitting under a portrait of Dr. Farrill, whom she credited with saving her life, as well as Miscarriage in Detroit, inspired by retablos. For ten points, name this Mexican artist, the wife of Diego Rivera who notably painted a self-portrait with monkeys, as well as a painting depicting two versions of herself.

ANSWER: Magdalena Carmen Frieda Kahlo y Calderón

5. Sarah Waterlow wrote a 1984 philosophical study on this work. The end of its most famous part uses the example of a wall, which comes about because stones sink to the bottom and wood floats to the top, or perhaps it comes about for protection. Prior to this, the work defines the ideas of luck and chance as those things which occur “for something” but only coincidentally, after discussing the four causes - the material, formal, efficient, and final causes - in Part 3 of Book 2. Book 1 gets straight to the main point discussing nature as a principle of change, and the final four of the eight total books all deal primarily with motion. FTP, name this work by Aristotle which deals with the development of a science, rather than mechanics or electromagnetics as its name might imply.

ANSWER: Physics (Physica/Phusika)

6. A technique using the 48-bit AGGR allows endpoint addresses to be stored in its header, enabling tunneling via its predecessor.  Created by a team lead by Steve Deering at PARC, convention states that strings of zeros in these addresses can be replaced by a double colon and the last 32 bits can be written in decimal instead of hex.  Although its predecessor’s header is half as big and is limited to four billion nodes, address translation has slowed its adoption, even though its 128-bit address space allows for 3.4 times ten to the 38 nodes.  China’s Next Generation Internet is abandoning the fourth version of, FTP, what addressing protocol usually paired with TCP that is to replace IPv4?

ANSWER: Internet Protocol version 6 (prompt on partial answer or on “IPng”)

7. Of the nobles on the losing side, only Huntly, Lindsay, and Home escaped alive. The last of them, Lord Home, is sometimes alleged to have made an agreement with Lord Dacre to sit out the battle, and was pilloried in its aftermath. A skirmish was initially fought at Milfield, on a pretext of instigation by a man called “the bastard,” John Heron, but the action then moved to Branxton Hill, which provides an alternate name for the battle. Thomas Howard, the Earl of Surrey, commanded forces since the remainder of the English army was in France under Henry VIII, and the result was a crushing defeat of James IV. FTP, name this 1513 victory for the English over the Scots, described in Walter Scott’s Marmion.

ANSWER: Battle of Flodden Field (or Branxton Hill before mentioned)

8. One of this author’s short stories concerns a petitioner and a cleaning woman, who tries to answer his petition for a boat, while one of his novels ends on April 25th, 1974, the date of a revolution in this writer’s home country. He set one of his novels in a location taken from a Platonic allegory, and Azio Corghi based a 1989 opera on this man’s Memorial of the Convent. Another of this man’s novel is set in 1936, when the title character returns home after 16 years abroad and wanders the city with the ghost of the poet Fernando Pessoa. More famous is a novel which depicts a landmass that detaches from a continent, forming the titular object, and another work about an illness that leaves people able to see only white light. Also the writer of Baltasar and Blimunda, for ten points, identify this author of The Stone Raft and Blindness.

ANSWER: José de Sousa Saramago
9. This man’s Chandi di Var is a poetic composition about an aspect of the goddess Durga, and its first stanza forms the first part of the ardaas. He called any who would die for their faith into a tent, after which he emerged holding a sword dripping with blood. The men were not killed and the event formed the basis for the Amrit ceremony, after which adherents are called khalsa, for those “five beloved” men. His father, Teg Bahadur, sacrificed himself up to the current Mughal emperor, Aurangzeb, after which this man succeeded him and compiled the Dasam Granth. He declared that the Guru Granth Sahib would be the ultimate and last guru, but, FTP, name this 10th and final human guru of Sikhism.

ANSWER: Guru Gobind Singh (or Gobind Rai Sodhi)

10. Other works that share its name include a setting of Guinaud’s poetry by De Joncieres, an 1889 fantasy by Glazunov inspired by Liszt’s tone poems, and an orchestral work prefaced by the poems of Levis, written by Gilson.  These works, along with D’Indy’s L’Etranger, helped inspire this piece.  The first edition manuscript given to Varèse includes brass fanfares that were later removed from the third section, a dialogue between the wind and the title setting.  Proceeding “from dawn to noon” in the first movement, FTP name this Debussy piece whose second movement depicts the “play of the waves.”

ANSWER: La Mer or The Sea
11. He cleansed Pelops of blood-guilt in the western stream of Oceanus, and a practical joke by his uncle resulted in him ejaculating on his half-sister’s thigh, making him the father of Erichthonius.  He drove off the River-god Scamander to help Achilles, and the blinded Orion took his apprentice Cedalion as a guide after finding his workshop.  During the revolt of the giants, he scalded Mimas with a ladle full of red-hot metal.  Pandareus and Tantalus conspired to steal a golden mastiff created by this god, and his other creations include a net that caught Ares in bed with his wife.  FTP name this husband of Aphrodite, the lame smith-god of the Greeks.

ANSWER: Hephaestus
12. This man tapped the head of the American Relief Administration to be his Commerce Secretary, and his Supreme Court appointments included Edward Sanford and the first Justice from Minnesota, Pierce Butler. The first Senator to be elected president, he was grouped with Charles Forbes, Will Hays and Harry Daugherty in the Ohio Gang. Thomas Walsh exposed the corruption of this man’s administration, documented in Samuel Hopkins Adams’ 1939 book Incredible Era. Elected on a platform of a “return to normalcy” over James Cox, for ten points, identify this president who was succeeded upon his 1923 death by Calvin Coolidge.

ANSWER: Warren Gamaliel Harding
13. This man appears in a work set in “a fair oasis of the purest desert,” and a novel with this title sees Miriam’s father come to grips with his son Menuchim being retarded.  In a third work, another character based on this man meets a downtrodden balloon seller and a sardonic popcorn vender named Zuss and Nickles, respectively.  Robert Frost’s blank verse comedy A Masque of Reason focuses on this man, as does Joseph Roth’s novel about Mendel Singer.  A man who sees his children killed by war, drunk drivers and murderers is based on, FTP, what Biblical character whose story is retold in Archibald Macleish’s play J.B.?

ANSWER: Job

14. Kieth Soto of the New York Times is the son of one of its members, but was convinced not to publish a story about it in return for learning how his father died.  The wife of its NCOIC at the same time was attempting to get the truth out of a woman who stole $40,000 from an investment club by claiming to be selling her house to move to Minnesota for treatment. Tiffy Gerhardt, however, is having an affair with Colonel Tom Ryan, played by Robert Patrick, who is the group’s CO. Operating under the cover of the 303rd Logistical Studies Unit, a reference to an earlier Mamet work, Wag the Dog, FTP, name this drama with Dennis Haysbert on CBS, about a fictional special forces group. 

ANSWER: “The Unit”

15. Lithic similarities led Stanford and Bradley to propose that the culture of this name represents a migratory outpost of the Solutrean culture.  A character of this name appears in a story “on the Alleged Romance of Business” in The Square Egg.  The culture of this name has long been held to have crossed the Bering Land Bridge and peopled the Americas.  In his Histories, Gregory of Tours heaps praise on and discusses the conversion of a man of this name, a son of Childeric I.  The story “Tobermory” appears in the Chronicles of, FTP, this literary character created by Saki who shares his name with the husband of the Clotilde and founder of the Merovingian dynasty.

ANSWER: Clovis

16. They contain large Sym plasmids that bear nod genes coding for factors that induce cortical cell division, and their gene expression is modified by uptake of flavonoids.  Following the recognition and attachment steps mediated by the protein rhicadhesin, they multiply in infection threads.  Effective strains produce large structures whose reddish color comes from the oxygen buffer leghemoglobin, which is partially encoded in the host plant.  FTP name these gram-negative bacteria that form symbiotic relationships with legumes, producing nitrogen-fixing root nodules. 

ANSWER: Rhizobium or Rhizobia
17. During this dynasty, a Catholic scholar developed a philosophy of the rights of the people that is classified as part of the “practical learning” modernization movement known as Silhak.  Its fourth ruler is credited with developing the official writing system of fourteen consonants and ten vowels, replacing the hanja system.  It was formed after in the late 14th century when an opportunity to invade China was passed over by King U’s general in favor of overthrowing the Goryeo.  FTP, name this dynasty that ruled Korea until annexed by Japan in 1910.

ANSWER: Choson or Joseon or Yi Dynasty
18. This man’s essays on interpersonal utility theory and Austrian methodology are collected in his volume Socratic Puzzles. He argued against Edmund Gettier by suggesting a “truth-tracking” solution to the definition of knowledge in Philosophical Explanations, while the Prisoner’s Dilemma and Newcomb’s problem are covered in his The Nature of Rationality. Another book draws the example of trading with Wilt Chamberlain and introduces the concept of the Lockean proviso for property appropriation, while he argued against an opponent by claiming that “it needn’t be that the foundations underlying desert are themselves deserved all the way down.” For ten points, identify this late Harvard philosopher, who attacked John Rawls’ Theory of Justice in his Anarchy, State, and Utopia.
ANSWER: Robert Nozick
19. One of this play’s two settings is frequented by a pewter platter spinner named Tom Twist and a horse doctor named Jack Slang.  Roger and Diggory are servants in the employ of a character whose role was originated by Ned Shuter, an actor mentioned in the prologue written by David Garrick.  Two characters in this play are directed to the Buck’s Head, recognizable by the pair of horns over its door, after asking for directions at the Three Jolly Pigeons.  Constance Neville winds up with George Hastings despite the schemes of the mother of Tony Lumpkin.  Young Marlow ends up marrying Kate Hardcastle after mistaking her for a serving wench in, FTP, this comedy by Oliver Goldsmith.

ANSWER: She Stoops to Conquer
20. This ruler issued a “divine pragmatic sanction” nullifying certain donations, and was influenced by the theological advisors Domitian of Ancyra and Theodore Askidas. His armies were defeated at the Battle of Callinicum, after which his minister Peter Barsymes devised a set of fiscal reforms. His theological quarrel with Pope Vigilius is sometimes called the Three Chapters dispute. A year after he negotiated the so-called “Endless Peace” with the Persians, his army won at Tricamerum over Gelimer and the Vandals and he commissioned Tribonian to supervise the creation of the Digesta, the Institutiones, and the Novels, all components of his namesake legal code. FTP, name this great Byzantine emperor from 527-565 CE.  
ANSWER: Justinian I (the Great) or Flavius Petrus Sabbatius Justinianus 

21. The Nielsen type of these can be used to derive the Cesaro equation. One of these named after Cotes represents the solutions to a central orbit subject to an inverse-cubed force law, and a polygonal one may be generated from the ratios of the inradius to circumradius of a regular polygon. One of these objects named after Ulam is a graphical representation of the primes, while the Cornu type is a plot of the solutions of the Fresnel integrals. More famous are the Fermat and hyperbolic varieties, which correspond to special cases of the equation “r equals a times theta raised to the 1 over n power.” For ten points, identify these mathematical curves, of which the most famous is the Archimedean.

Answer: spiral
1. He served as George Washington’s aide during the siege of Boston and was the first Attorney General.  FTPE:

[10] Name this man who in 1786 was elected governor of Virginia.

ANSWER: Edmund Jennings Randolph 

[10] Randolph headed the Virginia delegation at this 1786 meeting which was convened to resolve the problem of navigation on the Potomac in its namesake city and illustrated the shortcomings of the Articles of the Confederation.

ANSWER: Annapolis Convention

[10] After being forced to resign his position as Secretary of State because he was thought to have taken French bribes, Randolph was succeeded in that post by this man, who would go on to lead the Essex Junto which agitated against the 1809 Embargo Act.

ANSWER: Timothy Pickering
2. Name some works of Michele Foucault, FTPE.
[10] In this work, Foucault coins the term regard médical, often translated as “medical gaze,” to refer to the way doctors dissociate a person from their bodies when diagnosing or treating, in the course of analyzing the “modern myth” of medicine. 

ANSWER: The Birth of the Clinic: An Archaeology of Medical Perception (or Naissance de la clinique: un archéologie du regard medical)

[10] This earlier work traces the history of the treatment of the insane, discussing the “experience of nothingness” during the Renaissance prior to the “Great Confinement.” 

ANSWER: Madness and Civilization (or Folie et Déraison: Histoire de la folie à l’âage classique or The History of Madness)

[10] Probably the most famous work of Foucault, it traces the history of criminal corrections facilities, from the “spectacle of the scaffold” to the constant surveillance of modern day. 

ANSWER: Discipline and Punish: The Birth of the Prison (or Surveiller et punir: Naissance de la prison)

3. He wounded himself and led a procession into Athens, convincing the citizens to grant him the use of a bodyguard to protect him from his enemies.  FTPE:

[10] Name this tyrant of Athens who used his fame in the war against Megara to become the head of the “hillsmen” faction, which ruled Athens after the 546 BCE victory at Pallene.

ANSWER: Pisistratus
[10] Pisistratus married Coesyra, the daughter of this rival who led the “coast” faction.  He broke his alliance with Pisitratus after claiming Pisistratus mistreated his daughter.

ANSWER: Megacles    

[10] Pisistratus rewarded his ally Lygdamus by making him tyrant of this island.  The 502 BCE popular uprising on this island, the largest of the Cyclades, led to the Persian Wars.

ANSWER: Naxos
4. It expands on the Sharia by taking prior cases into account. This allows a broader scope for judgment, beyond just the mainstream interpretation of the Quran and the Sunnah. FTPE:

[10] Give this term, literally meaning “comprehension,” referring to Islamic jurisprudence.

ANSWER: fiqh [FEEK]

[10] Also called faqeeh because they apply fiqh, these are the learned scholars who serve as jurors. Their name derives from the Arabic word for knowledge.

ANSWER: ulama [oo-lay-MEH] or ulema (from the Arabic ilm)

[10] This is the term for an opinion issued by a /mufti/ on a possibly unclear point of fiqh. A famous one called for the death of Salman Rushdie for writing The Satanic Verses.

ANSWER: fatwa
5. Pelayo finds the title character of this short story while throwing out a bunch of dead crabs.  FTPE:

[10] Name this story, in which a ram-sized tarantula with the head of a young lady draws the crowds away from the title character, said to be an angel.  He reminds Elisenda of a senile vulture as he flies away.

ANSWER: “A Very Old Man with Enormous Wings” or “Un Señor muy viejo con unas alas enormes”
[10] This man wrote “A Very Old Man with Enormous Wings.”  His other works include the novella The Leaf-Storm, which introduced the village of Macondo.
ANSWER: Gabriel García Márquez

[10] In this García Márquez story, the villagers realize that the attractive title character must have been named Esteban and that his size must have made his life difficult, after his corpse washes up on the beach.

ANSWER: “The Handsomest Drowned Man in the World” or “El Ahogado mas Hermoso del Mundo”
6. He had a pretty chaotic life; his house was burned down during the Russian revolution, he went half blind, his wife died, and after he shot himself his death dragged on for several days.  FTPE:

[10] Name this Russian mathematician best known for a set of namesake exponents, one for each dimension, that govern the divergence of arbitrarily close initial trajectories.

ANSWER: Aleksandr Mikhailovich Lyapunov
[10] While at the University of St. Petersburg, Lyapunov studied under this man, whose inequality states that the probility of a random variable being more than k times sigma away from its mean is less than or equal to one over k squared.

ANSWER: Pafnuty Lvovich Chebyshev
[10] Lyapunov worked as an editor for the collected works of this Swiss mathematician whose characteristic for a polyhedron, defined as the number of vertices minus the number of edges plus the number of faces, is always two.

ANSWER: Leonhard Euler
7. Stuff about the Boer War, FTPE.

[10] Boer fortunes began to reverse when this man, the hero of Omdurman, became the British commander after initially being chief of staff to Lord Roberts.

ANSWER: Horatio Herbert Kitchener, 1st Earl/Lord Kitchener

[10] Perhaps the most effective Boer general was this man, known for his guerilla strategies at the battles of Sanna’s Post and Reddersburg. He wrote a book about his experiences called The Three Years War.

ANSWER: Christiaan Rudolf de Wet
[10] In the midst of the scorched earth campaign, the Boers agreed to surrender independence by this 1902 treaty which promised self-government in Orange Free State and Transvaal.

ANSWER: Treaty/Peace of Vereeniging
8. Identify these artists whose work appears on the Princeton campus FTPE.

[10]  This Russian born French sculptor turned cubist paintings like Man with Guitar into sculpture, but he’s better known for flowing sculptures like Bellerophon Taming Pegasus, Prometheus Strangling a Vulture, and Song of the Vowels. 

ANSWER: Jacques (Chaim Jacob) Lipchitz
[10]  His Five Disks: One Empty is a “stabile” at Princeton, but this sculptor is better known for mobiles like 1 Red, 4 Black plus X White and Lobster Trap and Fish Tail.
ANSWER: Alexander Stirling Calder
[10] His Oval with Two Points is at Princeton, but this British sculptor is better known for his series of reclining figures, such as Madonna and Child for a Northampton church, and his first large bronze, Family Group.
ANSWER: Henry Spencer Moore
9. Pulsars are rapidly-rotating, magnetized examples of these objects.  FTPE:

[10] Name these compact objects produced by supernovae from parent stars that are not massive enough to collapse directly to black holes.

ANSWER: neutron stars

[10] Tolman’s name is sometimes added to this limit on the maximum mass of neutron stars based on the ideal, degenerate neutron gas equation of state introduced by its two namesakes.

ANSWER: Tolman-Oppenheimer-Volkoff limit

[10] This man and Zwicky first proposed that supernovae could form neutron stars.  During WWII blackouts of Los Angeles he conducted studies leading to the recognition of stellar Populations I and II.

ANSWER: Wilhelm Heinrich Walter Baade

10. Name these Italian volcanoes, FTPE.

[10] Catania lies at the base of this highest active volcano in Europe, situated in eastern Sicily, which Empedocles supposedly threw himself into. 

ANSWER: Mount Etna
[10] This active volcano is the northernmost of the Lipari Islands in the Tyrrhenian Sea, and is most known for its Sciara del Fuoco crater, as well as its characteristic namesake eruptions.

ANSWER: Stromboli
[10] A complex of volcanoes dot this rather large island, the highest of which is Mt. Epomeo. It sits just to the west of Procida at the very north end of the Gulf of Naples. 

ANSWER: Ischia 

11. Answer some questions about “The Knight of the Cart,” FTPE.

[10] This knight earns the nickname “Knight of the Cart” after adopting that most un-knightly mode of transportation to pursue Guinevere’s kidnapper.

ANSWER: Lancelot
[10] This author wrote “Lancelot, the Knight of the Cart,” probably around the same time that he wrote “Yvain, the Knight of the Lion.”

ANSWER: Chrétien de Troyes
[10] This villainous knight kidnaps Guinevere and brings her to his castle, from which Lancelot and Gawain rescue her.

ANSWER: Sir Meleagant (or Maleagant or Malagant or Meleagaunce or anything close along these lines)

12. Its overture is often a version written by Geoffrey Toye for a 1920 revival, but some versions begin with a four-bar theme that introduces I once was as meek from Act II.  FTPE:

[10] Name this gothic spoof in which the baronet of Murgatroyd must commit a crime each day or face death.

ANSWER: Ruddigore
[10] Ruddigore is an operetta created by what British duo also responsible for The Gondoliers?

ANSWER: William Gilbert and Arthur Sullivan
[10] Robin Oakapple, the true baronet, is in love with this very proper woman who later falls for Robin’s Francophobe foster brother Richard.

ANSWER: Rose Maybud (accept either name)

13. He created secular works like The Cardsharps, but is better known for religious works like The Conversion on the Way to Damascus and The Cruxifiction of St. Peter. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this artist, who notably painted himself as a Sick Bacchus.

ANSWER: Michelangelo Merisi da Caravaggio
[10] Scandalous at the time for the title figure’s bare feet and for the use of a prostitute’s corpse as a model, this 1606 Caravaggio painting was created for Laerzio Cherubini, and now hangs in the Louvre.

ANSWER: The Death of the Virgin
[10] Caravaggio also depicted himself in a painting of the martyrdom of this saint, who refused to marry Attila, and whose order was formed in 1535 by Angela Merici and is dedicated to girls’ education.

ANSWER: Saint Ursula
14. This poem’s speaker pledges to make a gown of the finest wool “which from our pretty lambs we pull.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this Marlowe poem that begins with the entreaty “come live with me and be my love.”

ANSWER: “The Passionate Shepherd to his Love”
[10] The lines “At evening by the sour canals / We’ll hope to hear some madrigals.” appear in a “Song” responding to Marlowe’s poem, written by this British Poet Laureate from 1967 to 1972.

ANSWER: Cecil Day Lewis

[10] John Donne begins this poem with “Come live with me, and be my love, / And we will some new pleasures prove,” entreats the addressee to some fishing, and closes with “That fish, that is not catch’d thereby, / Alas! is wiser far than I.”

ANSWER: The Bait
15. Literally meaning “for one party” in Latin, it refers to a case where one of the participants is absent.  FTPE:

[10] Name this type of case, one of which involved McCardle and concerned the refusal of the Supreme Court to hear a case on the Reconstruction Acts.

ANSWER: ex parte
[10] The 1908 case of ex parte Young held that state officials who enforced an unconstitutional law could be sued despite the sovereign immunity guaranteed by this piece of legislation.

Answer: Eleventh Amendment
 [10] This 1866 case held that an Indiana citizen was tried by a military tribunal unconstitutionally because open warfare was not happening and Indiana had functioning civil courts.
ANSWER: ex parte Lambdin P. Milligan
16. Answer some related economics questions, FTPE.

[10] This 1937 article argues that the title entity exists to eliminate market costs, since the price mechanism is superseded within it, and thus to quote D.H. Robertson, these entities represent “islands of conscious power.”

ANSWER: “The Nature of the Firm”

[10] “The Nature of the Firm” is an early work of this economist, most famous for his theorem, which states that the initial allocation of property rights is irrelevant in a world of zero transaction costs. 

ANSWER: Ronald Harry Coase
[10] Coase introduced his theorem in this landmark 1960 article, which rejects the idea of Pigovian-style reparations paid for the harmful effects of business firms on outside agents.

ANSWER: “The Problem of Social Cost”

17. Answer the following about a reaction, FTPE.

[10] Discovered independently by Wurtz and Borodin, this reaction produces an enolate which attacks a ketone and then deprotonates to form a beta-hydroxy compound, which may then dehydrate.  

ANSWER: Aldol condensation reaction

[10] An intramolecular aldol reaction is the second step in this annulation, which produces a six-membered ring enone.

ANSWER: Robinson Annulation

[10] The first step in a Robinson Annulation is this reaction, in which an enolate attacks an alpha-beta unsaturated ketone by conjugate addition.

ANSWER: Michael Reaction/Addition 

18. The influence of the Cristero uprisings of 1926 through 1929 on this man’s writing can be seen in his The Burning Plain. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this Mexican author, who also wrote a collection of screenplays entitled The Golden Cock.

Answer: Juan Rulfo
[10] Rulfo is perhaps best known for this novel about a Mexican cacique which is populated by dead people.

Answer: Pedro Paramo
[10] An important influence on Rulfo was this Norwegian author of Growth of the Soil and Hunger.

Answer: Knut Hamsun or Pedersen
19. For 21 years, a man named Leborgne in a Paris hospital could only say the word “tan,” but he could understand everything said to him.  FTPE:

[10] Paul Broca’s report on Leborgne was the first documented case of this neurological disorder whose subtypes include transcortical, anomic, and Wernicke’s.

ANSWER: aphasia
[10] Conduction aphasia may result from damage to this fiber pathway connecting Broca’s and Wernicke’s areas.

ANSWER: arcuate fasciculus

[10] Similar to Broca’s aphasia is this output disorder where the motor functions related to speech production are impaired, but comprehension is not.

ANSWER: disarthria or anarthria or apraxia of speech

20. Identify these people who worked in moral philosophy, for ten points each.

[10] Strongly influenced by Henry Sidgwick, this man wrote such works as “A Defence of Common Sense” and “A Refutation of Idealism,” and pointed out the “naturalistic fallacy” in his Principia Ethica.

Answer: George Edward Moore
[10] Richard Mervyn Hare was this man’s graduate advisor, whose thesis title was “Why should I be moral?”  His works on animal rights include his book Animal Liberation.

Answer: Peter Albert David Singer
[10] This University of Chicago philosopher recently took Harvey Mansfield to task for his shoddy book Manliness and criticized Judith Butler as “the professor of parody.”  Her works include Sex and Social Justice and Hiding From Humanity: Disgust, Shame, and the Law.

Answer: Martha Nussbaum
