ACF Regionals 2007

Packet by Virginia Commonwealth (Matt Weiner)

1. This city became a center of the final flourishing of the dynamic monarchianism heresy by granting harbor to Paul of Samosata.  One of its kings was given the title “corrector totius Orientis” after defeating Quietus and becoming a bulwark against the Sassanians. Later, its princes Herennianis and Timolaus were marched in a triumph after its destruction following the assassinations of Herodes and Odaenathus.  Its nominal then crown passed to Vaballathus and this city then seized Egypt before being defeated at Antioch and Emesa by the forces of Aurelian. For 10 points, name this seat of power for the regent Zenobia.

ANSWER: Palmyra or Tudmor
2. A localized region on this body has been termed “hilly and lineated,” or “weird terrain.”  That region of this body’s Discovery Quadrangle is hypothesized to have formed due to seismic waves generated by the formation of the antipodal feature.  Smooth plains, including Odin and Tir Planitiae, surround its large, multiring Caloris impact basin.  The 43 arc-second per century forward shift in its perihelion was an early observed confirmation of general relativity.  FTP, name this terrestrial planet visited by Mariner 10, the innermost of the solar system.

ANSWER: Mercury
3. The Hollywood art satirist John Decker painted Charlie McCarthy as this painting’s subject. It brought its long-dead creator out of obscurity when it was purchased, under the title “Portrait of a Man” at an 1865 auction and is now found in the Wallace Collection. An inscription on the upper right notes that the anonymous subject is twenty-six years old; he wears ruffles on his wrists, attached to his black doublet inlaid with gold and colored lace. A giant collar, visible pink around the nose and curled hair brushed backwards also appear, along with an enormous, upward-pointing mustache and a goatee on this man wearing a gigantic black hat. For 10 points, identify this misnamed painting of a man who is merely smiling, a work by Franz Hals.

ANSWER: The Laughing Cavalier
4. The official anthem of this organization proclaimed that its banner was more meaningful than death, and members carried daggers marked “blood and honor.” In its waning days, it was lead by Arthur Axmann and its members were assigned to Kurt Meyer’s panzer division and the anti-aircraft batteries of Berlin. Originally directed by the Gauleiter of Vienna, Baldur von Schirach, it had a counterpart called the Bund Deutscher Mädel for females, while all males were required to join this group at age thirteen after graduating from the Deutsches Jungvolk. FTP, Prince Claus of the Netherlands and Pope Benedict XIV are noted alumni of this compulsory organization for teenagers under the Nazis.

ANSWER: the Hitler Youth [or Hitlerjugend]

5. He depicted a small-scale insurrection in The Crimson Island and wrote a play about the life of Moliére, A Cabal of Hypocrites. One of his was a reworking of his play The Day of the Turbins, and in one of his shorter works a testicular transplant turns Sharik into a monster named Polygraph Polygraphovich. In a novel by this author, the naked woman Hella and a shady clown named Koroviev-Faggot learn that “manuscripts don’t burn” while performing in the stage show of the magician Woland, in a story running parallel to an interpretation of Faust and the crucifixion of Jesus. For 10 points, name this author of Heart of a Dog and The Master and Margarita.

ANSWER: Mikhail Afanasyevich Bulgakov
6. The mystical levels of this group are described in the Epistles of the Brethren of Purity and Loyal Friends. They believe in the return of Muhammad at-Tamm from occultation, and subgroups include the Bhoras and Mustalis in Bombay and the Nizaris, led by the Aga Khan. The Assassins were also members of this sect, which was taken up by Ubayd Allah to found the Fatimids. Also known as the Stoppers because they believed the line of imams stopped at their namesake, this group was formed in 765 CE during a dispute over the successor to Jafar al-Sadiq. FTP, name this Shia group known either by the name or the ordinal position of that imam, the major Shiite division which is smaller than the Twelvers.

ANSWER: Ismailis [or Seveners; or Sab’iyah; accept Waqifiyah; accept Stoppers before it is read]

7. A “conference” by this name published the magazine The Truth and sponsored the preaching of Dwight Moody and the International Prophetic Conferences. That conference followed the Second-Coming theology of William Miller and was founded by James Inglis. Another organization with this name was co-founded at Mary Talbert’s house by William Trotter and lasted until the Springfield riots made a new, integrated organization necessary. Organized as a response to the overly compromising Atlanta Compromise of Booker T. Washington by W.E.B. DuBois and became the precursor to the NAACP. For 10 points, identify this “movement” named for the Northern New York landmark near which it was organized.

ANSWER: Niagara
8. The cyclic type of these compounds may undergo de-symmetrization in the Evans reaction, and the maleic type can be created by the oxidation of benzene. They may be symmetrical or mixed, which affects the complexity of their nomenclature, and their oxygen atom may be replaced by sulfur, in which case the molecule may be given the designation “sulfane.” Consisting of two carbonyl groups with only an oxygen between them, the acetic type is a quite common reagent that is created when two molecules of acetic acid come together and kick off water. FTP, name this functional group with a name that literally means “without water.”  

ANSWER: anhydrides (or acid anhydrides)

9. This advocate of Simon Sechter’s counterpoint system dedicated his fifth symphony to education minister Carl Stremayr.  This composer of the “Study Symphony” also created the “Symphony of Rests” and attempted a choral work entirely in Lydian mode, Os Justi.  A complete edition of his masses and symphonies was commissioned from Robert Haas.  His admirer Hans Richter conducted the premiers of his 8th symphony and his 4th symphony, whose third-movement Scherzo depicts a hunting scene.  FTP name this Austrian devotee of Wagner who penned a “Romantic” symphony.

ANSWER: Joseph Anton Bruckner
10. An anecdote in one of his books describes a scam to make Bolenciecwcz eligible for a football game by conducting an economics exam whose only question is “name one means of transportation.”  An anecdote about getting the “lady on the bookcase” cartoon published is found in another of his memoirs.  His memoirs include The Years with Ross, which describes his time at The New Yorker, and My Life and Hard Times. The title character of one of his stories is able to shoot the Webley-Vickers 50.80 with both hands, boss around Doctor Renshaw and captain a hydroplane, but only in fantasies that enable escape from his henpecking wife. For 10 points, name this author of “The Secret Life of Walter Mitty.”

ANSWER: James Grover Thurber
11. In the philosophy of science, James Brown declared that this “does not work” but John Norton denied that thought experiments can “transcend” it. Lynn Nelson attempted to establish a “feminist” version of it, and a Paul Feyeraband paper grouped it with explanation and reduction. Wilfrid Sellars paired it with “the philosophy of mind” in his magnum opus discussing the “myth of the given.” William James wrote some “essays in [the] radical” type of it, a 2000 article by Stephen Neale found a “milestone” of it, and John Locke is usually regarded as the forefather of the British type of it. FTP, give the term for this branch of metaphysics based on sense perception and direct experience, often contrasted with rationalism.

ANSWER: empiricism
12. A model for its synthesis incorporates the tenets of catalytic cooperativity and rotational catalysis, which were formulated by Paul Boyer.  This molecule binds to Walker A and Walker B motifs, and it can be synthesized via the binding change mechanism.  During the formation of pyrimidines, it joins with ribose 5-phosphate to form PRPP.  It is synthesized in the F0F1 complex, and it is catalyzed by dynein for use in flagella.  It is produced under low-oxygen conditions by substrate-level phosphorylation, as in the last three reactions of glycolysis.  FTP name this energy-carrying molecule produced by the electron-transport chain.

ANSWER: ATP or adenosine triphosphate
13. At the end of this work, the main character's music teacher notes that he "reminds me more and more of that unfriendly homosexual," and among the bedtime stories told to the main character is the plot of Romeo and Juliet. The last chapter of this novel consists of a letter from Berto, whom the main character's mother married because of his looks. The main character is intrigued by a version of the life of Johann Strauss, The Great Waltz, which he writes about in the essay "The Movie I Liked Best."  It is set in the town of Vallejos and centers on Jose Casals, nicknamed Toto, a cinema buff who particularly enjoys the movies of the title actress.  FTP, identify this first novel of Manuel Puig.

ANSWER: Betrayed by Rita Hayworth or La traicion de Rita Hayworth
14. While taking them through Hylaea, their captor impregnated a half-woman, half-snake with Scythes, the ancestor of the Scythians.  Some of them were dragged backwards into a cave by Cacus, an uncle of their original owner.  Menoetes first reported their theft to their owner, a son of Callirhöe and Chrysaor.  Their theft from Erytheia followed the deaths of the herdsman Eurytion and the two-headed dog Orthrus, and they were eventually sacrificed to Hera by Eurystheus.  Acquired between the quests for Hippolyte’s girdle and the apples of the Hesperides, FTP name these bovines belonging to a three-bodied giant.

ANSWER: the cattle of Geryon or obvious equivalents

15. Upon ascending, this ruler established the Institute for Promotion of Exchange to handle exports. Initially serving under Edelmiro Farrell, he later employed a minister known as “the Wizard,” Jose Lopez Rega, and a paramilitary “death squad” called Triple A, first developed during the massacre at Ezeiza. He dubbed his political platform “Justicialismo” or “the Third Way,” and reformed the constitution which had been based on the writings of Juan Bautista Alberdi in 1949. Shortly after death, his country would be seized by Jorge Videla. Initially rising to power on the support of the descamisados, FTP, name this longtime president of Argentina whose wife died of cancer and was known as Evita. 


Answer: Juan Perón
16. He sings “I like tits for lunch, a big tits attack / I like tits for breakfast, eggs benedict” in a track from his 1983 album You Bought It, You Name It.  His debut solo album was 1972s Barnstorm, and other solo tracks include “Turn to Stone” and “A Life of Illusion.”  His first experience in a group came with Dale Peters and Jim Fox in the James Gang.  On his fifth album But Seriously Folks, he sings “I go to parties sometimes until four, it’s hard to leave when you can’t find the door” on the track “Life’s Been Good.”  FTP, name this classic rocker who had a wacky run for President in 1980, sang about the “Rocky Mountain Way,” and continues to be the lead guitarist for the Eagles.

ANSWER: Joe Walsh (Joseph Fidler Walsh)    

17. He argued against the possibility of good literature being produced by temperate people in his poem “Wine.”  After reading Alexander Pope’s Windsor Forest, he wrote a similar work dedicated to Pope entitled Rural Sports.  This author of the mock-epic The Fan was the primary librettist for Handel’s Acis and Galatea and wrote Trivia: Or, The Art of Walking the Streets of London. In one of his plays, Mrs. Trapes delivers embarrassing news and Mrs. Coaxer’s bribe proves futile, and the machinations of a man who fences stolen property and turns thieves in to the police fail to prevent either Lucy Lockit or Polly Peachum from pining for Macheath. For 10 points, name this author of The Beggar’s Opera.

ANSWER: John Gay
18. They drop in intensity in a Forbush decrease following a coronal mass ejection.  Their spectral index goes from about 2.7 to 3 at the so-called knee, and it is thought that above the knee they consist predominantly of heavy nuclei.  One model for their production is the Fermi acceleration mechanism operating in shocks in supernova remnants.  Their highest-energy sources are concentrated in the northern galactic latitudes around the Virgo supercluster.  First detected by Hess during a balloon ascent, FTP name these particles with energies up to 1020 (“ten to the twenty”) electron-volts which can originate in the Sun, the Milky Way, or from extra-galactic sources.

ANSWER: cosmic rays

19. This kingdom was partitioned under the Treaty of Tudillén, though its ruler Sancho the Wise was able to resist the agreement. Berengaria of this kingdom married the English king Richard I. One Joan of this kingdom was the mother of French kings Louis X, Philip V, and Charles IV, and another was the daughter of Charles the Bad. Founded early on by Iñigo Arista, a queen of this kingdom wrote the Heptameron. A later ruler from here was advised by the Duke de Sully and was the victor at the Battle of Coutras who assassinated the Duke of Guise, winning the War of the Three Henrys. FTP, name this long-independent state which was then absorbed into France by its native son, who became the French king Henry IV.

ANSWER: Kingdom of Navarre [accept Pamplona]

20. This man’s first published article discusses why the Paducah was renamed the Geula and recounts his experience on a South American fruit freighter which smuggled Jews into British Palestine. Inspired by that example in “Beds for Bananas,” he formulated the “dilemma of Heinz,” in which a man breaks into a pharmacy to steal a new drug in order to save his wife. His assistant Carol Gilligan wrote the 1982 book In A Different Voice¸ alleging that his major theory is biased towards “privileged white males.” He identified “naive hedonism,” “good boy” and “individual principles of conscience” as sub-stages in his major theory, which generally assigns children to “pre-conventional,” “conventional,” and “post-conventional” stages. FTP, name this American psychologist who created a hierarchy of moral development.

ANSWER: Lawrence Kohlberg
21. This process produced the Clipperton zone and still occurs on both sides of the Gorda Ridges in the Mendocino zone. It began during the Jurassic period, and, according to the Vine-Matthews hypothesis, works against Earth’s magnetic field by preserving remnants of previous magnetic polarities. The involvement of basaltic magma in this process is responsible for the characteristic “zebra skin” pattern of magnetism, and it creates the trenches which cause transform faults. The Benioff zones diverge from protrusions created by this process, which accounts for the lack of pre-Mesozoic minerals by constantly recycling material. For 10 points, name this process that occurs on the midocean ridge system and forms new crust.

ANSWER: seafloor spreading
1. This archimandrite was deposed by St. Flavian but retaliated by prevailing on Emperor Theodosius to call a council at Ephesus in 449. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this rival of Eusebius of Dorylaeum and virulent enemy of Nestorianism, who joined with Dioscurus to propound the idea that Christ’s humanity was completed absorbed in his divinity and who was condemned by the Tome of Leo the Great.

ANSWER: Eutyches
[10] Eutychianism is regarded as the earliest form of this general heresy, whose name indicates its belief that Christ had only one nature and which was eventually condemned at the Council of Chalcedon.

ANSWER: Monophysitism or Monophysite heresy etc

[10] The 449 council at Ephesus is known as this name due to the backroom deals which enabled Eutyches to reclaim his position and have Flavian beaten to death by soldiers.

ANSWER: the Robber Synod of Ephesus [or Latrocinium]

2. It was predicted as a consequence of the BCS theory, and exists in both AC and DC varieties. For ten points each:

[10] Name this current flow between two areas of superconductivity with a thin insulator but no battery in between, caused by the tunneling of Cooper pairs.

ANSWER: Josephson effect [or Josephson current flow, etc]

[10] When the Josephson effect occurs as an oscillating current caused by a voltage across the insulator, one can use the current steps on a voltage-versus-current graph to make the most precise possible calculation of this value, first estimated with oil drops.

ANSWER: charge of the electron or equivalents

[10] This device is typically made of a loop that contains two Josephson junctions; they are extremely sensitive to the magnetic flux that threads them and are thus frequently used as precision magnetometers.

ANSWER: SQUID [or superconducting quantum interference device]

3. It led to the execution of Prince Mikhail Vorotynsky, whose popularity after this victory was a threat to the tsar’s position. FTPE:

[10] Name this 1572 battle fought thirty miles from Moscow, in which the Crimean Tatars of Davlet Geray were defeated, avenging the burning of the capital the previous year.

ANSWER: Battle of Molodi
[10] This tsar courageously fled to the fortress of Beloozero during the campaign. He led Russia through the inconclusive Livonian War and struggled with the power of the boyars, in addition to brutally executing Vortoynsky and killing like a trillion other people.

ANSWER: Ivan IV Vasilyevich [or Ivan The Terrible; or Ivan Grozny; prompt on Ivan]

[10] The lands dispossessed from the boyars by Ivan IV, were made into this personal domain of the tsar, as distinguished from the zemschina which comprised the impersonal state.

ANSWER: oprichnina
4. Its title character is “running to fat, but dependable as they come” and is seen about once a year, despite being angry at being the “mournful cosmic last resort” of a poet. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this poem that imagines a girl tuning out Matthew Arnold’s poetic ramblings and instead fantasizing about the feel of the poet’s mustache on her neck.

ANSWER: “The Dover Bitch: A Criticism of Life for Andrews Wanning”

[10] “Dover Bitch” is found in The Hard Hours, a volume by this critic of George Herbert and W.H. Auden, whose own poems include the Holocaust piece “More Light! More Light!”

ANSWER: Anthony Evan Hecht
[10] While serving as poet laureate of the U.S., Hecht delivered a series of lectures on this literary device, whose name was coined by John Ruskin. Targeted by French authors of the “anti-novel,” it involves the attribution of human emotions to animals or inanimate objects.

ANSWER: pathetic fallacy
5. Name these composers who composed their Spanish works in French, for 10 points each.

[10] This French composer of the Symphonie Espagnole and the ballet Namouna also composed an opera entitled The King of Ys [ees].

ANSWER: Édouard Victor Antoine Lalo
[10] In addition to looking like an enormous frog, this Russian’s achievements include being a member of the Mighty Five and composing Islamey, Tamara, and the Sérénade Espagnole.

ANSWER: Mily Alekseyevich Balakirev
[10] This composer of Pavane for a Dead Princess followed his own Rapsodie Espagnole with the repetitive Boléro, and returned to Spanish themes in the satirical opera The Spanish Hour.

ANSWER: Joseph Maurice Ravel
6. The "physical" kind is governed by the van der Waals force between the solid and the gas involved. FTPE:
[10] Name this process in which molecules of a gas or solution are attracted and “stick” to the surfaces of a solid. 
ANSWER: adsorption [do not accept absorption] 
[10] Adsorption is used to remove paraffins from petroleum by filtering the oil through these structures, little channels which can be used to dehydrate fluids, separate mixtures based on size and shape of particles, or exclude less polar molecules. 
ANSWER: molecular sieves 
[10] Molecular sieves are formed by dehydrating these minerals, which are hydrated tetrahedral metal aluminosilicates containing alkali or alkali-earth metals. They are filled with water and cavities of large metal cations, and are otherwise similar to feldspar. 
ANSWER: zeolites 

7. Give some phrases one might encounter while reading Kant, FTPE.

[10] The Critique of Pure Reason informs us that judgments based on this experiential, rather than innate and necessary, kind of knowledge are potentially subject to exceptions.

ANSWER: “a posteriori”

[10] This conditional means of obliging the will is stated as “if you want X, do A” and cannot be considered fully analytic or universal unless one is a perfectly rational being.

ANSWER: “hypothetical imperative” [or “hypothetische imperative”]

[10] In the Groundwork of the Metaphysics of Morals, Kant says that one can join this body, whose definition is equivalent to the “formula of autonomy,” by making and obeying universal laws; all of its members are sovereign legislators.

ANSWER: the “kingdom of ends” [or “Reich der Zwecke”]

8. The Verdurin and Villeparisis families appear in this cycle of novels, whose volumes include The Captive and The Sweet Cheat Gone. For 10 points each:

[10] Within a Budding Grove and Cities of the Plain may also be found in what seven-novel recollection of a French social circle by Marcel Proust?

ANSWER: Remembrance of Things Past [or À la recherche du temps perdu; or In Search of Lost Time]

[10] A more prominent family in Remembrance of Things Past is this clan of bankrupt aristocrats, consisting of a prince and princess and a duke and duchess. The prince marries Madame Verdurin after the princess’s death, and the series ends with the narrator’s terrible revelation in this family’s library.

ANSWER: Guermantes
[10] The narrator befriends Gilberte, a member of this family whose “way” is the title of the first book in the cycle. The patron of this Jewish family dies, allowing the narrator to realize his mortality and the widow to remarry into high society.

ANSWER: Swann
9. This brother and successor of Mahmud Ghazan was baptized a Christian under the name of Nicholas, converted to Buddhism as an adolescent, then became a Sunni Muslim, and finally a Shiite. FTPE:

[10] Name this confused Ilkhanid ruler, whose grand scheme to ally with Europe against the Mamluks fell apart in 1312, and who built a new capital at Soltaniyeh.

ANSWER: Öljeitü Khan or Mohammad Khudabanda
[10] Under Öljeitü, the Ilkhans made Shiite Islam the state religion of this country, which was later ruled by the Injuid, Qajar, and Pahlavi dynasties.

ANSWER: Iran or Persia
[10] Öljeitü was the great-grandson of this founder of the Ilkhanids, himself a grandson of Genghis. This man brought Mongol rule to the Middle East by destroying the Assassins in 1256 and sacking Baghdad in 1258.

ANSWER: Hülegü Khan

10. Vishnu accomplished a great deal while in the form of various avatars. For 10 points each:

[10] Vishnu’s first avatar was the fish Matsya, who saved this Noah-like figure from a flood. This man later went on to create the basic laws of conduct for Hindus.

ANSWER: Manu
[10] Vishnu formed India and the Himalayas during his battle with the demon Hiranyaksha after incarnating in the form of this boar.

ANSWER: Varaha
[10] In addition to exterminating the kshatriya caste 21 times, Vishnu’s avatar Parasurama was responsible for chopping off one of the tusks of this elephant-headed god of luck, known as the remover of obstacles.

ANSWER: Ganesha

11. Examples of it include the relationship between remoras and sharks, or between insectivorous birds and grazing mammals that upturn soil. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this type of symbiosis in which one species benefits and the other is unaffected.

ANSWER: commensalism
[10] Commensalism is seen in these plants that grow on larger plants in order to gain access to water and minerals. Orchids, pineapples, ferns and mosses are examples.

ANSWER: epiphytes
[10] This subfamily of fish exhibits commensalism in hiding from predators among the tentacles of sea anemones, coating themselves with anemone mucus to avoid becoming a target of the anemone’s nematocysts.

ANSWER: clownfish or Amphiprioninae (prompt on anemonefish)

12. Name these Supreme Court cases interpreting the Sherman Antitrust Act, FTPE.

[10] A sympathetic boycott by unions across the country was deemed a violation of the Act in this 1908 case, also known as Loewe v. Lawlor, in which the namesake haberdashers went on strike.

ANSWER: Danbury Hatters case 

[10] This 1942 case dubiously claimed that the Sherman Act was the first time Congress had passed a law under the commerce clause, and more dubiously upheld the Secretary of Agriculture’s power to regulate wheat production, even when that wheat is grown for one’s own use.

ANSWER: Wickard v. Filburn [accept Filburn v. Wickard]

[10] The American Sugar Refining Company’s control of ninety-eight percent of the refinery business was upheld by this 1895 case, which found that manufacture was not in itself interstate commerce and thus the Sherman Act did not apply.

ANSWER: U.S. v. E.C. Knight Company [or E.C. Knight Company v. U.S.]

13. Lisa is in love with Elvino, but he is betrothed to the title character, Amina, after the couple sings “Prendi, l’anel ti dono.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this opera in which Rodolfo realizes that Amina is responsible for the superstition of the village phantom.

ANSWER: The Sleepwalker or La Sonnambula
[10] This man composed La Sonnambula, as well as Zaira and Norma.

ANSWER: Vincenzo Bellini
[10] This Bellini opera, set during the English Civil War, follows uninteresting romantic intrigues between Riccardo and Arturo for the hand of Elvira.  Charles I’s widow Henrietta Maria shows up, leading Arturo to go fugitive until a conveniently timed amnesty.

ANSWER: I Puritani (di Scozia) or The Puritans
14. Name these members of the Iroquois Confederacy, for 10 points each.

[10] Fourteen seats on the Iroquois council, including the chairman and archivist, always came from this tribe, which was credited with founding the league under Hiawatha.

ANSWER: Onondaga
[10] Extending from New York to Ohio, this group was the most numerous in the confederacy and was targeted by John Sullivan’s campaign during the Revolution. A certain series of waterfalls named for this group was the site of an 1848 suffragist convention.

ANSWER: Seneca

[10] Originating in North Carolina, this group migrated northward and became the sixth and final member of the Iroquois in the eighteenth century.

ANSWER: Tuscarora

15. It evolves in discrete time steps based on rules whose input is the state of adjacent regions. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this arrangement of colored cells on a grid of particular shape, which is the key to everything in science according to Stephen Wolfram and forms the basis of Conway’s Game of Life.

ANSWER: cellular automaton [or cellular automata]

[10] This type of self-reproducing machine, proposed by John von Neumann, can copy both itself and the instructions for making further copies within a two-dimensional cellular automaton.

ANSWER: universal constructor
[10] The Von Neumann neighborhood on a two-dimensional cellular automaton is defined as the diamond-shaped region which borders the central cell in edge-to-edge contact, as opposed to this other neighborhood approach, which forms a square by allowing input from corner-to-corner borders.

ANSWER: Moore neighborhood


16. Dennis Burlap lives with the traumatized Beatrice Gilray in this novel, which also explores Spandrell’s murder of the fascist Webley and Walter Bidlake’s pointless affairs. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this book which ends with the death of Philip Quarles, Jr. from meningitis and a frivolous bath.

[10] Name the author of Point/Counterpoint and After Many a Summer Dies the Swan, who created the characters Lenina Crown, Bernard Marx, and Mustapha Mond in another novel.

ANSWER: Aldous Leonard Huxley [prompt on Huxley]

[10] In this Huxley novel, Brian Foxe kills himself, an exploding dog falls out of an airplane, Mark Staithes intrigues to become president of the Fabian society, and Anthony Beavis pulls off the mother-daughter trick on Mary Amberley and Helen Ledwidge

ANSWER: Eyeless in Gaza

17. Their namesake bank lent money for the Louisiana Purchase and was the foremost bank in Europe for most of the nineteenth century. FTPE:

[10] Name this British political-financial dynasty, which included Francis, lord of the Admiralty under Russell, Evelyn Cromer, the British ruler of Egypt from 1883 to 1907, and the 1st Baron Ashburton.

ANSWER: Baring family

[10] Ashburton was appointed to negotiate his famous treaty by this Conservative prime minister, who dismantled the Corn Laws in 1846 and established a namesake force of London policemen.

ANSWER: Sir Robert Peel, Second Baronet Peel

[10] Henry Hope, who joined Barings Bank, owned a summer villa where this man supposedly went after he was shot in the leg during a duel with the Viscount Castlereagh. He later had the shortest term of any British prime minister, when he served and died in 1827.

ANSWER: George Canning 

18. Name these German painters, for 10 points each.

[10] This member of the Veristic strain of Gustav Hartlaub’s New Objectivity school protested World War I with the distorted humans in his The Descent from the Cross, and he painted such triptychs as Departure, Carnival, and The Argonauts.

ANSWER: Max Beckmann
[10] A prominent neo-Expressionist, this student of Joseph Beuys was inspired by Paul Celan's Death Fugue to create Your Golden Hair, Margaret, while his snapshot of Catherine Deneuve is entitled Brunhilde Sleeps.

Answer: Anselm Keifer
[10] His first important works was The Cross in the Mountains, while other paintings include The Monk by the Sea and his best-known canvas, a depiction of a shipwreck entitled The Polar Sea.

Answer: Caspar David Friedrich
19. A rare form of this disease results from deficiencies in tetrahydrobiopterin.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this autosomal-recessive disorder treated by abstinence from meat and dairy products. 

ANSWER: PKU or phenylketonuria or phenylpyruvic oligophrenia
[10] In normal individuals, phenylalanine is transformed into this other amino acid, a precursor for thyroxine, melanin and dopamine.

ANSWER: tyrosine
[10] Classic phenylketonuria results from a deficiency of this enzyme that catalyzes production of tyrosine.

ANSWER: phenylalanine hydroxylase or PAH

20. Name these colorless tales, for 10 points each.

[10] This Herman Melville novel follows the journey from Callao to Rio of the Neversink, during which Captain Claret conducts public floggings and Jack Chase discusses books with the title character.

ANSWER: White-Jacket
[10] This Sara Orne Jewett story features Sylvia, whose instincts towards conservation and getting busy conflict after she finds a rare bird’s nest but falls for a hunter who is seeking the same bird.

ANSWER: “A White Heron”

[10] In this D. H. Lawrence story the marriage of Ted and Elsie Whiston is challenged when the title object is delivered to the house on Valentine’s Day as a gift from Sam Adams.  Spousal abuse to the face ensues.

ANSWER: “The White Stocking”
