1.The Isle of Pines was left out of this treaty.  Article V required sanitation improvements in cities to prevent the spread of infectious diseases.  Article II stated that the government could not take on debts for which it could not pay the interest.  This legislation was written by Elihu Root and introduced by a Republican Senator from Connecticut.  Written in 1901, it was approved in 1903 and remained in effect until 1934.  For 10 points, name this amendment to the Cuban constitution, which gave the US domination of the island and stipulated the leasing of Guantanamo Bay.

2.He is the only person in the Bible to call Jesus “Son of Man” aside from Jesus himself. Along with Philip, Nicanor, Timon, and three others, he was chosen to take care of some elderly widows, thus he is known in the tradition as the first deacon. His debate with the Libertines aroused their ire, and they denounced him. At his defense, he metaphorically drew a comparison between Moses and Aaron to show the faults of the sacrificial cult at the Temple, and he also claimed that Jesus had helped renew the original Mosaic tradition. FTP, identify this man, who, on subsequent order of the Sanhedrin, was stoned to death, making him the first Christian martyr.

Answer: St. Stephen
3.Recently it has been used to model phase separation in binary alloys and in spin glasses, and Jones showed that its partition function could be related to the Arf invariant. In addition to its most famous use, it has applications in biology, such as modeling neural networks and the flight patterns of birds, since it assumes that individual elements are influenced by the movements of nearby entities. Kramers showed that the matrix formulation of it allows the partition function to be related to the largest eigenvalue of the matrix, and used the two-dimensional version to calculate the Curie point. FTP, name this statistical model most commonly used to model ferromagnetism.

Answer: Ising  model

4.The main character keeps trying to get a ride to Augusta in order to sell a bunch of firewood, but when he gets to town, he is unable to do so. The novel begins with a trick to steal some turnips from Lov Bensey, who is married to Pearl. In the end, a fire he sets to clear the broomsedge off of his land kills him. Another subplot concerns the marriage of the evangelist Bessie to Dude, the son of the main character. After the marry, they buy a car, run into a farm wagon and kill a man. Ellie May, another daughter of the hero, replaces Pearl and Lov’s wife. FTP, identify this novel about Jeeter Lester, a sharecropper in Florida, written by Erskine Caldwell.

5.This battle was precipitated by an alliance between Hugh de Provence and one of the forces involved, while the treason of Berthold of Reisenburg and Conrad the Red was also important. The latter, however, joined his father in law’s army and marched with him to an area in between the Schmutter and the namesake river. For a brief moment it seemed that the armies under the harka, Bulcsu, and the gyula, Lel, had broken the ranks of the Bohemians and Swabians. But the tide turned as the victorious commander  took a page from his father, Henry the Fowler’s book and presented a strong united front against the Magyar waves. FTP identify this 955 battle near Augsburg that cemented Otto the Great’s status as German King.

6. There are many situations where it does not hold, such as bimolecular elimination reactions in cyclic systems, because of the antiperiplanar arrangement of the carbon-hydrogen bond and the bond between the carbon and the leaving group, and the end product is known as the Hoffman product. It is explained by the fact that the transition state is structurally and energetically similar to the species nearest to it on the reaction path, a fact known as the Hammond postulate. FTP, identify this rule in olefin chemistry which states that beta-elimination of an alkyl halide generally yields the most highly substituted alkene.

Answer: Zaitsev’s Rule

7.A large, pulled back curtain on the left side covers a quarter of the canvas’ space in this self-portrait of sorts. Although attributed to Pieter de Hooch for many years, documents belonging to Catherine Bolnes confirmed the real identity of its creator. He can be seen on the right side of the canvas dressed in black and white and perched on a stool in front of an easel. Featuring a highly detailed chandelier in the upper middle, the back wall of the studio depicted in the work is dominated by a large map in front of which a woman wearing a garland holds a trumpet and a book of Thucydides. FTP identify this 1665 canvas that depicts Johannes Vermeer and his model dressed as Clio, an allegorical depiction of the practice in which he engaged.

9.In Eagle Syndrome, hemophilia and in burn victims this process may occur in soft tissues. It can occur by two similar processes, the intramembranous and endochondral types. In each, it begins with the mesenchymal cells differentiating into osteoblasts, accompanied by formation of a mesh of collagen fibers. Next, the deposition of the matrix from the osteoblasts occurs, and a network of fibers called the primary spongiosa is formed. Finally, the marrow is formed during the transformation from the spongiosa into secondary bone. FTP, name this process by which cartilage or fibrous tissue is converted into bone.

Answer: ossification
10.There is a chapter on a system that can answer abstract questions on block placement, called SHRDLU. The chapter “BlooP, Floop, and Gloop” features three invented computer languages that the author uses to explain recursion. Another chapter, “Self-Ref and Self-Rep” discusses self reference in language as well as the human genome. The first chapter presents the “MU-puzzle”, describing the limits of a formal system. Through the book, sections like “Edifying Thoughts of a Tobacco Smoker” and “Ant Fugue” present witty dialogues features Achilles and the Tortoise. The many sources of this book about self reference, meaning, and intelligence make it famed for its interdisciplinary nature. FTP, identify this work about the title mathematician, composer, and artist, written by Douglas Hofstadter.

11.The title character delivers books to Rybin and later goes to live with Sofia and Nikolay Ivanovich in the city. With Sofia she dresses up as a pilgrim in order to distribute pamphlets. The heroine allows meetings to take place at her house and there she takes a liking to Sashenka and Natasha. She hides Vyesovshchikov, the village misanthrope, from the police after he breaks out of prison. She also takes Andrey as a boarder and helps him hide after he kills a spy. In the end, her son Pavel is exiled to Siberia for his revolutionary activities, and she is finally taken on the bus while handing out leaflets. FTP, identify this novel about Pelagueya Vlasov’s parental feelings for a group of socialists, written by Maxim Gorky. 

Answer: Mother
12.One of this man’s sons was killed by Harmodius and Aristogeiton during an attempt to overthrow the tyranny, while his other son was killed by the exiled Alcmaenoids.  A popular general, he gained power after appeasing Megacles, and enforced a period of internal peace and stability in Athens. He made the hectemoroi landowners, and he encouraged Militiades to set up a tyranny over the Thracians. FTP, identify this Athenian tyrant who ruled after Solon and who introduced the cult of Dionysus in order to break down the power of the nobles.

Answer: Pisistratus or Peisistratus

13.One of its staunchest critiques came in Taking Rights Seriously, by Ronald Dworkin, while one of its modern architects is Hans Kelsen. Two of its important theses are the pedigree thesis and the separability thesis.  Two versions of it are Bentham’s Command Theory, and Hart’s Social Convention Theory. Fuller argued that the latter cannot be true because the law is subject to eight principles of internal morality. This theory asserts that issues of moral law are separate from the law itself, and that law is the product of contingent societal facts. FTP, identify this idea which arose in opposition to natural law theory, most famously stated by John Austin.

14.Its epigraph taken from Psalms reads “Thou thoughtest that I was altogether such a one as thyself.” The first 23 lines are in brackets suggesting the title character is talking to himself and trying not to be heard. He runs down a list of living things that can be destroyed on a whim including: a gourd fruit that he mashes, a cricket whose legs are plucked off, and birds that he wants to crush. Though he revokes “the Quiet” who may have made his God, the poem ends with the coming of a storm that seems to reaffirm his servile position to various others on the island including the cursed Ariel and his master Prospero. FTP identify this dramatic monologue about the son of Sycorax musing a work by Robert Browning.

Answer: Caliban upon Setebos

15.The 6th chapter of it, “Of Paternal Power”, argues that parents have power over children because they lack the reason.  In the 5th chapter, the author give the example of picking an apple to demonstrate his theory of how people acquire property. The 7th chapter claims that the first society was the conjugal bond between man and woman. In the 3rd and 4th chapters, the author contrasts the state of war and the state of slavery. The last part of the work describes three conditions for the illegitimacy of a regime: unjust foreign conquest, usurpation of political rule, and tyrannical extension of power. The preceding essay is a refutation Robert Filmer’s idea of the divine right of kings. FTP, identify this work of political philosophy which argued against absolutist theories of government, written by John Locke.

16.This common geological phenomenon is suspected by some to have been a cause of the breakup of Pangaea into Laurasia and Gondwanaland, and some even say they may have played in a major role in the mass extinction at the end of the Cretaceous period. They may be formed from irregularities on the surface of the outer core, analogous to mountain ranges on the Earth’s surface, and the Galapagos, Pitcairn and Easter Island were all a result of their activity. Often used to track the movement of tectonic plates, these are, FTP, what stationary columns of lava rising from the mantle, responsible for the creation of the Hawaiian islands.

Answer: mantle plumes or hot spots
17.Though it was originally written in 1874, the standard version was published six years later with the help of Ferdinand Lowe . The finale recalls the coda of Brahms’ third symphony, while the third movement, usually seen as evocative of the hunt, is a horn laced scherzo that contrasts with an Andante throughout the work. An oft-repeated story about this work tells of how he gave a tip to Hans Richter after a successful rehearsal of this piece and told him to go buy a beer. Composed before the Tragic and after the symphony named for his musical idol, the Wagner, FTP, identify this work by Anton Bruckner commonly referred to as the Romantic.

18.Some say it was carried in a pickle jar while others contend it was stored in a leather box.  Its appearance caused its eventual owner to say "I commended my soul to God and my cause to my country."  Though some say it was displaced while its owner was being whipped in a pillory, some historians believe it was never lost at all, and others contended that it was produced by Captain Juan de Leon Fandino on the brig Rebecca.  For 10 points, identify this object that led to the formation of “Colonel Gooch’s American Regiment”, attacks by James Oglethorpe on Fort San Francisco de Pupo and Fort Picolata, and a naval war between England and Spain in the 1740’s, a piece of Robert Jenkins’ anatomy.

19.Portrayed with a double axe on his head, six eyes, and sometimes with three heads, his animal is the ram. His Nago incarnation is a powerful loa and he is worshipped as the equivalent of St. Barbara in Santeria. The son of Yemaja, he has three wives: Oya the sorceress, Oschun the river goddess, and Oba who tried to win his love by offering herself for him to eat. As God of Thunder it was his job to keep the Nigerian countryside fertile. FTP identify this ancestor of the Yoruba people, whose name also identifies a 1990s wrestler in the WWF when you put the word “Papa” in front.

As it opens the express to Madrid will come in forty minutes and the couple tries to have a fine time.  But soon Jig asks her lover to “please please please please please please please stop talking” in response to his suggestion of letting the air in during a simple operation. First published in Men Without Women, FTP, what is this short story that takes its title from the woman’s offhand remarks during a discussion about abortion that the landscape resembles some pachyderms.

The false king’s favorite, Argaleon, is sentenced to life in prison and Amalthea decides to spend her life in prayer and mourning. The former governor Eubulus reveals the true identify of Hermogenes’ son. He is not Eudoxia’s offspring, as previously thought. In the end he marries Palmyra with the blessing of her true father Polydamas. Another plot concerns the desire of Palamede for Doralice, and how he eventually comes to love his betrothed Melantha. Meanwhile Rhodophil comes to love Doralice, his true mate. FTP, identify this drama written by John Dryden which was the subject of a set of paintings by William Hogarth.
