1.Among his posthumous works are the collections Around the Day in Eighty Worlds and Nicaraguan Sketches, while late novels include Save Twilight and Final Exam. A volume of poems, Presence, was published under the pseudonym Julio Denis, while The Kings was followed by exemplary short stories like “A House Taken Over,” in which a young girl’s domestic space is invaded by fantastic strangers, and “The Pursuer” who rejects everything for art. These were included in more famous volumes like Bestiary, Secret Weapons,  and End of the Game. FTP identify this Argentine writer best known for A Manual for Manuel, A Certain Lucas, the story “The Devil’s Drivel,” and the experimental novel Hopscotch.

Answer: Julio Cortazar

2.Among his publications are North-South: A Program fro Survival and People and Politics, a memoir. Forced to escape to Sweden during the War, he eventually succeeded Erich Ollenauer as chairman of the Social Democrats. The truth about his aide, Gunther Guillaume, caused him to be replaced as Chancellor by his secretary of War, Helmut Schmidt, in 1974. While his more controversial decisions include recognizing the Oder-Neisse line, he earned world -wide fame as mayor of West Berlin. FTP identify this politician originally named Karl Herbert Frahm whose efforts at Ostpolitik garnered him the 1971 Nobel Peace Prize.

Answer: Willy Brandt (accept Frahm before it is given)

3.As a youth, this title character wrote a theme on a brothel, describing his shock and revulsion. Later in life he also authored “Jonas Good and the Cow Corner”,  the best paper read before the Browsers in fifty years. He also founded the ‘Save Boston Association.” He had an early affair with Mary Monahan, who later is involved in an extortion case with O’Reilly. He married Catharine Bosworth, and with her had a daughter Eleanor. The life of this Brahmin’s life is recorded by Mr. Willing. FTP, identify this title character of a satiric novel by John P. Marquand.

Answer: George Apley  also accept The Late George Apley
4.A DARPA project called Energy Harvesting focuses on the use of this phenomenon for military purposes, and includes an attempt to power field equipment with generators in the soldiers’ shoes. Atomic force and scanning tunneling microscopes use the converse effect to keep the sensing needle close to the probe. Materials exhibiting it include ceramics with tungsten-bronze structures or containing perovskite, the compound berlinite, and polyvinlidene fluoride, which exhibits levels several times greater than quartz. FTP name this effect created by a sudden charge assymetry in a material, whereby the deformation of a crystal produces a voltage.

Answer: piezoelectricity or piezoelectric materials

5.The indecisive outcome of Newbury spurred its creation. Philip Skippon served as one of the original commanders and Monck led them in a famous march from Coldstream. Proposed by William Waller, after the introduction of the Self-Denying Ordinance, it was opposed by Robert Devereux, Earl of Essex, while John Lilburne resigned rather than sign the Presbyterian Convent needed to serve. Composed of 22,000 men they were the original “redcoat” soldiers, committed massacres at Wexford and Drogheda,  and saw victory at Naseby. FTP identify this Parliamentary military force associated with its two able commanders Thomas Fairfax and Oliver Cromwell.

Answer: New Model Army
6.His later novels include Man in the Holocene and Bluebeard, while Andorra focuses on mass psychology and collective guilt.  In one of his most famous plays arsonists destroy the weak willed Biedermann’s home. That work, The Firebugs, followed Now they Sing Again and When the War was Over both of which deal with the legacy of WWII. Although he gained fame designing the Zurich Recreation Park,  he preferred writing works about human identity like Santa Cruz and A Wilderness of Mirrors. FTP identify this author best known for the absurdist Homo faber and I’m Not Stiller.

Answer: Max Rudolf Frisch
7.Although 87 of his extant works survive, his commentary on zoology is lost.  Moses ben Tibbon translated his chief medical work, “Colliget.” His commentaries are divided into Minor, Middle and Major, and the most important of them are his two treatises on the Active and Passive intellects. He argued that man is neither in full control of their destiny, nor are their lives predetermined in his response to Al-Ghazali, Incoherence of the Incoherence. He also is known for advocating the validity of both philosophy and religion, his doctrine of the “double truth.” FTP, identify this Islamic philosopher whose commentaries on Aristotle influenced Aquinas. 

Answer: Averroes also accept ibn Rushd
8.Their distribution is mostly concentrated near the center of the galaxy, in the constellations Saggitarius and Scorpius. They typically contain many variable stars, such as RR Lyrae, and an unusual amount of white dwarfs and neutron stars. H-R diagrams for them typically have short main sequences and prominent horizontal branches, due to the high concentration of old giant stars. Abraham Ihle discovered the first, although it was called a nebula in Messier’s catalog and designated M22. FTP, identify these gravitationally bound concentrations of up to a million stars, of which there are over 150 in the Milky Way galaxy.

Answer: globular clusters (prompt on clusters)

9.It is a tradition for mothers to buy new clothes for their married daughters on this holiday that is marked by the lighting of bonfires. One legend about its origins claims that is celebrates the everlasting love between Krishna and Radha. The more popular legend describes a king’s attempt to kill Vishnu. He also sends the demon for whom the holiday is named to kill his son. However, Nara-simha, a form of Vishnu, is invoked by Prahlad, and his father King Hiranyakashypu is slain. Celebrated in villages around Mathura, the festival also features of selling of Gulal, or colored paints, which are then thrown on people. Taking place in early March, FTP, identify this Hindu festival of colors. 

Answer: Holi
10.Long pikes extend into the upper right background an the action takes place in front of a great doorway. A dog barks at a man with drums, while a man in the upper left unfurls a blue and orange flag. Much of the scene is obscured and painted with a reddish tinge allowing the two central figures to stand out: one wears all white and carries a long saber in his left hand as he listens attentively to his superior who has his left hand out and is dressed in black. When this immense canvas was moved to City Hall in Dam Square it had to be trimmed to fit, eliminating three of the title figures in the process. FTP identify this 1642 painting depicting the militia company’s Lieutenant, van Ruytenburch, following the orders of Captain Banning Cocq in a work by Rembrandt.

Answer: The Night Watch

11.With Nancy Stokey, this economist has  authored such works as Recursive Methods in Economic Dynamics. Other works include the 1981 Studies in Business Cycle Theory. Forced to split his Nobel Prize money with his ex-wife, his critique of Keynesian theory hinged on the idea that any agent can know the state of the economy as well as the government; thus, any attempt of the government to alter monetary policy will not lead to a better economy. His most famous idea, however, is that macroeconomic models should have micro-foundations. FTP, identify this originator of rational expectations, and winner of the 1995 Nobel Prize. 

Answer: Robert Lucas
12.He died during a planned siege of Rhodes, but some years earlier had received the keys to the city of Mecca after marching to Tabriz and defeating the Mamluk armies at Marj Dabiq. Earlier he had annexed Dulkadir and subdued the “redhead,” or Kizilbash, tribes who supported his brother Ahmed. He won a great victory at a battle near Lake Van against Shah Ismail I, the founder of the Safavid Dynasty, whose Shiite religion posed a threat to his own hegemony in the region. That victory at Chaldiran in 1514 assured this son of Bayezid II his position as leader of the Muslim world. FTP identify this Ottoman ruler whose son Suleyman would extend his own conquests.

Answer: Selim I or Selim the Grim or Yavuz
13.The protagonist calls himself Truth in order to feign madness and invalidate some contracts given for signature by the lawyer Buckram. Jeremy tricks Tattle into believing that he, disguised as a friar, might marry Angelica, who would be disguised as a nun. Meanwhile, Prue, forsaken by Tattle, thinks to marry Robin, the butler. Miss Frail is also tricked, and subsequently it is Angelica who marries Valentine, who does not give his inheritance to his brother Ben. Sir Sampson and the astrologer Foresight, the patriarchs of the confused bunch admit their foolishness. FTP, identify this convoluted farce about the Legend family, by William Congreve.

Answer: Love for Love
14.It assumes that the steric factor and the collision rate are constants, because these parameters have very little dependence on temperature. In electronics, it can be used to predict failure mechanisms such as corrosion, intermetallic growth, metal migration, and dielectric breakdown. When plotting results, the logarithm of both sides is taken to produce a linear model. The large effect of catalysts can be seen by the presence of the activation energy in the exponential term, along with the universal gas constant. FTP, identify this chemical equation which related the temperature of a reaction environment to the reaction rate, symbolized by the rate constant k.

Answer: Arrhenius equation

15.This president of the Kentucky Central Railroad was appointed as minister to Germany by Garfield, a post he held until his death. Carl Schurz, George Curtis, and Dorman Eaton helped draft the legislation he is most remembered for, which came after he introduced a proposal for redeeming Civil War bonds in paper currency called the Ohio Idea. This idea proved unpopular and he was deprived of the 1868 Democratic nomination, perhaps he would have lost just like he did four years earlier as Mclellan’s running mate. FTP identify this man best known for a namesake bill passed in 1883 that required government employees to be evaluated by a Civil Service Commission before they could be hired. 

Answer: George Hunt Pendleton
16.In art he is often depicted with two hands folded in adoration, while the other two hold an umbrella and a pot of amrta, the elixir of immortality.  He acquired this elixir in an effort to free his mother who was kidnapped by his sworn enemies: the snake-like nagas. When this brother of Aruna takes to the skies his body, alternately described as emerald or golden, is large enough to blot out the sun. Possessing the head and beak of a kite, FTP, identify this mythic bird who fought against evil as the mount of the God Vishnu.

Answer: Garuda

17.The title figure is dismayed when an arrival by the Emperor of Brazil sends his fellow crew members into a tizzy.  Other highlights include an on-board presentation of “The Ruffian Boys” and finding some excellent port wine floating by the vessel, which the captain, ironically named Claret, proceeds to drink vigorously. The novel ends with the narrator falling from the mast of the Neversink, but being saved by Jack Chase’s men when he discards the title object, which is immediately mistaken for a shark and speared. FTP identify this 1850 novel subtitled “The World in a Man-of –War” by Herman Melville.

Answer: White Jacket

18.Lesser known types of them include the learning vector quantization, and radial base function. The idea is prefigured in Hebb’s The Organization of Behavior and in the MADALINE and ADALINE systems of Widrow and Hoff. The first important ones were built by Kohonen and Hopfield. The most popular one used today is the multilayer perceptron, and they are classified according to whether they are recurrent or feedfoward. Some are trained with supervised learning, while others are self-organizing. They work by having many nodes connected to each other with weights between the nodes changing in order to represent information as it is presented. Also called connectionist networks, these are FTP, what kind of computer systems that take their inspiration from the way the human mind is organized?

Answer: neural networks

19.One method of producing it is the catalytic hydrogenation of benzene, which requires the use of a powerful rhodium catalyst, and it is more easily obtained by the fractional distillation of petroleum. Ten percent of its industrial use goes into paints, solvents, and resins, while the vast majority is used in the production of nylon fibers. Its boat conformation has several eclipsed carbon bonds which gives it a higher energy than either the twisted boat or chair forms. FTP, identify this volatile, colorless compound, a six-carbon ring with no double bonds, with chemical formula C6H12.

Answer: cyclohexane
20.Its composer created this piece’s music for Nina Anisimova and it proved so popular that he extracted three orchestral suites out of its themes. Featuring such sections as “Mountaineer’s Dance,” “Gopak,” and “Ayesha’s Dance,” its 1942 premiere sought to strike a patriotic chord and its plot focuses on the title woman who helps entrap a spy bent on stealing secrets from a collective farm. Featuring “Kurdish Dances” and “Armen’s Variation,” its most famous piece features an electrifying movement between major and minor sevenths. FTP identify this work that is often paired with Spartacus, and features the “Sabre Dance” a ballet by Aram Khachaturian.

(10) Present briefly in all chordates, this axial skeleton derived from the mesoblast of the developing embryo, persists in adults of more primitive chordates such as branchiostoma and lampreys.

(10) Composed mostly of the lipid diacylglycerol, the carbohydrate trehalose, inorganic salts such as sodium and potassium, and water, this is the analog of blood in the open circulatory systems of insects.

Answer: hemolymph
(10) Consisting of a cell body with a distal cylindrical extension covered with cilia, these are terminal branches of the excretory vessels, found in the phyla Rotifera and Platyhelminthes.

8.Identify these types of particle scattering FTPE:

(10) Readily derived from Maxwell’s equations, this simplest type of scattering is classical and is the general term for any scattering involving spherical particles with sizes greater than those of atoms.

Answer: Mie scattering

(10) This is the scattering of electromagnetic radiation by free electrons, in which the wavelength of the incident light is unchanged. It varies with the fourth power of the wavelength, and this large dependence gives us the sky’s blue color.

Answer: Rayleigh scattering

(10) Although Rayleigh scattering is elastic, this type of scattering can involve energy transfers between the incident radiation and the electrons. Its applications include chemical analyses, where the reflected wavelengths can be measured and used to determine chemical composition.

3.In this work, Rorty analyzes the three title concepts, in attempt to argue, that although our theories about language, culture or race are without foundation, we can still reach out to others and avoid cruelty through the reading of great literature.
