Tossups

1.It uses the tritone as a basic unifying theme and its performers are divided into three distinct planes, with the boy’s choir and organ in the distance and the three soloists nearest to the audience.  It was first performed at the same ceremony as Michael Tippett’s King Priam for the re-consecration of Coventry Cathedral and features six sections including Sanctus, which ends with “After the blast of lightning,” while Te decet hymnus is interrupted by “What Passing Bells.” In all, the composer set nine poems such as Strange Meeting, Anthem for Doomed Youth and Dulce et Decorum Est to music in, FTP, what 1961 work inspired by Wilfred Owen and composed by Benjamin Britten.

2.At a crucial point in this work the 46-year old title figure takes in a stray, mangy dog and decides to name it for himself. In flashbacks we learn about his wife, who died after 8 months of marriage, as well as 35 other serious affairs including the cigar-smoking Amazonian Manuela Sanchez. The hero is thwarted again and again by Francisco de Paula Santander and much of the novel’s action is relayed to the valet Jose Palacios. Dramatizing the fevered last days during the hero’s journey from Bogota to the sea, where he wants to sail for Europe, FTP, identify this work by Gabriel Garcia Marquez that dramatizes the physical and psychological decomposition of Simon Bolivar.

3.The fourth poem in Book One describes the metaphor of the ass and the lyre. The embroidery of Pi and Theta is meant to represent the range of practical to theoretical thinking. In Book Four the author solves the problem of evil in making the distinction between “Fate” and “Providence.” It describes his oration on behalf of Paulinus, and his subsequent betrayal by Cyprian. Its list of illustrious translators includes King Alfred, Jean de Meun, and Geoffrey Chaucer. The book begins with the author blaming Fortune for his imprisonment, and follows with Fortune’s defense at the hands of a certain lady. FTP, identify this work written by a consul of Theodoric, Boethius.

Answer: Consolation of Philosophy
4.He was the first to suggest building observatories in the Andes to avoid the problems of haze and atmospheric turbulence. Writing his dissertation on the workings of the spleen, he was more well known for his hobbies, and he invented the slit spectrograph, and, during the sighting of Tebbutt’s Comet in 1881, was the first to take a wide-angle photograph of a comet’s tail. The first to take a photograph of a nebula, his most famous work in astronomy was compiled by Annie Jump Cannon. FTP, name this man whose grandfather was personal physician to the emperor of Brazil, and whose photographs were compiled into the most comprehensive catalog of stellar information of the era.

5.One description of it is the expansion of the money supply that results from a country’s member banks lending out more money than they can take in. Keynes’ description of it is derived from the idea that one person’s spending becomes another person’s income. Thus there is a greater final change in income and spending after a small change in aggregate demand. This became the cornerstone of fiscal policy that encouraged government deficit spending. FTP, identify this economic concept that simply states that initial changes in one area of the economy tend to accumulate to a greater final change.

6.Defoe wrote about it in the ballad “Age of Wonders” and Mainwaring’s ballad blamed the Tories, especially Abigail Masham and the royal advisor Robert Hartley.  Much of its activity centered in Jonathon’s and Garraway’s coffee houses in Change alley.  Whig politicians like Stanhope and Sutherland, Madam von Platen and the Duchess of Kendal were bribed to ensure the success of the proposal to assume the entire public debt of England in 1720.  Stock peaked at over £1000 before disaster struck when people realized that the war with Spain meant it was a company that did nothing.  For 10 points, name this speculative catastrophe in Georgian England that led to the loss of millions of pounds.

7.After the main characters end their relationship, one of them marries a South American diplomat who later commits suicide and then marries a Russian who owned gold mines in the Urals. The central relationship in the novel concerns the creation of a statue, “The Resurrection Day.” They meet again at the baths where they meet Ulfheim, a bear-hunter. After Maia goes up the mountain, and the heroine abandons the Sister of Mercy, the heroine threatens the hero with a knife and in the end they renew their love and  disappear into a storm. FTP, identify this play about the model Irene von Satow and the artist Arnold Rubek, written by Henrik Ibsen.

8.Its failure was recognized by Einstein, who noted that for a quantum harmonic oscillator at energies of less than kT, the Bose-Einstein statistics must be applied rather than the Maxwell-Boltzmann distribution. It was improved yet again by treating the quantum oscillators as collective modes called phonons, a theory advanced by Debye. Derivable from the equipartition theorem, the total energy of an atom is 3kT, which is then multiplied by Avogadro’s number. FTP, name this law which says that the product of atomic mass and heat capacity is approximately constant.

9.It is understood to operate on three levels: the metaphysical, the psychological and the ethical. It is learned through listening to the law, hsueh, and thinking about when the law applies, ssu. The origin of the term comes from the word meaning “common people.” Four parts make it up, li, yi, hsin and ching. In the largest sense, it includes the concepts of shu, and chung, that is, reciprocity and doing one’s best.  If one is able to follow it, then one is identified as “chun tzu”, or the superior man. To these parts was added the concept of “i” or duty, which was Mencius’ addition to this philosophy. FTP, identify this concept of humanity, the central idea of Confucianism.

10.Comic relief in the play is provided by Bill Walker, an abusive boyfriend. A devout follower of Thomas Paine, Peter Shirley loses his job because he has a streak of grey in his hair. Rummy Mitchens and Snobby Price simply want free meals. The frivolity of the rich is embodied in Charles Lomax, Sarah’s suitor, while Adolphus Cusins, a professor of Greek, is adopted as an heir after Stephen is disowned. Lady Britomart chastises her husband, while accepting his money. FTP, identify this play where Andrew Undershaft convinces his daughter, the title character of the hypocrisy of the Salvation Army, written by George Bernard Shaw.

Answer: Major Barbara

11.He suggested a corollary to Gresham’s law that states "good money drives out bad" when the ratio between the two currencies is not fixed and you are not dealing with a commodity money.  In 1859 he published a history of John Law and the Mississippi Bubble but his History of the French Revolution is more famous.  He negotiated the Treaty of Frankfort and convinced the Assembly of Bordeaux to ratify it.  The defeat at Paris of his friend Remusat by Barodet and the subsequent disturbances caused him to resign as chief executive and McMahon replaced him.  For 10 points, name this French leader of the 3rd Republic who put down the Paris Commune and served as Prime Minister after the July Revolution.

12.One equation of this name involves the moment of interia tensor and is a generalization of Euler’s equations of motion to a non-rigid system, and has an extension to account for collisions known as Boltzmann’s equation. Another equation of this name states that the density of states in a given system in phase space is constant, or equivalently, the density remains constant along a dynamic trajectory. FTP, give the common name for these equations, also naming a theorem in complex analysis, provable by Cauchy’s integral formula, which states that every holomorphic bounded function defined on the complex plane is constant.

13.In the Bible these people are said to have descended from Japeth.  Originally disjointed tribes who were first mentioned in the 9th-century, Deiocus, a tribal chief, united them.  Unlike the Assyrians, whose capital at Nineveh they captured in 612 BC, they were not a Semitic people.  They were finally defeated in 549 BC when the last king, Astyages, was deposed by Cyrus the Great and the Achaemenids and their “Place of Assembly”, Ecbatana, was taken over.  For 10 points, name this Middle Eastern empire whose most famous ruler was the warlike Cyaxares.

14. Along with Elisha Babcock, this man established The American Mercury and during his time in Paris effected the publication of Paine’s Age of Reason. This author later died during a diplomatic mission to meet Napoleon, when he was caught in the latter’s retreat from Moscow. His prose works include Advice to the Privileged Orders and he contributed to the Anarchiad. His most famous works include a 9 Book succession of heroic couplets that attempted to depict the title hero’s meeting with Hesper, the Spirit of the New World, and a mock-heroic pastoral in praise of native cornmeal.  FTP identify this Hartford Wit best known for The Columbiad and The Hasty Pudding.

15.It reaches a maximum depth of 1100 feet at the Kandalaksha inlet, in its northeast region. Islands within it include Mudyuga, Morzhovy, and the largest, Solovetskiye, which lies at the entrance to Onega Bay. It is fed by the Vyg, Niva, Varzuga, and Dvina rivers, and an ancient monastery is located on the Solovets Islands in the southern region. Important economically due to the presence of such ports as Belomorsk, Mezen, and Kem, and its connection with the Volga-Baltic waterway allows shipping as far away as the Black Sea. FTP, name this sea of Northern Russia, connected to the Barents Sea by the Gorlo strait, whose most important port is Arkhangel.

16.It was popularly believed that he was part Chinese, though there is no evidence to support this claim.  Responsible for the assassination of Antonio Guiteras, the founder of an opposition student group, he formed a close relationship with gangster Meyer Lansky that lasted for decades.  He was described as “the only individual in” his country “who represents authority” by US Ambassador Benjamin Welles in September 1933 after he overthrew Gerardo Machado in the “revolt of the Serjeants” and named himself Chief of the Military.  He led a second coup in 1952 when it became clear that he would lose the upcoming election for president in his island nation.  For 10 points, name this former military stenographer who was booted out of Cuba in 1959.

17.He was the martial counterpart to his scholarly brother Manawydan and became involved in a feud with his sister’s husband Mathowlch. This son of the sea god Llyr then invaded Ireland swimming across the sea with his navy beside him, when his enormous size intimidated the Irish into a truce. He trusted them, but was soon betrayed. Fatally wounded during the final battle his head remained alive and kept on talking, until it was buried in a hill near London where according to legend as long as it wasn’t disturbed England could never be invaded. FTP identify this Welsh hero whose name often bore the alliterative epithet “Blessed.”

18.Mist obscures much of the background though several large bushes can be made out behind the central figures. A plucked bird as well as a red feather lie splayed across a large bundle of supplies upon which a young man holding a rifle and dressed in a bright blue shirt leans. Both he and his older counterpart in the rear of the vessel seem to be looking out at the spectator of this 1845 painting. The eerie stillness of the image is magnified by the black cat tied to the front of the canoe and the single rock that peeks out of the surface, disturbing the otherwise perfectly rendered reflections on the title river. FTP identify this canvas depicting a nautical voyage taken by trappers created by George Caleb Bingham.

19.The Mannich reaction involves the reaction of this group of compounds with a ketone to form a methylamino group, and the Vilsmeyer reaction, catalyzed by phosphorus tetrachloride, creates a highly reactive species used in formylation reactions. The Strecker reaction can be used to trap molecules of these compounds which can then be reacted with a carbon nucleophile to form an amine. Synthesized by using a Dean-Stark trap and reacting an aldehyde or ketone with an amine, this is, FTP, what group of compounds which contain an NH group bonded to nonacid radicals.

20.He translated the Book of Genesis. Steven Pinker thinks of this man as a mystic, as he wrote, “The Flux-Outlet Theory: A Concrete Representation of Gravitation”, “Why I have Discarded Evolution” and “On Being”. His primary interests stemmed from readings of Fabre d’Oliver, and his ideas were disseminated in three 1940 essays, including “Linguistics as an Exact Science” and “Languages and Logic.” His posthumous papers were edited by John B. Carroll and appeared in 1956 as Language, Thought, and Reality. His article “Blazing Icicles” combined his two discipline and was a linguistic interpretation of fire prevention. A student of Hopi languages, he is most famous for his collaboration with another linguist. FTP, identify this man, most famous for his linguistic relativity hypothesis, with Sapir.

1.Identify these important abolitionists from clues FTPE:

1.He and his brother Lewis became wealthy through silk imports and running the first credit-rating enterprise in the U.S. After founding the reform minded New York Journal of Commerce, he became the first president of the American Anti-Slavery Society.

Answer: Arthur Tappan

2.Arthur Tappan had a falling out with this man, a perfectionist who edited the Genius of Universal Emancipation with Benjamin Lundy, wrote the American Anti-Slavery Society’s Declaration of Sentiments, and founded The Liberator.

Answer: William Lloyd Garrison
3.This editor of the St. Louis Observer had his press destroyed by mobs several times for printing anti-slavery material. His murder at the hands of another mob in 1837 galvanized abolitionists.

Answer: Elijah P. Lovejoy

2.Identify the following about a piece of music FTPE:

1.Its creator was struck deaf early in 1874, meaning that he composed this cycle of 6 tone-poems  unable to hear a single note. WOW.  Its sections include Vysehrad about a huge rock and Blanik a mountain near Tabor.

Answer: Ma Vlast or My Fatherland

2.This dude who also did the string quartet From My Life, and the operas Libuse, The Two Widows, and The Devil’s Wall, composed Ma Vlast.

Answer: Bedrich Smetana

3.This second section of Ma Vlast is followed by the section Sarka about an elaborate scheme to murder men, oh yeah it’s named for a great river that flows through Bohemia.

Answer: The Moldau or Vltava

3.Name these classes of animals, FTPE:

7.Identify the following about an art movement 5-5-10-10

1.Their final exhibition took place at Der Sturm gallery in Berlin, at which point Lyonel Feininger and  Alexey von Jawlensky became affiliated with this group named for an almanac published in May 1912 and edited by Kandinsky.

Answer: Der Blaue Reiter or The Blue Rider

2.Kandinsky founded The Blaue Reiter with this German painter who painted intensely mystical scenes of animals such as Deer in the Forest, Tiger, and Red and Blue Horses.

Answer: Franz Marc

3.This Blaue Reiter painter traveled to Tunis with Klee in 1914, but like Marc was killed in WWI. His works inspired by Orphic Cubism include Promenade,  Elisabeth Gerhardt Sewing, and Sunlight Walk.

8.Answer the following about simplifying logical expressions, FTPE:

(10) When working with three or fewer variables, perhaps the most commonly used rules are these which state that the complement of a product of variables is a sum of the complements of the individual variables, and that the complement of a sum is equal to the product of the complements of the individual variables.

Answer: De Morgan’s Laws

(10) For expressions of four or five variables, these diagrams are extremely useful for simplification. Prime implicants are combined graphically using a grid of 1’s and 0’s.

Answer: Karnaugh map or K-map
(10) If the expression has more than five variables, Karnaugh maps become hopelessly cluttered, and it is best to use this algorithm, which can easily be programmed and is thus nearly ubiquitous in circuit design software.

Answer: Massabielle
3.In 1826, this Pope declared the visions at Lourdes to be authentic and authorized the veneration of Mary as Our Lady of Lourdes. He was also famous for having the longest pontificate in the history of the papacy.

Answer: Pius IX
13.Answer the following about Friedel-Crafts alkylation, FTPE:

(10) The catalyst for the reaction of the aromatic compound with an alkyl halide is generally this compound of aluminum.

Answer: aluminum trichloride or AlCl3
(10) An intermediate step in the reaction is the formation of this generally unstable, positively-charged ion, which combines with the pi electrons of the carbon-carbon double bond.

Answer: carbocation
(10) Along with alkylation, this is the second type of Friedel-Crafts reaction, by which the namesake compound, the radical (RCO minus), is added to the aromatic ring, creating a carbonyl compound.

1.This Cambridge mineralogist is the author of The Plurality of Worlds, and The Philosophy of Inductive Sciences, but he is best known for his contributions to the Bridgewater-Treatises.

Answer: William Whewell
2.William Whewell’s theory of induction argued that a priori ideas were true empirically. This lead Whewell into a dispute with this author in his  of A System of Logic. This man is also the author of Examinations of Sir William Hamilton’s Philosophy.

Answer: John Stuart Mill

3.Whewell is also the originator of this concept, which is literally a “jumping together” of knowledge from facts across disciplines. Though coined in The Philosophy of Inductive Sciences, it was later co-opted as a title of a work by Edward Wilson.

Answer: consilience 

15.Identify the following about a group of mythological monsters FTPE:

1.They had hands made of bronze, golden wings, and tusks like a boar’s; these daughters of Phorcys and Ceto inspired fear in all of the gods save Poseidon who coupled with the youngest.

Answer: Gorgons

2.These two gorgons represented sexual excess and social perversion and were the sisters of the more famous Medusa. Name both for 5 points each.

Answer: Euryale and Stheno
3.Though Perseus killed Medusa, in another story this hero took a single lock of her hair and gave it to Sterope to protect the town of Tega from attack.

Answer: Heracles
16.Answer the following about an author and his work FTPE:

1. This man’s works include The Adventures of Wesley Jackson, Inhale and Exhale, The Bicycle Rider of Beverly Hills, The Trouble with Tigers and the autobiographical My Name is Aram.

Answer: William Saroyan

2.First published in 1934, this collection of Saroyan short stories mixed fantasy and realism and depicted the daily life of immigrants in and around Fresno.

Answer: The Daring Young Man on the Flying Trapeze

3.This 1939 play received the Pulitzer, which Saroyan promptly refused, for its depiction of hopeless characters at a saloon who are confronted by Detective Blick of the Vice Squad.

Answer: The Time of Your Life

17.Answer the following about a formulation of mechanics FTPE:

(10) Although mathematically equivalent to Newtonian mechanics, this alternative formulation derives the trajectory of objects by finding the path which minimizes action over a period of time.

Answer: Lagrangian mechanics or dynamics

(10) Similar to Lagrangian mechanics, this system replaces the generalized velocity variables with generalized momentum variables. The equations of motion are first-order differential equations, thus making them easier to solve than the second-order Lagrangian equations.

Answer: Hamiltonian mechanics or dynamics

(10) This operation transforms the coordinates of Lagrangian mechanics into those of Hamiltonian mechanics.

Answer: Legendre transform

18.Identify these Argentine leaders FTPE:

1.He represented the rise of the Estancieros, he became governor of Buenos Aires in 1829and six years later assumed dictatorship of the country. Assisted by his secret society, the Mazorca, he ruled with an iron fist until he was crushed at Monte Caseros in 1852 by rebel forces under Urquiza. 

Answer: Juan Manuel de Rosas

2.This opponent of de Rosas was president of the republic from 1868 to 1874, his administration was marked by the conclusion of the War of Triple Alliance and a commitment to education. He may be best known for authoring the political study Facundo.

Answer: Domingo Faustino Sarmiento

3.Sarmiento succeeded this founder of La Nacion and author of The Emancipation of South America, he commanded the coalition forces against Paraguay and feuded with Alberdi for years.

Answer: Bartolome Mitre
19.FTPE, answer these questions about a concept in literature:

1.This concept refers to an  aesthetic value which suggests the presence of transcendent vastness or greatness.

Answer: Sublime

2.His analysis of the Sublime was introduced as a response to a treatise by Caecilius of Calacte. This Greek literary critic describes 5 of its sources and was the first pagan to quote the Old Testament in his writing.

Answer: Longinus (also accept Pseudo-Longinus or Dionysius Longinus)

3.Seven years after Burke’s essay on the Sublime, this German philosopher contended that the difference between the Sublime and the Beautiful is the degree of emotion one experiences.

Answer: Immanuel Kant
20.FTPE name these different kinds of trees from computer science:

1.Named for its two discoverers, this kind of balanced binary search tree has the feature that the height of each of a node’s subtrees varies by at most 1. Lookup, insertion, and deletion are all O ( log n ) operations.

Answer: AVL tree

2.Also known as a symmetric binary B-tree, it has n internal nodes where the height is at most 2 log base 2 of (n +1). It uses an extra bit for balancing, and no leaf is more than twice as far from the root as any other.

Answer: red-black tree

3.This is a variant of a binary tree where a tree of the order n has a left subtree of order n-1 and a right subtree with order n-2. An order 1 tree of this kind has 1 node. It is named after the sequence which follows the number of nodes a tree of order n has. It is the most  unbalanced AVL tree allowed.

Answer: Fibonacci tree
