1.Sartre discussed it in a 1939 work in which he analyzed it phenomenologically, describing it as “a magical transformation of the world.” One account of it argues that it is comprised of intensity combined with a  cognitive label, or its quality. Another theory holds that it originates in the thalamus and that “body” and “mind” are independently activated at the same time and was described in Bodily Changes in Pain, Hunger, Fear and Anger. The most well known theory of it reverses the conventional wisdom and argues that it arises out of physiological arousal, and not the other way around. Schacter’s two factor, the Cannon-Baird, and the James-Lange are all, FTP, theories of what kind of mental phenomena?

Answer: theories of emotion
2.He was a fervent admirer of the bishop Dianius, who took him under his wing and ordained him as a Reader. Among his works are Address to Young Men, which defended the study of pagan literature by Christians, The Longer and Shorter Rules, which outlined monastic practices, and the Hexameron, nine Lenten sermons on the days of creation.  Succeeding Eusebius as bishop of Caesarea, he opposed the spread of Arianism as well as the activities of Valens.  FTP, identify this early Church saint, who, along with his friend Gregory of Nazianus and his brother Gregory of Nyssa, is one of the “Three Capadocians.”

Answer: St. Basil the Great

3.When undergoing this reaction, triphenylphosphines tend to give the cis-isomer while trialkylphosphines will yield the trans- isomer. A strong base such as sodium hydride or sodamide is used to make one of the reactants, and the stable compound phosphine oxide is the by-product. A four-member ring intermediate is formed, and the reaction moves quickly due to the strength of the phosphorus-oxygen bond. FTP identify this versatile reaction, which uses a phosphorane or ylide to convert an aldehyde or a ketone into an alkene.

Answer: Wittig reaction

4.At the end of the novel we meet Jean le Negre, who is admired for his strength, and Lulu, who smuggles him a lace handkerchief. The narrator names various people his “Delectable Mountains”, Wanderer, a family man, Zoo-loo, a Polish farmer, and Surplice. Rockyfeller used to run a brothel and uses his money to buy favors from the guards, while Apollyon, the warden, is named after the devil in Pilgrim’s Progress. The narrator and his friend B. are brought to the titular location because of letters deemed suspicious by the censor, interrupting their stint as ambulance drivers. FTP, identify this novel about prison life in France, the only novel by E E Cummings.

Answer: The Enormous Room

5.A 1991 summit on it was organized by Dr. Allie Hixson where the “three-state strategy” was developed and promoted.  Made necessary by the Supreme Court’s decision in Minor v. Happersett, it was first introduced in 1923 and Ted Kennedy and Carolyn Maloney have each announced similar bills in recent years.  Right wing opposition to it was led by Phyllis Schlafly, who contended that it would lead to decreased privileges and privacy.  First introduced by Alice Paul at the 75th Anniversary of the Seneca Falls convention, this is, for 10 points, what amendment to the Constitution that remains 3 states short of ratification?

Answer: Equal Rights Amendment or ERA

6.His short stories feature characters like Fra Petar and Fra Marko and Vitomir Tasovac. His most famous novel follows the history of Mehmed Sokolli, who is taken from his mother and then raised to become a pasha. He first gained fame with the 1920 short story “The Journey of Alija Djerzelez”. Other collections include Conversations with Goya, The Pasha’s Concubine and The Vizier’s Elephant. The Woman from Sarijevo is a psychological novel about a wealthy maid, while The Devil’s Yard is about a notorious prison. FTP, identify this Serbo-Croatian novelist, the winner of the 1961 Nobel Prize and the author of The Bridge on the Drina.

Answer: Ivo Andric

7.A common example of this effect is called the Bombay phenotype and was featured in a series of episodes of General Hospital to resolve a paternity dispute. There are four different types: an example of the structural type is the phenomenon of hairlessness in dogs and the color of the spine of a cucumber; the other three types are steric hindrance, blocking and conversion. It explains the great variability seen in such dominant diseases as Marfan’s syndrome and neurofibromatosis. Albinism is the most important example of, FTP, this effect where a gene masks the phenotypic effect of a second gene.

Answer: epistasis
8.After thirty years he became restless and retired to a room where he meditated for three straight months, where he dreamed of an ideal kingdom. Born when his mother was impregnated by lightning from the Great Bear, his drum could be heard miles away and he is credited with defeating the “barbarians” at the battle of Shansi. His wife discovered silk production, while he was a patron of alchemy, wrote the first book of medicine, invented the cart, and discussed philosophy with his subject Lao Tzu in his position as the “Yellow Emperor.” FTP identify this third of China’s 5 legendary emperors whose name was later adopted by Cheng, the first and greatest ruler of the Ch’in dynasty.

Answer: Huang-ti or Huangdi (accept “Yellow Emperor” before it is mentioned; do not accept Shi Huang Ti)

9.The orders for one of the commanders were to occupy the Bahr-el-Ghazal as far as the confluence of the Bahr-el-Jebel, as well as the Shilluk country. Major Jackson was left to command the district with a small force while his commander took an army to Sobat.  Theophile Declasse ended the crisis that began when Captain Marchand refused to lower the French flag despite being cut off from an adequate supply route by General Kitchener.  He was later ordered to evacuate from the upper Nile in exchange for territory in the Sahara.  For 10 points, name this affair in the Sudan in 1898 that caused a temporary crisis between Britain and France.

Answer:
Fashoda (out of the kindness of your heart you could accept Kodok, the modern name for the town of Fashoda, even though it’s an anachronism and you’d have to be a complete douche to buzz in with “Kodok”)

10.The final stanza invokes “harmonious madness” and quotes a rhyme from Wordsworth’s Resolution and Independence as the speaker implores the reader to: “listen then- as I am listening now.” The 18th stanza references Hamlet’s claim that we “look before and after” instead of in the moment. As the speaker speculates “what objects are the fountains/of thy happy strain” he compares the title figure to a poet hidden in thought, to a high-born maiden in a tower, and a rose embowered. Composed at the same time as “The Cloud” in 1820, the most famous section s of the poem describe a cloud of fire, whose loud voice fills the earth and air, as it springest higher and higher. FTP identify this poem that begins “hail to thee blithe spirit” a poem about a bird by Percy Shelley.

11.This work elucidates the difference between good and right, where the good is considered to be “the satisfaction of rational desire.” The author also uses the concept of Pareto efficiency for his argument. The work advocates that an equal distribution of wealth is preferred to an unequal one unless the agents can all accrue benefit. This is known as “the difference principle.” One popular criticism of it was that it advocated the promulgation of the existing capitalist order, and it was famously disputed in Robert Nozick’s Anarchy, State, and Utopia. Its central concept is a perspective from which to judge whether a given action is good for society, the “veil of ignorance.” FTP, identify this philosophical work of John Rawls.

Answer: A Theory of Justice
12.The cellophane sets for this work were designed by Frances Stettheimer and its composer insisted on using all black singers at its Connecticut premiere in 1934. Much like previous works inspired by the librettist, Susie Asado and Capital Capitals, it was essentially plotless. The communion hymn for the main characters  states “When this you see remember me” and their interaction is spurred along by a master and mistress of ceremonies who traverse the Spanish landscape with them. Though Settlement and Chavez are imaginary, FTP, both of the other title figures, Teresa of Avila and Ignatius of Loyola, are real and collectively they star in this bizarre opera by Gertrude Stein and Virgil Thomson.

Answer: Four Saints in Three Acts
13.A device used to detect them on Earth is made of silicon and germanium crystals and as the incoming particles strike the crystals, a temperature change and the change in electron-hole pairs is recorded, and a comparison of the signals allows scientists to rule out cosmic rays, neutrinos, and other radiation. Only 17 anomalous events have occurred since the beginning of the project, all of which were probably neutrons. If they do exist, there is approximately one in each 150 cubic centimeters of space, and they do not respond to the electromagnetic or strong forces. FTP, identify these particles which obey gravity and the weak force and may make up a portion of the universe’s dark matter.

Answer: WIMPs (or weakly-interacting massive particles)

14.It was a result of the Peace of Passau where the ruler promised to call a diet after the rebellion of Maurice of Saxony.  Though that ruler refused to take part, he sent his brother Ferdinand to conduct the talks.  It effectively ended toleration since each prince decided whether Lutheranism or Roman Catholicism would be the state religion in his territory, which all subjects were required to join, though peasants were allowed to relocate and major cities were exempted.  For 10 points, name this 1555 treaty that temporarily ended religious strife caused by the Reformation in the Holy Roman Empire.

15.On the moon, the mountain range of this name separates the Mare Imbrium from the Oceanus Procellarum. On earth, they were originally known as Charwat, and the Magyars called them Thorchal. They attain their greatest breadth in the Tatra range, which also contains the highest peak, Mt. Gerlachovsky. They are separated from the Balakn Mountains at Orsova by the Danube river and they meet the Alps in the Leitha and Bakony ranges. Beginning near Pressburg, this is FTP, what mountain range which surrounds Hungary and Transylvania and is the major mountain system of eastern Europe?

Answer: Carpathian Mountains
16.William Beechey attempted to surpass this work with a more earthy depiction that depicted the subject holding a mask and a bloody knife, but it is another portrait, by its creator’s most famous rival, showing the title figure in a large black hat that this work is most often compared to.  The background features two shadowy male figures holding a dagger and a chalice of poison, possibly alluding to the character of Lady Macbeth, these men surround the extra pale subject who floats on a column of clouds all while seated on a large throne. She wears huge robes and looks to the left doing an impression of Melpomene. FTP identify this 1784 portrait that depicts a famous actress as an inspirational figure from Greek myth, a painting by Joshua Reynolds.

17.A subplot involves Katherine Plowden and Cecilia Howard being kept by a wealthy South Carolina Tory at his manor, St. Ruth’s Abbey. A furious battle occurs when Boroughcliffe and Dillon command the Alacrity against the Ariel commanded by Richard Barnstable.  Supported by the coxswain, Long Tom Coffin, the hero saves the day when he guides an American ship escaping to Holland. Throughout the novel it is clear that the mysterious Mr. Gray is John Paul Jones as this novel was written in direct opposition to Sir Walter Scott’s The Pirate, FTP, identify this 1823 novel by James Fennimore Cooper his first novel of the sea.

Answer: The Pilot

18.He worked as a tanner with Zadock Pratt and C.M. Loup shortly after writing the book The History of Delaware County and creating the first map of the county.  His greatest house was Irvington on the Hudson and his first railroad was the Rensallaer & Saratoga.  The sworn enemy of Commodore Vanderbilt, he placed cannons on the Jersey City waterfront to keep the Commodore away during their battle over the Erie Railroad. His most famous enterprises were the Western Union telegraph company and the Union Pacific Railroad.  For 10 points, name this robber baron who bribed A.H. Corbin, President Grant’s brother-in-law to discover plans for the gold market and along with James Fisk attempted to corner the market leading to the Black Friday panic.

19.Although the layers of this group of minerals appear to have hexagonal symmetry, they are in actuality monoclinic or triclinic. Lesser known members include phlogopite, paragonite, glauconite, and zinnwaldite, and the three major divisions are the interlayer-deficient type, so named because of the lack of calcium ions within the TOT (tee-oh-tee) layer, the brittle type, and the true type. Encompassing the phyllosilicate class of minerals, they are ubiquitous in sedimentary, metamorphic, and igneous rock. FTP, name this brittle, flaky mineral whose most well known times are muscovite and biotite.

20.Its author was inspired in a dream to continue work on it by the poet Daqiqi. The knights of the work strive to gain control over their “nafs”, their primitive souls. The great bird Simorgh sets down this spiritual test and is the mythical protector of this work, but Feridoun does not pass. Kai Khosrau, despite succeeding in avenging himself on the evil Afrasiyab, also does not pass. The son of Zal, Rustem, is the only man to succeed and his death concludes the lineage that makes up this book, a translation of the Pahlavi epic Xoda Namak. FTP, identify this work concerning  the ancient kings of Persia, written by Ferdowsi.

1.A Louisiana senator for 8 years, his meetings with Napoleon III and the Erlangers led to the Confederate Cotton Loan of 1863, but he is more famous for being imprisoned at Fort Warren in Boston Harbor two years before.

2.James Slidell and James Murray Mason were captured on this British ship on Nov. 8, 1861, setting off a storm of protest in Britain.

2.Identify these subatomic particles, both real and hypothesized, FTPE:

1.By 432 the various primates of the Hun people had been centralized under this king, two years later he was succeeded by his nephews:  Bleda and Attila.

2.After succeeding Rua, Bleda and Attila negotiated this peace treaty with the Eastern Roman Empire, by which the Romans agreed to double the subsidies they had been paying.

(10) This is the term for a molecule that donates or accepts a pair of electrons to form a coordinate bond with the central metal atom in the complex.

(10) Theorized by Hans Bethe in 1929, this theory of bonding in coordination compounds treats all ligands and metal ions as point charges and assumes only ionic bonding between them.

(10) This fractal is similar to the Sierpinski carpet, except the object is a triangle divided into four smaller triangles with the middle removed from the remaining 3^n triangles for the nth iteration.

Answer: Sierpinski sieve or Sierpinski triangle or Sierpinski gasket

(10) This simple object from high school mathematics can be used to create a Sierpinski gasket, by coloring all odd numbers black and even numbers white.

3.This anthropologist at the London School of Economics was a student of Malinowski and his first work was Primitive Economies of the New Zealand Maori, but he is most famous for his work on Tikopia.

2.The most famous pupil of George Gurdjieff was this man, who introduced Gurdjeiff’s ideas to the West. His works include his Tertium Organum, and The New Model of the Universe.

3.The ideas of Gurdjieff and Ouspensky have expanded into this movement, which advocates the Ray of Creation, the Law of Seven, the Law of Three, and the Six Processes.
