Tossups

1.The first altar to this god was said to have been erected in Boeotia by Adrastus, while her most famous temples were erected by Rhamnus who galvanized Athenian will against the Persians. Usually invoked as the daughter of Erebus and Nyx, in one legend her union with Zeus produced the Disocuri and she was said to have hatched Helen from an egg. Also known as Adrasteia, or “she whom none can escape,” and depicted with a sword and scales, FTP, name this goddess of divine justice and vengeance.

Answer: Nemesis

2.Their method of capturing prey is via special cells called colloblasts, which disintegrate on contact and leave a sticky residue. Their relation to other animal phyla is vague due to the lack of fossils, a result of their bodies being composed mostly of water. The presence of anal pores and a third tissue layer between the ectoderm and endoderm suggest a relation to bilaterian animals, but most closely resemble the cnidarians in appearance, often having tentacles and propelling themselves through undulation. FTP, name this phylum of animals, alternately called Venus’s girdles, sea walnuts and sea gooseberries, but most commonly called comb jellies.

3.His dynamic theory of human behavior is criticized by Wittgenstein in his Lectures on Philosophical Psychology. He advocated a theory of aesthetic valued based on his concept of “requiredness “in his lectures at Harvard, The Place of Value in the World of Facts. With von Restoff he also discovered the isolation effect in memory. He also attempted to link physical processes in nervous tissue to perception in his 1920 essay, “Physical Gestalt in Rest and Stationary States.” His most famous work, however, was his account of insight learning in The Mentality of Apes, written while working on the Tenerife Islands. FTP, identify this psychologist and collaborator of Koffka and Wertheimer.

4.A fiancée attempts to convince her father to take her to France, but despite drinking two bottles of claret, he refuses. She then gets an invitation from Lucy Darleton to London. After having brandy with Vernon in the train station, gossip abounds, and Colonel De Craye, the best man, figures out her unhappiness. Clara ends up convincing her father Dr. Middleton to let her break off the engagement. In the end, the title character allows Crossjay to enter the Marines in order to gain Laetitia Dale’s hand in marriage. FTP, identify this novel about the selfish Sir Willoughby Patterne, written by George Meredith.

5.Though he was a part of the Prince of Wales inner-circle for a time, his reputation for vice and his relationship with actress-poet Mary Robinson led to his ostracism.  In his first independent operation near Poundridge, NY he was held off by the 2nd Continental Dragoon and failed to capture Major Ebenezer Lockwood.  A commander in the British attack on Charleston in 1780, he defeated the rebel forces at Monck’s Corner.  He mopped up the fleeing militia at Camden and slaughtered a force under Colonel Buford at the Waxhaws where he received a reputation for cruelty.  For 10 points, name this brilliant but ruthless defender of the crown known for killing prisoners, whose impetuous nature caused his defeat at Cowpens.

6.The action begins when 36 stars of Heavenly Spirits and 72 stars of Earthly Fiends are released from the Temple of Supreme Purity. This action by Marshall Hong explains why Li Kui and Song Jiang take an immediate liking to each other. Betrayal is considered to be the worst crime, earning the prefect Huang Wenbing torture, while Song’s murder of his wife is a “judicial mishap.” The title characters’ nicknames include “the Slightly Restrained”, “the Elfin Flutist”, and most fearsome, “the Ugly Son-in-Law.” The title group base their criminal syndicate out of Mt. Liang. FTP, identify this novel about a group of thieves, written by either Shi Nai’an or Lo Kuan Chung.

Answer: Outlaws of the Marsh also accept All Men Are Brothers or Water Margin Chronicles
7.In the laboratory this effect can be produced by mounting the source on a velocity transducer, and storing the incident pulses in a multichannel analyzer, on which the spectrum can be observed. The phenomenon of quadrapole coupling can be observed in atoms which do not have cubic symmetry, and the spectrum can also give information about the magnetic hyperfine interaction with the nucleus. Also called nuclear gamma resonance fluorescence, this is, FTP, what effect by which a gamma ray is emitted or absorbed by a nucleus?

Answer: Mossbauer effect

8.Chuck Morello who works during the day loves Cora, while the night worker Rocky Pioggi pimps out the tarts Pearl and Margie to make extra money. Ed Mosher is an ex con-man who shows up with Pat McGloin. Willie Oban wants to start a legal career and Joe Mott wants to pass for white, all of these persons are being watched by the former Syndicalist-Anarchist Larry Slade, whose young follower Don Parritt admits that he ratted out the group. All of these men wait for a salesman who it turns out killed his wife Evelyn in a attempt to destroy his “pipe dreams.” FTP identify this novel set at Harry Hope’s saloon a 1946 work by Eugene O’Neill.

Answer: The Iceman Cometh

9.One of this philosopher’s concepts is the idea of embodied intelligence, or habituality, which is the knowledge of physical skill, like a sport. Of his final two works, Prose of the World was abandoned, while The Visible and the Invisible was left incomplete at his death. Those works tried to extend his speculations into language, and were deeply influenced by Saussure, whom he popularized. In “Humanism and Terror”, he defended Soviet Communism, while his 1955 The Adventures of the Dialectic further defended his Marxism. His early work, The Structure of Comportment, broke with Husserl in arguing that bodily activity is the primary source of knowledge. FTP, identify this French phenomenologist, author of The Phenomenology of Perception.

10.Hugh Whitemore’s “A Letter of Resignation” dramatizes his reaction to the discovery that his wife had a not-so-secret long-term affair with the bisexual MP Robert Boothby.  A candidate for “worst teeth in Britain”, his left-wing views were unpopular with the Conservative party leadership and he remained a backbencher until Churchill made him parliamentary secretary to the ministry of supply.  Minister of Defense, Foreign Secretary and Chancellor of the Exchequer for brief periods, he made his greatest impact when he made his “wind of change” speech that admitted the inevitability of African independence as Prime Minister.  For 10 points, name this man who replaced Anthony Eden as PM in 1957.

11.Some of this author’s lesser known works include San Gabriel de Valdivias and Mala Yerba. He was appointed chief of political affairs in Lagos de Morena and was later director of education in Jalisco. Other novels include The Flies, The Defeated, and The Bosses. In his most famous novel, he is most easily identified as the intellectual Luis Cervantes, who rejects Camila, a village girl. That novel followed the main character’s rise as a colonel under Gneral Natera and finally getting shot after the defeat of Pancho Villa. The failure of Demetrio Macias is emblematic of this author’s feelings about the revolution in Mexco. FTP, identify this Mexican doctor and author of The Underdogs.

12.In his work, Theory of Rain, he theorized that the amount of moisture that the air can contain in a solution is a function of the air’s temperature, and that condensation is the result of two air masses of unequal temperatures colliding. His less accurate theories included the idea that the Earth has existed since the beginning of time, and his view of the Earth was similar to Lovelock’s Gaea Hypothesis. Opposing the predominant Neptunian school of Werner, which stated that water was the predominant force in geology, this is, FTP, what proponent of a fiery core of the Earth and the founder of uniformitarianism?

13.Dedicated to Franz Liszt, this work was completed amid the rumors of embezzlement that marked the twenty-fifth anniversary of Czar Alexander II’s ascension. It begins with a quiet high E on the violins. A folk song on clarinet then follows, representing the military guard, while an English horn plays a lilting oriental theme that, along with the pizzicato accompaniment on strings, suggests the tread of camels and native merchants across the measureless waste of the title. FTP identify this 1880 composition, a tone poem depicting travel across a desert region, by Alexander Borodin.

14.He described himself as “a plodding mediocrity”, since “a mediocrity does not go very far, but a plodding one can go a great distance”.  His father had resigned from the New York Supreme Court under threat of impeachment for nepotism.  The author of the books Paradoxes of Legal Science and Law and Literature, along with Brandeis and Stone he voted to uphold much of the New Deal legislation though many of his decisions are now considered antiquated. 15.The oldest source on its compilation is the 1718 text, Gurbilas Chhevin Patshahi. One of its notable features is its mentioning of the name of God of various religions. Part of its conclusion is the Bhatt Bani, which were composed by such bards as Satta and Balwand. The site where its original 947 leaves were compiled is marked by the shrine Ramsar. The Akhand Path, requiring forty-eight hours of continuous reading of this book, is undertaken during each of the main gurpub festivals, This work begins with the Mul Mantra which  is followed by the Japji, or the recitation. This work of over 6000 songs was compiled by Arjun. Meaning “First book”,  and also known as Guru Sahib, this is FTP, was sacred text of Sikhism?

16.It is named for a man who also named two nearby volcanoes after his ships, Erebus and Terror. Research on it include a study of its streaklines, and a study of its effect on nearby ecosystems of phytoplankton. Parts of it, including B-15, and B-20, also known as “Goidzilla” recently separated from it in a process known as calving. Its anchor points include the Edward VII peninsula and the McMurdo Sound, and its size is estimated to range from about 196,000 to 208,000 square miles. Located between 155 W and 160 E longitude, its mean thickness is about 1100 feet. The headquarters for Robert Scott’s 1911 epic sledding trip as well as Roald Amundsen’s expedition to the south pole, it is located next to its namesake sea. FTP, identify this famed ice shelf in the Antarctic.

17.Gustav Klimt’s first version depicts one of the figures, eyes closed in an orgasmic expression, wearing a golden choker that matches the frame with the titular names on top. His second version is more frankly erotic and shows a topless woman whose cloak obscures the other subject. Donatello’s sculpture freezes the moment before the bearded figure awakes. But the two most famous paintings on this theme are dominated by red cloth, as a bedspread and a curtain respectively; coloring that mirrors the blood of the scene featuring an attending Bethulian maidservant who aids the heroine, either helping to wield a sword or holding a bag that will serve as storage for the grisly prize. FTP identify this scene of decapitation from the Bible most well known through artistic renditions by Caravaggio and Artemisia Gentileschi.

18.One character in this novel is Edith Ethel Duchemin, a Pre-Raphelite hostess with whom the protagonist’s friend, Vincent Macmaster has an affair and later marries. When the protagonist throws a drunken colonel and another man out of the hotel room he is sharing with his wife, he is chided by General Campion, who thinks he abuses his wife. Upon his return from the war, he becomes an art dealer, refusing to live of his father’s estate because he may have committed suicide. His brother Mark has a stroke and dies and he inherits Groby. The protagonist eventually marries Valentine Wannop, while his wife Sylvia marries Campion. FTP, identify this novel about the moralist Christopher Tietjens, written by Ford Madox Ford.

Answer: Parade’s End

19.The death of Johannes IV and the signing of the Treaty of (we-kee- all-ee) Uccialli set the stage for this military encounter. One side was encamped at Mount Eshasho and much heavy fighting involving Dabormida and Albertone’s brigades  took place in the valley below. Incited to attack by a telegram sent by premier Crispi, the European force encountered troops commanded by Mashanga and Mikail, though it was Empress Taitu’s own bodyguard that truly seized the initiative against Oreste Barbieri’s  illfated invasion attempt. FTP identify this 1896 battle which featured 100,000 Ethiopians under Ras Makonnen and Emperor Menelik II destroying an Italian force.

Answer: Adwa or Adowa

20.They behave as soft electrophiles, and three of the four valence electrons in each carbon atom are involved in the sp2 bonding skeleton, while the fourth p electron is a member of a pi-delocalized sea which covers the interior of the molecule, and forms a cloud similar to that found in graphite. On exposure to certain alkaline earth metals they exhibit superconducting properties at temperatures as high as 33 Kelvin. They can form aggegrates called graphenes, which are the basic units of carbon nanotubes. FTP, Kroto, Curl, and Smalley discovered this class of compounds, an allotrope of carbon whose most famous member is C60, named for a famous architect of geodesic domes.

8.More amino acids, FTPE:

(10) This sulfur-containing nonessential amino acid is the precursor of taurine and is synthesized by methionine. It can be converted into glucose and used as a source of energy, and can strengthen the lining of the stomach and intestines.
