Round #3 – Tossups

1. As plenipotentiary to France this man negotiated the peace of Amiens, almost 50 years after serving as aide-de-camp to the Marquis of Granby during the Seven Years’ War.  With Castlereagh as his secretary, he crushed a 1798 rebellion in Ireland, though he had already distinguished himself with his victories over Tipoo Sahib.  This was during his stint, from 1786 to 1793, as governor-general of India, a few years after holding his own at Guilford Courthouse and winning at Camden.  FTP, name this British general best known for surrendering at Yorktown.


Answer: Charles Cornwallis
2. The title character’s brother is named Death and is an archenemy in this novel.  Other villainous characters include the cook Mugridge, who loses his leg to a shark; and Leach and Johnson, who drown when their skiff is capsized.  The protagonist eventually settles down to a happy life with the poet Maud Brewster but not before a disastrous encounter between the Macedonia and the Ghost.  FTP, name this work in which Humphrey Van Weyden is impressed into service under Wolf Larsen, a novel by Jack London.


Answer: The Sea Wolf
3. Their cell wall commonly forms a frustule, composed of an epitheca and a hypotheca.  They possess a pigment, fucoxanthin, which masks the carotenoid pigments and chlorophyll, giving them their characteristic color.  These members of the phylum Bacillariophyta, are divided into two orders based on their symmetry and shape, the Centrales and Pennales.  FTP, identify these organisms found floating in all waters and so-named because of their two interlocking valves.


Answer: diatoms

4. In order to obtain permission to build a great palace he curried favor with the goddess Athirat.  Each year he fell from that palace and rose again with the help of the solar deity, Shapash.  His lover was his sister, Anat, and his craftsman was Kothar, who fashioned a club that he wielded to overcome Yam, god of the sea.  FTP, name this deity who waged an epic battle with Mot as the fertility god of the Canaanites.

Answer: Baal
5. During rehearsals for this work, its composer tipped the conductor Hans Richter a thaler to buy a beer, which Richter would always keep on his watch chain.  It was revised in for a second time when the first three movements were augmented and a new finale was substituted; and for the first time in 1878 when the “Hunt” scherzo, the horn-laced third movement, was added.  FTP, name this symphony completed in 1874, thought not given its current nickname of Romantic by its composer Anton Bruckner.


Answer: Bruckner’s Symphony No. 4 in E flat (do not need composer’s name after it is mentioned; accept early: Romantic Symphony) 

6. It was precipitated by the murder of Captain Stone on his ship and warning of imminent attack came from Jonathan Brewster.  This was followed by an attack on Block Island and the murder of John Oldham and his crew.  It ended with a crushing defeat at the Mystic River, which saw Sassacus withdraw to the west.  The pivotal point came when Governor John Endicott convinced Uncas and his Narragansetts to join the fighting and when John Mason and John Underhill were able to gather enough troops.  FTP, name this conflict involving Connecticut settlers and the namesake Indian tribe in 1637.


Answer: Pequot War

7. They include such caricatures as that of Samuel Salt, the author’s father’s employer, who appears in “Some of the Old Benchers of the Inner Temple.”  Also of note are recollections of early life as in “Blakesmoor” and “Christ’s Hospital Five and Thirty Years Ago,” and those of later life, as in the first of them, “The South Sea-House.”  More famous ones include “The Praise on Chimney Sweepers,” “Mrs. Battle’s Opinions on Whist,” and “A Dissertation Upon Roast Pig.”  FTP, name this collection of miscellaneous essays by Charles Lamb.


Answer: Essays of Elia
8. At high temperatures you can take the Einstein formula, expand the exponentials, and reduce the expression down to this law.  It can also be used to calculate its namesake value, which is equal to 24.69 joules per Kelvin-mole.  The atomic weights of many elements were calculated with this law, which states that most metals require 6.2 calories of heat to raise the temperature of one gram-atomic mass of that metal one degree on the Celsius scale.  FTP, identify this law of chemistry named for its two French discoverers.


Answer: Dulong-Petit law

9. Bernard Fontenelle called it the finest piece of writing ever done by man, and praised its author’s four rules for man for the accomplishment of peace and true liberty.  John Wesley thought so highly of it that he published an English translation of it titled The Christian’s Pattern.  Its final book is “Of the Sacrament of the Altar,” while the first of its four books introduces “Admonitions Profitable for the Spiritual Life.”  Basically declaring the power of God in divine love, and the notion that God is all and man nothing, FTP, name this early 15th-century devotional work by Thomas a Kempis.


Answer: The Imitation of Christ

10. A dorsal range in this island, reaches its highest point at Mt. Kinabalu, before extending southwest into the Crocker, Nieuwenhuis, and Muller Mountains.  Its east coast is best developed around the Attaka area, and Cape Dattu in the southwest is also prominent.  The Dayaks are the largest indigenous population, though they are now dwarfed by the Islamic Malays.  To its northwest lies the South China Sea and to the north lie the Sulu and Celebes Seas.  FTP, name this island divided into Kalimantan, Sabah, Sarawak, and Brunei.  


Answer: Borneo
11. His book of meditations, Markings, reveals his deeply religious personal philosophy.  The son of one of his nation’s prime minister, from 1936 to 1946 he served as finance specialist in his country’s foreign office and then became president of the national bank.  The next year, he organized the European Recovery Conference.  With Lester Pearson he headlined the resolution of the Suez crisis, but he would not survive a peaceful trip to Moise Tshombe’s Katanga state.  FTP, name this posthumous winner of the 1961 Nobel in Peace, who died in a plane crash in the Congo during his second term as UN secretary general.


Answer: Dag Hjalmar Agne Carl Hammarskjold
12. In its 21st stanza the title character is compared to the Biblical Sarah, “blossoming” as Abraham’s wife “Blossomed.”  Earlier allusions are made to her husband Simon and her struggles in a section detailing childbirth.  This poem’s complex stanza form was partly modeled on Yeats’ “In Memory of Major Gregory,” and was perfected in the six years between 1948 and 1953.  Its subject had stopped writing around 1660, nevertheless the poet conducts his own dialogue with her.  FTP, name this book-length poem written by John Berryman and inspired by a Puritan poet.


Answer: Homage to Mistress Bradstreet
13. This property was first suggested by Moo-Young Han and Yoichiro Nambu in 1965.  Its namesake force is a short range force and is a manifestation of the strong force for which gluons are the carriers.  It is similar to electric charge, is always conserved, and in all hadrons exists in a combination so as not to be apparent.  FTP, name this property of quarks that comes in red, green, and blue varieties.


Answer: color
14. It is now the preeminent artistic possession of the Barnes foundation in Merion, Pennsylvania.  It had been sold to Barnes by Leo Stein, who displayed it in the prime show spot in his house, until it was displaced by Demoiselles d’Avignon.  The only work the artist exhibited in the Salon of 1906, it drew on the earlier canvas Luxe, calme et volupte.  In the far background a scene would become its own future set of paintings of naked Danse.  Amongst the bright oranges, yellows, greens, and pinks, various figures are reclining in complete nudity.  FTP, name this famous canvas painted by Henri Matisse.


Answer: Joy of Life or La Joie de Vivre
15. His first major work was a result of a field trip taken with colleagues E.L. Grant-Watson and David Bates.  That time among the Australian aborigines contributed to his textbook, The Social Organization of Australian Tribes.  Later he would serve as a professor at the University of Chicago, before becoming the first professor of social anthropology at Oxford.  FTP, name this functionalist anthropologist best known for his first book, The Andaman Islanders.


Answer: Alfred Reginald Radcliffe-Brown
16. One of them went on to star in the movie Black Six, while another served as a justice on their state’s Supreme Court.  Gary Larsen was the only one of this group not to be present for all of their Super Bowls, but it was their collective skill that allowed teammates like Bobby Bryant and Paul Krause to rack up numerous turnovers.  Their historical incarnation began when Bud Grant allowed a rookie to start for the first time in 1967.  Anchored on the right by Jim Marshall, on the left by Carl Eller, and in the center by Alan Page this was, FTP, what defensive line unit that led the Minnesota Vikings to four Super Bowls? 


Answer: Purple People Eaters or the much less cool Purple Gang
17. Their name was derived from the successor to Majorinus, whom they also followed.  Their formation was spurred when Secundus of Tigisi declared their leader’s authority invalid, and they would spur the formation of several similar groups, like the Melitians.  The most fanatic, due to their roving, were known as Circumcellions, and all of them believed that baptisms and ordinations of others were worthless.  FTP, name this 4th-century Christian sect that grew out of a dispute over the election of a bishop of Carthage.

Answer: Donatists
18. This work was inspired by an afternoon walk that its author took with his painter friend Ilya Levitan.  Its protagonist is requested to write a story entitled “The Man Who Wished,” and it is a performance of his own drama that opens this work.  This occurs on Sorin’s estate, which is managed by a man whose daughter, Masha, is in love with the protagonist.  Other affairs include those of Madam Arkadin and Trigorin, who is loved by Nina Zarechnaya.  Nina, in turn, is loved by Konstantin Treplyev, who kills himself for his unrequited affection.  FTP, name this work in which fleeting emotions are symbolized by the title animal, a play by Anton Chekhov.


Answer: The Seagull
19. An equivalent statement of this theorem is that “G of 2 equals 4,” where g is the function defined in Waring’s problem.  First explicitly stated by Claude Gaspard de Bachet in 1621, Fermat claimed to have proven it but died before disclosing it, and Euler came close with his identities of quaternionic integers.  Identify this theorem which states that every positive integer is expressible as the sum of four squares, which, FTP, was finally proven by its namesake French mathematician?


Answer: Lagrange’s theorem

20. Included among the Kethuvim section of the Hebrew Bible, this book probably dates from the reign of Antiochus IV, though it purports to date from the Babylonian Captivity.  One historical error occurs when a figure known as “Darius the Mede” conquers Babylon.  Included among the prophetic books of the Old Testament, it is not so much a collection of a prophet’s sayings as a short story describing his experiences.  The book concludes with a series of prophetic visions, including the “abomination of desolation.”  FTP, what is this book, whose title character is most famous for being thrown into a lion’s den?

Answer: Book of Daniel

5: Matthew Lewis

C. 10: It is subtitled “A Study of Provincial Life.”

5: This George Eliot novel centers on the character of Dorothea Brooke.


Answer: Middlemarch
2. Name these historical things related to Bernard of Clairvaux, FTP each:

A. Bernard drew up the statutes of this knightly order in 1128 and then gained their recognition from Pope Innocent II.


Answer: Knights Templars

B. Bernard preached this crusade, which was led by Conrad III of Germany and Louis VII of France.


Answer: Second Crusade

C. Bernard drummed up support for the Second Crusade from his oratory at this 1146 council.


Answer: Council of Vezelay
3. Name these things about a type of spectroscopy, FTP each:

A. It measures molecular vibrations, which include bond stretching, bending, and rotation.


Answer: Infrared spectroscopy or IR spectroscopy

B. Absorptions in the wavenumber region of 1,500 to 400 are usually characteristic to a molecule and are said to lie in this region.


Answer: fingerprint region

C. The wavenumber range of 3,100 to 3,500 results in a sharp peak and is indicative of this functional group.


Answer: amines

4. His first directing credit was for the horror movie Dementia 13, and he won a screenwriting Oscar for Patton.  FTP each, name:

A. This director who should have never cast his daughter Sophia in the concluding part of his famous trilogy.


Answer: Francis Ford Coppola
B. The 1988 Coppola biopic about the titular automobile designer.


Answer: Tucker
C. Coppola’s film company, which he steered to support directors like George Lucas and Wim Wenders.


Answer: American Zoetrope
5. Name these Francisco Goya paintings, FTP each:

A. It shows a group of Madrid citizens attacking a detachment of French troops.  In the center the servants of a Madrid banking family attack a Mameluke who is on horseback.


Answer: The Second of May, 1808

B. Goya’s portrait of the family of this monarch was very unique for the time of its painting, 1800.  It depicted the family with all its physical failings in awkward poses in opposition to the genre.


Answer: Charles IV

C. Goya was most likely involved romantically with this subject of a portrait as she points her jeweled right hand down to the words “Solo Goya,” which are written on the ground beneath her.  She is dressed in the black costume of the elegant majas of Madrid, with a veil cascading folds around her head.


Answer: Portrait of the Duchess of Alba
6. Name these things about a French writer, FTP each:

A. Her most famous novel, Memoirs of Hadrian, was written as a series of letter from the emperor to his nephew, while The Abyss presented the life of the fictional physician Zeno of Bruges.


Answer: Marguerite Yourcenar or Marguerite de Crayencour
B. In 1937 Marguerite Yourcenar produced a French translation of this Virginia Woolf stream of consciousness novel that follows the lives of six characters from adolescence to adulthood.


Answer: The Waves
C. A decade later Yourcenar produced a French translation of this writer’s What Maisie Knew.


Answer: Henry James
7. Name these pioneers in historiography, FTP each:

A. This 19th-century historian is credited with founding the modern school of history writing.  His major works include History of the Latin and Teutonic Nations and History of the Reformation in Germany.


Answer: Leopold von Ranke
B. Sometimes called the father of American history, he wrote a ten volume History of the United States between 1834 and 1874.  As Polk’s Secretary of the Navy he established the Naval Academy at Annapolis.


Answer: George Bancroft
C. His Age of Constantine the Great makes for an entertaining read but his mark was left with 1860’s The Civilization of the Renaissance in Italy.


Answer: Jakob Burckhardt
8. Name the following about crystals, FTP each:

A. This law states that the angles between two corresponding faces on the crystals of any solid chemical or mineral species are constant and are characteristic of the species.


Answer: Steno’s Law or First Law of Crystallography or Law of Constancy of Interfacial Angles
B. In this crystalline structural arrangement each atom has eight neighbors arranged at the corners of a cube.  Cesium Chloride shows this arrangement in which the spheres occupy 68 percent of the volume.


Answer: body-centered cubic (prompt on “BCC”)

C. This phenomenon is the appearance of positive electric charge on one side of certain nonconducting crystals and negative charge on the opposite side.


Answer: piezoelectricity or piezoelectric effect
9. Give these collective names for gods, FTP each:

A. In Norse mythology these enemies of the Vanir include Odin, Thor, and Heimdall among others.


Answer: Aesir
B. In Celtic mythology they are the enemies of the Fomors and are represented as invaders of Ireland.  Lugh is their most famous member.


Answer: Tuatha De Danann
C. The six major deities of Egyptian mythology are known by this name, which would be the singular form of the collected works of Plotinus.


Answer: Ennead
10. Name these cities of India, FTP each:

A. This capital city of Andhra Pradesh state is the largest in south central India and the fifth most populous city in the country.  


Answer: Hyderabad
B. This capital of Rajasthan state is known as the “Pink City,” because of the distinctive color of the brick used in many of its buildings.  It is home to the Tiger Palace shares its name with the ancestral home of the Rajputs dating from the 12th-century AD.


Answer: Jaipur
C. It is home to Bollywood, India’s film industry, and is the main port on the Arabian Sea. It is behind Calcutta as India’s most populous city.


Answer: Bombay or Mumbai

A. Aristophanes' earliest known comedy, it concerns the various peace overture adventures of Dicaeopolis and is a veiled plea for ending the war with Sparta

B. The first work presented under Aristophanes’ own name, this satire of Cleon features the characters of Demosthenes, Nicias, and Agoracritus the Sausage-Seller.


Answer: The Knights
C. An Athenian convinces the titular characters to build Cloud Cuckooland and impose their will on the gods in this play.


Answer: The Birds
12. It was officially started by a son of Nurhachi, who renamed his people the Manchu, and declared it the next year.  FTP each, name:

A. This Chinese dynasty that began in 1636.


Answer: Ch’ing or Qing
B. The eighth son of Nurhachi who proclaimed the Qing dynasty.


Answer: Abahai
C. The tribe from which the Manchus arose, and of which Nurhachi declared himself leader in 1616, effectively ending the Ming dynasty.


Answer: Jurchens

13. Name these things about the bacterial genome, FTP each:

A. These are the small circular rings of DNA not located in the nuclear region of bacteria.


Answer: plasmids

B. This is the name given to plasmids that are capable of integrating into the bacterial genome in the nucleoid region.


Answer: episomes
C. In many bacteria with episomes mRNA possess this property, which allows them to code for more than one polypeptide.


Answer: polycisticity or polycistronic

B. This Bela Bartok orchestral work, his last completed, is in five movements, each titled in Italian. 


Answer: Concerto for Orchestra
C. Bartok’s only opera was this allegorical treatment of a legendary wife murderer.


Answer: Duke Bluebeard’s Castle
15. Name these books of the Minor Prophets, FTP each:

A. It consists of three chapters.  The first is a dialogue between the titular figure and god and the second consists of five denunciations, with each one beginning “Woe to . . .”


Answer: Habakkuk
B. Its first distinctive part is an unfinished acrostic poem using half the letters of the Hebrew alphabet.  The rest of its first chapter consists of oracles concerning the deliverance of Judah and an oracle of doom against Assyria.


Answer: Nahum
C. It is a prophecy in three parts, the last of which condemns Jerusalem to destruction for refusing to change its corrupt ways.  The prophet’s oracle on the terrible “day of the Lord” inspired the Christian hymn Dies Irae.


Answer: Zephaniah

16. Name these picaresque works, FTP each:

A. This contemporary of Don Quixote was much more popular in its day.  Mateo Aleman penned this novel about a young rogue who made his fortune on a series of trips through Spain.


Answer: The Life and Adventures of Guzman de Alfarache
B. The earliest English example of the picaresque novel was this purported life of Jack Wilton by Thomas Nashe.


Answer: The Unfortunate Traveller
C. Another good example was this Daniel Defoe novel about the titular wench, whose many lovers and husbands included a brother of hers.  She may or may not have looked like Robin Wright-Penn.


Answer: The Fortunes and Misfortunes of the Famous Moll Flanders
17. Name these South Asian politicians, FTP each:

A. He drank his own urine and interrupted Indira Gandhi’s ministerial rule when he served as Indian prime minister from 1977 to 1979.


Answer: Morarji Ranchhodji Desai
B. He was the first president of South Vietnam, a role that he assumed after deposing Bao Dai in 1955.


Answer: Ngo Dinh Diem
C. Maung Shu Maung assumed this name to become a virtual dictator in Burma from 1958 till his resignation as president in 1981.


Answer: Ne Win
18. Name these types of distillation, FTP each:

A. It separates liquids that boil above 150 degrees Celsius and at least 25 degrees Celsius apart.  The entire system is operated under reduced pressure, lowering the liquids’ boiling points and preventing their decomposition due to excessive temperature.


Answer: vacuum distillation

B. It separates liquids that boil less than 25 degrees Celsius apart.  A column is used to connect the distilling flask to the distillation column, which is filled with inert objects like glass beads.


Answer: fractional distillation

C. It separates liquids that boil below 150 degrees Celsius and at least 25 degrees Celsius apart.  


Answer: simple distillation

19. Name these John Kenneth Galbraith works, FTP each:

A. In this 1992 work Galbraith draws largely on anecdotal evidence to asserts that a bipartisan majority of the prosperous and complacent now rules the nation, making America a nation of the fat, dumb, and happy.


Answer: The Culture of Contentment
B. In this more recent work, Galbraith borrows a phrase first by Walter Lippmann and which builds on his most famous work.  Subtitled “The Humane Agenda,” it makes that the “haves” can still have it without having to have it all.


Answer: The Good Society: the Humane Agenda
C. Galbraith’s most famous work, this 1958 text warns of the widening gap between the richest and poorest as an emerging threat to America’s economic stability.


Answer: The Affluent Society
20. Sir Clement is a character in Fanny Burney’s Evelina, and Sir Hugh was a navigator employed by Sebastian Cabot and who died off of Lapland.  

A. For 15 points, Give their common last name.


Answer:  Willoughby
B. For 5 points, The name of Willoughby is better associated with the roguish heart-stealer of this Austen novel, who abandons his Marianne Dashwood to ensure his inheritance of Allenham.


Answer: Sense and Sensibility
C. For 10 points, Sir Willoughby Patterne is the title character of this 1879 novel written in annoying prose.


Answer: The Egoist
