Tossups by The Anti-Geography Army (Mike Sorice, Matt Weiner, Sudheer Potru, Andrew Ullsperger)
1. Coleridge’s 1800 translation of this work was so savagely attacked that he refused to translate Goethe’s Faust.  Among the figures we meet in the first section are men under the command of Butler, Tiefenbach, and Terzky, though the title character does not appear until the second part. That second part concerns the title character’s mistrust of his most faithful subordinate, Ocatvio, whose surname of Piccolomini forms the title of that part. Based on the author’s research into the Thirty Years War, FTP, name this dramatic trilogy by Friedrich Schiller about the titular general.


Answer: Wallenstein
2. The cereal named for him is designed to turn milk blood red and is one of the most amusing of the useless items that you may spend your hard-earned Kurrency on in the Krypt.  This “extortionist thief” and his greatest adversary were only background elements in the second member of the series that originated them; though this knife expert was once again playable in the third in that series, which introduced Kabal, another member of this character’s criminal organization, the Black Dragon.  FTP, name this nemesis of Sonya Blade a Mortal Kombat character known for his “cannonball” special move and metallic eye implant.

Answer: Kano
3. This geographic feature is named for the ancient capital of the Urartian kingdom that lies on its shores.  Its extreme salinity prevents the existence of life outside the darekh carp.  Formed in the Pleistocene epoch by a lava flow from the nearby Nemrut volcano, islands in this body of water include Aktamar and Çarpanak.  This near-triangular gölü is fed by the Bendimahi and Micinger rivers.  FTP, name this lake that, with a surface area of 3,713 square kilometers, is the largest Turkey.

Answer: Lake Van or Van Gölü

4. A key event in this conflict was the defection of Gilbert de Claire and it was greatly exacerbated by the Mise [MEES] of Amiens, Louis IX’s attempt at arbitration.  In the final stages of this rebellion, a rebel force at was routed at the August 1st battle of Kennilworth and, three days later, the leader of this insurrection, who had ruled England since his victory at the battle of Lewes, was defeated and bloodily dismembered at Evesham by the future Edward I.  It had been brought about by the annulment of the Provisions of Oxford by Henry III and was led by Simon de Montfort.  FTP, identify this revolt so-named because of the rank of many of the participants.

Answer: Barons’ War (prompt on “Simon de Montfort’s Rebellion” before his name is mentioned)

5. This phenomenon’s namesake Hamiltonian operator is the sum of a kinetic energy relativistic correction operator and the SO [ess-oh] Hamiltonian operator.  Its combination with the Zeeman Hamiltonian operator as a perturbing operator predicts the anomalous Zeeman effect.  For the electron in a one-electron atom, the SO Hamiltonian operator is proportional to the scalar product of the orbital and spin angular momentum operators and is, therefore, a measure of spin-orbit coupling, which leads to the namesake type on non-degeneracy-breaking energy level splitting.  FTP, name this atomic spectroscopic phenomenon whose namesake constant is symbolized as alpha and is approximately equal to 1/137 (“one over one hundred thirty-seven”).

Answer: fine structure
6. After this man completed an economics degree at Nanking, he hitchhiked home through Tibet, describing his experiences in From Heaven Lake.  His The Humble Administrator’s Garden is also drawn from his time in China, though another poetry collection, Mappings, remains his best reviewed.  His most recent novel, An Equal Music, is not as creative as an earlier novel written entirely in sonnets, The Golden Gate.  FTP, name this Indian author best known for his massive novel A Suitable Boy.
Answer: Vikram Seth

7. This work finds its motivation early in the first of three books by noting that man’s relationship to the “reliable world” is such that “should he die in it, his grave would be in nothingness” because it is only in the object of the titular concept that “man meets what exists.”  Throughout it, the author argues for an ethic that does not use other people.  Written as 46 aphorisms, it notes that, though impossible on the material level, the relationship embodied by the title can exist between man and other beings and, more fundamentally, must be the appropriate relation between man and God.  FTP, name this magnum opus of Martin Buber.

Answer: I and Thou or Ich und Du
8. A year after he came to power, he appointed muhta saibs [moo-ta sye-eebz], or censors of public morals, from the ranks of the ulema [oo-LEMM-uh], or clergy.  That same year, he delivered the head of one of his brothers to his father.  By then, he had already killed Murad and Shuja, his two others brothers.  Of course, before he beheaded his eldest brother, Dara Shikoh, he had imprisoned his father.  Until his 1707 death, his empire would expand to its greatest historical borders.  FTP, name this son of Shah Jahan and last great Mughal emperor.


Answer: Aurangzeb
9. This functional group is often added to estradiol agonists to make orally active contraceptives.  Hydroboration produces either an aldehyde or ketone via tautomerization from an enol intermediate, while an acidic potassium permanganate solution cleaves them and forms two carboxylic acids. When found terminally on a carbon chain, they are very weakly acidic and form highly nucleophilic anions in the presence of sodium amide; these are often used to lengthen a carbon chain in a synthesis. In a dissolving metal solution, they can be reduced to trans-alkenes, while hydrogenation in the presence of Lindlar’s catalyst can reduce them to cis-alkenes.  FTP, name this functional group composed of two carbons connected by a triple bond.

Answer: alkynes

10. This man inscribed simulacrum veritatis tempore detegendae on the base of his unfinished work, Truth, which was removed from his home in 1924. His Saint Longinus is among his most underrated works, and The Goat Amalthea with the Infant Jupiter and a Faun and Aeneas, Anchises, and Ascanius Fleeing Troy show the influence of his father.  Though his plans for an infamous series of campaniles ended in disgrace, he did achieve success with his design for Sant’Andrea al Quirinale and the Cornaro Chapel, which houses one of his most famous works.  FTP, name this sculptor of The Fountain of the Four Rivers, The Baldacchino of St. Peter’s and The Ecstasy of St. Theresa.

Answer: Gian Lorenzo Bernini

11. Walter Savage Landor has two “Imaginary Conversations” between this figure and his companion Rhodope.  It was only in the 14th-century that Maximus Planudes popularized the notion of his ugliness and deformity.  His popularity had been promoted in classical times by Babrius and Phaedrus, and it was Herodotus who claimed that he was freed by the Thracian Iadmon.  His work only became widespread in Europe in the 16th-century with Jean de La Fontaine’s verse translations.  FTP, name this legendary author of “The Fox and the Grapes,” “The Tortoise and the Hare,” and numerous other fables.


Answer: Aesop
12. He translated the first book of Lucretius’ De Rerum Natura, and also wrote several essays, including “Pascal on True Religion.”  His association with the Conférence la Bruyère, a student society, encouraged him to write more poetry, collections of which include Destinies and Revolt of the Flowers.  His more famous poems include “Justice” and “Happiness”, although he may be best known for the lyrics in Stanzas and Poems, which included the poems “Trials,” “Solitudes,” and “The Broken Vase.”  FTP, name this member of the French Parnassian movement and winner of the first Nobel Prize in Literature.

Answer: Sully Prudhomme or René-François-Armand Prudhomme
13. The losing side in this battle had intended to retreat and be reinforced by General Vinoy and the newly formed Thirteenth Corps but it was forced to stand and fight.  One of the losing co-commanders was appropriately named Wimpffen, and it was he who advocated a retreat back over the Meuse.  General Ducrot took over at the titular forest after his commander had been struck by a shell splinter.  Unfortunately that wounded commander, Marshal MacMahon’s, would see his predicament worsen as his side was crushed by forces under Marshal von Moltke.  FTP, name this disastrous 1870 defeat for Louis Napoleon in the Franco-Prussian War.


Answer: Battle of Sedan
14. Their notable features include superabundant smooth ER, mitochondria, and lipid droplets, as well as a unique subcellular structure of unknown function known as the Rienke crystal.  Bouin and Ancel suggested they might have a secretory function, and only in the 1930s was the makeup of those secretions identified.  These cells’ activity is controlled by luteinizing hormone, and their primary product provides negative feedback by reducing gonadotropic hormone secretion at the hypothalamus.  Also called interstitial cells, their main role is in support of the nearby Sertoli cells.  FTP, identify these testosterone-producing cells in the male testes named for their German discoverer.

Answer: Leydig cells (accept interstitial cells until mentioned)

15. He attempted to argue the plight of Cuban activists in Listen Yankee: The Revolution in Cuba, and he characterized Russian and American foreign policy as “crackpot realism” in his ominous The Causes of World War Three.  He collaborated with Hans Gerth on From Max Weber and another work, Character and Social Structure.  Better known is a work setting forth how social sciences should be pursued, The Sociological Imagination, and his study of the “American Middle Classes,” White Collar.  FTP, name this sociologist who critiqued the organization of influence in the United States in 1956’s The Power Elite.


Answer: C(harles) Wright Mills  

16.  The father of this family is demoted by his own troops so that he can return to his family.  Drusilla is a cousin of this family, who is pressured into marrying the father, though she loves the son.  That son lends his name to the firstborn of the next three generations of the family and appears in such shorts stories as “My Grandmother Millard,” which he narrates and “There was A Queen.”  He eventually becomes the mayor of Jefferson.  Most of the information of this family is gleaned from two novels, The Unvanquished and a namesake one.  FTP, name this family created by William Faulkner, whose notable members included Colonel John and Old Bayard.


Answer: Sartoris

17. After this man’s death, his former ally, Artavasdos, launched a rebellion to challenge the claim of his son.  He was appointed spatharius by Justinian Rhinotmetus and elevated to commander of the Anatolikon theme by Anastasius II, in which capacity he feigned defection to al-Malik to force the abdication of the usurper Theodosius III.  In his time he promulgated a new law code, the Ecloga, and founded a new dynasty, which lasted until AD 802.  FTP, name this Byzantine emperor who initiated the Iconoclasm controversy and founded the Isaurian dynasty.

Answer: Leo III or Leo the Syrian or Leo the Isaurian (accept until “Isaurian” is mentioned)

18. This work was given Szollosy number 116 and the impetus for its Koussevitzky Society commission secretly came from Fritz Reiner, who had studied under its composer many years earlier. The fourth of this work’s five movements, “Intermezzo interrotto,” quotes the “Leningrad” Symphony of Shostakovich, which the leukemic composer heard on his radio while resting in the Adirondacks in 1943.  The second movement, “Giuoco delle Coppie,” utilizes a convention from Dalmatian folk music. FTP, name this strangely-titled transcription for piano by Béla Bartók.

Answer: Concerto for Orchestra, Sz. 116, BB 127
19. For the Helmholtz equation with constant k, this distribution may be succinctly defined as the sum over all n of the product of the nth eigenfunction at the field and source points, divided by the quantity k2 (“kay-squared”) minus the nth eigenvalue squared.  This is, in general, the kernel such that its convolution with the density function in an operator equation yields the solution to that equation.  FTP, name this type of generalized function that can, in principle, be found for an operator L using the equation L operating on g of r given r-prime equals delta of r minus r-prime, and its namesake’s second identity.

Answer: Green’s function
20. Comic incidents in this play include a scene where the two daughters of the Megarian are sold as sucking-pigs, and the Informer is packed up in a crate and bought by the Boeotian.  Various insults are jabbed at Euripides on the side as Cleon and his various henchmen refuse to cease the fighting with other city-states, leading Dicaeopolis to seek his own peace with the enemy. The first of three works condemning the Peloponnesian Wars, FTP, name this Aristophanes play whose title group consists of old men from a certain city.

Answer: Acharnians or Acharneis
Talking Heads stated that a character by this name drinks “cold beer/ From metal cans” before celebrating his birthday in a hotel room with “party favors” in 1998. 1965 saw another character with this name scorned by a geek and a one-eyed midget in spite of having “been through all of / F. Scott Fitzgerald’s books,” according to Bob Dylan.  FTP, give the shared name of these characters and another, the son of a flamenco guitarist who finds the perfect mate while “stumbling through the barrio” with a friend in a namesake 1993 Counting Crows hit.

Answer: Mister Jones

1. Answer the following about the possessions of Freya, FTP each:

A. Freya lives in this beautiful palace, which includes her hall Sessrumnir. It is to this location that Freya takes her half of the heroes slain in battle.

Answer: Fólkvangar

B. When not riding Hildesvini or Ottar, Freya travels in a chariot pulled by Bygul and Trjgul, winged exemplars of this species of animal.

Answer: cat or Felis catus
C. Loki once stole this necklace made by four very lucky dwarves of the namesake people, compelling Heimdall to recover it.

Answer: necklace of the Brisings or Brísingamen
2. Name these things from coordination chemistry, none of which is Greek or Latin for “tie,” “bite,” or “claw.”

A.  In this effect, a complex will change its shape in order to reduce the degeneracy of its d-orbital system, usually manifested as an elongation along the z-axis.

Answer: Jahn-Teller effect

B. These coordination complexes are useful as polymerization catalysts and feature a central metal ion, often chromium or iron, sandwiched in between two aromatic ring systems, often cyclopentadienyl ions.

Answer: metallocenes

C.  Analogous to the Lewis octet rule, this rule states that a stable complex is formed when the d-electrons of the central ion, electrons from the ligands, and the charge on the complex add to the appropriate number.  As with the octet rule, there are many exceptions.

Answer: 18 electron rule
3. Name these things about some disgruntlement in its natural habitat, the American South, FTP each:

A. Drawing its strength from Anson, Orange, and Granville Counties in North Carolina, this group protested the continuing powers of the legal system, i.e. taxation, and undertook mob violence in response.

Answer: Regulators
B. Lasting for two hours on May 16, 1771 just past the Johnston courthouse, this battle saw the final defeat of the Regulators as a well-trained colonial army put the frontiersmen to shame.

Answer: Battle of the Alamance Creek

C. This colonial governor organized the forces that quashed the Regulator movement after they rose up against him for using tax money to build a personal mansion in New Bern.

Answer: William Tryon
4. Name these African authors from works, FTP each:

A. My Life in the Bush of Ghosts, The Palm-Wine Drinkard

Answer: Amos Tutuola
B. Christmas in Biafra, Things Fall Apart


Answer: Chinua Achebe
C. Limits, Silences, Heavensgate
Answer: Christopher Okigbo
5. Name these things about a religious text, FTP each:

A. “Seeds”, “Festival”, “Women”, “Damages”, “Holy Things”, and “Purifications” make up the six orders, or sedarim, of this work, considered to be the most important codification of Jewish oral laws.

Answer: Mishnah

B. The Mishna was compiled and codified in its final form in the third century by this man, considered to be one of the last great scholars of the oral tradition, or tannaim.

Answer: Rabbi Judah al-Hazi

C. The fourth order, “Damages”, contains a popular Talmudic tractate that was added to teach a moral way of life and intended to prevent serious transgressions of the law to reduce the necessity of punishment. Give either the Hebrew or English name for this piece.

Answer: Avot or Fathers or Ethics of the Fathers
6. Name these men who wrote on the history of art, FTP each:

A. The earliest preserved history of art appears in the various anecdotes related in this man’s Natural History, written, not surprisingly, before his death in the eruption of Vesuvius.

Answer: Pliny the Elder
B. In his last years he wrote the Commentarii, which contains an analysis of earlier art and account of his own life.  Among his works are the St. Matthew and St. Stephen statues for the Or San Michele in Florence, which is also home to his most famous creation.


Answer: Lorenzo Ghiberti
C. His Schilderboek, or Lives of the Painters, earned him the title of the “Dutch Vasari,” and is the preeminent source on Dutch Renaissance art and the life of Franz Hals, who was this man’s pupil.


Answer: Karel van Mander
7. Name these things about nuclear fusion, FTP each:

A. The fundamental parameter determining a fusion reaction’s rate is known by these two letters. 

Answer: <σv> or sigma-vee
B. The projected first-generation fuel for fusion power systems is an equal mixture of these two isotopes of hydrogen, because they yield approximately 17.6 keV (“kay ee vee”) per fusion, have a very high maximum sigma-vee, and have very low nuclear charge.

Answer: duterium and tritium (accept hydrogen-2 and hydrogen-3; also, accept either answer in either order)

C. This relation between the fuel particle density and confinement time is the fundamental benchmark for operability of an ideal fusion power system.

Answer: Lawson criterion

8. Give numbers or bynames for these French guys named Charles, FTP each:

A. The last direct descendant of the Capetian line, his invasion of the Aquitaine sparked a war with England that was ended by a 1327 peace, the most important result of his reign

Answer: Charles IV or Charles the Fair or Charles Le Bel 
B. Ruling from 1560-74, he came to power during the fierce fighting between Catholics and Protestants. His mother Catherine de Medici pushed him into ordering the St. Bartholomew’s Day Massacre.

Answer: Charles IX or Charles, Duc (duke) d’Orléans
C. This son of Louis the Pious became the king of the West Franks or modern day France via the terms of the Treaty of Verdun.


Answer: Charles I or Charles the Bald

9. Name these things about a poet, FTP each:

A. A prominent member of the Fabian Society, this man died of septicemia after working in the British navy during World War I.  His poems include “Heaven,” “The Great Lover,” and “Safety.”

Answer: Rupert Brooke
B. This poem, arguably Brooke’s most famous, reflects the patriotism with which he fought.  It begins, “If I should die, think only this of me / That there’s some corner of a foreign field / That is forever England.”

Answer: “The Soldier”

C. “The Soldier,” along with most of Brooke’s other war sonnets, was published in this, his most important collection of poetry.

Answer: 1914 and Other Poems
10. Name each of the following players who obtained different results by changing teams, FTP each:

A. This baller is third on the all time three-pointers list, but the Clippers waived him in January as the culmination of a series of unfortunate events that began when his wife decided that the end of the 1999-2000 season was the optimal time to demand a trade away from that other LA franchise.

Answer: Glen Anthony Rice
B. After turning coats at the end of last season, this Pskov-native centerman reached 1000 points and actually had something like an average campaign with 31 goals this season, but his plus/minus dropped by 20 to -5 on account of his new Pacific Division team’s not being very good.

Answer: Sergey Federov

C. This pitcher’s move from Toronto after the 2002 season was accompanied by an ERA drop of almost three runs per game.  Consequently, this former journeyman won 21 games and was the AL Cy Young runner-up last season.

Answer: Esteban Antonio Veyn Loaiza
11. Name each of the following entities that, in spite of being tiny, are still nations, FTP each:

A. Although the nine coral islands that comprise this nation, formerly known as the Ellice Islands, are being reclaimed by the sea, it still has all of 26 square kilometers to spare.

Answer: Tuvalu
B. This island nation 41 kilometers south of the equator uses the Australian dollar as its currency and was politically dominated, until 1989, by the incomparably named Hammer DeRoburt.  This country has about 10,000 people; 21 square kilometers of land area; one phosphate company; and zero written grammars for its native language, sources of fresh water, or harbors.

Answer: Republic of Nauru or Nauruan Naeoro
C. This doubly-landlocked principality of 11 Gemeinden doesn’t even get to properly enjoy the entirety of its 160 square kilometers as large parts of it are taken-up by the foothills of the Rhätikon Massif.

Answer: Principality of Liechtenstein or Fürstentum Liechtenstein
12. Name these thyroid disorders, FTP each:

A. This autoimmune disorder is usually caused by the production of antibodies that have an affinity for TSH receptors, leading to excess thyroid hormone production and thus hyperthyroidism.

Answer: Graves’ disease

B. This autoimmune disorder involves the production of antibodies as well, but unlike Graves’ disease, the antibodies attack the thyroid.  It is the leading cause of hypothyroidism in developed countries.

Answer: Hashimoto’s thyroiditis or disease or chronic lymphocytic thyroiditis

C.  Extreme hypothyroidism goes by this name; in addition to the sluggishness and weight gain characteristic of hypothyroidism, symptoms of this advanced state include swelling on the face and extremities from accumulation of mucoid tissue, giving it its name.

Answer: myxedema
13. Name these things about the Time of Troubles in Russia, FTP each:

A. The period typically known as the Time of Troubles began with the 1598 death of Fyodor I, the last member of this Muscovite dynasty.

Answer: Rurik Dynasty

B. This powerful boyar had Fyodor II assassinated and the first false Dmitri crowned before taking power himself in 1606. He was deposed four years later.

Answer: Vasily IV Shuysky or Vasily IV Shuysky
C. This king attempted to create a combined Polish and Swedish kingdom and also helped to depose Vasily Shuysky in 1610, after the flight of the second false Dmitri.

Answer: Sigismund III Vasa or Sigismund III Vasa or Zygmunt Wasa (prompt on “Sigismund” or “Zygmunt”)

14. Name these works relating to George Eliot, FTP each:

A. After meeting a philosopher named Mordecai, the title character of this novel, Eliot’s last, discovers that he is Jewish.  It also features the headstrong Gwendolen Harleth, who was modeled on Lord Byron’s daughter.

Answer: Daniel Deronda
B. The working-class title character and the wealthy Harold Transome vie for the hand of the lovely Esther Lyon in this Eliot novel.

Answer: Felix Holt, the Radical
C. In 1902, two years before his death, this father of Virginia Woolf wrote a biography of Eliot.


Answer: Leslie Stephen
15. Name these things about a certain actress, FTP each:

A. Director Otto Preminger helped end the Hollywood blacklist stigma by hiring Dalton Trumbo to adapt the screenplay for what 1960 film, which earned a music Oscar for Ernest Gold?


Answer: Exodus
B. What film of the year before featured James Mason as the villain Phillip Vandamm and the excellent character actor Leo G. Carroll as The Professor, head of a covert government agency?


Answer: North by Northwest
C. Both Exodus and North by Northwest included performances by what actress who also played Edie Doyle in On the Waterfront? 


Answer: Eve Marie Saint
16. Name these ethnic groups discussed in important works of anthropology, FTP each:

A. Living mainly along the Pacific Northwest in British Columbia, Franz Boas wrote over 5,000 pages on this group, also describing their system of potlatch, or a ceremonial distribution of property and gifts for various occasions.

Answer: Northern and Southern Kwakiutl
B. Located mostly in the southwestern U.S., these people’s ethnobotanical habits were studied extensively by Alfred Whiting.

Answer: Hopi
C. Ruth Benedict wrote a notable work on the “Mythology” of this Indian tribe.


Answer: Zuni

17. Name these things about photoelectron emission, FTP each:

A. The vacuum potential barrier at the surface of a metallic photoelectron emitter is given this name, is sometimes symbolized ψ (“psi”), and is on the order of eV (“ee vee”) for most common materials.

Answer: photoelectric work function
B. Analogous to the work function for semiconductors is this property, the difference between the vacuum potential barrier and equilibrium conduction band energy.  Properly doped semiconductors may have a negative value for this property, making them excellent photodiodes.

Answer: electron affinity

C. Given a material’s electron affinity or work function and its mean rate of electron energy loss, this value, the maximum distance from an emission surface at which an ejected photoelectron may be created, can be calculated as a function of photon energy.  This length is the critical design parameter for most photoelectronic systems and is on the order of nanometers for most materials.


Answer: escape depth

19. Name these works of Albert Camus, FTP each: 

A. A Parisian lawyer named Jean-Baptiste Clamence sits in a bar and describes the emptiness and automation of his life, explaining how people go through life inauthentically.

Answer: The Fall or La Chute
B. Discovered in the wreckage of the car accident that killed Camus, this unfinished autobiographical novel represents the author as Jacques Cormery and details his grandmother’s influence on his childhood in Algeria.

Answer: The First Man or Le premier homme
C. In this 1951 work of nonfiction Camus examined the dangerous tendency of revolutions to become tyrannies.


Answr: The Rebel or L’Homme revolte
20. Name these works of Franz Joseph Haydn, FTP each:

A. The D major Symphony with Hoboken number 1/96 has this nickname even though it is now believed that the chandelier resulting in the namesake happening in fact fell during the premier of Symphony Number 102.

Answer: Symphony Number 96 in D major (“Miracle”), Hoboken 1/96

B. A set of Haydn’s symphonies, including the “Farewell” Symphony and conventionally spanning numbers 44 through 49, is known by the name of this artistic movement.

Answer: Sturm und Drang or Storm and Stress
C. This work in E flat major was written by Haydn for Anton Weidinger, the inventor of the keyed version of the namesake instrument.  Though today considered a masterpiece, this work in three movements went unperformed from 1800 until 1928.

Answer: Trumpet Concerto in E flat major, Hoboken 7e/1
