Toss-Up Questions

1. In Gogol's Diary of a Madman, Poprishchin hallucinates that he is the heir of this son of Queen Maria Louisa of Parma. During the Napoleonic wars, he was imprisoned for seven years and reassumed the throne in 1815. However, his nation had written a liberal constitution and revolted in 1820 against his misrule. He was restored following the Battle of Trocadero in 1823. Along with a number of his siblings including his brother Carlos, he was depicted in a notable 1800 portrait. He, himself, was married four times but left no male heirs and only two daughters. For 10 points-- name this Bourbon King of Spain, whose death precipitated the First Carlist War, the great nephew of Ferdinand VI. 

ANSWER: Ferdinand VII 

2. Support for its mechanism includes the fact that its deuterium isotope effect is larger than one. First modeled by Christopher Ingold, it occurs with periplanar orientation either through syn or anti geometries, with anti preferred to avoid the carbon atom being eclipsed. A base takes a proton from an adjacent carbon, breaking a carbon-hydrogen bond and resulting in the formation of a pi bond and the departure of a leaving group. This type of reaction proceeds in one step and predominates with tertiary compounds in the presence of the alkoxide ion. With a rate determined both by the base and allkyl halide concentrations, FTP, identify this type of elimination reaction.

ANSWER: E2
3. This work discusses various organizations including the Black Rapids Coal Company, the Philosophical Intelligence Office, and the Seminole Widow and Orphan Society.  Its 45 chapters also include interludes, such as the one in Chapter 14 where the narrator discusses nature’s inability to produce consistent characters, as well as stand alone stories, such as the tragedy of “China Aster.” Perhaps the most memorable characters are the “Indian Hater,” John Moredock, and the author’s characterizations of Emerson and Thoreau as Mark Winsome and Egbert.  This 1857 work begins with a reference to a figure appearing like Manco Capac on the St. Louis waterfront and boarding the steamboat Fidele. For ten points identify this novel that takes place on April Fools Day and tells the story of the title trickster, a work by Herman Melville.

ANSWER: The Confidence Man

4. It was confirmed in a building erected by town sheriff Samuel Jones the previous year.  Those present were drawn from a committee elected at Grasshopper Falls and they elected Charles McIlvaine as the secretary presiding over it.  It was drawn up under the governorship of James Denver and “Corporations,” “Revenue” and “Boundaries” were among its 15 articles, though the seventh article was the most important.  Eventually superseded in favor of the Wyandotte and Leavenworth documents, it was rejected on a third vote.  It would prove to be the decisive issue in the split between Breckenridge and Douglas, partly caused by President Buchanan’s attempts to have it ratified.  FTP, name this 1857 document, a pro-slavery constitution drawn up in the namesake Kansas town.

Answer: Lecompton Constitution 
5. In one section of this book, the author discusses the post-court-martial scene in The Caine Mutiny, deploring Wouk’s treatment of the mutineers. The author also argues against the collective nature of the “creative vehicle” in part five’s section on “The Fight Against Genius.”  Containing such sections as “Inconspicuous Consumption” and “The Web of Friendship,” the final chapter examines the title figure “At Home.” It includes an appendix on how to cheat on personality tests and begins with a discussion of the title figure’s ideology, describing the decline of the protestant ethic as the result of corporate forces. FTP, identify this 1956 work which decries the conformity of corporate employees, written by William Whyte.
ANSWER: The Organization Man 
6. In one tale her son Tarquitus is killed by Aeneas. In another story she was playing with some nymphs when she came upon a tortoise and decided to keep it as a pet. Once she had picked the animal up, it turned into a snake and violated her. As a result, this daughter of Eurytus and husband of Andraemon gave birth to another son, Amphissus. He would go on to build a temple to the god who had fathered him at his namesake city. Perhaps best known for picking the blossoms off a lotus tree that began bleeding thus stimulating a transformation, for ten points, identify this nymph that was loved by Apollo and turned into a poplar tree.

ANSWER: Dryope

7. About 8 miles long and 6 square miles in size, this prairie lake contains the Porter and Lime depressions.  On its shores are positioned Indian burial mounds of the same name. Physically, it is located in the Red Hills region and, the lake politically falls into Leon County where it is traversed near its southern tip by interstate 10.  Animal life in the lake includes the snowy egret, least tern, and the American alligator.   Thought to be the largest lake formed by sinkholes, a situation that can cause all of the water to drain from the lake into the Floridian aquifer,  for ten points, name this lake located just north of Tallahassee that was named for a commander during the Seminole war. 
ANSWER: Lake Jackson

8. The bottom is supported by large rectangular blocks and above these bases rise two thick elements that jut backwards. One of eleven plaster pieces created by the artist during his stay in Milan, it wasn’t cast in bronze until 1949: thirty-three years after its artist had passed on. The top left shoulder swoops down into the torso forming a concave shape, while the face has been replaced by an opening that sticks out as a cross shape. Created after two years of studying human musculature, it was the artist’s goal to render, “not the construction of the body, but the construction of the action of the body.” Ostensibly a sculpture capturing the motion of a man stepping forward, for ten points identify this outstanding example of Futurist sculpture, the masterpiece of Umberto Boccioni. 

ANSWER: Unique Forms of Continuity in Space

9. His lesser known writings include some “Brief Notes” on Juan de Valdes, a translation of Luigi Cornaro and his Outlandish Proverbs. In one of his works he claims that “he knows the wayes of pleasure,” while another references and is named for “Joseph’s Coat.” In other pieces he ponders the conversion of Mary Magdalen and beseeches his master to relieve his “Dullness.” He wrote four separate works with the title “Affliction,” but none of these verses were published until he made the decision, on his deathbed, to send them to Nicholas Ferrar. When his collection was published in 1633 it included such well known poems as “The Elixir” and “The Collar,” as well as the form poem “Easter Wings.” For ten points, identify this 17th century poet and priest who wrote The Temple.

ANSWER: George Herbert
10. Late in life this thinker devised a plan to use insurance to mediate hostilities between nations, which he titled War and Insurance. This interrupted his plan to deliver a lecture on “The Spirit of the Community.”  This was based on his work in ethics, which connected moral action to commitment to a collective. Those ideas were described in his Philosophy of Loyalty, whose ideas were also connected to participation in Christianity, which was described in his Sources of Religious Insight.  This contrasted with his earlier work in philosophy of religion, which was more metaphysical in character, connecting god to an Absolute. FTP, identify this 19th century American idealist philosopher, author of The Religious Aspect of Philosophy and Studies of Good and Evil.

ANSWER: Josiah Royce
11.  Near-infrared wavelengths are attenuated by the absorption of Hydroxyl ions in the medium in which this phenomenon takes place and it may be "frustrated" due to barrier penetration. In the early development of its principal application, it was discovered that the need for amplifiers could be eliminated by doping, which is principally done today with erbium. The Goos-Hähnchen Effect describes a small lateral shift in the wave front which affects the precise angle at which the wave was initially "pumped." Based on the respective refractive indices of the two mediums, Snell's law gives the precise angle to facilitate near infinite propagation. For 10 points-- what is this physical phenomenon employed by Fiber Optics in which light is bent back at a critical angle?

ANSWER: Total Internal Reflection 

12. In 1809 a treaty brokered at this site settled one aspect of the War of the Third Coalition. In 1833 Karl Nesselrode negotiated the Treaty of Hunkiar Iskelesi by which one party to the previous treaty switched its alliance with regard to the location. The 1936 Montreux Convention allowed a 13-year-old nation to supercede the Treaties of Sevres and Lausanne and remilitarize it. In 1915 Winston Churchill arranged an attempt by Ian Hamilton to approach the contested site by land from its north. The result was a disastrous defeat at what is now called Anzac Cove at the hands of Kemal Ataturk. Located south of the Gallipoli peninsula, for ten points, what is geographic feature connecting the Aegean Sea with the Sea of Marmara?

ANSWER: Dardanelles
13. The story of an Irish priest who falls asleep on a park bench, but is suddenly awakened by a young boy carrying a flower is offered up as a comparison to the central conflict in act three of this work. It begins with Landolf’s introduction of the setting, which might be Worms, or Goslar, depending on what the master decrees. The new hire, Bertoldo, then admits that he studied French history by mistake. It climaxes with the murder of Belcredi, who the title figure accuses of being the treacherous Peter Damian, and is set in action after a group of friends arrives to visit Count de Nolli’s uncle. Once a talented actor and historian he seems to have lost his mind after falling from a horse and now believes he is the title monarch. For ten points, identify this work about a man who believes he is a German Holy Roman Emperor, a play by Luigi Pirandello.

ANSWER: Henry IV or Enrico IV

14. Sergey Lyapunov's Opus 11 was directly inspired by this earlier collection, whose components' keys are ordered in descending fifths. Though not by Beethoven, the collection includes pieces commonly called “Eroica” and “Appassionata.” The first version was published by its composer at age 15. Its third version was completed in 1852 and dedicated to Carl Czerny. The fourth piece is based on a Victor Hugo poem, “Mazeppa.” The composer suggests that in order to mimic the sound of a horse at the beginning of the piece, the pianist should play with his index and fourth fingers, alternating hands every two intervals. Its most difficult component may be the fifth known as “Will o' the Wisp,” though the best known may be the final piece, “Snow Squall.” For 10 points-- what is this superior group of twelve piano exercises by Franz Listz? 

ANSWER: Transcendental Etudes
15. The 23rd variety of them discovered has only been found in pancreatic carcinoma cells treated with sodium butyrate.  The hereditary disease white sponge nevus is caused by mutations in the mucosal variety of them, while mutations in those specific to the epidermis cause Weber-Cockayne and Dowling-Meara blistering.  William Astbury’s X-ray diffraction photos of these molecules led to the postulation of alpha helices, and it was later discovered that isopeptide bonds between a carboxyl group of glutamic acid and the amino group of lysine residue help form their cross-linked design. Like collagens, their high proportion of glycine allows for a closely-packed structure, and the relative abundance of cysteine allows for many disulfide bridges to be formed, which causes them to be rigid and waterproof.  FTP, name this family of structural proteins, which compose hard surfaces like calluses, claws, hooves, and hair.

ANSWER: keratins

16. It features the proud father Old Gudaal and the Prince, who pursues his lost love on a gallant steed. When the Georgian noble’s daughter awakens she can only remember clear dreams, sad eyes, and tender words. Though a messenger tries to sway the title character, he replies, “You are no judge of such as we/ For her heart belongs to me.” Begun when its author was sixteen, it was reworked numerous times, most notably after his exile to the Caucasus. Subtitled, “An Eastern Tale,” it climaxes with a kiss between the aforementioned Tamara, who is instantly killed, and the title figure who opens the poem by flying over the earth and contemplating his exile from heaven. For ten points, identify this long poem about a former angel by Lermontov

ANSWER: The Demon

17. In a novel of this title, Marcelo Desnoyers immigrates to Argentina and helps Julio Madriaga found a ranch. The namesakes of that novel are alluded to in the sixth chapters of both Zechariah, where they emerge from mountains of brass, and coincidently the sixth chapter of another Biblical book. The translations of the two passages are debated, particularly the appropriateness of adjectives like dapple, bay, or grizzled. In the second appearance the Greek word 'chloros' is used. Though it literally means green, typically the adjective pale is used to describe the group’s final member. For 10 points-- who is this quartet of figures traditionally associated with War, Famine, Pestilence, and Death and found in the Book of Revelation. 

ANSWER: Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse

18. Based loosely on John Milius, this character borrows from Shakespeare's Hamlet when he ends a eulogy with the words "Goodnight sweet Prince".  In the edited-for-TV version of the film he can be heard to exclaim the words "when you meet a stranger in the Alps" and "when you fix a stranger scrambled eggs" while he employs a strange interrogation tactic. He demonstrates knowledge of the works of Sholom Aleichem to attest to being Jewish, a faith he was a convert to. This owner of a private security firm also speaks about Constitutional law when he admonishes a waitress with the Supreme Court's views of "prior restraint" of free speech.  Later he hurls a bowling ball at Uli Kunkle, the man from the beaver picture.  For ten points, name this character who gave us the lines "Eight year olds" and "Chinaman is not the preferred nomenclature" as the sidekick to "The Dude" in The Big Lebowski. 
ANSWER: Walter Sobchak (accept either name) 

19. As Lord Privy Seal he assisted in drafting the reform bill of 1832, but is more notable for a recommendation which directly led to Lord John Russell's introduction of the Union Act of 1840. He was sent on a foreign mission in 1838 to address issues caused by the Family Compact. The previous year William Lyon Mackenzie and Louis-Joseph Papineau had led rebellions to protest the lack of governmental oversight in the British colony. As a result he authored what was termed a colonial "Magna Carta:" a document which suggested self-government within the British empire. For ten points, identify this statesman and author of a Report on the Affairs of British North America, as well as the namesake of a North Carolina college town. 

ANSWER: John George Lambton, 1st Earl of Durham 

20. The construction of Ancient Egyptian pyramids relied on the accuracy of their seked, a concept equivalent to this modern mathematical function whose definite integral from 0 to Pi over 4 is Catalan's Constant. Similarly the Gnomon, the shadow casting portion of a sundial computes values for it, based on a table formulated by the astronomer Albategnius. In 1938 Lehmer showed that every positive irrational number has a unique infinite continued expression in this function. The range of its inverse function is limited to the interval from negative pi over 2 to pi over 2. Its derivative is the opposite of the square of the cosecant function. For 10 points-- what is the trigonometric function which for right triangles is equal to the ratio of adjacent to opposite, the reciprocal of the tangent function?

ANSWER: Cotangent

21. An elaborate hoax involves passing Snawley off as another figure’s father. Persons like Miss La Creevy, a miniaturist, and Mrs. Wititterley, a hypochondriac, provide employment and shelter to one of the main characters who is harassed by Mr. Mantalini. A more sinister figure is Lord Verisopht who dies in a duel. The third of its author’s novels, it was begun after he and his friend Hablot Browne traveled to Yorkshire to investigate certain institutions firsthand. Presumably this experience led to the creation of Dotheboys Academy, run by an evil schoolmaster. For ten points, identify this work that features such memorable characters as Smike, the Cheerybles, and Wackford Squeers, a novel by Charles Dickens.

ANSWER: The Life and Adventures of Nicholas Nickleby
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Bonus Questions

1. Related music questions, for ten points each: 

A. Following a trip to the Caucasus, this Russian composer wrote his notoriously difficult Oriental fantasy, Islamey. 

ANSWER: Mily Balakirev
B. Balakirev dedicated Islamey to this piano virtuoso who premiered it. He was also the dedicatee of Tchaikovsky's Piano Trio in A minor.

ANSWER: Nikolai Rubinstein
C. In an attempt to write a piece more difficult than Islamey, Maurice Ravel composed this piece based on an Aloysius Bertrand poem.

ANSWER: Gaspard de lu Nuit
2. It opens with one of the main characters waking the other up, for ten points each:

A. Identify this novel set in Appalachia which revolves around a young man, Culla, who tells his sister, Rinthy, that her baby—the result of their incestuous relationship—has died. 

ANSWER: Outer Dark

B. This man wrote Outer Dark as well Blood Meridian and the The Border Trilogy.

ANSWER: Cormac McCarthy
C. This is the name of Cormac McCarthy’s most famous hero. He was introduced in All the Pretty Horses.

ANSWER: John Grady Cole [accept either name]

3. FTPE, identify each of the following from polymer chemistry.

A. Polymers can be classified as coordination, elastomers, crosslinked, or this deformable type, which can cyclically melt to a liquid state and cool into a brittle, glass-like state. Examples include PVC and polystyrene.

ANSWER: thermoplastic

B. Polymers can be classified by the positions of R groups along the polymer backbone. This type of polymer has groups that alternate along the backbone chain and consists of racemo diads.

ANSWER: syndiotactic or syntactic polymer

C. This type of diagram can be used to depict polymer tacticity. An all-carbon backbone is depicted as a zig-zag line with R groups as bold triangular bonds or striped triangular bonds.
ANSWER: Natta diagram

4. Stuff about Visitors to Timbuktu, FTPE: 

A. Originally from Granada, he visited Songhai Timbuktu with his uncle and after being captured and released was asked by Pope Leo X to report on the African continent. 

ANSWER: Leo Africanus or Hasan bin Muhammed al-Wazzan al-Fasi 

B. After completing the Hajj for a second time, this explorer toured East Africa. Later he visited the Mali Empire and Timbuktu. 

ANSWER: Abu Abdullah Muhammad Ibn Battuta 

C. Shabeni visited Timbuku around 1787 and was brought to England where he told about it. Shabeni's visit corresponded with the city being under the control of this group of Muslim states. In 1810 they were defeated and incorporated into the Fulani Empire.

ANSWER: Hausa Confederacy 

5. Authors who explored the theme of the “tragic mulatta,” for ten points each:

A. The story of the “tragic mulatta” was first portrayed by an African American writer in this man’s 1853 work Clotel; or, The President’s Daughter. He also wrote The Negro in the American Revolution.

ANSWER: William Wells Brown

B. Probably the most famous character to bear this literary designation is this mixed race wife of George Harris, who flees from her master by crossing the Ohio river on patches of ice in Stowe’s Uncle Tom’s Cabin. 

ANSWER: Eliza

C. This Harlem Renaissance writer explored the various ways that light-skinned black women see themselves in relation to their community in the works Quicksand and Passing.

ANSWER: Nella Larsen

6. Answer the following concerning an 18th century work of philosophy:

A. Published in 1695 and originally conceived as a response to a work by Louis Moreri, this compendium had entries which attacked Descartes, and also promoted toleration of its author’s Calvinist faith.

ANSWER: Historical Critical Dictionary also accept Dictionnaire historique et critique
B. This man is the author of Various Thoughts on the Occasion of a Comet, as well as the Historical Critical Dictionary.

ANSWER: Pierre Bayle
C. In the Dictionary, Bayle’s discussion of Zeno likely influenced this author of Treatise on the Principles of Human Knowledge, though he is only mentioned in that same author’s Theory of Vision Vindicated.

ANSWER: George Berkeley
7. Identify the following figures from Mayan myth, for ten points each:

A. This head of the Mayan pantheon rebuilt the world after three deluges. He is a creator and the father of Itzamna.

ANSWER: Hunab Ku

B. This god was adopted from Toltec myth and represented the four primordial elements: the earth in the form of maize; water in the form of a fish; fire in the form of a lizard; and the air in the form of a vulture.

ANSWER: Gucumatz or Kukulcan

C. This earth and moon goddess was depicted with a snake on her head and a skirt embroidered with crossbones. She was the patron or pregnant women, the mother of Bacabs, and invented the art of weaving.

ANSWER: Ixchel

8. It states that for closed-shell systems, the highest occupied molecular orbital energy times negative one is equal to the molecule's ionization energy.  FTPE:

A.  Name this theorem.

ANSWER: Koopmans' theorem

B.  Koopmans' theorem depends on the ability to represent an atom's electrons' wavefunctions in this mathematical structure, which, when expanded, yields N-factorial Hartree products.

ANSWER: Slater determinant

C.  According to Koopmans' theorem, the negative of the lowest occupied molecular orbital energy is equal to this property of an atom, the amount of energy released when a neutral atom gains an electron to form an anion.

ANSWER: electron affinity
9. Answer the following about an artistic family, for ten points each:

A. Works like Peleus and Thetis and Cephalus and Aurora were completed for the Palazzo Farnese by both Agostino and Annibale of this Bolognese family of painters.

ANSWER: Carraci

B. The Carracis were eventually succeeded as leaders of the Bolognese school by this Mannerist whose paintings included the fresco Dawn and his paintings of St. Andrew led to his Martyrdom, both of which hang in the Vatican.

ANSWER: Guido Reni

C. In this work by Guido Reni the titular saint looks into up into the air, presumably because she has already been blinded, and plays what appears to be a violin.

ANSWER: St. Cecilia
10. Answer these questions about linguistics FTPE:
A. The first model based on the principles and parameters model. This theory of syntax takes its name from the two subtheories that comprise it: one concerns an abstract syntactic relation, while the other deals with referents. 
ANSWER: government and binding
B. Government and binding theory was revised by this author of The Minimalist Program for Linguistic Theory, Aspects of the Theory of Syntax, and Manufacturing Consent.
ANSWER: Noam Chomsky
C. This 1957 book by Chomsky first outlined his theory of the transformational generative grammar.
ANSWER: Syntactic Structures
11. After the war of the Spanish Succession, England was given a thirty-year contract to supply the Spanish colonies with slaves, FTPE: 

A. What is the name given to that contract? 

ANSWER: Asiento  

B. Dissatisfied with the Asiento, English merchants such as James Oglethorpe went on the offensive in the colonies during this counterpart to the War of Austrian Succession. 

ANSWER: War of Jenkins Ear
C. England's first slave trader was this explorer who set off on a mission in 1562 to Sierra Leone. He returned with approximately 300 slaves. 

ANSWER: John Hawkins

12. His namesake measure is used to quantify the non-integer dimension that fractals take on, while his namesake topological space contains points that can be grouped into disjoint neighborhoods. FTPE:

A.  Name this German mathematician.

ANSWER: Felix Hausdorff
B.  Hausdorff generalized this statement, which claims that there is no set with a cardinality between that of the integers and the reals.

ANSWER: continuum hypothesis
C.  Hausdorff's best known work, Grundzüge der Mengenlehre, built on this Frenchman's earlier work on metric spaces.  In fact, he invented the concept of a metric space, and his namesake derivative is defined over Banach spaces.

ANSWER:  Maurice René Fréchet

13. Answer the following about a literary couple, for ten points each:

A. One is a Cornish knight, the other is an Irish princess, that he rescues from her evil uncle Morholt in some versions of their tale.

ANSWER: Tristan and Isolde or Tristram and Isolt or Tristan and Iseult

B. This French medievalist traced the origins of Tristan and Iseult to a poem by Thomas of Brittany and published his version of the story, which remains popular to this day, in 1900.

ANSWER: Joseph Bedier

C. More recently this author told the story from King Mark’s point of view in the novella The King in the Tree. He is better known for novels like The Illusionist and the 1997 Pulitzer Prize winning Martin Dressler.

ANSWER: Steven Millhauser

14. Name the following French Revolutionary months during which tumultuous events occurred: 

A. In year ii, on the ninth day of this month Robespierre was guillotined and the Reign of Terror ended. 

ANSWER: Thermidor
B. In year iv, on the thirteenth day of this first month Napoleon, with the blessings of Barras (Bah-Rah), put down a rebellion with 'a whiff of grapeshot.'

ANSWER: Vendémiaire
C. In year viii, on the eighteenth day of this month Napoleon overthrew the Directory and installed the Consulate. 

ANSWER: Brumaire
15. Questions about a Religion, FTPE: 

A. Karl Florenz & Ernest Satow are noted for a study of the pure form of this ancient religion.

ANSWER: Shinto
B. Shintoism is centered on these anthropomorphic spirits.

ANSWER: Kami
C. This Record of Ancient Matters is divided into under, middle, and lower rolls. It is the oldest history of Japanese and gives a record of the kami's role its creation myth. 

ANSWER: Kojiki
16. Answer some questions about root nodules, FTPE.

A.  Root nodules contain these planet-dependent soil bacteria that perform nitrogen fixation.

ANSWER: rhizobia
B.  In root nodule cells, these organelles contain the enzyme urate oxidase instead of catalase, which converts urate to allantoin to aid in nitrogen metabolism.

ANSWER: peroxisomes

C.  In order to signal to bacteria that root nodule formation should begin, the host legume releases these ubiquitous 15-carbon 3-ring compounds.

ANSWER: flavinoids

17. Answer the following about a novella, for ten points each:

A. This “Romance,” purportedly translated by the author from the German, focuses on the title character’s infiltration of the evil banditti who are threatening the title city and his love, Rosabella of Corfu.

ANSWER: The Bravo of Venice

B. This man who also wrote plays such as Castle Spectre and the ever popular The Journal of a Western Proprietor wrote The Bravo of Venice in 1804.

ANSWER: Matthew Gregory Lewis

C. This 1796 novel, about Ambrosio who is corrupted by the devil Matilda, was Matthew Lewis’ most famous work.

ANSWER: The Monk
18. Answer the following about some related American politicians, for ten points each:

A. This Chicago politician introduced the Pure Food and Drug Act in the House in 1906, but is better known for another piece of legislation that forbid the transportation of women across state lines for immoral purposes.

ANSWER: James Robert Mann

B. As a senator from West Virginia this man passed an eponymous act in 1903 that tried to limit rebate, and, along with James Mann, coauthored a 1910 piece of legislation extended the powers of the Interstate Commerce Commission.

ANSWER: Stephen Benton Elkins

C. The Mann-Elkins Act was a less drastic follow-up to this 1906 piece of legislation that gave the ICC the power to set maximum railroad rates.

ANSWER: the Hepburn act

A. This 1926 collection contained the six poet suite Voyages, as well as the works “Chaplinesque” and “Pastorale.” 
ANSWER: White Buildings
B. Probably the most important poem in White Buildings is this three part work that begins: “The Mind has shown itself at times/ Too much the baked and labeled dough.” It is named for the nuptials of two Christopher Marlowe characters.
ANSWER: “For the Marriage of Faustus and Helen”
C. This epic poem about a certain New York landmark, includes such sections as “Cutty Sark” and “The River.”
ANSWER: The Bridge

20. Name some places that gained notoriety for being nuclear bomb test sites, FTPE:
A.  This member of the Line islands shares its English name with an Australian possession about 300 miles south of Jakarta.  It was the site of numerous British nuclear tests in the late 1950s.

ANSWER: Christmas Island [accept Kiritimati]

B.  This member of the Marshall Islands consists of 36 islands, and was famously the site of over a dozen US nuclear tests from 1946 to 1958.  Oh yeah, a type of swimwear is allegedly named for it.

ANSWER: Bikini atoll

C.  Located near Carrizozo Malpais in New Mexico and now part of the White Sands Missile Range, this was the site of the first atomic bomb test.  It was allegedly named for Robert Oppenheimer's affinity for the poetry of John Donne.

ANSWER: Trinity
