Toss-Up Questions

1. At one point in this novel, two characters are carrying a stolen baby on a horse-drawn carriage, which overturns and they are forced to search in the mud for the baby who is eventually found dead in a rut. Important places include the church of Santa Deodata and the Caffé Garibaldi, and minor characters who appear early in this novel include Mr. Kingcroft and Mrs. Theobald. The protagonist’s friend Caroline Abbott joins her in the town of Monteriano, where the main plot sees the lowly son of a dentist, an Italian named Gino Carella, marry the young highborn English widow Lilia Herriton, who eventually dies in childbirth. The first novel by E.M. Forster, for ten points, name this work whose title completes a famous quotation in Pope’s “Essay on Criticism” that begins “Fools rush in.”
ANSWER: Where Angels Fear to Tread
2. Among the notable uprisings during this ruler’s reign was that of a group of monks at Solovki, a White Sea island. The Zealots of Piety were influential early in his reign and one of their ranks’ deposition led to the establishment of the Petitions Chancellery. Other events of this man’s reign include the uprising of Stepan Razin, who claimed to count among his ranks this tsar’s son. More famously, he held a church council that alienated Avvakum and the Old Believers and instituted many of the reforms of a former metropolitan of Novgorod whose tenure as patriarch would lead to the raskol or schism, the Patriarch Nikon. For ten points,-- name this second Romanov tsar and father by Natalia Naryshkina of Peter the Great.

ANSWER: Alexei Mikhailovich Romanov or Alexis I Romanov

3. Its form for straight-line motion can be derived by integrating the Lienard generalization of Larmor's formula, leading to the characteristic dependence of the energy on the sixth power of the Lorentz gamma factor. Quantum corrections to this process involve multiplying by the log of the ratio of maximum to minimum impact parameters, a number known as the Gaunt factor, and in the ultra-relativistic limit, the energy released is confined to a cone with a half-angle of that is inversely proportional to the Lorentz gamma. The collisions of electrons with nuclei in hot clouds leads to the "thermal" version of this phenomenon, and it is also produced by cosmic rays upon collision with nuclei in the atmosphere. Technically including synchrotron radiation, for ten points, identify this form of radiation produced by the acceleration or deceleration of charged particles.

ANSWER: bremstrahlung (or braking radiation)

4. Some say they were named when a nymph boasted to her companion, Athene, that she had invented the plough. Others say that they were named after the husband of Peisidice who fathered sons named Antiphus and Actor, and a daughter Eurymedusa, who was seduced by Zeus in a rather odd form. A more common story says that they originated when the son of Aegina prayed against a sacred oak tree after a jealous Hera befouled the water in his kingdom and caused the wind of pestilence to blow. Later, they followed Peleus in his exile and to this day their name implies a group of blindly loyal followers. For ten points, name these men who repopulated the kingdom of Aeacus when they sprung from ants.

ANSWER: Myrmidons  

5. This man’s brother is beaten violently by Rafael for screaming in horror at the sight of pigs, which earlier had bitten his ears off.  He shoots a horse after the horse threw his wife, which caused a miscarriage, and later he shoots his dog for giving him a suspicious look.  His father is bitten by a rabid dog shortly before the birth of Mario, and he is locked in an armoire until he dies screaming.  This man’s first wife dies after confessing to an affair with the pimp El Estirao, the erstwhile lover of his sister Rosario, and he subsequently kills El Estirao but is released from prison after two years.  Eventually, he cracks and murders his mother and possibly the village elder, Don Jesus, and is dragged off to the gallows.  For ten points, name this man, who writes his memoirs from prison in a novel about his “family” by Camilo Jose Cela.

ANSWER: Pascual Duarte
6. A May 2006 study concluded that susceptibility to this condition is partially related to the IL6 and IL1alpha genes, while in 2005, the first case of it linked to the evansi variety of the pathogen that causes it was reported in India.  The first successful medication for it was atoxyl, but it caused blindness in most of those treated.  The first stage, marked by joint pains and extreme swelling of the lymph nodes, is usually treated with Suramin and/or Pentamidine, but after its namesake organism breaches the blood-brain barrier, Eflornithine or the toxic arsenic-based drug melarsoprol are the only remedies.  Named for the malaise exhibited by its sufferers, for 10 points—what is this disease caused by the Trypanosoma parasite carried by tse-tse flies.|
ANSWER: African Sleeping Sickness (prompt: Human African Trypanosomiasis)

7. This country is home to the exclaves of Sokh and Shakhrimardan, the latter of which is among several candidates for the final resting place of ‘Ali. The now abandoned city of Kantubek, located on a former island called Tiklanish orollari, was once home to a bioweapons facility, and is near to the city of Moynaq, home to an abandoned fishing fleet. One of its most important cities, supposedly founded by Shem, is home to the renowned Ichon-Qala walled city, and most of its great cities were conquered by Cherniaev and Kaufman. Among the former states in this modern day country was the Khanate of Kokand, and the eastern city of Andijan was the site of recent troubles. Home to cities such as Namangan, Urgench, Khiva, Bukhara, and Samarkand, for ten points, name this Central Asian country with capital at Tashkent.

ANSWER: Uzbekistan
8. The only painting conclusively attributed to this man, an altarpiece of the Madonna with child and saints, was completed by his student Lorenzo di Credi, and his first major commission was for the tomb of Piero and Giovanni de Medici. He never completed his cenotaph for Cardinal Forteguerri, but he did depict the beheading of St. John the Baptist for the silver altar in the Florence Baptistery, as well as a marble bust known as the "Lady with Primroses." This man also created the putto holding a dolphin which stands in the Palazzo Vecchio. In the mid-1470s he cast a bronze statue of a sword-wielding David with the head of Goliath, and Donatello's Gattamelatta provided the inspiration for his greatest work. For ten points, identify this sculptor of the equestrian monument of Bartolomeo Colleoni, best remembered today as the teacher of Leonardo da Vinci.

ANSWER: Andrea del Verrocchio (or Andrea di Cione)

9. In this novel, an equestrian statue of Charles IV is known only as the Horse of Stone, and the main character lusts after the daughters of a man who cooked for his hero on the fields of Volturno. The writer of the tract “Fifty Years of Misrule” and a former ambassador to Britain, Don Jose Avellanos, dies in disappointment. Avellanos’ daughter falls in love with a journalist and separatist, who later commits suicide, and Giselle and Linda fall in love with the main character, who has their father, Giorgio Viola, take over the role of lighthouse keeper in order to keep his operations a secret. Those operations begin when Martin Decoud kills himself and a store of metal is left on the island of Great Isabel, originally from the San Tomé silver mine controlled by Charles Gould. Concerning revolutions in the Republic of Costaguana, for ten points, name this Joseph Conrad novel with a title character whose real name is Gian’ Battista.

ANSWER: Nostromo: A Tale of the Seaboard
10. Some of this man’s minor work includes lectures on “The Problem of Personality” and “Spirituality and Liberty,” as well as an “essay on the meaning of the comic” entitled Laughter. He made use of images like two spools with a reel of tape, a color spectrum, and a stretching elastic band to help represent qualitative multiplicities and the concept of duration, also dealt with in his mathematical work Duration and Simultaneity. His first major work, subtitled as an “essay on the immediate data of consciousness,” was Time and Free Will, which he followed with Matter and Memory. The subject of a namesake book by Gilles Deleuze, for ten points, name this author of The Two Sources of Morality and Religion, who coined the phrase “élan vital” in his Creative Evolution.

ANSWER: Henri Bergson

11. The "cataclysmic variable" forms of these objects are faint in the X-ray regime and when their magnetic fields are strong enough, as in AM Herculis, they exhibit magnetic channels. The ultracompact types of these objects are divided into x-ray and AM CVn [read: "a-m-c-v-n"] varieties, and an open question is whether all non-spherical planetary nebulae are ejected from these objects. The Algol paradox resulted from Otto Struve's observation of eclipsing types in which the more evolved member was also less massive, and Gerard Kuiper first suggested that mass transfer could take place in them, frequently through the accretion disk mechanism. For ten points, identify these systems in which a primary and a secondary star orbit about a common center of mass.

ANSWER: binary stars or systems (accept binaries)

12. Before this man was assassinated with the help of Aspamithres, he notably crushed a revolt led by Shamash-eriba, and purportedly absconded with a statue of Marduk. Not much of his later life is known, as Ctesias only covers his assassination and the extramarital affair of his daughter, Amytis. In his early reign he crushed the rebellion of Bel-shimanni in Babylon and a revolt in Egypt that he inherited from his father. He received Gongylus, a messenger from the Spartan commander Pausanius, who asked for a Persian wife. He may be best known for a campaign which included building a canal through the Chalcidice and battles at Artemisium, Thermopylae, and Salamis. For ten points, name this Persian king who succeeded Darius I.

ANSWER: Xerxes I or Khshayarshah I

13. The so-called “linear” type of these compounds are known as glymes, which are super-effective at enhancing yields of processes like Ullmann couplings and Heck reactions. Reported in two landmark 1967 papers by Charles Pederson, their three-dimensional analogues are called cryptands, which also make use of nitrogen in complexing. The exterior of these compounds is nonpolar, hydrophobic, and takes on a hydrocarbon character. The notation system for them places their number of oxygen atoms last, and these oxygen atoms are crucial in coordinating with metal ions in their interior cavity. For ten points, name these heterocyclic compounds with repeating ethylene glycol units, a certain type of ethers named for their shape. 

ANSWER: crown ethers (or just crown at the end, prompt on ethers anytime)

14. The speaker of this poem remarks on how the title character’s “wars were bruited in our high window” as she “took arms against her shadow” “among the orchard trees and beyond.”  The title character “with rod” ends the “noon-apple dream” of the geese that are the dominant image of the third and fourth stanzas of this poem, which is often paired with the author’s “Dead Boy.”  The author’s best-known pupil commented on the words “astonishes” and “vexed,” which the speaker uses to describe the title character’s “brown study.”  For ten points, name this elegy in which the toll of the title objects signifies the death of a little girl, the most famous poem of John Crowe Ransom.
ANSWER: “Bells for John Whiteside’s Daughter”

15. Their first pick in the expansion draft was 6’9” center Arvid Kramer, who had scored 16 points in a brief stint with Denver nine seasons earlier, and other expansion picks included Hansi Gnad of Germany. Other players from their expansion team included John Shasky, Pearl Washington, and Billy Thompson and Rory Sparrow, who were among the six players who averaged double-digits for that 15-67 season coached by Ron Rothstein. Their first playoff appearance resulted in a near upset of top seed Atlanta, and that team featured such players as Harold Miner, Bimbo Coles, and Grant Long. Their best season occurred in 1996-1997, when the team reached the Eastern Conference Finals led by Tim Hardaway and Alonzo Mourning. Recently eclipsing that mark, for ten points, name this team currently led by Marquette and LSU grads Dwyane Wade and Shaquille O’Neal.

ANSWER: Miami Heat (accept either)

16. The libretto for this opera was originally to be based on Sir Walter Scott’s Allan Cameron.  The trio “Oro, quant’oro ogn’avido” is sung after one of the characters offers his head as a wedding present.  Act one’s “Infelice! E tu credevi” is sometimes followed by the cabaletta “Infin che un brando vindice,” which was originally written for the composer’s Oberto. In act three, “Clemency,” one of the main characters sings the climactic aria “O de’ verd’anni miei,” while conversing with the dead near Charlemagne’s tomb.  The title character weds Elvira in act four, but he dies after Silva collects on his vow to kill himself at the sound of his hunting horn.  For ten points, name this opera about a bandit that was based on a play by Victor Hugo, a work by Giuseppe Verdi.

ANSWER: Ernani
17. A theorem by Tarski states that the set of these for a monotonically increasing map between complete lattices is itself a complete lattice. A theorem by Lefschetz provides for the existence of one of these for a continuous map between finite complexes, while the Poincare-Birkhoff theorem shows that at least two exist for a conformal, injective map of an annulus to itself which rotates points on the outer ring positively and on the inner ring negatively. The intermediate value theorem can be used to show that one of these exists for a continuous function on a closed subset of the real line, but a more famous result regarding these, which states that one of them exists for any continuous mapping from the unit n-ball onto itself, is attributed to Brouwer. For ten points, identify these types of points which are left unchanged by a function acting on them.

ANSWER: fixed points (accept fixed-point theorems, or anything else mentioning fixed points)

18. This two-volume work posits a sort of psychic unity among similar peoples that supplements simple diffusion by contact. The author refers to “survivals,” which are elements or “adhesions” that are appropriate only in the historical context in which they were created, and cites some clay pottery as an example. Published 12 years after its authors’ first work, Anahuac, it famously claims that the science of culture is a reformer’s science in the section “The Science of Culture.” It spends the most time discussing the intellectual side of religion, focused on the concept of animism. Subtitled “Researches into the Development of Mythology, Philosophy, Religion, Art, and Custom,” for ten points, name this monograph of early anthropology, the most famous work of Edward Tylor.

ANSWER: Primitive Culture    

19. This man’s first wife Paccia Marciana quickly died and he bestowed the rather unique title of mater castrorum on his second wife. He was victorious at Tournus and proceeded to sack Lyon in thwarting the challenge of Clodius Albinus, the governor of Britain. His close advisor and praetorian prefect was Gaius Fulvius Plautianus, who was later executed, and his court included the great lawyers Papinian and Ulpian. His reign was soon threatened by the Syrian, Pescennius Niger, after he married Julia Domna and became emperor by overthrowing Didius Julianus. Famous for his unique birthplace of Lepcis Magna in Libya, for ten points, name this Roman emperor from 193-211 A.D., the father of Geta and Caracalla.

ANSWER: Lucius Septimius Severus  

20. One of the main characters begins the novel having recently returned from Smyrna to claim his birthright after the death of his brother Durfey.  Strife is precipitated by the exchange of identities between Henry Scaddon and Maurice Christian Bycliffe, whose daughter is criticized by the title character for reading “The Giaour.”  That daughter was adopted by the minister of Malthouse Yard, who befriends the title character after discussing his occupation as a watchmaker.  The title character is arrested for killing a constable after attempting to quell a riot near Treby, but is pardoned due to the pleas of Esther Lyon, whose love for the title character leads her to sign over her rights to Transome manor to Harold.  FTP name this novel about an activist set just after the passage of the 1832 Reform bill, a work of George Eliot.

ANSWER: Felix Holt, the Radical
21. In the back left corner of this painting stands a wall of brown stone blocks, in front of which stands a figure in red holding up an orb of light.  A roman aqueduct can be seen running across the middle through an opening in the wall that is the painting’s source of light.  A man in black walks away from the viewer on the right side, which is dominated by a sundial pointing toward the central figure.  That figure is dressed in a burgundy tunic and sits with her hands before her as a red bird with a halo brings her a flower, signifying her rapture.  For ten points, name this painting featuring Elizabeth Siddal posing as the titular love of Dante, a work of Dante Gabriel Rossetti.

ANSWER: “Beata Beatrix”

22. One of the main characters in this work cries “bombax” then “bombalobombax” upon hearing a servant exhort the winds the be silent as the Æther.  That character later remarks that “he only sees Cyrene” rather than that servant’s master, who is clothed in a saffron tunic.  One of the characters is captured after he attempts to kidnap a child that turns out to be a wineskin, and failed attempts at liberation include impersonating Echo and Andromeda and quoting lines from Helen.  The chorus leader passes time by comparing Charminus with Nausimache and Cleophon with Salabaccho while threatening to roast Mnesilochus, but in the end he is rescued after his son-in-law guarantees to stop insulting women in his plays.  FTP name this play by Aristophanes in which the title women wish to kill Euripides.

ANSWER: Thesmophoriazusae
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Bonus Questions

1. Chemistry is so overdone, but not soil chemistry. Answer questions about that, for ten points each.

A. The concept of an electrical “double layer” between a clay surface and the soil solution was formulated by this chemist, who is also credited with inventing the ophthalmoscope and is the namesake of some free energy.

ANSWER: Hermann von Helmholtz  

B. Named for a Russian scientist, this equation is the most useful for ion exchange in soil. It is a simple relation of how the salinity level influences the amount of sodium ions on the clay surface.

ANSWER: Gapon Equation 

C. The limitations of ion exchange theory in explaining behavior like plant response led to work on soil colloid dispersion and this process, the process of aggregating individual particles of a colloid to form clusters.

ANSWER: flocculation
2. Works of Australian literature, for ten points each.

A. This autobiographical work by A.B. Facey tells the story of an orphan’s life in the Australian outback from his time as an itinerant worker through the Depression and World War II.

ANSWER: A Fortunate Life
B. This 1988 Booker Prize winner by Peter Carey is about Mr. Hopkins and Ms. Leplastrier, and their life in nineteenth-century Australia.

ANSWER: Oscar and Lucinda
C. This 1978 work, tells the story of the title figure, a biracial Aborigine, who can’t take it any more and decides to exact “fatal justice” on his former Anglo bosses. It got Thomas Keneally shortlisted for the Booker.

ANSWER: The Chant of Jimmie Blacksmith
3. His first important oil painting was The Cross in the Mountains, and Frederick William III purchased his Monk by the Sea. For ten points each:

A. Identify this 19th century painter.

Answer: Caspar David Friedrich
B. Friedrich is also well known for this painting, today located in the Hamburg Museum of Art, which depicts a shipwreck in the titular cold body of water.

Answer: The Polar Sea or Eismeer or Sea of Ice
C. This contemporary of Friedrich, and member of the Nazarenes, painted a portrait of the Hunselbeck children, and intended to complete a series of four paintings entitled The Times of the Day, although he only completed the first part, Morning.

Answer: Philipp Otto Runge
4. It began with the rise of Pope Sergius III and saw the influence of the Theophylact and Tusculan houses. For ten points each:

A. Give the term that historians have coined for the period of depravity in the church during the first half of the 10th century AD, which saw the rule of harlots like Marozia.

ANSWER: Pornocracy
B. This supposed concubine of Sergius and chief harlot of the Pornocracy is often cited as a faux female pope. She shares her name with the infamous bear trainer wife of the Byzantine emperor Justinian.

ANSWER: Theodora
C. Connected to the rise of the Pornocracy is this 897 event, in which Pope Stephen IV reportedly dragged the former Pope Formosus from his grave, dressed him in vestments, and put him on trial.  

ANSWER: Cadaver Synod/Trial (anything with the word Cadaver)

5. Name some historians, for ten points each.

A. Homo Ludens and In the Shadow of Tomorrow are other works of this early 20th century Dutch historian best known for The Waning of the Middle Ages.

ANSWER: Johan Huizinga 

B. Huizinga was an admirer of this man, a famous Swiss art historian who wrote works like The Age of Constantine the Great and The Civilization of the Renaissance in Italy.

ANSWER: Jakob Burckhardt
C. This British revisionist wrote works on The Habsburg Monarchy and The Italian Problem in European Diplomacy, but is most famous for his controversial 1961 work The Origins of the Second World War.

ANSWER: A.J.P. Taylor (Alan John Percivale Taylor)

6. The two title characters find joy in swindling local buffoons in street games of blackjack, but find little joy in working for Monipodio's criminal syndicate, as it robs them of their freedom.  FTPE:

A.  Name this exemplary picaresque novel.

ANSWER: Rinconete y Cortadillo
B.  This Spanish author of Rinconete y Cortadillo also wrote other Exemplary Novels like The Gypsy Girl, Doctor Glass Case, and The Colloquy of the Dogs. You might know him better for his Don Quixote.  

ANSWER: Miguel de Cervantes
C.  This is the identity assumed by Sampson Carrasco, who smacks both Don Quixote and his horse to the ground before trying to make the Don admit that Dulcinea is not the most beautiful woman ever.

ANSWER: Knight of the White Moon [or el caballero de la Luna Blanca]

7. Answer some questions about scattering, for ten points each.

A. In this perturbative approximation, the scattering amplitude becomes the Fourier transform of the potential with respect to the momentum transfer. It is named after the man who gave the probabilistic interpretation of the square of the wave function.

ANSWER: Born approximation

B. This exact mathematical result gives the scattering cross section as 4 times pi divided by the wavenumber times the imaginary part of the scattering amplitude evaluated at zero.

ANSWER: optical theorem

C. To account for the energy-dependence of the scattering amplitude, one often performs a partial-wave expansion, which consists of representing the amplitude as an infinite sum of these polynomials, which can be generated by the Rodrigues formula.

ANSWER: Legendre polynomials

8. Answer these questions about a philosophical doctrine FTPE:

A. This is the idea that physical and mental events are identical but that a mental event cannot be predicted or explained by strict laws.

ANSWER: anomalous monism
B. This American philosopher expounded on the theory of anomalous monism in such works as Inquiries into Truth and Interpretation and Essays on Actions and Events.

ANSWER: Donald Davidson
C. A view similar to Davidson’s is the idea of parallelism, which was espoused by this Dutch philosopher and author of Ethics.

ANSWER: Baruch Spinoza
9. Stuff about an American novel, for ten points each.

A. Among the characters in this work is Doremus Jessup, an editor from Vermont, who is against a fascist regime in the U.S.

ANSWER: It Can’t Happen Here
B. This Chicago law school graduate and New England senator beats Walt Trowbridge to become the fascist dictator at the heart of It Can’t Happen Here.

ANSWER: Berzelius “Buzz” Windrip
C. This author wrote It Can’t Happen Here as well as some more famous novels including Arrowsmith and Elmer Gantry.

ANSWER: Sinclair Lewis
10. Identify these people important in the rise of British maritime power, for ten points each.

A. This man vigorously promoted Elizabethan overseas exploration and his major work, The Principal Navigations, Voyages, and Discoveries of the English Nation, is the most comprehensive account of early English voyages to North America.

ANSWER: Richard Hakluyt
B. He circumnavigated the world in the Golden Hind and commanded the English navy against the Spanish Armada.

ANSWER: Francis Drake
C. This man, Elizabeth's principal advisor, expedited the trial and execution of Mary, Queen of Scots, and was a strong supporter of Drake's campaigns. His son Robert went on to become for a time the chief advisor of James I.

ANSWER: William Cecil, First Baron of Burleigh (accept either name)

11. Answer some questions about kings of Judah, for ten points each.

A. This king built a tunnel to give the citizens of Jerusalem access to the waters of the Spring of Gihon during wartime, which came in handy during the siege of Sennacherib.

ANSWER: Hezekiah
B. This successor to Hezekiah stamped out the worship of Yahweh and may have had Isaiah killed.

ANSWER: Manasseh
C. This Assyrian king succeeded Sennacherib and took Manasseh prisoner early during Manasseh’s rule.

ANSWER: Esarhaddon
12. Name these gulfs located off the North African coast, for ten points each.

A. The port city of La Goulette and the islands of Plane and Zembra can be found on this gulf, as well as the ruins of Carthage. It’s named after a North African capital. 

ANSWER: Gulf of Tunis
B. Cities located on this Libyan gulf include Benghazi and Qaminis, as well as the namesake city.

ANSWER: Gulf of Sidra or Sirt or Surt
C. The island of Djerba, the largest off the North African coast, is located in this gulf, as well as the namesake Tunisian city.

ANSWER: Gulf of Gabes or Qabis
13. Most likely written while the composer was in Gastein, it famously opens with a horn call. For ten points each:

A. Name this work in C major by Franz Schubert, number d944, which, like his ninth symphony, was nicknamed "The Great."

ANSWER: Symphony No. 6 in C Major, "The Great"

B. This man discovered Schubert's sixth while sifting through Schubert's papers at his brother Ferdinand's house.  He is better known for composing works like Carnaval and a set of Variations on the Name Abegg.

ANSWER: Robert Schumann
C. The posthumous premiere of Schubert's sixth symphony was conducted by this composer of the Italian and Scottish symphonies.

ANSWER: Felix Mendelssohn
14. This man's widow Nadezhda published her memoirs in 1970 under the title Hope Against Hope. For ten points each:

A. Identify this Jewish Soviet poet exiled for caricaturing Stalin and author of such works as the Voronezh Notebooks and The Noise of Time.

Answer: Osip Emilyevich Mandelshtam (or Mandelstam, either acceptable)

B. Mandelstam was one of the founders of this Russian poetic movement, whose "morning" he welcomed in this movement's manifesto.

Answer: Acmeism

C. Another founder of Acmeism, together with Mandelstam and her husband Nikolay Gumilyov, was this Russian poetess, best known for such works as Requiem and Poem Without a Hero.

Answer: Anna Akhmatova (or Anna Andreyevna Gorenko)

15. Name these people who served under Jimmy Carter, for ten points each.

A. This National Security Advisor for Carter’s entire administration oversaw SALT II and was known for his hardline approach to the Soviets. He’s written some books like The Permanent Purge and The Grand Chessboard.

ANSWER: Zbigniew Brzezinski

C. This former governor of Maine ran for vice president with Hubert Humphrey in 68, and succeeded Vance as Secretary of State for Carter.

ANSWER: Edmund Muskie 

16. Answer stuff about a strange dude from Irish myth, for ten points each.

A. He is the god of eloquence, known as “the honey-mouthed one,” who married Etan and appears with gold chains running from his tongue to the ears of his many followers.

ANSWER: Ogma (accept Oghma, or Ogmios)

B. Ogma was the so-called “strong man” of this famous clan and his son Cairpré was its bard. This group was led by the Dagda.

ANSWER: Tuatha de Danann   

C. Ogma died at the Second Battle of Magh Tuireadh, after he stole the sword of this leader of the Fomorians who had an evil eye and was killed by Lugh.

ANSWER: Balor (accept Balar, or Bolar)

17. One of its consequences is Wilson's theorem, which is both necessary and sufficient for primality. For ten points each:

A. Identify this proposition from number theory, which states that if p is a prime and a is a natural number, then a raised to the p is congruent to a modulo p.

ANSWER: Fermat's Little theorem

B. Fermat's theorem can be generalized by replacing the exponent of a with this man's eponymous phi function of n. Then, a raised to phi of n is congruent to 1 modulo n if a is relatively prime to n.

ANSWER: Leonhard Euler
C. Fermat's theorem is insufficient as a test of primality, since this group of odd composite numbers satisfy it. They are also sometimes known as "absolute pseudoprimes." 

ANSWER: Carmichael numbers

18. It takes place at the boarding school “W,” For ten points each:

A. Name this novel, in which the title character is traumatized when he witnesses Beineberg and Reiting torture Basini.

ANSWER: Young Torless or Die Verwirrungen des Zöglings Törless
B. This unfinished novel centers around the planning of the “collateral campaign,” for which the title character, Ulrich, is largely responsible.

ANSWER: The Man Without Qualities or Der Mann ohne Eigenschaften
 C. Young Torless and The Man Without Qualities are the two major novels of this Austrian writer.

ANSWER: Robert Musil
19. Name these people who must be big stars, because they were asked to appear on reality TV shows, for ten points each.
A. She had the privilege of being a judge, or “coach,” alongside Suzanne de Passe and John Salley on the hideous ABC show “All-American Girl.” You might also know her as Ginger Spice. 

ANSWER: Geri Halliwell
B. This esteemed gentleman was a panelist on the WB’s “Superstar USA” alongside such luminaries as Vitamin C. He’s sure come a long way from singing about Funky Cold Medina.

ANSWER: Tone Lōc (Anthony Terrell Smith)

C. This guy wasn’t a judge on “Battle of the Network Reality Stars,” but he did host it. Sadly, he didn’t have Larry Csonka beside him, like he did when he was hosting “American Gladiators.”

ANSWER: Mike Adamle
20. Answer these questions about a notable king, for ten points each.

A. Among the accomplishments of this Navarrese king’s rule was the subjugation of Barcelona and Gascony and the establishment of this man as Count of Castile. In 1034, he took the city of Leon from king Bermudo III.

ANSWER: Sancho III or Sancho the Great or Sancho El Mayor
B. Bermudo III’s Leonese possessions were gained by this son of Sancho upon the former’s death at the 1037 Battle of Tamarón. This man would go on to rule Castile and Leon until 1065.

ANSWER: Ferdinand I or Ferdinand the Great or Fernando I
C. Around the same time as Ferdinand’s death, Yusuf ibn Tashfin was endowed with lands, establishing the dominance of this North African Arab dynasty in the late 11th century.

ANSWER: Almoravids
