Toss-Up Questions

1. Potassium carbonate removes this functional group during the formation of the D ring in Nicolaou Taxol synthesis, while a biosynthesis pathway for arginine is sometimes known as its namesake "cycle."  This functional group is elongated by two carbon units by fatty acid synthase in the synthesis of palmitate, and it is attached to the active site cysteine of fatty acid synthase in the first step of fatty acid synthesis.  Often added to histones, it can be removed from histones by Sirtuin protein, as it contains a methyl group bonded to a carbonyl group.  For ten points, name this functional group with chemical formula COCH3, which is paired with coenzyme A in the Krebs cycle and with salicylic acid in aspirin.

ANSWER: acetyl [or ethanoyl]

2. David Miller argued that this work, which describes “turneys and trophies” and “the story of a Cambuscan bold,” is all about celebrating Christianity, despite its many classical allusions to characters like Memnon and Philomela. Towards the end, its speaker describes an ideal location to turn old in as “the Hairy Gown and Mossy Cell,” where he can sit and look at the stars. Lines 82 and 83 of this octosyllabic work celebrate both “the Cricket on the Hearth” and “the Belman’s drowsie charm” in some far removed place. The poem opens with the line, “Hence vain deluding joyes/ the brood of folly without father bred,” which sets the tone for its rejection of mirth. For ten points, identify this invocation to contemplative melancholy, a companion piece to “L’Allegro” written by John Milton.

ANSWER: “Il Penseroso”
3. Bedrich Smetana's quartet "From My Life" features a solo by this instrument at the beginning of its first movement while Brahms Spiritual lullaby is written for accompaniment by it and piano. During the twentieth century prominent virtuosos included Lionel Tertis and William Primrose and composers William Walton and Bela Bartok wrote concertos for it. Perhaps more notable, the instrument is featured prominently in The Swan-Turner, composed by one of its musicians, Paul Hindemith. Though high register music for it is often written on the treble clef, music for it is typically written on the alto clef. Famously the “March of the Paladins” from Harold in Italy was written to feature a solo on it by Niccolò Paganini. For ten points-- what is this stringed instrument often overshadowed by the cello and violin? 

ANSWER: Viola 

4. His namesake award is given every year by his alma mater Colby College.  As related in former Senator Paul Simon’s 1994 biography about him, Freedom’s Champion, he employed a young William Wells Brown before a conversion to Presbyterianism that marked a change in his career.  He died five years later during an attack on Royal Weller and 20 of his supporters outside Godfrey & Gilman warehouse, and his brother Owen took up his cause as a staunch Radical Republican.  The story of his death was detailed in his friend Edward Beecher’s narratives.  For ten points, name this man who served as editor of the Observer, first in St. Louis and then in Alton, Illinois, an abolitionist killed by a pro-slavery mob in 1837.

ANSWER: Elijah Parish Lovejoy
5. Minor characters include Mr. Genghis, a whiskey drinking American, and Ms. Gold Tooth, who runs the “Sweet Enchantment” brothel. Its dependence on regional dialects was so strong that its author decided to include a glossary in the back of this novel. A key moment occurs when the Zany extracts revenge on Colonel Sonriente, who had earlier taunted him on the Cathedral steps. But the majority of the story focuses on Angel Face’s decision to abandon the title character after he falls in love with Camila, the daughter of Eusebio Canales, the head of the political opposition. Written during the author’s exile in Paris, it includes numerous references to the folklore he had earlier written about in his Legends of Guatemala. For ten points, identify this novel about an unnamed and ruthless politician, the best known of Miguel Asturias.

ANSWER: El Senor Presidente or The President

6. One legend about this man is that he once hit the future Pope Clement VI over the head with a shoe while competing for the wife of a German shoemaker.  Along with Thomas Bradwardine, he was one of the few logicians that did not limit the explanation of human discourse to the logically ideal. Thus he used paradoxes of self-reference to test his logic.  He outlined that logic in a commentary on Peter of Spain’s Summulae logicales, and his theory of impetus help undermine support for the Aristotelian view of the heavens. While his Summulae de dialectica was his most influential work, we know him today for his work on akrasia in his commentary on Aristotle. For ten points, identify this philosopher who has a famous decision problem involving his ass. 

ANSWER: Jean Buridan
7. The integral of this vector can be used to quantify the 'strength' of the Ranque-Hilsch apparatus. Though the Law of Biot and Savart was not intended to be used with it as a parameter, that law may be adapted with the current term replaced by this quantity. Its value for a set of parameters can be solved for in the Wilkinson equations, an adaptation of the Navier-Stokes equations. It is more difficult to consider it in the case of Couette Flow, tough it is particularly powerful for materials with high Reynolds numbers. And though the angular velocity is not necessarily 0 for an irrotational fluid, its value is 0. For 10 points -- what is this fluid dynamics vector, the curl of fluid velocity? 

ANSWER: Voriticity 

8. He engages in a battle of wits that he eventually loses when he is unable to guess Lady Achren’s real name. After Gwydion defeats him in the “Battle of the Trees” he has to forget about recovering his dog, his buck, and his lapwing, from the plowman Amaethon. The rival of Hafgan, a more famous story, compiled by Lady Charlotte Guest, finds him rewarding a human hero for sleeping chastely with his wife after they’d traded places for year and a day. During that year this owner of a magical black cauldron became lord of Dyfed and Pwyll ruled in his stead as King of the land of departed souls. For ten points, identify this Welsh god of the Underworld.

ANSWER:  Arawn

9. In Romare Bearden’s version a Dalmatian can be seen on the ground, a waiter brings a drink from the right, and the participants have enormous hands. Pieter de Hooch’s version features a young page entering the scene and takes place in front of a fireplace, where a young lady asks her suitor’s opinion.  Theo Van Doesburg’s depiction has a fourth party standing, surveying the action and it is framed by a dark background. The most famous representation of these titular individuals came in a series of three canvasses composed between 1890 and 1892 that feature five, four, and two figures, respectively. In all of the works these folks are gathered around a central table, wear hats, and stare intently at what they hold in front of them, for ten points, identify these subjects of Paul Cezanne’s ruminations on playing a winning hand.

ANSWER: The Card Players
10. Kurt Lewin’s exhortation for psychology to become more Galilean can be seen as the beginning of the end of its prevalence. Its origins began in studies of the law of non-common effects which was later codified by Kelley as the discounting principle.  In a review paper about it, Gilbert and Malone implicated Skinner’s “invisibility problem” as one of its causes, which is the idea that lacking access to a person’s perspective drives it. In one experiment demonstrating it, Ross, Amabile and Steinmetz, showed that people inferred that quizmasters were more knowledgeable then contestants despite random role assignment. Initially demonstrated by Jones and Harris, for ten points, identity this important mistake people make when they over ascribe people’s behavior to personality rather than situation. 

ANSWER: Fundamental Attribution Error also accept Correspondence Bias prompt on FAE

11. The Letters of Junius was partially written on behalf of this elected politician, whom the Duke of Grafton replaced as Middlesex representative in parliament with Henry Luttrell. The chant, "No Liberty, No King" was heard during a riot to protest his imprisonment for libel. That riot led to the deaths of seven in the Massacre of St. George's Fields. It was his opposition to a fellow member of the Hellfire Club, the Earl of Bute, that led to founding a newspaper whose criticisms buoyed support in favor of American colonials. Later in life his radical stances were subdued and it was he who led the forces that put down the Gordon Riots. For 10 points-- who was this British reformer and founder of the North Briton, the namesake of an American assassin? 

ANSWER: John Wilkes 

12. Memory allocation can be made efficient for doubly linked lists by combining the previous and subsequent pointers into a single register via this operator. It is not used in the Pearson's Hash which improves that algorithms versatility, but it is used to create in the simplest error detection mechanism, the parity bit. It is both a commutative and associative operator and can be achieved with four nand gates in which the final is input to by two intermediates which are in turn input two by the first and both the HIGH and LOW signals. For 10 points-- what is the logical operation whose two-input result is true only when its inputs are unique? 

ANSWER: Exclusive disjunction or XOR or Exclusive Or

13. Persons who are mentioned but aren’t seen onstage include Warren Enright, Georgia, and Bessie Smith. At one point, the protagonist is accused of reading Chinese poetry and drinking green tea. During the course of the second section more and more people begin to sit on the seats onstage, until a drunk finally gets up to join one of the main characters. That woman, who is dressed in “skimpy summer clothes,” wears loud lipstick, and eats an apple, dances a jig while calling her antagonist “Tom Woolyhead.” Eventually he slaps her and unleashes a rant against hip whites who can’t understand that Charlie Parker wants to kill them all. Set on a subway car that seems to travel through the underbelly of the city indefinitely, it ends with Lula stabbing Clay to death and another young black man getting on the train to seemingly start the game all over again. For ten points, identify this symbolist play by LeRoi Jones.

ANSWER: Dutchman

14. Events precipitated in the United States by their establishment included the failed Wagner-Rogers bill and the FDR initiated Evian Conference. Due to a lack of planning, there was not enough paper on which to announce the policies which they established; menu cards were used in place of paper. Those not able to prove compliance with the policies since 1750 were ineligible to serve in the army. Alternatively, those wishing to join the army could apply for a blü-tig-keit-serk-lä-rung, a national certificate excusing their "Mischling" status. Extended three years later by the Anschluss to Austria, --for ten points-- what is this set of 1935 Nazi laws intended to promote racial purity, named for the Bavarian city that was later the site of a War Crimes Tribunal. 

Answer: Nuremberg Laws

15.  In a historic moment, this establishment was on the brink of financial ruin, but was saved by an impromptu fundraiser on a forgotten radio station, KKTY.  It contained the coin-op video games Mr. Do, Time Pilot '84, and Pulsar, and was named after the character played by Ed Alonzo  After its namesake inexplicably leaves, the heartthrob Jeff manages the hangout.  A veritable all-purpose room, it was the setting of a dance contest hosted by Casey Kasem, an audition by a music trio for record execs, and the hatching of a product line known as the Love Cuffs.   In a flashback Dennis Haskins' character recalls dancing to the Big Bopper here.  For ten points, name this diner that was the hangout Tori, Lisa, Jesse, Zack and the rest of the students of Bayside on Saved By the Bell. 
ANSWER: The Max

16. One of the first critics to take genre fiction seriously, he sang the praises of Henry James’ tale “The Other House” in his The Delights of Detection. This was followed by his indictment of academic fads in The House of Intellect. Other works find him defending the literary merits of De Profundis in “The Permanence of Oscar Wilde,” analyzing the work of Alexander Kinglake in “When the Orient was New,” and writing about the passing of his friend and colleague in the essay “Remembering Lionel Trilling.” His first work was Race: A Study in Modern Superstition, but his most popular work was a 2000 bestseller, subtitled “500 Years of Western Cultural Life.” For ten points identify this man of letters and author of From Dawn to Decadence.

ANSWER: Jacques Barzun

17. The second article of Phillip Melanchthon's Augsburg Confession considers this religious doctrine, on which there is no disagreement between Catholic and Protestant denominations. Both Christian denominations fall to the stance of Augustine who spoke out against Pelagius who used Ezekiel 18:20 to deny it. Christians cite Romans 5:12, and the Council of Trent provided the basis for the Catholic belief in Limbo by associating this doctrine with the "death of the soul." In a better known context, it is this doctrine which provided the necessity for the Immaculate Conception of Mary. The soul of the woman who would bear the Messiah would not have been pure otherwise, because Baptism had not yet been established. For ten points-- what is this Christian doctrine which holds that souls of newborns are stained by the transgression of Adam and Eve? 

ANSWER: Original Sin 

18. The poems “Stella,” “The Last Words,” and the opening work “Nox,” are angry poems that contrast dramatically with a collection he wrote late in life on the island of Serk, Songs of the Streets and the Woods. The culmination of his poetic career, however, wasn’t definitively published until 1883 as The Legend of the Ages. Early novels include The Last Day of a Condemned Man and Bug-Jargal which dramatized a slave revolt in Santo Domingo. His dramas include Inez de Castro and he outlined the tenets of romanticism in his “Preface to Cromwell.” Probably best remembered for creating such characters as the gypsy Esmerelda, the heroine Cosette, and Inspector Javert, for ten points, identify this author of The Hunchback of Notre Dame and Les Miserables. 

ANSWER: Victor Hugo
19. He was injured by a falling beam at the age of ten, leaving him in chronically bad health and causing him to become a scholar. During the cholera epidemic of 1831 he invented a heating device to sterilize clothing. Rejections of William Austen's claim that carbon was not an element and Humphrey Davy's notion that ammonia contained oxygen can be found in numerous editions of his textbook, Elements of Experimental Chemistry.  His most famous paper contained speculations about why the atmosphere did not separate into layers of gases with different densities, and this precursor of the theory of mixed gases led to the formulation of his namesake law.  FTP, name this English chemist whose law states that, for constant temperature, the mass of gas dissolved by a volume of liquid is proportional to the partial pressure of the gas in equilibrium, and is often invoked to explain soda fizz.

ANSWER: William Henry
20. In 324 this site was the setting of a battle between forces of Licinius and the army of Constantine which had been chasing some Sarmatians across the Danube. Some 900 years later it was the site of a victory for Bulgarian Kaloyan over a group of Crusaders led by Baldwin I. In 1922, Greece relinquished this city to one of the neighboring nations of which it is still a part. Approximately a century prior to its transfer by Greece, the city had been the site at which Aleksey Orlov signed a treaty ending a war with Turkey. Almost 1500 years prior it was the site of the triumph of a German alliance under Fritigern over the Roman emperor. Currently known as Edirne, --for 10 points-- what is the Thracian city located at the base of the Bosphorous Strait which in 378 AD saw the death of the Emperor Valens? 

ANSWER: Adrianople

21. Some districts in this city include Chantabuly, Sikhottabong and Hadxaifong. In myth it was founded by Prince Thattaradtha, although actual historians say that the city was founded around by a group of Hindu settlers.  This city's name is derived from the Pali for "the king's grove of sandalwood", and you could fly there using the Wattay international airport.  It is famous for the Pha That Luang Buddhist temple and to get to the city by ground you would probably take the Friendship Bridge which connects it with the Thai city of Nong Khai.  For ten points, name this city on the Mekong river the capital of Laos. 
ANSWER: Vientiane
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Bonus Questions

1. Answer these enquiries concerning your understanding of a work of philosophy FTPE:

A. This 1929 work posited the “actual occasion” as a metaphysically basic unit and argued that the philosophy of organism explains the connection between the two title entities.

ANSWER: Process and Reality
B. This man is the author of Modes of Thought and Science and the Modern World as well as Process and Reality.

ANSWER: Alfred North Whitehead
C. Whitehead may be best known for this collaborative effort which extended the earlier work of his A Treatise on Universal Algebra.

ANSWER: Principia Mathematica
2. Nobel laureate Paul Crutzen suggests that one way to counteract the greenhouse of effect would be to inject a compound of this element into the stratosphere, FTPE: 

A. What is this element, atomic number 16 which is commonly found in Epsom Salt?  

ANSWER: Sulfur
B. Miners originally used this process to extract sulphur from quicksand. Superheated steam is piped into a subterranean location melting the sulfur, which is then extracted with injected air. 

ANSWER: Frasch Process

C. One application of sulfur is its use in this process to generate cross-linkages between polymers.

C. This 1917 work’s third stanza finds the narrator describing a time he looked upon “those brilliant creatures” and heard the “bell-beat of their wings.”

ANSWER: “The Wild Swans at Coole”

4. Answer the following about some crazy 19th century dudes, for ten points each:

A. This tern was used to designate privately funded adventurers who led military expeditions and tried to set up their own regimes in other countries. Examples include Narcisco Lopez who tried to take Cuba in 1848.

ANSWER: Filibusters

B. This brigadier general served as governor of Mexico City from 1847-48, during the American occupation, he was later indicted by the federal government for helping to support Lopez’s filibustering attempts to conquer Cuba.  

ANSWER: John Anthony Quitman

C. This Tennessee born former doctor began his filibustering career invading Sonora and actually captured Granada in 1856. He was eventually killed after he lost control of Nicaragua and tried one more attempt to conquer Central America.

6. Answer the following about mythical people, for ten points each:

A. Pindar saw them as blessed people and Perseus visited them in his search for the Gorgon. They lived far from Greece as their name, meaning “beyond the North Wind,” would indicate.

ANSWER: Hyperborean(s)

B. Apollo was said to spend the winter months in the land of the Hyperboreans because this mother of his was supposedly born in their lands.

ANSWER: Leto
C. Heracles went as far as the land of the Hyperboreans to bring back the golden antlers of this animal sacred to Artemis.

ANSWER: cerynean or cerynitian hind or stag or deer

7. It was the subject of the Ives-Stilwell experiment, which confirmed relativity, FTPE: 

A. Different to its 90 degree approach angle, what is this phenomenon, the analog to the classical longitudinal variety?

ANSWER: Transverse Doppler Effect

B. Special Relativity predicted that when moving closer to the speed of light a difference of this factor would be evidenced by both Doppler Effects. 

ANSWER: Lorentz Factor

C. The Lorentz factor difference is due to this effect of special relativity.

C. In 1378 Florence's popolo minuto, a group of disenfranchised wool carders, decided they had had enough so they staged this revolt. It led to the rise of the Medici.

13. Answer the following about a literary link, for ten points each:

A. Lawrence Durrell wrote a play about this woman, while her fellow Lesbian, Odysseus Elytis, dedicated one of his works to this poet.

ANSWER: Sappho
B. Perhaps the most famous literary adaptation of Sappho’s life was written by this Austrian dramatist who also wrote The Ancestress and The Golden Fleece.

ANSWER: Franz Grillparzer
C. Probably the most graphic literary depiction of Sappho occurs in this Victorian’s poem “Anactoria.” In it she describes eating her lover’s body. He also wrote the poems “Hymn to Proserpine” and “The Triumph of Time.”

ANSWER: Algernon Charles Swinburne

14. A composer and his work, for ten points each:

A. Dryden's “Alexander's Feast” was set to music in 1697 by this composer, who was joint organist of the Chapel Royal with William Croft. He later committed suicide. 

ANSWER: Jeremiah Clarke 
B. Previously attributed to Henry Purcell, this is the common name of the best remembered work of Jeremiah Clarke.  

ANSWER: Trumpet Voluntary
C. Clarke originally composed this rondo for keyboard, whose music would later be adapted as Trumpet Voluntary. It was written to honor George, the king consort of Queen Anne. 

ANSWER: Prince of Denmark March

15. Answer the following about a feature of our solar system: 

1. Originally proposed by an Estonian astronomer, the idea was later revised by a Dutchman. This cloud of comets is hypothesized to the remnant of the nebula which collapsed to form the sun and planets. 

ANSWER: Öpik-Oort Cloud

2. The theory behind the Oort cloud is based on the plot of this property of long period comets. It can be defined as orbital point of a celestial body that is farthest from the sun.

ANSWER: aphelion  

3. In 2003 three astronomers discovered this Inner Oort cloud planetoid with an aphelion of approximately 975 Astronomical Units. It is named for an Inuit sea goddess.

C. The Athabasca, Cold Lake, and Peace river deposits are collectively known by this name. It contains 85% of the worlds' bitumen – a heavy form of oil that does not easily flow. The deposits have received considerable attention of late because high oil prices and the relative stability of the northern hemisphere country in which they are contained.
