Toss-Up Questions

1. Among its signers was a man who would be removed from office in the Sixtus Affair, and another who orchestrated a victory at the Battle of the Masurian Lakes.  It transferred possession of Kars, Ardahan, and Batum, and it set the eastern boundary of a territory along Lake Luban.  An initial phase of negotiations for this treaty resulted in one party declaring a policy of “no war, no peace,” but a few months later that party was forced to accept harsher terms.  Its terms were reversed by the Treaty of Rapallo, which was signed by Rathenau and one of this treaty’s signers, Georgy Chicherin.  Resulting in the renouncing of claims to, among others, the Aaland Islands, Livonia, and Finland, FTP identify this treaty signed by the Quadruple Alliance and Russia, ending Bolshevik involvement in World War I.

ANSWER:  Treaty of Brest-Litovsk
2. He played the role of Kevin Vick in the CSI: NY episode "Grand Master", and the year 2000 saw him appear as Patience in no less than four episodes of Moesha. He urges listeners to "never pay pimp hoes for the pussy, that's the 'Merican way" in a song where he explains how to make crack from cocaine. 2006 saw him release his 17th album, America's Most Luved Bad Guy, and saw his Shakespearian-named son release his 5th album, God's Gift. Apart from siring Lil' Romeo, he has also trained No Limit artists like Mystikal. 2006 also saw him appear on Dancing with the Stars, although his refusal to wear ballroom shoes cost him dearly. For ten points, name this New Orleans-based rapper, famous for claiming that he will make them say "uhh."

ANSWER: Master P or Percy Robert Miller (do not accept P)

3. One of the characters in this work makes his entrance after chasing away a novelty salesman and breaks down at the end of the confrontation, complaining of his three parchesi-loving dependents and his ripped jacket. Flora and Bessie first introduce doubt into the main character's mind about the significance of Estelle Hohengarten. The main character lashes out at her daughter's sailor boyfriend Jack Hunter, forcing him to promise on the Virgin Mary to respect her daughter's innocence.  That action causes the daughter to lash out at her mother after finding the mother with Alvaro Mangiacavallo, who had recently acquired the title object. Centering on the struggle of Serafina to cope with her "wild like a Gypsy" husband's death, FTP identify this Tennessee Williams play whose title object Serafina twice claims to feel burning on her breast.

ANSWER:  The Rose Tattoo

4. According to Adam of Bremen, this man spent fourteen years exiled in Scotland. Another tale says that he was raised by Palna-Toke, the Jarl of Jomsborg instead of his father, Harold Bluetooth. He divorced his first wife, the daughter of Duke Mieszko of Poland, and on the advice of his second he arranged an alliance that resulted in his great naval victory at the Battle of Svolde. The St. Brice's Day Massacre sparked his most famous achievement, where he deposed a king who had earlier defecated into a baptismal font. For 10 points, --  name this Dane who conquered England and overthrow Ethelred the Unready, known for his fashionable facial hair.

ANSWER: Sweyn I Forkbeard

5. After the development of his mature ideas, this man practiced “cerebral hygiene”, limiting his reading to the Imitation of Christ.  This led to his final work, which catalogued the Fetishist and Theocratic periods of civilization and described the functions of worship. Aside from this so-called “catechism”, he theorized about spontaneous order in society, which he explained in terms of voluntary and involuntary forms of affiliation. This, along with his idea of “universal consensus” was described in his most famous work, which included summaries of astronomy and mathematics and was translated into English by Harriet Martineau. That work also analyzed societal dynamics in terms of the “law of three stages.”. FTP, identify this Frenchman who authored the Course of Positive Polity and coined the term sociology.

ANSWER: Auguste Comte
6. This daughter of Perse was said to live in a house of polished stone near a cemetery where male corpses were wrapped in untanned oxhides and placed on top of willow-trees for birds to eat.  She bore a son who, while raiding an island he thought was Corcyra, killed his father with the spine of a sting-ray.  She supplied a decoction that protected Procris from the effects of a curse pronounced by her sister Pasiphaë, and purified the murderers of Apsyrtus.  She also turned Picus into a woodpecker after he spurned her, and transformed Scylla into a monster.  She gave birth to Telegonus after sleeping with a hero who used moly to resist her magic.  FTP, name this aunt of Medea who turned some of Odysseus’s crew into swine.
Answer: Circe
7. Its reaction with alkenes is proposed to proceed through the formation of a biradical Criegee intermediate. That intermediate is formed from the rearrangement of an earlier five-membered ring intermediate.  It participates in a series of reactions named for Chapman, and the effect of various nitrogen-containing compounds on its concentration was studied by Crutzen.  This compound, which may be measured in Dobson units, reacts with carbon-carbon double bonds to produce two carbonyl-containing compounds.  FTP identify this explosive blue gas that reacts to produce its diatomic allotrope and is broken down in the stratosphere by CFC’s.

ANSWER:  ozone or O3
8. Auguste Clot collaborated with Cézanne on a lithograph inspired by this work.  Another artist produced several preparatory pieces for an unfinished version of this theme, including a depiction of Camille Doncieux and Frédéric Bazille as The Strollers, and a painting of the Bodmer Oak in the Fontainebleau forest.  One of the figures in the original painting of this name was inspired by a Watteau painting of Diana Bathing, and the other figures were inspired in part by Raphael’s The Judgement of Paris by way of an engraving by Raimondi.  Another source was a painting attributed to Titian and Giorgione, the Pastoral Concert.  FTP, name this Manet painting featuring two dressed men and a nude woman seated in the foreground near a discarded picnic basket.

Answer: Luncheon on the Grass or Déjeuner sur l’herbe

9. One character in this novel laments Mrs. Fraser’s and Lady Stornaway’s influence on the sister of Mrs. Grant.  Another character takes inspiration from the Ravenshaws in suggesting a play which provides an opportunity for Baron Wildenheim’s rants to be declaimed by Mr. Yates, but the performance of Lovers’ Vows is interrupted by the return of the master of the house from Antigua.  The central character learns of the recently-married Mrs. Rushworth’s elopement with Henry Crawford, prompting her return to the title estate, where she finds Mrs. Norris unconsolable.  FTP, name this Jane Austen novel in which the Bertram family takes in Fanny Price.

ANSWER: Mansfield Park

10. In his youth, this man befriended Fran Kamara, the future king of Tabon, before settling for a time at Mema.  Upon his death, the traditional fraternal succession was violated when the throne was seized by his son Uli.  This son of Sogolon and Maghan was a member of the royal house of Kangaba, and supposedly didn’t walk until age seven.  He defeated an opponent who was said to be invulnerable to iron, draining that enemy’s powers by hitting him with an arrow tipped with a white cockspur, then pursuing him to Koulikoro.  He established his capital at Niani after his victory at Kirina over the Susu chieftain Sumanguru.  For 10 points, -- name this founder of the Mali empire.

ANSWER: Sundiata or Mari Diata Keita

11.  Synthesis of in-do-les from aryl-hydra-zones commonly requires catalytic amounts of this element’s chloride in a reaction named for Emil Fischer. A protein domain involving it contains two antiparallel beta strands and an alpha helix, and frequently contains two cysteine and two histidine residues.  In its zero oxidation state, it reacts with alpha-haloesters to form a nucleophilic intermediate in the Reformatsky reaction and can form an amalgam with mercury that reduces carbonyl groups under acidic conditions in the Clemmensen reaction.  Found in its +2 oxidation state in carbonic anhydrase and many DNA-binding proteins, FTP identify this element whose sulfide is known as sphalerite, a transition metal with a filled 3d shell and that is used to galvanize steel. 

ANSWER:  zinc or Zn

12. In this work, the author mentions the Maine law a second time while discussing trade in the final section. The third section lists Luther and Arnold of Brescia as examples where truth was successfully censored.  Some of the ideas expounded in this work were later extended to science in Feyerabend’s Against Method.  In discussing Lord Stanley, the author notes that Stanley overlooks a third class of non-social acts and habits.  Its epigraph is taken from Wilhem von Humboldt’s Sphere and Duties of Government, whose central thesis on self-development is discussed in its second section, “Of Individuality.”  The first section contains an enunciation of the Harm Principle.  FTP, name this essay arguing for freedom of speech and thought written by John Stuart Mill.

ANSWER: On Liberty

13. He wrote of “melodious multitudes” that strove to lure Apollo from his “impregnable domain” in one poem, and expressed a desire to learn more about Ucalegon and Melchizedek in another.  In addition to “Many Are Called” and “Two Men,” he wrote multiple pieces featuring Damaris’s husband George Annandale, and a poem featuring the Watcher by the Way, “The Town Down The River.”  He also wrote of a man “Familiar as an old mistake,/ And futile as regret,” and of a woman for whom “what she meets and what she fears/ Are less than are the downward years.”  In addition to “Bewick Finzer” and “Eros Turannos,” he wrote poems focusing on a “child of scorn” and on a gentleman “admirably schooled in every grace.”  FTP, name this author of “Miniver Cheevy” and “Richard Cory.”

ANSWER: Edwin Arlington Robinson
14. He negotiated the Treaty of Canandaigua, in which the United States pledged annual calico payments to the Six Nations, as the American ambassador to the Iroquois. As a colonel, he led an unsuccessful effort to cut off the British retreat from Lexington but was nonetheless made Quartermaster-General in 1780, having earlier published the Continental Army's first field manual. His brief tenure as Secretary of War saw the laying down of the USS Constitution and the founding of West Point, and he famously joined with George Cabot and Theophilus Parsons to found the Essex Junto after being dismissed as Secretary of State by John Adams. For ten points, name this Massachusetts Federalist, ally of Alexander Hamilton, and leader at the Hartford Convention.

ANSWER: Timothy Pickering

15. One piece in this collection was adapted from a collaboration and was subtitled "A Scene from Army Life" by this collection's composer.  Another piece, "In Praise of High Intellect," depicts a donkey who judges a singing competition and is referred to in the "fresh" finale of its composer's fifth symphony.  "Life on Earth" stands in direct contrast to "The Heavenly Life," a description of divine delights that serves as the choral finale for its composer's fourth symphony.  Two of the fifteen were composed for voice and orchestra was introduced with its composer's Ruckert-Lieder and Kindertotenlieder. FTP identify this song collection, with texts based on anthology by Arnim and Brentano, that features prominently in the early symphonies of Mahler and whose title refers to an enchanted object.

ANSWER:  Des Knaben Wunderhorn or The Boy's Magic Horn (accept reasonable equivalents)

16. According to Boccaccio, most of the women in this city look like lizards, with one notable exception being whisked away from her husband by the pirate Paganino in the Decameron.  A double switch in the marital bedchamber perpetrated by Prince Potenziani and his young wife occurs in a story about the "Roads Round" this city, the second of Dinesen's Seven Gothic Tales.  This city also lends its name to a series of poems that reflects on the death of poet J.P. Angold and on the DTC where the poet began writing that series at the end of World War II.  Also the  hometown of Lucentio, who wins the hand of Bianca at the end of The Taming of the Shrew, FTP identify this Italian city that lends its name to a set of Ezra Pound's Cantos and is home to a famous Campanile.

ANSWER:  Pisa


17. Its 1,430 pages are written in a script standardized by a man sometimes known as Lehna.  Its second section is divided into 31 subsections based on the musical modes in which those subsections are meant to be sung.  Its compiler endured 5 days of torture, including being dipped in boiling water and having hot sand poured on him, after meeting with the rebel prince Khusro.  This text contains selections from Farid and Kabir, as well as 62 saloks due to Angad, over 2000 compositions due to Arjun, and the opening statement of belief, the Mul Mantra of Nanak.  Said to be the living Guru, FTP name this scriptural text of Sikhism.

ANSWER: Adi Granth or Adi Sri Guru Granth Sahib Ji
18. The northern part of this nation is inhabited by the Toubou people, who take their name from a mountain range that contains this nation's tallest peak, Emi Koussi and its active volcano, Pic Tousside. While the Tibesti are this nation's largest mountain chain, the Sara peoples, its largest ethnic group, are found mostly in the south. The Harmattan wind picks up dust in the northern part of this nation, and while only 3% of its land is arable, oil reserves have been discovered near the city of Doba and this nation became an oil producer in 2003. The Chari river is the chief source of this nation's namesake lake, which it shares with one of its southern neighbors. For ten points, name this central African nation with capital at N'Djamena, which also borders Cameroon, Niger, and the Sudan.

ANSWER: Chad

19. One founder of it was married to Sybille of Cleves, the sister of Anne of Cleves, while another founder, nicknamed "the Magnanimous", was concurrently married to Margarete von der Saale and Christine of Saxony. Its accomplishments included the expulsion of Duke Henry of Wolfenbüttel and the removal of Julius von Pflug from the See of Naumburg-Zeitz. France renounced its alliance with it in 1544 and its collapse was precipitated when its leaders, John Frederick of Saxony and Phillip I of Hesse, were captured by the Duke of Alva at the battle of Muhlberg. For ten points, -- name this league of Protestants, founded against Charles V and named for a city in Thuringia.

ANSWER: The Schmalkaldic League or League of Schmalkald
20. This man introduced the discrete ordinate method for radiative transfer and studied the magneto-rotational instability, described in his monograph Hydrodynamic and Hydromagnetic Stability.  He introduced his namesake potential energy tensor in the tensor virial theorem, and noted the dominant role played by the hydride ion in setting the opacity of the outer layers of stellar atmospheres.  While traveling to study under Ralph Fowler, he carried out calculations using the relativistic equation of state for degenerate electrons which disagreed with Fowler’s theory that all stars end up as white dwarves.  FTP, name this astrophysicist who calculated an upper bound on white dwarf mass, his namesake limit.

ANSWER: Subrahmanyan Chandrasekhar (prompt on Chandra, his nickname)

21. Daniel Eysette suffers through life at a boarding school in this man’s semiautobiographical novel Le Petit Chose.  In another work by this author, suffering fills the life of the illegitimate son of Ida de Barency, Jack. He wrote a collection of stories that includes "Father Gaucher's Elixir" and “The Lighthouse of Les Sanguinaires,” and created a quixotic hero for three of his novels who explores the Alps and goes to Algiers in search of lions. In addition to the “Tartarin de Tarascon” novels, his dramatic output includes a play whose title character is loved by Frederi and his brother, referred to as The Innocent, which may be better known for the incidental music composed for it and arranged into two suites by Bizet.  FTP identify this author of the short story collection Letters From My Windmill and the play L'Arlesienne.

ANSWER:  Alphonse Daudet
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Bonus Questions

1. The dissent written to the majority opinion for this case cited the 1946 case of Colegrove v. Green, when it was decided that “Courts ought not to enter [the] political thicket” of legislative reapportionment.  For ten points each:

A.  Identify this 1962 Supreme Court decision whose defendant was the Secretary of State of Tennessee.

ANSWER:  Baker v. Carr
B.  The dissent to Baker v. Carr was written by this Jewish associate justice who succeeded Benjamin Cardozo and may have driven fellow justice Charles Whittaker toward a nervous breakdown after recusing himself from the Baker case.

ANSWER:  Felix Frankfurter

C.  Although Baker v. Carr allowed that legislative apportionment was a Court-worthy issue, it was not until this 1964 case when the Court actually laid down rules for it, declaring that state legislative districts needed to have approximately equal populations.

ANSWER:  Reynolds v. Sims [accept either name or both in any order]

2. Identify these early British prose writers, for ten points each:

A. This doctor wrote the 17th century classic about Urn Burials called Hydriotaphia, but is probably better known for his Religio Medici.

ANSWER: Sir Thomas Browne
B. This man, whose lesser known work is the drama Philosophaster, began his most famous work with the preface, “Democritus Junior to the Reader;” it was called The Anatomy of Melancholy.

ANSWER: Robert Burton
C. This man, better known as a poet, authored a 1611 defense of suicide called Biathanatos and a series of Devotions upon Emergent Occasions.
ANSWER: John Donne
3. Answer the following about an instrument, for ten points each: 

A. Vivaldi, Mozart, and Johann Nepomuk Hummel all wrote concertos for this instrument used by Prokofiev to depict Peter's Grandfather. 

ANSWER: Bassoon
B. This composer used the high register of the Bassoon to depict the dukka, a Russian folk instrument, in the unfinished Gogol-inspired comic opera, The Fair at Soróchintsï. 

ANSWER: Modest Mussorgsky 
C. Mussorgsky inspired a fellow countryman to use the high register bassoon for the opening of this controversial 1913 Ballet.

ANSWER: Rite of Spring or Le Sacre du printemps 

4. Identify the following relating to a battle FTPE.

A.  Also called the Battle of Moraviantown, this 1813 battle in present-day Ontario saw William Henry Harrison defeat a combined British and Indian force partially under the command of Tecumseh.

Answer: Battle of the Thames
B.  The British forces at the Battle of the Thames were commanded by this general, who had been placed in command of Fort Detroit. He fled the battle and was later court-martialed.

Answer: Henry Proctor
C.  This Kentucky colonel claimed to have killed Tecumseh at the Thames. For his insistence that he did so, he was elected Vice-President in 1837. He is also famous for living openly with a female slave and their mulatto children.

Answer: Richard Mentor Johnson
5. Name these Hemingway short stories, FTPE.

A.  Walcott fouls Jack Brennan during a boxing match, but Jack manages to hang on and then fouls Walcott to avoid losing the money he bet on Walcott.

ANSWER: “Fifty Grand”
B.  While hunting dangerous game with Robert Wilson, the title character runs from a lion, then loses his fear while facing buffalo.  Then his wife shoots him in the head.

ANSWER: “The Short Happy Life of Francis Macomber”

C.  The title characters, Max and Al, spend some time in Henry’s lunch-room waiting for a chance to wack Ole Andreson.

ANSWER: “The Killers”

6. This work claims to have been compiled and published by Hilarius Bookbinder.  FTPE:

A.  Name this Kierkegaard work whose first section, “In Vino Veritas,” features Johannes the Seducer and Victor Eremita, characters from a previous work.

ANSWER: Stages on Life’s Way: Studies by Various Persons, compiled, forwarded to the press, and published by Hilarius Bookbinder or Stadier paa Livets Vei. Studier af Forskjellige. Sammenbragte, befordrede til Trykken og udgivet af Hilarius Bogbinder
B.  Stages on Life’s Way is a sequel to this work, whose title refers in part to an alternative to the Hegelian dialectic, and in part to the aesthetic and ethical stages of existence.

ANSWER: Either/Or: A Fragment of Life or Enten-Eller. Et Livs-Fragment
C.  The first two sections of Stages on Life’s Way discuss the aesthetic and ethical spheres, while the third section, “Guilty? Not guilty?” discusses this third stage, which Kierkegaard describes as the “sphere of fulfillment.”

ANSWER: religious
7. Answer the following about magnetic fields and matter, FTPE.

A.  This vector quantity, given by the magnetic dipole moment per unit volume, appears in the definition of the auxiliary field H.  It can be used to determine the bound current.

ANSWER: magnetization

B.  In linear media, the magnetization is equal to the auxiliary field H times this scalar quantity, and the relative permeability is equal to one plus this quantity.

ANSWER: magnetic susceptibility

C.  In magnetized materials, this law relates the curl of the auxiliary field H to the free current density.  Maxwell added the displacement current term to this equation named for a Frenchman.

ANSWER: Ampère’s law

8. Name these deities associated with really good liquor, 5-5-10-10.

A.  For 5, this goddess took a break from slaughtering mankind to chug 7000 jugs of beer mixed with pomegranate juice.  Some versions of the story feature Sekhmet rather than this cow-headed goddess.

Answer: Hathor

B.  For 5, in his eponymous epic Gilgamesh encounters the divine barmaid Siduri, a manifestation of this Babylonian goddess of sex and war.  Her Sumerian counterpart is Inanna.

Answer: Ishtar

C.  For 10, this peerless brewmaster provides the beer of immortality at the feasts of the Tuatha dé Danann.  This smith-god is the Irish equivalent of the Welsh Govannon.

Answer: Goibhniu (apparently pronounced something like “GOIVE-new” or “GWEEV-new;” be generous on pronunciation)

D.  For 10, this husband of Ran sent Thor and Tyr on a quest for the cauldron of Hymir so he could whip up more of his fine mead for the Aesir.  Like Njord, he was a god of the sea.

Answer: Aegir
9. Stuff about a functional group,  For ten points each:

A.  Identify this functional group consisting of a carbon-nitrogen double bond.  When the nitrogen possesses alkyl or aryl substituents, this functional group is often referred to as a Schiff base.

ANSWER:  imines

B.  An imine is an intermediate in this reaction of an aldehyde, a primary or secondary amine, and an enolizable carbonyl compound to form a beta-amino carbonyl compound.  This reaction has been used to synthesize alkaloids such as tropinone, a precursor to atropine.

ANSWER:  Mannich reaction

C. An imine is also an intermediate for this series of reactions that synthesize amino acids. 

ANSWER: Strecker Synthesis

10. Answer the following on German Expressionists, FTPE.

A.  This member of Neue Sachlichkeit produced many anti-war works after serving in WWI, including The Trench, War Cripples, and a book of etchings, War.

Answer: Otto Dix

B.  Gabriele Münter was a member of this short-lived group, which fell apart at the start of WWI after Franz Marc was killed in combat and Wassily Kandinsky was forced to return to Russia.

Answer: Der Blaue Reiter or The Blue Rider

C.  Paintings by this founding member of Die Brücke include Girl Under Japanese Umbrella, Street Scene in Dresden and Street Scene in Berlin.

Answer: Ernst Ludwig Kirchner

11. Identify these German bodies of water FTPE.

A.  The Rhine flows into and out of this large lake on the German-Swiss border which contains islands such as Lindau.

ANSWER: Lake Constance
B.  If you want to travel from the Baltic Sea to the North Sea, or vice-versa, you may travel through this canal in Northern Germany, completed in 1895.

ANSWER: Kiel Canal

C.  This tributary of the Rhine flows through Lorraine and through a namesake land once noted for its industry.

ANSWER: Saar River

12. Name these special temperatures, FTPE.

A.  This is the temperature at which the second virial coefficient is zero.  He sometimes shares billing on a namesake law with Edme Mariotte.  

ANSWER: Boyle temperature or point

B. This is the temperature above which, at constant enthalpy, expansion causes a rise in temperature. Below it isenthalpic expansion causes cooling. Its namesakes developed the theory which makes the Linde process possible.

ANSWER: Joule-Thompson Inversion Temperature 
C.  For a harmonic oscillator, this temperature is given by Planck’s constant times the oscillator frequency over Boltzmann’s constant.  It appears in its namesake’s model of heat capacity which reproduces the Dulong-Petit law, but not the T3 [read: T cubed] behavior at low temperatures.

ANSWER: Einstein temperature

13. Identify the following about a novel dedicated to Nancy Mitford, for ten points each:

A. This work tells the story of a love triangle set in motion after Sir Francis Hinsley’s death causes the would-be poet Dennis Barlow to visit Whispering Glades Funeral Home. There he meets the lovely Ms. Thanatogenos, who is lusted after by Mr. Joyboy.

ANSWER: The Loved One

B. The Loved One was written by this author of works like Black Mischief and A Handful of Dust.

ANSWER: Evelyn Waugh

C. This Waugh work, his second novel, features such eccentric characters as Mrs. Ape, but is primarily the story of Adam Fenwick-Symes, a poor young writer, who is in love with the odd Nina Blount.

ANSWER: Vile Bodies

14. The most dangerous portion of this ritual is the stoning of the jamarat.  FTPE:

A.  Name this pillar of Islam, a ritual pilgrimage to Mecca.

ANSWER: the Hajj

B.  This is the term for the two white, unhemmed sheets used as clothing for male pilgrims during the Hajj.

ANSWER: Ihram or Ahram

C.  The Hajj includes going seven times between the hills of Safa and Marwah to reenact this Biblical character’s search for water for her baby.  

ANSWER: Hagar or Hajar or Hajarah

15. Answer the following about an institution of government FTPE.

A.  Coming from the word for "land", this was a type of local government in late 19th century Russia which had power over education, food supply, healthcare, and other local issues. They were notable for allowing peasant involvement.

ANSWER: Zemstvo
B.  The Zemstvos were first created during the reign of this Russia Emperor, who sat on the throne from 1855 to 1881.

ANSWER: Alexander II (do not accept Alexander III)

C.  The laws creating the zemstvos was written mostly by this interior minister to Alexander II, who also wrote the order emancipating serfs and was seen as the architect of Alexander II's liberal reforms.

ANSWER: Nikolay Milyutin
16. Give these terms from the classification of faults, FTSNOP.

A.  For 5 points each, these are the two measured directions used to define the orientation of an exposed rock layer, or of the slip along a fault plane.

ANSWER: strike and dip

B.  This term is used to denote a strike-slip fault at a plate boundary.

ANSWER: transform fault

ANSWER: Uncle Vanya or Dyadya Vanya

C.  In Uncle Vanya, this country doctor corresponds to the earlier Wood Demon.  He pursues Yelena while Sonya pines for him.

ANSWER: Mikhail Lvovich Astrov
18. Answer the following on ancient Roman theater, FTPE.

A.  The argument of this Plautus play, rendered in acrostic verse, reveals that one of Hegio’s sons was taken in battle, while the other was sold by a slave.  Those sons, Philopolemus and Tyndarus, are the title characters.

ANSWER: The Captives or Captivi

B.  This uncle of Pacuvius wrote 19 adaptations of Greek dramas and The Rape of the Sabine Women.  He also wrote the poetry collection Hodge-Podge and the epic history Annales.

ANSWER: Quintus Ennius

C.  This man’s tragedies, which were not performed on stage until the Renaissance, include The Mad Hercules and a version of Medea sympathetic to Jason.  He also wrote a set of Moral Essays, including On Consolation, dedicated to his student Nero.

ANSWER: Lucius Annaeus Seneca the Younger

19. Answer the following about a type of behavior FTPE.

A.  In this behavior, actors select the first option that meets some minimum requirement rather than seek an optimal option.

ANSWER: satisficing
B.  The term satisficing was coined by this 1978 winner of the Nobel Prize in Economics and the 1975 Turing Award, who wrote such books as Administrative Behavior and his autobiography Models of my Life.

ANSWER: Herbert Simon
C.  Simon claimed that humans satisfice because they cannot practically comprehend the outcome of each and every possible option and must limit their calculations, and can therefore be described as this.

ANSWER: Boundedly Rational or Bounded Rationality
20. Stuff about a Meso-American civilization, FTPE:

A. The Temple of Inscriptions which is located in the city of Palenque the capital of B’aakal, is located above the tomb of Pascal, the best known Ajaw or King of this meso-American civilization. 

Answer: Maya
B.  Gumarcaj was the capital of the kingdom of this group of Maya.  They bordered the Cakchiquels, and a partial written record of their history can be found in the Popol Vuh.

ANSWER: Quiché

C.  This city and Chichén Itzá were members of the league of Mayapan.  It is home to the Pyramid of the Magician.

ANSWER: Uxmal
Identify the following current or former Pittsburgh Pirates FTPE.

A.  The most famous Pirate is probably this outfielder from Carolina, Puerto Rico, who famously died delivering relief supplies to earthquake victims.

ANSWER: Roberto Clemente
B.  This long-time Brewer replaced Sammy Sosa for the 2005 Cubs, but now plays right field in PNC Park. He is perhaps more famous for the unusual spelling of his first name.

ANSWER: Jeromy Burnitz
C.  An alumnus of Gonzaga and the top All-Star vote-getter for NL outfielders, this biggest star on the 2006 Pirates is considered the best Canadian-born player in the Major Leagues.

ANSWER: Jason Bay
