1) His watch and tie pin are discovered in the river by Mr. Crisparkle.  He is an apprentice engineer who always returns to Cloisterham, and his disappearance is blamed on Neville Landless, but there is no proof of his death.  Uncle Jasper relentlessly hounds Neville and pursues the title character’s ex-fiancée Rosa Bud, but is thwarted by the mysterious Mr. Datchery, who some theorize might be the title character in mufti.  For ten points, name this subject of an unfinished mystery by Charles Dickens.


ANSWER: Edwin Drood





2) One legislative body, elected by universal suffrage, had proportional representation while another body represented the states in the federal republic.  It originated in the Black-Red-Gold coalition headed by social democrat Friedrich Ebert.  Its death knell sounded with the Kapp Putsch of 1920.  In a national emergency, the president could suspend the Constitution and the chancellor could rule by decree, with the consent of the Reichstag, which Hindenburg allowed after the Reichstag Fire. For ten points, name this 1919 constitution describing the government of post World War I Germany.


ANSWER: Weimar Republic (accept “Weimar Constitution”)





3) Kenneth Bock in Human Nature and History claimed that this concept rests upon an inherently flawed analogy. Pierre van den Berghe is a proponent of using it to study kinship.  Suggested as the means by which ethics would be moved out of the field of philosophy, it denies the possibility of altruism, instead suggesting that parents protect their offspring in order to protect their genes.  For ten points, name this study of the biological basis of human behavior founded by Edward O. Wilson.


ANSWER: sociobiology





4) They can be classified as primary, secondary, or tertiary by shaking them with benzenesulfonyl chloride in the presence of aqueous potassium hydroxide in the Hinsberg test.  Perhaps the most important organic compounds that can turn litmus blue, they can be formed by the Curtius rearrangement of acyl azides.  The sulfa drugs consist of substituted ones, while the most important form of this class of compounds is the benzene derivative aniline.  For ten points, name these compounds in which one or more alkyl or aryl groups are attached to nitrogen.


ANSWER: amines (do not accept “azides” or “amides”)





5) According to Aelian, he was the leader of the colony at Ampipholis. Considered a forerunner of evolutionary theory due to his belief that mankind may have come from a possibly aquatic species, he is also said to have invented the sundial. For ten points, name this student of Thales, who posited that the first principle was an unlimited, or boundless, mass which he called apeiron.


ANSWER: Anaximander


6) His life included a season called the Boldino Fall, in which a cholera epidemic at his family's estate of Boldino became the occasion for a creative burst whose output included the verse drama cycle The Little Tragedies and the short stories of The Tales of Belkin. Killed due to wounds received in a duel with Baron George d'Anthes, his long poems include Poltava and The Bronze Horseman.  For ten points, name this Russian author of The Queen of Spades, Ruslan and Ludmilla and Eugene Onegin.


ANSWER: Alexander Sergeyevich Pushkin





7) His Corsair Overture was inspired by James Fennimore Cooper’s The Red Rover.  Other literary musical works include the Shakespeare-inspired Béatrice et Bénédict, the Sir Walter Scott-inspired Waverly Overture, the Byron-inspired Harold en Italie, and an opera based on part of the Aeneid, Les Troyens. For ten points, name this composer of the choral symphony Romeo et Juliette and the dramatic work The Damnation of Faust whose “March to the Scaffold” is the fourth movement of his Harriet Smithson-inspired Symphonie Fantastique.


ANSWER: (Louis-) Hector Berlioz





8) It mostly ended trial by combat by forbidding priests to officiate at such events.  It mandated yearly confessions for Catholics and distinctive dress for Jews and Muslims, while ordering Christian rulers to observe a four-year truce in preparation for what would become the Fifth Crusade.  It also authoritatively defined the sacraments and promulgated the dogma of transubstantiation.  For ten points, name this 1215 ecumenical council called by Innocent III.


ANSWER: Fourth Lateran Council





9) The sandwich type uses antibodies specific for different epitopes, while the indirect variety is the preferred method in detecting serum antibodies against HIV.  Horseradish peroxidase and alkaline phosphatase are among the substances that can be used in this process, in which a colored reaction product is created by reacting a colorless substrate and an antibody.  For ten points, name this technique that is similar to, but safer and cheaper than, radioimmunoassay and which uses an enzyme instead of a radioactive label.


ANSWER: ELISA or enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay or EIA





10) Ironically, this man has the single-season assist record for first basemen with 184.  Originally an outfielder with the Dodgers, he was traded with Ivan de Jesus for Rick Monday. He led the NL in batting average in 1980 while with the Cubs, but was traded in 1984 for Dennis Eckersley. Although he retired with 2,715 hits in 1990, he will forever be linked with Mookie Wilson. For ten points, what Boston first baseman let a grounder through his legs in the 1986 World Series?


ANSWER: Bill Buckner














11) This body of water contains the islands Saaremaa [SAHR-eh-mah] and Aland.  It drains out through the Great and Little Belts and the Oresund [OE-reh-sun], both of which connect to its westernmost part, the Kiel Bight.  Rivers that flow into it include the Ücker, Neman, Narva, Neva, and Vistula. The Gulfs of Bothnia and Finland are arms of, for ten points, what brackish sea between mainland Europe and the Scandinavian Peninsula?


ANSWER: Baltic Sea





12) He gave up his early sculpting aspirations to produce the romantic epic The Lot of the Promethides.   Some of this dramatist’s minor works include The Beaver Coat and the verse play The Sunken Bell.  The basis for the character of Mynheer Peepercorn in The Magic Mountain by Thomas Mann, his other works include the Atrides Tetralogy, Before Dawn, Hannele, and Drayman Henschel.  For ten points, name this German dramatist and 1912 Nobel laureate who described a Silesian revolt in The Weavers.


ANSWER: Gerhart Hauptmann





13) A man named Gest gained long life because one of this cadre prophesied that he would last as long as the candle by his cradle, after which another of them put out the candle to keep it from burning down.  They are subservient to the wishes of Orlog, the eternal law of the universe.  Another tale says they were also guardians who let only Idun pass to harvest the youth-giving apples, although more commonly they are said to live by the spring Urdarbrunn, which lies under one of the roots of the world-tree Yggdrasil. Urd, Verdandi, and Skuld are, for ten points, what trio, the Norse equivalent of the Fates?


ANSWER: The Norns





14) The Witch Head nebula is illuminated by light reflected from this Class B star, which some speculate may become an oxygen-neon white dwarf.  Now brighter than the alpha star of its constellation, it has at least two companion stars and is perhaps the best example of a blue supergiant. Its name from Arabic calls it the left foot of its constellation, while its location can be interpreted as where Scorpio did its stinging.  For ten points, name this star in Orion which is not Betelgeuse.


ANSWER: Rigel 





15) In vetoing it, the president claimed that it would lead to “time-consuming litigation” and “bureaucratic procedures,” creating a “consistent pattern of inequality.”  Still, Congress passed it, requiring bargaining agents to swear they were not Communists and virtually setting aside the Norris-LaGuardia Act by allowing injunctions if “public health or safety” was menaced.  For ten points, name this revision of the Wagner Act passed over Truman’s veto, which outlawed “closed shops” and was passed in 1947.


ANSWER: Taft-Hartley Labor Act or Labor Management Relations Act














16) Despite losing the use of both an eye and his left hand in a chemical accident at school, he successfully pursued a career in art. Called the Goya of his country for his interest in portraying the horrors of war, his works include Threat of the Dive Bomber and depictions of both Lenin and Mohandas Gandhi for the New School for Social Research.  His last completed works were frescoes for the dome of the legislature’s chambers in Guadalajara. For ten points, name this man credited for starting a renaissance in Mexican mural painting along with Diego Rivera and David Siqueiros.


ANSWER: José Clemente Orozco





17) He specifically aimed to disprove the English priest John Tuberville Needham.  He showed that different digestive juices were specialized for different foods, transplanted the head of one snail onto the body of another, and was the first to artificially inseminate a dog. The most famous experiment of this professor of physics at Modena and Pavia involved increased levels of heating and sealing broth in flasks. For ten points, name this Italian whose experiments helped disprove spontaneous generation.


ANSWER: Lazzaro Spallanzani





18) This literary movement inspired the paintings of Pierre-Cécile Puvis de Chavannes.  Drawing their name from their journal published from 1866 to 1876, and their aesthetics from Gautier’s concept of “art for art’s sake,” they preferred technically precise forms and Greco-Roman history as a subject.  Members included José María Heredia, Théodore de Banville, François Coppée, Sully Prudhomme, a young Paul Verlaine, and their leader Charles Leconte de Lisle.  For ten points, name this group of French poets who inspired the Symbolists and whose name ultimately derives from a mythological mountain.


ANSWER: Parnassian poets or Les Parnassiens





19) His practice of conducting all five daily prayers in one sitting and his execution of Islamic clerics and scholars led Muslim historians to call him “The Celebrated Infidel.”  Although he was able to take the port of Djenne with his well-developed river navy, he was unable to defeat Mossi.  Possibly murdered by Muhammad Ture, he was ruler of Gao when Timbuktu asked for his help and he decided to conquer the city instead.  For ten points, name this ruler who defeated Mali, founding the Songhai Empire.


ANSWER: Sunni Ali





20) Later forms were formulated by Claus Jönsson and by Akira Tonomura.   First performed in 1801, it was an attempt to test corpuscular theory.  In the original formulation, sunlight passed through a pinhole, creating coherent wave fronts that were then diffracted by additional pinholes.  Today, it is normally demonstrated using a laser and narrow openings of much less width than the laser's wavelength.  For ten points, what first experimental evidence of the wave nature of light was first performed by a physicist who also studied elasticity and hieroglyphics?


ANSWER: Young's double-slit experiment or Young's experiment








X1) His play Burning Bright closed after 13 performances. More successful were his stage adaptation of his anti-war novel The Moon Is Down and his screenplay for Elia Kazan’s Viva Zapata!  It was while writing that screenplay that he worked on an allegorical novel whose characters include the Hamiltons, based on his mother’s family, and the Trasks. For ten points, name this author of East of Eden as well as The Grapes of Wrath.


ANSWER: John Ernst Steinbeck





X2) He quit a job in transportation because his supervisor ordered him to shave his mustache after a 1980 military coup.  Entering politics, he gained notice for improving the slums and banning alcohol in city-owned cafes, but was banned from office for reading a nationalist poem that led to a conviction for "inciting racial hatred." For ten points, name this leader of the Justice and Development Party and former mayor of Istanbul who is now prime minister of Turkey.


ANSWER: Recep Tayy'p Erdogan [UR-doe-ahn]





X3) Gerald Ford's narrow victory in Iowa in 1976 may be attributed to the roughly 20,000 votes this man received as an independent. Retiring from the Senate in 1971, he is best remembered for his strong opposition to the Vietnam War, which he used to run a prototypical grassroots campaign.  After losing several primaries to RFK, he lost his best chance at a presidential nomination to Hubert Humphrey.  For ten points, name this Minnesota Senator who shocked the nation in 1968 by defeating LBJ in the New Hampshire primary.

2) For ten points each, name these things involving pissed-off frontiersmen.


[10] In 1763 these Scots-Irish farmers marched on Philadelphia to complain about lack of protection after killing some Indians. Benjamin Franklin stopped them at Lancaster by promising to address their grievances.


ANSWER: The Paxton Boys


[10] In the 1760s these South Carolina farmers set up vigilante courts to deal out frontier justice.


ANSWER: The Regulators


[10] A distant relative of Sir William Berkeley, he was supported by frontiersmen who wanted to violate treaties with Native Americans when he marched on Jamestown in 1676, but his effort failed due to death from dysentery.


ANSWER: Nathaniel Bacon





3) For ten points each, name these possible secondary effects of earthquakes.


[10] In this effect, extreme ground shaking can causes water-saturated soil to decrease in strength, allowing deformation. In one extreme, it turns the ground into a suspension of soil in groundwater.


ANSWER: liquefaction


[10] These enormous sea waves can be caused by the displacement of the sea floor or by underwater landslides.


ANSWER: tsunamis


[10] Unlike tsunami, these waves originate in lakes or other enclosed bodies of water.


ANSWER: seiches





4) For ten points each, name these early picaresque novels.


[10] Tales of the worship of Priapus dominate this novel by Petronius Arbiter.


ANSWER: Satyricon


[10] The first picaresque novel is often considered to be this anonymous tale of a roguish lad employed by, among others, a blind man and a priest.


ANSWER: El Lazarillo de Tormes


[10] Alain Rene LeSage wrote this tale of the son of a squire and a chambermaid who was Tobias Smollett's admitted model for Roderick Random.


ANSWER: The Adventures of Gil Blas of Santillane or Histoire de Gil Blas de Santillane





5) For ten points each, name these Chinese emperors who are not Shi-Huang-Di.


[10] This usurping regent founded the short-lived Xin [shin] dynasty, which interrupted the Han dynasty.


ANSWER: Wang Mang


[10] A former peasant, this founder of the Ming Dynasty expelled the Mongols.


ANSWER: Hongwu or Zhu Yuanzhang


[10] This last member of the Ching dynasty and later puppet ruler of Manchukuo was, unsurprisingly, the subject of Bernardo Bertolucci's The Last Emperor.


ANSWER: Henry Pu Yi or Aixinjueluo Puyi





6) Name these collections of works by J. S. Bach, for ten points each.


[10] Left unfinished at Bach’s death, it consists of eighteen works of increasing complexity in a certain form.


ANSWER: The Art of Fugue or Die Kunst der Fuge


[10] It consists of one prelude and one fugue for stringed keyboard instruments in each of the twelve major and minor keys.


ANSWER: The Well-Tempered Clavier or Da Wohltemperierte Clavier


[10] Bach compiled it at Weimar and his first years at Cöthen. Bach only finished 45 of the 164 settings of all the chorale melodies required in one church year.


ANSWER: Little Organ Book or Orgelbüchlein





7) Name these foreign policy doctrines, for ten points each.


[10] This American doctrine holds that "an attempt made by an outside force to gain control of the Persian Gulf region will be regarded as an assault on the vital interest of America, and such an assault will be repelled by any means necessary, including military force."


ANSWER: Carter Doctrine


[10] Intended to justify the 1968 invasion of Czechoslovakia, this doctrine held that the Soviet Union had the right to intervene in order to preserve communist party rule in any state of the Soviet Bloc.


ANSWER: Brezhnev doctrine


[10] Named after a prime minister, this Japanese security policy holds that the country should avoid international disputes, keep a low profile on divisive global issues, and pursue economic issues.


ANSWER: Yoshida doctrine (as espoused by Shigeru Yoshida)





8) Except for n equals one, each one with an odd subscript is equal to zero.  For ten points each:


[10] Name this sequence found in the Taylor expansion of x over e to the x minus one (e^x -1), which is named after a Swiss mathematician.


ANSWER: Bernoulli's numbers


[10] Ernst Kummer used Bernoulli numbers to prove this theorem if n equals a regular prime, but the full proof waited until Andrew Wiles in 1995.


ANSWER: Fermat's Last Theorem


[10] Bernoulli numbers are used in this formula that gives the difference between an integral and the trapezoid rule approximation, even though one if its namesakes first used it to compute slowly converging infinite series.


ANSWER: Euler-Maclaurin summation formula





9) Name the English poems from stupid lines for fifteen or from better-known lines for 5.


[15] “With swift, slow; sweet, sour; dazzle, dim; / He fathers-forth whose beauty is past change: / Praise him.”


[5] “Glory be to God for dappled things”


ANSWER: Pied Beauty by Gerard Manley “I eat cock” Hopkins


[15] “More happy love!  More happy, happy love! / For ever warm and still to be enjoy’d, / For ever panting, and for ever young”


[10] “Beauty is truth, truth beauty – that is all / Ye know on earth, and all ye need to know.”


ANSWER: Ode on a Grecian Urn by John “Manley Hopkins can eat my cock” Keats





10) For ten points each, identify these members of the French political club which met at the house of Adrien Duport, known as the Society of the Thirty.


[10] This noble joined in proclaiming the Third Estate as the National Assembly in 1789. He was elected president of the assembly in January 1791, but died shortly thereafter.


ANSWER: Honoré Gabriel Riqueti, Comte de Mirabeau


[10] While in hiding from the Reign of Terror, he wrote his Sketch of the Intellectual Progress of Mankind, which gave the progression of mankind through nine stages, and proposed a tenth.


ANSWER: Marie Jean Antoine Nicholas de Caritat, Marquis de Condorcet


[10] In 1797, he became foreign minister under the Directory. He helped bring about the coup d’etat of 18 Brumaire, and was Napoleon’s foreign minister from 1799 to 1807.


ANSWER: Charles Maurice de Talleyrand Périgord





11) For ten points each, name these things having to do with columns which begin with the letter "p".


[10] These are engaged columnar elements, strips of wall masonry resembling columns.


ANSWER: pilasters


[10] This term describes a building surrounded by a single row of columns.


ANSWER: peripteral


[10] This projected roof supported by columns is often marked by an entrance.


ANSWER: portico





12) Answer the following about J.D. Salinger's Glass family, for ten points each.


[10] The Glass family was first introduced in what short story included in the 1953 volume Nine Stories?


ANSWER: "A Perfect Day for Bananafish"


[10] J.D. Salinger has described as his "alter-ego" what character who is the narrator of Raise High the Roof Beam, Carpenters?


ANSWER: Buddy Glass


[10] Perhaps the most famous member of the Glass family is what eldest son, who commits suicide?


ANSWER: Seymour Glass





13) For ten points each, name these points and lines you might find on a phase diagram.


[10] The gas, liquid, and solid phases are in equilibrium at this point.


ANSWER: triple point


[10] For a binary liquid mixture, this line connects the pressures at which the first droplets of liquid condense.


ANSWER: dew point line


[10] In a two-component phase diagram with both solid and liquid phases at constant pressure, this temperature is where both components crystallize out at the same time.


ANSWER: eutectic temperature





14) Identify the following people associated with the Munich Pact, 5-10-15.


[5] After the Munich Pact, this prime minister returned home to Great Britain, proclaiming "peace in our time."


ANSWER: Neville Chamberlain


[10] This Radical-Socialist premier's government approved the Munich Pact for France. In 1940, he was replaced by Paul Reynaud.


ANSWER: Édouard Daladier


[15] Dissatisfied with the international commissions which were supposed to arbitrate other territorial disputes following the Munich Pact, this Hungarian dictator turned to Hitler for help, gaining sections of Slovakia and, later, Romania, in exchange for joining the Axis powers.


ANSWER: Miklós Horthy de Nagybánya





15) For ten points each, identify these works of Chinese literature.


[10] In 1644, Jin Shegtan published a well-written shortened version of this story, which previously existed in many versions. It concerns the rebellion led by Song Jiang in the last years of the Northern Song dynasty.


ANSWER:  Outlaws (Bandits) of the Marsh or The Water Margin or Shuihuzhuan or All Men Are Brothers


[10] The boy Baoyu is given knowledge of the destinies of girls in this realistic novel by Cao Zueqin.


ANSWER: Dream of the Red Chamber or Hongloumeng


[10] This novel by Li Ruzhen criticizes traditional discrimination of women. The title refers to spirits exiled from heaven who become women on earth.


ANSWER: Flowers in the Mirror or Jinghuayuan








16) In 1917, the American Society of Independent Artists prepared its first annual exhibition. For ten points each:


[10] What urinal entered in the exhibition by Marcel Duchamp caused an outrage?


ANSWER: Fountain


[10] What name did Duchamp sign to the urinal?


ANSWER: R. Mutt


[10] Duchamp’s collaborator on Fountain was this artist of Battle Lights: Coney Island and The Bridge, who introduced futurism to America.


ANSWER: Joseph Stella





17) Answer these questions about Chris Carraba's ovaries, 5-10-15.


[5] Being as dickless as any other emo singer/songwriter, the Dashboard Confessional star has female genitalia, including ovaries that are connected to the uterus by these narrow passageways.


ANSWER: fallopian tubes or oviducts


[10] Should Chris Carraba actually find a fellow emo musician who has a penis and engages in sex, he might suffer from this type of pregnancy, in which the fertilized egg attaches to the fallopian tube, ovary, cervix, or pretty much anywhere except the uterus.


ANSWER: ectopic pregnancy

ANSWER: Moses or Musa [The prophets Muhammad meets in the heavens, from first to seventh heaven, are Adam, John and Jesus (both in second heaven), Joseph, Enoch, Aaron, Moses, and Abraham.]

[10] In 371 BC, Sparta was defeated at this battle when a force led by King Cleombrotus I was defeated after the eventual victors sought to speak for all Boeotia.


ANSWER: Battle of Leuctra


[10] This city-state defeated Sparta at Leuctra.


ANSWER: Thebes


[10] This Theban leader at Leuctra was mortally wounded at Mantinea in 362 BC.


ANSWER: Epaminondas





20) Identify the John Donne poem from lines, for ten points each.


[10] 'Thou'rt slave to fate, chance, kings, and desperate men, / And dost with poison, war, and sickness dwell"


ANSWER: "Death, Be Not Proud"


[10] "Go and catch a falling star, / Get with child a mandrake root, / Tell me where all past years are, / Or who cleft the devil's foot"


ANSWER: "Song"

ANSWER: White Wolf Publishing


[10] Underworld was the directorial debut of this former music video director who is now engaged to his star Beckinsale.


ANSWER: Len Wiseman





X2) For ten points each, here are some questions on electrons in metals, none of which can be Answered correctly by saying "metallic bonds."


[10] The electrons obey this energy distribution for particles with half-integral spin.


ANSWER: Fermi-Dirac distribution


[10] The motion of electrons in a metal are also constrained by this theory that accounts for the behavior of metals, insulators, and semiconductors by positing that when atoms are brought together in a solid, the discrete energy levels of individual atoms combine to form overlapping electronic wave functions.


ANSWER: band theory of solids


[10] The Kronig-Penney model of a lattice is based on this model for the behavior of electrons in a metal, in which electrons move freely and experience forces only when no longer bound to ion cores.


ANSWER: electron gas model





X3) For ten points each, name the heads of investigative commissions:
