1) The title character is raking hay, nursing “a wish that she hardly dared to own, for something better than she had known” when the local judge rides by on his horse.  She offers him a glass of water and they fall to pleasant conversation.  She dreams that "he would dress me up in silks so fine, and praise and toast me at his wine.”  Much later, we learn that “she wedded a man unlearned and poor, and many children played round her door,” even though she still longs for her lost opportunity.  For ten points, “the saddest words of tongue or pen” are simply: “It might have been” in this John Whittier poem. ANSWER: Maud Muller
2) Its expectation value given by the Hamiltonian operator in quantum mechanics, it is the eigenvalue in H-hat psi equals E psi, a fact which makes it a conserved quantity.  Divided by h-bar, it gives the frequency of the time-dependent Schrodinger equation and the change in it, multiplied by delta t, must be greater than or equal to one half h-bar, according to the Heisenberg Uncertainty Principle.  For ten points, what is this scalar quantity equal to m c squared?
ANSWER: Energy

3) It was brought about largely by the first protective tariff in U.S. history and the opening of the Second Bank of the United States.  Political divisions were practically nonexistent, as the Democratic-Republican president had secured all but one electoral vote.  Characterized by complacency and isolationism, this period was given its descriptive moniker in a Boston Columbian Centinel article on July 12, 1817.  For ten points, Monroe’s presidency coincided with this euphoric era of American history which began after the War of 1812 and lasted until John Quincy Adams became president.

ANSWER: Era of Good Feelings
4) Although it occupies nearly one-forth of the total land area of its continent, most of its 3.7 million inhabitants are scattered along its 1400 miles of eastern coastline.  The varied topography near the cost includes mountains, coastal valleys, and rivers, but the interior is mainly plains.  It was officially federated as a state on January 1, 1901, but it had already gained political separation from New South Wales in 1859.  For ten points, name this administrative district with capital at Brisbane, the largest state of Australia.
ANSWER: Queensland
 

5) He wrote the poem “Tomorrow, at Dawn” to commemorate the burial of his daughter Léopoldine.  While in exile on the island of Guernsey, he cranked out "Punishments" and the epic poem The Legend of the Centuries.  A member of the literary group known as the Cénacle, he had a strange relationship with his editor Charles Nodier, who first noticed this man’s talent after reading Hans of Iceland.  For ten points, name this author of Ruy Blas, Hernani, Le Roi S'Amuse and The Hunchback of Notre Dame.
ANSWER: Victor Marie Hugo
6) It was first suggested by John Wallis in 1668 as the law of conservation of momentum.  It accounts for the pain in your fist after you hit someone’s face and makes clear that no self-generated forces exist.  It says two objects interacting with each other must exert forces on each other and the size of the forces will be the same and diametrically opposed.  One example is a road pushing a car’s wheels forward after the wheels shove it backwards.  For ten points, name this physical law stating: For every action, there is an equal and opposite reaction.

ANSWER: Newton’s Third Law of Motion 

7) On February 7, 1837, she believed that she had heard the voice of God informing her of her mission, but she had neglected to hear what that mission was.  70 years later, she would become the first woman to receive the Order of Merit.  Training at Kaiserwerth and starting out at “a little molehill” in London, she got her big break from War Secretary Sidney Herbert.  Establishing herself at Scutari, for ten points, this nurse cut disease rates from 50 to 2 percent during her tenure in the Crimean War, earning herself the nickname “Lady of the Lamp.” 

ANSWER: Florence Nightingale

8) After studying with Ingegneri, he set Tasso’s “Behold the Murmuring Sea” to music, foreshadowing his future career.  Critical attacks on him by the Bolognese theorist Artusi only strengthened his career.  His comic opera Licoris Who Feigned Madness is lost, as is most of his L’Arianna, save the famous “Lamento,” which serves as the first great example of operatic scena.  For ten points, name this composer of The Fight of Tancredi and Clorinda, The Coronation of Poppea and Orfeo.
ANSWER: Claudio Monteverdi
9) Having valence configuration 7 s 2, 5 f 7 it was the fourth transuranium element created, even though it is only the third element after uranium.  First created by Glenn T. Seaborg and others it is a strong alpha and gamma emitter, which is essential to its use in smoke detectors.  For ten points, which Actinide has 95 protons and is named after the continent of its discovery to parallel Europium above it in the Lanthanide series?
ANSWER: Americium

10) She is called "the sweetest innocent that e'er did lift up eye." Her uncle Gratiano is suspicious of her marriage but comes to accept it as does her father Brabanto.  This "most fresh & delicate creature" remains "chaste & heavenly true" despite the rumors that Emilia & Bianca fail to disprove in time.  For ten points, name this Venetian killed when the "green-eyed monster" Iago convinces her husband that she has slept with Cassio, the wife of Othello.
ANSWER: Desdemona
11) In 1977, one elector in Washington decided that since Gerald Ford wasn’t going to win the election, she would vote for whoever she chose.  Thus, one of the minor footnotes in history is that this man received one electoral without ever receiving a single popular vote.   For ten points, name this “Great Communicator” who, despite his odd showing in the 1976 election, would go on to win the 1980 and ’84 ones.
ANSWER: Ronald Reagan
12) They accept some parts of the bible as holy scripture, but as a whole, reject it in favor of the Holy Piby.  During their ceremonies, they seek to “chant down Babylon,” representative of the social and political structure which keeps them down.  Drawing their influences from the works of Marcus Garvey, the group’s first goal was to unite all black people with the homeland of Africa.  It didn’t really gain ground until the titular prince was crowned Emperor of Ethiopia, even though he didn’t belong to the religion himself.  For ten points, name this religion closely associated with reggae and pot.

ANSWER: Rastafarianism
13) First identified by Stanley B. Prusiner, these agents cause such diseases as Gertsmann-Sträussler-Scheinker disease, fatal familial insomnia, and kuru.  Diseases caused by these agents involve post mortems showing brain tissue with large vacuoles in cerebellum and cortex tissue.  Scrapie in sheep, chronic wasting disease in elk and mule deer and bovine spongiform encephalopathy or mad-cow disease are all caused by these agents.  For ten points, these infectious proteins are the cause of Creutzfeld-Jacob Disease, the human equivalent of mad-cow disease.
ANSWER: Prions


14) Freud thought it resulted from oral fixation.  It must have a genetic component because its concordance rate in twins is 60% and it is found in 35% of those whose parents both suffer.  It may be caused by cerebral malfunctioning when key RNA molecules are missing as GABA forms and sufferers have impaired frontal lobes and other abnormalities.  The residual type causes mild eccentricity, but the disorganized sort creates total incoherence.  More familiar are the stupor of the catatonic kind and the delusions of the paranoid variety.  For ten points, name this disorder in which reality testing fails and social and intellectual functioning break down.

ANSWER: Schizophrenia
15) Around 4 PM on May 31, a scouting party of battle cruisers under Admiral Beatty engaged the High Seas Fleet under Admiral Scheer.  After suffering heavy losses, the British turned back towards its main fleet, which also joined the conflict around 6 PM.  British ships were able to block the retreat of the German fleet, but turned back again in face of German torpedoes and allowed the German fleet to reach port.  For ten points, name this indecisive 1916 naval battle of World War I fought in the North Sea that was claimed as a victory by both sides.
ANSWER: The Battle of Jutland (also accept Battle of the Skagerrak) 

16) The protagonist accepts the love of Lizaveta Nikolayevna without returning it, and proceeds to marry the cripple Marya Timofeyevna on a whim.  He imposes his beliefs on Shatov and Kirilov without truly believing them himself.  All of these men are forced to deal with a man whose father lives in retirement on Varvara Petrovna’s estate.  That man, inspired by Sergey Nechayev, attempts to have Shatov murdered, and wants the protagonist, Stavrogin, to act as figurehead for the group.  For ten points, this extremely violent novel about Verkhovensky and his nihilist underlings was written by Dostoevsky.

ANSWER: The Possessed
17) A Chicago native, he started in music with a job at Brown Music Company, and chose to learn the cheapest possible instrument.  In 1921, he joined The Frivolians, but switched to The Austin High Gang with the help of a $50 bribe.  From there, he went on to work with Eddie Condon, Red Nichols, and Benny Goodman, becoming internationally known for his technical skill and showmanship.  In addition to his jazz work, he made serious studies of percussion in African and other cultures.  For ten points, name this drummer who collaborated with Benny Goodman on "Sing Sing Sing."

ANSWER: Gene Krupa
18) It is important in processes involving coal or coke where knowledge about heat of reactions is essential.  Based on the fact that mass and energy are conserved in chemical reactions, it allows enthalpy change to be found for reactions that can't be measured easily.  For ten points, name this principle stating that if a reaction is the sum of two or more other reactions, the enthalpy change for the overall process is the sum of the enthalpy changes for the constituent reactions.

ANSWER: Hess's Law

19) They traced their origins to the Whiteboys, an 18th century group of terrorists who wore blackface and white sheets, and attributed their proclamations to “Ghostly Sally.”  They were infiltrated by the private detective James McParlan, whose testimony in trials from 1875-77 led to the hanging of ten men for murder.  Supposedly fronted by the Ancient Order of Hibernians, they were blamed for acts of sabotage and assassination carried out against coal companies in Pennsylvania and West Virginia.  For ten points, identify this secret Irish-American terrorist organization, named after a widowed agitator.

ANSWER: The Molly Maguires

20) The narrator has a troubled relationship with Dolge Orlick, and is assaulted and nearly killed by that same man when he returns home many years later.  That narrator, referred to as Handel by his best friend Herbert Pocket, is looked after by a ruthless lawyer with a habit of chewing on his index finger, Mr. Jaggers, though his source of income is a man who was screwed over by Compeyson.  In an alternate ending suggested by Bulwer-Lytton, Bentley Drummle dies, leaving the possibility of marriage open.  For ten points, Uncle Pumblechook, Joe Gargery, Abel Magwitch, Miss Havisham and Estella all figure into Pip’s narration of this Charles Dickens novel.

ANSWER: Great Expectations
X1) He failed to sail his Peace Ship to Europe in 1916 and convince nations to cease fighting.  One of the first news stories about Hitler revealed Hitler’s study to be filled with this man’s picture and books.  He left his farm to become a watchmaker and a Chicago slaughterhouse led to his idea of mass producing cars, most perfectly implemented at the Rouge River plant.  He and Frank Duryea ended up creating the first working American automobile.  For ten points, name this American industrialist known for his Model T.

ANSWER: Henry Ford
X2) The U.S. didn't recognize it until 1862.  In 1912, its president and 300 guards were blown to bits and another president, Jean Sam, was torn to pieces by a mob which ran through the streets showing off pieces of him.  Its foreign commerce was worth as much as that of the U.S. in 1790, when it was France's only source of coffee and Europe's main source of sugar.  Formerly known as Saint-Domingue, the man who led it to independence, Jean-Jacques Dessalines, was assassinated after he forced ex-slaves to work in the fields.  He had earlier destroyed the French army of General Leclerc.  For ten points, name this Caribbean hellhole whose fight for anarchy was first led by Toussaint L’Ouverture.

ANSWER: Haiti (Accept Saint-Domingue early.)

X3) They consisted of an army brat, professor’s son, former child actor and a 5’3” English jockey.  They were the “4 insane boys, aged 17-21” required by Robert Rafelson and Bert Schneider’s Daily Variety ad.  They slept in one huge bed, romped through haunted houses and toy factories and sang two or three songs a show, including their first single, “Last Train to Clarksville.”  For ten points, name this 1960s television quartet composed of Peter Tork, Mike Nesmith, David Jones and Mickey Dolenz.

ANSWER: The Monkees

2) Answer these questions about Ralph Waldo Emerson for ten points each.
[10] In this essay Emerson states that man must trust himself rather than society.  It contains the phrase "A foolish consistency is the hobgoblin of little minds."

ANSWER: Self-Reliance
[10] Co-founded with Margaret Fuller, Emerson edited this transcendental journal.

ANSWER: The Dial
[10] Delivered on August 31, 1837, this lecture to the Harvard Phi Beta Kappa Society has been labeled America's literary declaration of independence.  It described the duties of the new intellectual and warned against pedantry and traditionalism.

ANSWER: The American Scholar
3) Answer the following about gaming industry squabbles for ten points each.

[10] Even after the gambling aspect was removed from these machines in the ‘50s, the city of New York still banned them.

ANSWER: Pinball machines

[10] This company tried to backward-engineer the NES lock-out system and produced Toobin’ and a version of Tetris without Nintendo’s approval before a court ordered them to stop.

ANSWER: Tengen
[10] Lewis Galoob Toys v. Nintendo of America was centered around this device which Nintendo believed cheapened their games.

ANSWER: Game Genie
4) Atmospheric gasses for ten points each.
[10] So light that it tends to escape the Earth's atmosphere for space, the major source of this nobel gas is as a by-product released in mining and drilling operations.
ANSWER: Helium
[10] Because U.S. reserves contain most of the world's helium supply, Germany was forced to use this lighter, but significantly more reactive, gas for the Hindenburg Zeppelin.  
ANSWER: Hydrogen
[10] Boiling at 77.4 Kelvin, the liquid state is only 30 cents per liter, cheaper than gasoline. This element commonly exists in the air as a diatomic bound by a triple bond.
ANSWER: Nitrogen

[15] Even though his life was never saved, Bassanio gives up his fiance’s ring to a “doctor” that saved the life of his friend, only to discover that the “doctor” is his wife.

[15] A January 17, 1995 earthquake and the fires following it in this city killed more than 6,000 people and destroyed 90,000 buildings.
ANSWER: Kobe, Japan

10) Identify the dance steps for fifteen points each.

[15] The sixteenth-century equivalent of the Macarena, this slow, ridiculously simple step originated in Padua and was mostly popular with people who couldn't learn to dance.  Forgotten for centuries, it is today best known because of a Maurice Ravel work about a dead princess.

ANSWER: Pavane
[15] Originating in the French town of Gap, this four-beat dance involved a lot of jumping and was a favorite of Bach's.  In this century, it has been used by Prokofiev as the third movement of his Classical Symphony.

ANSWER: Gavotte
11) Identify these Graham Greene works for fifteen points each.
[15] This Greene book is about the killing of a journalist by the gangster, Pinkie.  Much of it is the Catholic thug’s internal deliberations on sin.

ANSWER: Brighton Rock
[15] In this novel, the titular character, Pyle, funds the “Third Force” while the French fight.  His friend, Fowler, tries to stop him from getting people killed.

[10] Primarily composed of aluminum hydroxide minerals, Australia is a major producer of this primary source of aluminum.

[10] This cinnamon to scarlet red mineral was mined by the Roman Empire for its mercury content; it has been the major mercury ore for centuries.
ANSWER: Cinnabar
[10] Found in granular masses with a greasy luster, this amorphous, dense, black, pitchy form of crystalline uranium oxide is a primary ore of uranium.

[5] This 17th-century Dutchman made money with The Syndics of the Cloth Guild and other portraits, but also executed many religious works like The Blinding of Samson.

[10] This Rembrandt picture has Captain Coqc calling to Lieutenant van Ruytenburch as the men fall in.  Its popular name arose after its varnish darkened.

ANSWER: The Night Watch or The Company of Captain Franz Banning Coqc
[15] Rembrandt established his reputation with this painting of the Amsterdam College of Surgeons.  Students’ expressions and gestures are all unique.

ANSWER: The Anatomy Lesson of Dr. Tulp

[10] This is Saturn’s wife, a goddess of fertility.  

ANSWER: Ops

[5] He was the first president of the Fifth Republic, leading France from 1959 to 1969.  A Parisian airport now bears his name.

[10] Following de Gaulle in the Fifth Republic was this man, president from 1969-74.  His name is now attached to an arts center in Paris.
ANSWER: Georges Pompidou
[15] This man heads the ultra-right wing Front Nationale, a party devoted to removing the corrupting influence of immigrants from France.
ANSWER: Jean-Marie LePen

16) 30-20-10, which brain disease am I?
[30] My hereditary form is caused by a defect in the gene which produces superoxide dismutase, which eliminates free radicals.
[20] My progressive bulbar version degrades the cranial nerves and brainstem, and my progressive muscular version causes muscles to weaken and eventually atrophy.
[10] Stephen Hawking has me as did Lou Gehrig.
ANSWER: Amyotropic Lateral Sclerosis (prompt on “Lou Gehrig’s Disease”)

[10] This 19th-century American anthropologist, who studied the Iroquois and Seneca tribes, was a pioneer in the study of kinship systems.  He classified cultures as either “savage,” “barbarous,” or “civilized.”
ANSWER: Lewis Henry Morgan
[10] While at Columbia University, she made her first trip to the South Pacific in 1925.  The result was her first book, 1928’s Coming of Age in Samoa.
ANSWER: Margaret Mead
[10] While at Columbia, Mead studied under this author of The Mind of Primitive Man.
ANSWER: Franz Boas
19) Name a Dickens work from characters for ten points each.

[10] Krook, Gridley, Harold, Skimpole, John Jarndyce

ANSWER: Bleak House

20) For ten points each, answer these questions about stereoisomers. 

[10] An enantiomer, it describes a tetrahedral atom that is attached to 4 different groups.

ANSWER: Chiral
[10] Most processes produce equal amounts of left-handed and right-handed molecules.  These 50-50 mixtures are called this.
ANSWER: Racemic Mixtures
[10] When a compound has 2 or more chiral atoms it can exist in multiple stereoisomer forms.  What is the name of stereoisomers that are not enatiomers?
ANSWER: Diastereomers


X1) Answer these questions for ten points each.

[10] Within 1 degree Kelvin, what is the average temperature of the universe?

ANSWER: 2.7K

[10] The universe is kept at 2.7K by this isotropic radiation left over from the Big Bang and discovered by Arno Penzias and Robert Wilson.

ANSWER: Cosmic Background Radiation

[10] The universe radiates energy at the rate expected from this sort of object cooled to 2.7K.  It gives off radiation at the lowest temperature possible.

ANSWER: Blackbody  

X2) Name these diseases for fifteen points each.

[15] The World Health Organization says one-third of the world's population is infected with this bacterial disease of the lungs that is spread by airborne droplets.

ANSWER: Tuberculosis
[15] The U. S. has about 6,000 cases of this.  Most sufferers are in Louisiana and Texas and new cases are usually immigrants.  It is a chronic disease in which skin, nerves, eyes and respiratory tract are destroyed by lesions and gangrene.

ANSWER: Leprosy or Hansen’s Disease
X3) Name these classic hymns for ten points each.

[10] It served as the semi-official anthem of the Klu Klux Klan, although the name was changed to “Onward Valiant Klansmen.”  It is actually about devotion to the title object and was done by Rev. George Bernard. 

ANSWER: The Old Rugged Cross
[10] If you are weak, discouraged or abandoned, “take it to the Lord in prayer” because he won’t let you down.  It is by Joseph Scriven to the tune of “Erie.”

ANSWER: What a Friend We Have in Jesus
[10] Written in 1776 by Augustus Toplady, it refers both to an object struck by Moses at Horeb and Jesus as a source of sustenance and refuge.

ANSWER: Rock of Ages
