Tossups

1) Friedrich Durrenmatt claimed that modern drama had “never gone beyond the second scene” of this play.  This scene, taking place in the “Round Room,” begins with the servants Bengstsson and Johansson discussing the meal of the inhabitants of the house, who chomp on biscuits like rats.  The colonel’s wife, a mummy who hides in the closet, accuses the old man Hummel of being a kitchen boy and Hummel promptly hangs himself.  In the final scene, the grotesque Cook makes his appearance, while the colonel’s daughter reveals that she cannot have children.  For ten points, name this expressionistic drama which begins with a pairing of the colonel’s daughter and the student Arkenholz, written by August Strindberg.

ANSWER: Ghost Sonata or Spöksonaten
2) Jolles and Canfield independently found the amino acid sequence for its hen egg variety, and the protein alpha-lactalbumin, which is found in cow's milk, is similar to it.  It cuts the beta-1-4-glycosidic bond between N-Acetylglucosamine and N-acetylmuramic acid in peptidoglycan, and is thus also known as muramidase.  It's not penicillin, but it was first identified by Alexander Fleming, who noticed its ability to kill bacteria.  Common in human snot, saliva, and tears, for ten points, this enzyme derives its name from its ability to make bacteria break apart.

ANSWER: Lysozyme (accept muramidase before mentioned, accept  N-acetylmuramide glycanohydrolyase)

3) His father, Ryan, reminds him that he was sent “through the vengeful and angry hand of God” to teach his parents a lesson, to which this child responds “you can just pass the blunt to the nigga on your left.”  A member of the Five-Point Crips, he is expelled from scouts after his similarly-named rival photoshops him into Kelleresque gay porn, and his performance of “The Twelve Days of Christmas” gives Jesus enough time to save Santa Claus from Iraq.  He engages the aforementioned rival, the only other “handi-capable” child in town, in a “cripple fight” after the former, a wheelchair-bound boy named Timmy, refuses to be part of his stand-up comedy routine.  For ten points, name this South Park resident known for his speech impediment and use of crutches.

ANSWER: Jimmy (prompt on “Jim”)

4) His concern for the common man can be seen in his pamphlet, “The Health of Tailors.” He considered the three ties by which men are bound to be occupation, society, and love, and in 1912’s The Neurotic Character he reformulated the Oedipus Complex as a desire to possess and overpower.  Forming the Society for Free Psychoanalytic Research in 1911, his focus on the subjectivity of the patient’s psyche and his insistence that psychology be a social rather than a natural science led to his break with Sigmund Freud.  Replacing the libido with the “striving for superiority” as man’s most basic urge, for ten points, name this psychologist who founded the system of Individual Psychology and who formulated the idea of the inferiority complex.

ANSWER: Alfred Adler
5) It was planned out in Sabin’s Tavern by a man named John Brown, and conspirators included Aaron Briggs, Abraham Whipple, and Ephriam Bowen.  Joseph Bucklin shot Lt. William Dudingston, who had arrived in March to enforce the Stamp Act, after Bucklin and other men had rowed eight longboats up to the namesake vessel, which had run aground on Namquid Point.  For ten points, name this June 10, 1772 event, the first planned use of force by Colonists against the British, in which a schooner was burned in Narraganset Bay.

ANSWER: Gaspee Affair (accept obvious equivalents for “Affair”)

6) A minor relationship in this play is that between the poor schoolmaster Semyon Medvedenko and a young girl who is perpetually dressed in black due to her unrequited love for the main character, a writer.  The doctor Yevgeny Dorn offers the writer advice and the writer’s uncle, Pyotr Sorin, recommends that he write a story based on Sorin’s own life called The Man Who Wished.  Sorin’s sister, Irina Arkadina, is the love interest of the more famous writer, Trigorin.  Based on a hunting trip with the landscape painter Ilya Levitan, for ten points, this play involves a love triangle between Trigorin, Konstantin Treplev, and the actress Nina, whom Trigorin compares with the title animal, and was written by Anton Chekhov.

ANSWER: The Seagull or Chayka
7) Its first manual was released in three volumes, now known as the blue book, green book, and orange book.  Originally developed in 1972 for a device called the Dynabook, it was finally released to the public in 1980.  A byte-code based interpreted language, it allows the programmer to view the call stack and detect individual errors while the program is running.  Current versions include VisualWorks, a proprietary version for Windows, and Squeak, from the makers of the original version.  For ten points, name this language derived from LISP and Simula, which is generally considered the first widely used object-oriented programming language.

ANSWER: Smalltalk
8) It is the title and subject of the eighteenth chapter of the Bhagavad Gita, and Aldous Huxley’s Island uses it as the name of a hallucinogenic drug.  One possible path to it involves the elimination of avidya, or ignorance, by the gyana yoga, or attainment of knowledge. The most difficult path, jnana, is only possible during the last two ashramas, Sannyasin or Vanaprastha.  The most popular method is through devotion and love to a personal deity, known as the bhakti yoga.  For ten points, name this concept from Hinduism, which can also be attained through good works, or karma; the release of the soul from the samsaric cycle of death and rebirth.

ANSWER: moksha or mukti

9) Lord Burlington published his drawings of Roman Baths in 1730.  He was commissioned to recase the Basilica in Vicenza and based his design on Sansovino’s library in Venice.  His later works include La Malcontenta and the Barbaro at Maser feature centralized halls surrounded by a symmetrical layout of rooms.  His most famous building has a central domed hall with four exactly symmetrical units around it with even the portico being repeated four times.  For ten points, name this architect famous for Villa Rotunda at Vicenza.

ANSWER: Andrea Palladio
10) Shot three times at the battle of Horseshoe Bend, he retired in 1818 as a first lieutenant.  He became known as “Big Drunk” and he served in his most famous position before and after Mirabeau Lamar.  At the Convention of 1833 he represented the Nacogdoches where he moved after a period living with the Cherokees.  He was removed as governor of his state in 1861 because he refused to swear allegiance to the Confederacy.  For ten points, name this antebellum Texas leader famous for his victory at San Jacinto.

ANSWER: Sam Houston

11) In a subplot, the main character’s father, the future author of the world’s greatest compendium of democratic literature, is accosted by his secretary Gladys, with whom he is having an affair.  Illidge, the communist, is an accessory in the murder of the Mosley-like Everard Webley.  The other murderer, Spandrell, is himself murdered by the police after playing Beethoven’s A Minor Quartet for the skeptical Mark Rampion, who is based on DH Lawrence.  It deals mostly with the aging artist John Bidlake, the tart Lucy Tantamount, and the autobiographical character of Philip Quarles.  For ten points, name this musically titled work by Aldous Huxley.

ANSWER: Point Counter Point

12) An actress with the first name Robin who made several appearances on the show “In the House” shares her last name with this object.  In the Seinfeld episode The Apology, Elaine rubs one in her armpit to offend her co-worker Peggy, and in an episode of The Simpsons, Smithers futilely attacks Principal Skinner with one.  One is thrown at an “insolent cow” during a board meeting in a Canadian anti-domestic-violence ad, and Milton has a strange attachment to his red Swingline variety in the movie Office Space.  For ten points, name this object which is often used to affix two or more pieces of paper together via the penetration and contortion of small metal objects.

ANSWER: Stapler (Thanks for the inspiration, Matt Bruce, you cumguzzling fucktard)

13) A naturally hydrophilic molecule, it is used in both icing and frozen blood to prevent crystallization which would otherwise damage the product.  Discovered by Carl Scheele when he heated olive oil with litharge, this by-product of saponification is found the salt-solution known as spent lye, and nowadays it is generally synthesized from propylene.  The simplest trihydric alcohol, this sweet, viscous chemical has formula C3H5(OH)3, a nitric acid triester of it is often used to treat heart attack victims or create explosives.   For ten points, name this chemical, a molecule which joins with three fatty acid chains to form natural fats and oils.

ANSWER: Glycerol (accept glycerine, accept 1,2,3-propanetriol)

14) It was once revealed that his grandmother was a monster with 900 heads.  Many of his features are derived from the Irish Nuadu and Mithra, the god of day in India.  In order to furnish Aegir with a kettle large enough to brew the ale of the gods, he accompanied Thor on a journey to retrieve a cauldron from the giant Hymir, who is sometimes considered his father.  At Ragnarok he will kill and be killed by the dog Garm, but his most famous feat was accomplished with the aid of Gleipnir.  For ten points, name this Norse god of war whose right hand was bitten off by Fenris.

ANSWER: Tyr
15) The northern third of this country is a forested highland region known as the Oesling.  It became rich through its production of iron ore, but this supply is now drained and its steel industry thrives from iron imported from France.  Drained by the Sure and Alzette rivers, which flow into the Moselle River that forms most of its eastern border, its southern region is known as the Bon Pays and contains the city of Esch-sur-Alzette.  The home of both the European Investment Bank and the European Court of Justice, this is, for ten points, what 998 square mile Grand Duchy, which borders Belgium and Germany and shares the name with its capital city?

ANSWER: Luxembourg
16) The main character’s group of hangers-on includes the sadistic piano player Wehsel, and the malapropic Frau Stohr. At first bothered by the constant door-slamming of Claudia Chauchat (show-shay), the main character later falls in love with her.  In the climax, Leo Naphta commits suicide after a failed duel with the humanist Settembrini; and both men feel inferior to the inarticulate Meynheer Peeperkorn.  For ten points, name this novel featuring Joachim Ziemssen and his cousin Hans Castorp, taking place in a sanitarium and written by Thomas Mann.

ANSWER: The Magic Mountain or Der Zauberberg
17) His mother survived the assassination attempts of his father’s first wife, Sassouma, and, despite being a lazy bastard, he was given the griot Balla Fasseke as a gift.  According to legend, an enemy of his killed all the children of his region except for him; he later wounded this enemy, a king of the Kante dynasty named Sumanguru, at the battle of Kirina before burning down Sumanguru’s town, Sosso.  The son of the hunchback “Buffalo woman” Sogolon and the Mandingo king Nare Fa Maghan, he was also the grandfather of Mansa Musa.   For ten points, name this “lion king,” the first king of the Mali Empire.

ANSWER: Sundiata

18) At the age of eleven, he wrote and composed The Death of Pierrot.  The founder of Spoletto’s “Festival of Two Worlds,” he composed the ballets Errand into the Maze and The Unicorn, and recently composed the operas Goya and The Singing Child for Plácido Domingo.  Though such operas as The Medium and The Telephone were written in English, 1937’s Amelia Goes to the Ball was written in Italian.  For ten points, name this Italian-American composer of the 1951 television opera Ahmal and the Night Visitors.

ANSWER: Gian Carlo Menotti

19) It is often produced by argon-ion or krypton-ion lasers due to their high continous wave power, although tunable dye lasers can also be used.  Its resonance version was predicted by Placzek, and when there are two incoming photons colliding with a single molecule, the hyper-type can be observed.  The ratio of the number of molecules which can give up energy for a photon to those which can absorb a photon determines the relative intensities of the anti-Stokes and Stokes lines.  Used in spectroscopy to determine molecular structure, this is, for ten points, what effect where a scattered photon changes both frequency and phase after a collision, (*) named for an Indian scientist?

ANSWER: Raman effect or Raman spectroscopy or combination scattering (before *)

20) It begins at the Ladies’ Night Dinner in the town’s Rotary Club, where Brigadier General Herbert Y. Edgeways gives a speech on increasing arms for peace.  Shallowly named villains include General Emmanuel Coon, Adelaide Grimmitch, and Hector Macgoblin, but the main villain promotes "The Fifteen Points of Victory for the Forgotten Men," which include limiting income to $500,000 per person and prohibiting negroes from voting or holding office.  That villain, Senator Windrip, becomes dictator of the United States, sending the protagonist, the “little man” Doremus Jessup, into a concentration camp from which he escapes and joins the resistance.  For ten points, name this work about the fall of democracy in America by Sinclair Lewis. 

ANSWER: It Can’t Happen Here

X1) He succeeded Churchill as first Lord of the Admiralty in 1915 and served as Lord President of the Council in Baldwin’s government.  Private Secretary to his uncle the Marquess of Salisbury, when Salisbury became Prime Minister he was named Secretary for Scotland.  During his time as Prime Minister the Education Act was passed and the Boer War ended, but Tariff Reform split the government and he resigned in 1905.  For ten points, name this British politician who became Foreign Secretary in Lloyd-George’s government who formulated a doctrine which promised Zionists a homeland in Palestine.
ANSWER: Arthur James, Lord Balfour

X2) Famous studies of this phenomenon have been carried out by the University of Wisconsin, where at Lake Mendota they identified the blue-green alga Anabaena spiroides and the diatom Fragillaria crotonensis as major factors in its development. Lake Zurich, Lake Erie and the Chesapeake Bay are areas which have been radically affected.  Often exacerbated by sewage runoff, the characteristic “bloom” blocks oxygen and sunlight and rapidly kills off the aquatic population.  For ten points, name this phenomenon where a marine environment is overrun and destroyed by the overabundance of the nutrients phosphorus and nitrogen.
ANSWER: Eutrophication

X3) The author of this collection admitted that the poem “In My Sky at Twilight” was paraphrased from a poem in Tagore’s “The Gardener.”  Some more erotic pieces include “Drunk With Pines” and “Thinking, Tangling Shadows,” and most of the poems are addressed to either Marisol, the country girl, or Marisombra, the city girl.  The longest is the penultimate, “Tonight I Can Write,” and the most famous is “I Like for You to Be Still.”  The last poem begins “The memory of you emerges from the night around me” and takes on a more somber tone.  For ten points, name this collection of twenty-one poems by Pablo Neruda.
ANSWER: Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair or Veinte poemas de amor y una canción desesperada
Bonus
1) In February 2003, data from the Wilkinson Microwave Anisotropy Probe showed it to be 71 kilometers per second per megaparsec, with a margin of error of 5 percent.  For ten points each:
[10] Name this constant, abbreviated H sub-O, whose value can be obtained by analyzing gravitational lenzing of a multiply-imaged quasar and approximates the rate at which the universe is expanding.
ANSWER: Hubble’s Constant

[10] This effect, named after the two Soviet scientists who discovered it in 1969, can be used to calibrate the Hubble constant.  It is caused by cosmic microwave background photons undergoing Compton Scattering in the gases galaxy clusters.

ANSWER: Sunyaev-Zeldovich effect

[10] In an attempt to measure the Hubble constant, Van den Bergh observed these types of stars in the Coma clusters of galaxies in 1995, getting a value of 81 kilometers per second per megaparse.  With their RR Lyrae counterparts, these types of stars inhabit the “instability strip” on the Hertzsprung-Russell diagram.

ANSWER: Cepheid Variables

2) Name these battles of the last half of the 19th century for ten points each.

[10] Celebrated in Germany for decades afterwards, this September 1st, 1870 battle of the Franco-Prussian saw MacMahon and Napoleon III surrender at a border fortress on the Meuse River.

ANSWER: Battle of Sedan
[10] This 1898 battle, which actually took place at Kerreri, proved that the Khalifa’s army’s muskets and spears were no match for General Kitchener’s machine guns and artillery.  

ANSWER: Battle of Omdurman

[10] In this battle, which took place in October 1854, Colin Campbell set up a “thin red line” in an attempt to stop the Russians.  However, it is better known for an action led by Lord Cardigan.

ANSWER: Battle of Balaclava

3) Identify the following about a composer who leaves Leo Wolpert dripping wet, for ten points each.
[10] He composed the opera Le Villi for a competition while studying at the Conservatory Reale.  He’s more famous for Edgar, Manon Lescaut, and Tosca.

ANSWER: Giacomo Puccini
[10] This Puccini opera based on a Belasco play based on a John Long magazine article tells the story of a Japanese woman who falls in love with the American Pinkerton.

ANSWER: Madame Butterfly
[10] This opera also based on a Belasco play features Minnie who risks everything to save the bandit Jack Rance.

ANSWER: Girl of the Golden West
4) Name these films of Roman Polanski for ten points each.
[10] Jack Nicholson, as Jake Gittes, gets his nose sliced up real good and later proclaims “I like breathin’ through it!” in this 1974 film, the most successful revival of the film noir genre.

ANSWER: Chinatown 

[10] In this, Polanski’s first American film, Mia Farrow believes her unborn child to be possessed by Satan when a chocolate mousse given to her by her eccentric neighbors triggers a dream where she is raped by a beast.

ANSWER: Rosemary’s Baby
[10] Sexually repressed Carol, played by Catherine Deneuve, begins to lose her mind as she refuses to leave the apartment which she is house-sitting for her libertine sister, Helen.

ANSWER: Repulsion
5) Name the Tennyson poem from lines for ten points each.
[10] “Man comes and tills the field and lies beneath, / And after many a summer dies the swan.”

ANSWER: Tithonus
[10] “To many-tower'd Camelot; / And up and down the people go, / Gazing where the lilies blow / Round an island there below”

ANSWER: The Lady of Shalott
[10] “Twilight and evening bell, / And after that the dark! / And may there be no sadness of farewell, / When I embark;”

ANSWER: Crossing the Bar

6) Answer the following about real analysis for ten points each.
[10] The real numbers can either be defined by Cauchy sequences or by these subsets of the rational numbers. They have the property that if the supremum of a is greater than the supremum of b, then b is a subset of a.

ANSWER: Dedekind cuts
[10] This term describes a sequence which is either always increasing or always decreasing. That is, the n + 1 (n plus first) term is always greater than or always less than the nth term.

ANSWER: strictly monotonic
[10] This theorem tells us that every bounded sequence has a convergent subsequence.

ANSWER: Bolzano-Weierstrass Theorem

7) Echidna may have been half-woman and half-serpent, but she was all cumdumpster slut.  Name some of her kids for ten points each.

[10] Heracles, who also porked Echidna according to some legends, killed this multi-headed serpentine offspring of Typhon and Echidna, which would re-grow 2 heads for every one that was cut off.

ANSWER: The Hydra
[10] Heracles also smoked this two-headed dog, the guardian of Geryon’s cattle and another ugly product of Typhon and Echidna’s hideous love.

ANSWER: Orthrus
[10] Orthrus fucked his mother, Echidna, and produced this beast which wreaked havoc on Thebes.  She was a winged monster with the body of a lion and the face of a woman.

ANSWER: The Sphinx

8) For ten points each, name the following about a labor leader.

[10] A diemaker, he worked for Ford, until we went abroad.  When he returned he became a labor organizer and along with his brothers got his ass whooped by Ford company thugs in 1937.  I-696 is named after him.
ANSWER: Walter Philip Reuther
[10] Reuther organized for this union in its first years and served as director of its GM Department and vice-president from 1942-46.

ANSWER: UAW or United Automobile Workers
[10] While working for this group, he helped expel communist-dominated unions in 1949.

ANSWER: Congress of Industrial Organization or CIO
9) Name these Supreme Court cases dealing with the First Amendment for ten points each.
[10] This 1919 opinion, delivered by Justice Holmes, stated that words may be subject to prohibition if they are used to create a clear and present danger which Congress has a right to prevent. The plaintiff had violated the 1917 Espionage Act.

ANSWER: Schenck v. United States

[10] Three families of Amish challenged the state’s requirement of compulsory education of their children up to the age of 16, citing their strict religious beliefs. Burger wrote the majority decision in this 1971 case, which ruled in favor of the parents.

ANSWER: Wisconsin v. Yoder
[10] The defendant in this case was charged under a law outlawing “the desecration of a venerable object” after setting fire to a flag during an anti-Reagan protest. A 5-4 majority led by Brennan acquitted him.

ANSWER: Texas v. Johnson

10) Some Caucasian authors sure did enjoy writing about rape.  Yes, I am implying that all white men are rapists.  For ten points, name these honkey authors.
[10] In his comedy Rape upon Rape, Hilaret cries “rape” to escape Ramble and hilarity ensues.  This author is better known for The Historical Register for the Year 1736 and a novel about a foundling.

ANSWER: Henry Fielding
[10] Though he wrote such works as Time for a Tiger and The Wanting Seed, his most famous novel contains the rape of F. Alexander’s wife by Alex and his droogs.

ANSWER: Anthony Burgess
[10] Franny Berry gets gang-raped by the high school quarterback Chipper Dove and others in this man’s The Hotel New Hampshire
ANSWER: John Irving

11) Identify the following about Pop Art, for ten points each.
[10] The term “Pop Art” was first used by this English critic who used it to describe the “Independence Group” that first met 1954-55.

ANSWER: Lawrence Alloway
[10] This pop artist created huge soft sculptures of hamburgers and other garbage.

ANSWER: Claes Oldenberg
[10] One word: Whaaam!
ANSWER: Roy Lichtenstein
12) For ten points each, identify the following about a famous Turkish leader.

[10] Born Mustafa Kemal, he founded and was the first president of the Republic of Turkey.  He had a menagerie of animals all named Abdul.

ANSWER: Kemal Ataturk
[10] Ataturk’s greatest rival was this leader and hero of the Young Turk Revolution of 1908 who also served as a leading member of the Ottoman government from 1913-1918.

ANSWER: Enver Pasa
[10] Ataturk’s closest ally in building the Turkish republic was this successor who gained most Turkish demands in the Treaty of Lausanne,

ANSWER: Ismet Inonu
13) Name these people or works related to literary Hubbards, none of whom is that douchebag scam artist L. Ron, for the stated number of points.
[10] The structure of this author’s novel Harlot’s Ghost, the first novel he’s written since Tough Guys Don’t Dance, reflects the dual personality of Harry Hubbard’s wife, Kittredge.

ANSWER: Norman Mailer
[10] Taking its title from a verse in the Song of Solomon, this Lillian Hellman work centers on the Hubbard family.  In it, Horace and Birdie represent Old South values, which are metaphorically raped by Northern industrialists such as Regina, Ben, and Oscar.

ANSWER: The Little Foxes
[5/5] The journalist Bartley Hubbard appears in two William Dean Howells works.  One of them is the story of a titular Vermont paint manufacturer, and the other focuses on Hubbard’s love for Marcia Gaylord and eventual death in Arizona.  For five points each, name them. 

ANSWER: The Rise of Silas Lapham and A Modern Instance

14) Answer the following regarding transistors for ten points each.
[10] This basic inverter technology consists of one PMOS (P moss) transistor which is attached to the supply voltage and one NMOS (N moss) transistor which is attached to ground. Depending on the input voltage level, the opposite voltage is produced at the output.

ANSWER: CMOS or complementary metal-oxide-semiconductor
[10] This type of transistor, no longer used in digital circuits due to its high static power dissipation, consists of three terminals called the emitter, collector, and base.

ANSWER: Bipolar Junction Transistor or BJT
[10] This type of logic which uses BJTs, diodes, and resistors, is now not feasible due to its 5 volt supply voltage. The 7400 quad NAND gate and the 74F series from Fairchild are well-known examples.

ANSWER: TTL or transistor-transistor logic

15) For ten points, name the following about a group who were known as “kena’ani” or “Merchants” in Hebrew.
[10] Name this ancient sea-faring nation from the area of modern Lebanon who appear in the Bible as the Canaanites.

ANSWER: Phoenicians or Phoenicia
[10] This great Phoenician city was famous for its cloth products, especially those died purple with juice from the Murex snail.  It was later captured by Alexander the Great.

ANSWER: Tyre
[10] Along with El, this goddess was the principle figure in the Phoenician pantheon.  Paul Litvak says this goddess is “all over” the Old Testament.

ANSWER: Astarte or Ashtart
16) Identify these works of Yukio Mishima for ten points each.
[10] Called a form of “reverse suicide” by Mishima himself, this, his second novel, deals with the gradual awakening of homosexual urges in a young Japanese man.

ANSWER: Confessions of a Mask or Kamen no kokuhaku

[10] This novel tells the story of Mizoguchi, who becomes a Zen acolyte under the tutelage of Father Tayama Dosen, but eventually burns down the title structure when he cannot resolve its beauty with the world’s ugliness.

ANSWER: Temple of the Golden Pavilion or Kinkakuji

[10] Noboru, a nihilistic youth, takes out his anger on the corrupt, adult world by poisoning and then disemboweling his mother’s lover, Ryuji, in this 1963 novel.

ANSWER: The Sailor Who Fell From Grace With the Sea or Gogo no eiko or Towing in the Afternoon
17) Name the Nietzsche works from descriptions for ten points each.

[10] In a famous scene of this work, a demon informs a depressed individual that every exact moment of his life will be repeated ad infinitum, leaving the individual the choice of whether to curse the demon or affirm the infinite repetition of his shitty life.  This 1882 work also marks one of the first times a Nietzsche character remarks, “God is dead.”

ANSWER: The Gay Science (Die fröhliche Wissenschaft or The Joyous Science)

[10] Subtitled “A Book for None and All,” its 22 chapters have titles such as “The Preachers of Death,” “The Bite of the Adder,” “Voluntary Death,” and “The Three Metamorphoses.” Some say that the title character represents Nietzsche’s alter-ego.

ANSWER: Thus Spake Zarathustra (accept Also sprach Zarathustra)

[10] In this work, which is dedicated to Wagner, Nietzsche attempts to find a relationship between word and music in the dramas of Aeschylus and Sophocles and notes the differences between the Dionysian and Apollonian principles. 

ANSWER: The Birth of Tragedy from the Spirit of Music (accept Die Geburt der Tragödie aus dem Geiste der Musik)

18) For ten points each, answer the following concerning DNA transfer between bacteria.

[10] In this process, a bacteriophage accidentally receives a piece of bacterial DNA and injects it into a live bacterium.

ANSWER: transduction
[10] This hairlike extension of the bacterial cytoplasm is used during bacterial conjugation to pass plasmids between the bacteria.

ANSWER: pilus
[10] Bacteria that can pick up free genetic material from the environment, and can thus acquire new genes via transformation, are called this.

ANSWER: competent

19) Identify these Austrian composers 5-10-15.
[5] This author of 109 symphonies, with titles such as “The Fist”, “Farewell,” “Surprise” and “Clock” also wrote 18 operas, including The Apothecary, Armida, and a version of Orpheus and Eurydice.

ANSWER: Franz Joseph Haydn
[10] This 20th century composer dedicated his Violin Concerto to the daughter of Alma Mahler and Walter Gropius, but is best known for the operas Lulu and Wozzeck.

Answer: Alban Berg
[15] The writer of twelve Ovid symphonies, his The Pharmacist and the Doctor premiered in Vienna with overwhelming success and its comic style inspired later works like Mozart’s Magic Flute. 

ANSWER: Karl Ditters von Dittersdorf (or Karl Ditters if you suck ass.)

20) Identify the following about an author and his works for ten points each.
[10] This author of Quarrel of Brest wrote his first novel, Our Lady of the Flowers, on scraps of paper while serving time in prison. A thief, murderer and prostitute, his best known work is probably The Maids.

ANSWER: Jean Genet
[10] This play, set in the “House of Illusions,” a brothel run by Madame Irma, begins with a scene where a gas-meter reader disguises himself as a bishop, and ends with a line addressed to the audience: “go home, where everything--you may be quite sure--will be falser than here.”

ANSWER: The Balcony or Le Balcon
[10] Genet’s guidelines for this play state that a white person must be present in the audience, and if one is not available, a dummy should be used in his place. Its surface plot deals with the trial of the criminal Deodatus Village.

ANSWER: Les Negres or The Blacks

X1) Answer the following questions about the misadventures of Jeremy Shockey for ten each.
[10] In an interview, Shockey called this current coach of the Cowboys a homo.

ANSWER: Bill Parcells
[10] During his rookie year training camp, Shockey got into a fight with this Giants Linebacker and former Nittany Lion when Shockey sassed him after singing his alma mater’s fight song.

ANSWER: Brandon Short
[10] In a 2002 preseason game, Shockey made his mark by running over this scrub, a safety for the Houston Texans.

ANSWER: Kevin L. Williams

X2) Answer the following about Asian rivers for ten points each.
[10] Formed by the confluence of the Panj and Vaksh rivers, this river forms most of the border between Tajikistan and Afghanistan and empties into the Aral Sea. In ancient times it was known as the Oxus.

ANSWER: Amu Darya or Amur River

[10] Forming the northern and eastern boundaries of the Kyzyl Kum desert, its chief city, Khudjand, was founded by Alexander in 329 BCE. Paralleled by the Trans-Caspian railroad, in ancient times it was called the Jaxartes.

ANSWER: Syr Darya River

[10] This is the valley where the Syr Darya is located. The classic invasion route into it is the Khudjand pass, and the region’s capital, Kokand, was the HQ of the Autonomous Turkistan Government during the Russian civil war.

ANSWER: Fergana Valley

X3) Identify these battles in which Alexander the Great took part for fifteen points each.
 [15] In 333 BC the Macedonians entered the Pass of Jonah, and under the command of Parmenio, defeated the superior numbers of the Persians under Darius III when Darius himself fled the battlefield.

ANSWER: Issus
[15] After Alexander was finished trouncing the Persians at Gaugamela, he entered India and engaged its leader, Porus at the namesake river. Porus’s 200 elephants fled and trampled the troops, but Alexander allowed him to remain ruler of his kingdom.

ANSWER: Hydaspes River
