Tossups

1) The subject of the Guggenheim's largest exhibition, he studied at Black Mountain College under Josef Albers. The artist of Erased De Kooning, a work, which is exactly as it sounds, he is more famous for what he calls "combine" paintings. A work consisting of paint, a tennis ball, the heel of a shoe, a police barrier, a tire, and a stuffed angora goat, is an example of his "combines."  For ten points, name this American neo-dadaist artist of Monogram and Odalisk.

ANSWER: Milton Robert Rauschenberg
2) Mr. Nichols prevents disaster early in the first book when he returns Aloysius, the teddy bear which had been left in his cab. The main character, a painter, is at a time engaged to Julia, the sister of his best friend, however as the novel ends, Julia realizes her Catholic faith with not allow her to divorce her husband Rex to remarry.  Revolving principally around the main character’s relationship with Sebastian Flyte and the Marchmain family, for ten points, Charles Ryder reminisces about the titular location in this Evelyn Waugh novel. 

ANSWER: Brideshead Revisited
3) The inability of Haitians to pronounce the Spanish word for it, led to some 30,000 deaths at the hand of General Trujillo. Used in ancient times to ward off drunkenness, it contains more Vitamin C than an orange and is a member of the family Apiaceae. It contains less than 0.5% of the essential oil apiol, explaining its mild flavor.  Found in curly-leafed or Italian varieties, for ten points, name this green herb typically used as a garnish, grouped with sage, rosemary and thyme in “Scarborough Fair.” 

ANSWER: Parsley
4) In Totem and Taboo, Freud says that an explanation of taboo might shed light upon the origin of this philosophical concept.  It was formulated in opposition to Aristotle, who in the Nicomachean Ethics asserted that moral theories should be based on the attainment of eudaimonia. Expounded in the Groundwork for the Metaphysics of Morals, for ten points, name this Kantian concept which in one formulation says, "Act only on that maxim through which you can at the same time will that it should become a universal law."

ANSWER: Categorical Imperative
5) Previously thought to be formed when galaxies rich in dark matter collide and to contain neither interstellar dust nor stars of spectral types 0 and B, the Hubble-Reynolds Law gives the observed surface brightness profile as a function of projected radial distance R. Usually reddish in color, one example is M104 located in Virgo and named for a sombrero. Assigned to one of eight classes based on the apparently length of their minor and major axes.  For ten points, name this type of galaxy without spiral arms. 

ANSWER: Elliptical Galaxies

6) It was first elucidated at Council of Constantinople and was prescribed binding to all subjects by Theodosius in 380. It adopted the homoousion, an expression of the anti-Arian sentiment central to its namesake meeting. In the 6th century the west adopted the Filioque clause though it was never accepted in the east.  For ten points, name this Christian creed accepted as authoritative by the Roman Catholic, Eastern Orthodox, and Anglican churches which takes its name from the 325 council in which it originated.

ANSWER: Nicene Creed (Do NOT accept: “Apostles Creed”)
7) The Ewald-Oseen Theorem explains the cancellation of the primary wave when light propagates through them. Characterized by its relative permittivity, they can be damaged if the electrostatic field and its corresponding voltage become large enough to induce current. Examples of which include aluminum oxide, porcelain, and air, for ten points, name this type of material which is a poor conductor of electricity, but an efficient supporter of electrostatic fields and is used in making capacitors. 

ANSWER: Dielectric
8) Inspired to pursue acting by his uncle, Denis Lawson, who played Wedge Antilles in the Star Wars Trilogy, his first starring role was as Private Mick Hopper in the miniseries Lipstick on Your Collar, but he is better known for a role in the cult success Shallow Grave.  Recently seen as Clerk Grimes in Black Hawk Down, his breakout role came as heroin addict Mark Renton in Trainspotting.  For ten points, name this Scottish actor who starred as the lovesick protagonist of Moulin Rouge and as Obi-Wan Kenobi in Star Wars Episodes I and II. 

ANSWER:  Ewan McGregor
9) Though no historical evidence supports his claim to have participated in the Battle of Fallen Timbers, it is known that he was killed at the Battle of York.  Ordered westward by General Wilkinson, this father-in-law of William Henry Harrison was arrested by Spain but observed the Southwest while being taken to Chihuahua for questioning.  The incorrect identifier of Leech Lake as the headwaters of the Mississippi, for ten points, identify this American explorer whose 1806 expedition discovered the Colorado mountain that bears his name. 

ANSWER: Zebulon Pike
10) It empties into the Gulf of Chili, an arm of its namesake sea.  Connected to the Wei via the People’s Victory Canal, it generally flows east, through "great northern bend" near the Ordos Desert and then through a loess region where it receives most of the silt from which its name is derived. Diverted in 1938 in defense of Japanese invasion, it has changed course at least nine times.  Nicknamed "China's Sorrow," for ten points, name this fifth longest river in the world and second longest in China behind the Yangtze. 

ANSWER: Huang Ho or Yellow River

11) Limited in a series of experiments by the Bonferroni correction, its value is identical for one-tailed and two-tailed tests. The probability of its occurrence, symbolized alpha, can be lowered by requiring very strong evidence to reject the null; however, this step would lower statistical power and raise the probability of accepting a false null. For ten points, name this statistical error in which a true null hypothesis is rejected. 

ANSWER: Type I Error

12) Nanon, the maid, eventually marries Cornoiller, the title character’s bailiff and keeper. After the title character’s love Charles marries the daughter of the Marquis d’Aubrion, she marries the President de Bonfons. Her miserly father, the richest man in Saumur, despite his millions, only gives her two rare gold coins a year as presents.  For ten points, name this novel by Balzac revolving around the daughter of M Grandet.

ANSWER: Eugenie Grandet
13) Its first movement opens with a string tremolo in E flat with its second part consisting of the composer’s typical rhythm, two even quarter notes followed by triplet of quarter notes. The third movement, a scherzo, builds on a number of hunting-horn calls and the final fourth movement closes with a “sonorous apotheosis.” Premiered by Hans Richter seven years after its completion, for ten points, name this symphony, Bruckner’s fourth. 

ANSWER: Romantic Symphony (accept Bruckner’s Fourth Symphony before end of question)
14) It began with Augustus the Strong's invasion of Livonia and the Frederick IV's invasion of Schleswig and Holstein, but in the end both nations relinquished their claims by the treaties of Altranstädt and Traventhal respectively. The conditions of the ending treaty between its main combatants included the transfer of Ingria, Estonia, and Karelia and were signed at Nystad in 1721.  For ten points, name this 18th century war which ended with Peter the Great's decisive defeat of Charles XII at Poltava. 

ANSWER: Great Northern War
15) His first comedy's premier lasted an hour longer than intended due to a poor portrayal of Sir Lucius O'Trigger. Later chosen by David Garrick to succeed him as proprietor of the Drury Lane Theatre, in 1816 Lord Byron wrote a Monody on his death lauding him as Right and Honourable. Attaining his greatest theatrical triumph with the depiction of Sir Oliver Surface's search for an heir, for ten points, name this 18th century English playwright of the Rivals and A School for Scandal. 

ANSWER: Richard Sheridan
16) Carboxylic acids are not reactive enough to be directly attacked, hence the addition of a strong mineral acid such as sulfuric acid. The acid catalyst protonates the carbonyl oxygen, giving the carboxylic acid a positive charge and making it susceptible to attack from an alcohol, which serves as solvent for the reaction. Loss of water from this intermediate produces the desired product.  For ten points, identify this organic chemistry reaction, named for a German chemist, where an ester is synthesized from carboxylic acid and alcohol.

ANSWER: Fischer esterification
17) Apollo granted her wish for as many years of life as grains of sand she could hold in her hand for a promise to sleep with him. When she did not, he gave her eternal life without eternal youth, and she was eventually so withered that she was kept in a jar.  As a very old woman, she offered nine of her books to the Roman king Tarquin, who only purchased the remaining three after she burned six.  For ten points, name this prophetess, the subject of a 1510 painting by Michelangelo.

Answer: Cumaean Sibyl or Sibyl of Cumae
18) Some suggest that it may be biological explained by an increase in density of dopaminergic receptor sites of the brain in response to purposeless hedonic excitement. Economist Edward Miller has argued that a tax on its products--by definition above the level of the Lindahl equilibrium -- would increase public welfare, a hypothesis in opposition to the term's originator who believed pecuniary emulation perpetuated societal poverty. Originally coined by Thorstein Veblen, for ten points, name this behavior, the purchasing of goods based on societal pressure rather than need. 

ANSWER: Conspicuous Consumption
19) Encouraged by the passage of the Enclosure Acts, three years after this work's initial publication George Crabbe wrote a pessimistic reply. The author tells us that the titular entity is the "loveliest of the lawn," all of whose charms are withdrawn and in which "desolation saddens all thy green."  Including a concluding four lines written by the author's friend Samuel Johnson, for ten points name this poem that nostalgically recalls rural and rustic England and was written by Oliver Goldsmith. 

ANSWER: Deserted Village
20) The numerous petition campaigns caused by this act prompted Congress to create the non-partisan United States Tariff Commission. One of its riders allowed for the US’s first progressive income tax.  Its namesake sponsor, an Alabama congressman received help from then congressman Cordell Hull in drafting the income tax sections of the act. Featuring the first tariff reduction since the Civil War, it lowered tariff rates from the 40% rates of the Payne-Aldrich Tariff.  For ten points, identify this 1913 tariff passed under President Wilson. 

ANSWER: Underwood-Simmons Tariff
X1) Founded with fewer than 300 members, its motto was "Thy honor is thy loyalty” and eight years after its inception, it had more than 50,000 members. Eventually splitting into two branches: the Waffen and Allgemeine, it reached the height of its power in the wake of the “Night of the Long Knives.”  For ten points, identify this organization headed by Heinrich Himmler, the black-uniformed elite corps of the Nazi Party.   
ANSWER: SS (Schutzstaffel)
X2) The 1974 film Mahler has the composer singing, “No longer a Jew boy, now you’re a Goy,” to it as he converts to Christianity.  In the Bugs Bunny cartoon “What’s Opera, Doc,” it accompanies Elmer Fudd’s “Kill da wabbit, kill da wabbit!”  Heard first thing in the third act of its opera, its rhythms describe the rush of wind, battle cries and galloping of flying horses.  For ten points, name this Wagner piece in which the daughters of Wotan gather on a mountaintop after battle, and which is blasted at the Vietcong in Apocalypse Now.

ANSWER: The Ride of the Valkyries
X3) It arose from a story the author heard during tea with the Archbishop of Canterbury, but modern critics think it deals with female hysteria.  The young lady is given her job by a mysterious gentleman on condition that she never bother him.  Her journal explains that the other servants refuse to discuss the old steward and her predecessor as governess, but she finds her charges, Miles and Flora, to be charming children.  In the end, Miles dies in her arms after Peter Quint appears at the window.  For ten points, name this Henry James novella about evil ghosts terrorizing a manor.

ANSWER: The Turn of the Screw

1) Identify each of the following about an American novel for ten points each.
[10] Its sequel, Pigs in Heaven, continues the story of Taylor Greer and her daughter, a Navajo child who is dumped in Taylor’s car during a trip from Kentucky to Tucson. 

ANSWER: The Bean Trees
[10] Name the author of the The Bean Trees, who like her character Taylor grew up in Kentucky and then moved to Arizona.

ANSWER: Barbara Kingsolver
[10] Name the Navajo child Taylor raises. Taylor names her because of her grip.

ANSWER: Turtle (accept: April)

2) When asked why he chose his profession, he once remarked, "I became an anthropologist, as a matter of fact not because I was interested in anthropology, but because I was trying to get out of philosophy."  Answer the following about that anthropologist for ten points each.
[10] In the work the Elementary Structures of Kinship, this anthropologist contrasted a number of cultures and surmises that marriage and not descent is the primary means to advancing a lineage. 

ANSWER: Claude Levi-Strauss
[10] Levi-Strauss was perhaps the chief proponent of this school of school science. It holds phenomena do not occur in isolation, but instead occur in relation to each other, and that all related phenomena are part of a whole with a definite, but not necessarily defined framework. 

ANSWER: Structuralism 
[10] Levi Strauss held that people use the objects around them to develop and assimilate ideas. He gave that idea this term that derived from the French for making and mending things from left over bits and pieces.

ANSWER: Bricolage
3) Give the following terms from Algebra for ten points each.
[10] An entity on an operator such that applying the operator with the entity to some quantity A, yields the same quantity. 

ANSWER: Identity
[10] The subset of Ring such that when x is in ring and y is in a subset of that ring then both xy and yx are in subset

ANSWER: Ideal 
[10] Any operator or algebra such that A squared equals A. 

ANSWER: Idempotent
4) Name the following mortals seduced by Zeus for ten points each. 

[10] Zeus took the form of a beautiful white bull to seduce her. After he took her to Crete she had three sons -- Minos, Sarpedon, and Rhadamanthys.

ANSWER: Europa
[10] Having taken a vow of Chastity, Zeus came to her disguised as Artemis, and after she let down her guard was raped. The result was Arcas. 

ANSWER: Callisto
[10] Zeus impersonated her husband Amphitryon and lay with her for a night which he extended to the length of three.  After all, he had to sire Heracles.
ANSWER: Alcmene
5) Answer the following about the autonomic nervous system for the stated number of points.
[5/5] Name the two divisions of the ANS.

ANSWER: sympathetic, parasympathetic
[10] This neurotransmitter is released by preganglionic neurons of both branches and by postganglionic neurons of the parasympathetic branch.

ANSWER: acetylcholine
[10] Postganglionic cells are derived from this portion of the neuroectoderm in embryos.

ANSWER: neural crest
6) Identify the city 30-20-10-5. 

[30] Noted for its production of such chocolates as Gianduiotto, in 1860 it was the site of the treaty in which Victor Emmanuel II ceded Savoy and Nice to Napoleon III. 

[20] Located at the confluence of the Po and Dora Riparia Rivers, a notable landmark is the Cathedral of San Giovanni. 

[10] The capital of the Piedmont, it will host the 2006 Winter Olympics.
[5] Its Cathedral of San Giovanni contains what was once believed to be the burial shroud of Jesus Christ. 

ANSWER: Turino or Turin
7) Name the following about men who have been romantically linked to Paris Hilton for ten points each. 

[10] Paris dated Deryck Whibley the lead singer of this nauseating pop punk band whose latest album is Does this look infected.
ANSWER: Sum 41
[10] Last weekend, Paris was spotted at a Las Vegas nightclub with this married star NFL linebacker from New Mexico. 

Answer: Brian Urlacher
[10] Paris was linked to this actor who portrayed Luke Brower in Growing Pains and Frank Abagnale in Catch Me If You Can. 

Answer: Leonardo DiCaprio
8) Answer the following about a type of star for ten points each. 

[10] Supported by electron degeneracy pressure, this mass of this type of star increases towards the Chandrashekar limit, as its radius decreases. 

ANSWER: White Dwarf
[10] The first white dwarf was discovered in 1863 by Alvan Clark as the binary to this larger star in the constellation Canis Major. 

ANSWER: Sirius 
[10] In August of 1995, more than 75 white dwarfs were observed in the constellation Scorpius as part of Messier object M4, the nearest of this astronomical type to earth. 

ANSWER: Globular Cluster
9) For ten points each, identify the following Argentinean rivers.

[10] The second longest river in South America, it joins with the Uruguay river to form the Rio de la Plata.

ANSWER: Parana River

[10] The city of Neuquen lies on one of the branches of this Patagonian river.

ANSWER: Rio Negro
[10] Its headwaters are the Grande and Barrancas Rivers and it flows southeast across the Patagonia and Pampas before entering the Atlantic at Bahia Blanca.

ANSWER: Colorado River
10) Identify the following about a nineteenth century American for ten points each.
[10] He is most famous for a resolution he proposed in December 1860 that would have extended the Missouri compromise line to the Pacific.  

ANSWER: John Crittenden
[10] Crittenden succeeded this man in the Senate in 1842, who resigned to prepare for the 1844 presidential election.
ANSWER: Henry Clay
[10] In May of 1861 Crittenden chaired this convention that asked the South to reconsider its position on secession from the Union.
ANSWER: Frankfort Convention 

11) Answer the following about a pair of artists for ten points each. 

[10] This German was noted for his treatise “Reflections on Beauty and Taste in Painting” and decorating the Vatican Camera dei Papiri for Pope Clement XIV. 
ANSWER: Anton Raphael Mengs
[10] A rival of Anton Mengs, Mengs is said to have fallen from a tree waiting to attack this aged artist of the The Apotheosis of the Spanish Monarchy and St. Tecla Freeing Este from the Plague. 

ANSWER: Giambattista Tiepolo
[10] Mengs and Tiepolo were the forerunners of this movement in art influenced by art historian Johann JoachimWinckelmanN, whose adherents include Jacques Louis David. 

ANSWER: Neoclassicism
12) For ten points each, name the following TV shows in which Tom Hanks guest starred in the early 1980's.
[10] In 1980, Hanks guest starred along with Nipsey Russell and Vic Tayback in an episode of this series featuring Gavin MacLeod as Your Captain: Merrill Stubing. 

ANSWER: Love Boat
[10] In 1983, Hanks guest starred as Ned Donnelly, the brother of this series' star Meredith Baxter. 

ANSWER: Family Ties
[10] A guest appearance on a 1982 episode of this show eventually landed Hanks the lead role in Splash, which was directed by Ron Howard. 

ANSWER: Happy Days
13) Answer the following about Canadian immigrant or ethnic groups for ten points each. 

[10] Founded in 1968 by René Lévesque, this political party represents the group whose past run-ins with the Canadian majority included an 1837 rebellion led by Louis-Joseph Papineau.

ANSWER: Parti Québécois 

[10] Of mixed Indian and European ancestry, the lived near the Red river area and established a provisional government under the leadership of Louis Riel. 

ANSWER: Metis
[10] A Russian pacifist group, their conflicts with Canadian authorities included disputes over land in Saskatchewan and the Kootenay region of British Columbia.

ANSWER: Doukhobors
14) Name these related terms from physical chemistry for ten points each.

[10] This is the increase in a system’s available energy as moles of one substance are added, with temperature and pressure constant.

ANSWER: Chemical Potential
[10] Chemical potential can be defined as the partial derivative of this factor with respect to the number of particles.  It is defined as internal energy minus temperature and entropy.  

ANSWER: Helmholtz Free Energy
[10] This condition comes about when the free energy of system is at a minimum and no spontaneous change in its status will take place.

ANSWER: Equilibrium
15) Answer the following about a European war for ten points each. 

[10] It was precipitated by death of the childless Charles II and Louis XIV's claim to the throne on behalf of his wife and son. 

ANSWER: War of Spanish Succession 

[10] Opposing Louis's claim was this Holy Roman Emperor on behalf of his son Charles VI, who would later spark another Succession controversy. 

ANSWER: Leopold 
3. In the Treaty of Rastadt, Charles finally relinquished his claim in favor of this king, the first Spanish bourbon. 

ANSWER: Philip V
16) Answer the following about pre-Socratic philosophers who wrote tracts entitled “On Nature” for ten points each: 

[10] Known as a Rhetorician, in addition to an “On Nature,” this sophist's Encomium of Helen is thought to be the first treatment of free will. Plato's dialogue concerning rhetoric is named for him. 

ANSWER: Gorgias of Leontini 

[10] This man’s “On Nature” posits his philosophy that the universe is composed of the four essential elements: fire, air, earth and water.

ANSWER: Empedocles  

[10] This teacher of Zeno wrote a poem entitled "On Nature" in which a goddess explains that reality must necessarily be, or must necessarily not be, or must both be and not be. Contemplation of the first option lead to his theory of One. 

ANSWER: Parmenides of Elea 

17) Answer the following about the 1311 Council of Vienna for ten points each. 

[10] The council was convoked by Pope Clement V at the insistence of this king of France. The husband of Joan of Navarre; he was the son of Phillip the Bold and grandson of Louis IX. 

ANSWER: Phillip IV the Fair 

[10] Phillip demanded the posthumous trial of this pope who canonized his grandfather. The pope issued two bulls: Clericis Laicos and Unam Sanctum that asserted the primacy of the papacy over secular kings. 

ANSWER: Pope Boniface VIII or Benedict Caetani
[10] Phillip also wanted to suppress these Poor Knights of Christ and of the Temple of Solomon. Three years later, the order's last grand master, Jacques de Molay, was burned at the stake.

ANSWER: Knights Templars
18) Answer the following concerning a popular theme in poetry for ten points each. 

[10] Used by Catullus, this phrase, which roughly may be translated as ‘Hail and Farewell’, has been used by many poets as a memorial. 

ANSWER: Ave atque vale
[10] Ave atque vale was used by Algernon Swinburne as the title of an 1868 elegy in memory of this French poet who passed away the year before. 

ANSWER: Charles Baudelaire
[10] This author used the phrase as part of the title of a memoriam of his brother, though he may be better remembered for a memoriam to Arthur Hallum. 

ANSWER: Alfred Lord Tennyson (FYI: Frater Ave Atque Vale)
19) Name the following Islamic Sects that arose following the death of the sixth imam, Jafar al-Sadiq for ten points each.

[10] By tradition succession should have passed to Jafar's eldest son though he died prior to his father. This group held that son to be the last imam. They later founded the Fatimid Dynasty in Egypt.

ANSWER: Ismailis or Seveners or Sabiyya
[10] 2. This group which is the official Shiite religion of Iran held that the line of imams continued through Ali ibn Muhammed Simmari who began the hidden imam tradition.

ANSWER: Twelvers or Ithna Ashariya
[10] 3. Led by the Aga Khan, this is the most populous Ismaili sect. In India there are known as the Khojas.

ANSWER: Nizaris
20) Identify each of the following works by Offenbach for ten points each.
[10] This opera, based on adaptations by Jules Barbier and Michel Carre, concerns a serious of love affairs – with Olympia, a mechanical doll, Giulietta, and Antonia, who sings herself to death. 

ANSWER: The Tales of Hoffman (Les contes d’Hoffman)
[10] This satirical operetta concerns a Greek figure whose wife, while having an affair with Pluto, is stolen away. 

ANSWER: Orpheus in the Underworld (Orfée aux enfers)
[10] This opera satirizes the decadence of Napoleon III and Parisian high society through a Greek myth, through scenes such as a royal beach excursion and an absurd game of charades. The opera also ridicules other music such as Wagner’s Tannhauser and Rossini’s William Tell. 

ANSWER: La Belle Helene
X1) Answer these questions about a poet for fifteen points each.

[15] An ethnic German, his mother called him Sophie and gave him long hair and dolls until age five.  He wrote The Book of Hours and The Duino Elegies.

ANSWER: Rainer Maria Rilke 

[15] This Rilke work is the jottings of a Danish poet in Paris.  He flees from love and dies in an unspecified but horrible manner.

ANSWER: The Notebooks of Malte Laurids Brigge
X2) 30-20-10, name the artist from works.

[30] Dead Christ and the Angels, At the House of Father Lathuille

[20] Absinthe Drinker, The Fifer

[10] Olympia, Bar at the Folies Bergere

ANSWER: Edouard Manet
X3) For ten points each-name these groupings of nations.
[10] Hong Kong, South Korea, Singapore, and Taiwan are known by this collective name because of their high rates of economic growth during the 1980s.

ANSWER: Asian Tigers
[10] Now with over 120 members, this group of developing nations formed during the 1964 United Nations Conference on Trade and Development.

ANSWER: G-77 or Group of 77
[10] Founded in 1989, its current tack is to promote the goals of the Bogor Declaration. The U.S. has tried to use it to create a NAFTA-like trade zone covering the Pacific Rim.

ANSWER: APEC or Asian Pacific Economic Cooperation
