Tossups

1) Its 1.1 release features a bandwidth of 12 megabits per second and it allows both isochronous and asynchronous data transfer. Employing a 4-wire serial bus and 3-layer protocol, this standard was designed as a competitor to Apple’s fire-wire technology. Although still approximately three times slower than both SCSI (read: Scuzzy) and IDE technology, for ten points, identify this successor to the serial port now commonly used in scanners, mice, and printers. 

ANSWER: Universal Serial Bus
2) Incited by an argument between two monarchs over who is the wealthiest, the hero of the tale is cursed. He ties himself to a tree while attempting to alone fend off alone an invading force, but kills his friend, Ferdiad, whom Queen Maeve has convinced to join the fight. Ending with King Aillil losing his most prized possession, for ten points, name this event of the Ulster cycle, in which Cuchulainn prevents the capture of the famous Brown Bull of Donn.  

ANSWER:  Cattle Raid of Cooley or Táin Bó Cúalnge
3) One plot on their behalf perpetrated by Francis Atterbury was used by Robert Walpole to discredit the Tories. Atterbury's plot followed in the wake an earlier uprising that ended with the Earl of Mar defeat at Battle of Sheriffmuir. Following their last uprising, Flora MacDonald helped their leader escape to the continent after the Duke of Cumberland crushed their forces at Culloden Moor Arising in the wake of the Glorious Revolution.  For ten points, name this Scottish movement which supported royal ascension of Bonnie Prince Charlie, grandson of James II.  

ANSWER: Jacobite Rebellion
4) The location of numerous coastal islands including Shantar and Yam, only Ion Island is located in the open sea.  Characterized by counterclockwise currents that moderate the climate on its southwestern shore, it receives the Penzhina River in the northeast and Amur River in the southwest near Sakhalin.  It is connected to the Pacific by passages through the Kuril Islands and by the Tatar and La Pérouse straits to the Sea of Japan.  For ten points, name this northwestern arm of the Pacific Ocean, which is found north of Hokkaido and west of the Kamchatka Peninsula. 

ANSWER: Sea of Okhotsk (accept: Okhotskoye More)

5) The protagonist’s wife Millie likes to relax after a hard day by taking tranquilizers and staring at a wall screen to achieve nothinkness. The Red Beast carries his team at 100 mph to perform a duty assigned by the dictatorship after World War III.  One day he meets Clarisse, who challenges him to explore what he destroys despite the injunction of Captain Beatty, which leads to a career strolling through birch forests memorizing text.  For ten points, name this Ray Bradbury novel about firemen who burn books.
ANSWER: Fahrenheit 451
6) Originally from Champagne, he was trained as an artist by Agostino Tassi and his earliest surviving work is Landscape with Cattle and Peasants.  The author of the Liber Veritatis, a volume of drawings copied after his own paintings, he was said to have done so to protect against forgeries of works such as Harbour Scene, Enchanted Castle, and Sermon on the Mount.  For ten points, name this man also called Claude Gellée, more famously named for his region of origin. 

ANSWER: Claude Lorraine (accept Claude Gellée before it is mentioned)
7) Computable using Routh's Rule, it is given for a solid body by the volume integral of the product of density and the square of the perdicular distance from axis of rotation or more generally the product of mass and the square of the radius of gyration. Having SI SI Unit kilogram-meter squared (kg*m^2), for ten points, name this opposition that the body exhibits to having its speed of rotation altered by the application of a torque. 

ANSWER: Moment of Inertia
8) Its rule of Poland was interrupted following the death of Augustus the Strong and the subsequent War of Polish Succession. In the 15th century the Treaty of Leipzig split it rulers into Ernestine and Albertine branches, though the Albertine consolidated power in the 16th century following Duke Maurice's obtaining of an electorate of the Holy Roman Empire. Bordering Thuringia, Bavaria, and, Brandenburg.  For ten points, name this historical central European region and now German state with capital at Dresden. 

ANSWER: Saxony
9) Invented by bowling alley proprietor Danny Biasone, its invention and consequent adoption was labeled by Maurice Podoloff as the most important event in the history of his league. Debuting professionally in 1954, it was adopted by the college game in 1986 and modified in 1994.  For professionals, it is set based on the average number of scoring attempts desired, which is to say at 24.  For ten points, identify this basketball innovation which prevents teams from stalling.  

ANSWER: Shot Clock
10) It originated at Yale Law School with a petition written by R. Douglas Stuart. Early members included Robert Wood, Potter Steward and Gerald Ford, though Ford quickly resigned.  Member John Flynn, author of As We Go Marching, fought the inclusion of Fascists and anti-Semitists. Aiming to preserve American democracy, it was founded in 1940 but dissolved four days after the attack on Pearl Harbor.  For ten points, identify this controversial American isolationist group promoted by Charles Lindberg.

ANSWER: America First
11) In 1962 they began their career together as the house band at Tony Mart's. There they met Frank Ridgeway who was recruited to join as keyboardist. After a moderately successful first album released by Satin Records, the follow-up was to be called Season in Hell, though was never released due to the lead singers death. The search for those missing studio recordings for that album became the subject of a 1983 movie.  For ten points, name this fictional band whose songs were actually performed by John Cafferty and the Beaver Brown Band. 

ANSWER: Eddie & the Cruisers
12) Originally from St Louis, this author published her first novel, At Fault, in 1890.  One of her short stories revolves around the mystery surrounding the birth of a child of mixed ancestry. In the author's best-known work, Robert Lebrun engages in an affair with Edna Pontellier who struggles to retain her place in Creole society.  A part of the local color movement, for ten points, this author wrote the collections A Night in Acadie and Bayou Folk and the novel, The Awakening. 

ANSWER: Kate Chopin
13) The backdrop of the famous Order No. 1, it began with a meeting of General Krimov with Michael Rodzianko. Reaching a critical point when the Putilov Iron Works locked out its workforce, inevitably George Lvov stepped in to head a provisional government, but the real power rested with the Petrograd Soviet. Witnessing the transfer of power from the Romanovs to the Soviets, for ten points, identify this Russian Revolution of early 1917. 

ANSWER: Februrary Revolution

14) He ordered the death of Simei after Simei disobeyed him by crossing the Kidron Valley and removed Abiathar from the priesthood. He was crowned before the death of his father, to prevent his older brother Adonijah from taking the throne. Anointed by Zadok the priest and Nathan the prophet, he later ordered the death of Joab.  For ten points, identify this third king of Israel, son of Bathsheba, and successor to David. 

ANSWER: Solomon
15) They may contain tarns, or small lakes, and their widening leads to the formation of sharp arêtes, cols, and horns. Their formation is a positive feedback loop, because shadowing by its back wall causes them to deepen. Generally resulting from erosion beneath a bergschrund, they usually hold recent moraines.  For ten points, identify this bowl-shaped basin at the head of a glacial valley whose name is derived from the French word for “circus.”
ANSWER: cirque
16) Its author gave the manuscript to his child’s nurse to sell if she needed the money.  A boy’s adoptive mother raises him with strict knowledge of the “Laws,” telling him again and again that he must one day kill his parents’ murderer.  Captured as a baby, he tries to escape his destiny by moving to a distant village, but his enemy follows him.  With knowledge imparted by his teachers, Bagherra and Baloo, and information from a wolf, he kills the tiger, Shere Khan, and returns to his happy life in the forest.  For ten points, name this Rudyard Kipling work about Mowgli.

ANSWER: The Jungle Book
17) It opens with full orchestra and chorus backed by a steady timpani beat. The fourth movement, a baritone solo, opens with four even notes played by piccolo and glockenspiel. The only non-choral movement, the sixth, is a dance while movement eight opens with ringing sleigh bells.   Opening and ending with “O Fortuna,” it is based on thirteenth-century songs found in the Benediktbueren monastery.  For ten points, identify this choral and orchestral work by Carl Orff.
ANSWER: Carmina Burana
18) Bruno Bettelheim, in The Uses of Enchantment, connects the story of the Three Little Pigs to this psychological entity.  Sometimes expressed via parapraxes, it is suppressed via sublimation though critical theorists held that societal inertia tends towards regression.  According to Freud, it is the guiding force behind the instinct to seek satisfaction and the failure to distinguish fantasy from reality.  For ten points, identify this governing principle of the id. 

ANSWER: Pleasure Principle
19) Responsible for the hemolytic disease erythroblastosis fetalis, it typically does not affect the first-born and was first detected in 1941 by A.S. Weiner and Karl Landsteiner.  It is produced by three sets of genes on the short arm of chromosome 1.  Used to signify the presence, or lack thereof, of an antigen in the cell wall of red blood cells, it was named for the agent used to test for its presence.  For ten points, name this blood factor which takes its name from a monkey. 

ANSWER: Rh Factor 
20) References to Aetna’s eruption of 479 BC show it was written after that year, but destruction of its other sections often makes the characters’ intentions inscrutable.  Perhaps not even done by the purported author, it has very little action after the opening.  The title character declares that his only crime entails loving too much and asks the elements to pity him.  He is taunted by Kratos, comforted by Oceanos and Io, and threatened by Hermes.  For ten points, name this Aeschylus work in which Zeus has Hephaestus chain up a naughty titan.

ANSWER: Prometheus Bound
X1) He served as Tennessee's first member of the House of Representatives and fiercely criticized Washington for supporting Jay's Treaty.  He beat Richard Lawrence nearly to death after that man shot him, but the bullet from a duel lodged next to his heart caused him lifelong pain.  His treaty with the Creeks gained three-fifths of Alabama for the U. S. and only a "corrupt bargain" between his opponents, Clay and Adams, kept him from the White House in 1824.   For ten points, name this South Carolina-born president, hero of the Battle of New Orleans.

ANSWER: Andrew Jackson
X2) The Egyptians used it in war, but it was used only by women in Greece and Rome, while the Chinese version was said to have been invented by a woman.  A twelfth-century Pope declared it a symbol of honor, but the first English users were sprayed with mud by cabbies who found it a threat to their livelihoods.  It finally replaced the sword as a symbol of aristocracy and takes its name from Italian for "little shade."  For ten points, name this object held over the head when it is raining.

ANSWER: Umbrella
X3) They broke up when the lead singer put a knife to the drummer’s throat, but reunited for one night when inducted into the Rock & Roll Hall of Fame in March 2003.  The most famous member was a ditch digger who liked striped sweaters and the group name was coined for all the free publicity attendant to it.  Debuting with Outlandos D’Amour in 1979, their song Synchronicity II concerns Jungian themes, while their most famous tune is about a stalker.  For ten points, name this group composed of Stewart Copeland, Andy Summers and Sting, creators of “Every Breath You Take.”
ANSWER: The Police
Bonus

1) Common ones include Lasix, Diamox, and Hyrdochlorothiazide.  For ten points each: 

[10] Give the name of this class of drugs which act to increase the excretion of urine by the kidneys.

ANSWER: Diuretic(s)

[10] Potassium sparing diuretics such as spironolactone block the action of this hormone on the kidney. 

ANSWER: aldosterone
[10] Diuretics such as furosemide derive their name from their action on the Na+-K+-Cl- transporter in the thick ascending of this renal structure: 

ANSWER: Loop of Henle
2) For ten points each, name the following operas in which Supreme Court Justices have performed. 

[10] Ruth Bader Ginsburg, Stephen Breyer and Anthony Kennedy played minor roles in this opera in September 2003 its opening night at the Kennedy Center. The justices played guests of Prince Orlofsky during a party scene in this Johann Strauss Jr. opera. 
ANSWER: Die Fleidermaus
2. In 1994, Ginsberg and Antonin Scalia were extras in this Richard Strauss opera in which the comedian Zerbinetta is contrasted with the tragic title character who eventually finds consolation in Bacchus’ arms.  

ANSWER: Adriadne auf Naxos
3. At age 12, Stephen Breyer portrayed a brown soldier in a San Francisco Opera production of this Mussorgsky opera centering on a Russian pretender. 

ANSWER: Boris Godounov
3) Identify the following movies from Gary Cooper quotes for ten points each.

[10] “People all say that I’ve had a bad break, but today – today I consider myself the luckiest man on the face of the earth.”

ANSWER: The Pride of The Yankees
[10] “It’s no good. I’ve got to go back. They’re making me run. I’ve never run from anybody before.” The line is spoken to Grace Kelley to let her know their honeymoon will have to wait.

ANSWER: High Noon
[10] “If you want to call me that, smile,” said to Walter Huston.

ANSWER: The Virginian
4) Following World War I, George Simnel wrote that it was up to this sociologist to reconstitute "that incomparable treasure of German Culture."  For ten points each:
[10] Name this sociologist who argued that the development of modernization would result in the formation of an "Iron Cage of Rationality" which would leave little room for individuals to act on their own. 

ANSWER: Max Weber 
[10] Weber is perhaps best known for this 1904 work that postulates a connection between religion and the development of capitalism in the west. Please give the full title. 

ANSWER: The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism  

[10] Weber elucidated a theory of ideal types of authority. Along with feudal and bureaucratic, Weber coined this term for leadership via 'a personality quality which sets apart an individual from ordinary people.'

ANSWER: Charisma or Charismatic
5) Answer the following about a CPU design for ten points each. 

[10] First instituted in the CDC 6600 supercomputer by Seymour Cray, in the 1980's David Patterson led a project at Berkeley that implemented this cpu design philosophy. It aimed to streamline processing within the CPU, while at the same time attempting to reduce the total number of memory accesses. 

ANSWER: Reduced Instruction Set Computing I 

[10] Simultaneous to Patterson's project, John Hennessy started this project at Stanford, which focused on making sure the pipeline was full. This resulting CPU features a five-stage pipeline to execute multiple instructions at the same time. 

ANSWER: Microprocessor without Interlocked Pipeline Stages
[10] RISC and MIPS made efficient use of these memory storage devices that are tied to a clock, and are only written once per machine cycle. RISC used 128 of them; MIPS 32. 

ANSWER: Registers
6) 5-10-15, answer these questions about an author and her works.

[5] She offered to shape Goldwater’s campaign platform, but he detested her atheism.  Author of Anthem and Atlas Shrugged, her philosophy is called Objectivism.

ANSWER: Ayn Rand
[10] This architect hero of Rand’s The Fountainhead cares for nothing but his business.  He wages a weird battle against those who wish to keep him down.

ANSWER: Howard Roark
[15] This Ayn Rand work concerns a young Russian woman who struggles against the Bolshevik system, chiefly by having an affair with a Communist soldier.

ANSWER: We The Living
7) Identify the following terms associated with electromagnetism. 

[10] Given in units of Webers, it is the measure of a magnetic field passing through a cross sectional area.

ANSWER: Magnetic Flux
[10] The degree of magnetization of a material in response to a magnetic field; it is equal to the ratio of the material's magnetic flux density to magnetic field strength. 

ANSWER: Permeability
[10] A constant for a given material, this term is defined the intensity of magnetization of a body placed in a uniform magnetic field of unit strength; it is equal to the ratio of permeability minus 1 and 4 times Pi. 

ANSWER: susceptibility
8) Name the following Egyptian Goddesses for ten points each. 

[10] During the old kingdom she was worshipped as part of a divine triad with her husband Ptah and her son Nefertem. She is depicted as a woman with the head of a lioness. 

ANSWER: Sakhmet
[10] With a name meaning 'papyrus colored' this snake goddess was a protector of the king. She gave nourishment to both children of Isis

ANSWER: Buto 
[10] The personification of moisture, she and her consort Shu were parents to Geb and Nut.

ANSWER: Tefnut
9) Answer the following about a literary relationship on a 15-5 basis. 

[15] In 1913 this Irish author spent time Stone Cottage in Sussex, during which he wrote Four Plays for Dancers and At the Hawk's Well. 
[5] The dramas were performed at the Abbey Theater that he co-founded with Lady Gregory. 

ANSWER: William Butler Yeats
[15] During Yeats' time at Stone Cottage, this American poet served as his secretary. 
[5] It was at this approximate time that he became the leader of the imagist poets. 

ANSWER: Ezra Pound 
10) Prior to the election of John Paul II, the last time a non-Italian was elected in 1522.  For ten points each: 

[10] Name this pope, the last to keep his baptismal name upon ascension. 

ANSWER: Pope (H)Adrian VI (Dadel) 

[10] In 1506, Adrian was chosen by Holy Roman Emperor Maximilian to tutor this grandson of his, who would later become Holy Roman Emperor. 

ANSWER: HRE Charles V OR Spanish King Charles I

[10] Adrian's influence on Charles is perhaps most profound in the Martin Luther controversy. Charles called Luther to this meeting at which his famous line "Here I stand; I can do no other." was uttered. 

ANSWER: Diet of Worms
11) Name the authors of the following works or speeches for ten points each. 

[10] This existentialist wrote "The German University's Self-Affirmation" which is viewed as an affirmation of Nazism. 

ANSWER: Martin Heidegger
[10] A friend of Heidegger, in his "The Question of German Guilt," he stated that whoever had participated actively in the preparation or execution of war crimes and crimes against humanity was morally guilty. 

ANSWER: Karl Jaspers
[10] This transcendental idealist's 1807 "Addresses to the German Nation" spoke on a foundation for national recovery and glory. 

ANSWER: Johann Fichte
12) Name the following pairs of figures who are contrasted in Parallel Lives, 5 for one, 15 for the pair.  

- The first was a member of the first Triumvirate who was killed at the Battle of Carrhae; the second an Athenian was picked along with Alcibiades and Lamachus to lead the Sicilian expedition and was executed after his surrender. 

ANSWER: Marcus Crassus & Nicias 

- The first was Roman dictator from 82 to 79 BC who defeated Mithradates VI of Pontus in 85 BC; the second defeated Athens at the Battle of Aegospotami and later established the Thirty Tyrants. 

ANSWER: Lucius Sulla & Lysander
13) In April 2003, Dr. Grigori Perelman gave a series of lectures at MIT concerning "Ricci Flow and Geometrization" on a specific type of topological space. Answer the following about those lectures for ten points each. 

[10] The topological space in question was the three-dimensional variety of this entity defined as being locally Euclidean. 

ANSWER: Manifold
[10] Without ever mentioning it by name, Perelman is suspected to have proved this conjecture erroneously claimed last year to have been proved by M. J. Dunwoody. More formally, the conjecture says, "that every simply connected closed three-manifold is homeomorphic to the three-sphere." 

ANSWER: Poincare Conjecture

[10] Perelman actually attempted to prove this more robust conjecture from which Poincare immediately follows. It says, that when a three-manifold is split into its connected sum and the Jaco-Shalen-Johannson torus decomposition, the remaining components each admit exactly one of the eight geometries. 

ANSWER: Thurston's Conjecture

14) Answer the following about works of Thornton Wilder that won Pulitzer Prizes: 

[10] Wilder's first prize came in 1927 for this novel about Brother Juniper who witnesses the collapse of a rope bridge over a gorge in rural Peru.  

ANSWER: The Bridge of San Luis Rey
[10] In 1938, Wilder won a second prize for Our Town, which follows the Gibbs and Webbs who reside in this New Hampshire Town. 

ANSWER: Grover's Corners 

[10] Wilder won his final prize in 1942 for this play, which follows the Antrobus family as they narrowly escapes one disaster after another. 

ANSWER: The Skin of our Teeth
15) Answer the following questions concerning a Civil War Battle for ten points each. 

[10] Following Cold Harbor, this railroad junction south of Richmond was sieged for 9 months before Lee ordered its evacuation 13 days before the surrender at Appomattox. 

ANSWER: Petersburg 
[10] Perhaps the Union's best opportunity to end the siege was squandered in July when this ineffectual union general created a gap in confederate line by an explosion under Eliott's Salient, and promptly moved his troops into the resulting crater. 
ANSWER: Ambrose Burnside
[10] Burnside hoped that the gap in the line would allow the union to take this strategic high point south of Petersburg. 

ANSWER: Cemetery Hill
16)  Identify the following staff members at the Bauhaus for ten points each.
[10] This dude directed the Bauhaus.

ANSWER: Walter Gropius
[10] A Hungarian he was head of the metal workshop. As photographer he composed directly onto film and created light-modulators, oil paintings on transparent or polished surfaces. 
ANSWER: László Moholy-Nagy
[10] Concerned with the reiteration of abstract rectilinear patterns and the use of primary colors his most famous work is the Homage to the Square. 

ANSWER: Joseph Albers
17) Given the bodies of water it connects identify the Middle Eastern strait 5-5-10-10.

[10] The first black woman to win, she won for Annie Allen. 

ANSWER: Gwendolyn Brooks
[10] She won in 1922 for The Ballad of the Harp-Weaver and A Few Figs from Thistles
ANSWER: Edna St. Vincent Millay
19) Identify the following about events of 1905 for ten points each. 

[10] On Janurary 22, priest Georgy Gapon arranged a mass demonstration that ended in tragedy when Grand Duke Vladimir ordered troops to fire on the protesters. The massacre became known by this sobriquet. 

ANSWER: Bloody Sunday
[10] On May 27-29, Russian naval squadrons under Rozhestvensky was decisively defeated by Admiral Togo Heihachiro's Japanese fleet at this site and final battle of the Russo-Japanese war. 

ANSWER: Tsushima Straits
[10] On October 16, the recommendation by this governor general to partition Bengal, into a halves with Muslim and Hindu majorities, was put into effect. 

ANSWER: Lord George Curzon
20) For ten points each, answer the following about characters in Dreiser works. 

[10] He is the main character of The Financier and The Titan.

ANSWER: Frank Cowperwood
[10] After coming to Chicago at eighteen, she becomes Hurstwood’s mistress before succeeding as a New York actress.

ANSWER: Sister Carrie or Caroline Meeber
[10] The main character of An American Tragedy, he impregnates and murders his girlfriend Roberta.
ANSWER: Clyde Griffiths
X1) Identify these card games requiring a special deck of cards 5-5-10-10.
[5] The deck of 108 cards containing special cards including reverse, skip, wild, and wild four cards.

ANSWER: Uno
[5] Consisting of black, red, green, and yellow suits of 14 cards each plus an ultimate trump card featuring a picture of a bird, this game was originally introduced by protestant fundamentalists. 

ANSWER: Rook
[10] In this card game, the cards played determine the rules and objective of the game. Cards include rule, goal, action, and keeper cards.

ANSWER: Fluxx
[10] Released by the creators of Uno, the deck consists of 162 cards of 12 sets of cards numbered 1-12 and 18 namesake jokers.

[10] This group was organized at what is now De Pauw University in 1870 and was the first sorority.

ANSWER: Kappa Alpha Theta
[10] This first social fraternity was created in 1833 and held secret meetings in the top floor of the very first frat house.

ANSWER: Kappa Alpha Society
