The New Tournament at Cornell 2003: Feel the Changes Begin

1) A close associate of Laura Riding, his relationship with her produced the 1928 Pamphlet Against Anthologies.  He dealt with his traumatic World War I experiences in the novels They Hanged My Saintly Billy and Sergeant Lamb of the Ninth, in the poetry collection Fairies and Fusiliers, and in his autobiography, Good-Bye to All That.  His version of The Greek Myths developed his assertion that poetry originated in the concept of the moon goddess in her triple aspect of virgin, nymph and crone, an assertion set forth in The White Goddess.  For ten points, name this English poet and author of such historical novels as Count Belisarius and I, Claudius.
ANSWER: Robert Ranke Graves
2) It lived during the Miocene and Pliocene epochs, though some claim that it is still extant.  It probably fed upon the whales that evolved at the same time.  Thought to be anywhere from 40 to 60 feet long, its teeth were as large as six inches across, and its jaws expanded to six feet, explaining why its species name means, “giant tooth.”  For ten points, identify this favorite subject of crypto zoologists, a shark thought to be three times as large as the modern great white shark, with which it shares a genus.

ANSWER: carcharodon megalodon (accept carcharocles megalodon)

3) Its name derives from a Richard Felton Outcault cartoon of a big-eared Chinese kid who wears a shirt that reads “look at me back.”  Outcault was replaced by George Luks after defecting to the rival New York Journal.  Eventually, competition between the Journal and the World extended beyond cartoons, producing the timeless phrase “you supply the pictures, I’ll supply the war.”  For ten points, name this term exemplifying the policies of Pulitzer and especially Hearst, a term indicating journalism utilizing extreme sensationalism and lurid features to attract readers.

ANSWER: Yellow Journalism
4) In the first episode of The Family Guy, Peter Griffin is arrested after dumping money from a blimp during the Super Bowl, but this character interrupts his trial.  In a series of comic books and an Atari 2600 game starring this character, he faces off against Scorch and his minions, the Thirsties.  Appearing next to Roger Bhan’s profile on the ACF website, he debuted in 1975 as “Pitcher Man.”  For ten points, name this giant red character who busts through brick walls and shouts “Oh, yeah” in order to market a certain sugary beverage.

ANSWER: Kool-Aid Man (prompt on “Pitcher Man” on early buzzes)
5) His play, The Maid of the Oaks, was performed in honor of William Howe and his mistress, Mrs. Loring, but was not nearly as successful as The Heiress.  His immense baggage train consisted mostly of champagne, and its immensity only worsened the situation of his troops as they marched through the wilderness from Fort Ticonderoga to the Hudson River in July of 1777 in an effort to link up with Howe and St. Leger at Albany.  For ten points, identify this British major general who, surrounded by a much larger American force commanded by Philip Schuyler and Horatio Gates, surrendered his command at Saratoga.

ANSWER: John Burgoyne
6) Allegedly born in Canaan with the name of Offerus, he was blessed with size and strength, and resolved to serve only the worthiest, rejecting Satan in the process.  Eventually, a hermit convinced him to accept Christ.  Instead of fast and prayer, he carried the faithful across a raging stream.  One day, a child he was carrying revealed itself as God, turning this man’s staff into a palm tree, converting many and angering Dagnus, who had this martyr beheaded.  For ten points, identify this patron saint of travel, with a name from the Greek for “Christ bearer.”

ANSWER: St. Christopher
7) The title character addresses her father, Helios, as the “noble author of a sad family.”  Three characters play the role of confidants in this play, namely Ismene, Theramenes, and Oenone, a slave woman who commits suicide after attempting to save her mistress by propagating a lie.  The title character, cursed by Aphrodite, utilizes a comparison to Theseus to avow her love to a woman-hater who falls in love with Aricia.  Theseus, believing that Hippolytus attempted to rape the title character, asks Poseidon to kill his son, which happens, and is followed by the title character’s suicide.  For ten points, name this Jean Racine tragedy about a mythological woman who fell in love with her stepson.

ANSWER: Phèdre or Phaedra
8) This banker’s son, whose name means “to inscribe brightly,” studied under Walter Gropius at the Harvard Graduate School of Design.  In 1955, he obtained U.S. citizenship and founded his own firm.  His first project, the National Center for Atmospheric Research, caught the attention of Jackie Kennedy, who commissioned him to build the John F. Kennedy Library.  For ten points, identify this architect, whose buildings include the East Wing of the National Gallery of Art, the Glass Pyramid of the Louvre, and the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame.

ANSWER: Ieoh Ming Pei
9) Some regions of it show surface ridges nicknamed “cantaloupe terrain,” which appear to be tectonic in nature.  Other features of it include nitrogenous geysers and wind streaks from its atmosphere, which derives from the sublimation of its surface ices.  Colder even than Pluto, it is also larger, suggesting that it once orbited the sun, and was captured by the planet it currently orbits.  For ten points, name this satellite with a retrograde orbit, the largest moon of Neptune.

ANSWER: Triton
10) He once encouraged his listeners à la Freeburg to read the nonexistent book I Libertine, which consequently made the New York Bestseller list without being in print.  Visitors to Disney World may have noticed that his voice takes you through the “Carousel of Progress.”  Shel Silverstein dedicated his ABZ Book to this longtime WOR radio personality, whose own literary output includes the memoirs The Ferrari in the Bedroom and In God We Trust, All Others Pay Cash, which provided the basis for his most famous achievement.  For ten points, name this humorist who wrote and narrated the movies My Summer Story and A Christmas Story.

ANSWER: Jean Shepherd
11) Born the son of an oil magnate and a women’s rights activist, he took up writing when his general store in South Dakota failed.  Using such pen names as “Floyd Akers” and “Edith Van Dyne,” he declared that he wished to write modern children’s stories, and ones that did not frighten children, like those of the Brothers Grimm.  He also wrote books for adults, such as The Last Egyptian, but his most notable success came with a novel regarding a land divided into “four color-coded countries.”  For ten points, identify this author of The Wonderful Wizard of Oz.
ANSWER: Lyman Frank Baum
12) The theme of this song was derived from the 1971 movie Johnny Got His Gun.  The speaker is “fed through the tube that sticks in me / Just like a wartime novelty. / Tied to machines that make me be.”  During the chorus, he stops to “Hold my breath as I wish for death. / Oh please God, wake me.”  He concludes with a rant which explains his grim situation: “Landmine / Has taken my sight, / Taken my speech, / Taken my hearing, / Taken my arms, / Taken my legs, / Taken my soul, / Left me with a life in Hell.”  For ten points, name this fourth song off the Metallica album …And Justice for All, whose title exemplifies the extreme solitude of the speaker.

ANSWER: One
13) Its existence was made known to the west in 1910 when shipwrecked Dutch officer Steyn van Hensbroek killed one and sent it to a zoo on Java.  On its native island, it is known as the ora, but on Rinca and Flores, it is inappropriately given a name meaning, “land crocodile,” as it is not a crocodilian, but a monitor.  They carry seven virulent strains of bacteria in their teeth, which aids them in the killing of such prey as wild pigs, deer, and occasionally humans.  For ten points, identify these reptiles named for the Indonesian island on which they are found, the largest lizards on earth.

ANSWER: Komodo Dragon or Monitor
14) This site was the birthplace of Plutarch.  Precipitated by the seizure of Elateia, the most notable battle to take place here was broken wide open when the Athenians charged after a feint by the opposing commander’s hypaspists.  Troops led by the victor’s son Alexander charged into the gap, encircling the Thebans on the right wing and slaying to the last man the homosexual Sacred Band.  For ten points, name this 338 B.C. battle in Boeotia at which Philip II of Macedon secured Macedonian hegemony in Greece.
ANSWER: Chaeronea

15) He is goaded into marrying the harlot Elka, who bears him six illegitimate children who always catch the evil eye, forcing him to retrieve abracadabras for them.  When he catches Elka sleeping with another man, his conclusion that he imagined the sight is backed up by an obscure passage of Maimonides.  After Elka dies, he is visited by the Spirit of Evil, who convinces him to pour urine into the bread dough at his bakery to revenge himself on the people of Frampol, who delight in getting him to believe whatever he is told.  For ten points, name this title character of an Isaac Bashevis Singer short story, a so-called fool who believes that everything is possible.
ANSWER: Gimpel the Fool

16) Some sources label her as the deified form of Leda.  Other sources assert that Zeus ravished her in the form of a swan, and when she gave birth to the egg containing Helen, Zeus tossed it between the legs of Leda.  This goddess makes her home at Attic Rhamnus, and is depicted wearing a silver crown with stag horns, carrying an apple bough and a wheel, and with a scourge at her girdle with which to punish men who boast of and hoard their riches.  For ten points, name this Greek goddess of retribution, whose name has come to denote an opponent or foe.

ANSWER: Nemesis    

17) The narrator of this novel attends his 45th high school reunion and sees such old acquaintances as Mendy Gurlik, a delinquent who taught him how to jack off.  Nathan Zuckerman then sees Jerry, the confrontational brother of the main character, and decides to recount said main character’s life story.  The main character’s story ends as he realizes that his wife Dawn, a former Miss New Jersey, is having an affair with Orcutt.  After a career as a star athlete at Weequahic High, he inherits his father Lou’s Newark Maid glove business, but his life unravels in 1968 when his radical daughter Merry blows up a post office.  For ten points, name this 1997 Pulitzer Prize winning novel about Seymour “Swede” Levov, Philip Roth’s not-so-idyllic account of America in the 50’s and 60’s.
ANSWER: American Pastoral
18) In 1951, he attempted to turn his Long Island estate at Knollwood into his own kingdom, but he was only allowed 20 subjects and was not tax-exempt.  Married to Geraldine Apponyi, a postcard saleswoman at the Budapest National Museum, he went into exile after Italy overran his country in 1939, abandoning the republican government he had formed in 1922.  After World War II, he officially abdicated after the takeover of his kingdom by Communists under Enver Hoxha.  Giving himself a royal name meaning “bird,” for ten points, name this Albanian leader who declared himself king in 1928.

ANSWER: King Zog I (Ahmed Bey Zogu)

19) In the London theory, the wave equation for the vector potential can be rewritten in the form of the Proca equation, producing an effective photon mass term.  This limits the depth of penetration of the field and, for a large enough sample, makes a material perfectly diamagnetic.  This behavior is not exhibited by a perfect normal conductor, so its presence is an independent way of observing superconductivity.  For ten points, identify this “effect” in which magnetic fields are expelled from superconductors.

ANSWER: Meissner-Ochsenfeld effect
20) She forces her nurse to promise never to scold her dog Douce again, even if the dog should piss on the carpet.  Later, she attempts to conduct a futile conversation with the guard Jonas regarding the difference between soldiers and guards.  Even after her uncle tells her that her brother was in reality a horrid person, she decides to contradict his orders anyway, declaring “A chacun son role.”  At the end, Eurydice slits her own throat with her sewing needles, and Hémon stabs himself after seeing that this title character has hanged herself.  Créon continues his bureaucratic duties in, for ten points, this modern adaptation of a Sophocles play by Jean Anouilh.
ANSWER: Antigone
Bonus

1) Identify these literary works which feature hot lesbian action, or at least the implication thereof, for 10 points each, or for 5 if you need the author.

[10] In this play, Inès, who declares “I hate men,” wishes to “act as a mirror” to Estelle in a small Second Empire style room.  I guess a ménage à trois with Garcin is out.

[5] Jean-Paul Sartre

ANSWER: No Exit (Huis Clos)

[10] In this novel, the feminist Olive Chancellor competes with Basil Ransom for the affection of the impressionable Verena Tarrant.
[5] Henry James

ANSWER: The Bostonians
[10] This play details how a girl ruins the lives of boarding school teachers Karen Wright and Martha Dobie by accusing them of being a little too close.

[5] Lillian Hellman

ANSWER: The Children’s Hour

2) Identify these assorted roundish buildings for ten points each.

[10] This Roman building, commissioned by Hadrian, was dedicated to all the gods.

ANSWER: Pantheon
[10] This small Bramante building was built in the courtyard where it was then thought St. Peter had been crucified.

ANSWER: Tempietto di San Pietro

[10] This building on Jerusalem's Temple Mount, begun in 684, is the oldest intact Islamic monument.

ANSWER: Dome of the Rock (Qubbat as-Sakhra)

3) For 10 points each, identify the following concerning three accomplished men, all of whom share a last name with your tournament director.

[10] Joe Francis made a name for himself as the producer of this series of videos consisting mostly of barely legal girls flashing the camera at parties.

ANSWER: Girls Gone Wild
[10] This center for the Rio Grande College Redmen holds the NCAA record for most points scored in a basketball game with 113.

ANSWER: Clarence “Bevo” Francis (accept either Clarence or Bevo, or both)

[10] This English detective novelist and former jockey incorporates racing into such thrillers as Shattered and Second Wind.

ANSWER: Dick Francis (accept “Richard,” I guess)
4) Identify these cabinet members of Abraham Lincoln on a 5-10-15 basis.

[5] This man, Lincoln’s Secretary of the Treasury, later replaced Roger B. Taney as Chief Justice of the Supreme Court.

ANSWER: Salmon P. Chase
[10] This man, Lincoln’s Secretary of the Navy, oversaw the construction of the Monitor.

ANSWER: Gideon Welles
[15] Edwin M. Stanton was actually Lincoln’s second Secretary of War.  Lincoln appointed Stanton after dismissing this Pennsylvania boss, of whom he said, “The only thing he won’t steal is a red-hot stove.”

ANSWER: Simon Cameron
5) Name these laws governing blackbody radiation from their equations for 15 points each.

[15] Hotter objects emit more total radiation per unit surface area, as expressed by the equation: Emitted power per square meter = σT4 [sigma times T to the fourth].

ANSWER: Stefan-Boltzmann Law
[15] Hotter objects emit photons with a lower average wavelength, as expressed by the equation: λmax ≈ 2,900,000 / T nm [lambda-max approximately equals two million, nine hundred thousand over T nanometers].

ANSWER: Wien’s Law
6) Given works, name the German author on a 10-5 basis.
[10] The Clown; Adam, Where Art Thou?
[5] Group Portrait with Lady; Billiards at Half-Past Nine
ANSWER: Heinrich Böll
[10] Atta Troll; Germany, a Winter Tale
[5] Book of Songs
ANSWER: Chaim Harry (Heinrich) Heine
[10] Miss Sara Sampson; Minna von Barnhelm
[5] Nathan the Wise
ANSWER: Gotthold Ephraim Lessing
7) Identify these components of a mosque for ten points each.

[10] The imam leads the prayer from this semicircular niche, which points toward Mecca.

ANSWER: mihrab
[10] The khat’ib, or preacher, uses this elevated seat next to the mihrab as a pulpit.

ANSWER: minbar
[10] The muezzin proclaims the call to worship from this tower attached to the mosque.

ANSWER: minaret
8) For 10 points each, name these logical fallacies, any one of which would be enough to make Matt Weiner queef in his tighty-whities.

[10] Similar to a reductio ad absurdum, this fallacy involves drawing a series of increasingly unpleasant conclusions from the premises.  Example: “if you name your tournament CUNT, some douche will get offended and tell the administration about it.  Then, you’ll be expelled for violating Cornell’s founding principles.  McDonalds won’t even touch you when they hear you were expelled for misogyny.”
ANSWER: Slippery Slope
[10] The truth of the conclusion is validated by an assumption of the truth of the premises.  Example: “The Bible is truth because God wrote it, and God never lies.”

ANSWER: Begging the Question (Petitio Principii)

[10] In employing this fallacy, one avoids the opponent’s strongest argument by attacking a different and usually weaker one.  Example: “It’s perfectly excusable to use a piss-poor lead-in when the answer doesn’t come up often.  Some people say that it’s never excusable to use poor lead-ins, because it encourages other writers to do so as well.  But those people are driving away prospective players by being too strict.”

ANSWER: Straw Man 
9) 5-5-10-10, categorize the following sets with the usual topologies imposed as closed, open, both or neither.

[5] As a subset of the real line, the interval from 0 to 1, with endpoints included

ANSWER: closed
[5] As a subset of four-dimensional real space, the set of points a distance less than seven from the origin

ANSWER: open
[10] The image of a topological space under a homeomorphism

ANSWER: both
[10] The one-point compactification of the real line

ANSWER: both
10) Answer the following about Denis Leary for ten points each.

[10] Premiering in 1991, this was Leary’s breakthrough stage show, in which he pioneered “intellectual guerilla” comedy.  The show featured Leary’s band The Clams performing “The Asshole Song,” and Leary’s miracle “shut the fuck up” cure.

ANSWER: No Cure for Cancer
[10] Leary’s most notable movie performance was as Gus in this 1994 film about a criminal who holds an extremely adversarial married couple hostage.

ANSWER: The Ref (accept Hostile Hostages)

[10] Leary lent his voice to Diego the saber-toothed tiger in this 2002 Fox animated feature.

ANSWER: Ice Age
11) Given a description, identify the fascist organization for ten points each.

[10] Headed by Ernst Röhm (RHEUM), they were essentially Nazi street thugs, but were wiped out and replaced by the SS after the Night of the Long Knives.

ANSWER: Brown Shirts or Sturm Abteilung

[10] Founded by José Antonio Primo de Rivera, it was the dominant political movement during the Spanish Civil War, and was later forcibly merged with the Carlists by Franco.

ANSWER: Falange Española

[10] They began as a quasi-religious organization, but were continually crushed by the Romanian government with German assistance.  Its common name, that of its military wing, was coined by its first leader, Zelea Codreanu (Co-dray-ahn-oo).

ANSWER: Iron Guard or Legion of the Archangel Michael
12) Identify the following about an episode from the Odyssey for ten points each.

[10] Odysseus, like a certain nth-year grad student that we all know, must have lusted after witches, as he coupled with this misanthropic Aeaean (e-YEE-an) sorceress.

ANSWER: Circe
[10] In order to keep Circe from turning him into a fat smelly douche of a pig, Odysseus smelled this divine white flower with a black root, courtesy of Hermes.

ANSWER: Moly
[10] Circe bore Odysseus three sons: Agrius, Latinus, and this son, who would later kill his father in a raid and marry his stepmother Penelope.  That’s what happens when you fuck a witch.

ANSWER: Telegonus
13) Name these American literary works from the unusual ways in which they were written for 10, or from plot summaries for 5.
[10] It was scribbled on the back of a wooden wheelbarrow.

[5] This William Faulkner deals with the journey to bury Addie Bundren.

ANSWER: As I Lay Dying
[10] It was written in crayon on wallpaper.

[5] This Kurt Vonnegut novel details Billy Pilgrim and the firebombing of Dresden.

ANSWER: Slaughterhouse Five
[10] Like Garbage, another book-length poem by the same author, it was typed on a roll of adding machine paper.

[5] This 1965 masterpiece of A.R. Ammons mixes external observations with the author’s own philosophical meditations.

ANSWER: Tape for the Turn of the Year 
14) Identify the following types of legal writs for ten points each.

[10] Meaning “to have the body,” this ancient common-law writ dictates that imprisonment is justified only by specific, lawful reasons.

ANSWER: Habeas Corpus
[10] This writ is issued by a superior court to reexamine the decision of a lower court.

ANSWER: Certiorari

[10] Meaning “we command,” this writ compels a lower court to hear a case that it would otherwise refuse.

ANSWER: Mandamus
15) Identify the bohemians from Puccini’s La Bohème, ten points each.

[10] This author holds up the party so that he can write an article for The Beaver.  Then Mimi comes in, and the pursuit of poon takes over.
ANSWER: Rodolfo
[10] Rodolfo’s closest friend, this painter eventually gets a job painting signs for buildings.  He is involved in a quarrelsome relationship with Musetta.

ANSWER: Marcello
This composer spends Christmas Eve looking at a tin horn, and tells his friends how he earned money by playing the piano for an odd Englishman.

ANSWER: Schaunard
16) Name these Caribbean authors for 10 points each.
[10] This Martinican surrealist poet, playwright and politician coined the term “negritude” and voiced it in his landmark work Return to My Native Land.

ANSWER: Aimé Césaire
[10] This Barbadian poet and historian deals with Jamaica in the poetry collection Trench Town Rock, and is best known for the collection The Arrivants: A New World Trilogy.

ANSWER: Edward Kamau Brathwaite
[10] This St. Lucian authored the poetry collections Another Life and Omeros, and was awarded the 1992 Nobel Prize for literature.

ANSWER: Derek Anton Walcott
17) Answer these questions on formulations of classical mechanics for ten points each.

[10] This is the time integral of the Lagrangian of a system along a path between two points.  The behavior of the system can be determined using the “principle of least” this.

ANSWER: action
[10] This formulation of mechanics uses only first-order differential equations.  Its eponymous function may usually be identified as the total energy of the system.

ANSWER: Hamiltonian
[10] In magnetic fields, the standard momentum in the Hamiltonian is replaced with this vector which involves the vector potential.

ANSWER: canonical momentum
18) Name these psychological experiments for 10 points each.

[10] 60 to 80% of subjects who thought they were part of an experiment determining pain tolerance repeatedly administered electric shocks when urged on by an authority figure.

ANSWER: Millgram Experiment

[10] After watching a video of an adult beating the crap out of a Bobo doll, children were put in a room with toys and not permitted to play with them.  Led into a room with the Bobo doll, 88% of the subjects proceeded to imitate the adult’s behavior on the video.

ANSWER: Bandura Experiment (prompt on “Bobo Doll Experiment”)

[10] When asked to answer multiple choice questions, the subject would be grouped with several fake subjects who gave intentionally wrong answers.  One third of the subjects regularly decided to conform to the group instead of sticking with the correct answer.

ANSWER: Solomon Asch Experiment
19) Identify the following figures of the Norse creation myth, 5-10-15.

[5] This ice-giant, the personification of the frozen ocean, was nourished by the cow Audhumla, and gave birth from his armpits, only to be later slain and turned into the Earth.

ANSWER: Ymir or Orgelmir
[10] For five points each, identify the brothers of Odin, representative of will and holiness, who assisted him in slaying Ymir. 

ANSWER: Vili and Ve
[15] When Ymir fell, his blood drowned all giants, save this grandson of the sweat of Ymir’s foot, the progenitor of all frost-giants and founder of Jötun-heim.

ANSWER: Bergelmir
20) Name these literary critics from works for 10 points each.

[10] The Anxiety of Influence: A Theory of Poetry; A Map of Misreading
ANSWER: Harold Bloom
[10] Historical Inevitability; The Hedgehog and the Fox
ANSWER: Sir Isaiah Berlin
[10] The Origin of German Tragic Drama; “The Work of Art in the Age of Mechanical Reproduction”
ANSWER: Walter Benjamin
