Early Fall Tournament (Westbrook – Packet 5)
1. One politician with this last name created the May Committee, named for George May, to draft financial reports, and was replaced by fellow party member Emmanuel Shinwell. Another politician with this surname was scandalized by the Hugh Allan affair, which involved shady construction dealings, and was opposed by George Brown, who led a faction known as the Clear Grits. That first guy married Margaret Gladstone and succeeded Stanley Baldwin in 1924 to become the first Labour Prime Minister of Britain. The other man was succeeded by Alexander Mackenzie and was the first Prime Minister of Canada. FTP, give this name shared by Ramsay and John, and some fast food joker named Ronald.

Answer: MacDonald (accept Ramsay Macdonald/John Macdonald)

2. This structure is located just above Tomosvary’s Organ, and it includes a portion which houses the critical gene spalt, known as Johnson’s Organ. Its shape can be described as pectinate, plumose, setaceous, clavate, or moniliform, among other possibilities. Its surface may contain Bohm’s bristles, but most basically, it is said to be composed of a scape, a pedicel, and a flagellum. This structure notably binds to pheromone receptors in beetles and wasps. FTP, name this appendage which sticks out from the heads of arthropods, especially insects.

Answer: antennae       
3. Late in this play, the main character laments “None of you will bid the winter come to thrust his icy fingers in my maw.” Minor characters include Bigot and Melun, who is wounded, as well as the messenger Chatillon who appears at the very beginning. Pembroke and Salisbury briefly switch loyalties, and Hubert is unable to commit murder as he is ordered. Much of the action is driven by the papal legate Pandolf, after the citizens of Angiers insist on saying only that they wish to be governed by a rightful king. Constance and her son Arthur are supported by Philip of France in, FTP, this play by William Shakespeare about the titular king, who signed the Magna Carta. 

Answer: King John
4. This site features a series of large rock niches known as the “jail,” next to the intellectuals’ quarters, which features a place called the mortar room. Some other places here include the Priests Mansion, the Central Temple - which features seven mummy indentations and an attached temple called the Sacristy - and the Temple of the Three Windows, which displays characteristic trapezoidal architecture. Its Sacred Plaza and Inti-hua-tana stone were among the first to be named by the man who rediscovered this place, Hiram Bingham. Connected by trail to the nearby Cuzco, FTP, name this most famous archeological site of the Inca Empire.   


Answer: Macchu Picchu (or Machu Picchu)
5. One of these is called Iddahedu and is associated with Marduk’s son Nabu. One in Sumerian myth is called Magilum, and one in Japanese myth is called Takara-Bune and associated with the seven Shichi Fujukin. People associated with these include Phereclus and Urshanabi. Some other named ones are Ellida and Ringhorn. In Egyptian myth, Seth battles Apophis while in the back of one that goes under the Earth, and two in Norse myth are called Naglfar and Skidbladnir. Exemplified in Greek myth by Jason’s Argo, FTP, name these objects, vessels which carry things and people over water. 


Answer: boats or ships (or even barques or any other equivalents)
6. Bedrich Smetana composed one of these entitled Am Seegestade. John Cage composed some named after the Atlas Australis, and dedicated them to Grete Sultan, and composed several by the name Freeman. One collection of them includes pieces called “Rockets,” “Wild Hunt,” “Will o’ the Wisp,” and the final piece “Snow Squall.” Other examples include a “Revolutionary” one by Chopin and the Mikrokosmos by Bartok. Maybe the most famous is the above collection by Franz Liszt, who did 12 “Transcendental” ones. FTP, give this term for a short musical piece designed to test technical skill, a word taken from the French for “study.” 

Answer: etudes 

7. This decision was extended two years later by Gayle v. Browder, and is the subject of the case Freeman v. Pitts. It was limited two decades later by Milliken v. Bradley, and it gave rise to the Green and Swann line of decisions. Decided the same day as the related Bolling v. Sharpe, the opinion cites Kenneth Clark, which has been roundly criticized. Enforced in Cooper v. Aaron, much controversy existed over its mandate of “all deliberate speed.” Decided four years after its precedent Sweatt v. Painter, FTP, name this Supreme Court case which overturned Plessy v. Ferguson and the “separate but equal” doctrine for schools in 1954. 


Answer: Brown v. Board of Education of Topeka Kansas (Brown I or Brown II is fine)    
8. This quantity is described by the Lifschitz-Slyozov Law. It may be obtained by Traube’s Rule or through the Guggenheim Formula. It is expressed in relation to other quantities in the Eotvos-Ramsey Law and the Macleod Equation. It might be measured by Jaeger’s Method, Wilhelmy’s Method, or through the use of a Du Nouy Ring or stalagmometer via the drop-weight method. It is reduced by substances known as surfactants. FTP, name this chemical quantity, a property of liquids caused by cohesive forces at or near their surface.      


Answer: surface tension
9. A very minor character in this book is Doctor Webster Civet, whose hands apparently shake. One character says that he met a woman named Mrs. Claud Roosevelt after he takes down Volume One of the “Stoddard Lectures” from a bookcase and expresses surprise that it is a real book. That character is a drunk dubbed Owl Eyes, while Ewing Klipspringer is a boarder who plays “The Love Nest” on the piano. More famous plots see affairs with Myrtle Wilson and the golfer Jordan Baker, the latter with a man who arrives in West Egg and narrates the story, Nick Carraway. FTP, name this book about a guy who loves Daisy Buchanan, the most famous work of F. Scott Fitzgerald.

Answer: The Great Gatsby
10. In the second chapter, the author assumes that mankind will not take refuge in the “simultaneous act of suicide” recommended by Novalis. It begins by arguing that we are no closer to a solution of a main problem than when Socrates listened to the sophist Protagoras, in the opening “General Remarks.” The fifth chapter, originally published separately, deals with the connection between justice and the main idea, while the third chapter is on that idea’s “ultimate sanction.” The second chapter contains the famous decree that “actions are right in proportion as they tend to promote happiness.” FTP, name this work published after “On Liberty” by John Stuart Mill, which names a school of philosophy founded by Jeremy Bentham.


Answer: Utilitarianism
11. At one point, she is thrown into prison after airport security discovers a drug-filled fertility snake-bowl in her luggage, but she makes the best of it by leading the prisoners in singing “Like a Virgin.” She pretends to talk to F.R. Leavis on the phone about Kafka, which of course is impossible since he died in 1978. Jeffrey Archer and Salman Rushdie attend the launch-party where the new novel Kafka’s Motorbike is being introduced by a man she thinks of as Mr. Titspervert, but in the end it’s all about choosing between the charming Daniel Cleaver and the human rights lawyer Mark Darcy. The subject of books by Helen Fielding, FTP, name this British woman played twice by a heavier Renee Zellweger.


Answer: Bridget Jones (either name)
12. A rebellion named after this city was engaged in by the comte de Dunois and the dauphin Louis XI against Charles VII of France in 1440. One treaty signed here came six years after the Edict of Restitution, which Ferdinand II agreed to modify. Another treaty here came after the Battle of Koniggratz and ended the Seven Weeks War. It saw the launching of “socialism with a human face” when Antonin Navotny was replaced by Alexander Dubcek in during its “Spring,” and saw Vilem Slawata and Jaroslav Martinic tossed out of a window in some namesake “defenestrations.” FTP, name this current capital of the Czech Republic. 

Answer: Prague
13. This chemical process is interpreted in polymers using a Zimm Plot, which displays lines whose slopes may be used to calculate the second virial coefficient and the radius of gyration. A Guinier Plot is more often used to describe this process in typical solid colloidal particles, and defines this vector Q as a proportion of 4 pi over wavelength. The dynamic type of this technique may use a correlation function to determine mobility and hydrodynamic size. The Raman Effect posits additional lines when this simple process occurs in monochromatic light. FTP, give this general term for the deflection of particles in a colloid.


Answer: scattering (accept “light scattering” or any other type of scattering)
14. One person with this last name wrote Studying Art Abroad and How to do it Cheaply after studying under William Rimmer. Another one wrote Conversations with Children on the Gospels as well as some “Orphic Sayings.” This name titles the third movement of Charles Ives’ Concord Symphony. The most famous of this surname wrote the novels A Modern Mephistopheles and Work: A Story of Experience. Her dad founded Fruitlands, a utopian community which failed and was parodied in “Transcendental Wild Oats.” FTP, give this last name, whose most notable member wrote Little Women and was named Louisa May.

Answer: Alcotts (Abigail May, Amos Bronson, Louisa May)
15. Many of this man’s writings were collected by Muriel Rukeyser, who intended to author a study on him. A colleague of James Cattell, his students included Frank Speck and Clark Wissler, who succeeded him in a certain position. He authored works in collaboration with James Teit and Ella Deloria, as well as another student Paul Radin. His own works include Race in Democratic Society and Primitive Art. A proponent of historical particularism and the American “four-field” approach, this professor at Columbia is better known for his work among the Kwakiutl tribes. FTP, name this American anthropologist who wrote The Mind of Primitive Man. 

Answer: Franz Boas
16. In Welsh myth, Lleu was wounded through his lover Blodeuedd and changed into this, though later he was changed back by Gwydion. Augie March names one Caligula, owned by Thea Fenchel. When it was handed over to the U.S. navy, the Horst Wessel was renamed this. In Norse myth, the giant Hraesvelg assumes this form and lives near Helheim. George Willard writes for this newspaper in Winesburg, Ohio. The symbol of compliance with the National Industrial Recovery Act during the New Deal was a blue one. Also a score two shots under par on a golf hole, FTP, name this type of animal, a bird with a bald-headed variety.

Answer: eagles

17. It is the largest river running in a state that features the Vermilion Cliffs and Organ Pipe National Monument. It rises in the Black Range and runs through the towns of Safford and Florence, irrigating the Casa Grande Valley which is home to the first archaeological preserve in the US. Mount Graham sits to the south and directly east of its source is the town of Truth or Consequences. The site of the Coolidge Dam, it joins the Salt River and flows westward above the Sonoran Desert towards Yuma where it meets the Colorado River. FTP, name this desert river of Arizona which shares its name with a lizard monster.


Answer: Gila River   
18. This artist’s depiction of Leda with the swan features a plump red-haired woman lounging on a blue couch while her outstretched right hand is being bitten by the bow-necked swan. Some of his early works include The House of the Hanged Man and a portrait of his father sitting in a large chair reading a current newspaper, though he’s more famous for his portrait of Ambroise Vollard, who wrote a biography of him and organized his first show. His most characteristic work includes his series on the Bibemus Quarry and his pyramidal depiction of Large Bathers. Famous for still-lifes of fruit and tablecloths, FTP, name this French postimpressionist who did many depictions of Mont Saint-Victoire. 

Answer: Paul Cezanne
19. One of its major royal capitals was dissected by the Ceremonial Road and contained the Chapel of the Western Queen and the famous Brazen Temple. That capital was ruled by Asela, who took power from Sena and Gutthika, and then was followed by Elara and Dutu-gem-unu, according to the chronicle of Mahawamsa. This occurred after the prince Vijaya was succeeded by Pandukabaya who built up the capital, Anurad-hapura. Later, it saw wars fought over the independent kingdom of Kandy. It was referred to as Taprobane in the Greco-Roman world, Serendip in Arab culture, and Ceylon. FTP, name this island, which still sits across the Palk Strait from India.   


Answer: Sri Lanka (also accept Sinhala/Sinhalese kingdom, Taprobane, Serendip/Serendipity, Ceylon, or even Anuradhapura before those things are mentioned)

20. In one of this man’s stories, a husband is horrified when his wife Bertha joins a nude show called Ozamanides II, which has her participate in a “love pile” involving the audience. This story, “The Fourth Alarm,” joins “The Jewels of the Cabots” and “Artemis the Honest Well Digger” in his collection The World of Apples. He also wrote Some People Places and Things That Will Not Appear in my Next Novel and his first book The Way Some People Live. In one of his novels, the chemist Eliot Nailles specializes in mouthwash and wants to kill the son of Paul Hammer in a church as a statement against the bourgeoisie. FTP, name the author of that novel, Bullet Park, as well as one about the imprisonment of heroin-addict Ezekiel Farragut, Falconer, and The Wapshot Chronicle.


Answer: John Cheever
TB. This scientist ncorresponded with and dedicated works to poet Georg Lichtenberg and geologist Horace de Saussure. His experiments with marsh gas and lanterns led to his namesake “pistol,” a device filled with hydrogen. This led to studies in which he determined the coefficient of the dilatation of air with his so-called eudiometer, years before Guy-Lussac. The author of three essays “On Galvanism,” his most famous device was likened to a torpedo fish and consists of alternating disks of zinc in his namesake pile. FTP, name this 18th century Italian scientist, a count known for his creation of the first direct current battery.


Answer: Count Alessandro Giuseppe Antonio Anastasio Volta     

1. Name these dynasties of world history which existed in 1000 A.D., FTPE.
  A. This dynasty was just getting going, after Said ibn Husayn of northern Syria founded it and its fourth ruler Moizz moved the capital to Cairo. It’s named for a daughter of the prophet Muhammad.

Answer: Fatimid Dynasty

  B. This dynasty was already in full swing, including Harun al-Rashid, ruling from the capital of Baghdad after succeeding the Umayyads.


Answer: Abbasid Dynasty

  C. This dynasty was established in the early 10th century by Wang in Korea, where it succeeded the Silla Dynasty, and had its capital at Gaesong. It would itself be succeeded by the Choson Dynasty.
