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1. He declared an “economic war” which resulted in government takeover of businesses abandoned by expelled Asians, which took place after overthrowing President Milton Obote. Ruling from 1971 to 1979, during which time approximately 300,000 people are thought to have died in his country, this is, FTP, which Ugandan dictator?

13. 20. [10] Both the mitral valve and this valve are collectively known as the atrioventricular valves since they are the valves between the atrium and its respective ventricle. Duh. 

ANSWER: tricuspid valve 

[10] The mitral valve is attached to the papillary muscles by these "heart strings", which prevent mitral prolapse. 

ANSWER: chordae tendinae 

2. Led by Hong Xiuquan and Yang Xiuqing, it began in the Guangxi province before moving northward to Nanking. FTPE: 

[10] The followers of the Heavenly Kingdom of Great Peace led what revolt against the Qing dynasty from 1850 to 1864? 

ANSWER: Taiping Rebellion

[10] This studio in Wisconsin served as a home to Wright. Building it in a valley owned by his family, he named it for a Welsh bard, whose name means “radiant brow.” 

ANSWER: Taliesin

[10] In 1935, Mead published this work which advanced the idea that the cultures of different societies resulted in the different behavior of the Arapesh, the Mundugumor, and the Tchambuli. 

ANSWER: Sex and Temperament in Three Primitive Societies 

6. Answer the following questions about the geography of the wonderful country of Thailand, FTPE: 

[10] Much of the boundary between Thailand and Laos is formed by this river, the most important one of Southeast Asia. Originating in Tibet, it flows south through Cambodia before entering the South China Sea. 

ANSWER: Mekong River 

[10] Much of southern Thailand is connected to the rest of the continent by the Kra Isthmus. To the east of the Kra Isthmus is the Gulf of Thailand, and to the west is this body of water. At its southeastern portion, it narrows to create the Straits of Malacca. 

ANSWER: Andaman Sea 

[10] The Kra Isthmus is not wholly owned by Thailand--the western portion actually belongs to this country, the largest in Southeast Asia with a capital at Yangon, or Rangoon. 

ANSWER: Myanmar

[10] While fighting in the American Revolution, Burr’s regiment got annihilated at this June 28, 1778 battle. He suffered a stroke in the heat, which is why the legendary “Molly Pitcher” helped out here. 

ANSWER: Battle of Monmouth 

[10] George Washington didn’t particularly like Burr, as he passed on Burr for a post as brigadier general during the undeclared Quasi-War with this country. 

ANSWER: France 

[10] After being publicly defamed by this man, Burr met him at the Heights of Weehawken in New Jersey and shot him in the lower abdomen. He died the following morning, as did the effective leadership of the Federalists. 

ANSWER: Alexander Hamilton

ANSWER: Snell’s law 

[10] This is what occurs when the angle of incidence is greater or equal to the critical angle. This only possible when the refractive index of a medium about to be entered is lower than that of the present medium. 

ANSWER: total internal reflection 

[10] Snell's Law is derived from this eponymous principle, which states that the optical path length must be extremal.

ANSWER: Fermat's principle [accept Principle of Least Time for people who don't listen]

10. An accomplished violinist, he performed quite a bit as a young student in the Vienna Conservatory, but his better known feats were for composing. FTPE: 

[10] Writing the operettas “Apple Blossoms” and “Sissy,” who is this American violinist whose compositions include “Caprice viennois,” “Tambourin chinois,” “Schön Rosmarin,” and “Liebesfreud”? 

ANSWER: Fritz Kreisler 

[10] Perhaps the most performed violin composition by Fritz Kreisler is the piece titled “Praeludium and” this musical term, which means “brisk and lively” and indicates the musician should be play that section at around 120 to 168 beats per minute. 

ANSWER: Allegro 

[10] Kreisler premiered the first violin concerto of this British composer, who is better known for writing orchestral works such as the Pomp and Circumstance marches and the Enigma Variations. 

ANSWER: Edward Elgar 

11. Identify the following about the Hundred Days in early 19th century France, FTPE: 

[10] The Hundred Days began on March 20, 1815, the day when this former emperor returned to Paris from exile on Elba. The Hundred Days ended with this man’s defeat at Waterloo. 

ANSWER: Napoleon Bonaparte or Napoleon I, Emperor of the French 

[10] The defeat of Napoleon at Waterloo led to the restoration of this king three days later. His reign saw the White Terror in southern France and assassination of the Duc de Berry, and Charles X would rule after his death in 1824. 

ANSWER: Louis XVIII 

[10] During the battle of Waterloo, this marshal led the left wing of Napoleon's army between Hougoumont and La Haye Sainte without the support of the infantry, perhaps leading to Napoleon's defeat. 

ANSWER: Michel Ney 

12. Answer the following questions concerning our favorite aromatic hydrocarbon--benzene, FTPE: 

[10] The addition of an acyl chloride to an aromatic ring, like benzene, is the acylation type of this reaction, while another type involves the alkylation of the ring. 

ANSWER: Friedel-Crafts reactions 

[10] Friedel-Crafts reactions take place when acyl chlorides are reacted with this type of acid catalyst. This definition of acids and bases is based on whether the substance in question can accept or donate a pair of electrons.

[10] This painting by Raphael was finished after La Disputa and was used to decorate the Stanza della Segnatura. Among those in this painting include Epicurus, Pythagoras, and Ptolemy, and Plato and Aristotle can be seen conversing in the center.

ANSWER: School of Athens or Scuola di Atene 

[10] Located at the bottom right of School of Athens is Euclid, modeled after this Italian architect of St. Peter’s Basilica. 

ANSWER: Donato Bramante 

17. When the lover of this novel’s title character gets injured in a racetrack accident, the two of them further their relationship and eventually have a child. However, by the work’s end, Count Vronsky joins the army to welcome death. FTPE: 

[10] Identify this novel which begins, “Happy families are all alike,” that sees its title character commit suicide by throwing herself in front of an approaching train. 

ANSWER: Anna Karenina 

[10] Anna Karenina meets Count Vronsky in Moscow because she has come to mend the relationship between this character, her brother, and his wife Dolly. 

ANSWER: Stepan Oblonsky 

[10] At the beginning of the novel, Count Vronsky is rumored to be in love with this younger sister of Dolly. Konstantin Levin is also in love with her, and she marries Levin by the novel’s end.

ANSWER: Ekaterina “Kitty” Alexandrovna  Shtcherbatsky 

18. It was originally nicknamed “Gabrielle” by its 2005 discoverers to follow the name given to the body around which it orbits; both of these names came from the TV character Xena. FTPE: 

[10] Name this celestial body whose name comes from the Greek for “lawlessness”. In Greek mythology, she was the poetical daughter of the goddess of strife. 

ANSWER: Dysnomia  

[10] Dysnomia is a moon of this dwarf planet, currently the largest dwarf planet in the solar system and named after that aforementioned goddess of strife. 

ANSWER: Eris 

[10] The smallest dwarf planet is currently this celestial body, which was once proposed to be a planet between Mars and Jupiter and more recently was thought to be the largest asteroid in the solar system. 

ANSWER: Ceres 

19. A man from Cyprus knew his wish would come true when the flame of the altar at which he was praying leapt into the air three times. FTPE: 

[10] Name this mythological sculptor who eventually asks the gods to bring his statue, Galatea, to life. 

ANSWER: Pygmalion 

[10] This Roman goddess answers his call and turns Galatea to life, which makes sense since she’s the goddess of love. 

ANSWER: Venus [do not accept nor prompt on “Aphrodite”] 

[10] After Venus brings Galatea to life, Pygmalion gets it on with her, producing the daughter Metharme and this son. 

ANSWER: Paphos or Paphus 

20. The vast majority of its world followers live in the Indian state of Punjab, and the Khalsa are those who abide by the Panj Kakka, or the Five K’s. FTPE: 

[10] Identify this religion, whose founder was Guru Nanak. 

ANSWER: Sikhism 

[10] This sacred text of Sikhism, compiled by the Guru Arjan, who was the fifth Guru, is over 1400 pages long. 

ANSWER: Adi Granth [accept Guru Granth Sahib] 

[10] This tenth and last of the Gurus, whose father sacrificed himself to Aurangzeb, compiled the Dasam Granth Sahib. He died of a wound, inflicted by men sent by Wazir Khan, that reopened during hunting. 

ANSWER: Guru Gobind Singh
