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1. They can be synthesized from vinyl bromides via the Fritsch-Buttenberg-Wiechell rearrangement, or from aldehydes via the Seyferth-Gilbert reaction, but they are more commonly created by double elimination of vicinal dihalides.  One common reaction the reduction of these compounds by a catalyst poisoned  with quinoline and named for Lindlar.  Hydroboration or oxy-mercuration of these compounds leads to an enol, which then tautomerizes into a carbonyl compound. Terminal ones have a pKa of about 25, meaning they can be easily deprotonated and used in ring opening of epoxides and nucleophilic attacks. Consisting of at least one pair of sp-hybridized carbons bonded to each other, FTP, name these compounds that contain a carbon-carbon triple bond. 

ANSWER: Alkynes 

2. The main character of this work falls in love with the Safflower princess after hearing her play the harp, but recoils upon seeing her malformed nose.  The protagonist performs the “Waves of the Blue Sea” dance in one part of this work, which elevates his status, and manages to hide the fact that he impregnated one of the emperor’s concubines.  The final part takes place eight years after his death.   His marriage to Princess Aoi does little to dissuade him from having affairs with Kaoru, Niou, and pretty much every woman he meets.  FTP, name this 11th-century Heian period novel detailing the life and loves of the title prince, by Murasaki Shikibu. 

ANSWER: Genji Monogatari or The Tale of Genji 

3. One part of this work criticizes the application of functionalist sociology and Margaret Mead’s Coming of Age in Samoa to American women, and another chapter criticizes Freud’s “penis envy” as outdated and eccentric.  Another chapter analyzes the title concept in relation to appliance advertisements in the 1950s, and one of the most important sections in this work calls for universities to make education uniform for all students, rather than making women’s classes easier.  The inability to live up to the title idea is called “the problem with no name” throughout, FTP, what bible of second-wave feminism by Betty Friedan? 

ANSWER: The Feminine Mystique 

4. The clock in this work shows 12:15, and it is placed right above a door with a yellowish-brown curtain.  There are four lights hanging from the ceiling, and at the center-left of this work is a woman in a long blue dress next to a man in a yellow hat.  Right below the clock is a table with liquor bottles and a vase of white flowers.  The floor is a sickly looking yellow, and at the center stands a figure in a white suit next to a billiard table with three balls and a cue sitting on it.  The artist also painted a series of six portraits of the proprietor of the title location, Joseph-Michel Ginoux. FTP, identify this 1888 Vincent Van Gogh painting depicting the titular evening establishment. 

ANSWER: The Night Cafe 

5. Along with the Songhua and Tumen, this river originates from Heaven Lake on Bakedu Mountain.  Dams on it include the Sup’ung Rodonjagu, and cities on its banks include Hyesan and Chagbai in the Paektu Mountains.  It is transversed by the Friendship Bridge between the cities of Sinuiju and Daodong, and tributaries of this river include the Tokro and Herchun.  Its name comes from the Manchu word for “boundary between two fields”, and the airspace above it became known as MiG Alley during a certain police action.  FTP, name this river that forms border between China and the Korean Peninsula. 

ANSWER: Yalu River or Amnok River 

6. This man’s early work was largely scientific in nature, and included On the Causes of an Echo and The Renal Glands.  Another one of his works was an epistolary novel about Usbek and Rica’s journey from Isfahan, which satirized the system of John Law.  His most famous work was first translated by Thomas Nugent, espoused the idea that climate was key to the temperament of a civilization.  That same work classifies governments as monarchical, republican, or despotic, and advocates the separation of the executive, legislative, and judicial branches of government.  FTP, name this 18th-century French social theorist, who wrote Persian Letters and The Spirit of the Laws. 

ANSWER: Charles de Secondat, Baron de Montesqueiu (accept either) 

7. Rolnick and Weber reformulated this statement in a 1986 paper, in which they replaced the assumption of equal exchange for equal transaction costs, and Akerlof used this law to describe the title entity in “The Market for Lemons”.  Giffen criticized it for failing to take bimetallism into account.   It may have originated in Oresme’s Treatise on Money, but it was given its current name by Henry Macleod, who named it after an advisor to Queen Elizabeth.  That advisor invoked it to explain the decrease in the value of coinage due to the “Great Debasements” of her predecessors.  FTP, name this law that states that bad money drives good money out of circulation. 

ANSWER: Gresham’s Law 

8. The author of this poem may have written it as a reaction to Clough's The Bothie of Tober-no-Vuolich, and one of the characters in this work was referred to as a "cosmic last resort" in a poem by Anthony Hecht.  The last stanza of this work opens by imploring “Ah Love! Let us be true to one another” because the world “hath really neither joy, nor love, nor light”.  The author references Sophocles in the second stanza, stating that “he heard it on the Aegean”.  He hears the seas’ “melancholy, withdrawing roar”, and also states that the waves bring in “The eternal note of sadness”.   Beginning with the observation that “The sea is calm to-night”, FTP, this is what poem whose title refers to a location where “ignorant armies clash by night”, by Matthew Arnold. 

ANSWER: "Dover Beach" 

9. His early career saw service in the third Punic War under his brother-in-law, and as a quaestor in Numantia he also signed a peace treaty that earned him the ire of his longtime rival, Scipio Aemilianus. His most famous action went through with the help of Attalus III of Pergamum, who left Rome his entire kingdom and fortune upon his death; that same action lead to the ousting of Octavius and this man’s death at the hands of the Optimates, or conservative faction of the senate. Paired with his brother Gaius in Plutarch’s Parallel Lives, FTP, name this tribune, best known for a series of agrarian reforms that limited public land holdings to 500 iugera per person. 

ANSWER: Tiberius Sempronius Graccus 

10. Roger Penrose proposed a namesake “process” to extract energy from one type of these objects, and the no hair theorem states that they only have three properties: charge, mass, and angular momentum.  The Reissner-Nordstrom type has an internal Cauchy boundary, and other types include the Kerr-Newman variety, which is bounded by an ergosphere.  Some types are theorized to emit Hawking radiation, and they are generally classified as bodies that have size smaller than their Swartzchild radius.  Surrounded by accretion disks and bounded by event horizons, FTP, name these objects that have such a strong gravitational pull that light can’t escape. 

ANSWER: Black Hole (Accept Kerr or Kerr-Newman Black Hole before “no hair theorem”) 

11. A giant gamma ray laser by this name was built by ZAFT and destroyed by Athrun Zala at the Second Battle of Jachin Due [Ya-shin Do-ey] on Gundam SEED. In Marvel Comics, it is the codename of a mutant who could project solid holograms, a son of Cable whose real name was Tyler Dayspring. A fictional device with this name was created by Dr. Carol Marcus; it was originally tested on Regula and later detonated in the Mutara Nebula by Khan Noonien Singh in Star Trek II. FTP, give the collective name for these people and things, also the namesake of a 16-bit Sega Console, a band lead by Peter Gabriel, and the first book of the Old Testament. 

ANSWER: Genesis 

12. Important sources of doctrine in this religion include “The Seven Valleys” and “Hidden Words”, while the "Epistle to the Son of the Wolf" is a letter from its founder to a violent opponent of this faith. One later leader of this faith was Shoghi Effendi, under whom the organized expansion known as the Ten Year Crusade occurred. It is built around the doctrine of “Three Onenesses”, consisting of the oneness of god, oneness of humanity, and oneness of religion. Locally, it is lead by Spiritual Assemblies, but the chief body of this faith, located in Haifa, is known as the Universal House of Justice. Currently lead by Payman Mohajer and founded by a man originally known as Mirza Husayn-Ali, FTP, name this faith founded by Baha’u’llah. 

ANSWER: Bahai 

13. The characters talk about a football game between Birmingham Villa and either the White Shirts or Tottenham before an envelope containing matches is slid under their door.  One character in this work responds to a request to “light the kettle” by correcting the speaker, starting a tussle in which the speaker strangles that character.  The characters discover a speaking tube near the end of this work, and it concludes with one character pointing a gun at the other, right after the title object delivers a request for “scampi”.  Taking place in a windowless room with two beds and starring the hitmen Ben and Gus, FTP, name this absurdist one-act play which takes its title from an object that brings orders for food, by Harold Pinter. 

ANSWER: The Dumb Waiter 

14. Their levels are homeostatically regulated by the DELLA nuclear repressors, which are ubiquitinated by the SCF-GID1 complex.  The final step in their synthesis uses kaurenoic acid oxidase to remove a carbon, creating a characteristic diterpenoid structure. They were originally discovered as a metabolic by-product of a pathogen that causes bakanae, or foolish seedling disease. In adults, they induce flowering and fruit formation, but their main action occurs in seeds.  Antagonistic to abscissic acid, this is, FTP, which plant hormone which induces stem growth in adult plants and germination in seeds? 

ANSWER: Gibberellins 

15. One sides’ commander celebrated his birthday the day before this battle; however the opposition failed to raid his encampment on the Nairn due to hunger and fatigue. George Murray insisted on fighting a guerrilla campaign, but his commander refused and decided to face the opposing sides’ artillery head on. The battle itself lasted little more than one hour, after which the victorious army marched to Inverness and continued the slaughter. The losing commander escaped by dressing up as a handmaiden, and decided to end his uprising against King George II. FTP, name this battle fought between the Duke of Cumberland and Bonnie Prince Charlie, which resulted in the end of the Jacobite uprising. 

ANSWER Battle of Culloden Moor

16. He once disguised himself as a leopard and was branded and flayed by another diety, and is said to have fathered the crocodile god Sobek by Neith.  Anat and Astart were given to him as consorts after he was denied rulership of the gods.  His wife was alternately known as “Lady of the Mansion”, and after she slept with his brother, he enlisted the aid of Queen Aso and seventy-two others to kill him.  After said conflict, his opponent’s son Horus attacked him and ripped his testicles off, but not before this god took one of Horus' eyes out.  The consort of Nepthys, son of Geb and Nut, and brother to Osiris, this is, FTP, what ancient Egyptian deity with an aardvark-like head, the god of the desert, chaos, and evil? 

ANSWER: Set or Setesh or Seteh 

17. The induced birefringence in the Voigt effect is directly proportional to the square of this quantity, while the second London equation allows one to solve a second-order differential equation in this quantity for the penetration depth. The same equation describes the complete exclusion of one of these from a superconductor, which is called the Meissner effect. A strong one can split atomic energy levels in the Paschen-Back effect, while a weaker one does the same in the Zeeman effect.  FTP, name this quantity, derived from the Lorentz transformation of the electric field, whose strength for a current-carrying wire can be computed via the Biot-Savart Law or Ampere’s Law. . 

ANSWER: Magnetic Field 

18. One consequence of its passage was the creation of the Kirtland Safety Society by the Mormon church, and a remedy for its effects was proposed by Silas Wright in a special session of congress. Thomas Hart Benton attempted to introduce a version of it in the Senate, but it was blocked by conservative Whigs, leading to an alternate method of passage. It was the brainchild of Levi Woodbury, and was issued in order to stave off “soft money”, and inflation associated with increased land speculation, but it instead caused massive devaluing of currency and unemployment. FTP, name this Andrew Jackson executive order that required payment of public land via gold and silver, leading to the Panic of 1837. 

ANSWER: Specie Circular or Coinage Act 

19. A building at the University of Sheffield was designed as a half-scale version of it, and one of its corridors contains backdrops for “The Three-Cornerd Hat”, painted by Picasso.  The Lever House sits right across the street from it, and this structure is also notable for its tinted windows, whose blinds have only three settings.  The entrance to it contains Alexander Calder’s Ordinary, and Mark Rothko provided paintings for the Four Seasons restaurant located here.  Located at 375 Park Avenue and standing at 38 stories, FTP, name this New York City International Style Skyscraper by Phillip Johnson and Mies Van Der Rohe and commissioned by Phillys Lambert. 

ANSWER: Seagram Building 

20. This character offers his uniform to one of five men commanded by Enjolras during an insurrection, so that they may sneak away to their families.  He disguises himself as Father Madeline, and he is elected mayor of the town of M. sur M. after making that town rich.  He attempts steals some silverware from the Bishop of Digne, who treats him kindly nonetheless, and at the end of the work in which he appears, he returns a pair of silver candlesticks to Cosette, his adopted daughter and illegitimate child of Fantine.  He is pursued throughout the novel by a police inspector because he had stolen a loaf of bread for his sister.  FTP, name this man hunted by Javert, a convict and protagonist of Victor Hugo’s Les Miserables. 

ANSWER: Jean Valjean [accept Father Madeline before mention] 

21. This man "and the Creation of a Superpower" and "Memories of" this man form the titles of two of his biographies written by his son.  He opened up new land in the Altay region for farming during his Virgin Lands Campaign, and created regional Economic Councils in an effort to decentralize.  After secretly giving a report entitled On the Personality Cult and Its Consequences to the so-called “Congress of Victors”, he advocated “breaking the ice” during his namesake thaw.  He also oversaw the military intervention during the Hungarian Revolution and formed the Warsaw Pact.  Also famous for overseeing the launch of Sputnik I, stationing nuclear weapons in Cuba, banging his shoe on a desk during a Security Council meeting, and holding the Kitchen Debate with Richard Nixon, this is, FTP, which Soviet leader who was overthrown by Brezhnev and succeeded Stalin? 

ANSWER: Nikita Kruschev

Bonuses

1. It tells the story of Price Ivan entering the realm of Kashchei the Immortal, where he sees and attempts to capture the title avian.  FTPE: 

[10] Name this 1910 ballet. 

ANSWER: The Firebird or L'Oiseau de Feu

[10] This composer of The Rite of Spring also composed The Firebird. 

ANSWER: Igor Stravinsky

[10] This other Stravinsky ballet is about a puppet that comes to life, similar to Pinocchio.  He is imprisoned by an old wizard and attempts to fight the Moor, but is hacked to death.

ANSWER: Petrushka

2. Answer the following about former male tennis greats, FTPE: 

[10] This Swede won eleven total titles, including both Wimbledon and the French Open for three consecutive years. Roger Federer recently tied his record by winning Wimbledon for the fifth straight year. 

ANSWER: Björn Borg 

[10] The second winningest American male tennis player in terms of Grand Slam singles titles, this player won 8 of them, including the Australian Open 4 times. His last attempt to take that title came in 2007, where he lost to Benjamin Becker, after which he retired. 

ANSWER: Andre Agassi 

[10] This Australian lefty with 11 Grand Slam singles titles completed the Grand Slam in the same year as both an amateur, in 1962, and a pro, in 1969. The center court at Melbourne Park bears his name. 

ANSWER: Rod Laver 

3. An early case dealing with it was Berman v. Parker, which concerned just compensation. FTPE: 

[10] Name this legal right of the US government to take private property for public use, subject to certain restrictions. 

ANSWER: Eminent Domain (don’t accept “Compulsory Purchase”, etc, because I said “US”) 

[10] Eminent Domain is derived from this amendment, which is more famous for due process and preventing self-incrimination. 

ANSWER: 5th Amendment 

[10] This 2005 Supreme Court case extended the notion of “public use” to transferring property rights from one private owner to another for economic development 

ANSWER: Kelo v. New London 

4. Answer some questions about the Strecker synthesis, FTPE: 

[10] The Strecker synthesis is used to create these basic building blocks of proteins, of which there are twenty common ones. 

ANSWER: Amino acids 

[10] Unfortunately, the Strecker synthesis isn’t stereoselective, so it will create an equal mixture of D- and L-amino acids. Such a mixture is called this. 

ANSWER: Racemic or Racemate 

[10] The Strecker synthesis can be reliably used to create this amino acid, since its optically inactive and doesn’t have a D- or L- form. 

ANSWER: Glycine or Gly or G 

5. The speaker states that he would love the title figure "until the conversion of the Jews", and it begins with the line "Had we but world enough, and time".  FTPE: 

[10] Name this poem who's speaker hears "Time's winged chariot hurrying near" 

ANSWER: "To His Coy Mistress"

[10] "To His Coy Mistress" was written by this metaphysical poet and author of "The Nymph Contemplating for the Death of Her Faun". 

ANSWER: Andrew Marvell

[10] The titular creatures of this Marvell poem are described as "living lamps, by whose dear light/the nightingale does sit". They shine  "unto no other end/than to presage the grass's fall"

ANSWER: "The Mower to the Glow-worm"

6. He split with Freud over disagreements about the libido, and his opinions about said subject can be found in his The Theory of Psychoanalysis. FTPE: 

[10] Name this Swiss psychoanalyst who also made a distinction between introverts and extroverts, so called “psychological types”. 

ANSWER: Carl Jung 

[10] Jung identified these two archetypes of the unconscious; one is the feminine component of the male unconscious, and the other one is the masculine component of the female unconscious. Name them for 5 each. 

ANSWER: Anima and Animus [accept in either order] 

[10] Jung used this term to describe the lining up of the masculine and feminine, which symbolized communication between conscious and unconscious. Its also an astronomical term. 

ANSWER: Syzygy 

7. Some things about everyone's favorite tiny country, Liechtenstein, FTPE: 

[10] This capital of Liechtenstein is home to a namesake Schloss, or castle, and is the site of the national parliament 

ANSWER: Vaduz

[10] Liechtenstein was declared an independent nation by this Holy Roman Emperor in 1719, who united Vaduz and Schellinberg.
ANSWER: Charles VI

[10] This current prince of Liechtenstein broadened his powers by referendum in 2003.  He is the son of Franz Joseph II, his predecessor. 

ANSWER: Hans-Adam II

8. It was originally proposed by Lord Grey, and lobbied for by the Birmingham Political Association under Thomas Atwood.  FTPE: 

[10] Name this 19th-century piece of legislation that overhauled the British electoral system. 

ANSWER: Great Reform Bill or Third Reform Bill or Reform Act 1832 or Representation of the People Act of 1832 

[10] The Reform Act got rid of these electoral districts that had very small voting populations.  Old Sarum was one example, with only eleven voters. 

ANSWER: Rotten Boroughs 

[10] This king initially opposed the Reform Act and ordered the Duke of Wellington to create a new government.  However, when the Duke couldn’t get enough support, he called Lord Grey back to office and the bill was passed. 

ANSWER: William IV 

9. One such location is the boundary between the Indo-Australian plate and the Eurasian plate.  FTPE: 

[10] Name these areas where one tectonic plate is forced under another and protrudes into the mantle below. 

ANSWER: Subduction zone 

[10] One notable subduction zone exists near Oregon between this plate and the North American plate.  It’s named after an explorer who tried to find a northern passage between the Atlantic and Pacific. 

ANSWER: Juan De Fuca Plate 

[10] These seismically active areas within a subduction zone produce deep earthquakes that can be used to map the subducting plate.  They’re named for a Caltech seismologist. 

ANSWER: Wadati-Benioff Zone (either order is ok) 

10. His short stories include Idiots First. FTPE: 

[10] Name this Jewish American author of The People and God’s Grace, who also wrote about baseball player Roy Hobbs in The Natural.

ANSWER: Bernard Malamud 

[10] This first Malamud novel features the handyman Yakov Bok as the title character, who’s falsely imprisoned for the ritual murder of a Christian boy in Kiev. 

ANSWER: The Fixer 

[10] The main character of this Malamud work is Leo Finkle, who goes to a matchmaker to help him find a wife.  He ends up pursuing the matchmaker's estranged daughter Stella.

ANSWER: The Magic Barrel 

11. Identify some things about the Mexican Renaissance, FTPE: 

[10] His murals include some on the North and South Wall of the Detroit Institute of Arts, and he’s also known for his marriage to fellow muralist Frieda Kahlo. 

ANSWER: Diego Rivera 

[10] This Rivera work was originally placed on the wall of the Rockefeller center, but it was destroyed because of its portrait of Lenin. It was recreated at the Palacio de Bellas Arts as Man, Controller of the Universe. 

ANSWER: Man at the Crossroads 

[10] This other muralist and friend of Rivera painted Departure of Quetzalcoatl as part of his Dartmouth memorial. 

ANSWER: Jose Clemente Orozco 

12. She was born from the left eye of her father when he cleansed himself after a trip to Yomi. FTPE: 

[10] Name this sun goddess, who hid in a cave in embarrassment of her brother Susanowo. 

ANSWER: Amaterasu-no-Omikami 

[10] Amaterasu is the chief kami, or diety, in the pantheon of this Japanese religion.  Her story is told in their sacred text, the Kojiki. 

ANSWER: Shintoism

[10] This great-great-grandson of Amaterasu was the mythical first emperor of Japan; he’s also the grandson of the sea god Ryujin. 

ANSWER: Jimmu Tenno or Wakamikenu no Mikoto or Sano no Mikoto 

13. One of its chapters tells of a voyage from Sinaketa to Dobu, while another talks about “Words and Magic”. FTPE: 

[10] Name this 1922 ethnographic account of the Trobriand Islanders, written by Bronislaw Malinowski. 

ANSWER: Argonauts of the Western Pacific 

[10] Malinowski’s Argonauts of the Western Pacific devotes several of its chapters to this ceremonial exchange system. 

ANSWER: Kula ring exchage 

[10] This 1935 Malinowski work, a follow-up to Argonauts of the Western Pacific details the gardening practices of the Trobriand Islanders. 

ANSWER: Coral Gardens and their Magic: A Study of the Methods of Tilling the Soil and of Agricultural Rites in the Trobriand Island 

14. Answer some questions about the Tau-Theta puzzle and its solution, FTPE: 

[10] The Tau-Theta puzzle concerned the tau and theta types of these particles, which are hadrons with integer spin. They were discovered to be identical, and were redubbed the K type. 

ANSWER: Meson 

[10] The solution to the tau-theta puzzle lies in the fact that the decay of the K meson violates the conservation of this, which describes whether the wavefunction of a particle changes under spatial reflection or not. 

ANSWER: Parity 

[10] Parity violation was confirmed by Wu in an experiment using a nucleus of the 60 isotope of this element. 

ANSWER: Cobalt 

15. It was agitated by the actions of John Baker, and also by the capture of Rufus McIntire.  FTPE: 

[10] Name this 1838 conflict over lumber rights on the Maine-New Brunswick border. 

ANSWER: Aroostook War or Pork and Beans War or Coon-Canuck War or Northeastern Boundary Dispute or Lumberjack’s war 

[10] The Aroostook war was ended by this treaty, which set the boundary between Lake Superior and the Lake of the Woods.  It also attempted to end the slave trade on the high seas. 

ANSWER: Webster-Ashburton Treaty 

[10] This general was dispatched to the Aroostook Territory by Martin Van Buren.  He was earlier captured at Queenston Heights during the War of 1812. 

ANSWER: Winfield Scott  

16. After being boiled in a cauldron for 49 days, he could see evil, and he was taught 72 earthly transformations by his master. FTPE: 

[10] Name this main character of Journey to the West. 

ANSWER: Monkey King or Sun Wukong (there’s like 50 names for him) 

[10] Sun Wukong was kicked out of heaven after this figure appealed to the Buddha to get the job done. He had previously given Wukong a position as overseer of the heavenly stables. 

ANSWER: Jade Emperor or Yu Di or Yu Huang Shangdi 

[10] This monster and companion of Sun Wukong wields a giant rake. He’s a former commander of the Heavenly Navy, but was kicked out and reincarnated after making a pass at the Goddess of the Moon. 

ANSWER: Pigsy or Zhu Bajie 

17. Name some Medieval philosophers who had nicknames with “Doctor” in them, FTPE: 

[10] This Franciscan and proponent of the scientific method was known as Doctor Mirabilis. In addition to publishing the Opus Minus and Opus Majus, he supposedly constructed a talking robotic head. 

ANSWER: Roger Bacon 

[10] Doctor Universalis was this Dominican scholar’s nickname. He published the Summa Theologiae, and also had a student who published a work with a similar title. 

ANSWER: Albertus Magnus or Saint Albert the Great or Albert of Cologne 

[10] Doctor Invincibilus was the nickname of this student of Scotus, who’s most famous for espousing the principle of Parsimony. 

ANSWER: William of Occam 

18. The kidneys are really important. So is the nephron. I hear they’re related. FTPE: 

[10] This structure surrounds the Glomerulus and accepts the filtrate from the bloodstream. It connects to the proximal convoluted tubule. 

ANSWER: Bowman’s capsule. 

[10] This structure connects the proximal convoluted tuble and distal tubule together; it has an ascending and descending portion. 

ANSWER: Loop of Henle 

[10] The Loop of Henle is enervated by these capillaries, which also keep the solutes of the medulla in balance. 

ANSWER: Vasa Recta 

19. He gained his nickname after an incident when he blinded 99 out of 100 of his prisoners in one eye only.  FTPE: 

[10] Name this Byzantine emperor and son of Romanos II, who also conquered Syria and lead a campaign against the Khazars. 

ANSWER: Basil the Bulgar Slayer or Basil II 

[10] Basil II faced off against this Bulgarian leader, who defeated him at Traynovi Vrata.  He later managed to defeat his forces at the Battle of Kleidon.
