Jacopo Pontormo Tournament of Manners

Extras (these questions are not to be used unless ALL tiebreaker questions are exhausted)
1. In the lower foreground, a boy wears a large red hat that covers his face as he licks his finger and holds a leftover bowl; behind him a man pours beer into one of a pile of empty jugs.  A pair of bagpipers also appear on the left, while the man on the far right in Spanish attire is most likely the landowner, observing the title event.  At the end of the central table, two servants present a large wooden tray containing bowls of porridge.  FTP, name this Pieter Breugel the Elder painting showing serfs celebrating a marriage.

ANSWER: Peasant Wedding Feast
2. Foreign works that fit this style include Eugen d’Albert’s Tiefland and Jules Massenet’s La Navarraise.  This term was first applied to the novel Giacinta and peaked in popularity during its nation’s fin-de-siecle period.  Mala Vita and the first work of the Tritico, Il Tabaro were other characteristically dark operatic examples, though they paled in stature compared to Cavalleria Rusticana.  FTP, name this Italian form of realism that sought to depict the sordid everyday events of lower class life.

ANSWER: verismo (prompt on “realism” until it is mentioned)
3. In paintings of this name, Theodor Rombouts depicted the titular men as dandies in large feathered hats.  De Stijl leader Theo van Doesburg did two geometrically-themed versions, with his latter 1917 edition being an indistinguishable blur of black and white rectangles.  Fernand Leger’s Cubist version shows several men made out of blue ovals gathered around a yellow table.  The best-known series of this name depicts ragged-looking French guys sitting across each other at a small table and focusing on their hands.  FTP, give the title of these gaming-inspired paintings, the last of which was done by Paul Cezanne.

ANSWER: The Card Players
4. It is considered to have evolved from either the weller or the laendler, and is performed primarily in closed position.  Beethoven wrote a series of variations on one by Diabelli, and Sibelius’ music for Kuolema includes a “romantic” one and a “sad” one.  Brahms wrote his Op. 39, No. 15 one in A flat major and Tchaikovsky wrote one “of the Flowers,” for his Nutcracker Suite.  FTP, name this type of dance in 3/4 time, of which Johann Strauss Jr. was “king.”

ANSWER: waltz
5. Antonio Rossellino and Agostino di Duccio both rejected the material used to create this piece, citing imperfections that were also noted by the sculptor when he tried to work muscle definition into the marble.  Vasari described the hassle involved in transporting it to the entrance of the Piazza della Signoria in Florence, where it stood until it was moved indoors in 1873.  In 2004, the 500th anniversary of its completion, this nude statue was the subject of a controversial cleaning.  FTP, name this Michelangelo sculpture of the man who slew Goliath.

ANSWER: David
6. The only agreement that Strabo and Diodorus had about this structure was that it was rectangular, and that each side was four plethra long.  It probably functioned by employing two-wheeled chain pumps, which filled channels at the top through buckets attached to the chains.  This system would compensate for the dry climate by bringing in a steady supply of water from the Euphrates.  FTP, name this ancient wonder of the world associated with Nebuchadnezzar.
ANSWER: Hanging Gardens of Babylon
7. This work was the hastily written product of Frank Hatton’s request for a short piece to be played at a June 1889 ceremony.  A seven measure chromatic passage introduces this band piece in 6/8 time, which gained additional popularity when it was adapted for the two-step.  First performed by the US Marine Band as part of festivities honoring winners of an essay contest and set outside the Smithsonian, this is, FTP, which this John Phillip Sousa march named for a D.C. newspaper?

ANSWER: Washington Post March
8. Sailboats and Estuary is one notable non-French painting to exhibit this style, and its painter, Theo Van Rysselberghe, was the foremost Belgian master of it.  Charles Angrand, Hippolyte Petitjean, and Maximilien Luce were other proponents.  Henri-Edmond Cross and Paul Signac were other leading practitioners of this style, which, for some reason, was not used in its creator’s Bathers at Asnieres.  FTP, name this artistic technique that uses tiny dots of color to create images, and was pioneered by Georges Seurat.

ANSWER: pointillism (accept “divisionism”)
9. One piece by this name appears right before the dance “Dawn of a New Day” in Act III of Coppelia.  The *more well-known one proceeds “Vieni!  Lasciami!  Ahime!” in Act III of its four act opera, and features a short segue into B minor before the dal segno al fine direction returns it to its E major key and its repeating sequence of a sixteenth note, a thirty-second note, and a thirty-second rest, with high octave ascents interspersed.  FTP, name this temporally-titled dance, the best known piece from La Gioconda by Amilcare Ponchielli.
ANSWER: Dance of the Hours (accept “Valse des Heures” until the *)
