Playoff Packet, Round 7
1. The hushed viola melody that precedes the sudden and forceful orchestral ending chord acts as the title character’s sheepish expression of remorse for the trouble he has caused.  Roughly a minute into this piece, a loud brass interjection previewing the main melody disrupts the muted woodwind and violin opening and acts as the incantation that sets the chaotic events of the plot into motion.  The bassoon section leads the intense swirling melody that symbolizes tools coming to life and rapidly filling the title character’s abode with water in this orchestral scherzo based on a Goethe poem about a callow youth trying to imitate his master.  FTP, name this Paul Dukas composition, whose use in Fantasia brings to mind images of Mickey Mouse in a wizard’s hat.

ANSWER: The Sorcerer’s Apprentice
2. This title names a 1909 Maxfield Parrish landscape of a sunset on a rocky seaside cliff.  A watercolor of this name shows a man in black on the lower right shielding himself from a surge of waves radiating from a glowing figure on the left, and is a James Henry Nixon painting inspired by a work of Shakespeare.  It is also an alternate title for a 1914 painting set in a swirling black and blue background and showing two prone lovers spooning, one being Alma Mahler, the other being the artist, Oskar Kokoschka.  FTP, give this common title that also refers to a painting of a storm by Giorgione.

ANSWER: The Tempest (do NOT accept “The Bride of the Wind”)

3. He nearly put himself into bankruptcy building a curved line of townhouses that was demolished after an 1872 fire, the Tontine Crescent, also called Franklin Place.  Harrison Gray Otis hired him to build three different houses, and this man was also charged with expanding the John Smibert-built Faneuil Hall.  A Harvard graduate, he designed its University Hall, though this pioneer of American Federal Style had his biggest success completing a building that William Thornton and Benjamin Latrobe had began for the U.S. government.  FTP, name this architect who designed the rotunda and dome for the U.S. Capitol.

ANSWER: Charles Bulfinch
4. A charcoal sketch of a seated woman holding a sword rests behind this subject, who has his own bejeweled gold sword affixed to his waist, wears exposed white garters, and stands on red-heeled platform shoes to compensate for his short stature.  Standing under the canopy of a gold-trimmed red curtain, he leans on a gold walking stick positioned in front of his set-aside crown, gives a detached, aloof look at the viewer from beneath his curly black wig and wears a sweeping blue robe decorated with a gold fleur de lise motif.  FTP, so describes Hyacinthe Rigaud’s 1701 portrait of what French monarch, nicknamed the “Sun King?”

ANSWER: Louis XIV
5. Perhaps the largest known one is the partially-completed 11 meter one at Apollonas, located on the same island as a 6.4 meter one found lying in a garden in Melanes.  Also famous are twin statues of Kleobis and Biton, which were found at Delphi and bear trademark features like the Archaic smile, clenched fists besides the waists, and a standing pose with one foot forward.  FTP, give this term for a classical standing nude statue of a young male, named from the Greek for “youth.”

ANSWER: kouros or kouroi (prompt on “youth,” do not accept “kore”)

6. A frenzied four note chromatic descent from E serves as a theme in its heavy middle section, under the tempo direction Agitato.  The Larghetto movement from Adolf Henselt’s Piano Concerto in F Minor is sometimes cited as a basis for this work, preceded by an Elegy in E Minor as the second of its composer’s five Fantasy Pieces.  Completed when the composer was 19, this somber piece, sometimes nicknamed “The Bells of Moscow,” later earned its composer’s ire for becoming frequently demanded as an encore in his piano recitals, and for overshadowing his other works like his Correlli Variations.  FTP, name this memorable Sergei Rachmaninov prelude.
ANSWER: Prelude in C Sharp Minor or Prelude, Op. 3, No. 2 (prompt on “The Bells of Moscow” early)

7. He made his directing debut with an adaptation of Herman Bang’s novel, By the Roadside, but decided to stick to acting, playing ex-Nazi Joe Mueller the next year in the Australian film, Father.  It was not until he played Lassefar in 1987’s Pelle the Conqueror that he won his country’s Guldbagge Award for acting, but he did have a legacy there that began nearly four decades ago with his early roles in Only a Mother and a production of Miss Julie.  Though he turned down the title role for Dr. No, only to be cast in a later Bond film as Blofeld, he was persuaded to move to Hollywood to play Jesus in The Greatest Story Ever Told and would go on to star as Father Merrin in The Exorcist.  FTP, name this Swedish actor who often worked under Ingmar Bergman and starred as the knight in The Seventh Seal.

ANSWER: Max von Sydow
8. One version features a table with a decorative dish on it in the lower left corner, with the subject being a rosy-cheeked man wearing a black cap with a large red feather hanging down from it and holding out an empty silver tankard.  Another portrait with this name shows a bearded man in yellow with a white lace collar and a black hat clutching a glass in his left fist.  Both were thought to be by the same artist until a cleaning of the first one revealed a monogram with a five point star and the initials JL, indicating it to be a work done by the female pupil of the second painting’s artist.  FTP, Judith Leyster and Franz Hals each produced a portrait with this title, both depicting a smiling drunk.

ANSWER: The Jolly Toper or The Merry Toper or The Jolly Drinker or The Merry Drinker
9. Its dedication letter contains the words “novo modorum genere,” its composer’s declaration that he was seeking to create a new way of celebrating the holiest of sacrifices.  For the last movement, the composer rescored the choir to add in a treble and a countertenor in place of a tenor, and used the form of a canon to create a second Agnus Dei.  A key purpose of this six voice piece was to show that the words of the mass could remain intelligible even with the use of polyphony, and it was presented to the Council of Trent.  FTP, name this landmark Giovanni Palestrina mass dedicated to a deceased pope.
ANSWER: Pope Marcellus Mass or Missa Papae Marcelli.

10. This opera’s lead female character appears in a wedding dress as she sings “Son Vergin Vezzosa;” her father expresses worry for her in the bass aria “Cinta di Fiori,” and she later enters in a frenzy singing the soprano aria “Qui la Voce Sua Soave” after Sir Bruno and the men of the fortress leave.  A trick that allows Queen Henrietta Maria to be freed from Plymouth fools Sir Richard Forth, is carried out by Anthony Talbot, and is the source of temporary insanity for the lead female, Elvira Walton.  FTP, name this Vincenzo Bellini opera in which Elvira, daughter of an Oliver Cromwell supporter, is united with Talbot, her Cavalier lover.
ANSWER: I Puritani di Scozia or The Puritans
11. A winged white figure floats in the very distant lower center, just above a cloaked figure holding a cross towards the dark figure lurching towards him.  In the upper right corner, a distant building and a long, narrow tower break through the heavy clouds in the sky; the base of the tower is affixed to a saddle.  A gold building with an opening showing a naked female torso is one of a group of riding atop a group of elephants and horse with nightmarishly exaggerated tall, skinny legs in a procession moving towards the cross-bearing title figure in, FTP, what Salvador Dali painting showing a saint being enticed?

ANSWER: The Temptation of St. Anthony
12. On the lower right front, a nude man wearing a cap and holding a sword looks up and left at his commander, a bearded man in classical armor raising his right arm to the sky.  In total, six Gallic soldiers occupy the lower half of this relief; above them a winged female warrior in a Phrygian cap extends her sword out to the right and rallies them, symbolizing the call of Liberty.  Along with two reliefs on the opposite facing side by Antoine Etex and across from Jean-Pierre Cortot’s Triumph of Napoleon, it adorns one of the pillars of a Jean Chalgrin monument positioned atop the Champs-Elysses.  FTP, identify this stone relief sculpted for the Arc de Triomphe by Francois Rude, whose popular nickname has the same title as the French national anthem.

ANSWER: La Marseillaise or The Departure of the Volunteers
13. Out of high school, he signed his first musical contract with the “Senterpeeds,” a Dixieland band fronted by Boyd Senter.  He first recorded under his own name while working with the Ray Noble Band, and went on to appear in two Hollywood films, Orchestra Wives, where he introduced his hit take on “Kalamazoo,” and Sun Valley Serenade, where he played “Chattanooga Choo Choo.”  Also responsible for the hits “Pennsylvania 6-5000” and “String of Pearls,” this is, FTP, what trombonist and bandleader who produced “Tuxedo Junction” and “Moonlight Serenade” and vanished in a mysterious World War II plane flight.

ANSWER: Glenn Miller
14. Samuel Laderman was the dedicatee of one of his last orchestral works, a trumpet piece entitled Proclamation.  He rose to prominence with his set of two tone poems, Winter-Spring, and the Symphony in C Sharp Minor, then emigrated to the U.S. after conducting the American premiere of his Trois Poemes Juifs.  His flirtation with baroque music and neoclassicism is exhibited by his two concerti grossi, composed nearly thirty years apart, but this teacher of Roger Sessions is best known for biblically inspired works, like his cello and orchestra piece titled after the Hebrew name for the book of Solomon, Schelomo. FTP, name this Swiss-born 20th Century Jewish composer of the Israel Symphony.

ANSWER: Ernest Bloch
15. A pair of dances contrasted as grotesque and gracious successively follows a dance in this work’s first scene where the protagonist and his rival compete for a kiss from the lead female.  Its early performances were hampered by arguments over the choreographer’s desire to drop the wordless chorus accompaniment and the dancers’ trouble with the 5/4 meter of its closing “Danse Generale.”  The composer had more success taking six dances from its three tableaux’s for a pair of orchestral suites, the second of which contains “Pantomime” and “Daybreak” movements.  A reenactment of the story of Pan and Syrinx and the female title character’s capture by pirates advance the plot of, FTP, what ballet derived from a Longus story about the two titular pastoral lovers, the music for which was composed by Maurice Ravel?

ANSWER: Daphnis et Chloe or Daphnis and Chloe
16. The left of the two men in this painting is shown with his hat removed and placed atop his cane, perhaps as a gesture of reverence to the man beside him, for whom this work is a memorial.  The man on the right, with his hat still on, holds a sketchbook under his shoulder and directs his pointing stick towards the two birds flying near the high cliff across the ravine.  Key landscape features include a trio of overhanging beech tries that frame the scene, a distant waterfall that flows into a shallow brook, and the rock outcropping on which the two men, William Cullen Bryant and Thomas Cole, stand.  FTP, identify this painting by Asher Durand.

ANSWER: Kindred Spirits
17. The violin solo, joined by solo oboe and horn passages, that closes this work’s Andante Sostenuto second movement, marks the only time its composer ever set aside a solo specifically for the concertmaster.  Meanwhile, following the dramatic Adagio introduction of the finale, an Allegro Non Troppo Ma Con Brio tempo brings in a switch into this work’s parallel key of C major, features a horn solo that was modeled after the sound of an alpenhorn.  Later followed by the composer’s three other works of the same form in D Major, F Major, and E Minor, this piece contains a theme with an uncanny resemblance to the “Ode to Joy,” one of many reasons critics nicknamed it “Beethoven’s Tenth.”  FTP, name this debut symphony by the composer of the Academic Festival Overture.

ANSWER: (Johannes) Brahms’ Symphony No. 1 in C Minor
18. A recent restoration of this painting removed images of fig leaves that had been added in the 1670’s to conceal the nudity of the central character.  The female character assumes the pose of the Venus Pudica by cupping one hand over her breasts and the other over her groin, and raises her head back in a despair-ridden expression.  The male character buries his head in his hands, while a sword-wielding angel in red hovers over them and gestures for them to leave through the archway on the left.  FTP, name this Masaccio fresco depicting Adam and Eve being thrown out of Eden.

ANSWER: The Expulsion from Paradise (accept any answer that mentions “Expulsion” and anything related to Adam and Eve or paradise/Garden of Eden)

19. Its bottom story was intended to host assemblies for the legislature, while its middle section would house executive bodies, and its uppermost section would hold the offices of media officials and distributors of propaganda.  These sections were designed to rotate simultaneously at different calendar intervals, and would respectively take the shape of a cube, a pyramid, and a cylinder, all of which would be wrapped in a towering spiral of iron beams.  Only produced in a 1919 miniature model, this is, FTP, what planned structure designed to pay homage to Lenin and the Bolshevik Revolution, a Constructivist work by Vladimir Tatlin?

ANSWER: Monument to the Third International
20. A diminutively titled 1869 parody on this story is the best known operetta of Florimond Ronger, who composed under a one word pseudonym.  Of the two most well-known adaptations by Italian composers, one begins with a symphonia and the chorus “Pax, Pax, Pax;” the other contains the arias “L’altra Notte in Fondo al Mare” and “Dai Campi, Dai Prati,” and is peculiarly titled after the central character’s mysterious companion instead.  Those operas, respectively by Ferruccio Busoni and Arrigo Boito, still lack the popularity of the seminal French opera on this story, which features “Ah!  Je Ris,” or the “Jewel Song,” an aria for Marguerite.  FTP, give the common protagonist of these operas, a doctor who sells his soul to Mephistopheles and whose story was told by Marlowe and Goethe.

ANSWER: Faust or Doctor Faustus (The first opera mentioned is Petit Faust by d’Herve, the second is Doktor Faust, the third is Mefistofele, and the last is Gounod’s Faust)

21. The origins of this movement can be seen in a trio of altarpieces, two of which are located Zwettl and Melk, painted over a two year travel period.  Along with a man who painted a cycle of the life St. Leopold, Frueauf the Younger, the artist of those altarpieces, Jorg Breau, is considered a formative member.  Another leading figure was a court painter at Passau named Wolf Huber, but the master of this landscape-pioneering school was a man from Regensburg who painted an enormous sky scene with a dueling crescent moon and sun and a hovering banner above a panoramic rendition of a military victory over Darius.  FTP, Albrecht Altdorfer led what school of German Renaissance painting, named for a “beautiful, blue” river?

ANSWER: Danube School
