Preliminary Packet, Seeding Round 1
1. He provided illustrations for Frank O’Hara’s poetry book, In Memory of My Feelings and produced a series of etchings to accompany a Samuel Beckett short story collection, Fizzles.  A broom and various other objects hanging on a blue-paint splattered wall with identifying text pointing to them appear in his Fool’s House, while a play on the Stroop effect showing names of colors spelled out characterizes his Land’s End series.  An opponent of abstract expressionism who prolifically worked with encaustics and focused on images “the mind already knows” to choose such subjects as a giant target, this is FTP, which pop artist, who layered images of the stars and stripes in his Three Flags?

ANSWER: Jasper Johns
2. Robert King’s 1996 version, rare in that it uses boys instead of women for the alto and two soprano roles, and Nicholas Harnoncourt’s 1968 one, the first modern one to use period instruments, are two of the most popular recordings of this piece.  The E minor passacaglia that comprises a “Crucifixus” and a fugue that forms an “Et Expecto,” both contained in its second section, the Symbolum Nicenum, are examples of numerous pieces from it that were recycled from earlier works of the composer.  This work was an expansion from an initial Kyrie and Gloria, and its four sections were completed and performed separately, with its final parts being completed in 1749 and standing with the unfinished The Art of the Fugue as one of its composer’s final works.  FTP, identify this Johann Sebastian Bach mass in a key with two sharps.

ANSWER: Mass in B Minor
3. For its original production, costs prevented the uses of mirrors to create the appearance of a lake and forced Pierre Cicieri to use old setting props from Pharamond and the composer’s earlier work The Daughter of the Danube.  In its plot, the title character dies before Act II and is recruited by Queen Myrta’s group, who proceeds to dance around Hilarion until he dies, but cannot do the same to Albrecht.  Centered on the title character’s transformation into a vengeful female spirit called a Wili, this is, FTP, what Adolphe Adam ballet?

ANSWER: Giselle
4. A trip from Sheerness to Rotherhithe provides the backdrop for this painting, which the artist called “[his] darling” and refused to sell.  The setting sun in the lower right serves as a vanishing point, and the fiery red and orange streaks around it and over the shoreline form a grand contrast between the right side and the cloudy sky on the left, and alluding to the decline of an era.  A dark gray stream shooting out of a smokestack obscures the view of the titular object, a wartime relic whose wooden features are rendered in painstaking detail, unlike the sea it floats on as it is ignominiously pulled along by a steamship.  FTP, name this Joseph Turner painting that shows the titular boat being “tugged to its last berth to be broken up.”

ANSWER: The Fighting Temeraire, Tugged to Her Last Berth to be Broken Up
5. One of his attributed works is the Kaufmann head, believed to be from a copy of a statue of a standing female nude holding her robe over a water pot, the model for whom was the courtesan Phryne.  His work also was the inspiration for a relief at Mantinea depicting the Muses’ observation of the contest between Marysas and Apollo.  His own rendition of Apollo depicted the god as the “lizard-slayer,” though it, like all but one of his works, only remains in the form of Roman-made copies.  FTP, name this 4th Century Greek sculptor of Hermes with the Infant Dionyssus.

ANSWER: Praxiteles
6. The ballet Pas de Deux contains his miniature for strings and wind, Siesta, and though he arranged a suite of Bach works for The Wise Virgin, his only original ballet was The Quest.  His two part concert piece, the Spitfire Prelude and Fugue, came from The First of the Few, one of numerous films he scored.  A close relationship with Edith Sitwell led to his two Façade suites, and he also had success with the overtures Scapino and Portsmouth Point, a viola concerto, his Symphony No. 1 in B Flat Minor, and the coronation marches Orb and Scepter and Crown Imperial, written for Elizabeth II and George VI, respectively.  FTP, name this 20th Century British composer of an oratorio set from the book of Daniel, Belshazzar’s Feast.

ANSWER: William Walton
7. Amidst the darkness on the right side is the stunned expression of a mustachioed man in a feather hat, who is raising a blade.  A helmet-wearing man wraps a chain around the wrist of the title character, while another soldier lies on the ground and holds down the title character.  The main source of light in this painting is the open entrance of a tent, near which a woman can be seen holding scissors and a tuft of hair.  FTP, name this Rembrandt painting showing a biblical Judge being maimed after his betrayal by Delilah.

ANSWER: The Blinding of Samson
8. Towards the end of his career, he produced the “Womb” and “Grasshopper” models during a stint with the Knoll Company as a designer of office chairs.  In addition to the triangular Kramer Chapel and much of its surrounding campus at Concordia Theological Seminary, his work for collegiate settings includes Noyes House at Vassar, the Earl V. Moore building in Ann Arbor, and the Kresge Auditorium at MIT.  A graduate of Yale, whose hockey rink he designed, he used swooping, curved roofs as an abstract symbol of flight for his two largest projects at Washington D.C. and New York City travel sites.  FTP, name this designer of Dulles Airport and JFK Airport’s TWA Terminal, the son of the Finnish architect Eliel.

ANSWER: Eero Saarinen
9. In an “improvised” song with this term in the title, Jelly Roll Morton credits the Mississippi comedian Joe Simms with the invention of this technique.  The “effin” improvisations of Cliff Edwards are often classified as a variation of it, and discredit stories that claim it was first used during a recording of “Minnie the Moocher” by Cab Calloway or when “Heebie Jeebies” was being sang by Louis Armstrong.  FTP, Ella Fitzgerald is associated with which form of jazz singing, where the performer sings nonsense syllables in place of a song’s lyrics?

ANSWER: scat singing

10. “Uz Se Vecer Chyli” is the opening song of this opera, which was dedicated to the memory of the composer’s dead daughter Olga.  Perhaps its most difficult aria appears in act when the self-righteous widow Kostelnicka describes her past life with her drunken husband.  Later it is Kostelnicka who drowns the illegitimate child of her stepdaughter, the title character, in a misguided attempt to save the title character from the shame of being impregnated by the philandering Steva before she marries Laca.  FTP, name this opera about the titular peasant girl by Leos Janacek.

ANSWER: Jenufa
11. A red barn in the upper left, dots signifying yellow and blue flowers, blocks of white-tinted tree foliage, and a black shadowed bush next to the window contrast with the rolling green color block that dominates the outdoor section of this painting.  Inside, a chair rests in the left foreground, while a large blue vine and flowerpot pattern appears on both the wallpaper and tablecloth, making them blend seamlessly.  A woman in black and white sets up a fruit stand on the right edge of the table in, FTP, what Henri Matisse painting of an unusually bright-colored room?

ANSWER: Red Room or Harmony in Red
12. Frequent shifts in time signature, including the use of an unusual 4/8 meter, highlight the Altvaterisch Trio of its scherzo, which has a tempo direction meaning “heavy” or “weighty,” and is generally performed second, before the Andante Moderato movement in E flat major.  This symphony’s opening Allegro Energico movement begins with a funeral march theme that competes with the passionate “Alma” theme.  FTP, name this Gustav Mahler symphony in A minor whose finale originally featured three hammer blows of fate.

ANSWER: Symphony No. 6 or Tragic Symphony
13. A romantic melodrama centering on a quartet of orphans-turned-trapeze artists forms the plot of his now-lost Four Devils.  His two subsequent and final works were a film originally entitled Our Daily Bread and a collaboration with Robert Flaherty on a romance set at Bora Bora island, Tabu: A Story of the South Seas, which premiered shortly before his death in a car crash.  This director’s most acclaimed trio of films are a tale of a man who plots to drown his wife, a story about an old hotel doorman who loses his job, and a work that prompted a copyright infringement suit from the estate of Bram Stoker.  FTP, identify this German expressionist director of Sunrise, The Last Laugh, and Nosferatu.

ANSWER: Friedrich Wilhelm Murnau or Friedrich Wilhelm Plumpe
14. They average roughly 1.8 meters in height, had ground quartz blended into their construction material to add texture and color, and are mostly hollow in their upper body regions.  Said to have originally been housed under a pearl-studded ceiling and surrounded by rivers of mercury, they are now contained within three separate pits, which distinguish the different ranks and units represented by these figures.  First excavated in 1974 in the Shaanxi province, this is, FTP, what large group of statues built to protect the Qin emperor in the afterlife?

ANSWER: Terra Cotta Army of Xian (be flexible and accept variants like “Warriors,” “Soldiers,” etc for “Army.”  Also, “Chang’an” is an ancient name for Xian, so it’s not wrong if given in the answer; likewise, mentioning Emperor Shi Huang Ti or the Qin / Chin Dynasty will not make the answer incorrect.)

15. Though not influenced by the work of Schoenberg, this two act opera revolves around a twelve-note theme, and all of its sixteen scenes are variations on that theme in different keys.  Scored for a small chamber ensemble, it has a tenor narrate the prologue and introduce the story of the Governess, who takes a position at Bly and finds the late Miss Jessel and Peter Quint exerting a dark influence over the children, Miles and Flora.  FTP, name this Benjamin Britten adaptation of a ghost story by Henry James.

ANSWER: The Turn of the Screw
16. Of the composer’s two follow ups to this work, one was performed during a rugby match with England, and the other was left unnamed; together with them it is one of his three Mouvements Symphonique.  The melody only appears in full twice in this nearly seven-minute-long work, which was modeled after Bach’s chorales and built on the composer’s desire to “give the impression of a mathematical acceleration of rhythm while the actual motion of the piece slowed down.”  Using a wheel-based numerical classification scheme to derive its title, this is, FTP, what Arthur Honegger composition about a speeding train?

ANSWER: Pacific 231
17. This series was commissioned by the Duke of Mantua for a display to Charles V.  A piece depicting a white dog watching helplessly while the boy is seized by an eagle is the only of these works with a male subject.  Other scenes feature a woman holding a sheet to her groin with the help of a cherub, a sleeping woman being approached by a stealthy satyr, a woman being embraced by a gray cloud, and a woman with a swan nuzzling against her chin.  FTP, name this Correggio series depicting Ganymede, Danae, Antiope, Io, and Leda.

ANSWER: The Loves of Jupiter (accept equivalents)

18. Virgil Thomson’s short F major setting of it for a string quartet has the mezzo soprano take on four different roles, and was instead based on a French Max Jacob poem of the same name.  Likewise, Schubert’s F minor setting was based on a Friedrich Klopstock poem, as opposed to the traditional text.  Szymanowski translated the text into Polish, instead of using Latin, for his setting, while Rossini’s version and Pergolesi’s one in C minor rank among the most popular settings that use the Dolorosa, as opposed to the joyful, non-liturgical Speciosa counterpart of this hymn.  FTP, Dvorak also set to music what hymn, in which Mary is described as standing and weeping as Jesus dies on the cross?

ANSWER: Stabat Mater (the question is primarily asking about the Stabat Mater Dolorosa, so accept that, but don’t accept Stabat Mater Speciosa)

19. Residential designs by this man include Thoresby House, which burned down after it was finished, and the original structure of Tring Manor, which was later altered by George Devey.  An allegorical relief sculpture by Caius Cibber adorns the square base of the 200 foot tall Doric column in Portland stone he co-designed and placed on Fish Street Hill as a monument to a disaster that began on Pudding Lane.  That same disaster gave him the opportunity to design new models for such sites as St. Mary-le-Bow and the Royal Exchange.  FTP, name this architect, who also rebuilt St. Paul’s Cathedral after the Great Fire of London.

ANSWER: Sir Christopher Wren
20. His only historical painting is divided into a background scene showing a naval fleet assaulting a shore and a group portrait in the foreground showing a conference of the knights defending it from the English.  In his austere still life settings, his subjects include one with pottery jars and one with lemons, oranges, and a rose on a plate with a mug.  He was most prolific with shadowy religious portraits, painting St. Apollonia and St. Casilda of Burgos, and using himself as a model for a picture of St. Luke as a painter watching Christ on the cross.  FTP, name this Baroque painter from Seville, renowned for his depiction of St. Serapion.

ANSWER: Francisco de Zurbaran
21. Op. 449 from Johann Strauss Jr.’s operetta Princess Ninetta, a “New” polka, bears this term as a nickname, as does the original, unconventional 2 1/2 minute long polka Strauss wrote as part of an 1870 collaboration with his brother Josef.  The “playful” second movement of Benjamin Britten’s Simple Symphony instructs performers to use this technique through the whole piece, as does the Allegretto fourth movement of Bela Bartok’s fourth string quartet.  Bartok also lent his name to vertically-executed variation of it designed to produce a snapping sound, while Niccolo Paganini popularized the left-handed variation of, FTP, what technique in which performers do not bow the strings of an instrument, but pluck them instead?

ANSWER: pizzicato
22. For a time, this movement influenced the output of the Imperial Porcelain Factory, due to the efforts of Suetin and Chashnik.  Its leader voiced a desire to “leave[ ] the ‘world of will and idea’” and to “rediscover[ ] pure art” in its manifesto, The Non-Objective World.  Its leader also painted Pictorial Realism of a Peasant Woman in Two Dimensions, now more accurately titled Red Square, as well as the White on White series.  FTP, identify this boldly named Russian art movement led by Kasimir Malevich.

ANSWER: Suprematism
23. Theodore Roosevelt received a copy of this work as a gift from the Rough Riders following the successful charge of San Juan Hill; incidentally its creator was present as a news correspondent during the battle.  First modeled in 1895, this small bronze sculpture depicts a cowboy holding a riding crop in his outstretched right hand while trying to hold on to the reins of his upright standing horse.  FTP, name this statue of a man trying to tame a wild horse, a work of Frederic Remington.

ANSWER: Bronco Buster
24. To refine her skills, she moved to Paris to study under Manuel Garcia.  Though A Camp in Silesia was written with her in mind, politics caused the role of Vielka to be given to Leopoldine Tuczek instead, despite the protestations of Meyerbeer.  She recovered with a stunning performance as Norma that made her a hit in Berlin, and touched off an international singing career that would later see her tour America under P.T. Barnum.  FTP, name this opera singer known as the “Swedish Nightingale.”

ANSWER: Jenny Lind
25. Budget limitations prevented its creator from covering its outside balconies in gold leaf to mimic the effects of autumn.  Among its notable features are a Jacques Lipchitz Mother and Child sculpture that decorates the outside of its plunge pool, a large living room walled with glass framed by red-painted wood, and a staircase that leads directly to Bear Run Creek.  Built as a vacation home for Edgar Kaufmann, this is, FTP, Frank Lloyd Wright house located over a cascade?

ANSWER: Fallingwater (accept “Kaufmann House” before the name is mentioned)

26. On the top edge of this painting’s frame, the artist inscribed in Greek, “As I can,” while on the bottom, he wrote a Latin acknowledgement of having made it.  The empty, pitch black background all but drowns out the subject’s body below his highly detailed face, though everything below his shoulders is cut off anyway.  With a squint in his eyes, possibly the result of gazing into a mirror, the subject looks directly at the viewer; for which this work is cited as one of the earliest portraits ever to do so.  FTP, identify this likely self-portrait of Jan van Eyck wearing a colored piece of headgear.

ANSWER: Man in a Red Turban
27. Its creator’s indictment of religion can be seen in the way a man is trampled by a mob rush after a claim that two children saw the Virgin Mary in a field.  An indictment of the Bohemian lifestyle appears through Alain Cluny’s character, a professor who hosts a lavish party for his intellectual friends, then later ends up shooting his children and himself.  The protagonist also faces the attempted suicide of his fiancé Emma, who takes poison after his tryst with the film star Maddalena, who was visiting Rome.  FTP, name this film that memorably shows Sylvia and Marcello cavorting in the Trevi Fountain, directed by Federico Fellini.

ANSWER: La Dolce Vita or The Sweet Life
28. In its original setting, it precedes a song called “Twilight” as the penultimate movement of its composer’s op. 49.  Itself preceded by the songs “On Sunday Morning,” “To a Violet,” and “Longing” in Five Songs for Voice and Piano, this slow and soft lied, often performed only in instrumental form, ends with the twice-repeated line, “Schlaf num selig und suss, schau in Traum’s Paradies,” a command to “sleep now, blessed and sweet child, and look upon the paradise of dreams.”  FTP, name this popular bedtime song by the composer of the German Requiem.

ANSWER: “Cradle Song” or “Wiegenlied” or “(Johannes) Brahms’ Lullaby”

29. In Act II, Scene 2, one of the main characters reminisces about her younger days by singing an air from Andre Gretry’s Richard Coeur de Lion.  Another piece the composer borrowed was a polonaise by Osip Kozlovsky, which is played to mark the arrival of Catherine the Great, a silent role.  The story concerns an obsession for faro that causes the protagonist to forget his love for Liza and cause the death of the elderly Countess in his desire to find a winning play.  FTP, name this Pushkin-inspired Tchaikovsky opera where Herman the German loses everything by drawing the titular card.

ANSWER: The Queen of Spades or Pique Dame or Pikovaya Dama
30. The artist’s biggest changes from original sketches were his adding a fifth figure, a bonneted woman who appears second from left, and making the woman on the right end pour out cups of chicory.  The only light source is an oil lamp hanging from the center of the ceiling, illuminating the title characters, who surround a wooden table with a large plate on its left end.  FTP, name this Vincent van Gogh painting showing peasants eating a certain vegetable.

ANSWER: The Potato Eaters
31. He abstracted the human form into that of a praying mantis in his morbidly-titled bronze sculpture, Woman with Her Throat Cut.  Other abstractions include a slab of marble with handprints traced on it, called Caress (Despite Hands), and a statue of a woman with a body shaped like the end of the spoon.  When this man started using models for his work, Andre Breton expelled him from the Surrealist movement.  FTP, name this 20th Century Swiss sculptor of The Palace at 4 AM, who later became known for his wiry and elongated renditions of the human form.

ANSWER: Alberto Giacometti
32. The Goethe Museum in Frankfurt houses a later one of this painting’s four versions, which reversed the scene’s orientation.  In an older version, a nightstand with a glass, a powder jar, and mirror resting on it appears on the far right; however, it does not prominently feature the bright red and gold patterned bedsheet and the red curtain of the Frankfurt version.  Each rendition shows an unconscious woman in a white dress laying on a bed and being watched by an empty-eyed horse as a hideous goblin sits on her chest.  FTP, name this best-known work by Henry Fuseli.

ANSWER: The Nightmare or The Incubus
33. In the piano version, this movement’s opening is immediately preceded by a rapidly ascending, nearly-chromatic sixteenth note flurry to a high G, then marked by a powerful E flat major chord and the tempo Allegro Alla Breve- Maestoso- con Grandezza.  Concluding a suite that also features pieces set in the Tuileries Garden and at a market in Limoges, it is preceded by “The Hut on Fowl’s Legs.”  FTP, name this closing movement of Mussorgsky’s Pictures at an Exhibition, inspired by the planned building of a monument in the Ukrainian capital.

ANSWER: “The Great Gate of Kiev”

34. According to the letters of Jean-Baptiste Tavernier, its commissioner intended to erect a duplicate facing it and composed of black marble.  Sebastian Manrique, a Dominican missionary, credited the jeweler Geronimo Veroneo as its architect, though the claim has now been dismissed as a false attempt to give a Westerner credit.  Leading up to it is a garden with a 64 flowerbed grid, called a charbagh.  On its eastern side, a decorative red sandstone structure, or jawab, provides symmetry to the twin mosque on the west side, which explains the four tilted white minarets that frame the central tomb.  FTP, name this domed structure located in Agra and built at the orders of Shah Jahan.

ANSWER: Taj Mahal
35. The chorus “Pizzica, Pizzica” and the soprano song “Sul fil d’un soffio etesio” are sung in Herne’s Oak as most of the cast tries to spook the title character by pretending to be fairies, a ruse which works until the title character recognizes the bright red nose of one of his companions.  This opera ends with two marriage blessings: Caius unwittingly pledges himself to Bardolfo, while the lovers Fenton and Nannetta end up together, an arrangement which is forgiven by Nannetta’s father, the husband of Mistress Ford.  FTP, name this Verdi opera based on The Merry Wives of Windsor.

ANSWER: Falstaff
36. Subjects of his early portraits include Catherine of Mecklenburg and the wife of Johannes Reuss, and he painted a series of portraits of Dr. Johannes Cuspinian and his wife.  A Judgment of Paris and series of Venus and Cupid paintings rank among well-known mythological works, while his canon of biblical paintings included over thirty depictions of Adam and Eve.  However, this artist of The Fountain of Youth is most often associated with a colleague of Philipp Melancthon, whom he also painted.  FTP, name this German who made numerous portraits of his friend, Martin Luther.
ANSWER: Lucas Cranach the Elder
37. Impromptu key changes to E flat major and A major, and a very soft three octave closing glissando characterize the Andantino menuet that forms its second movement.  A prelude in F major with a heavy use of rubato and a fast-moving passepied in F sharp minor are the opening and closing movements of this four part piano suite, best known for its lyrical Andante Tres Expressif third movement, which took its title from a Paul Verlaine poem about moonlight.  FTP, identify this set of Claude Debussy piano pieces that contains “Clair de Lune,” whose title comes from Verlaine’s pun about Italy’s Bergamo region.

ANSWER: Suite Bergamasque
38. A odd-looking, balding, bespectacled old man with protruding teeth and lips and a military outfit on hunches in the lower right corner over a table with some coins, a jar of ink, and some papers on it.  Two boyish figures surround the title character, a bald, red-nosed, bearded man in blue, who points to his own chest in shock as the two shadowy men in red entering on the left approach him.  The above image describes Hendrick Terbrugghen’s 1621 rendition of this scene, which was also painted by another artist in 1600 and set in a dark tavern with an open window, with the title character sitting on the left at a table and being illuminated by an unidentified ray of light from the upper right.  FTP, Caravaggio also painted what scene showing Jesus summoning one of his apostles?

ANSWER: The Calling of St. Matthew
39. Willie Bobo, Paul Chambers, and Osvaldo Martinez joined him for an album containing the tracks “Jack Rabbit,” “Mimosa,” and “Succotash,” entitled Inventions and Dimensions.  During the 1970’s, he left Blue Note Records and recorded Man-Child, Head Hunters, and Mwandishi, among others, as he began experimenting with jazz fusion.  Two of his most successful albums were Empyrean Isles, and his solo debut Takin’ Off, which introduced his seminal songs, “Empty Pockets” and “Watermelon Man.”  FTP, name this former member of the second Miles Davis Quintet, the still-living contemporary pianist who recorded Maiden Voyage.

ANSWER: Herbie Hancock
40. This suite’s somber second movement uses trombones to imitate a Gregorian chant, which according to the composer’s attached notes, rises “from the depths” and “float[s] through the air like a solemn hymn.”  A piano cadenza ushers in the third movement, which also features a clarinet solo and a recorded nightingale.  The fourth movement ends the suite with a brass fanfare depicting an army marching to the Capitol of the titular city.  The Janiculum, the catacombs, the Appian Way, and the Villa Borghese are the settings of, FTP, this Ottorino Respighi series about the trees of Italy’s capital city.

ANSWER: Pines of Rome or Pini di Roma
41. The watery pink color stains on its edges signal the onset of dawn, while the icy blue background dominating the center represents the night.  An empty, white rectangle at the bottom could be the opening of a pit, above which a thin post with an “X” for its base supports a curved wire holding a quartet of shrieking stick figure creatures, all of which are presumably controlled by the hand crank on the right.  FTP, name this painting of a bird-driven contraption by Paul Klee.

ANSWER: Twittering Machine
42. Part II’s F major aria “On Mighty Wings,” uses the flute section to simulate chirping nightingales, and in the movements that follow, a rolling double bass melody represents whales, and string tremolos introduce the appearance of “myriads of insects.”  The final section, Part III, ends with the chorus, “Sing to God,” and is set in motion with the hymn, “By Thee With Grace,” which introduces Adam and Eve.  A grand orchestral C chord that says “let there be light” is the most powerful moment of, FTP, what Franz Joseph Haydn oratorio about God’s making of the world?

ANSWER: The Creation or Die Schopfung
43. After his wedding, he recounts his time in India in a duet with his old army buddy Tiger, “The Cannon Song,” while his new wife sings about him to her disapproving parents in “The Barbara Song.”  After stopping at Wapping and singing the “Tango Ballad,” he is arrested by Smith and sent to Newgate, where he sings “The Ballad of Pleasant Living.”  It is at the end of Act II that he and Jenny Diver make a famous quip about how eating comes before morality.  Introduced in an opening ballad at Soho that compares him to a shark with “pearly white” teeth, this is FTP, which baritone-played husband of Polly Peachum, the bandit protagonist of The Threepenny Opera?
ANSWER: Macheath or Mackie Messer or Mack the Knife
44. John Singer Sargent sketched and painted numerous studies of this sculpture in its setting in the Loggia dei Lanzi, including a 1902 oil painting showing a night time view of it.  The marble base is decorated with grotesque figures, and among the four bronze statues placed in the niches are Zeus, Athena, and Hermes.  All were figures in the life of the title character, who wears only a shoulder strap and a winged helmet as he triumphantly stands over a mutilated female corpse.  FTP, name this Benvenuto Cellini statue showing the son of Danae holding the head of a Gorgon.

ANSWER: Perseus with the Head of Medusa or Perseus and Medusa or Perseus Beheading Medusa
45. Its third movement, simply called a “Song,” opens with a viola solo, which is soon joined by a large, dulcimer-like instrument called a cimbalom.  The saxophone and a substantial amount of percussion also play key roles in this work, whose Con Moto prelude sets the fairy-tale tone for the rest of the suite by opening with an orchestral imitation of a sneeze.  A movement imitating a Viennese Musical Clock also appears in this suite, which is derived from the composer’s comic opera about a titular old veteran who claims he once single-handedly defeated Napoleon.  FTP, identify this suite by Zoltan Kodaly.

ANSWER: Hary Janos Suite
46. The scene is illuminated by a central overhead bulb, which emits a row of jagged rays in a short radius.  A tiny flower below acts a symbol of hope, emerging from the handle of a broken sword held by a fallen warrior.  Other images within it are a bird with a broken wing, a wounded horse neighing in agony, a bull with a misshapen head, and a woman in a pieta pose bending her head back and wailing at the sky.  FTP, name this monochromatic mural painted as a reaction to the bombing of a Basque city.

ANSWER: Guernica
47. For this opera’s premier, the composer accommodated the limited ability of the tenor by recycling “Dalla Sua Pace” from Act I to follow “Ah Pieta, Signori Miei” instead of the challenging “Il Mio Tesoro.”  Also noteworthy is the aria “Fin Ch’han Dal Vino,” where title character announces his plans to have his way with Zerlina as he downs champagne.  Eventually the title character’s libertine ways catch up with him, as he asks Leporello to invite a statue to dinner and ends up being dragged down to hell by the statue in revenge for his murder of the Commentadore.  FTP, name this Mozart opera based on the Don Juan legend.

ANSWER: Don Giovanni
48. His cloudy setting of Mars being disarmed by Venus and the Graces and his Farewell of Telemachus and Eucharis marked a return to mythological themes in his last years, which also saw him paint portraits of Antoine and Angelique Mongez, Count de Turrene, and Countess Daru.  He began his Intervention of the Sabine Women while in prison, having been arrested after his completion of a series of revolution-themed portraits memorializing the deaths of Lepeletier, Bara, and a man shown laying in a bloody bathtub.  FTP, name this painter of The Death of Marat and master of French neoclassicism.

ANSWER: Jacques-Louis David
49. In its original form, this piece is performed in between Molto Allegro a Appassionato movement and a brief, sometimes-omitted Molto Allegro finale as part of the composer’s first string quartet.  Two years later it was rescored it for a large ensemble as a stand-alone piece, but retained its emphasis on the viola part.  The composer was inspired by reading a passage from Vergil’s Georgics describing how a stream grows into a river, which mirrors the gradual buildup of the dirge-like theme into a powerful, quasi-Romantic climax.  FTP, name this slow 1938 piece sometimes arranged for chorus as the Agnus Dei, the most popular composition of Samuel Barber.

ANSWER: Adagio for Strings
50. A triangularly-framed marble relief of the Assumption done for this structure was the final work of Nanni di Banco, positioned over the Door of the Mandorla that serves as its north entrance.  Containing the Door of the Canonici on its south side, it was finally consecrated by Eugene IV, roughly 140 years after it was begun under the direction of Arnolfo di Cambio, though it took until 1420 for construction to start on the two-layered octagonal shell structure that crowns it.  FTP, name this cathedral best known for its cupola designed by Filippo Brunelleschi.

ANSWER: Florence Cathedral or Santa Maria del Fiore or Il Duomo
