Preliminary Packet, Seeding Round 2
1. The third movement of George Rochberg’s sixth Concord String Quartet features a series of variations on this piece.  A four measure descending ground bass harmony consisting of eight half notes opens the piece and repeats throughout, while the first violin section enters with an F sharp, begins a slow descending major scale down to A, then ascends back to D as the second violin enters with the same melody; four measures later the third violin section continues this pattern.  Originally paired with a gigue that has enjoyed little of its immense popularity, this is, FTP, what repetitive Baroque piece that made a one-hit wonder out of Johann Pachelbel?

ANSWER: Canon in D (accept “Canon and Gigue in D”)

2. Its northern entrance is flanked by two towers in a concave arrangement, with the outside wall to the left of the entrance featuring a staircase leading to both a green door and a red one.  On its east side, the roof shields an open air pulpit designed for outdoor services.  Randomly punched out window openings in the walls and the giant brown slabs that form its curved roof contrast with white concrete to give this building a primitive feel that marks a departure from its architect’s International Style.  FTP, name this chapel in Ronchamps, France, designed by Le Corbusier.

ANSWER: Notre Dame du Haut (accept “Our Lady of the Height”)

3. Seventeen different states exist for the artist’s Japanese-influenced drypoint version of this scene, where color primarily comes from the black on yellow floral pattern of a kneeling woman’s dress and from the rich blue of the titular vessel.  In the painted version, a white porcelain pitcher with a flower print rests in the lower right corner, and the downward angled view centers on a woman in a white, gray, and lavender striped dress resting a half naked little girl in her lap and holding out her foot.  FTP, give the common title of these Mary Cassatt pieces showing a mother washing her child.

ANSWER: The Bath
4. His last effort was an adaptation of Richard Strauss’ tone poem on Till Eulenspiegel, which contributed to a failure of a tour that would prevent his company from ever performing in America again.  His descent into madness began after meeting and marrying Romola de Pulszky in Buenos Aires, where he gave his two last performances before being replaced by Leonide Massine.  Often remembered for his leap out a window in performances of The Spectre of the Rose, this is, FTP, what legendary dancer and choreographer of the Ballet Russes?

ANSWER: Vaslav Nijinsky
5. Support for its weight is provided entirely by a pair of small, plain rectangular blocks.  Its basic shape is heavily distorted by rippling, wave-like outward projections that give it a wind-swept appearance.  The heavy legs, shown in a walking motion, make up the bulk of the figure, and the armless torso brings to mind the Winged Victory of Samothrace, which was once discussed by the artist’s colleague, Filippo Marinetti.  FTP, name this bronze Futurist sculpture by Umberto Boccioni.

ANSWER: Unique Forms of Continuity in Space or Forme Uniche della Continuità nello Spazio
6. The front of a wide-eyed cat on the floor with its ears perked up fills the lower right corner of this drawing, whose title appears in white text on the thinly shaded side of the desk in the lower left.  The title figure is seated with his legs crossed and slumping over that desk with his head in his hands as sinister-looking owls and bats begin to swarm around him.  The 43rd plate in the Caprichos engraving series, which the artist completed over a decade before beginning The Disasters of War, this is, FTP, what Francisco Goya drawing whose title describes the nightmarish consequences of when rationality is allowed to “fall asleep?”

ANSWER: The Sleep of Reason Produces Monsters (accept similar translations, such as “Dream” for “Sleep” or “Brings forth” for “Produces”) or El Sueño de la Razon Produce Monstruos
7. Its sixth movement, which the composer described as “music of stone,” has the instruments imitate the sound of gongs and trumpets to create an apocalyptic “Dance of Fury.”  The preceding movement, led by a solo melody from the cello, honors Jesus, and in similar fashion, the violin and piano duet that comprises the eight and final movement is entitled “Praise to the Immortality of Jesus.”  The “Liturgy of Crystal” begins this set of piece, which developed from a violin, cello, and clarinet trio written for the composer’s fellow prisoners at a German camp.  FTP, name this chamber music masterpiece by Olivier Messiaen.

ANSWER: Quartet for the End of Time or Quatuor pour la Fin du Temps
8. The director requested that the Titan Symphony be used as a model for the score, and made that piece the only sound to play on the track during the first battle scene.  Also significant is the piteous sound of a flute, which is played by a blind boy as he stands over the now-ruined old man who had his eyes put out.  An androgynous pop star named Peter plays the role of Kyoami the fool, and the aforementioned old man is Hidetora, a ruler whose banishment of Saburo comes back to haunt him as his other two sons Taro and Jiro betray him and go to war after having his land divided between them.  FTP, identify this 1985 Akiro Kurosawa film based on King Lear.

ANSWER: Ran or Chaos
9. In his early commissions, he designed tapestries for the Como Cathedral and stained glass windows for the Milan Cathedral.  The Kunsthistorisches Museum in Vienna houses renditions of Fire and Water from his four part Elements series painted for Maximilian II.  He also did a painting of a cook that shows a servant uncovering a platter when turned upside down, two series personifying the four seasons, and an allegorical portrait that relied on images of fruits and flowers to portray Rudolf II as the Roman god Vertumnus.  FTP, name this 16th Century Italian painter known for creating composite images of faces from images of objects like small animals, plants, and vegetables.

ANSWER: Giuseppe Arcimboldo
10. The violin melody of this short A minor piece opens with a two-octave chromatic descent starting an octave above open E, and consists almost entirely of sixteenth notes.  The middle of this piece is marked a pizzicato A minor arpeggio, and the main melody primarily consists of extremely fast chromatic motions around E, and increases in octave after each bridge.  It depicts Prince Guidon after he has been transformed by a swan and is now speeding through the air to reach the court of Tsar Sultan.  FTP, name this Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov piece that mimics the frenetic buzzing of an insect.

ANSWER: Flight of the Bumblebee
11. Transported to the entrance of the Tapis Vert after its 1682 completion, this statue joins Perseus and Andromeda and a bust of Louis XIV as the only of its creator’s works to have been exhibited at Versailles.  The tunic of the title character falls between his legs; his calves are raised and pushing back off the ground, while his twisted torso arches forward, and his open mouth and contorted face visibly express his agony.  His right hand is being pulled behind his back by a beast, while his left is trapped inside a broken tree stump, sealing his fate.  FTP, name this marble sculpture of a Greek athlete about to be devoured by a lion, a work by Pierre Puget.

ANSWER: Milo of Crotona or Milon de Crotone
12. On a hill in the upper right corner, a bound man kneels hopelessly, as the sword raised above him indicates an impending beheading.  In the lower right corner, a round, white gaming table sits hastily abandoned as its players stand and brandish swords in a futile attempt to defend themselves.  A wagon full of skulls enters on the left, its driver ominously ringing a bell.  A giant trap door with a cross painted on it is raised open as a herd of people are rushed through it by the forces of the title figure, who sits atop an emaciated brown horse and wields a giant scythe.  FTP, name this painting showing the demise of the world, a work by Pieter Bruegel the Elder.

ANSWER: The Triumph of Death
13. In Act II, the title character becomes the subject of a wager, and receives a meaningless kiss from Afra’s fiance.  Her anger can be seen in the aria “Ne Mai Dunque Avro Pace?,” and in her request that Gellner kill the man who spurned her.  Based on a novel by Wilhelmine von Hillern, this opera ends with the title character realizing her love for the hunter, Hagenbach, and throwing herself into a fatal avalanche after he is swept away.  FTP, identify this opera chiefly remembered for the soprano aria “Ebben?  Ne Andro Lontana,” a work by Alfredo Catalani.
ANSWER: La Wally
14. This title describes a 2000 compilation album of 24 of the artist’s rare recordings, including the opening track, a rendition of “Tiny’s Tempo,” and the artists’ own “Moose the Mooch” and “Cool Blues.”  The song was an improvisation upon “How High the Moon,” and was first recorded in early 1946, during the artist’s first gigs as bandleader of an eponymous quintet and septet, which featured a young Miles Davis on trumpet.  Featuring an outtake called “Bird Lore,” it ranks along with “Yardbird Suite” as one of creator’s most popular saxophone recordings.  FTP, identify this Charlie Parker piece whose name refers to the study of birds.

ANSWER: “Ornithology”

15. Three of his first four opuses, Five Songs, a setting of “Flee on Gentle Boats,” and Five Songs from “The Seventh Ring,” were set to poems by Stefan George.  His cantata The Light of the Eyes and his Three Songs on Viae Inviae were the product of his close friendship with the poet Hildegard Jone, and he also wrote lieder on poems by Goethe and Rilke.  Mahler’s influence can be seen his early Passacaglia, one of the only works in which he used key signatures, written before his development as a serialist composer of instrumental works like Six Pieces for Orchestra.  FTP, name this Austrian, who, along with Alban Berg, made his name as a successor to his teacher, Arnold Schoenberg.

ANSWER: Anton von Webern
16. The subject of this painting would have been the aunt of Elizabeth Browning had she not died of tuberculosis after its completion.  Standing up and leaning forward on one bow-decorated black shoe, the title character raises her left arm and holds her hand directly in front of the neckline of her dress; her other arm rests near her waist, and is only visible to the elbow.  Her position atop a grassy hill gives the illusion that she is towering above the landscape and into the cloud-covered dark blue sky, with her trademark dress and ribbons on her hat blowing to the right into the wind.  Located in the Huntington Gallery across from a Gainsborough portrait, this is, FTP, what Thomas Lawrence painting and companion piece of the Blue Boy, in which 12 year old Sarah Barrett Moulton is nicknamed for the color of the outfit she wears?

ANSWER: Pinkie (accept an answer mentioning “Sarah Barrett Moulton” on an early buzz)

17. Its theater serves the double function of a connecting wing between the residential Prellerhaus section and its main workshop.  Similarly, the administrative offices are located on the two story bridge that connects the workshop and its educational center.  This building’s uniformly flat roof departed from traditional penthouse roof designs, and was constructed for utilitarian purposes, like avoiding the use of fire-prone timber rafters and allowing the possibility or using its space as an outside meeting or recreational area.  On its side, white, vertically descending letters spell out its title in a serif-free font, but do not shun the use of capital letters that its eponymous movement would later advocate.  FTP, identify this building in Dessau and school of architecture led by Walter Gropius.

ANSWER: Bauhaus
18. Its second movement takes the form of a muted chorale with plucked strings providing extensive accompaniment to the soloist, and a switch into the key of B major and the tempo Adagio un Poco Moto.  No pause precedes the start of its third and final movement, a brisk Allegro rondo that returns this piece to its main key of E flat major.  The solo piano is introduced immediately in the first movement, responding to each of the three opening orchestral chords with a cadenza-like series of ascending arpeggios and trills.  Gaining its popular title from the critic Johann Cramer and not a desire of the composer to honor Napoleon, this is, FTP, what majestically nicknamed final piano concerto of Ludwig von Beethoven?

ANSWER: Emperor Concerto or Piano Concerto No. 5
19. A grid of long wooden sticks blocks the entrance of the study at right, which contains a pair of sandals that have been set aside and a sloping desk with a skull and a red book on top of it.  A castle atop a hill and a field where a crane and a donkey stand appear in the distance, though the foreground is dominated by a stone cave, outside of which the titular saint stands barefoot in his brown robe holding his arms out and looking up at the sky.  FTP, name this Giovanni Bellini painting showing the rapture of a man from Assisi.

ANSWER: St. Francis in Ecstasy or The Ecstasy of St. Francis
20. A year after he wrote Gertrude of the Valley, he made his singing debut as Dulcamara in The Elixir of Love at Odenburg.  Returning to composing, he set works like The Mariner’s Return in his native Dalmatia, and also wrote the comic operas The Beautiful Galatea and Boccacio.  His 1860 two-act piece, Das Pensionat, is labeled as the first Viennese operetta, though his operas, such as Morning, Noon, and Night in Vienna, are primarily recognized for their overtures.  FTP, name this composer of Light Cavalry and Poet and Peasant.

ANSWER: Franz von Suppe
21. Her first producing gig was The Foundling, and she both acted as producer and starred opposite Douglas Fairbanks as the lead in The Taming of the Shrew.  Earlier that year she had entered a new phase in her career by cutting her hair for her Oscar-winning performance in Coquette.  After that, she had the lead role in Kiki and in Secrets before seeing her acting career end due to the onset of talkie films.  FTP, name this prolific silent film star born Gladys Smith in Canada, but still known as “America’s Sweetheart.”

ANSWER: Mary Pickford or Gladys Louis Smith
22. Preceding the sudden, powerful increase in dynamics that marks the final chorus are lyrics describing how the singer must endure with his body left bare because of the addressee’s wicked games.  An apostrophe in the opening stanza describes how the titular entity is always waxing and waning like the moon.  The final chorus opens with the verse “Sors salutis / et virtutis / mihi nunc contraria,” in which the singer laments that the titular entity, and its power to distribute prosperity and strength, are now against him.  FTP, name this Medieval Latin poem addressed to fate, which was set to music as the first song of Carmina Burana.

ANSWER: “O Fortuna!” (prompt on “Fortuna imperatrix mundi” or “Fortune, Empress of the World,” which is the first section of Carmina Burana)
23. This artist’s painting The Quay at Bougival and the pastel-drawn The Village of Maurecourt are examples of an oft-overlooked passion for landscapes.  Among the portrait subjects of this artist are Alice Gamby, the artist’s cousin Maria Boursier, and a little girl known as Mademoiselle MT, who was painted next to a green parrot.  The most prolific models for this artist were daughter Julie, famously depicted daydreaming, and sister Edma, once painted while playing hide and seek.  FTP, name this French Impressionist, who herself was a model for the paintings of her brother-in-law, Edouard Manet.

ANSWER: Berthe Morisot
24. A passage from a 1624 treatise by Sir Henry Wotton is the source of the phrase “firmness, commodity, and delight,” its inscribed motto.  James Stirling and Luis Barragan were two of the earliest recipients, while Pierre de Meuron and Jacques Herzog simultaneously became the first winners of the new millennium.  First issued by the Hyatt foundation in 1979 to Phillip Johnson and named for the Hyatt hotel chain’s founder, this is, FTP, what annual award nicknamed “the Nobel Prize of architecture?”

ANSWER: Pritzker Prize

25. Benjamin Cosyn and Elizabeth Rogers both produced eponymous compilations of pieces for this instrument.  A double version can be produced by attaching a smaller ottavino, which can be played separately or added on for effect.  They are classified into muselar and spinet varieties depending on where the attached strings are plucked and where the keyboard is placed.  William Byrd also compiled music for, FTP, what harpsichord-like instrument likely named because it was commonly played by young girls?

ANSWER: virginal
26. Act 3 begins with a drunken tenor aria as an outcry from the Shabby Peasant, who enters the cellar in a search for liquor and discovers a rotting corpse, prompting some bored policemen to crash the wedding festivities.  The body is that of Zinovy, the ex-husband of the title character, who was beaten to death after discovering a belt on his bed and thus learning that his wife was cheating on him with Sergei.  FTP, identify this opera that ends in Siberia with the death of *Katerina Ismailova, a Dmitri Shostakovich work with a quasi-Shakespearean title.

ANSWER: Lady Macbeth of the Mtsensk District (accept “Katerina Ismailova” until the *)
27. A 1961 painting by one of its former leading members shows this group posed decades earlier at the Tour Eiffel restaurant, and includes both of its female members, Jessica Dismorr and Helen Saunders.  The machine-like Rock Drill and the abstracted form of The Dancer exemplify the sculpture of this movement; the works were respectively done by Jacob Epstein and Henri Gaudier-Brzeska.  Founded by the painter of A Battery Shelled and The Surrender of Barcelona, this movement went public with a “vivid and violent” manifesto that appeared in BLAST and was signed by Ezra Pound in 1914.  FTP, identify this tempestuously-named, quasi-Futurist British art movement fronted by Percy Wyndham-Lewis.

ANSWER: Vorticism or Vorticists

28. Challenges to its authenticity note that its inclusion of an upturned handlebar moustache, pointed imperial beard, and ears that are outstretched separately, rather than molded as part of the main body of the face, differ from other contemporary Bronze Age artifacts.  This golden object, along with several gold goblets and daggers, was unearthed from Royal Tomb V in 1876, three years after the excavation of Priam’s treasure.  Its discovery prompted Heinrich Schleimann to claim that he gazed upon the face of, FTP, what legendary Mycenaean king who was killed by his wife Clytemnestra?

ANSWER: funeral mask of Agamemnon (even though it is no longer believed to be a depiction Agamemnon, the mask is generally referred to by his name; prompt on any answer that demonstrates knowledge without specifically mentioning Agamemnon)

29. He composed only three concertos, with his ones for the flute and violin being only two movements long, while his more famous clarinet one has four.  Also the composer of incidental music to a drama about Aladdin and the operas Saul and David and Maskarade, he often has his works catalogued under the letters FS.  His second symphony has choleric, melancholic, phlegmatic and sanguine movements, which is why it is called The Four Temperaments.  FTP, name this man also known for his Inextinguishable Symphony, a 20th Century Danish composer.

ANSWER: Carl Nielsen
30. The lower right corner features the grim image of a red and blue-sleeved arm peeking out from underneath a pile of stone blocks.  In the right background, a dark-skinned man plants a flag into the ground and shifts his yellow-turbaned head to the side.  The title character wears a white dress wrapped in a blue robe with a yellow belt and holds out her arms helplessly.  Her deathly pale breasts suggest that she will soon die on the heap of rubble on which she stands, an allusion to the country she represents.  FTP, name this Eugene Delacroix painting symbolizing the fate of the titular nation after the siege of the titular city by the Turks.

ANSWER: Greece on the Ruins of Missolonghi or Greece Expiring on the Ruins of Missolonghi
31. Its closing scene is set to the tune of an ascending Phyrgian scale repeated nearly 30 times, and comprises the third part of the Newcastle March, which takes up all of Act III.  This opera’s first act begins with “The Kuru Field of Justice” and introduces Leo Tolstoy as a symbol, while Tagore and Martin Luther King respectively appear in the two remaining acts.  Featuring a libretto in Sanskrit and based on the Bhagavad Gita, this is, FTP, what Philip Glass opera about Mohandas Gandhi, which joins Einstein on the Beach and Akhnaten in his trilogy of portrait operas?

ANSWER: Satyagraha
32. One of its signature features was the result of its architect’s mishearing his royal patron’s request for gold-plated towers.  The mother of pearl and ivory work that encrusts the shutters of its windows, which number 260, is attributed to a man named Ada, while its decorative interior calligraphy was the work of Gubari.  The center of its courtyard is marked by an octagonal ablution fountain, and the complex itself is located near another of its city’s famous landmarks, the German fountain.  A heavily domed building designed by Mehmed Aga at the order of *Ahmed I, this is, FTP, what Istanbul landmark with six minarets, nicknamed for the color of its interior tiles?

ANSWER: Blue Mosque (accept “Sultan Ahmed Mosque” until the *) (the Sultan said “altin,” or “gold,” when referring to the minarets; the architect heard “alti,” or “six”)

33. Maurice Ravel started work on Bolero after an attempt to score this set of pieces for orchestra fell through because the rights were given to Ferdinand Arbos.  “Triana,” “Malaga,” and the opening piece, “Evocacion,” are among the twelve components of this work that is divided into four books and written from 1906-1909.  Often paired with its composer’s suite Espana, this is, FTP, what Isaac Albeniz piano suite named for a peninsula of southwest Europe.

ANSWER: Iberia
34. The artist borrowed from his sketches of the remnants of a church and a castle in Egmond to enhance the background of this painting.  Likewise the stream flowing through the center of the landscape and the broken stumps that overhang it were also embellishments.  Of the two known versions, the one at the Detroit Institute of Arts is slightly less dreary because of the rainbow on the left end, though both it and the Dresden version feature a leafless beech tree on the right overhanging three tombs.  FTP, name this Jacob van Ruisdael landscape depicting a Zionist burial ground.

ANSWER: Jewish Cemetery or Jewish Graveyard
35. The composer of “Echo of Spring” and author the memoirs Music on my Mind was a Harlem pianist who bore this surname and called himself “Willie the Lion.”  The leader of the Rhythm Aces also had this last name, and though born “Cladys,” called himself “Jabbo.”  Guitarist Wes Montgomery recorded The Dynamic Duo with Jimmy, whose instrument of choice was the Hammond B3 organ.  One female performer with this last name was a vaudeville singer who led the Jazz Hounds and became the first black female to record a blues piece with “Crazy Blues,” but was supplanted by another singer of the same surname, who was known as the “Empress of the Blues.”  FTP, the above jazz performers, including Mamie and Bessie, share what most common American surname?

ANSWER: Smith (Wes Montgomery’s last name is just “Montgomery,” not “Smith,” in case of any confusion)

36. After this man’s death, his heirs authorized his friend Paul-Albert Bartholome to go to the foundry Adrien Hebrard and prepare 73 bronze castings of his works, most of which were sculpted from clay and wax.  Among these sculptures are Horse at Trough, The Schoolgirl, Tendu Devant, and series of pieces modeled after his various pastel drawings of a nude woman in a tub.  FTP, identify this French sculptor of The Little Dancer of Fourteen Years, who gained fame as an impressionist painter of horses and ballet dancers.

ANSWER: Edgar Degas
37. Its original libretto did not include the final duet, “Pur ti Miro,” which may have been written by Benedetto Ferrari or Francesco Cavalli.  This opera is also unusual in its call for a male soprano in the lead role and for a male mezzo-soprano to play Ottone.  The plot springs from an argument between the deities Fortuna, Virtu, and Amore, and ends with Ottone and Drusilla being exiled and Nero’s ex-wife Ottavia being sent off in a ship before the title event happens.  FTP, name this 1642 opera by Claude Monteverdi.

ANSWER: The Coronation of Poppea or L’incoronazione di Poppea
38. Chicago artists Barbara Jones-Hogu, Jeff Donaldson, and Wadsworth Jarrell founded a group of this name as a “Revolutionary” organization for black artists; in turn it evolved into a group consisting of the same name preceded by the hyphenated word “AFRI-.”  The original group of this name, formed in 1949, drew influences for its primitive take on abstract painting from Norse myth, and was led by such men as Asger Jorn, Pierre Alechinsky, and the Dutchmen Constant and Karel Appel.  Taking its oddly capitalized name as an acronym of three Northern European capitals, this was, FTP, what avant-garde art movement centered in Copenhagen, Brussels, and Amsterdam, with a snake-like name?

ANSWER: COBRA or CoBrA (the first capitalization method refers to the Chicago group, the latter to the European one)
39. This composer’s signature work closes Volume 2 of the Suzuki Method workbooks for both viola and violin.  Patronized by the Infante Don Luis, he served as a Spanish court composer, and later a Prussian one, and counted the Bird Sanctuary and La Musica Notturna delle Strade de Madrid among his over one hundred string quintets; his most famous piece is the third movement from the quintet catalogued as G275.  Also the composer of 30 symphonies and numerous guitar quintets, he wrote a dozen concertos for the cello, the most performed of which is the one in B flat major.  FTP, name this prolific Italian classical composer and cellist most popularly remembered for a Minuet in E major.

ANSWER: Luigi Boccherini
40. The artist’s second, completed rendering of this theme filled out the bottom with the image of a cornfield bisected by a curved pipe.  Symmetry between its left and right wings is balanced by the presence on each side of large classically-styled seated statues, the rightmost of which is headless, and a pair of giant magnifying lenses facing each other.  Cross section views of microscopic cells and distant planets and galaxies form an axis around the central apparatus, which is being operated by a nervous looking man caught between chaotic images of Western capitalist society on the left and Soviet communism on the right.  Rebuilt in Mexico City after its Rockefeller Center incarnation was torn down, this is, FTP, what Diego Rivera mural that sparked controversy for its depiction of Vladimir Lenin?

ANSWER: Man at the Crossroads looking With Hope and High Vision to the Choosing of a New and Better Future or Man, Controller of the Universe (writer’s note: technically the former title only refers to the Rockefeller version and the latter to the Mexico City one, but I wrote the tossup to ask the general theme of both paintings to make either answer viable and prevent any negs based on relatively trivial details)
41. In the third movement, a celesta mimics of the sound of a music box playing in a distant cabin, though the highlight is a graceful melody with a rhythm that imitates the patter of a donkey’s hooves.  A timpani and woodwinds, particularly the English horn, build up the opening movement, entitled “Sunrise.”  “Cloudburst,” “Sunset,” and “Painted Desert” are the rest of the five movements of, FTP, what Ferde Grofe suite inspired by a national park in Arizona?

ANSWER: Grand Canyon Suite
42. A pillow and both bent legs of one of the title characters spill out and overhang the base of this work, whose inscription history has led some scholars to identify it as an allegory of Medici rule in Florence.  A sleepy stupor and unnatural twisting of the neck highlights the fate of one title character.  An adornment with two angels carved on it graces the chest of the other title character, who stands while wearing a hooded cloak, grabs the male title character by the hair in one hand, and raises her blade in the other.  FTP, name this bronze Donatello sculpture of a biblical Jewish heroine and the Assyrian general she beheaded.

ANSWER: Judith and Holofernes
43. This artist’s modification of one of his traditionally-styled self-portraits to include a silly flowered hat foreshadows his departure from the Dutch Baroque style he imitated in The Bourgeois Salon, The Lampboy, and The Oyster Eater.  His morbid Death Pursuing a Flight of Mortals and Two Skeletons Fighting over a Hanged Man shocked even members of the artistic group he co-founded, “Les Vingt.”  Skeletons in the Studio combined his skeleton theme with his other favorite motif, carnival masks, which memorably appeared in his most studied work, a painting showing his sister and her Chinese fiancée being harassed by a crowd of festively dressed gawkers, entitled Intrigue.  FTP, name this Ostend resident and premier Belgian expressionist painter.

ANSWER: James Ensor
44. The epic second section of this piece begins with a hammering orchestral flourish to simulate thunder, as a fanfare joined by offstage trumpets introduces the “Tuba Mirum.”  Later on, that section features a mezzo-soprano and soprano duet in the Passion-themed “Recordare,” and a piteous tenor solo in the “Ingemisco.”  Featuring an unusual double chorus fugue for its “Sanctus,” this work originated with a “Libra Me” the composer had written years earlier in memory of Rossini, but was not fleshed out until the composer decided to honor the death of Alessandro Manzoni.  FTP, name this funeral mass by the composer of Aida.

ANSWER Giuseppe Verdi’s Requiem (prompt on “Requiem” alone)
45. A rising eight note triplet leading the first four notes of the A flat major scale follows a short melody symbolizing a wound, and forms the final part of this opera’s introductory Love Feast passage, the motif of a spear.  The entrance of the title character, however, is not anticipated in the prelude; instead it accompanies a line about a guileless fool, sang by an aged knight.  In Act III, set years later, the title character, who first appears after having shot a swan as a youth, returns to Montsalvat wearing armor, baptizes Kundry as the Good Friday motif plays, uses the holy lance to heal Amfortas, and is appointed king.  FTP, so ends what Richard Wagner opera about an Arthurian knight and his quest for the Holy Grail?

ANSWER: Parsifal
46. Camille Saint-Saens’ op. 135 set of six etudes and the traditional teaching of the Parsons transcription of C.P.E. Bach’s Solfeggietto in C Minor both center on this technique.  A series of transcriptions of Chopin etudes by Leopold Godowsky and an op. 9 Prelude and Nocturne written by Alexander Scriabin during a recovery period also fit this description.  Erich Korngold’s Concerto in C Sharp Minor, a recently rediscovered Paul Hindemith concerto, and Prokofiev’s Concerto No. 4 in B Flat Major are some of the many pieces written in this fashion specifically to accommodate Paul Wittgenstein’s disability.  FTP, Maurice Ravel’s Piano Concerto in D Major and the preceding works share what common feature requiring only half of a pianist’s typical physical capacity?

ANSWER: they were written for the left hand (prompt on any answers that mentions “one hand” but not “left hand,” as only the C.P.E. Bach work was written to be performed by either hand)

47. A giant globe rests in the lower left corner, just below an emaciated dog curled up on the floor.  In the upper right corner, a scale, a bell, and a giant hourglass hang from the top of a wooden shelf, on which is inscribed a magic square whose rows of numbers add up to 34.  The main figures in this work are a cherub sitting under a ladder and writing, a long-haired, winged person sitting down and brooding, and a flying demon-like creature who holds up a banner with the title written on it.  FTP, name this Albrecht Durer engraving that acts as an allegory for the effects of depression.

ANSWER: Melancholia I
48. The nickname of its western “Room of Religion” is derived from the holy subject matter of frescos painted there by Anselmo Canera and by Alessandro Maganza and his son, while the eastern room has frescos depicting the life of Paolo Almerico.  Classical statues appear at each vertex of the triangular roofing that sits perched on a row of six columns above each of its four identical porticos.  Finally completed when Vincenzo Scamozzi installed its Pantheon-inspired central dome and oculus, it was modeled after the principles of symmetry the architect himself expounded upon in his Four Books of Architecture.  FTP, identify this country house situated on a hill outside the town of Vicenza, designed by Andrea Palladio.

ANSWER: Villa Rotonda or Villa Capra or Villa Almerico (only prompt after the name is mentioned)

49. To create a short parody of this film, Len Lye set clips from it to the “Lambeth Walk,” an upbeat British jig.  One of its early scenes shows a vast number of young men awakening in the dawn, shaving, and dressing themselves to receive their leader, who inspects the men of the DAF with the assistance of Robert Ley.  Alfred Rosenberg, Julius Streicher, and Viktor Lutze are among the men shown giving speeches in this film, which was produced a year before its creator’s film about the 1936 Olympics and focuses on a massively attended political rally.  FTP, name this infamous Nazi propaganda film by Leni Riefenstahl.

ANSWER: The Triumph of the Will or Triumph des Willens
50. In one interview, the artist himself poetically referred to a “fire down below” when describing the title of this work.  One theory holds that its creation was a response to erroneous accusations of art theft leveled against the creator’s friend, the poet who wrote the Calligrammes.  The artist allegedly created it by buying a postcard from a gift shop on the Rue de Rivoli, pasting a strip of white paper labeled with its new title at the bottom, defacing it with a pencil, and giving it a name that crudely translates to, “she has a cute ass.”  FTP, name this alphabetically named Marcel Duchamp work depicting the Mona Lisa with facial hair.

ANSWER: L.H.O.O.Q. (note: Duchamp’s friend, Guillaume Appollonaire, was named a suspect when the real Mona Lisa was stolen).
