Questions by Mike Bentley

1) He created small sculptures of horses as a preparation for a work where a red-wheeled carriage is being towed by four horses, Fairman Rogers Four-in-Hand, and also used sculptures to prepare the nude figure depicted with her body facing William Rush (+) in another work.  A conductor's hand can barely be seen to the bottom left of a woman in pink resting her hands on her lap, his The Concert Singer.  Multiple poses (*) of John Laurie Wallace and of a pole-vaulter mid-transit exemplify his stop-motion photography series, influenced by his work with Eadweard Muybridge.  A bunch of men frolic around a rock above some water in his The Swimming Hole, while a childhood friend is depicted sitting in a rowboat in his Max Schmitt in a Single Scull.  FTP, identify this Philadelphia based artist behind The Gross Clinic.
ANSWER: Thomas Eakins [1]

2) One FAQ for this part of Kirby Airride details how extra features in it can be unlocked by completing the Course of Metal without using a boost.  An FAQ for this section of the Minnish Cap was written by nazguldragon15, and details how the player must first collect 130 figurines and "talk to the man behind the cafe" (+) in order to use the main contents of the guide.  It can be accessed after the player pressed start while holding A & B in the Japanese version of Contra, (*) and in Sonic 2 players are able to access a level select menu if they perform actions on this screen in a certain order.  In games like Final Fantasy: Dawn of Souls and Metroid: Zero Mission, it is unlocked after the game is beaten, while other games have featured content created by Nobuo Uematsu or Koji Kondo.  FTP, identify this feature in games where players can listen to the game's music.
ANSWER: Sound Test (or Sound Check; prompt on "Music Screen" or "Music Room") [2]


3) Two pages of an issue of Time were cut when released in the United Kingdom because it reprinted "prejudicial" language used by the London Times in a headline about this man in 1968.  His 1968 autobiography took its title from two of the names he adopted, and also detailed his early life picking mangoes before becoming a pimp in Notting Hill.  A committee to "save" him included activists like Kate Millett and Dick Gregory, but he was eventually hanged for ordering Stanley Abbott to kill his cousin and co-commune member Joseph Skerritt, despite a legal team led by men like William Kunstler, paid for by Yoko Ono and John Lennon.  In a recent (+) film appearance, he was implied to have had compromising pictures of Princess Margaret stolen from him by a group led by (*) Jason Statham in The Bank Job.  FTP, identify this Trinidadian born black leader, a UK-based instigator who adopted his best known name from Malcolm Little.

ANSWER: Michael X (or Michael DeFreitas or Michael Abdul Malik; don't accept "Michael the Tenth" if someone gave that for some reason) [5] 


4) The man chiefly responsible for introducing this genre, nicknamed "Le Tiepolo du Double-Colombier", created early works in the medium like Bal Valentino.  In England, the so-called Beggarstaff Brothers produced in this genre, while in the United States Montgomery Flagg created a popular trope for this genre in (+) 1917.  Other artists to gain fame in this medium included Theophile-Alexander Steinlen, creating works like Réouverture du cabaret du Chat Noir.  One of the most popular early works in this medium depicted Sarah Bernhardt wearing a tiara and looking straight out at the viewer, created by Czech artist Alphonse Mucha. (*)  An orchestra can be seen playing beneath an actress on stage while a man wearing a monocle and a woman dressed entirely in black dominate the foreground in Le Divan Japonais, a work in this medium by Henri de Toulouse-Lautrec.  Made possibly by new developments in color lithography, FTP, name this medium for officially commissioned works like Don't Let Him Down, He's Watching You, and Avenge December 7, plus pretty much anything featuring Uncle Sam.
ANSWER: Propaganda Poster (prompt on "Lithography" or "Color Lithography" before mentioned)

5) His early work, created while he was abroad in France, includes a night scene of Bastille Day and a painting of women and children sitting on a bench in The Luxexmbourg Garden.  While in Venice, he crafted The Spanish Steps, now on display at the Cleveland Museum of Art, as well as watercolors like Splash of Sunshine and Rain.  Late works like his On the Beach paintings were almost exclusively about lone women in coastal settings, while earlier work focused on urban American locales like May Day, Central Park (+) and The Park, Salem.  He exhibited by himself at the Macbeth gallery in 1900 and eight years later would exhibit with artists like Everett Shinn and George Luks, (*) although he was more closely associated with Arthur B. Davies.  Also responsible for Summer New England, FTP, identify this Canadian-born and Boston-based post-impressionist and member of The Eight.
ANSWER: Maurice Brazil Prendergast [6]

6) This artist left unfinished a work depicting angels like Sain Kilian and Saint Elizabeth surrounding a title character, although Veit Stoss would later gild and paint that work.  He placed Judas, holding a bag of money, in the center of an unusually composed Last Supper scene for an altarpiece for a popular pilgrimage site in Rothenburg. (+)  He was ultimately kicked off a council for taking too hard of a line against the Reformation in his native Wurzburg, and in a famous work the apostles gather in a semi-circle as small angels lift Mary towards Heaven in a work for the Herrgottskirche.  Also the creator of Ascension of the Magdalen, (*) for ten pretty hard points, identify this late-15th, early-16th century German sculptor, known for Altarpiece of the Holy Blood and Altarpiece of the Assumption of Mary.
ANSWER: Tilman Riemenschneider [6]

7) This person has proclaimed his love for ginger-ale containing Vernor's, and also asserted that fried chicken was much better than pizza.  He is apt to remind people of Freddy's Fashion Mart where Al Sharpton (+) "has a lot of blood directly on his hands" and was at one point challenged to a Mortal Kombat duel by Chris Ray.  His most famous actual quizbowl tournament saw him protesting another team's wrong answer for the "World Baseball (*) Classic" while on a team with Zach Hommer.  Katy Peters recently offered Zip Car service to this person and his accomplice to partake in a mecca that had resulted in vomiting at the 2007 Chicago Open.  A target in the Vardomskaya Report and operator of the original Quiz Bowl Wiki, FTP, identify this "hawkfaced" purveyor of hot dogs, a former Brandeis player.
