Mini-Match of 10 Questions
Questions by Mike Bentley

1) This artist's early work, Inside Fort Laramie, was created before he largely abandoned his reliance on historical subjects.  Outside his normal field, his Ceramic Sculptures series largely consisted of saucers and cups stacked on top of each other.  This artist used a broken hanger in place of a cigarette in a parody of a no smoking sign for his Collage for Pro Choice (+) Button Design, while four nude women play the titular sport in one of his final works, Beach Scene with Volleyball.  Besides painting several Girl with Tears, (*) he'd add incongruous white strokes of paint over his most iconic images in the Brushstroke series.  In a well known work, a blond woman holds a white glove to her face and wonders about someone's illness, while a plane explodes in perhaps his best known painting, which employs a Ben Day dot technique.  FTP, identify this Pop Artist behind Drowning Girl and Whaam!, largescale versions of scenes from comics.
ANSWER: Roy Fox Lichtenstein

2) One of the characters in this game enjoys both Dr. Seuss and Friedrich Nietzsche, although he suffers ailments of "athlete's foot and frequent headaches".  Beam Software developed a 32-bit port of this game's sequel, where the title figures "return" to fight enemies like skeletons and vampires in Transylvania (+) via moves like grabbing colored spheres with one of the character's bionic arms.  In the original game, the title brothers are abducted (*) by the chief antagonist after winning a hunting competition and they have to avoid Croutonian security.  A save system was incorporated into a 2003 GBA port, and Scorch and Fang were introduced into its sequel.  One character uses his shield as a make-shift hang glider, and all the protagonists fight against the alien, Tomator.  Starring Eric the Swift, Baleog the Fierce and Olaf the Stout, FTP, identify this Blizzard platformer about some Nordic warriors.
ANSWER: The Lost Vikings

3) Fancy Nancy suggested that this object be given as a neg prize for the 2007 HSNCT, while rkd suggested that it be part of a "golden ticket" issued by Random House where the recipient would get to play Trivial Pursuit (+) with it, its likeness and an Oompa Loompa.  Donald Taylor suggested playing TRASHionals from inside of this object, although it was ultimately put up for auction to benefit the American Cancer Society.  Someone named Negotiator posted a picture of it sitting in a corner of the warehouse (*) of Woot.com last October, although it probably has not yet been given away as part of a bag of crap.  The blog where it was disposed of got a big traffic spike after its author (sarcastically) suggested that a certain show be spiced up by asking about Arbys and introducing physical challenges.  FTP, identify this object, made of foam, that depicts the noggin' of the NAQT Film, General Knowledge and Racism editor, a guy pretty famous for beating Leo Wolpert on Jeopardy.
ANSWER: Ken Jenning's Giant Foam Head (accept clear knowledge equivalents)

4) Monsieur Zuylestein made it clear to this group that they would receive assistance.  A document that this group crafted was delivered by Arthur Herbert, a communication which stated "there are nineteen parts of twenty people throughout the kingdom who are desirous of a change".  One member of this group served as Commander In Chief in the victory at Barfleur and the subsequent engagement at La Hogue, (+) while another would later be responsible for the Triennial Act, one Chalres Talbot.  Their most notable action was prompted by the successful deliverance of a baby boy by Mary (*) of Modena, a son who would later unsuccessfully attempt to regain the throne thanks to The Fifteen and other Jacobites.  FTP, identify this group of English noblemen responsible for crafting and signing the Invitation to William that led to the Glorious Revolution.
ANSWER: The Immortal Seven [5]

5) A modern Nigerian artist who created the Baptist Church of Bush of Ghost in 1969 is known as Twins X X, where X represents this number.  When this number "and five"  names a post-World War I abstract expressionist British society led by Ben Nicholson, (+) while a better known group with this number in its title included the artist of the post-impressionist painting Clouds, Lake Superior.  This many bathers were shown in a namesake 1900 work by Cezanne, and Marc Chagall painted a 1912 portrait where he had this many fingers. (*)  Other members associated with the Clouds, Lake Superior group include Franklin Carmichael and Jack Pine creator Tom Thomson, plus other Canadian artists.  FTP, name this number which also appears in the title of a film where Antonius Block returns from crusade to play a game of chess with death.
ANSWER: Seven (accept word forms like seventh) [1]


6) This body grew in size thanks to Lydiadas renouncing his tyrant ways and joining it.  Antigonus III Doson helped this body fight one of its chief rivals, a leader who succeeded Agiad and who won victories against it at Mt. Lycaeum, (+) but ultimately lost at Sellasia.  Besides fighting the Spartans under Cleomenes III, one of its most popular leaders was potentially murdered for resisting Phillip V.  An unpopular late ruler of this body was Callicrates, while earlier the city of Sicyon (*) was brought into this polity by a man who served as general of it every other year of his life from 246 BCE, Aratus.  A partially lost history of one of its leaders, Philopoemen, was written by Polybius, who was sent to Rome as a hostage when it sided with Macedon in the Third Macedonian War.  Defeated by Corinth destroyer Lucius Mummius, FTP, identify this league of the northern Peloponnese.

ANSWER: Achaean League [or Achaean Confederation] (4)

7) A message board with a "kudos" forum was formed largely due to the publicity generated by this person, whose blog contained a header quoting the first few lines of the Declaration of Independence.  That same blog by this person contained a proposed conversation with Larry Probst, (+) pointed out how an exemption in Senate Bill 88 specifically did not apply to people in the entertainment industry, and lamented how small studios (*) were being bought by larger ones.  Three years later, Paul Hyman quotes this person as stating that things at Tiburon are still bad, although Vancouver now receives mixed ratings.  In actuality Erin Hoffman, FTP, name this blogger who exposed the hideous working conditions her husband faced while working at the world's largest 3rd party game developer.
ANSWER: EA_Spouse (accept Erin Hoffman before mentioned) [4]

8) On the "BBs" at its website, you can find out how to nominate a player for the hall of fame on the "Friends for Life" forum.  Webinars run by this organization (+) include how to take your team to the "next level" via "championship training", and other helpful tips include playing "blackout Jeopardy" where a coach tapes the TV program and plays back only the audio on tape.  Its most recent "Here's the Buzz" newsletter predicts that Willie Cole started a new tradition, and former moderators for it have included Clint Holmes.  An advertisement (*) for this competition in USA Today states how it "brings the power of dreams to life" while honoring people like Christopher Bonner and Alesis Turner, the former being the captain of Oakwood, last year's champions of the Strong 64.  FTP, identify this competition for historically black colleges, sponsored by some automaker.
ANSWER: HCASC (or Honda Campus All-Star Challenge;  do not accept or prompt on "CBI" or "College Bowl")


9) A priest blesses a family returning from a hunt in his Bolton Abbey in Olden Times while two figures struggle to push each other off a cliff in his None But the Brave Deserve the Fair.  A hammer and a lantern appear on the bottom left while a domineering white figure visits another living in a barrel in this artist's Alexander and Diogenes. (+)  Richard Muther argued that this artist "Darwinized" his figures, such as in his Laying Down the Law where a paw (*) is placed on a thick book.  More "heroic" scenes created by this artist include Man Proposes, God Disposes where a ship on an Arctic expedition is being ripped apart by polar bears.  He created the conversation piece, Windsor Castle in Modern Times, for Queen Victoria in 1845, a woman who highly admired the work of this British artist.  FTP, identify this artist behind animal genre paintings like 1851's The Monarch of the Glen.
ANSWER: Edwin Landseer

10) Recapturing one of these named Hewger was the reason that Pyrce attempted to go back in time via a Celebi in Pokemon Special, and it helped return one of Santa Claus's possessions in the Holiday Hi-Jynx episode of the anime.  In Gold and Silver, you could catch one by romping through the Union Cave on Fridays.  Also in the anime, Ash caught one in the same episode that Tracey (+) Sketchit teamed up with him and Misty.  In the Fossil series of the CCG, it had 80 HP and could execute both Confuse Ray and Water Gun. (*)  Its relative rarity is apparently due to being hunted to near-extinction, mainly because it has a "gentle heart" and "rarely fights", while in times of happiness it is reported to "sing an enchanting cry".  In Red and Blue you were given a Level 15 one as a reward after you beat Gary in the Silph Co. building in Saffron City.  FTP, name this Loch Ness-like turtle Pokemon, good for ferrying people across the water.
